DEATH OF LORD DENMAN.
[From the London Daily News, Sept. 27.]

Lorp Dexmay died on Friday last at Stoke
Albany, Northamptonshire, in his 76th year. His

e universal reverence and affection in which he
was held and the rank he obtained in his pro-
fession. There were u few points in his life
and action which will connect him in history
with some of the marked events of his time, and
news of his decease vividly calls up in many
minds the most memorable scenes they have wit-
nessed in our London streets, our country vil-
lages, and our Houses of Parliament. During
the exciting summer of 1820, his name was, with
his ‘ brother Brougham's” in every mouth. For
long years after he was a sort of popular saint,
through the virtuous sympathy that our people
have the happiness of being snbject to with those
whom they clearly uuders'and to bave sacrificed
worldly objects for something higker. In the con-
fitct between the claims of law and Parliamentary
privilege from 1836 to 1841, he was the central
figure ; and with these salient points of the his-
tory.of our time the name of THomAs Denmax
will ever be associated.

His father, one of the court physicians in the
time of George III, was the son of o tradesman or
farmer at Bakewell, in Derbyshire ;a locality to
which the family for successive generations haw
been so attached that the line of descendants is
like'y to perpetuate the residence. Dr. Dexyax
wae fond of his farm at Stoney Middleton, near
Bakewell, and Lord Dexmax improved the farm-
house into a delightful residence. Lord Dexyax
had three children, Thomas, and two daughters,
one of whom was inarried to Dr. Baillie, and the
other to the unhappy Sir Richard Croft, who at-
tended the Princess Charlotte in her confinement,
and being unable to get over the shock of her
death, committed suicide. It is probably because
he was surrounded by pliysicians in his family re-
lations that Lord Drxwan has been reported to
have been originally intended for the medical
profession.  This was not the case, however, his
destination and choice having always been the bar.
He was born in 1779 ; and, not been obliged, like
most young barristers, to defer marriage till mid-
dle life, or to plunge their wives into poverty, he
indulged himself with a home at an early age.—
He married, in 1804, Theodosia Anne Vevers,
eldest daughter of a clergyman of Saxby, and

rand-daugh a Lincolnshire baronet. Fif-
teen children were the offspring of this marriage,
of whom eleven survived, five sons and six mar-
ried daughters, when lady Denman died in 1852,

We predict that you
will feel much better ; and that very speedily
your difliculties will come to an end. Lay
aside your passions; make as much effort for
harmony and union as you have for discord
and strife;; let the law of kindness rule your
spirit; and be sure, that you will find this of
more eflicacy than hard words or violeat ac-
tions, It kills the devil. Do you wish to live
in peace ! Then be willing to conform 'to its
conditions. Do you wish for a restored har-
mony? ‘T'hen adopt the suitable measures (o
gain this result, T'here never was, and there
never can be, an allenation between men that
could not be cured, that ought not to be cured,
and that would hot be cured, by an application
of Christian priuciple.
