MILLION SHELLS A DAY?

Strike Semetimes at Rate of 32 a
Second — Admit Their Losses
Far Frem Light But Say British
Casualties Heavier -

Headquarters of German Army Group
on the Somme Front, Saturday, Aug. 12
(via Berlin to London, Aug. 17)—The
expenditure of artillery ammunition by
the Entente Allies on this front has
reached =, prodigious volume, pften strik-
ing the rate of thirty-two shells a sec-
ond. During drum fire, not infrequently
along the entire Somme front, nearly
90,000 shells have been dropped in an
hour, while a conservative estimate puts
the average for the twenty-four hour
period at more than 1,000,000 shells.

With this rate of fire, the financial
cost of the offensive is naturally high.
| What the approximate loss in human
‘ material amounts to is difficult to estim-
ate. That the losses of the British in
certain actions have been frightful is af-
firmed by German officers, who, on the
other hand, frankly admit that their own
losses have been far from light, though
all insist that they were mot nearly so
heavy as the British.

The German expenditure in ammuni-
tion has been much lighter than that of
the British for the reason that the Ger-

. man artillery concentrates its efforts on

special objects such as trenches, trans-
ports and reserve base, while the British
often screen off the whole sectors, taking
nightly under their fire all the villages
and roads behind the German lines
within the range of their guns.

FOOD FRAUDS IN GERMARY

The Hague, Aug. 17.—The new Ger-
man “war usury bureau” has justified its
existence by revealing surprising details
of widely ramified food frauds, accord-
ing to reports received here. The frauds
are sald to involve a half dozen leaders
and a hundred accomplices. These men
are said to have smuggled hundreds of
tons of wheat, rice and barley flour
from the province of West Prussia to
Berlin, where it was sold at a profit. of
800 per cent.

The existence uf the flour, reports say,
was concealed from the government stock
taker by all manner - ‘artifices. The
flour was shipped on night trains as
potatoes or machinery. Among the ac-
complices and ringleaders were several
government officlals and several station
masters who are charged with conni-
vance in the fraud by consigning flour
under false descriptions.

WILL NOT ADVANCE

But Batter and Cheess Will Be
Higher, Says Mr. Prime

That no advance will be made in the

{ price of milk for, the present at least,
M\ was stated today by L. C. Prime, gen-
*ral manager of Primecrest Farms. Ltd.,
the largest dealers in this commodity in
eastern Canada-—who yas asked regard-
ing a rumor to the effect that a higher

price would be asked for milk. In reply
#to a question relative to dairy produets

such as butter and cheese, Mr. Prime

said that these would certainly be high-

er.
“There is no cause,” said Mr. Prime,
“for alarm as to advance in the nrice
of milk, for, while the cost of production
is slightly higher than in previous years,
it is not yet sufficient to warrant the
advance of a cent in the price of milk at
present.

“Other dairy products, such as butter
and cheese,’ added Mr, Prime, “will cer-
tainly be higher, probably much more

than for some years, owing to the
:loeuvy European export demand for
these products.”

CLOSE OF THE
CRAND LODEE...
08T, SESSONS

The convention of the 1. 0.G.T. was
brought to a close in Hampton last
night with a public meeting which was
largely attended. Interest of a practical
kind was shown in the temperance situa-
tion and all the speakers were closely
followed.

Grand Chief ‘Cemplar, E, N. Stock-
ford, occupied the chair and referred to
the position the order occupied in rela-
tion to temperance reform since its in-
ception. Rev, W. D, Wilson, field sec-
retary of the N. B. Branch of the Do-
minion Alliance, reviewed the Prohibit-
ory Act, pointing out wherein it was
better than existing acts and its im-
provement -on the Scott Act. He said
that the enforcement of the act was
centred so that respdnsibility was ex-
actly placed. that the penalties inflicted
were more drastic and that search and
convictions are more easily secured.

Rev. Thomas Marshall, first vice-presi=,
dent of the Dominion Alliance, also
dealt with the law and drew attention
to some reasons why tle Scott Act
should be repealed and this law allowed
to come in force in such communities
as now were working under the C. T. A.
Unifying the province under one act
would mean myuch in its efficiency and
enforcement. Coming under the new law
would assure the people of Scott Act
municipalities of a vote when a refer-
‘endum might be:called for and,they
might exercise a right to say as to
whether such act would be retained,
otherwise they would not be in a po-
sition to declare themselves. In ad-
dition to these reasons, the speaker said
that the criticilsm of those who were
competent to judge was all in favor of
the provincial measure.

