With regard to Russia the Pope,
after epeaking of the return of the
Pontificial relief mission from that
country and praising its work, said:

“We have decided to continue as
much as possible to help needy Rus-
sians, whether living at home or
abroad. Nobody certainly can have
thought that we, by creating the work
of relief for the Russian people, have
intended in any way to favor a system
of government which we are so far
from approving.

Urges Agalanst @mmudsm

“Indeed, we, after having for a long
time with all our heart; and with our
forces, tried to relieve the immense
sufferings of that people, believe it is
our duty to exhort all, especially men
in power who love peace, the sanctity
of fuyly and. human dignity, to make
every” effort to fight the very grave
dangers and certain injuries coming
from Socialism and Communism,

“This, however, must not affect our
dutiful solicitude in elevating the con-
ditions of the workers and all humble
people in general.”

Since last
Sunday he had been battling the dis-
ease that had attacked him. There
was some hope yesterday, as an im-
provement had come, but it was only
temporary, for double-pneumonia de-
veloped and he was not able to with-
stand this added force. 3

Members of Family With Him.

With their father in his last hours
were his sons, George M., Edward and
Rober: and his danghter, Mrs.
Pougnet. Mr. McDade had gone to
the North Shore on a business trip.
About 10 days ago, while he was in
Bathurst, he was attagked by a severe
cold. " Tt' did not’ “to-trestment
and he went to the Gloucester Hos-
pital. Pneumonia had developed and
since last Sunday he had been very
ill. Dr Veniot, son of the Premier,
was in attendance and a tribute to
his care of the sick man was paid by
a member of the family today.

Funeral in St. John,

The funeral of Mr. McDade will be
held in St. John, his native city. The
body: is- being brought here today, leav-
ing Bathurst on the Imperial Limited,
and will be taken to the family home
at 162 King street east. The day and
hour of the funeral will be determined
some time’ today, but it was thought
this morning that It likely would be
held on Saturday morning, to ‘the
Cathedral. i

Was Prominent Man.

for many years Mr. McDade was
an outstanding figure in the public life
of New Brunswick. He was born in
St. John on April 6, 1854. He entered
newspaper life as a young man and
was a reporter on various papers of
that day. .Those were times of long
hours /and much covering of territory
afoot, for the telephone had not come
into the dally life of the people. The
young man soon showed that he had
the newspaper instinct and it soon was
early seen that he had taken up a line
of endeavor for which he was well
equipped.

After a period of ground work he
succeeded the late J. L. Stewart as
editor of the old News. Then for a
time he was in editorial work in Win-
nipeg but, on account of Mrs. Me-
Dade’s health, he returned to the east.
He was connected with the Frederic-
ton Gleaner for a time and still later
became managing director and editor
of the New Freeman, the Catholic
weekly published in St. John.

Political Writer,

Mr. McDade acquired an intimate
knowledge of political affairs and his
writings In this connection always
commanded close attention. He ran a
series in the New Freeman under the
pen name of “Onlooker” as well as
contributing, throughout his long ca-
reer, to many other publications. He
enjoyed close acquaintance with the
public men of the province and farther
afleld. A staunch Liberal, he was pro-
nounced in his views on public ques-
tions and did not hesitate to eriticize
within the party fold if his judgment
told him that a wrong course was be-
Ing pursued.

Jn 1885 he was appointed official
reporter of the proceedings in-the New
Brunswick Legislature and in this

Prof. Keith asks particularly what is
the opinion in Canada on the question
having regard to the fact that the Irish
Free State’s status is expsessly defined
in the treaty of 1921 as being that of
Canada.

If the dominions share the British
view, Prof. Keith says, the British
Government’s intimation to the League
of Nations would have acquired infinite-
ly more. force, if supported by their
authority.

British Basis Asked,

Finally Prof. Keith wants to know
the grounds on which the British claim
is based, and he asks if it is compatible
with the separate membership of the
League, accorded to the dominions and
India.

Prof, Keith is a barrister-at-law, and
regius professor of Sanscrit and com-
paritive philology at Edinburgh Uni-
versity. He was secretary to the
Crown agencies for the colonies, 1902-5,
and permanent under-secretary of
state, 1912, He is chairman of the
Edinburgh University Liberalk Asso-
ciation.

DAYS ARELOGE

Scientists Find Gain About
Tenth of a Second in
10,000 Years.

§| Yale Universily, ¢hairman of the Com-~

mittee of the American Astronomical
Soeiety on Publie Information and Co-
operation for the Eclipse, has prepared
an article on the study of eclipses for
the Scientific Amerlcan, whieh is co-
operating with radio ‘énthusiasts In
trying to learn what effect the eclipse
of the sun on Jan. 24 will have on
radio reception. The ' article, made
public yesterday, says: y ;

“The study of ancient eclipses gave
hihe first evidence {hat the day is grad-
ually getting longer, The change that
is taking place is nat sufficiently great
to cause any trouble—in fact, it is so
small that it can only be detected by
the mokt careful study. But It is of
great scientific ‘interest because it is
bound up with the evolution cof the
earth and moon, both in the past and
the future.

