A Wonderful Scene.

Versailles, June 88—(By the Asso­
ciated Press)—The signature of ’“toe 
second peace of Versailles” in-the Hall 
of Mirrors in the chateau of France’s 
great monarch, Louis XTV, today re­
stores to Versailles its old place as the 
stage of “all the glories of France" dim­
med to more recent days by the mem­
ories of mob excesses during the French 
revolution, the military downfall of 
France to 1870, and the proclamation 
of the German empire in the same hall

Representatives of the nations of the 
worjd gathered there to sign and seal 
the instrument undoing the work of^con- 
quest of Bismarck and Von Moitke and 
inaugurating the sway of the League of 
Nations in place of the ill-adjusted Eu­
ropean balance of power.

The ceremony was set for 3 o’dock 
In the afternoon, but hours before that 
time an uninterrupted stream of auto­
mobiles began moving up the cannon- 
lined hill of Champs Elysses, past the 
Arch of Triumph and out through the 
shady Bois De . Boulogne a#id Park of 
St Cloud carrying plenipotentiaries, of­
ficials and guests to the ceremony. They 
reached Versailles over a thoroughfare 
kept dear by pickets, dragoons and 
mounted gendarmes and were cheered

brillant full drèss uniforms, drawn up 
at the end of the court, acted as a guard 
of honer, presented arms as the leading 
plenipotentiaries passed. On entering 
the Emil ding by the portal through which 
the Paris mob burst in the early days 
of the French revolution, the delegates 
mounted toe marble, or queen’s stair­
way, to the suite of “Queens’ Apart­
ments” and the Hall of Peace, through 
which they gained access to the Hall of 
Mirrors.1 The walls of these apartments 
were hung with antique Gobelin tapes­
tries representing scenes of the triumph­
ant reign of Louis XIV., and were car­
peted with old Savonnerin rugs of the 
same epoch.
Formal Entry.

To reach the peace table the pleni­
potentiaries passed through a space re­
served for some 400 privileged guests, 
who were Instructed to be in their seats 
well in advance of the entry of the dele­
gates. It had been arranged that the 
delegations, instead of struggling in 
without order as they did when the 
original terms of peace were communi­
cated to the Germans, should make their 
entrance by groups, each one being 
formally announced by ushers from the 
French foreign office.

This formality was not prescribed 
for the Germans, who were given a 
separate route of entry, coming into the

CITY.WATER PRESSURE
Commenting on the article to a morn­

ing paper dealing with water pressures 
in Prince William street and King square, 
Commissioner Jones said this morning 
that the lack of water to toe places men­
tioned must be due to defective service 
pipes that he had ordered inspections.

MODE MARRIAGES THAN EAST RAIN BRINGS SULPHURor more

WITH IT IN DAWSON ; ‘V

Dawson, Y. T, June 27—A sulphur 
laden shower of rain, a phenomenon, fell 
over Dawson and its vicinity last even­
ing. A thirty minute downpour left 
pools and sidewalks streaked with a yel­
low substance which chemists declare is 
sulphur and which they think was car­
ried in the upper atmospheric currents 
from some distant volcano eruption. A 
similar precipitation has been reported at 
Eagle, 100 miles north of Dawson, and 
also to northern British Columbia.

of art has been a long, slow process of 
evolution, covering centuries and ante­
dating western civilisation by many hun­
dreds of yeare.

The first general use of knockers that 
is positively known was among the an- 
tient Greeks, who probably adopted 
them from the Egyptians. We aretold 
that the Greeks considered it a breach 
of good manners to enter a house with- 
out warning thè inmates, and that the 
Spartans gave this notice by Shouting 
their arrival, while the Athtailans an- 

nced themselves by using the knock­
er. Its introduction doubtless came at 
the time when doors superseded hang­
ings, for tile purpose of insuring greater
saîii th”Greek 'houses of the better class 
a porter was in constant attendance at 
the door to admit visitors. Slaves were 
usually employed in this capatiey and 
were chained to the door-posts to pre­
vent their wandering and shirking the 
monotony of the task. They often went 
to sleep while on duty and in order to 
awaltep them a short bar of iron was 
fastened to the door by a chain, to be 
used as a rapper by those desiring en­
trance to the house. .

