It had ‘been known for weeks that, be-
cause of the great number of candidates
and ‘“favorite sons” in the fight for the
nomination, a selection on the first ballot
was entirely out of the question. The vot-
ing this morning bore out these expecta-
tions to the fullest degree.

It was because the delegates knew the
situatio was complex that they partly
sat through the night listening to many
weary hours of oratory and then agreed to
a test vote before adjourning for sleep.
Evety ope wanted to know how matters
stood, and the roll call gave a definite
idea of the preliminary line-up.

New Yerk Was In Doubt

The big doubtful quantity in it, was the
vote of New York. That delegation, at a
caucus last night, decided to give its
ninety votes to Governor Harmon on the
first ballot. They probably will be other
cancuses in the delegation as the ballot
progresses, and there is a chance that a big
block of vote may be thrown at any time
to Clark, Wilson or some other candidate.
In addition to the renewed talk of a pos-
sibility of Mr. Bryan’s nomination ,there
was renewed talk of “dark horses.” Most
of' the delegates, however, seemed content
to let the fight run along-in the conven-
tion ,through six or seven ballots, before
trying to reach agreements with opposing
forces.

There seemed today to be little chance
of a stampede. Any attempt to nominate
Mr. Bryan would meet with stubborn re-
sistance from some of the southern states,
instructed primarily for Underwood, and
held subject to his release, and from the
conservative element including possibly
some of the so-called Clark states.

The all night session’of tHe convention
was picturesque in many ways. In all
there were about eight hours of oratory
and demonstrations. The Clark and Wilson
forces were the principal contestants in
the struggle to see which could keep up
the cheering longest. The Clark demon-
stration, the first big one of the evening,
lasted one hour and five minutes. The " Wil-
son people when their turn came, declined
to quiet down until they had passed the
Clark record and added about ten minutes
to it.

Some Enjoyed Sleep

During both demonstrations many. out-
siders invaded the delegate section of the
hall. As a rule the delegates listened pa-
tiently to the somewhat lengthy nomina-
tions and seconding speeches, seeming to
realize that the oratorical maze was to be
threaded before the coarse work of voting
was done, and they greeted the beginning
of the first roll call with a whoop. The
test vote was carried on with great rapid-
ity, and little or no confusion. The galler-
ies were all but forsaken.

Strangely enough, the women seemed to
cutnumber the men among the spectators
who had spent the night at the hall, and
were also much more keenly alert to the
proceedings. Two or three 'of them had
collapsed into sound slumber.

Left Canoe For Shoretb nye
Companions a Beétter
-Chance

WORD CAME TODN:

Three in Light Craft Which Upset

in Swift-Running Water— Mr. |

Trueman Helped Save Dr.Wal-
cott and Then Started to Swim
Ashore

i

As was surmised by his friends, Dr. J.
Douglas Trueman, - of this city, who was
drowned in the Rainy River District, On-
tario, while on an expedition for the Do-
minion . Geological Department, gave his
life for his companions. After gallantly
rescuing Doctor Walcott, who -could not
swim, he gave up his own chance of safe-
ty rather -than further imperil the lives
of the others. His self-sacrifice was suc-
cessful in saving the others, but his noble
deed cost him his own life.

Some further details of the tragedy were
received this meorning in a telegram to J.
MacMillan Trueman, from Dr. R. W.
Brock, director of the geological depart-
ment, who left Ottawa for the west as
soon as he was advised of the accident.

At the time it took place Mr. Trueman
was in a canoe with Doctor Walcott, sec-
retary of the Smithsonian Institute, and
a young man named Kn.ox, a second year
student of Toronto University, .who K was
with Mr. Trueman as an assistant.’ They
were running the rapids in Steep Rock
River, below Steep Rock Falls, near the
lake of the same name. Doetor Walcott
could not swim and Knox was not very
familiar with the handling of a canoe.

When the canoe was upset the three
men were thrown into the water and Mr.
Trueman and Knox rescued Doctor ‘Wal-
cott and helped him to the overturned
canoe, to which they clung. Doctor True-
man, believing that the frail craft was
not sufficient support for three men start-
ed to swim to the shore to give them a
better chance and also to seek assistance.
He was swimming strongly without signs
of distress, when suddenly his companions
heard him cry for help. Knox started
to his assistance, but was too late and
Doctor Trueman sank in thirty fathoms of
swift-running water.

From the conditions surrounding the
place, Doctor Brock says that he fears
that it may be a week or more before the
body is recovered.

A couple of years ago Mr. Trueman was
accidentally shot through the foot while
on another expedition, and this left the
limb somewhat weakened. It is thought
that this may have caused a cramp or
other troyble which made it impossible
for him to swim and thus resulted in his

He also suggested ‘that a committee he
formed . with - a fund which would enabla
them to take agtions against such compans
ies as do not cémply with the law.

He declared that the most satisfactory
effect of the law, however, was the effect
it had had on public opinion in the prove
ince of Quebec.

