KELLY & MURPHY.
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ARE THE GRITS DISLOYAL?

Mr. Phillip Robinson, 8 correspondent
of the London Times who is now in Ot-
tawa, has excited the indignation of the
Grits of that city by declaring in an in-
terview with a representative of the Citi-
zen, that the only element of disturbance
in the outlook of Canada, is the Irish
American intrigue, powerfully supported
by American funds,toforce upon this coun-
try the cry of unrestricted -reciprocity,
a phrase used by covert disloyalists to
coriceal their real meaning of annexation.
It will be seen that Mr. Robinson takes
precisely the same view of unrestricted
reciprocity that was taken by the Gaz-
grre during and _ prior to the election
campaign. The Gazerrs declared that
unrestricted reciprocity was simply an-
pexation, and the disclosures made in
the correspondence of Mr. Farrer, editor
of the Toronto Globe, fully justified this
statement. Many ofthe leaders of the Grit
party in the maritime provinces are an-
nexationists. In proof of this we need
only name Mr. J. V. Ellis who for years
past has been writing articles for his
paper advocating annexation, and Mr.

- Jones-of Halifax who wanted to tear
down the British flag from the
citadel. The indignation of the
Liberals at this  disclosure of
the truth is therefore ill timed and ab-
surd. At the same time the Gazerre
does not believe, and never has believed
that the bulk of the Liberals in the Eng-
lish speaking provinces of Canads are
annexationsts. That party contains
many men Who are as loyal to their flag
as the most loyal of the Conservatives,
and who would repudiate the idea of
changing their allegiance. The difficul-
ty is that the Liberals have allowed the
control of their party to fall into the
hands of incompetent leaders, and have
surrendered themselves to men who are
either annexationists or fools or both.
What the Liberals need is good leader-
ship and distinct repudiation of all men
in their ranks who are iainted with dis-
loyal,y. That they are beginning to
see this themselves is very evident, and
it will not be long before the proof of
this is shown in a practical fashion.

THE BRITISH LIBERAL URIONISTS.

The British Liberal unionists had a
great general gathering at Manchester
yesterday, at which representatives from
all parts of the United Kingdom were
present, and a series of resolutions
were passed praising the policy of the
present government. This party, which
exists mainly in parliament, consists of
those who deserted Mr. Gladstone in
1886, and who have for all political pur-
poses gone over to the Tory camp. We
fail to see what reason the Liberal
unionist party has for a separate ex-
istence, seeing that its members support
the present government in the whole of
their policy and are more devoted to
them in fact than the rank and file of
the Tory party. The greater number of
the so called Liberal unionisls are men
who never were Liberals, and who never
should have been allowed to belong to
the Liberal party. Among those may
be mentioned the Duke of Argyle and
the Marquis of Hartington, the latter
the oldest son of the immensely rich
Duke of Devonshire, and the former the
head of & family which has robbed the
Clan Campbell of all its possessions and
has always proved itself grasping
and greedy with the unfortun=
ate  persons Who comprise its
tenantry. The idea that Liberalism in
England or anywhere else can be aided
by the presence of such people in the
ranks of the party is the most absurd ever
conceived by man. The best service the
Liberal unionists ever did to the Eng-
lish Liberal party was to leave it. The
English Liberals will do well to see to it
that such men are not again allowed to
control & great national party, which has
ever for its aim, progress and the amel-
joration of the condition the masses of

the people.

A WORD F_D_ILFICTIOI.

