DESTRUCTIVE HAIL.

Berries, Corn and Cotton Destroyed—
Parns Set on Fire By Lightning,

Houston; Tex., April 15.—Late re-
‘ports from the sectmn visited by the hail
storm of Sunday night show that great
damage was done to berries;rcotton and
corn. The loss at Alvin'to strawberries
alone is estimated at $30,000, with as
much more. at Webster, Dickinson and
Teague City. TFayette county suffered
‘greatly from hail, cotton and corn being
beaten into the ground and fruit trees
blmost stripped of fruit and foliage. It
is claimed hail stones over an inch in
diameter fell in the locality of Swiss
Alp. A number of cows and hogs were
killed by lightning at different points,
while barns and one residence were burn-
ed after being struck. So far as known
only one life was lost.

.| CANNERS CONFER
WITH GOVERNHENT

REGARDING QUESTION
OF FORESHORE RIGHTS

Strongly Urge That All Have Equa)
Opportenity to Secure
Trap Sites.

A large and influential deputatidn from
the British Columbia Canners’ Associa-
tion had a lengthy conference with the
government this morning. The deputa-
tion was introduced by Thos, Kidd., M.
P. P, and. was composed of D. Bell-
Irving, Vancouver; ‘Alex. Ewen, New
Westminster;: W. McPherson, E, E.
Evans, G. I. Wilson, J. E. McRae, X,
D. Burdis, Vancouver; and R. J. Ker, of -
R. P. Rithet & Co., Victoria.

The primary object of the conference
was to secure from “he government some
definite statement regaraing
notice lifting the reserve of the fore-
shores. The cannets feared that as al-
ready notices for foreshore leases had
been given and others were likely to fcl-
low, ihat the government might lease the-
| only "available trap sites withcut giving
the canners an opportunity io sécure the
same. The cann®¥s made Nno unreason-
able dem:mds upon the' government, nor
'dxd' they ask for any special privileges,
They urged that the provincial govern-
ment {ake no action until the Dominion
government had definitely decided as to-
whether fish traps were to be allowed or
uct. - If the federal authorities decided
in favor of traps, then the provincial gov-
ernment should aet upon a well consid-
cred plan of action. The ecanners sug-
gested that if the government were desir--
ous of giving equal nights to all and
sbowing no preference to any one, the
best way would be to put up foreshcre
nghts at pubhc auction.: They did not
icsist upon this‘as being the only method
of dealing: with the important guestion,.
