Report of Grand Chancellor.
I

To the Officers and Members of the Grand Lodge, Knights of Pythias, of

Having on the 28th day of last September, at your solicitation, taken 
the office of Grand Chancellor of this Jurisdidtion, although not feel­
ing competent to do the Order the justice that is due to it, yet I have 
striven during the past year to do my duty to one and all as near as has 
been possible. I am sure that when all the reports are read, you will 
find the Order in this Jurisdidtion in a better condition than ever before, 
both financially and numerically.

I have personally visited all the Lodges in the Jurisdidtion during 
the year, and have found them all doing their work in first-class style, 
Frontier Lodge, of St. Stephen, conferring the amplified work in a 
beautiful manner, they being the only Lodge in the Jurisdidtion who are 
working it.

On Tuesday, Dec. nth, I received and accepted the resignation 

of Deputy Grand Chancellor A. S. Coleman, of Westmorland, and upon 
request of Lodge appointed Brother Past Chancellor W. G. Speer in his 
stead ; but upon his non-acceptance of office, I appointed Grand Inner 
Guard J. W. Whitehead as Deputy Grand Chancellor for said Lodge.

On March 10th, 1889, I also received and accepted the resignation of 
Deputy Grand Chancellor Beckwith, of Frederidton Lodge, No. 6, 
caused by inability to attend to same, and on recommendation of Lodge 
I appointed Brother Past Chancellor J. D. Fowler in his stead, 
here I will take the liberty of thanking them all for the kind and 
eous manner they have exhibited towards me ^assisting to condudt the 
business connedted with this office.

And

1 I will now give you a brief outline of the most important matter that 
received my attention during the year :—

On Tuesday, Odtober 2nd, 1888, I received a circular from Supreme 
Chancellor William Ward, calling for aid toward the sufferers from 
yellow fever at Jacksonville, in the Grand Jurisdidtion of Florida, and on 
Odtober 3rd I issued a circular through the Grand Keeper of Records and 
Seal, sandtioning the same, and asking the Lodges in this Jurisdidtion to

!
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respond both liberally and quickly, which, I am proud to say, was done 
so promptly that the Grand Chancellor of the Jurisdiftion had to issue a . 
circular stating that no more money was required.

And, again, on October 8th, I received a circular from Supreme Chan­
cellor William Ward, stating that he had fully reinstated the Grand 
Lodge of Pennsylvania, and harmony had once more been restored, and 
instructing me to notify all Lodges in this Jurisdidtion to admit all visit­
ing Knights from Pennsylvania who were in possession of the S. A. P.W. 
or an order for the same, which authority I immediately communicated 
by circular to the Lodges of this Jurisdiéti

On December 19th, 1888, a cftcular was issued from this office in 
respect to the Silver Anniversary, which was duly celebrated by the 
members of the Order; and although I was not in the Jurisdic­
tion at the time (being in the province of Quebec), I was pleased to 
learn on my return that the day had been celebrated in such a glorious 
manner, doing credit to ourselves and honor to the Order,

I also issued two more very important circulars —one on March 7th, 
1889, in reference to the improper use of collars for Past Chancellors and 
Past Grand Chancellors; the other on June 1st, 1889, proclaiming 
for the Supreme Lodge that the Tuesday following the second Sun­
day in June of each year be set apart as the Memorial Day of the Order 
of Knights of Pythias, and owing to the lateness of getting the circular 
from the Supreme Chancellor, and the season not suiting this Jurisdic­
tion, I obtained permission from the Supreme Chancellor to grant dis­
pensations to observe the day any time during the month of July, which 
has been done throughout the Jurisdidtion as far as was practicable.

1 have granted dispensations for the following purposes during the 
year, but as the Constitution of this Grand Lodge does not state where 
the money goes to from the~Grand Chancellor, I would recommend that 
it be added to the revenue of Grand Lodge :—

I would also suggest that this Grand Lodge at this session make 
provision for either the Grand Chancellor, or some one whom he

During my absence from Montion last winter, and,especially dur- 
• ,ng the timc that 1 was in Nova Scotia, I found the Order unknown in 

many places. Amherst, Truro, Pictou, New Glasgow and Halifax are all 
towns and cities capable of supporting just as good Lodges as there are in 
this Junsdiaion; but as there has been no allowance made for any officer 
to go out and work up an interest in the above places, they are yet with-

out any knowledge of the beauties of the Knights of Pythias, an order 
which I believe looks after sick and afflicted brothers second to none in 
the world.

