BRITISH BUSTER MAKING RULES.

Simple rules for butter making have been
issued in a revised form by the Royal Agri-
cultural society of Enpgland, and are print-
ed as follows in our English contemporaries;
they are put in the following forcible man-
ner:

Prepare the  churn, butter worker. wood-
en hands’and sieve as follows: (1) ringe with
cold water;: (2) scald with bciling water; (3)
rub - thoroughly with salt; (4) rinse with
cold water.

Always use ‘a correct thermomenter, the
cream when in the churn to be at a tem-
perature of 56 1o 58 degrees in summer and
60 to 62 inwinter. The churn should never
be more than half full. Churn. at number
of revolutions suggested by maker of
churn: - If none {s given, churn at 40 to 45
revolutions per minute. ' Always churn
slowly at first.

Ventilate the churn freely and frequently
during churning ‘until no air ‘rushes out
when the vent is opened.

Stop churning . immediately, ‘the . butter
comes. This can be aseertained ~by sound.

company or person that upon  such
branch or extension being built and
operated, a rebate' shall be allowed
upon lumber cut upon crown lands in
tke vicinity of such branch or exten-
sion, to an amount not exceeding at
the rate of $2,500 for each mile of road
so constructed, and provided also that
no such branch or extension shall ex-
ceed fourmiles in length, and such re-
bate shall not be allowed for a longer
period than ten years from the mak-
mg of such ‘agreement, and not to
exceed in the wihole in respect to any
one such branch or extension the sum
of eight thousand dollars.

The bill was opposed by Messrs.

that fiscal year $40,570,467.98 were paid
upon the ‘public debt, which- has been
reduced since March 1, 1889, $259,076,-
890, and the annual interest - charge
deoreased $11,784,576.

The receipts during the fiscal year
1893 amounted to $461,716,661; expen-
ditures $459,374,887; excess of receipts
over expenditures, $2,341,674.

Since that time ‘the receipts of no
fiscal year have exceeded the expen-
ditures. The receipts during 1894 were
$372,802,498; expenditures, $442,605,758;
deficit, $69,803,260.

In February, 18%,
bonds was Issued, and November fol-
lowing a second dssue of $50,000,000
was deemed necessary. The sum of
$117,171,795 was realized by the sale
of these bonds, but the reserve was
steadily decreased until on February
8, 1895, a third sale of $62,315,400 in
bonds for $65,116,244 was announced to
congress.

rrHE DAY SCHOOL AlND ‘THE SUN-
PAY SCHOOL.

@t has recently been brought toremly
o our notice that a certain portion of
our Sunday school wrokers are alarm-
ed at the tendency to adopt in' our
Svrday schopls methods of teaching
and organization éuch as have been
shown to have advamnced greatly the
cause of education In our ‘public
gchools. There seems to be an impres-
sion that teaching, which requires the
pupil to master not only the directly
moral and spiritual teaching of the
fesson, put also the physical surround-
ings and the political conditions which
have exerted an influence in the
bringing about of the state of affairs
portrayed in the lesson, must neces-
sarily diminish the spiritual influ-
ence to be deriwed from: the lesson
story, and that the teaching should
consist merely in drawing the pupil’s
attention to the abstract spiritdal
tryths contained in: the lesson. Surely
this is an error. Will the study of
God’s word lessen our admiration for
His works and power ? WIll our idea
of His love be weakened by tracing
in a ‘continwous study the history of
"~ 'His dealings, showing; as they do, His

ever«-p’esen't care for his mfmak
ing even their afflictions messengers
of merey ? Can we understandiwhat
God meant to teach us of the devel-
opment . and organization of . His"
church as given in the Book of Actq,
for instance, if' we ‘do not endeavor
to get an idea of the book as 2a
wvhole ? “Will ‘we honor God most ahd
benefit our pupils most by tracing step
by step the unfolding of His plan or
by merely noting some special Spir-
itual characteristics of Peter or Paul,
of Philip or Barnabas? Are all the
geographical, historical and biogra-
phical facts so- minutely given in the
sacred ‘book put there merely to €l
up space or for us to study that we
may have a fuller and better under-
standing of God’s purpose ? Abstract §
spiritual truths, like other abstract
statements, do not geherally stick un-
less we have some pegs to hang them
on.. One is reminded of the old me-
thod of teaching geometry in our
public schools, when the  pupil was
given a theorem to learn, and so long
‘as he could recite it, parrot $ashion,
no questions as to his- understanding

