We left the matter
open for future discussion because it was
important to us to practically settle the ex-
isting points of difference and because the
tbeory is not yet universally recognized.
*“We do not misapprehend . the duties
which a state of war imposes on neutrai
ship owners and merchants. But we ask
that belligerents shall no: extend their pow-
ers beyond the limits of absolute necessity,
and that they shall respect the inalienable

rights and legitimate trade of reutrals, and,
above all, that they shall exércise the right
of search and the ultimate capture of neu-
tral vessels and goods in such a way as to
meet the necessity for the maintenance of
neytral trade, and the formal relations be-
tqeen friendly civilized peoples.

‘Taking up this standpoint, we forthwith
lodged a strong protest in London against
the proceedings of the British naval of-
ficers. We demanded: i

“Firstly, The immediate release of the
Bundesrath, Herzog and General. The lat-
er two were immediately released on our
request ' and the Bundesrath was released

““Secondly, Compensation for the unjusii-
fled detention and losses therefrom.

‘The duty of compensaticn has been ad-
mitted in principle and Great Britain has
declared her readiness to give all legitimate
satisfaction.

*“Thirdly, We laid stress on the nccessity
of instructing the British naval ofMcers not
to molest German vessels outside of the
‘wicinity of the seat of war, espe:ially from
Aden northwards, and Gréat Rritain has
given instructions through which the stop-
page of vessels and the search of vessels
will not be exercised at Aden or a_ similar
distance from the seat of war. £

“Fourthly, We pointed out rhe high de-
sirability of not stopping German)} mail
steamers and Creat Britain issued instruc-
tions that such vessels shall not be stopped
or searched on mere sugpicion. These in-
structions remain in force until other ar-
rangements are reachzi.

“Fifthly, We have proposed that all con-
téntions and questions not 'otherwise set-
tled shall be submitted to an arbitration
tribunal to be promptly summoned. Great
Britain expressed the hope that arbitrators
would not be required, but declared her
willingness for arbitration in order to assess
the claims for damages.

‘““Finally, The British government has
expressed its regrets for the incidents which
have occurred.’”’

This last statement caused loud cheerirg
in the house.

The foreign minister then said :

‘“We, therefore, permit ourselves to ex-
pect that such regrettable incidents will

not be repeated. We hope the British naval
officers will not again act in an unfriendly
manner towards our ships.”

The German empire has so often shown
itself so far removed from aggressiveness
that it is entitled to the most considerate
treatment from all other states.

Count Von Buelow, ir conclusion, said
Germapy would maintain friendly relations
with Great Britain, but the government
hoped that such incidents would not occur,
making it impossible for the good relations
to continue.

CAMPBELLTON, N. B, Jan. 19.—
No new cases of small-pox have been
raported. - Supplies of vaccine have
been received -and all the I. €. R. em-
: ployes, the Bank of Nova Scotia staff
and mary citizens and their families
are being vaccinated. Reports from
‘Dalhousie say . that every pr-eca.uftdlg

is being taken ttere to keep'the |

‘Beaudry says there are about 250 cases

Dr. Lunam, who has agreed to take
charge of the small-pox ceses, stands
high in the medical profession in this
provinee, and in addition he. thorough-
iy understands his duty to the public
under the circumstances, and will not
hesitate to do it. In securing his ser-
vices the board has provided the sick
with a physician who is qualified to
give them the best of attention, and
tas given the public a guarantee that:
the public weifare will be well looked
after.

In the.ttown council chamber Friday
evening - the Campbsiiton board of
health, the Restigouche - board of
health and the Towns of Mann
board of health held a nt session.

To those who
have been speaking against the policy of
Great Britain, which to efery intelligent
and unprejudiced person is a just and equit-
able one, let me say “hat she has for cen-
turies led the van of civilization, and has
teen acknowledged by men of other nations
as the wcrld’s\ centre of moral influence.
In the jssue of' Progress for April 14, 1894,
there is a portrait of Cardinal Lavigere,
who cameé to England in that year, and spoke
on one or two oceasions at public meetings
in Lpndon, assembled by his request, for
the sole purpcse of appealing to the sympa-

-thies of the British public in behalf of his

missions in Africa. He wanted money to
assist him in prosecuting his labors in de-
ierring the Arabs from the vile work of
man-stealing in those parts of Africa where
bis missions were established. Cardinal
Lavigere, who has since deceased, as his
name. indicates, was a Frenchman, and was
Cardinal Archbishop of Algeria. In his ad-
dress before the British public he spoke in
the highest terms of Great Britain as the
nation that was foremost in the work of
the world’s civilization. In doing this he
greatly eulogized the piety and practical
Chiristianity of its generous and :magnanim-
ous people. The celebrated Harriet Beecher
Stowe came to England in 1853 for the pur-
rose of moral support in her great efforts
for the abolition of slavery in the United
States. On May the 16th of that year a
great meeting was held in Exeter hall, Lon-
don. ‘presided over by the great and good
Earl of Skaftesbury of that time, which was
sddressed by Professor Stowe znd cthers to
give effect to the aboiition movement. Be-
heold again, in this instaice, that Great
Britain was the nation to whom pathetic
appeals were mads by the great philan-

SPOILED BY THE FOG.

The marine demonstration that was
planned in escormting the tramsport to
sea, would have been a great success
had the weather been different. A
half dozen large steamers, among
them the steamer Newfield, and the
commercial cable steamer MacKay-
Bennett, got up steam to proceed to
the mouth of the harbor with the
transport, but this was impossible, for
the Laurentian did not herself ven-
ture to leave the harbor till 8.20 this
morning. But the escorting flotilla
moved out from the wharves and slow-
ly crept around the transport, within
hailing and cheering distance, and
with riggings filled with gay flags,
the ships gave all the encouragement
they could to the departing contin-
gent.
