ing that he had murdered his .wife, 
Alexander Labrie, one of the best 
known farmers in this district, com­
mitted suicide by hanging himself in 
a shed at his home here this morning. 
A difference of opinion on some do- 
memstic subject between Labrie and 
his wife resulted in a serious quarrel 
between the two. In a fit of blind 
rage Labrie snatched up a loaded shot 
gun which was standing in a corner 
of the kitchen and aiming it at his 
wife, pulled the trigger. With a pierc­
ing shriek Mrs. Labrie fell uncon­
scious, and when tKe smoke cleared 
away Labrie saw the form of his wife 
lying stretched out, apparently life­
less, on the floor. Believing that the 
woman was dead and that he was her 
murderer, Labrie went to a shed in 
the rear of the house and hanged him­
self to one of the beams by a piece of 
rope. x>

A fewmlnutes later a neighbor drove 
up to the house and entering the 
kitchen found Mrs. Labrie unconscious 
on the floor. She was uninjured and 
soon recovered consciousness. She 
had fainted when her husband had 
pointed the gun at her, and the charge 
had passed close to her head, but had 
missed her entirely. When the woman 
was sufficiently recovered a search 
was made for Labrie. His lifeless 
body was found-a few minutes later 
hanging by a rope to one of the rafters 
of the shed.

The chairman, J. Cleveland Cady, 
made the opening address. After bid­

HALIFAX, Nov. 16—At this morn­
ing’s meeting of the board of governors 
of King’s College, President Hannah 
stated that he had, on coming to the 
college, set earnestly to work and tried 
honestly to make of it a full and ab­
solute university. That had been the 
idea which he had always in view, but 
after acquainting himself with the con­
ditions in these provinces, and having 
put forth every possible effort to real­
ize his ideal, he had reached the con­
clusion that federation was the only 
solution of the problem. He had sought 
to arrange for a divinity Course at 
Windsor, an arts course in New Bruns­
wick, and an engineering course at 
Sydney. He proceeded to enumerate 
what obstacles were in the way, and 
stated that he was of the opinion that 
the college cannot be made an absolute 
university under existing conditions. As 
to the school of engineering, it was do­
ing work which must be done by some­
body, and was not duplicating. Its fu: 
ture could not be definitely prophesied. 
He stood before the board, said he, as 
the trustee of two great things, the in­
terests of the Church of England and 
the interests of higher education. The 
question was, should the Interests of 
a little college be made to dominate 
these ?

Rev. Canon Crawford asserted that 
sb far as the board was concerned, 
amalgamation was a dead issue. Dr. 
Hannah had accepted the presidency, 
and after one short year had become 
disheartened. The question of amalga­
ms tion had been settled before Dr. 
Hannah arrived. The board, he believ­
ed, would not consider the question. Dr. 
Hannah had been very enthusiastic 
about the school of engineering and

city today, at which a preliminary re­
port of the recently appointed special 
investigation committee was submit­
ted, President Richard A. McCurdy 
caused a stir by announcing that at 
his own request his salary had been 
cut in half from $150,000 to $75,000 a 
year. This action w^s taken at a meet­
ing of the finance committee, and Mr. 
McCurdy said it was the first step in 
reducing the expenses of the company. 
Salaries of the other executive officers 
of the company also have been re­
duced, the saving amounting in all to 
between $145,000 and $150,000 per an­
num.

Mr. McCurdy’s statement to the dir­
ectors preceded tiie submission of the 
investigating committee’s first report. 
This committee, which was named to 
examine into the affairs of the com­
pany, made a significant request for a 
broadening of its powers, and recom­
mended changes in practices by the 
company "which on their very face are 
loose, unsound and open to 
cism."

The committee recommended that 
pending its further inquiry,, the execu­
tive officers adopt immediately a policy 
of retrenchment.

The preliminary report was adopted, 
together with the resolution increasing 
the powers of the committee in contin­
uing its investigation. The directors 
ordered that full publicity be given to 
the report as well as to the statement 
made by President McCurdy.

President McCurdy in his address to 
the trustees, outlined » i,t re­
trenchment the executive officers had 
decided. He declared tie did not know 
what was contained in the report of 
the special investigating committee and 
he did not desire to forestall anything 
the committee might do for he would 
abide by Its decision. Mr. McCurdy 
said that during the forty-five years 
he had been In the service of the Mu­
tual the company had grown until It 
stands unrivalled for the magnitude 
of its assets. Whatever criticism may 
have been made of features of its ad­
ministration he declared the fact re­
mains that no policy holder of the com­
pany need ever entertain the shadow 
of a doubt that his policy, with all ac­
cretions, will be paid in full when due. 
Mr. McCurdy said the merit In the 
company’s upbuilding was not his 
alone.

