Text of New Constitution
Secured for People of
China Through Efforts
of Assembly.

Shanghai, Nov, 3.—Except for the
foreign concessions Shanghai tonight
je entirely in the hands of the revol-
utionists who captured the city
late this afternoon, There was prac-
tically no resistance, only a few shots
being fired. All the Chinese soldiers
have joined the rebels and the police
and firemen apparently are sympathiz-
ing with them for they are wearing
white badges on their arms.

After taking over the arsenal the
rebels burned the Taotais Yamen in
the native city. The Associated Press
correspondent this afternoon covered
the entire outlying section of Shang-
hai but did not discover a single in-
stance of disorder. Even in the na-
tive city where the Taotais Yamen
was burned to the ground, complete
order prevailed. Every courtesy is be-
ing shown foreigners.

While the action of the rebels was
expected the movement was made
quickly.

About four o'clock a slight disturb-
ance occurred in the northern sec-
tion of the city and shortly afterwards
throughout gthe native city notices
were posted announcing that “The mil-
ftary government of China” had taken
over Shanghal. It warned the populace
against disorder.

The arsenal where recently there
had been the greatest activity pre-
paratory to assisting the up-river forts
ard providing ammunition for Admiral
Sah was called oa ‘o surrender by
the revo'vtionaries. The chief of-
ficials of the arsenal quietly disap-
peared but a few other officials -
tinned to hold it withoui, however,
any show of for:2, A few shots w
4red theve, but tho revolutionacies
warned the officials remaining that
they intended to take the arsenal ev-
en if they had to fight for it. None
of them seemed willing to test the
strength of the rebels in combat, and
quietly evacuated.

Quickly following the demands for
the surrender of the arsenal came
an attempt to cut the wires of the
Nanking-Shanghai railway which was
frustrated personally by A. W. U.
Pope, general manager of the com-
pany.

Berlin, Nov. 3.—In making public
tonight a summary of the treaty con-
cerning Morocco arranged by For-
eign Secretary Herr Von Kiderlin-
Waechter and the French ambassador
M. Cambon, the foreign office issu-
ed the following statement:

“The German government believe
that both parties can be in accord
over the contents of the hew treaty.
It will have a cglming effect not ‘only
upon condition between Germany
and France but also upon the gener-
al political situation.

“Germany stands at -the conclusion
of this treaty in the same position
as to French undertakings in Moroc-
co as does England, It is especially
emphasized that England "has not in-
terfered in the negotiations.”

Paris, Nov. 3.—France as compen-
eation for German recognition of her
protectorate in_Morocco cedes to Ger-
many about 250,000 square kilometres
in northern French Congo touching
the German Kameruns.

The territory ceded is inhabitated
by about 1,000,000 negroes and has
a commerce valued at $2,400,000 an-
nually. The accord does not affect To-
goland, but Germany cedes her duck's
bill, extending from Chari river to
Logone river. France and Germany
agree to submit to The Hague tri-
bunal all difficalties arising from the
operation of the accord.

In reference to Moroceco France
agrees to d the i
equality and commercjal liberty for
which provision is made in existing
treaties. The only reference to com-
mercial rights in the ceded territory
is the mutual agreement to take ov-
er the rights and obligations in con-
nection with the companies holding
concessions there,

SHANGHAI NOW IN
HANDS ¢ REBELS

Continued from page one.

Mr. Pope found an armed revoln-
tionary inside the station and disarm-
ed him. Then he telephoned the
British consul that the rallway prop-
erty was threatened and the British
volunteers of Shanghai were called
out and mounted guard over the sta-
tion and outlylng properties. This
action has caused much comment, be-
cause this section of the rallway 3
entirely outside the concession. The
apparent breach of ueutrality is de-
fended because the British bond-
holders claim & prior right in the rail-
way property. The revolutionaries
say they were prepared to maint#n
order and while they intended to seize
the railway, they did not intend to
destroy it. Therefore the British con-
sul's action in calling out the volun-
teers is regarded by the revolution-
aries as the first breach of neutrality
and its effect may be far reaching.

During the night there was desul-
tory firing in the city, and two or three
persons were killed and several
wounded.

The revolutionists have opened the
warehouses and distributed rifles and
revolvers. It is estimated that over
two thousand volunteers were includ-
ed in the government forces that went
over to the revolutionaries when they
took the city. The rebels will ship
machine guns and ammunition from
here to Hankow.