J. Vernon Jackson, grand secretary,
then, addressed the meeting \nd gave
.some very interesting facts from the his-
tory and position of Good Templary.
More than 600,000 members, in all climes,
speaking all languages, and of every
creed had subscribed to its constitution.

|GERMAN PLIGHT
- AS SEEN TODAY

\ (New York World)

All the reviews of the two years of
war in Europe have brought out nothing
more diverting than the official docu-
ment issued from Berlin by the German
Foreign Office. In explaining the pre-
dicament in which the Kaiser today finds
himself, official German has found it
expedient, since August, 1914, to invent
new . pretexts for exalting ity righteous-
ness of conduct. :

“There was a time not forgotten when
Prussian militarism for years swagger-
ed -and blustered on the stage of Europe
and from choice played the role of world
bully. Austria’s assault on Serbia gave
it its long awaited opportunity. It was
to avert “the Slav peril,” that it plunged
into war. It was to rescue western civil-
ization from barabarism that it struck
at France, ravished neutral Belgium and
entered' upon its glorious career of con-
queror and champion of culture. By
Providence it had been destined to dom-
inate and impose its ideals upon other
peoples.

In less self-complacent tone the Ger-
man Foreign Office today pleads that
the purpose of its enemies is to destroy
Germany. That is its justification for
war, that is its compelling reason for
pniting itself with Austria, Turkey and
Bulgaria and spreading ruin throughout
every corner of Europe. It even appears
that neutral nations must look to it as
the mighty defender of their rights and
rely upon it for victory if they are not
to be despoiled of their commerce and
denied the freedom of the seas.

Toronto Building Permits Will Ex-
ceed $12,000,000 Fer Year,
or Double Figure For 1915

Toronto is forging ahead despite war
conditions, and eyery preparation is ap-
parently being’ made “for" after-war con-
ditions. “Manufucturers are establishing
new factories; new apartment houses
are being erected; theatres and private
dwellings are springing up in a manner
which inspires confidence, . :

If the present rate of progress is main-
tained the value of the building permits
issued by City Architect Pearse for the
year 1916 will total over twelve million
dollars, or over twice the amount for
last year.

Total Six Million

Up to the 1st August the value of the
applications made for building permits
passed the six million mark. Permits
had been issued for work exceeding $2,-
760,000, and the plan examiners still have
on hand plans for work estimated to
cost $7,000,000, which will probably be
given out before the end of the year.
During the next five months it will only
be necessary for work valued at $2,000,-
000. to develop in order that the $12,-
000,000 mark may be passed.

ACCIDENTS AND
GOVERNMENTS

Editor Times-Star:—

Sir—While I do not think it .well for
politicians f\({ try and show absolute su-
premacy in the field when psychological
or moral question . are discussed, as poli-
ticians are the defenders of American
rights, I do not think that the people
should say that politicians are out of
their line when they try to make clear
or defend positions which they may
take on moral or psychological questions.

An old time prophet generally had for
his theme first, judgment; second, jud J
ment; and thu-d more judgments; and
a Jewish prophet did not simply crit!cize

things but he denounced his own people.

Now, as far as criticism goes, I like
the ways'of the old Jewish prophets,
they did not go abroad to find fault,
but they looked at home. The lower

. downs and the highér ups were both
alike to them, and because a man was
in power this did not save him from the
complaints of a Jewish prophet.

Present day. politicians, howeyer, to
some extent differ from this. Expedi-
ency is tvo frequently followed. And
@ pQlitician as a rule only criticizes those
;:»-are outside of his circle; as for

supporters, they are generally per-

N ow, I believe that a politician should
appreciate support, but at the same
time he should not see too much virtue
in this support; and while he admits that
certain people who support him may
have faults, he can also hold that cer-
tain people who support the other side
have faults also.

We. are 'at times told that if a man
does not understand political underplay,

" he can hardly be looked upon as in the
race for a public offic.,

Now, I do not think that we can rid
politics of underplays, but 1 think that
the aver politician in expressing his
opinion ut affairs should be more
honest than some have considered it
necessary to be.

He need not say that judgment will
come upon people if they do not follow
his ideas, but he can hold that some sort
of accident may occur if people do not

et enlightened about matters, Accidents
gefu.u men and people as a rule because
they are ignorant, or have failed to take
jnto consideration certain conditions
which exist, and, while in a certain sense
accidents may be judgments .as man be-
comes enlightened, judgment 'is looked
upon more as a moral ruling which de-
velops the world as a whole towards bet-
terment, than as a matter which con-
cerns a quarrel which nations may have
over a certain amount cf spoil, for when
educational and moral ewlghtenment is
advanced in the world a door is opened
which capnot be closed, but when simply
a quarrel over spoil is decided, this may
not. @etter the world, for it may be sim-
pl matter of one tyrant obtaining the

g’aperty of another tyrant.