Motion of the Moon.
“In 1693 the English astronomer,

Newton and a man of great ability,
found that he could not reconcile the
motion of the moon as it was then
known with its motion many centuries

| earller and he suggested that eome-

thing must have occurred to ehange it.
A century later the great French
mathematician and astronomer Laplace
proved that the very small attraction
of the planets produced such a change
and the matter seemed settled for the
time being. Then half a century later,
Admas, the discoverer with Leverrier
of the planet Neptune, stirred every-
thing up again by showing that in his
caleulations Laplace had made omis-
sions which changed the amount seri-
ously, so that the ancient eclipses
could not be fully explained in this
way. Many astronomers followed him
and finally justified his criticisms.

Friction of Tides a Factor.

“Then an era of speculation started
to explain the difference. The German
philosopher, Immanuel Kant, thought '
that the friction of the tides, as they
continually traveled round the globe
would act as a brake and tend to slow
down the earth. Since the earth is.
the clock which we use to measure our
time, this meant that it was the clock
which was losing and not the moon,
which was hurrying. Astronomers
gradually came round to this view be-
cause it was certainly true that the’
friction caused by the tides must slow
down the earth as well as quicken the .
motion of the moon. But after all it
was still only a guess, because it did
not seem possible to calculate whether
the friction was sufficient to explain
the observations. i
“Many workers, including Simon
Newcomb, who was for many years
head of the Nautical Almanac Office
in Washington, examined the records
of the ancient eclipses to see whether
Halley had been right, and found other |
eclipses to use, more than two thous-
and years back, but they did not seri-

ously change his results,

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133 DEATHS HERE
DURING THE YEAR

Lists Compiled by Board of
Health For Twelve
Months

The list of deaths which occurred in
the city of St. John in the year endzd
Oct. 31, 1924, gives the city a fairly
good record for health, since of the
total of 783, there were 95 which oc-
curred between the age< of 75 and 95,
and there were 48 which occurred at
the age of 85 and over.

The city’s record for accidents and
violent deaths was comparatively low
in that year, as only 20 deaths came
under those headings. The statistics
regarding deaths have been compiled
for reference by T. M. Burns, secre-
tary -for the Sub-district Board of
Health and they afford an interesting
field of study.

Recognize Canadians,

The record gives recognition to the
fact that Canadians exist, which fact
is not recognized by all Canadian regis-
tration forms, and it shows that the
738 who died, were 632 of them Cana-
dians, 100 foreign born and one had no
stated nationality. More males died
than females, the comparative figures
being 398 males to 835 females and the
married out-numbered the single by
846 single to 387 married.

The age table shows that 142 died
under one year of age. Between the
ages of one and five years, 60 died;
between the ages of five and 10 years,
11 died; between the ages of 10 and
15 years, 15 died; between the ages
of 15 and 20 years, 14 died; between
the ages of 20 to 25 years, 17 died,
and succeeding 10 year perfods the
deaths were as follows: From 25 to
33 years, 34 deaths; from 85 to 45
years, 52 deaths; from 45 to 55 years,
66 deaths; from 55 to 65 years, 75
deaths, and from 68 to 75 years, 104
deaths.

Months About Even.

No one particular time of year ap-
years to have been less healthy than
any other time of year, as the deaths
by months were as follows: Novem-
ber &2; December, 61; January, 70;

Heart Troubles.

In the 140 deaths from diseases of
the circulatory organs, 89 were due to
organic disease of the heart; 19 to
endocarditis, and 12 to diseases of the
arteries.

Of the 98 deaths from diseases of
the respiratory organs, 40 were due to
broncho pnetimonia, and 43 to pneu-
‘nonia. Diseases of the digestive or-
gans claimed 60 victims, and diseases
»f the genito urinary organs, 27 vic-
:ims, of which 11 were under the head-
ng of Bright’s disease. There were
six deaths from diseases of the skin,
two - from erysipelas, and four from
gangrene. In diseases of the organs
of locomotion the three deaths were
two from chronic or cold abcess and
yne from disease of the joints.

Diseases of the extremes of life
~laimed 106 of the deaths, 52 being
liseases of infancy and 54 senile de-
hility.

The deaths by accident or violence
were as follows: Suicide by poison,
one; fractyres, eight; accidental
wounds, four men and two women;
burns, one; accidental drowning,
three; other methods, one.

In the deaths not included in the
other sections there are seven record=1
and only one is from an unknown
cause.

The City of St. John and the com-
munities surrounding it do not differ
very much from any other large centres

sof population in Canada or in ‘any
1 other country at Christmas times.

Unfortunately there are many familles
. who cannot afford to Invite Saenta
Claus to their celebration and it is
necessary for those better provided for
to share with them. It may be diffi-
cult ‘for some who have always wel-
comed the mystic stranger on Christ-
mas Eve to realize just what it means
to poor little children whose parents
cannot purchase those gifts and goodies
80 necessary ‘to make the annivereary
of Christ’s coming such a real festival.
The newspapers of other Canadian
civic centres show how general is the
custom of providing Christmas stock-
jngs for poor children. Out in the
West in the metropolis of the prairies
the people are raising from thirteen to
fifteen thousand dollars for this pur-
pose. St John has a population of
about a quarter of the western city,
and The Times-Star last year had sub-
scriptions of something over a thousand
dollars and was able to fill seventeén
hundred stockings for Christmas and
gladden seventeen hundred childish
hearts on Christmas morning.