It Is said that this strictly utilitarian 
rapper, as it was first called, was often 
wrenched from the door to be used as a 
weapon of offense by visitors who were 
not friendly disposed toward the house­
holder. A later development was » di­
rect consequence of this misuse, the next 
type being in the form of a heavy ring 
fastened by a strong damp or plate to 
the door, thus serving the double pur­
pose of knocker and handle.

From Greece the custom was trans­
ferred to the Romans, and with the 
western trend of early civilization to 
nearly every country of Europe. The 
introduction of knockers to England 
where together with Itlaly and Germany 
they have attained the greatest artistic 
development, was no doubt due to the 

" Roman conquest of western Europe and 
Britain.—Architecture.

In 
retail stores investigated by the then 
newly formed commission, 8.1 per cent 
of the women employes were found to 
receive beiqw $4 a week, and 60.4 per 

, cent under $8 weekly.
Wojmen laundry workers were another

Public hearings on the proposed order 
will be held on June 80. Employers and 
employes will be heard at that time. 
The proposed schedule for apprentices 
will permit employment of those over 
eighteen at 18 cents an hour for the 
first three months and 21 cents an hour 
for the second three months, the regular 
minimum to apply for those under 
eighteen years. The scale runs 16 cents 
an hour for the first three months, 18 
cents for the second and 21 cents for 
the third three pionths’ period. After 
the nine months the 28 cents minimum 
is to apply.

The proposed schedule calls for a 
change in the minimum wage to the 
hour basis from the present weekly 
scale and also elimination of classifica­
tion of employment. Present minipium 
wages are $850 a week in the smaller 
cities, and $9 a wee kin Minneapolis, St. 
Paul and Duluth. The proposed wage 
figures $12.42 for a 54-hour week.

j with, even If It never touches the fran­
chise bill, as now seems likely will be 
the case.

With regard to the latter, a pro­
nouncement is promised any day as the 
government has been trying to effect an 
arrangement with the opposition under 
which the by-elections can be held.

I There Is some difference of opinion on 
! this in the cabinet The Conservatives 
j in the house object to using the provln- 
i cial lists, which have been compiled 
I chiefly by Liberal administrations, and 
i want to adopt the enumerator system. 
Maclean and Carvell both object to this 
very strongly, maintaining that the lists 
are there and are the proper machinery 
to use. It is possible that the simplest 
way out of it would be to grant full 
manhood and womanhood suffrage for 
the by-elections only.

There are three Important committees 
or commissions now at work, or which 
have been at work, and from which re­
ports have not yet been received, But 
whose recommendations it would seem 
necessary to receive before the. house 
adjourns. These are the industrial com­
mission, the commons pension commit­
tee and the commons cost of living com­
mittee.
Industrial Commission.

The Industrial commission under 
Judge Mathers is expected to hand in 
its report this week. In the last two 
months it has held seventy-two sessions 
all over Canada and examined 500 wit- 

The composition of this com­
mission was interesting. Judge Mathers, 
the chairman, may be described as a 
man with firm convictions, based on a 
long connection with the judiciary, and 
with a good grasp of industrial prob­
lems. Smeaton White is conservative; 
Pause, a mild conservative and moderate 
protectionist; Riordan, a millionaire so­
cial economist; Harrison, an old-line 
trades-unionist; Moorryi militant trades- 
unionist; and Bfnce, a declared socialist 

It has been holding meetings through­
out the dominion with a view, to the 
démocratisation "of industry • so as to 
give labor an interest with capital in 
the management of business. This prin­
ciple has been recognised by the Whit­
ley commission in England, and a great 
deal of present day sentiment is Based 
on that i report which is constantly 
quoted. The principle of collective ban- 
gaining,’which is also more of less In­
volved, has been recognised already to 
some extent by the railway war bcàrd; 
but the government has stated that its 
full application must await" the finding 
of the industrial commission. The trouble 
in Winnipeg has not helped along the 
idea any; but it will no doubt be taken 
up when the Mathers report Is consid­
ered.

It is expected that the pensions com­
mittee will revise the present schedule 
giving an advance of about twenty per 
cent in pensions, and making other rec­
ommendations regarding changes in the 
present schedule which experience has 
taught as advisable.
Cost of Living.