“Bince two or three years,” he said, “the
French-Canadidns have become more sus-
ceptible on the subject of their language,
When it is attasked they arouse theme
selves more quickly to its defense. When
it experiencey a defeat they are more sors
rowful. Political barriers and prejudices of
the party are disappearing before the 'ine
terests of the language.”

WESTINGHOUSE WINS

Boston, June 28—The culminating event
of the session of the American Institute
of Electrical Enginers was a banquet last
night in the Hotel Somerset, when the
Edison medal was presented to Geo!
Westinghouse. Tt was the third gene
award of this prize, instituted by old as
sociates of Thomas A. Edison, and it was
made to Mr. Westinghouse for meritorious
achievements in development of the alter<
nating current system of light and power,

Former FEdison medalists have been
Elihu Thomson , in 1909, and Frank L
Sprague, in 1910.

Mr. Thomson made the presntation ade
dress last evening. When the Edison
Medal Association was formed in 1904 a
trust fund was subscribed to award the
medal annually. It was intended to give'
it to college students, but in 1908 it was
decided to award it each year to the pers
son in this country or Canada performing
the most meritorious achieyement in elege
trical science. ’

AN EMPLOYER’S PROBLEM
An employer of female labor writes to
The Times about the difficulty of securing
satisfactory help. As an illustration he

tells of two advertisements which he
placed in a newspaper, one asking for a
girl for office work and the other asking
for girls to do manual work in his estab-
lishment. To the latter he received prac-
tically no response. To the former he re«
ceived quite a number of applications,
badly written, showing that the wﬁte;s
were not competent for the work for which
they had epplied. Householders, on the
other hand, tell is that it is difficult: to
'secure domestic help, because s0 many
girls seem to prefer work in factories; or
'elsewhere. Perhaps the question of wages
. thag something to do with the case, but
the condition that exists in regard to
female help is doubtless more largely due
to wrong notions about the dignity of
flnbm~. The problem is not one that is easy
jof solution. It would be interesting to
know whether in establishmenfs where the
iproprietors enable their help to work un-
der healthy conditions and not too many
hours per day, at a fair wage, have con-
stant difficulty in securing sufficient help
jof the 1i,—. kind. The conditions of life
4n the city at present, when the cost of

living is so high, and there ate so many |

demands upon the putse, are such that
one would expect to find a degree of eag-
erness on the part of all able to work to
contribute something to the maintenance
of the home, or at least to be independent
and pay their own way. The fact re-
mains, however, that many employers com-
plain, as already stated, of great difficulty
in getting e\ﬁicient help.

POLITICS CREEPS IN

Even so non-political an institution as
..the Carnegie Foundation may not be free
from the influence of political bias. The
“Popular Science Monthly tells this story
. in connection with Widrow Wilson, who is
a possible Democratic eandidate for %he
presidency of the United States:—

“The Carnegie Foundation was origin-
elly established to grant pensions for
length of service as well as for old age
and disability. The length of service pen-
sions were abandoned through lack of
means, but the trustees, practically all of
whom are university or college presidents,
instructed the executive committee fo
‘safeguard the interests of ‘those whose
twenty-five years of service includes serv-
ice as a college president.” Under this
clause Dr. Wilson, when retiring from the
presidency of Princeton University to be
a candidate for govertior -of New Jersey,
applied for the pension to which he was
entitled by his services. The application
was refused, and in-some way information
in regard to the matter was made pub-
lic to Governor Wilson’s political injury.
The trustees at their last meeting rescind-
ed the resolution in favor of the univers.
ity president, and Dr. Pritchett states in
his report that ‘no person has ever been
retired under this authority.’ But the
president of the State University of Iowa,
not in an accepted Mstitution and not
eligible to retire for age, was granted a
pension in August, 1911. The members
of the executive committee of the founda-
tion are in politics strongly opposed to
Governor Wilson, and the secretary of the
foundation was elected to the vacancy
caused by the retirement of the president
of the University of Towa. Their action
may have been altogether uninfluenced by
these considerations; but they illustrate
the dangers possible under a centralized
pension system in which the pentions may
be used by the president and the execu-
ive committee for ulterior purposes.”

FARMING AND CAPITAL

The Montreal Financial Times, a new
ifournal which made its appearance last
‘week, and which gives promise of being
‘a2 valuable addition to the financial journ-
als of the country, has an interesting' ar-
ticle on Farming and Capital. It is based
: on the remark of one of the British tour-
ing party now in Canada that waste of
iopportunity due to limited capital is the
great drawback in agriculture in the

Maritime Provinces. We quote:
“The fact, of course, is that the East-
rn Canadian farmer is very seldom a cap-
l,ltalist, even of the most ‘limited’ variety;
‘that he does not regard his own vocation
as a business requiring capital, and that
when he does accumulate a few dolldrs be-
yond his actual needs of the moment he
deposits them in the bank to draw three
per cent., or loans them on a mortgage at
five or thereabouts. Scientific farming is
impossible without a fairly expensive
‘plant.” A good many farmers stil laugh
at scientific farming as a fad of the legis-
lators and agriculture departments, al-
though they do not laugh quite so confid-
ently as they used to. There is still a
marked reluctance among the agriculturists
to borrow money for the sake of invest-
ment in plant, even though such invest-
ment is a sure source of increased profits
far in excess of its interest charge. It is
p reluctance that dates from the old days,
when the Canadian farmer was a pioneer
working on a mortgaged farm for a bare
subsistence, and liable to the danger of
foreclosure in any year of poor crops. Con-
fitions have utterly changed, but the
larmer’s mind has not yet changed with
them, and it may be that the banker’s
x:ind has not changed either—that the
banker is still less willing to advance
noney for farm® plant than he would be
jor the outfitting of any other industry.