One issometimes led to look upon the
world’s masters in fiction as its fore-
most teachers of truth. This is because
the fiction of the masters i8 truth itself,
50 clothed that it rivets the attention of
the reader, to whom it might be distaste-
fal in any other form,and makes a lasting
impression upon his memory. Of course
very much of the fiction that is published
js  written ~ without a purpose
and by  people who have mno
experience, either personal or
gathered by study, of those phases of
life which they attempt to describe ; the
good sense of the world soon consigns
such to the obscurity from which it nev=
er should have emerged. But Rasselas
written about a century and a half ago®
may be read with no less profit today
than the day it left the hands of its
author ; Don Quixotte accomplished its
purpose before Johnson was born but it
will always bea classic. Who among
their contemporaries of the pen ever did
more for those who were to follow them
than the authors of Paul and Virgivias
Robinson Crusoe and the Vicar
of Wakefield? It would be dif-
ficult to imagine how one who had made
a study of Dickens could ever become &
thief, a rake, a hypocrite or an oppressor
of the poor, and we shall never encounter
a snob or a sham in & student of Thack-
eray. It may be that Wilkie Collins will
not live as long as Dickens and Thackeray
but his name is worthy of being linked
with theirs. The three were great refor-
mers, great teachers, who accomplished
great pnrposes in their day and whose
influence will be felt for centuries to
come. It takes all manper of men to
make a world, and it isa matter for
congratulation that scat-
tered up and down its
highways and byways there are men
and women whose being is permeated
with the gentle philosophy of Washing-
ton Irving, Nathaniel Hawthorne and
William Black. They light no great
fires, discharge no great guns, create no
unusual bustle at the street corners, but
in good and evil report, in good and evil
fortune, their lives are full of peace, and

mostly when they depart some one is
nigh to comfort them and to accompany
them to their graves.

The S8t. John Commercial Exchange
was opened this afternoon, at 3.30 o'clock.
It is a most interesting enterprise. For

among the business men of
the city the need of an exchange,
where merchants and others could
meet and transact business. In
other cities where the population is lar-
ger than in St. John this want has been
supplied by exchanges devoted to speci-
fic objectssuch as the Produce Exchange,
Corn Exchange, and Stock Exchange.
But St. John is not large enough tohave
an exchange devoted to these various
purposes. It has been felt however that if
& room could be obtained in a central lo-
cality, wherein the gentleman in the
various lines of business could meet, it
would be a great advantage to the
community generally. Such a room
has now been faurnished inthe new
Pugsley building, on the corner of Prin-
cess and Canterbury streets. The room
is 45 by 60 feet in size, with lofty cwil-
ings, and is well lighted and easy of
access. It will be furnished with tables
and chairs where members can do
guch writing as they may desire, and
each member will also be supplied with
a private drawer where papers may
be kept. A telephone has been
placed in the room for the use of mem-
bers, and it is hoped that arrangements
may be made to furnish quotations from
the stock and produce exchanges of New
York and Chicago. But as this will in-
volve considerable expense it may not
be possible to carry out this intention
at once. There is also talk of establish-
ing a reading or news room in connec-
tion with the exchange. If this is done
the large room opening into it, and sit-
uated immediately on the corner of
Canterbury and Princessstreets will be
used for that purpose.

At the opening ceremonies this after-
noon a short address was delivered by
Mr. G. R, Pugsley who stated the ob-
jects for which the exchange has been
established, and suggested that a com-
mitte should be appointed to frame rules
for the gover t of the exch
and to assist him in the selection
of the furniture and the competion
of such arrangements as would be
most for the convenience and
comfort of the members. The exchange
starts with a membership of upwards
of200. The b of the b

invited to partake of refreshments, which
were furnished by the owners of the
building Messrs Gilbert R. Pugsley and
Hon. William Pagsley. A number of
toasts were proposed and were happily
responded to.

The next man who came
to sharpen his axe, stepped up to the
tree to try the edge, but onme of those
spikes got in its work and there was very
little edge left. Probably those spikes
are buried today deep in the trunk of
that willow, which has them to ihank for
its present flourishing condition.

To vHE EDITOR OF THE GAZETTE:—

Sir :—1 would like to ask your opin-
jon as to the position of the new “Com-
mercial Exchange,” whether it is, as has
been suggested, supposed to occupy the
same position as the Board of Trade. The
generalidea is that there eannot be more
than one Board of Trade incorporated