I feel it my duty to make mention of the death of our esteemed Brother 
Past Chancellor James Adam, who was one of the first members of this 
Grand Lodge, and whom all who were here at the time will remember. He 
was a zealous worker, not alone in the city of Saint John, but in West­
morland as well, having taken an aCtive part in the institution of 
Westmorland Lodge, No. 3, at MonCton, N. B., and also at the dedication 
of their new hall in 1878.

As, in my opinion, the Supreme Lodge has not fully set forth that 
part of the law relating to the admittance of maimed persons, and seeing 
that other Grand Lodges have fully specified the nature of an applicant’s 
injuries I would recommend this Grand Lodge to take some adtion in 
the matter, and fully describe the nature of an applicant’s injuries. 
Supreme Chancellor Reid,decided at the Wilmington Session that candi­
dates for initiation in subordinate Lodges must be perfect in all their 
limbs, in which the Supreme Lodge upheld him.

This rule was relaxed in 1870 and 1871. and persons were admitted 
who were maimed.

In 1873, the Supreme Lodge authorized Grand Lodges, when in 
sion, to grant dispensations for the admittance of maimed persons, and 
again in 1876, this power was further granted to the Grand Chancellors 
during recess.

In referring to Grand Lodge Journal of the State of Virginia, 1875, 
I find the following resolution :—

“A person who is crippled, as also one who has lost a leg or an arm/ 
if still able to earn a living, is eligible to membership on dispensation, ' 
clearly defining the Grand Chancellor’s duty in such

As this question has been submitted to me by Fredericton Lodge, No. 
6, I declined to take any adtion until this Grand Lodge more fully de­
fined the nature of a man’s injuries before admitting him to membership.

On Tuesday, August 27th, I had the pleasure of instituting lvanhoe 
Lodge, No. 7, at Woudstock, N. B., with twenty-five charter members, 
which I have every reason to believe will become one of the best Lodges

which is an increase during the year of $1068.17 in amount to credit of 
Lodges in assets, which p radically shows that the Lodges are in good 
condition, especially when considering that, the expenditures for the year 
on account of relief to brothers, widowed families and burials,
$373 56 in excess of preceding year. In the above balance, *8692 69, is 
included the amount to credit of widow and orphan fund of the different 
Lodges, 81995.61, which is an increase of that fund of $368.72, and which 
certainly is very creditable.

The several Lodges report in all eighty-six Past Chancellors, eleven 
not in good standing, thereby leaving the number of Past Chancellors 
eligible for admission to Grand Lodge at seventy-five.

Dear Sir and Brothers,—

We have examined all Journals received—29, and submit 
our report. While the work has taken a great deal of time, we 
have been more than repaid by the pleasure derived from the 
Journals reviewed. Few, probably, of our members have an 
idea of the large number of members who are suspended from 
year td year, chiefly for non-payment of dues. During the Grand 
Lodge year in the different Jurisdictions we find there were 7239 
suspended, as follows :-Arkansas 83, California 772, Colorado 
US, Connecticut 126, District of Columbia 51, Georgia 112, 
Indiana 642, Kansas 915, Louisiana 376, Massachusetts 256, 
Maryland 402, Michigan 703, Mississippi 61, Missouri 438, Ne­
braska 299, New Jersey 436, New York 879, Rhode Island 97, 
Tennessee 152, Virginia too, Washington Territory 103, West 
Virginia too. When it is borne in mind that there are prob­
ably as many more Jurisdictions whose Journals we have not 
had, there is a serious loss from this source. We hope our own 
Lodges will endeavor to. avoid such serious drains upon the mem­
bership by placing as Master of Finance only such brethren as 
will take pride in keeping the members in good standing.