of it were asked. True, some became
adept mathematicians in spife of
their teaching -and some receive food
for epiritual life from the present me-
thod of teaching in our Bible schools,
but in_many cases it can be said to
be'in spite of the teaching rather than
as a result of it. Again, there seems
to be a feeling abroad that organiza-
tion is not necessary in Sunday school
work; that it isonly necessary for us
to gather the pedple ‘together  within
hearing of the gospel messpge, and
* that there our duty ends and the re-

I am making no wildcat state-
ment at all, and I challenge the prov-
incial secretary, I challenge the gov-
ernment to’ contradict. one single
statement of fact that I put forward.
‘Take the estimated revenue for the
year 1897 as brought down .by the.
government. They estimate dhat
they will receive from all sources dur-
ing the year 1897 $718,755.82. I give
them credit for the whole of it, and
start out with the supposition that
they will receive it. Aguinst that T
put down as a first item the debit
baﬂa.nce carried to 1897 on .current ac-
oount $76,435.37. Next I put down
the debit balance. ®arried to 1897 on
lunatic asylum account, $4,810.36. To
that I add the amount over expended
by board of works on ordinary ac-
count (not permanent bridge ac-
count), $32,590.05, also carried as a
debit to 1897. Then I take the pay-
ments which have been made accord-
ing to the returns since the close of
the fiscal.year down to the fourth of
February, -chargeable to ordinary ac-
count, paid by receiver gemeral's war-
rant, mnamely, $79,380.98.

4f you will, and I say if the govern-
ment ‘pay the full amount they have
estimated for roads and bridges and
public works, and satisfy the amounts
I have named for the other services
of the eauntry they will close the year
1897 with an enormous floating debt
of from $150,000. to $200,000. I think it
ts a matter which the house should
consider serfously before another step
is taken; one which it cannot be con=-
tendeds s taken.in the interests of the
farmer, but which the wayfaring man,
though a fool, knows is taken purely
because of the exigencies of the gov-
ernme.nt

Paper read by Miss Fra.nces Murray
at the annual meeting of 'the Council
of Women

We speak of England as our mother
country; we call it the “old country.”
We think of ‘its picturfsque rivers,
its ancient castles, its medieval cathe-
drals and its old customs, for it has
indeed @il the prestige which anti-
quity gives to a flag which has braved
for a “thousand years the battle and
the breeze.” :

But at the same tinme we may fear-
lessly assert that England leads the
vanguard of civilization and progress
among all nations, not even excepting
her brilliant independent daughter,
the United States of America. XListen
to England’s roll call of great mames
in art, science and literature in the
last sixty years. 'Watch the smooth
working of her political machinery,
where ‘the will of the eopl® is in elec-
trical touch with the governing power.
Look at her grand religious associa-
tions and charitable institutions. Note
her attitude as regards the great
questions of the day, -especially this
so-called “wo question,” arid we
shall glory in the pre-eminence of
England for from this great heart
pulsates the rich life blood through-
out the various dependencies and col-
onies of our vast British empire.

For 'this reason I ask your attention
for a short time to the annual meet-
inz of the National Union of Women
Workers, which was held in Manches-
ter in October last:

NANS"'N’S DUST
Vlmportante Suggestions Offered by Par-
' tlclel Found on the Ice.