HALIFAX, N. S., Nov. 16.—The gov­
ernors of King’s College have given out 
an official report of the conclusion they 
arrived at today after considering the 
King’s College matter. They say no­
thing regarding President Hannah’s re­
port except that it was received. But 
it is understood that practically it was 
in line with what has been published 
as his views. It is said that he has 
modified them after hearing the dis­
cussion at the meeting. The governors’ 
statement is as follows: The president’s 
report was received and it was unani­
mously resolved.

“That this board considers that the 
progress made by the college so far un­
der the presidency of Dr. Hannah is as 
great as could reasonably be expect­
ed, and that the success of the college 
is assured If the church people of these 
provinces will give the necessary fin­
ancial aid.”

The speakers expressed profound re­
gret that the many statements had 
been made by the press would indi­
cate a change of policy on the part of 
ths governors, for as a matter of fact 
no such change had been contemplat­
ed, and there is a strong determination 
to maintain an efficient art course in 
Windsor.

The reports of the Sÿdney and Glace 
Bay committees were received and 
found most encouraging.

LONDON, Nov. 14.—A conference at­

tended by prominent Jews of England, 
Paris, Berlin and St. Petersburg, 
which was held here today under the 
presidency of Lord Rothschild, resolv­
ed to send an influential travelling 
commission to Russia to visit all places 
where Jews were reported to have suf­
fered during the disturbances.

The Archbishop of Canterbury and 
the Bishop of 'Southwark, have writ­
ten to Chief Rabbi Adler, expressing 
their horror at ’the outrages 
Jews in Russia and offering their sym­
pathy. The Archbishop of Canterbury 
says he has been in correspondence 
with Antonius, the metropolitan of 
St. Petersburg, in the hope that he 
and the metropolitan would be able to 
co-operate o.n some means for the pre­
vention of such outrages and for the 
relief of the sufferers.

At a mass meeting of the Jews of 
Whitechapel, held tonight, there was 
a repetition of the scenes witnessed at 
other like meetings in various parts of 
London. Sir Robert Threshie Reid, for­
mer attorney general, who presided, ex­
pressed the sympathy of all Christians 
with, the persecuted Jews in Russia, 
'hneriald:

“If I had one drop of Jewish blood 
In my veins, I would not rest until I 
found a city of refuge where men and 
women of the race could shelter from 
destruction.”

HEIR 10 $25,000,000.

Claims to be G ’eat Grandson of King 
George IV and Wants the Money.

CHICAGO, Nov. 12.—James L. Ord, 
assistant to the superintendent of con­
struction of the Western Union Tele­
graph Co., with headquarters in Chi­
cago, and living in a modest third- 
story flat at 901 Osgood street, says 
he Is the great-grandson of King 
George IV. of England and Mrs. Marla 
Smythe Fltzherbert

His lineage is proved by records op­
ened Friday In Coutts’ bank in Lon­
don, which, incidentally, prove him 
heir to an estate of $25,000,000, title to 
which has been in controversy for 70 
years and lacks only the proof Just 
brought to light.

Mr. Ord was seen at his home 1ft Os­
good street. He said the story of his 
heirship was true in every detail, that 
he was a third cousin of King Edward 
VII. and had more direct ' claim to the 
throne than had the ruling monarch.

“However,” said Mr. Ord, “I have 
no desire to be a king and no inten­
tion of putting forward my claims in 
that direction. My family has suffer­
ed for years In an effort to establish 
Its legal rights to the property in ex­
istence, and I Intend to push the mat­
ter now and establish my title, which 
seems to be without a cloud.”

Mr.' Ord Is 34 years old. The principal 
evidence on which Mr. Ord bases his 
claim Is in the possession of his fam­
ily, and is In the shape of a written 
confession, together with the will of 
James Ord, who posed as the uncle of 
the present claimant’s grandfather, to­
gether with numerous letters and pa­
pers.

“You handle your traffic in large 
cities much better than is done in New 
York, Chicago and other western 
tree of population, and the police of any 
place in America could come over here 
and gain a good deal of experience.