Pekin, Nov. 3.—The draft of the
tentative constitution proposed by the
national assembly is as follows:
1—The emperor shall reign forever,
2—A person of the Ta Ching dy-
nasty (the Great Pure Dynasty, the
same being the name adopted by the
ruling family) shall be emperor inviol-
able.
3—The power of the emperor shall
be limited by the constitution.
4—The order of succession to the
throne shall be prescribed by the con-
| stitution.’
The constitution shall be drawn
up and adopted by the national as-
sembly and promulgated by the em-
peror.
¢—The power of amending the
constitution shall belong to parlia-
ment. '
7—The members of the upper house
shall be elected by the people from
among those particularly eligible.
8—Parliament shall elect and the
emperor shall appoint the premier who
will recommend the other members of
the cabinet who shall also be appoint-
ed by the emperor. The imperial prin-
ces will be ineligible for the office of
premier or. members of the cabinet
or administrative heads of the pro-
vinces,
9—If the premier when impeached
by parliament does not dissolve par-
liament, he might resign. One cabinet
shall not be allowed to dissolve par-
liament more than once,
10—The Emperor shall assume di-
rect control of the army and mavy,
buti when this power is used in con-
nection with internal affairs, the Em-
peror must observe special conditions
to be decided by parliament.
11—Imperial decrees cannot be is-
sued to replace the law except in the
event of urgent necessity, in which
case they may be issued in accord-
ance with special conditions,
12—International treaties shall not
be concluded without the congent of
parliament, but a treaty for the con-
clusion of peace or a declaration of
war may be made by the Emperor, if
parliament is not sitting, the approv-
al of parliament to be obtained after-
wards.
13—Ordinances in conmectlon with
the administration shall be séttled
by acts of parliament.
14—In case the financial budget
fails to receive the approval of par-
liament, the government may not act
upon the budget of the previous year,
nor may items of expenditure not
provided for in the budget be append-
ed thereto. The government shall
not adopt extraordinary financlal
measures ouiside the budget.
15—Parliament shall fix the expen-
ges of the imperial household and any
increase or decrease therein.

19. The National Assembly shall
act upon. articles 8, 9, 10, 12, 13 14
15 and 18 until the opening of parlia-
ment. An edict was issued this after-
noon. It confirms the throne's accep-
tance of the principles for a consti-
tution, as drawn up by the Natlonal
Assembly and promises that: “We
shall arrange a day, to swear before
our ancestors in the temple and to
issue the constitution to the whole
empire on yellow papers.”
A committee of the assembly will
be appointed to draw up the actual
constitution. It wil be assisted by
representatives of the army and the
work probably will occupy months as
the provincial assemblies will be con-
sulted. The outlines of the propos-
od constitution have excited much in-
terest and the outcome of this latest
step toward popular government is
a matter of lively speculation in the
foreign quarters. It refers wholly to
the reduction and control of the dy-
nasty powers and gives no idea of
what the parliament intention is with
respect to the duties of the Chinese
subjects or the duties and responsibili-
ties of the parliament, It is entirely
directed at the Manchu sceptre. The
first four articles in the demands of
the National Assembly conform to
the first four articles of the Japanese
constitution. In the tenth article the
Emperor of China is granted the direc-
tion but not the supreme command of
army and navy which the Japanese
Emperor enjoys.
Whereas in Japan the Emperor
makes treaties the parliament in
China assumes this power. Whereas
in Japun the government of ministers
of the Emperor in consultation with
the Emperor framed the imperial
house laws, the reformers in China
intend that the parliament ghall make
these laws, Article 14 covers the
financial affairs of China that are the
stated causes for the outbreak of
hostilities, and the present revolution.
They have a direct bearing on for-
eign interests.
The New Constitution.

Pekin, Nov, 3.~—The national as-
senibly today completed & draft of the
base upon which it proposes to con-
struct the new constitution of China.

AUTOMOBILE CASUALTIES,

The statistics and p.nmu].u\ of automobile accidents
gathered in the past year by the Highway Commission in
the State of Massachusetts, will give little comfort to the
hater of the automobile, for they show that in many cases
where a pedestrian was hurt or killed the driver of the
machine was blameless. The commission has found
that adults as well as children grow careless when they
become familiar with the automobile; that children play-
ing in the streets heedlessly run into danger when the
driver of a car is doing his best to avoid them, and that
grown persons forget there may be an automobile rolling
along the street on the other side of a trolley car from
which they have alighted, and stumble right in front of
the automobile when it is too late to put the brakes on.
Cases of unpreventable casualties are not always easily
proved, but the disposition is to give the pedestrian the
benefit of the doubt, especially when there is any evidence
that the driver was exceeding the speed limit or going fas-
ter than he should have done in view

FOR A DAY DOCK

Edward Bath, of Norton Griffiths Company, in
City Yesterday, Thinks There is No-Possibility

of Deck and Ship Repair Plan

cher‘A’tlantic Port.