We are told by modern analysts, be-
eause a war devastates a nation or an
accident kills a certain number of men,

men.

one should not hold that war will devast-
ate a nation because that nation is worse
than other nations, no more than one
should hold that accidents kill men be-
cause they are worse than other men.

This matter has been well set forth
in Scripture in the account of the falling
of a tower which killed a certain num-
ber of men, and when the account of the
accident was brought to the Master, he
was asked what sins these men had done
that judgment shovld be ‘upon them,
and He replied that tuey were not sin-
ners above other men, and He thus look-
ed at the matter more as an accident
than as a judgment.

Thus modern statesmen may justify
themselves in looking at war more as an
accident than as a judgment, and while
one cannot search out just what a divine
judgment is, I believe that' there are
such ‘things as divine Judgments

Order, we are told, is Heaven's first
law, and order comes from authority
and obedience. Children and mothers
may follow a rule which is higher than
political authority, but thére must be
political authorities in the , world, and
obedience must be shown to these ‘au-
thorities. Every human power, we are
told, must have a counter-weight if it
is not sooner or later to develop into
arrogance and encroachment and the au-
thority which comes from the people
which says that governments must rule
for the good of the people, is the count-
er-weight which governments must have.

So governments must obtain their au-
thority from the people, and if govern-
ments do not obtain their right to rule
from the people, sooner or laver accid-
ents are/to occur tothese governments.

THE PUBLIC HOSPITAL
The coroner'’s jury, in their verdict in
the Ryan enquiry, said: :
“We are heartily in accord with the
views expressed by the hospital com-

.. missioners in regard to a new power

house and would emphasize the necessity
that its location be such as will meet the
requirements of any additions that may
be made.

“From the evidence submitted we are
convinced that immediate steps should
be taken to gradually provide a modern
and thoroughly equipped hospital.”

This closed the enquiry, and follow-
ed a comprehensive address by Coroner
Roberts, in which he brought clearly be-
fore the minds of the jurors the chief
points in the evidence of Dr. White, Dr.
Walker, Mr. M. E. Agar, the doctors at
the hospital and the superintendent of
nurses. That evidence amply justified
the recommendations made by the jury.
It may be hoped that the authorities
will be sufficiently impressed by the evi-
dence and by the views of the jury to
take action without unnecessary delay.

Dr. Roberts effectively disposed of
eriticisms and objections. - The need for
enlargement of the hospital, the removal
of the heating plant to a separate struc-
ture, the provision of a better epidemic
hospital, and the employment of a
pathologist was clearly shown, as well as
the need and the propricty of providing
sccommodation for private patients. The
whole question was reviewed in such a
manner that it cannot fail to impress the
public mind, Better hospital accommo-~
dation must be provided.

LIFE'S REAL VALUES,

One does not usually look to a trade
journal for so thoughtful an article on
real values in life as the following, which

“When one can expand his fortunc
without narrowing his mind, when one
can enlarge his property interests with-
out sacrificing his right o growth in
character and influence, the accumulation
of wealth may work no appreciable
harm. But when the pursuit of wealth
so narrows the vision and so limits the
ambition that they do not extend be-
yond the single purpose, the seeker of
wealth is hardly above, if indeed he is
not below, the lower animals.

“Of course there are not many per-
sons in the world who deliberately set
out with a determination to follow Iago’s
advice—to get money in their purses at
any cost, but there are many who in the
pursuit of that object deprive themselves
of finer pleasures that lie along the path-
ways of life if they will take the time
and cultivate the taste to enjoy them..
“Many a man, many a farmer and
many a business man pursue their vo-
cation so long and so persistently that
they become utterly incapable of enjoy-
ing themselves in any other way than
by working and accumulating. They
live for those objects alone. They may
be loth to acknowledge the fact, but
when they continue to produce and ac-
cumulate beyond their own needs and
yet retain for their own use wealth that
they can not hope to use they are not
far removed from the miser who starves
himself that he may store up gold. For
the person who deprives himself of the
pleasure of doing for othecs is as truly
starving himself as if he deprived him-
self of food. Money alone can not make
& life rich; too often it makes lives woe-
fully poor. The rich man is he whose
life has been made rich by service to his
fellows and to the world—no matter
how thin his purse. The men who live
in history are not the producers of great
wealth; and our wealthy men, having
learned that fact, are seeking to perpetu-
ate their memories by sharing their
wealthwith their fellows.”