A VERY VALUABLE REPORT.

There is a Public Health Service in
the United States, the reports of which
are exceedingly interesting. Quite
recently the annual report of the
Surgeon-General for the- fiscal year
which ended June 80 was submitted by
the Secretary-Treasurer to Congress,
and an examination+of it brings out
many statistics with reference to the
jprevalence of disease that are i{llumin-
ating.

Diphtheria, for example, was more
prevalent in 1924 than in 1928, while
there was a decided increase in measles.
In 19238 forty-five states of the Union
reported about three-quarters of a
million cases of measles with more than
10,000 deaths, while the year previous
there were only about & quarter of a

The
duration of illnesses as. measured in
school days lost per case was found to
be greatest in whooping cough, scarlet
fever, pneumonia, diphtheria and
measles in the order mamed.

The safety first and traffic depart-
ment of the Detroit Automobile Club
issues a sensible statement regarding
child victims of traffic on the streets of
this city. It makes parents and auto-
mobilists responsible for the deaths of
the 79 children killed since Jan, 1 last
and for the more or less serious injuries
suffered by 1,748 other children,

The report does not throw any of the
responsibility on the childen themselves.

In fact the children are not to blame.

Heavy and fast moving trafic has
taken away from the city child today,
his natural birthright of free and un-
trammeled play. It is foreign to his
nature and beyond his capacity to be
constantly on watch against flying
death, And while grim neecessity de-
mandg that he be warned, trained and
admonished, and kept within artificial,
unnatural and hampering restrictions,
so that he has only a vague idea of
what really unhindered and spontan-
cous play means, the responsibility for
his safety rests on the shoulders of
those who have created the perils
against which he must be protected,

The parent must train and guard;
the motor car driver must be watchful
and careful.

Take another youthful disease,
whooping cough. There was an In-
crease of more than one per cent. in
the fatalities; 5.5 persons dled out of
each hundred cases, but during an aver-
age of five years more than half of the
deaths from whooping cough were in
children under one year of age and
more than 93 per cent. in children
under five years of age. Naturally,
therefore, this may be assumed to be
very much of an Infantile malady.

The surprising statement is made
that smallpox is very much more preva-
lent in the United States than in
European countries. Only in China and
India Is there a greater prevalence of
smallpox than in the United States:
The New England States are freer
from this dread scourge than the
South, West and Middle West. For
example, in five years, up to the end
of 1923, there were only 114 cases of
smallpox in Massachusetts, while in
Michigan there were miore ®han 15,000
cases, and in California more than
16,000 cases in the same period, these
states havipg practically the same
population. While the general death
rate was slighttly higher in/ 1928 than
in 1922, tuberculosis and typhoid fever

continued to show some decline in both-

cases and death rates.

The figures given in the reports from
the different states throughout the
Union, and carefully classifled, warrant
the statement that the average length
of human life in the United States is
estimated at 56 years. In the sixteenth
century it was estimated to be between
18 and 20 years; at the close of the
eighteenth century it was still less than
25 years, and as late as 1900 the average
span of life was between 45 and 48
years. Since that time, up to the end
of 1923, the average length of human
life has increased to 56 years. This is
a wonderful record, but the figures of
very large insurance companies support
those given. by the United States
Health Service.

Two paragraphs of interest and im-
portance everywhere are found in the
concluding portion of the report of the
Surgeon-General. They refer to milk
as a food and child hygiene and read
as follows:—

The importance of milk as a food
and the dangers which may be caused
by contaminated milk have long been
recognized. The Public Health Service
has continued to be actively interested
in the problems of maintaining a pure
milk supply.

In studies made in Child Hygiene it
was found that each child in a large
group studied is ill during the ordinary
school session on an average of 2.8
times, involving a total average loss of
7.3 days per child per school year, or
4.1 per cent. of the possible days of
attendance. The common cold and
headache were found to be the most
common causes of absence from school,
with digestive disorders next, and other
discases in the following order of fre-

quency, namely—grippe, Influenza, ton-
silitls, sore throat and measles, Measles,
however, cause considerably more ab-

Mail Carrier Loses Trail and
Wanders Four Days
in Wilds.

FORT WILLIAM, Ont., Dec. 17—
From Sioux Lookout comes the story
of a terrible experience undergone by
Steve Demoski, mail carrier for the
New Ontario Conseruction Company,
who left Robinson Station, 40 miles
east of Sioux Lookout, on December 2,
on his mail route, and is now lying in
Sioux Lookout Hospital with both
legs amputated. They were frozen
when he missed the trail and wan-
dered for four days without food or
matches,

Losing his way, he tried to make
a short cut back to camp, but, lacking
bush experience, he traveled in a cir
cle, walking continuously with the ex-
ception of the forenoon of one day,
when he dozed on a hillside in the sun.