Perhaps the most important body of 
all now sitting is the cost of living com­
mission. It has been working morning, 
noon and night for weeks and has had 
witnesses before it from all over Can­
ada representing every vital industry. A 
great deal of valuable evidence has been 
elicited, and there has unquestionably 
been evidence disclosed of enormous 
profits made in more than one industry 
affecting the foôd and raiment of the 
people; In the textile and milling in­
dustries extremely large profits have 
been disclosed, and nearly every indus­
try seems to have been doing pretty 
well during the war. The millers have 
been restricted in their profits per bar­
rel to a figure fixed by the food board; 
so that the chief criticism made of them 
has been the enormous volume of profits 
made by some mills as a result of a 
large turnover, and, In the earlier years 
of the war, from increase of price on 
stocks of grain hdd.

There has also been a charge—or at 
least an idea in the mind of some mem­
bers of the committee—that the mills 
have trjed to take advantage of the sit­
uation and elude the fixed profit allow- 

i ed them by charges of twenty cents a 
barrel for delivery and credit terms-* 
Generally speaking, the-mills appear to 
be a well organized and carefully con­
ducted business; although in one case a 
large amount of unexplainable water 
was revealed.
In several lines evidence of recklessness, 
if not design, in the profits taken has 
been elicited. This, together with other 
considerations, make it necessary that

The 
other drinks are usually colored with one 
of the permitted dyes—naptirol yellow 
for lemon and orange drinks ; amaranth, 
ponceau, or erythroslne for cherry, 
strawberry, raspberry and the like. The 
use of certain harmless dyes is permitted 
by the national food and drugs law, pro­
vided they do not conceal inferiority and 
that the presence of the dye is plainly de­
clared on the label. By examining the 
label on the bottle one may know wheth­
er the soft drink he buys contains an 
artifical color.

Many drinks contain the pure acids of 
the fruits they simulate but others con­
tain mineral acids, phosphate acid being 
frequently used and sulphuric and hy­
drochloric less frequently. The Depart­
ment of Agricultuge, in a recent publi­
cation on the composition and value of 
bottled soft .drinks, says: “Sulphuric and 
hydrochloric acids do not occur naturally 
in fruits or fruit juices and in the opin­
ion of the authors they should npt be 
used to contribute dartness or sourness 
to soft drinks.”

The quantity of any condiment in a 
soft drink is likely to be very small.

middlemen's profits. Without this train­
ing, they say, ‘desirable extensions of 
governmental action in industry will not 
be attended by a normal amount of 
cess.’

“No satisfaction is foupd in the mere 
minimum for a decent livelihood. ‘After 
all,’ it is declared, ‘a living wage is not 
necessarily the full measure of justice. 
In a country as rich as ours, there are 
few cases in which it is possible to prove 
that a worker would be getting more 
than that to which he has a right if he 
were paid something in excess of this 
ethical Minimum. Why, then, should 
we assume that this is the normal share 
of almost the whole laboring population? 
Since our industrial resources and instru­
mentalities are sufficient to provide more 
than a living wage for a very large pro­
portion of the workers, why "should we 
acquiesce in a theory which denies them 
this measure of the comforts of life? 
Such a policy is not only of very ques­
tionable morality, but is unsound eco­
nomically. .... The only persons 
who would benefit considerably through 
a general reduction of wages are the less 
efficient among the capitalists and the 
more comfortable sections of the con­
sumers. On grounds both of justice 
and sound economics we sh 
hearty support to all legiti 
made by labor to resist general wage re­
ductions.”

The bishops advocate a minimum 
wage, looking forward to the day when 
it could be made high enough to permit 
the worker not only to care for the 
present needs of his family-, but for the 
future. Until that time arrives they 
would favor social insurance against ill­
ness, old age and unemployment as tem­
porary aids. They would have labor 
participate in the management of in­
dustry on. the plan of the English Quak­
ers, touching the control of processes and 
machinery; nature of product; engage­
ment and dismsisal of labor; hours of 
work, rates of pay, bonuses; welfare 
work; shop discipline and relations with 
trade unions. The establishment of shop 
committees, working wherever possible 
with the trade union, is the method sug­
gested. Mr. Swing says further:—