versity. Owing to the initiative and skill
of the dean of the college, Professor Her-
man Schneider, arrangements have been
méade by which students work alternate
weeks at the university and at commercial
shops. The theory is taught at the uni-
vergity and the practise is obtained in
the manufacturing plants.

Students are paid for their work in the
shops at the game rate as other men doing
the same work, and no inconvenience is
caused by the plan of alternate weeks, as
the men work continually in the shops in
two relays. Students can thus practically
support themselves while they are taking
the engineering courses in the university.
They probably learn more in the shops
than by practical courses which the uni-
versities could arrange, and the shopa ob-
tain superior men. The course is five years,
and students probably can gain as valu-
able an education during this time as in
four years wholly devoted to engineering
studies.

Night schools, extension courses, corre-
spondence schools and the like are all
useful, but the plan of working half the
time at the university and half the time
in practise ceems to be superior to any
other. There is no reason why the sys-
tem should not be extended in other direc-
tions, as to teachers in the public schools
of a city. The University of Cincinnati

Railway Extension
Now that the trans-continental railway

ney -is well under wayy attention -is once
more Being directed to the kindred scheme
for the construction of & line across the
continent from mnorth to south. This'is no
new proposal, But the ufgent necessity fyr
the opening up of the vast northern ter-
ritory has now prought it well within the
region of practical politics. Unfortunately
its realization is likely to involve a good
deal of interstate jealousy.

Queensland and New South Wales want

the extension of the existing Darwin to
Pine Creek line to runiin a south-easter-
ly direction, through thé pastoral areas of
Queensland, straight to Sydney. But
South Australia has already constructed a
narrow-guage line from Adelaide, 700 miles
north, to Oodnadatta, and by the agree-
ment with the federal government, under
which the northern territory was handed
over to federal administration, South Aus-
tralia contends that the north-south line
must be built from Darwin to Ooodnadatta.
The federal minieter for external affairs,
in whose department the northern terri-
tory is controlled, now advances yet &
third possible route, to. touch the north-
eastern border of Western Australia,
where much good land i8 waiting to be
opened up.

It appears to be generally recognized
that through communication between
north and south is an:indispensable pre-
liminary to the white settlement of the
northern territory. The federal govern-
ment is pledged to spare no effort to test
the “white Australia’ policy, and there is
not much doubt that an overland railway
would remove moet of the objections
which white men today have to taking
their families to the almost empty north.
For this reason alone, it is contended, the
scheme cannot be much longer delayed.

The new land ordinances for the terri-
tory provide what are officially described
as thé most elastic and liberal land laws
ever devised. The minister for external
affairs states, for instance, that the gov-
ernment do not purpose charging any rent
for agricultural and mixed farming leases
for the first ten years. Further, about 5,-
000 leases will be picked out in different
parts of the territory, which will be deem-
ed pioneering leases. These will be grant-
ed on the understanding that no rent is
to be charged for the lifetime of the per-
son to whom the lease i& granted, with a
minimum of twenty-one years.

Breeding Horses for Army

Lord Denman, the governor general, is
interesting himeelf in & project of more
than local value, and one which many
Australians have long recognized as of vast
importance—the breeding of army horses.

Cut Worms and Army-Worms

Two species of caterpillar, the cut worm
and the army-worm, have been cobsidered
by the officials of the experimental farms
to be of sufficient interest to the crop
growers in Canads to warrant the prepar-
ation of a bulletin upon them for public
distribution. These two common enem-
ies of crops are credited with causing every
year damage amounting to a large sum of

‘money, reaching in some seasons hundreds

of thousands of dollars.They are both night
feeders and are most destructive early in
the season when vegetation is tender, and
therefore, easily eaten off.

Clean cultivation and the encouragement

of birds are recommended as factors in
the control of cut worms. The distribu-
tion of poisoned bran and fresh clover is
also advised where practical whenever the
worms are detected. To check the pro-
gress of army-worms on march furrows
th holes dug at intervals are said to be
effective. This illustrated bulletin of 29
pages, No. 8, of the division of entomo-
logy and No. 70 of the experimental farms,
was prepared at the request of the Do-
minion entomologist by his chief assistant,
Arthur Gibson. It is published by direc-
tion of Hon. Martin Burrell, minister of
agriculture. Ooples may be obtained by
applying to the Publications Branch, De-
partment of Agriculture, Ottawa.