On. Qne ot h:ls expeditlons to Green-
land, Nansen collected .many samples
of dust from .the surface of ‘the snow
on the ice-floes between Iceland and
Greenland;. and was much interested
‘in the Diatomaceae found in some of
these, says, Knowledge. The Diatoma=
ceae are minute . uniceilular  plants,
each cell being inclosed in a smal
case, or frustule, composed of siliceous
material. - This casing consists of two
valves or .plates, ome overlapping the
other, somewhat after the manner of
the two parts of a pill box. The sur-
faces of these valves often appear
beautifully ornamented, due to the pre-
sence” of depressions, 1ying in the in-
terspaces of an elevated  réticulation.
The diameter of the plates is unsually
less than one-two-hundredths of an
inch, so that they require the -highest
powers of the miscroscope. for itheir
study.

Nansen~ submitted his specimens to
Professor Cleve, of Upsala, who, after
identifying sixteen species and varie-

Notlce tihe slender colu.mn of .mer-
cury in your. thermometer. Today it
is longer than-it was yesterday; tomor-
row it may be longer; still;; or much
shorter; you can’t: tell in advance. So
it varies with the amount of heat in
the atmosphere.

Take note of another measuring in-
strument, then; one that you earry
about whithersoever you go.

Which Left Hong Kong Last July.

New York, March 31.—The Ilong
overdue American clipper ship, T. &,
-Oakes, which left Hong Kong on July
4, 1896, with a general cargo for this
port, and which had been given up
for lost; was towed ifito port today
by the British tank steamer Kasbeck.
Captain Reed of the/Oakes, on his

arrival in this city, told a. terrible
story of death, surfering and priva-
tion.

The Oakes left Shanshal the 17th of
last May, and after completing her
cargo at Hong Kong, sailed from that -

the best of heaith, with the exception
of Captain Reed, who. had been aﬂins
for some little time, but who ‘under
the ecareful mnursing ©of his wife;
thought himself on the high read to
recovery. When about six days out
in the China Sea a terrific typhoon
was encountered, lasting several
days, during the which the fore and
main topmasts were sprung. The ves-
sel was obliged to run before the gale,
which had no sconer blown itself out
than it was followed by a second ty-
phoon, which blew with great fury
for twenty-four days. The vessel had
then got well out in the North Paci~
fic, and so far off the regiiar course
that Captain Reed decided to take
the Cape Horn rather than the Cape
of Good Hope routée. The weather re-
mained good until Cape Hom was
rounded, 167 days out.

In the meantime siX members of
the crew had died from various
causes, ‘They were: ©Chinese cook,
pneumonia, Nov. 11; Seaman Thomas
King, scurvy, Dec. 26; Seaman Thos.
Olsen, scurvy, Jan. 12; Mate Stéphen
G. Bunker, scurvy, Feb. 4; Seaman
Geo. King, scurvy, Feb. 9; Seaman
Thomas Judge, cancer of the stomaach
Feb. 17.

One by one the other sailors were
obliged to quit work, until’ on March
1st only the second and third mates,
the captain and his wife were able to
be about. Afll were well nigh exhaust-
ed, and when a strong northerly gale
sprung upon that day the brave wo-
man was obliged to take the wheel,
and for eight hours, without relief
and without as much as a drink of
water, she kept the ship on  ‘her
course. The provisions werée running
short and ‘the crew were left without
ether than tHe barest necessities. A
_sharp lookout was kept for passing:

: ma.nnedaboat, which sta.rted for ‘the

distressed ship, in order to make fast
the towing lines, but owing to the
boisterous weather the crew were un-
able to accomplish their purpose, and .
‘the Oakes drifted out of sight. As
soon as daylight broke the Kasbeck
began a search for the Oakes, and
about noon on the 15th instant sighted
the distressed vessel. A boat was
‘again manned-and this time the crew
succeeded in making fast the tow.
The crew of the Oakes were supplied !
with food, water and clothing, and
the vessel was towed to this port.

On arrival at qua.ra.nttne the Oakes
was visited by the heaith officer and
placed in strict quarantine. .The sur-
vivers appeared to be on \t.he mend,
but are _still unable to 1leave their '
‘bunks. . It is probable the ship will
be released tomorrow aftermoon.. A
thorough ' disinfection was decided
‘upon by the health officer, owing to
the fact thet Hong Kong was an in-
tected port. -