“We have no ’buses in Canada, or 
the United States, in the sense you 
have in London, 
double-decked tramcars like you have 
In Sheffield and elsewhere. Over there 
everybody crowds on to a car, filling 
the platform, standing up inside the 
car when the seats are all occupied, 
and Instead of the conductor giving 
you a check you hand him a ticket 
which you have previously purchased 
at the rate of eight for 25 cents, good 
during certain restricted times, six for 
25 cents, or twenty-five for a dollar, 
good at any time.
/ "Throughout Canada and the United 
States, generally speaking, the liquor 
bars are closed on Sundays, but 
times the side door is conveniently 
open tq regular customers. We have 
no barmaids—men always serving the 
liquors — and women are never seen 
In bars under any circumstances. If 
a man were to ask for a ‘glass of bit­
ter’ over there he would get a decoc­
tion of Angustura or orange hitters, 
and not beer. Baas and Allsopps, in­
stead of being 6d. a pint bottle, as you 
pay here, Is a shilling; and in some 
places Is. 5d. The people over there 
run more to spirits than to ales, ex­
cept lager, and indulge in cocktails, 
John Collinses, and other mixed seduc­
tive drinks which are little known on 
this side.

"The ‘afternoon tea,’ which so many 
of the English enjoy. Is practically un­
known to us. Scotch and soda Is gen­
erally used as a substitute for this 
kind of refresher If one Is needed.

“The number of top hats one sees 
here Is amazing. We call them ’plugs,' 
and very few wear them except on 
Sundays, or at some function or other.

“The English language is not alto­
gether used in the same sense here as 
it Is on the other side. 1 called for a 
rare steak in London, and they brought 
me one absolutely raw, it not having 
been even put upon the grill. I know 
now I should have asked for an ‘un­
derdone’ steak, not one ‘rare.’ I’m 
learning, though. I know now that 
stockings are socks, freight trains are 
goods trains, and street cars are 
trams. . . . Canada Is as loyal to 
Great Britain as King Edward him­
self. Annexation Is never even dis­
cussed. For year* we sought recipro­
city with the United States, but were 
unsuccessful. So Canada went on its 
own way, and now when reciprocity 
with Canada is being advocated In cer­
tain parts of the states, we are not 
worrying about it at all. We give 
Great Britain a preference of 33 1-2 per 
cent. In our tariff, which is a pretty 
fair indication of what we thinly of 
this country."

MONTREAL HAS LARGEST 
FLOUR MILL IN WORLD.

TESTS OF STRENGTH.

MONTREAL, Nov. lt.-^Montreal can 
now boast of having the largest flour 
mill In the British empire, the Royal 
mill of the Ogilvie Flour Mills Com­
pany, Limited, which has been greatly 
enlarged during the past year. Satur­
day they broke all previous records by 
turning out 4,400 barrels in twenty- 
four hours.

Aylesworth Is making It more clear 
than It was before that this country 
has far too many cabinet ministers. 
We would suggest that Instead of de­
voting a part of his time to the prac­
tice of law the postmaster general take 
over the department of state, the de­
partment of trade and commerce, the 
position of president of the privy coun­
cil, and the department of inland re­
venue.

Russia has many trials before her. 
It Is more and more apparent that the 
people are not fit for complete self- 
government. They have been deprived 
of all power for so long that when 
they see authority relaxing they 
claim everything and all at once. The 
Idea has come to the artisans that all 
the labor grievances may be settled at 
this time and through a political move­
ment. They do not wait for represent­
ative Institutions thqt they may make 
their demands through the Douma or 
parliament. Everything that Is wrong, 
or that seems to the masses to be 
wrong, must be made right at this 
moment, though there Is no power to 
the empire capable of meeting the de­
mands. Mr. Witte cannot compel em­
ployers of labor to pay higher wages 
and keep their works running. Ho 
cannot easily fix the hours of labor. 
Obviously, it he Is calling an assembly 
of the people, this Is not the time for 
absolute decrees.

THE INTERCOLONIAL FOR THE 
SUMMER QUARTER.

A statement has been given out 
through the government press that the 
Intercolonial deficit for the three 
months of July, August and September 
was $77,815, which Is said to be less 
than the adverse balance of the same 
quarter last year. The same state­
ment shows a profit of $24,659 in the 
month of September. It is claimed 
that this Improvement Is due to the 
tour made by Mr. Emmerson and Mr.