That the new government at Ot-
tawa will do all in its power to fac.
ilitate the working out of the project
of establishing a dry dock at Cour-
tenay Bay, is the opinion of Bdward
Bath, M.A., B.Sc,, consulting engineer
for the Cammel Laird Shipbulldivg
Company, and the Norton Qriftiths Co.
He believes that when Parliament as-
sembles the present dry dock subsidy
act, which provides for the consiruc-
tion of a dry dock 900 feet in length,
with an entrance 90 feet in breadth
and a depth on the sills of 356 feet,
will be amended to provide for the
construction of a dock between 1,100
and 1,200 feet in length with an en-
trance of 110 feet and a depth of at
lease 40 feet. A larger dock, he thinks
has been made necessary by recent
developments which point to the possi-
bility of a great increase in the size
of the ships trading between Canada
and the Motlier Country.

Mr. Bath arrived in the city yester-
day for the purpose of consulting with
the minister of marine, When seen
at the Royal by a Standard reporter
he said he had no authority to say
anything in reference to the proposed
harbor works at Courtenay Bay, as
that was a matter under the jurisdic-
tion of the Dominion engineers acting
on instructions from the government,
but as consulting engineer for the pro-
posed dry dock and shipbuilding plant
with which he has been identified
since its inception, he made the follow-
ing statement:

“My pre: .at visit to St. John has
special and particular reference to
the dry dock and I shall take up the
consideration of certain details which
must be workeé out. I don't think the
change .of government at all affects
the pbsition of the project. An of-
ficial dry dock is an outstanding and
admitted need of the Atlantic coast
of Canada, and it is also recognized
that & shipbuilding plant should be
located at the same place to maintain
and retain a class of workmen able
to do all kinds of work connected
with 'ship repairing.

,Must Have Larger Dock.

“In my opinjon it would be an ab-
solute waste of money to construct
a dry dock at this or any other sea
port of the limited dimensions stip-
ulated by the Dry Dock Subsidy’ Aet
of 1910. That act when it was fram-
ed was intended to cover all the re-
quirements of modern shipbuilding,
but during the short period which has
elapsed the tonnage of ocean going
steamships has increased by leaps
and bounds, and orders are about to
be placed for express steamérs for
the Canadian mall service of a size
which could not be accommodated
by a dry dock built according to the
stipulations of the ‘act of 1910.

“The attention of the late govern-
ment was called to this fact and some
amendments were promised to meel
the case, Negotiations are now pro-
ceeding with the pre€ent government
in order t9 remove ceriain difficulties
as to the application of the subsidies,
and to provide for an enlargement of
the dry dock. Hvery effort is being
made by the government to meet tlie
new conditions, and full consideration
is being given to. the question of fa-
cilitating the necessary amendments
to the act.

“But until the government settles
definitely the form and method of the
improvements to the act, it is ob-

viously imposgible to make ahy an-
nouncement in regard to the detalls.
I am convinced, hawever, that no
time will be lost, and that the amend-
ments to the act will go through as
soon as possible after parliament
assembles,

“As soon as the proper amendments
are made, the matter of financing the
construction of the gigantic dry dock
and providing  for its operation in
future will be made much easier, and
the enterprise relieved from the ele-
ment of uncertainty which now mili-
tates against the carrying out of the
project. 1]

§t. John the Only Port.

“Of course the dry dock and ship-
bullding plamt is inextricably ‘mixed
up with the harbor scheme, for the
reason that the dock and shipyard must
be placed within some protected area
and no such area is available in the
present harbor of St. Johm,

“As to the harbor works, I am not
in a positioh to make a statement,’
added Mr. Bath. “Tenders were in-
vited by the Department of Publle
Works in July last, and the tender
of Messrs. Norton, Griffiths was pro-
visionally accepted, but the contract-
ors have not pressed for the formal
acceptance of their tender, pending
the necessary enquiry. by the new
government. As a consequence the
matter remains in abeyance for the
time being.

“I have reason, however, to belleve
that the new ministry intend to push
forward the development of the ports
of Canada, and that St. John, Halifax
and Quebec will receive full consider-
ation as the terminals for deep
draught ocean vessels.”

In reply to a question Mr. Bath de-
clared that he was still firmly of the
opinion that Courtenay Bay was the
most suitable place on the Atlantic
coast of Canada for the dry dock and
shipbuilding plant, and that there was
no probability of them being placed
elsewhere,

Harbor Work at Quebec.

Speaking of the need of harbor de-
velopment at Quebee, Mr. Bath said
the wharf accommodation at that port
was very restricted. He observed that
the Dominion White Star boats were
obliged to go to an American port in
winter, and said that to his certain
knowledge a French and German line
was getting ready to trade to Canad-
ian ports and would start operations
as soon as they could secure satisfac-
tory accommodation. In his opinion
St. John was' the natural winter ter-
minal for such a line and possibly it
would trade here the year round.