In Canada today the test is being ap-.
plied to men of wealth as never before
in-the history of this country. Are those
who have most to lose giving most to
support the cause of the Allies in*the
great war? Or are there in every com-
munity, even the smallest, prosperous
men and women who detach themselves
from any sense of personal fésp:'onsibil-
ity and go on accumulating“wealth, or
spending it for their own pleasure and
satisfaction? Of illustrations of rich
men giving with splendid “generosity
there is no lack, but are there not many
who pursue the opposite course? The
Lumberthan is perfectly right when it
says that wealth alone cannot make a
life rich, and none of us envy the poverty
of soul which prompis ¢ man to go on
trying to enrich himself when his coun-
try is in the throes of agony and fight-
ing for its life. Very many business
men in St. John and in Canada at large
resolved at the outbreak of the war to
be well content if at its close they were
somewhat poorer than before, and they
have given freely of their funas for ‘all
patriotic purposes. They have set a
noble example, although as a matter of
fact the conditions have been so pros-
perous that neither indusify nor trade
has suffered to any extent as a result of
the war, and the ability to give'has been
universal. G

A BILLION FEET OF
SHOE LEATHER

“American shoe manufacturers are
cutting up about a billion feet of upper
leather this year,” says Hide and Leath=
er. “They are making, it is estimated,
approximately 800,000,000 pairs of shoes.
Allow three feet of leather to a‘ pair.
That brings the total cutting of leather
up to more than 900,000,000 feet. And
for the sake of convenience call it an
even billion. There are upward of 100,~
000,000 people in the country this year,
and they averagt about three pairs of
shoes each. A pair of shoes averages
three feet of upper leather. That is
nine feet for the three pairs of shoes
that each person wears out annuallgs
So the 100,000,000 people wear annuuil’;,
900,000,000 feet of upper leather. Thi%-
again brings us close to the estimate of
about a billion feet of leather a year. :

The main reason why I would have
you optimistic regarding the beginning
of a campaign in favor of hospital de-
velopment is that the
are awakening to the'great importance
of public health problems and are tak-
ing an active as well as an intelligent
interest in their solution. Those of our
citizens who are not acquainted with the
facts concerning conditions -herein re-
ferred to should be so advised through
the public press.

What more important municipal in-
stitution ‘is there than the General Pub-
lic Ho'spltal? If it is the most important
then it should receive the attention
which '1ts status demands. Our city and
our fair province should be cherished by
us as the home of our fathers—the land
of our nativity—and our aim and am-
bition as loyal sons ana daughters
should be to develop, to beautify, to
make practical, to so care for our several
ln.stitutions, placing them on a plane
with others of similar character as to
needed capacity, architecture (if practi-
cal) and efficiency, that they will serve
the objects fully and freely that they
were intended to serve.

What we should do now is to feel
satisfied that conditions as outlined by
the several witnesses re improved hos-
pital accommodation are correct.

thirty-five years and has practiced
medicine’ and surgery. in this city for
fifty-three years?

Do you doubt his word regarding the
need of hospital improvement? What
has Dr. Walker to gain, I say, by the
erection of a new hospital and power
house? Is it not so that he has sacrificed

of his time during this nearly four de-
cades full and free without remunera-
tion for the benefit of the general pub-
lic? His advice is for the ' benefit of
medical conditions in the community.

Then we have Dr. White’s testimony
recommending hospital improvements.
Dr. White is counted among the leaders
of his profession throughout Canada,
‘and today, coincidentally, occupies the
president’s chair of the executive of the
medical profession of Canada—a fact of
which I feel every citizen is naturally
proud. What has he to say? “I do not
think there is a city of the size and im-
portance of St. John in Canada or any-
where else that I know of where there
is as poor a hospital as there is in St.
John.” .

And as you know I could go on and
quote each medical man that appeared
as a witness, and they all have the same
to say. In addition we tapped the lay-
man and had M. E. Agar, and you have
had read to you this evening what he
feels about the matter. It seems to me
the case is a clear one, and your duty
clear as to what form of recommenda-
tions, if any, should take.

Augeburg, Bavaria, Aug. 17- -“ouston
Stewart Chamberlain, an author of
English birth, and son-in-law of Frau
Gosima Wagner, has now legally become
a German citizen, following his applica-
tion for naturalization in last April.
Mr. Chamberlain has been a resident of
Bayreuth for many years.