Thence he managed to reach the
Twin Falls sawmill camp, with his
shoes, socks and feet a solid mass of
ice, and was rushed to the Sioux
Lookout Hospital, where he was
thawed out, but to save his life both
legs were amputated below the knee,
and a second amputation had to be
made, removing his left leg just below
the hip.

OTTAWA, Dec. 17—“From the
west of Canada to the east, goodwill
and confidence ‘exists towards the pre-
sent Liberal regime; and this will
manifest itself in no uncertain way
when the occasion arrives, whether in
one year or two, to make an appeal to
the country,” said Prime Minister the
Right Honorabale W. L. Macknezie
King, to a gathering representative of
the Liberals in Eastern Ontario here
this afternoon,

The occasion was a luncheon given to
the conference delegates held under the
auspices of the Eastern Ontario Lib-
eral Association which is holding its
fourth annual meeting here. Today
was also the fiftieth anniversary of the
Premier's birth and the association
presented their leader a handsome gold
watch, with platinum chain, as a token
of affectionate esteem.

Urges Dominion Unity.

After referring to the success which
had attended the large majority of con-
tests that had taken place since the
last election, the Premier left an earnest
message with his fellow workers and
supporters, ‘He eaid:

“Make conciliation, wherever possible,
the keynote of our policy. I realize
more and more every day—and I speak
now as a man of fifty—that on head-
way is made by knocking. If a gospel
has merit, persuasion is all that is
necessary to instil it in the people. It

BRITAIN'S LONELIEST

POSTMAN RETIRES

Has Woalked Thousands of
Miles During Nearly 45
Years’ Service.

NEW ROMNEY, Eng., Dec. 18.--
In this lonely corner of England—
lonely, despite the fact that it is no
farther from London than Folkestone
—there lives in a secluded cottage a
man who until a few days ago was the
loneliest postman. His name I8
William Ramsey, and he has just re-
tired after nearly 45 years of service.
During that time, as an inscribed clock
which has been presented to him
states, he has walked more than a
quarter of a million miles—258,810, to
be precise—delivering letters.

His round has been from New Rom-

ney to Dungeness lighthouse, the greater

part of the route being over the lonely

Channel beaches, where he met not a

soul for miles. Sea birds were his only

company, and these grew so used to

him that they continued to sit on their

:ggs though he passed within a foot of
em.

Cottage Among Sand-dunes.

To find Mr, Ramsey’s cottage I had
first to find a guide. It stands amid
the sand-dunes between Littlestone
and Dungeness, and hard by the beach.
The nearest dwelling is ‘a mile and a
half away. In the daytime rabbits
run past the door, and sometimes
partridges.

“I helped to build this cottage my-
self,” said Mr. Ramsey, “and I added
two rooms and a washhouse to it en-
tirely by myself. For years and years
1 have got up at 5 o’clock every morn-
ing, and gone out from here, hail, nsorm,

snow, wind, or rain. The worst ex-
perience that ever I had was one win-
ter, years ago, when the beach was
covered with blocks of ice as big as this
cottage, and I had to pick my way
among them. All the time, too, there
was a bitter wind blowing. It was the
worst storm I remember, and I got a
bad touch of frostbite.
Saw Many Wrecks.

“Wrecks? I have seen dozens of

them. I have found several dead bodies,

too, in the course of my rounds. I
found one not long ago, lying on the
sands. It was that of a particularly

handsome young man, tattoed all over,
and quite naked. He was never iden-
tified. When I first came here, there!
was a bit of smuggling still going on. |
I was stopped one day by a man who, |
with some other men, was unloading a '
small boat. ‘Do you want any smoke?'
he asked me. But I knew the coast-
guards could see the spot, so I told
him to be careful.”

Mr. Ramsey was born 60 years ago
in India.

Dear Sir,—In order to meet the find-

ings of your Milk Commission, we
made the move which brought abm.xt
a reduction in the price of milk, in
view of the fact that the present dis-
tribution methods are responsible for
the high price, and these methods still
exist.
\ In bringing about the reduction, we
advised you that it would be impuvs-
sible to sell the milk at the new price
without increased volume in business.
The Mayor led us to believe that the
people of St. John werc crying out
against the high prices and would
support a move to bring prices down.
He even went so far as to state that
a new concern would be established
to sell milk at a lower price, unless
the two large companies brought down
the price.

After giving due consideration to the
work of your committee, the wishes
of the Mayor and the supposed cry of
the people for cheaper milk, we believ-
ed that by bringing down the price
we could gain sufficient new custom-
ers to enable us to carry on without
suffering loss in revenué. We bLelleved
that our action ;‘would be backed up
by the Milk Comtnittee, the Mayor.
and’ the press and the public.

What has been 214: result?

Just as soon as we forced the price
reduction, the Mayor became strnngely]
silent on the milk situation. The only |
support we received from 'the press
was a little valuable praise from the
“Globe” and only a faint-hearted sup-
port from the public.