“The report reverts to the subject of 
remuneration in its concluding and high­
ly significant formulation of ultimate 
and basic reforms. It finds three chief 
defects in the present system : enormous 
inefficiency and waste in production and 
distribution;, insufficient incomes for the 
majority of workers; and unnecessarily 
lkrge incomes for a small minority of 
privileged capitalists. . The last evil it 
declares, must be corrected by a return 
of competition, by the adequate govern­
mental regulation of such public service

The pronouncement of the four bis­
hops who constitute tne administrative 
committee of the American National 
Catholic War Council, entitled “Social 
Reconstruction: A General Review of 
the Problems and Survey of Remedies,” 
has provoked a great deal of favorable 
discussion because, though the church is 
opposed to state socialism, these bishops 
submit proposais of a radical character. 
Reviewing their reports, Raymond 
Swing, in The Nation, says :—

“After- pointing out that in contrast 
With Europe we are confronting no great 
social changes, it (the report) proceeds 
with several immediate concrete propos­
als; the settlement of soldiers on unused 
lands; the extension of the government 
employment service; the perpetuation of 
the war Ubor board; the abolition of 
child labor; the limitation of women in 
industry to suitable work and to the 
narrowest essential bounds, , on the same 
basis of pay as men for equal work; 
and the provision of universal vocational 
training of a nature that does not de­
prive children of one class of the ele­
ments of cultural instruction, or weaken 
parochial and other private schools. Co­
operative stores are recommended as a 
more effective means of reducing the 

y cost of Hvihg* than federal price control. 
But in the priceless experience in man­
agement that co-operation gives to 
workers and consumers the bishops see

monopolies as will remain under private 
operation, and by heavy taxation of in­
comes, excess profits, and inheritances. 
“The principle is clear that human be­
ings cannot be trusted with the immense 
opportunities for oppression and extor­
tion that go with the possession of 
monopoly power.’ The evils- in produc­
tion and distribution, it asserts, would 
be in a great measure abolished by the 
living wage, industrial education, co-op­
eration, and labor’s participation in man­
agement. \

“The report continues:
“ ‘Nevertheless the full possibilities of 

increased production will not be real­
ised so long as the majority of the 
workers remain mere wage earners. The 
majority must somehow become owners, 
or at least in part, of the instruments of 
production. They can be enabled to 
reach this stage gradually through co­
operative productive societies and co­
partnership arrangements. In the form­
er the workers own and manage the in­
dustries .themselves; in the latter they 
own a substantial part of the corporate 
stock and exercise a reasonable share in 
the management. However slow the at­
tainment of these ends, they will have 
to be reached before we can have a thor­
oughly efficient system of production or 
an order that will be secure from the 
danger of revolution. It is to be noted 
that this particular modification would 
not mean the abolition of private owner­
ship. The instruments of production 
would still be owned by individuals, not 
the state.’

“Despite this veritable social owner­
ship—tiie substance without the titi 
the report declares that the present in­
dustrial system is destined to last for a 
long time in its main outlines; private 
ownership, or capitalism, is not likely 
to he supplanted by a collectivist organ­
ization of industry ‘at a date sufficiently 

. to justify any present action based 
the hypothesis of its arrival.’ ‘This 

forecast we recognize not only as ex­
tremely probable, but as highly desir­
able; for, other objections apart, Social­
ism would mean bureaucracy, political 
tyranny, the helplessness of the individ­
ual as a factor in the order of his own 
life, and in general social efficiency and 
decadence.’ ”

In his comments on this programme, 
Mr. Swing gives it high praise, saying 
that “the Bishops have taken a cour­
ageous step, possibly one that some day 
will be designated as the most service­
able that Catholicism has recently ven­

Moreover, it 
cannoVbe assumed that future wars will 
see the opposing armies with their flanks 
firmly anchored either upon the sea or 
upon neutral frontiers. Whenever there 
Is a prospect of flanking movements, the 
cavalry is called upon. Sir Douglas says 
that the cavalry played a great role in 
the great retirement of 1914, and on 
many occasions prevented the British in­
fantry from being overrun by German 
cavalry. At Ypres, their mobility mul­
tiplied their values as a reserve. Even 
in trench warfare cavalry were useful 
because they could be swiftly gathered 
at any given point, and launched as a 
surprise, even if in the actual fighting 
the men went forward without their 
horses.
Same Old Principles.