WHEN SUN YAT SEN GAVE
UP THE SEALS OF OFFIGE

The Scene in Pekin—Mandate to The
Five Races in China to Intermarry
and Become a Single People

o
(Times’ Special Correspondence)

Pekin, June 2—Some interesing features
marked the sitting of the Republican As-
sembly at Nankin, at which the retiring
president, Dr. Sun Yat Sen, and the mem-
bers of the provisional republican govern-
ment formally relinquished the seal of -of-
fice. No public interest whatever was mani:
fested in the event. The. only visitors
were half a dozen foreigners, a handful of
younger Chinese, and nine suffragists, who
occupied a prominent place in.the gallery,
and throughout the proceedings “comport
ed themselves with a propriety one could
wish might be characteristic of others of
their political persuasion elsewhere.

A military brass band was employed to
enliven the ceremony, and President Sun,
the premier, and the old cabinet walked
to their places to the .strains of a Ger-
man march. The music having run 1its
course, the speaker announced that the
retiring president would address a fare-
well to the

Doctor Sun Yat Sen then came forward
to the rostrom and made a speech, in the
course of which he said: ‘“The Republic
of China should always aim at the 'pro-
motion of the world’s peace, for omly by
go doing can the welfare of mankind be
advanced. Before this can be done we must
firmly lay the foundations of the republic.
This is the duty of all of ue. If we are
all faithful to this duty, our object can be
attained quickly. Though most of our peo-
pleé are ignorant of the meaning of tne
word and of republicanism, yet for cen-
turies they have enjoyed peace and have
been lovers of peace. To instruct them in
the principles of republicanism and world
peace should not be a hard task, And if
the mission should be successfully accom-
plished what an effect will it not have
upon the world, when 400,000,000 people,
a quarter of mankmd champxon the cause.

“This is our duty, and we must try to
do it. I have resigned my office, but my
resignation does not mean that I have done
and am done with my duty. Far from it,
only hereafter I am going to discharge my
duty in the capacity of a private citizen.
It will be my object to help my 400000000
fellow countrymen, and to endeavor ‘to
make the blessings of the republic a real-
iy’

President Sen then took the red bag
containing the seals of office and solemnly
placed them before the speaker of the as-
sembly. . One of the members then
came forward and from a yellow secroll
réad out a speech which spectators under-
stood to be eulogistic of the setvices of|
the retiring president. When read, the
speech was presented to Doctor Sen. This

‘ended the ceremony, and the band struck

up another German march, under cover of
which the ex-president and the minister
rvetired from the chamber. It was observ-
ed that Doctor Sen bowed to the assem-
bly as he descended the steps to the floor
of the house, but that only one member
rose and bowed in return.

President Yuan Shi Kai has issued a
mandate enjoining on the five races who
compose the population of the republic the
desirability of intermarrying, to the end
that in time they may become welded into
8 single people. “As the present form of
goverffment,” says the document, “is bas-
ed upon the union of the five families for
the formation of a new nation, it is es-
sential that territorial distinction should
be entirely eliminated and mutual good
feeling should be daily enhanced. Accord-
ing to the rules of the old regime, prohi-
bitions existed as regards intermarriages
between Chinese and Manchus, as well as
between Chinese and Mongolians; and
there have been also few marriages of the
two families of the Moslems an Tibetans
with that of the Chinese. During recent
years, proposals to abolish these old pro-
hibitions, with a view to assimilating their
customs and habits, have been brought
forward time and again, but either such
orders were -promulgated and rarely obey-
ed, or persuasive means failed to remove
obstacles and suspicions, At present, as
the republic is in its infancy, the five fam-
ilies should be as of ome household. If
there be continually lines of distinction
between this and that in regard to the
single question of matrimony, then much
estrangement will result. Therefore, I
bereby advise the five families of Chinese,
Manchus, Mongols ,Moslems and Tibetans
that they should intermarry with each
other, to erase all traces of their similar-
ity and difference on the one hand, and
to create feelings of universal cordiality
on -the other.

“With regard to those customs and hab-
its which are really revolting, such as foot-
binding, eté., reforms should be adopted.
It is hoped that the gentry and the elders
of the five great families will so earnest-
ly ‘and perseveringly encourage their peo-
ple by setting examples and models- be-
fore them that the people will follow the
example extensively. Old prejudices will
thus ‘be extirpated, while new hnppmesa
will be in store for them, culminating in
‘mutual love and regard between our five
great families. without limit.  Let the civ-
il authorities’ of the different places issue
proclaihations inforning all of the above
advice. The president is in great hope of
augmenting their welfare and bestowing
upon them the enjoyment of peace.”

PLAYGROUNDS WORK
MAKING PROGRESS. IN
NOVA SCOTIA' GAPITAL

Supervised playgrounds are making
.progress in Halifax. In a letter to the
press, urging a generous response to the
tag-day appeal to the citizens next Satur-
day for funds, the convenor of the play-
grounds committee of the Women’s Coun-
cil writes:—

In 1910 a young man living near Bloom-
field playground told one of our teachers
he wished something could be arranged
so that working lads could have an even-
ing playground. It was too late to do any-
thing that season, but last year, with the
permission of the school board the council
opened Bloomfield playground June lst to
August 3lst, every evening from 5 till
dark. Mr. McKinnoq was engaged to take
charge ard a very large number of men
and working boys took advantage of the
chance to play baseball, cricket and other
games.