TERRIBLE HARDSHIPS
ON SINKING VESSEL

Schooner James Parker Washed by Terrific 
Seas on Way From Bangor to 

Port Chester

NEWPORT, R. I., Nov. 15.—With her 
ensign flying union down, with Mrs. 
William F. Davis, the captain's wife, 
and two members of a benumbed crew 
lashed to the deckhouse, and with Cap­
tain Davis tied to the wheel in water 
that continually broke over him, try­
ing to keep the craft head-on to the 
seas, the Fall River schooner James 
Parker, from Bangor, Me., for Port 
Chester, N. Y., .was picked up in a 
leaking condition off Brenton’s Reef 
ti^ay by the tug Solicitor and the U. 
S. torpedo boat Dahlgren. Mrs. Davis, 
with the two members of the crew, 
Charles Lewis and Manuel Fernando, 
were taken from their precarious po­
sition by the launch Columbia, which 
accompanied the Dahlgren to the 
scene. They were in a pitiful condi­
tion from their long exposure to the 
wintry seas and gale, and required 
medical aid as soon as they Were safe­
ly landed at Newport. Captain Davis 
stood heroically at his post, and with 
the skilful seamanship of Captain 
John O’Neil of the Solicitor, who, 
standing well aft on his tug, directed 
the steering of Captain Davis with 
motions of his hand, brought the Par­
ker into Newport harbor, where she 
was beached on the flats barely in time 
to have her from sinking in deep 
water. When Ms lashings were cut 
away. Captain D. s collapsed and 
was brought to sn.,e in an almost 
helpless condition.

The Parker, with 121,000 feet of lum­
ber, was bound from Bangor for Port 
Chester, N. Ÿ. 
heavy southeast gale about two miles 
south of Brenton’s Reef lightship. 
There was a heavy sea running, and 
nearly every wave swept the schoon­
er’s deck. One huge sea smashed into 
the cabin, sweeping out Mrs. Davis, 
who was prevented from being carried 
overboard only by grasping the casing 
of the door. The pumps were maimed, 
but could make little progress in keep­
ing down the water in the hold and 
they soon broke down. _When the 
schooner began to settle, Captain Da­
vis ordered Lewis and Fernando to 
secure his wife and themselves to the 
deckhouse, after setting a signal of 
distress. Then tieing himself to the 
wheel, he tried to keep the schooner 
under way until aid should reach him. 
The distress signals were seen by a 
lookout at Price’s Neck life saving 
station, who got into Immediate com­
munication with Captain O’Neil of the 
tug Solicitor, which was nearby. The 
Solicitor and Dahlgren reached the 
sinking schooner at about the 
time. A boat was at once sent from 
the Dahlgren to the Parker, and Mrs. 
Davis taken off with Lewis and Fer­
nando.
from the Solicitor to the schooner, and 
shç was towed into Newport harbor.

Captain Davis refused to leave his 
ship, although he was numbed by the 
cold and bruised by the battering he 
received from the seas, and the Dahl­
gren followed closely behind, ready to 
dash In and rescue him if the schooner 
broke from her tow or showed signs 
of going down suddenly. However, 
with a close reefed jib and mainsail 
set and with skilful manoeuvring she 
was safely beached in this harbor 
after being awash in the seas for over 
three hours.

The James Parker was built In 1886 
at Perth Amboy, and her home port 
was Fall River. Her gross tonnage 
was 116.56, and her net 111.26. She was 
94 feet long, 23 feet beam, and had a 
depth of 7И feet. She was uninsured,

HOW CHRIST WAS "BORN AGAIN.”

In harmony with the foregoing, note 
the fact that our Lord was declared to 
be in Hie resurrection “the first-bom 
among many brethren," and “the first­
born from among the dead.” His 
brethren, the church class, the little 
flock of this gospel age, will all be 
born in His spirit likeness in the first 
resurrection, as it is written, “Blessed 
and holy is he that hath part in the 
first resurrection, on such the second 
death has no pôwér, but they shall be 
priests of God and of Christ, and shall 
reign with Him a thousand years." 
(Rev. XX: 6.) Our Lord’s resurrection 
is referred to three times as a birth 
from the dead, but our common ver­
sion has beclouded the thought by giv­
ing the word begotten instead of born. 
These instances are in Acts XIII: 33, 
Heb. 1: 6, V : 5. These are quotations 
from the Psalms, and that they refer 
to our Lord’s resurrection is evident 
from the apostle’s explanation in Acts 
XIII: 33.

Our Lord was begotten of the Holy 
Spirit at the time of His baptism, and 
the new spirit creature there begotten 
was bom at His resurrection. Like­
wise His followers the begotten at the 
time of their full consecration, and if 
the new creature prospers the time of 
“quickening," of activity in the Lord's 
'service, even in this mortal body, will 
be discernible; and if the 
grace and knowledge and love—in the 
divine likeness, continue the result will 
surely be in each case a birth of the 
spirit—to the new nature, in the "first 
resurrection,” described by the apostle, 
saying: “It is sown in dishonor; it is 
raised in glory; "it is sown in weakness, 
it is raised in power; it is sown 
tural body; it is raised a spiritual 
body."