Chamberlain, whose father was a Brit-
{sh rear-admiral, married Eva, reputed to
be the eldest daughter of Richard Wag-
ner, conposer, until Frau Cosima Wag-
per declared, several years ago, that
Mrs. Chamberlain was the child of her
first husband, Hans Von Bulow. In sev-
eral of his articles Mr. Chamberlain has
pupported the cause of Germany, and
held that Great Britain was responsible
for the war. The Iron Cross was confes-
red on him by Emperor William last

I have made
every search for Walter’s body, but there
is no sign of it, which gives one strong
hopes that he is a prisoner of war, prob-
ably badly wounard, and unable to
write. It is known that the Saxon regi-
ment took good care of our wounded. -

You can be assured that I will com-
municate with his relatives as soon as I
get information of any kind. His com-
rades believe that he is a prisoner, there
is nothing to show that he is killed.

It must be a great anxiety to his rela-
tives and friends during this anxious
waiting and they certainly have my deep-
est sympathy,

Lieutenant Knowlton was assistant ad-
jutant of the battalion for a time after
returning to the front. He left his bat-
talion on April 2.

Battalion, passed through the province
this morning en route to his home in
Campbellton. He is reported to have
been wounded very <evercly and that his
injuries are far from being slight.

Signaller Lou Lelacheur

Signaller Louis Lelacheur, son of Mr.
and Mrs. John Lelacheur of Mecklenburg
street, arrived home this morning after
spending two years at the front. Leav-
ing here under Major Powers on August
20, 1914, he crossed to France in Feb-

ruary, 1915, and took part in the first
battle of Ypres and also at Festubert in
which battle he was wounded on April
22, 1915, being struck. by shrapnel in
the thigh. As a result of his injuries
he is lame. After spending fourteen
months in the hospitals in France and
England he was able to get around and
was given a position in the Canadian
pay and record office in London.,

In speaking of the treatment given
Canadian soldiers in the hospitals both
in France and England, he says, too
much cannot be said in their favor, and
Signaller Lelacheur can speak from ex-
perience, having spent more than a year
in them. He crossed on a steamer
which made the trip’ In five days, arriv-
ing in Halifax yesterday. He does not
expect to return to the front as his in-
jury renders him unfit for further over-
seas duties.

L. Corp. Pincombe

EXTENSION 10

Clarence Goldsmith, hydraulic engi-
neer, who is in the city going over plans
and specifications with Commissioner
Wigmore is strongly in favor of the ex-
tension of a twenty-four inch water main
to Spruce Lake. Failing in this he re-
commends that a permanent stretch be
laid from the reservoir to Moore’s hill
on the Manawagonish road.

It is known that a considerably larger

quantity of water will be wanted this
winter than last as the pulp mill is go-
ing full blast, and it is understood that
more will be rejuired for winter port
service. The C. P. R. are anticipating
greater need of water and are installing
a tank with a capacity of 20,000 gallons
replacing the present tank of 4000 gal-
lons capacity.

Speaking of the cost of a renewal of
the pipe to Spruce Lake, Commissioner
Wigmore said the estimate cost would
be §195,000 and if this was decided on a
bond issue would be necessary. To place
a twenty-four inch main from the reser-
voir in Lancaster to Moore’s hill would
cost $14,000 and from the reservoir to
Ludlow street approximately $15,000.

and spgcial piping at the reservoir would
cost $1,800 making a grand total of $80,-
800. Out of that amount $1,800 would
be practically lost as it would be ex-
pended for temporary work, whereas
this amount, which represents over five
per cent of the total expenditure would
be saved if tie extension to the lake

TODAY AT THE
AME. CONFERENE

A session of the Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick conference of the A. M. E.
church was held in St. Philip’s church
this morning. Bishop C. F. Smith gave
the usual conference address. He trac-
ed christianity from its inception to the
present day and pointed out what it
was to the average man of the present
time. He termed the cnristianity of to-
day, as it is with some people, churchi-
anity, saying that there were churches
in America today wherein the poor man
was not welcome and there were churches
in ‘'many parts of the States where the
colored man was not welcome and if
admitted the reception would be so un-
comfortable for him that he would be
compelled to withd:aw. This, he said,
was not christianity in its real sense,
but merely churchianity.

In the southern states where the feel-
ing was most evident against the color-
ed people, the bishop.'said, there were
two civilizations and the south was not
undergoing  any ' ‘reconstruction of
thought. The maxim “every man is the
builder of his own fortune” was not to
be regarded as true, ad heredity and en-
vironment played an“important part in
man’s make up. "

The appointment”of a chief secretary
for the conference resulted in the choice
of Rev. Mr. Pinkey with Rev, S, King
as his assistart.

Rev. C. W. Dockrill of the New Hamp-

shire Methodist Episcopal church, paid a
visit to the conference and addressed a
few words to the members. He said the
unfon' of the Episcopal churches be-
tween ‘the North and South would never
be consummated unless the 850,000 col-
ored people were included.