Since making the reduction we have
lost te trade of five dealers, and may
lose more. We advised the city council
this this might happen, but felt that
with the support of those who were
agitating for cheaper milk we should
be able to cover this loss.

What other conclusion can we come
to but that the whole milk question
has been a colostal farce. It appeass
to be doubtful whether the public i»
really Interested in the price. It has
been intimated to us that if we will
withdraw from our stand everything
will go on as before, and milk will be
sold at a higher price.

There seems to be no other action
we can possibly take but to advise the
milk trade of St. John that we no
longer will obstruct a higher price for
milk, and should they decide to go
back to the former price, we naturally
can do no other than follow suit.

There seems to be gn opinion in the
city that we are attempting a ‘nonop-
oly of the milk trade. This idea ap-
pears to originate from statements
made by the Mayor, according to re-
ports from our canvassers.

This is far from being true.

Our one object was to gain suflicient
new customers at the new price in
order to make up the loss from the
price cut. Is this not a fair and just
endeavor?’

Your committee knows quite well
that had it not been for our action,
the price would never have bren re-
duced, and it was with the expecta-
tion of recelving your support that we
made the move.

We have outlined our stand. We
feel that in co-operating with the milk
committee and the Mayor we have
been the goat. We cannot help but
question whether there really exists
any cry for cheaper milk.

RAILROADS PLAN
blG: LOANS IN 1325

Financing Promises to Ex-
ceed Anything in That
Industry in 10 Years,

NEW YORK, Dec. 17—Railroad
financing during 1925 promises to ex-
ceed anything attempted by the trans-

portation industry during the last ten
years, and according to some of the
executives the amount of securities
offered should exceed a billion dollars,
Looking ahead, executives see a vast
change from the finaneing programmes
carried on by the railroads during the
last few years. Instead of the con-
tinual offering of bonds, there is a pos-
sibility of some large offerings df com-
mon stock during the year, the total
volume, of course, depending upon the
manner in which the first of the large
offerings are recelved by the general
public.

One financier remarked recently
that “while 1924 has been a year for
lending vast sums to foreign countries,
including many of the nations of Eu-
rope, just so the coming year will be a
year of heavy railroad financing.”

By this he did not mean that the
foreign financing in the New York
Market would stop at the close of this
year and the railroad offerings begin.
He pointed to the heavy railroad offer-
ings this year and then predicted that
in 1925 they would exceed the vast
sums taken by the railroad industry
from the money market this year.

Fuading Operations.

First for consideration will be some
of the funding operations. The larg-
est among these is that of the Chicago,
Milwaukee and St. Paul. Although
there have been a number of confer-
ences on how the $48,000,000 of bonds
which fall due about the middle of the
year will be met, no decision has been
rea¢hed. A banker said last week that
no recent conference had been held on
the subject, but that it might be taken
up again after the_ first of the yen?.~
Already the New York, New Haven
and Hartford has announced its plans
for taking up its $23,000,000 of bonds
which come due during 1925. What a
year ago promised to be an excep-
tionally difficult proposition now ap-
pears comparatively simple.

These are but two of the many re-
funding operations during 1925. There
is a chance that some of the railroads
will take advantage of their improved
credit to Issue new securities at about
5 per cent. and take up Government
notes on which they are paying'6 per
cent. interest.

More Than Bilfion.

Many of the new securities will be
issued to provide for mew equipment
and improvements which are already
ordered or under way. From present
indications the railroads of the United
States will spend in round numbers

new equipment and other improve-
ments to their property. Some of this
may be provided for out of earnings,
but the greater part will come from
new capital.

With the easing of money rates and
the improvement of railroad credits
many schemes that the railroads have
considered for years are once more
coming to the front. Some of these
can be made to pay their own way
several times over if the funds to make
them are provided, but in recent years
the officials have hardly dared consider
such improvements.

NEW YORK, Dec. 17—Iodine, a
rope and the only remaining bullet in
a revolver with which he had shot his
wife four times Saturday night, were
used by Stefan Matz, to kill himself
on Sunday, according to the police.
Private Leo H. Young and John J.
Lonkey of the Sixty-second Coast Ar-
tillery, found his body swinging from
the limb of a tree near Bell avenue,
Bayside, Queens.

A deep gash which the bullet had
cut in his scalp at first led to the re-
port that Matz had been slain, but de-
tectives who hurried to the scene from
the Flushing police station were satis-
fied that he had hanged himself. 1t is
believed that he attached the rope to
his neck while standing on a stone
wall a few feet from the tree, shot
himself and then either jumped or col-
apsed off the wall.

On the ground nearby was an empty
vial which had contained iodine. While
there were no external evidence that
the poison had passed his lips, his
hands were stained by it and =it is
believed that the contents had been
swallowed, probably before the shot
was fired. Close to the vial lay a
revolver in whose chamber were five
empty cartridges.

The police said that Matz, whose
home was at 58 West T'wentieth street,
Whitestone, hid himself Saturday night
in a garage behind .the Halliday resi-
dence. He accosted his wife upon her
return from the movies and their meet-
ing on the back porch of the house
culminated in Matz’s drawing a re-
volver and firing four bullets, each of
which struck Mrs. Matz. Then he fled.