Upon other occasions, too, the cavalry 
had special and brilliant roles to fill, for 
Instance at Cambrai, in resisting-the Ger­
man offensive of a year ago, and finally 
in the great drive that ended the war. 
The report says: “On1 the morning of 
the armistice, two British cavalry divis­
ions were on the march east of the 
Scheldt, and before the orders to step 
reached them they had already gained-a 
line ten miles in front of our infantry 
outposts. There is no doubt that had 
the advance of the cavalry been allowed 
to comtinue, the enemy’s -disorganized 
retreat would have been turned into a 
rout.” To use a favorite phrase then, 
“when the history of the great war comes 
to be written,” it will have to record the 
fact thafthe cavalry is by no means ob­
solete. Indeed, reading the Illuminating 
despatches of Field Marshal Haig one 
might almost'eome to the conclusion that 
this war has taught no new lessons to 
those leaders, who came to it instructed 
in the wisdom of past campaigns. The 
same principles would appear to under­
lie a fight between two rotvdies, and a 
struggle in which millions of men take 
part

Boston, June 27—Determined not to 
lose a single day’s business in the event 
of war prohibition being repealed before 
July 1, more than 90 per cent of Bos­
ton’s liquor dealers—including jpost of 
the hotels and restaurants accustomed 
to serving alcoholic refreshments—have 
already filed applications with the Bos­
ton Licensing Bréard for new liquor lic­
enses.

“Greater production is a basis for the 
solution of the high cost of living, and I 
believe that the provincial authority can 
find means to intervene as between the 
producer and the consumer to do away 
with profiteering, prevent hoarding and 
speculation and bring about a reasonable 
relation between the cost, for instance,

While many things contribute to this, it 
can be said that the basic cause in the 
broadest sense is the high cost of living 
brought about by the war. The labor 
troubles, which fomented at times are 
for the greater part due to the excessive 
cost of food, clothing and in fact all the 
necessaries of life. The usual value,of 
the dollar is gone—former scales of 
wages cannot be applied today. The 
value of the dollar will increase as the 
high cost of necessaries of life diminish. 
The federal government has the power 
to deal with nearly all matters that 
govern 'or might govern the cost of the 
requirements of our people. Production 
is the stepping stone to a solution with 
food. With this is involved a number 
of other questions, cold storage: and 
speculation. The provincial government, 

not, will take up all pertaining 
to this question of the high cost of liv­
ing—I think they may feel obliged to 
even if they have to infringe upon the 
field of the federal authorities. Em­
ployers of labor must also consider the 
cost of living in dealing with their em­
ployes.”

"A Springfield, Illinois, June 26—The 
search-end-edauze bill which was strong­
ly opposed by the wet forces in Illinois 
has been signed by Gov. Frank O. Low- 
den and will become a law on July 1. 
The bill prohibit* the manufacture, sale 
or transportation of alcoholic liquors in 
dry territory in minois.

Governor Low den in a statement at 
the time he signed the bill had the fol­
lowing to say:—

“There seems to be an idea prevalent 
that you can have prohibition in-law but 
not in fact This is a dangerous aseump-

“There is no ground, in my opinion, on 
which I would be warranted in vetoing 
this bill. It will therefore become a 
law."

Ottawa, June 27.—Rice Jones, general 
manager of the United Grain Growers’ 
Company of Winnipeg, was the chief, 
witness this morning before the Cost of 
Llvinlg Commission of the House of 
Commons. He stated that the company 
was organised in 1006, with an au­
thorized caiptal of $6,000,000. Up to 
August, 1918, $3,891,060 stock was issued 
of which $$469,768 was paid up.

Action of Train Dispatchers Association 
Confinas Its Attitude of Years* Stand- mm

“ Thus there grew up an active ani­
mosity between the two bodies of work­
ers.

At 
Ryasan, wMch is in the Moscow area, 
but some 500 miles from the city, 1,500 
of the soldiery are said to have been 
tricked out of their firearms and shot 
down by the peasants.

“Ever increasing force had to he used 
in the collection of food, and among the 
sources of recruitment for the Red 
Guards was the large Chinese population 
of Russia. In ij>e Moscow force alone 
there were 20,000 Chinamen.’