Some young men living near Richmond
asked that they might have a playground.
This also is in Mr. McKinnon’s care, as-
sisted by a band of volunteer helpers.

Mr. McKinnon’s report of work already
accomplished this season is interesting
reading. ,

He writes that the first week 920 were
on the three playgrounds, Bloomfield, the
Cotton Mill field and the Brewery field.

The opening game .of the ball league
was played at Bloomfield June 11th before
300 spectators, 14th, league game at Bloom-
field, 250 spectators. 18th game at Bloom-
field between Bloomfield .and Northerns,
225 spectators, 19th, game at Richmond,
150 spectators, 20th game at Richmond,
Grove vs. Hillside, 200 spectators, 2lst,
Bloomfield, practice, 50 playing ball, 20
playing quoits.

He concludes with the remark that
though the competition is very keen in
the games, the spirit displayed is always
generous and manly. -

The young men using the evening play-
grounds pay a emall entrance fee towards
the equipment, and the school board has
increased their grant to $250, but as our
expenses for day and evening playgrounds
last year, when we had not undertaken
that at Richmond ,were little short of
$1,000 it is evident if the work is to be
carried on there must be a generous re-
sponse to our appeal next Saturday.

Dominion Steel.

Montreal, June 28—The close of the|
first six months of the year 1912 will find/
the Dominion Steel Corporation in a very
prosperous condition. This happy state
of affairs is not confined to any particu-
lar department, but extends all through
the huge steel plant as well as at the col-
lieries.

The recent investment in the plant
here will result in a decided improvement
in the earnings- on the common etock of
the steel corporation during the curremt
vear. The advantageous position of the
coal department and the fact that the de-
mand is rapidly increasing makes the pros-
pects in this branch of the business ex-
tremely bright. At the same time, in
order to ovarcome the losses incidental to
the termination of the bounties, the man.
agement has expended a large amount in
equipping a wire mill, a nail mill and bolt
and nut mill. and this will take care of
the output from the wire rod mill. The
wire rods have been sold during the last
yvear in competition with the duty free
products of the mills of the United States,
which, owing to the industrial depression

OCUMENT
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Final Report of Engineers Is
Soon to Be Sub-
mitted

NPORTANT MEETRG

Witsiesses Were Heard Concerning
Chamberlain Lake, at Session of
International Commission Which
Has Just Been Held at Van-

Butﬂl

(Bangor Commercial)

The final report of thé board of con-
sulting engineers of the International St.
John River commieion ig to be filed be-
fore the 18th of August with the mem-
bers of the commission according to the
statement made by the engineers at the
hearing held at Van Buren during the
latter part of last week and the first of
this. The consulting engineers are Hardy
8. Ferguson, of New York city, chief
engineer of the Great Northern Paper
Co., and 8. J. Chapleay, of the Depart-
ment of Public Works, Dominion of Can-
ada. Under their direction the St. John
river has been caréfully surveyed and a
report containing estimates on the possible
amount of storage -on the river, both for
the lumbering interests and’ for the power
purposes together with the locations of
dams and the cost of carrying out the
work, is the result.

The members of the commission were
all present at the hearing held in Van
Buren togethér with the consulting en-
gineers and counsel for the United Statea
and for the dominion. Hon. Oscar F. Fel-
lows of this city is counsel for the United
States. -

During the time the commisgion was in
session additional testimony concerning
the Chamberlain lake dams, which figure
largely in the affairs of the St. John river,
was taken. The commissioners heard wit-
nedges who described the time in 1886
when the dam at Chamberlain was blown
to allow more water to come down the
8t. John, and again jn 1905—the year of
the bloodless Van Buren war—when the
dam wasé again. blown by the lumber in-
terests along the river.

Messrs. Ferguson and Chapleau to-
gether with 'W. H: Ranney, the chief
engineer, were questioned in relation to
the work which has been dome by the
engineers and as to their report.

A report of progress was submitted by
the engineers ofi account of it-being im-
possible to submit f{he final * report at
this session, and in this report some im-
portant questions asked by the commis-
mission were answered.

Aceording to the report the amount of
water which may. +b@ - conderved by the
erection of damsj/wishout exceeding the
present high watea.level on thé 8t. John
river and several Takeés . and {ributaries
thereof, is.as follows: .

On, the Upper St. John, 1,060 millions
of cubic feet. ; ==

On the . Allagash, 10,880 millions of
cubic feet.

Thig estimate supposes the erection of
new dams or the raieing of the existing
ones to the level of the presént high
Wwater. :

The engineers find that the drivihg of
logs on the St. John would be facilitated
with such storage .carried out to this
quite limited extent, and would greatly
aid the industry there. They do not,
however, consider it: wise to depend on
such storage to the ‘neglect of channel
Improvements.

The results of the investigation lead the
engineers to believe that in almost cvery
case ,and with the possible exéeption of
an extraordinarily +dry season, starting
with the reservoirs full and with proper
cvare and handling in their use, there
wouid be sufficient storage to water the
drive.