On her way to the Flushing Hospi-
tal with superficial wounds in her head,
hand, neck and arm. Mrs. Katz said
that her assailant was her husband
and an alarm for him was immediately
broadcast. It is thought that he went
direct from the Halliday place to his
self-sought death. His wife is, much
improved at the hospital.

NEW GOLF THEORY

| INTERESTS BRITISH

Lawyer’s -Analysis of the
Follow Through Excites
- Comment Abroad.

No little comment has arisen in golf
circles abroad over an article, entitled
‘““The Alternate Subordination of the El-
bows,” contained in a recent issue of
American Golf Illustrated and written
by R. Stanley Weir. The article has
caused A. C. M. Croome, the well known
British critic, to realize, he says, more
clearly than before certain useful ttuths
and to account for certain observed
phenomena.

“Mr. Weir is an eminent lawyer, and
thereby by training disinclined to ac-
cept any popular or established opinion
except where acceptance may assist in
advocacy of his client’s cause,” writes
Mr. Croome in The London Morning
Post. ‘“He has been inspired to exam-
ine the traditional theory of the follow
through in the golfing stroke and to test
it by apepal—(a) to the physical nature
of the human animal; (b) to the practice
of the admittedly best:-and most suc-
cessful golfers.

“Few, if any, will question his state-
ment that the follow-through, as com-
monly conceived, is a following of the
time of the ball, after impact, with club
and arms. He himself would certainly
agree with the further statement that,
rightly regarded, a correct follow-
through is the consequence, not the
cause, of a good shot. It might there-
fore be supposed that the right thing to
do is to concentrate on the essentials of
good hitting. But, as every good edu-

cationalist knows, it is often useful to
start a lesson at the seemingly wrong
end and work backward to the right be-
ginning. s

““This is the task which Mr. Weir es-
says, ard discharges' with triumphant
success. He describes the attitude in
which the golfer should be poised at the
end of a complete follow-through, and
then shows how and why he gets there.
By the way, he would probably be the
last man in the world to suggest that
abnormally strong-handed players, like
J. H. Taylor and Abe Mitchell, hit
wrongly, and therefore follow-through
wrongly, basing the suggestion that
they curtail the finish of the stroke. The
difference between them and most other
champions is of degree, not of kind

“Mr, Weir's message to the world is
that when the full-powered golfing
stroke is perfectly made the elbows are
subordinated alternately to one another.
In the back swing the left arm is in
control and is kept straight; the right
is flexed at the elbow, which slides
round the ribs, but is not necessarlly
kept in close contact with them. In the
down-swing the right arm becomes dom-
inant. If the stroke is exactly timed
the right arm finally straightens itself
precisely at the moment when the club
head hits the ball and thencefoward its
dominance is more and more asserted.
Obediently to it, the left elbow Ilexes
and slides round the left ribs, not
necessarily in close contact with them.

LEAGUE MAGNATES
CENSURE J0HNSON

Publicly Denounce Him for
His Criticism of Com-
missioner Landis.

CHICAGO, Dec. 17—Byron Bancroft
Johnson, founder and president of the
Anmerican Ieague since its inception 23
vears ago, tonight was partly stripped
of his power in organized baseball and
threatened with deposition.

The club owners of the American
League meeting in joint session with
the eight club owners of the National
League pledged to Kenesaw Mountain
Landis, commissioner of baseball at a
salary of $50,000 a year, that President
Johnson would be removed from office
if he did not immediately cease what
was termed his “misconduct,” mréaniug
criticism of Landis’ administration.

This startling action, resulting after
a series of secret meetings in which
American Leaguers participated dur-
ing the day, exploded like a bombshell
in the ranks of organized baseball.

The American League club owners,
after a peace committee had twice
conferred with Commissioner Landis,
held a meeting at which tlre letter pub-
licly denouncing Johnson for his criti-
cism of Commissioner Landis’: admin-
istration was drawn up, signed by all
of the club owners excepting St. Louis,
and later presented to Landis for
adoption at the joint session.

President Johnson, after a confer-
ence with his club owners prior to the
joint meeting, suddenly left the hotel
without announcing his destination
and was not in attendance when the
rebuke of his attacks on the commis-
sioner was presented.

The action of the American League
club owners in publicly denouncing
Johnson for his attacks on Landis and
his administration was regarded as a
sweeping triumph for the comimis-
sioner, who since the scandal involv-
ing Cozy-Dolan and Jimmy O’Connell
of the Giants, before the 1924 world’s
series, has been severely criticized by
Johnson.

PAYS TRIBUTE 10
JIMMY FRUZZETTI

Boxing Critic Says That He
Should Meet Lightweight
Title Holder.

Doc Almy in the Boston Post says:
«The recent victory scored by Jimmy
Fruzzetti, the Brockton lightweight,
over Jimmy Goodrich of Buffalo, has
the fans of the south shore city warm-
ing up to the idea that their favorite
fias more than a chance of battling his
way well up to the front of the line.
Certainly, the way he handled Good-
rich, a chap who had been hailed by
many of the critics as worthy of seri-
ous consideration as a possible suc-
cessor of Benny Leonard, has paved
the way for Fruzzetti to be given the
opportunity of meeting George Kid
Lee, New England lightweight title
holder, in a championship bout, per-
haps before one of the Boston clubs.