The estimates for the coet of this
work are not yet completed, as there are
quite a large number of points which
ghould be improved. Tt is found that
for log driving purposes it does mnot
seem necessary to build the dams high-
er than the present high water for stor-
age Ppurposes. Such additional astorage
should not become necessary until some
power devclopment takes place.

Generally  speaking, aside from the
regulation of the flow as much as possjble
by means’ of the proposed dams the en-
gineers recommend a driving or flush dam
at Seven Islands, one at Bashford’s rock
and one at Big Rapids; all on the Upper
St. John)\ Also a general removal and
emoothing down of boulders, practically
the whole length of the river above Grand
Falls to correct the trouble at the “Cof-
fee Mill” so-called, and Grenier's Eddy.

The engineers report further that the
possible sites for future reservoirs have
been investigated and computations con-
cerning the possible storage on the sev-
eral tributaries have also been made and
tabulated, and their relation to log driv-
ing has been studied with a view to con-
serving as much water as possible for
power purposes when such developments
have taken place.

Calculations haye been made as to the
best methods of distributing the water
from . the several branches for the pur-
poses of the drive; al8o investigations of
the possibilities of power on these branches
in view of the amount of stored water
which could be made available after satis-
fying the drive, and the minimum flow
that could be depended on to be sustain-
ed throughout the year for power at the
several power sites and at Grand Falls,
which offers an opportunity for develop-
ment said to be next largest in the cast
to Niagara Falls. A schedule of improve-
ments - of driving conditions the whole
length of the St. John and the Allagash
branch has been prepared. Maps of the

FARMERS' DAIRY AND
PRODUCE COMPANY .10
START IN FEW DAYS

Banded Together to Market Pro-
ducts; St. John Headquarters

Shareholders All Residents of District
Between Penobsquis and Jubilee—
Saving the Middlemen's Profits—The
System Explained

An experiment of great interest to farm-
ers and the consumers of farm products,
thus including practically everybody in
the province, is to be made by the Farm-
ers’ Dairy and Produce Company, an or-
ganization recently incorporated to do

business in St. John. The object of the
company is to bring the producers and
consumers closer together and by this
mecans to save the farmers the larger por-
tion of the profits which usually go to the
middlemen, and to enable the purchasers
of their products to secure supplies of the
best grade, fresh from the dairy and
farm, at a reasonable cost.

The advancing cost. of production, which
greatly exceeded the advance in selling
prices, has made something of this nature
necessary if the farmers are to make a
living. The plan adopted will enable them
to continue to dp so without advancing
the cost to the consumer. Both classes, it
is claimed, " /™--~ benefit and as-the ex-
periment is new to this province it will
be watched with deep interest. . -

The comipany is a, co-operative organiza-
tion of about sixty farmers and dairymen,
which will be enlarged to include seventy
producers- in all. KEach holds the. . same
share in the capital of the venture and
each will have the same voice in the di-
rection of its affairs. The shareholders at
present are all residents of the district
between Penobsquis and Jubilee Station
on the I. C. R., who have banded togeth-
er to market their products. Their selling
depot will be in $t. John and they have
Jeased ‘accommodation in the N. B. vold
Storage Company’s building, 680 Main
street, as their headguarters. Here they
will have the retail store, their butter fac-
tory, and warehouse room for 4,000 or 5,-
000 barrels.

The store wil lbe opened at the first of
July and at the same time the company
will take over two city milk routes which
they have purchased from Thomas Robin-
son. ‘The company was first suggested for
the marketing of milk and cream and es-
pecial attention will be paid to this branch,
but its scope has been enlarged to take
care of all the products of the farms and
dairies. Something new in the milk busi-
ness here will be the marketing of a high
grade of milk of especially good quality,
under the name of Primrose brand, which
will be prodiuced under the most careful
hygienic conditions in the farm and dairy,
and which will receive special care in the
distribution. Ordinary milk of the usual
quality will be sold at the regular price
also,

Such products as potatoes and pork,
which are produced in large -quantities,
may be sold retail, but with their storage
facilities and selling organization they will
also be able to take advantage of the best
market wherever it may be found to sell
in bulk. The company will be managed
by George W. Hoegg, recently manager of
the Sussex Packing Company, and form-
erly of the D. W. Hoegg Canning Co.

The goods supplied by each member will
be accounted for separately, and will be
marked with a distinguishing number so
that any complaint may be taken up di-
rectly with the person at fault. This will
stimulate the farmers to greater careful-
ness and will ensure satisfaction to their
customers.

Kach member will be credited with the
goods hc supplies at the wholesale price
and after the selling expenses -have been
paid he will receive his share of the
profits in proportion to the value of the
goods ‘he has supplied. In this way the
goods have to carry only one profit and
the farmers will receive the surplus which
ordinarily goes to the middlemen.