«What we have just said for Fruz-
zetti also goes for ‘Gunboat’ Jack of
Lawrence, also a lightweight who gave
the fistic fraternity of New Bedford
and nearby towns and cities a jolt
when he defeated Tommy Flanagan
of the Whaling city. up at Portsmouth,

boat,” while he met with a reverse on
his one appearance in Boston, has been
meeting and defeating all comers since
and claims a record of wins as long as
a yard arm. In the Portsmouth fray
he had -Flanagan on the canvas 12 times
in six rounds, and Flanagam is no soft
mark for any of ’em.

“Whether Jack would care to meet
Fruzzetti or Fruzzetti care to box the
Lawrence man, we are unaware, but
as these boys rank as among the best
of the New England 135-pounders, an
elimination fray with the winner to
meet George Kid Lee of Worcester for
the title should furnish a contest that
would go a long way toward reviving
local interest in the class that it once
enjoyed.”

SAYS NURMI MAY
ENGAGE IN ONLY
ONE RACE IN'U.5.

Indoor Campaign Will be
Determined by Showing
in Finnish Games.

STIFF WORKOUT

Astounds the Critics in His
Trials at New York
Armory.

NEW YORK, Dec. 18\—}aavo Nur-
mi, Finland’s great runner, el;gaged in
his hardest indoor work sincz coming
here on the ten-lap track or ihe Sev-
enty-first Infantry Regiment  Armory
last night and impressed a group of
athletes, athletic officials and critics
with an exhibition of the running
strength and speed which had made
him the foremost runner of the world.
In ten circuits of the unfamiliar board
floor Nurmi jogged and sped, alter-
nately, and at times interspersed his
action with a peculiar skip-step as he
started or slowed down the sporadic
speed bursts to which he gave himself.

Through the workout Nurmi follow-
ed his custom of holding a watch in
his right hand and as he sped over the
board floor he glanced now and then at
the timepiece as if to get some positive
indication as to whether he was run-
ning at the proper pace. The indoor
workout followed a training session of
about two miles on the qauypter-mile
track at Macombs Dam Park in the
afternoon, and when it was concluded
opinion was unanimous that Nurmi
was in excellent form. The one griti-
cism, and it was a natural one, was
that the Finn is still shy on taking the
turns on an indoor track. This short-
coming is expected to be corrected as
Nurmi progresses with his indoor
training.

The workout of Nurmi in the infan-
trymen’s drill shed tended to dispel a
report circulated in the afternoon that

at the games in Paris last summer,
was contemplating a return to Finland
without running here because of “shin
splints,” or pains in the shins. This
report flew around town yesterday
wherever athletic followers gathered
and aroused keen interest.

In some quarters there was a feeling
of apprehension manifested on the pos-
sibility of Nurmi disappointing the
American public, so eager to see him
in action. But the inspection of Nurmi

ful sensations in the Finn’s legs, and
satisfied those in attendance that there
is nothing wrong with the visiting
athlete so far as his running form is
concerned.

Coach Hugo Quist of the Finnish-
American A. C., who is directing Nur-
mi’s American training, both on cin-
derpath and board floor, further clari-
fied the situation by denying flatly that
Nurmi will leave this country ‘without
competing.

Will Fulfill Promises.

«Paavo will fulfill whatever promises
he has made to run,” said Coach Quist
in a discussion of Nurmi’s plans after
the workout in the armory. “He does
not like indoor running, which is only
natural. It is his first attempt at this
style, and it is hard for him to adjust
himself. When he first tried indoor
running he felt the pains produced by
the change from the outdoor track to
the indoor, but he is feeling all right
now and will continue training as he
has been doing. .

“He has promised to race in the Fin-
nish-American A. C. games on Jan. 6,
and he will go through with that
promise. That is sure. *As- for the
other invitations which have been ex-
tended to him I can say nothing, be-
cause he will say nothing himself until
he sees how he races indoors in com-
petition.”

The statement that Nurmi “will ful-
fill whatever promises he has made,”
was variously interpreted by Coach
Quist’s circle of hearers. The point
was made that, in-view of the fact
that Nurmi’s only pledge to run is for
the Finnish-American A. C. games, the
statement might mean that the Fin-
pish star will return to home jand
after Jan. 6 without engaging in fur-
ther American competition. Others
interpreted the assertion as indicating
that Nurmi will accept no more Am-
erican competitive invitaticns Coach
Quist would . not elaborate on the
statement, explaining that the question
b« ¢ne on which Nurmi himself will
decige. “He will see how he fares in
his frst indoor race,” sawd Quist. “If
he is not sr.tisfied may be he will wait
for the outdoor season.”

he reports that Nurmi was suffer-
ing from “shin splints,” was attributed
to the lack of form the Finn showed
last Saturday in his first -drill before
an American crowd, at the elementary
schools indoor track and field cham-
pionships in the 102d Engineers Regi-
ment Armory. This workout, it de-
veloped yesterday, was wholly unex-
pected by Nurmi and those who had
seen the real Nurmi in action abroad
were content to explain his disap-

ness of this drill.
Veterans Watch Nurmi Closely.