That something of this sort is necessary
is shown, the farmers contend, by a study
of ‘market conditions. While the selling
price of farm and dairy products has ad-
vanced considerably in some --- it has
remained almost ‘stationary in others, al-
though the general cost of production has
gone up almost eighty per cent, vastly
more than the increase in the retail price
of any of their goods. -This is one of the
conditions which have made farming un-
profitable, and driven so many men from
the farm to the city. The practical me-
thods adopted by the new organization will
inerease their profits without raising prices
and if it receives support it is expected
to do much to encourage farming and
dairying in this section of the province.

The credit for the organization of this
co-operative company is largely due to
E. Allan Schofield of this city, who oper-
ates a model farm at Hampton, and who
has always displayed a deep and*practical
interest in agricultural matters.

Bussex, N. B., June 27—All was actjvity
at Sussex Camp today. Old Sol cast warm
and radiant sunshine over a busy scene.
From early morning parade until the
command ‘‘dismiss” was given late this
afternoon, the big green field presented an
animated spectacle with nearly 3,000 men
in uniform dress, khaki shirt and trousers
and ‘“‘Panama” hats, executing orders of
drill in various and multiple manoeuvres,
marching, wheeling, forming fours, re-
forming and in other ways following the
divers commands given by their officers or
instructors.

The camp has settled to a definite pro-
gramme of action and the men are becom-
ing accustomed to the daily routine and
familiarizing themselves with matters of
detail. The ‘“Rookies,” as recruits are,
termed, are sharpening their wits and
though still members of the “awkward

and know which way to turn when the
commands “right wheel,” “right about,”
or others similar are given. They have
soon learned also' which foot to first place
in action on marching off and in addition
to matters of drill and discipline they have
become painfully wiser concerning some of
the old soldiers’ tricks when off parade.

The whole is piled many feet high and
deep and when a match is kindled the
“sing-song” begins. The programme this
year will be furnished by the Army Ser-
vice Corps and 62nd Fusiliers of St. John.

Agitation to Show Tha
f;i' Below That

Vigor .
Fighting Force
of France '

Berlin, June 28— Unoflicial military ex-
perts, led by the newly. founded “Defunce
League,” are alveady dissatisfied with the
new law stremgthening the army. There
are signs of a vigorous agitation to show
that the German army is in‘some depart-
ments inferior to the French in stiemgth
and in other departments inferior in - or-
ganization. The ‘“Defence League” has is-
suéd a pamphlet on “The Deficiency of the
Army Measures,” in‘Which the army is
rfpresented a8 'nn\ﬁt for' & Europesn strug-
gle. . i

The pamphlet declares that Germany’s
infantry strength @& below
France. It puts the French infantry  of
the line at 659 battalions, including thirty-
nine battalions of the ‘colonial infantry
now stationed in France, and the German
strength as only 634 battalions. “Under
the new German law the German strength
will gradually reach 851 battalions, and

the French strength under the new law |

at 675.

The Defence League declares that in
case of war France would withdraw from
North Africa for service in the first line
twenty-four battalions. Germany must be
prepared for the chance of having to meet
seventy-seven battalions of British in-
fantry and sixty-eight of Belgian, who
would be forced to take part. That con-
tingency would place Germany in an’ in-
feriority, counting line troops alone, ot
169 battalions; equal to seven army corps.

The demand is that the German line
army be made #s strong as that of France,
plus the infantry which England could af-
ford to send to the contiment. This can
be easily dong, because, despite two recent
army increases, the proportion of the male
population which undergoes military serv-
ice ig still falling, :

The German cavalry strength’ is estim-
ated to be about 2,000 below that of
France and England. This is on the as-
sumption that lgngland would send thirty-
nine cavalry squadrons with her army.
The organization of the French cavalry is
pronounced superior. The French cavalry
iz organized in mine divisions; this the
new French ‘cadre’” law will ineréase to
ten. Germany has only one cavalry divis-
ion, that of the Guards; the other divis-
jons will be improvised on outbreak of war.

Of field guns, Germany, under the new
proposals, will have 3,732, against the
3,460 of France.  The complaint here is
that the German six-gun battery organiza-
tion is inferior to the French four-gun or-
ganization. German authorities admit
this; but the adoption of the four-gun bat-
tery is postponed for reasons of economy.
The French army corps has thirty-six bat-
teries, against the German twenty-four
The French are able better to supply their
batteries with smmunition, their supply
per gun being 589 shells as against the
(German 433. The French artillery is also
much more completely horsed.

The Defence League pamphlet complains
of numerous other German deficiencies.
One is in the reserve formations.

It is the duty of these ins |
stitutions to provide adequately and liber-
ally for their support and for their work,

~ DORCHESTER  PENITENTIARY

Arnold Reid, Five Years; James Walsh|
and Geo. Wadman, Two Years Each/
—Sentenced By Judge Forbes

Three criminal cases were quickly dis-
{posed of by Judge Forbes this morning,
| and stiff sentences were handed out to
the trio, who appeared before him, under
the Speedy Trials’ Act. Arnold Reid,
committed for trial on a charge of steal-
ing a box of chocolates, was sentenced to
serve five years in Dorchester penitentiary
with hard labor; James Walsh, charged
with stealing a $25 gold watch, was given
1 two years in the penitentiary, and George
}Wadman, who denied indecently assault-
ing a fifteen-year-old girl in Carleton, was
years in Dorchester

'also sentenced to two
penitentiary.