Nurmi’s workout last night was his
fourth indoors and it was his most
vigorous and best. He was a revela-
ticn as he sped over the floor and he
was the centre of admiring eyes as
veterans appraised him from the
standpoint of the athlete. Nurmi is
ideally built for distance running, with
streng, well-developed thighs, power-
fully muscled but supple, and the deep
chest and thin arms typical of the
distance runner. Every move Nurmi
made was closely watched and, when
lit was all over the veterans, to a man,
declared the exhibiton
greatest they had ever seen.

Mike Devaney, veteran Millrose A.
A. middle-distance runner, who form-
erly held the national steenlechase

In action Nurmi, while exhibiting
ideal form, did not run as the Nurmi
of the Olympic games. If anything.!
his form was better and more adapted
to indoor running. His stride, ordin-
arily close to the ground, was medium
between high and low, and it was un-
usually long and sure. He showed an
ease of motion which should improve
his staying powers since it gives him
the best results with a minimum of
effort. His carriage is erect without
any indication of a crouch and his all-
around form commanded the admira-
tion of those who saw the workout.
Veterans in the gathering scoffed at
the reports that Nurmi was troubled
with painful shins.

Nurmi plans to discard his outdoor
training soon and confine his work to
indoor tracks. This decision is more
or less compulsory since the local cin-
derpaths are becoming harder than the |
indoor board tracks. Henceforth Nur-
mi will increase his drills on the board
floor, Coach Quist said, an@ added that
l')eg'inning next week the Finn will train
in time trials at regular intervals.
Coach Quist and the athletic followers
generally expressed the conviction that
when Nurmi runs in the ‘springy por-
table track in Madison Square Garden
with its carefuly banked turns, wherc
he will be permitted the use of sikes,
the Finn will find indoor running as
mt_xch to his liking as ‘the outdoor
going.

Two Six-day Races Will be
Held in That Country
Next Month.,

Cycling is returning with all its favor|
to Germany, and two six-day races wil
be held there in Jamnmarv, tha first, at
Breslau, st:rting Jan. 13, and the sec-
ond in Berlin, sqrtlng provably on Jan.
29 or some other tim: near the end of
the month. In between these two events
and preceding them will be races on the
 different tracks, and it is expected that
‘many foreign stars will compete in Ger-
many this winter,

The manager of the Breslau track,/
which is housed in a new velodrome,
recently announced that he had been
able to bring the riders and ‘he man-
agers of the different 'tracks togerher
and that they had settled their diffi-
icultles. For some time tbe sport was
i seriously threatened when the cjyclists
and the track owners we-e at odids.

NURMI'S VISIT
CAUSES A STIR

Provides an Impetus to In-
door Track and Field
Athletics.

Paavo Nurmi's visit to this country
will, unless all signs fail, provide a wel-
come impetus and stimulus to indoor
track and field athletics, says the New
York Times. The remarkable little Fin-
nish runner has been with us for less
than a full week and already there are
undeniable indications of a board floor

season which will gz dewn in &history
as one of the greatest. The effect of
Nurmi's presence is responsible for this
unusual boom. His appearance on the
track should have an even greater effect.
There is every indication that greater
crowds will be attracted to athletic
meets during the current indoor season
than have been in evidence in many
years, and there is every reason to be-
lieve that the quality of competition wiil
be improved and the ranks of competi-
tors swelled.

Nurmi’s mission here is not alone to
arouse interest in athletics. It Is also,
whether he is aware of it or not, to
demonstrate to Americans the country’
shortcomings in the field in which be
reigns supreme. The United States
needs middle-distance runners and run-
ners capable of ‘going a distance. The
wonderful Finnish runner is a medium
for practical demonstration through
which America hopes to profit.

Nurmi’'s initial training has been
cloaked in great secrecy. Elaborate
pains have been taken, apparently, to
keep the Finn’s activities in his first
workouts on an indoor track a mystery.
This mystery has caused d!ssauz:'actlon
among veteran followers of athletics and
critics who are Interested in Nurmi's
activities for no selfish motive. In
athletic circles it is generally regarded
as a mistake which should be corrected
without delay. The conditions sur-
rounding Nurmi’s first workouts are in
striking contrast to those respecting
Josef Guillemot, French runner, when
the little “Blue Devil” came here fol-
lowing the 1920 Olympic Games to' ex-
hibit the ability which brought him fame
at Antwerp. On that otcasion there was
no secrecy and many were invited to see
the French runner in his workouts. Such
a plan might well be followed with re-
spect to Nurmi, who is being introduced
here to indoor running.

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SAYS MINISTER
MADE HER CONFESS

Mrs. Elsie Sweetin Now De-
nies That She Poisoned
Her Husband,

MOUNT VERNON, Ills,, Dec. 17—
On the witness stand for the second