The first case was that of the King vs.
James Walsh. He was not represented by
counsel. Wm. H. Irving, jeweller, gave
evidence of missing a gold watch from
the counter in his store, and of suspect-
ing Walsh, who was in the store about
the time the watch was missed. Sergeant
Caples testified to arresting; the prisoner
and of finding the watch in his possession.

The defendant said that he had no in-
tention of stealing but had been drink-
ing.
%Iis Honor—*Do you think that will help
you out any? That makes it worse. A
man like you who gets drunk and com-
mits a crime is twice guilty. The senteénce
of this court is that you be sent to Dor-
chester for two years with hard labor.

In the case of the King ve. Arnold _Reld,

riot,” said His Honor, ‘You've been'
in the reformatory; you’we been in and|
out of jail. You seem to be ‘& perfect pest
to the community. ~ You are' not only do-
Ing evil fo yourself but you are also in-|
Juring others. When you go to penitenti-
ary you can learn g trade.”

The case of this lad; who is not ¥et sev-
enteen years of age, ig a pitiable one. His
boyhood record shows him up Father poor-
ly in pclice circles, and with no one: to
take any interest in his career, he has
been without comfort or support, and his
record_being toq well known, he has been
almost a marked lad, as it weré, and un-
able to obtain any work in the city. When
first sentenced the boy burst into tears,
but, recovering, hLe said he had been al-
most starving lately and was glad he was
going to thg penitentiary for five years.

George Wadman, who pleaded not guil-
ty to assaulting Grace Robb,on a barge
lying on the West Side, and of which the
defendant was eaptain, wassrepresented by
Geo. H. V. Belyea, Sergeant W. H.
Finley, an eye witness,igave evidence, and
Mrs. Emily Robb. also testified. Four
witesses for the defence testified 6 the
defendant’s previous good character. The
prisoner was then found guilty and sen-
tenced- as reported. C. H. Ferguson
brosecuted in all three cases.

Gun blub Meeting—New Condi-
tions of Contest

At a meeting of the managing committee
of the St. John Gun Club it was decided
to hold the club ehoots only on Wednes-
day evenings and Saturday afternoons un-
til further notice, thus leaving out the
VVed}esday afternoon shoot. At this megt-
ing W. G. McIntyre was added to the

\| managing committee in the capacity of

field captain.

As the conditions in the contest for the
Noebel case donated by the Dominion
Cartridge company had not been complied
with in some cases, it was decided to can-
cel all previous arrangements, unless ob-
jections were offered, and to have a speci-
al fifty target match on July 11, which is
to be a public holiday. Also the handicap
system is to be changed for this and fu-
ture trophy events. to the following sys-
tem as recommended by the Dupont Pow-
der company:—

“At the beginning of the competition
each shooter starts with a handicap based
on-his previous record, handicapping him-
self for each succeeding event”by the ac-
tual . number of targets broken in the
event .immediately preceding—no ghooter
to receive more than 100 per cent or a
perfect score; that is, if a shooter in a
25-target race has a handicap of seven
“added targets,” and breaks fwenty he
would be credited with a score of twenty-
five but not twenty-seven targets. The
scale of this handicap, based on a 25-target
event, i as follows: & .

A shooter breaking twenty-three, twen-
ty-four or twenty-five receives no added
targets.

A shooter” breaking twenty-two receives
one added target. :

A shooter breaking twenty-one receives
two added targets.

A shooter breaking twenty
three added targets

A shooter breaking nineteen
four added targets.

A shooter breaking eighteen receives five
added targets.

A ghooter breaking seventeen receives
eix added targets. .

A shooter breaking sixteen receives sev-
en added targets. -

A shooter breaking fifteen receives eight
added targets.

EXPLANATION.

From previous records ‘“A” is a shooter
capable of bregking twenty-three or bet-
ter out of twenty-five, hence, according
to above scale “A” will receive no added
targets at the first shoot.” At this-first shoot
he breaks but twenty. Since he was to re-
ceive no added targets, his actual ecore
for this shoot is twenty, but breaking only
twenty entitles him on his next shoot to
three added targets. At the next shoot he
breaks twenty-three—this with his handi-
cap of three gives him a perfect score of
twenty-five not twenty-six. His breaking
twenty-three again places him in the class
where no added targets are given for the
next succeeding shoot.,

From previous records “B” is a shooter
who averages /fifteen out of twenty-five.
This places “B” at a start in a class en-
titling him to eight added targets. He
breaks in his first race seventeen which
with his handicap of eight makes his score
twenty-five. However his breaking seven-
teen entitles him to but six added targets
on his next shoot. At his first ehoot he
breaks but fifteen, giving him a score of
twenty-one and placing him again in the
fifteen clags for the mnext ehoot and
entitled to eight added targets.

To determine the winner: suppose, for
‘example, the series compriees ten events
at twenty-five targets each™the ten events
to cover a period of ten or more club
shooting days—the winner of the series
will be the contestant making the highest
total score in the ten events.
