In those troubled waters 
rival armadas are reported to be ma 
noeuvring preparatory to a cataclys­
mic maelstrom of naval strife which 
is destined to establish forever the 
ruler of the waves. There, also, the 
advantage in ships, men and arma 
ment is with Britain and unless some­
thing beyond the ken of naval experts 
intervenes, there should be a great, 
it gory triumph for Britannia. During 
the past few days there have already 
been reports that the blow has fallen 
but these are denied, almost as prom­
ptly as made, by the British Admiral­
ty. Yesterday the British Sea Lords 
issued instructions to the North Sea 
fishing fleet to keep to port which 
is regarded as indicative that a battle 
is to be expected in a very few hours.

The most important development 
of yesterday was the sailing of the 
Japanese war fleet under sealed or­
ders. following hard on the dispatch 
of an ultimatum to the German gov­
ernment. At the moment, it is diffi­
cult. to see what demands Japan could 
make upon the Kaiser which, crazed 
with war lust as he is. he would like­
ly accede to. Apparently Japan does 
not intend to sit idly by and await 
his answer. Her entry into the strug­
gle at this juncture, means that an­
other important fighting force is add­
ed to the legions already prepared to 
battle against the Kaiser. In 
the Rueslan-Japanese war the sub­
jects of the Mikado struck swiftly 
and with compelling force. Their par­
ticipation in the present conflict, 
while it might add to its horrors, 
should also serve to hasten Its ter­
mination.

Through it all, through the prepar­
ation for war, grim and grisly, amid 
the anxiety and suspense, the sons 
of the blood are calm and confident.
They have faith in the justice of 
Britain's cause and the strength of 
Britain's arm. And Britain does not 
strike alone. Supported by a world 
in arms she calmly awaits the hazard.

FIRST THINGS
AGNOSTICISM

The first agnostic, (who coined the 
word to express his belief that be­
yond what man can know by his sen­
ses. or feel by his higher affections, 
nothing can be known), was Thomas 
Henry Huxley, the English naturalist 
and philosopher, but the first to pop­
ularize the philosophy was Robert 
Green lngersoll, the eloquent lecturer 
and lawyer, who was born at Dres­
den, N. Y., eighty-One years ago today. 
While bitterly attacking Christianity 
and all supernatural religions. Inger- 
soll neither affirmed nor denied the 
theory Of Immortality, but held that 
It was a problem which the finise 
mind could not grasp. “The idea of 
immortality,” said lngersoll, “that 
like a sea has ebbed and flowed In 
the human heart, with its countless 
waves of hope and fear beating again 
st the shores and rocks of time and 
fate, was not born of any book, nor 
of any creed, nor of any religion. It 
was born of human affection, and it 
will continue to ebb and flow beneath 
the mists and clouds of darkness as 
long as love kisses the Ups of death." 
Huxley could see “no alleviation for 
the sufferings of mankind except ve­
racity of thought and action, and the 
resolute facing of the world as it is, 
when the garment of make-believe by 
which pious hands have hidden its 
uglier features is stripped off.”

A NOTED PHYSICIAN.

CASHThat George V. now sits uipon th* 
throne of Great Britain is due in no 
small measure to the prognosis of an 
eighteenth century physician, Dr. 
Richard Mead, who was born in 
don 241 years ago today, August 11, 
1C.73. When Queen Anne, last of the 
Stuarts, was seized with a fatal illness 
just two centuries ago. in 1714, Dr. 
Mead was called in consultation. After 
an examination of the stricken ruler 
he found that she was near death's 
door, and the doctor so informed the 
leaders of the Whip party, with which 
he was affiliated. The Whigs favored 
the Hanoverian succession, and im­
mediately on learning that Anne must 
soon succumb, began to plan for the 
realization of their dynastic ambitions. 
The regular physicians of the Queen 
did not believe that she was so near 
to death, so when Anne breathed her 
last in August of 1714 the supporters 
of Anne's brother. James, were all un­
prepared. Anne's Tory ministry was 
in favor of placing 
throne, but the Whigs, thanks to Dr. 
.Mead, had already taken such action 
as to insure the succession of the elec­
tor of Hanover, and ln Septemtjer 
George I. made his triumphal entry in­
to England. Dr. Mead was rewarded 
by being made physician to the new- 
royal family. Many English histor­
ians have attributed large Importance 
to the physician's prognosis in bringing 
about the succession of the royal house 
which has ruled England for two cen­
turies.

Dr. Mead was the most progressive, 
and the wealthiest of the physicians 
çt the seventeenth and eighteenth 
centuries, and medical science owes 
him a great debt. Although he gave his 
services free to the poor, the clergy, 
and to literary workers, he charged 
large fees when the consultant was 
possessed of means, and as he was 
recognized as the foremost medical 
man of his time he had an average 
yearly income from his practice of 
|35,000. This was considered a tre­
mendous sum in those days—and many 
doctors of this period would not 
sneeze at such an Income. He lived 
in lavish style, often calling on his 
patients in a coach and six, and at 
his town and country mansions he en­
tertained the greatest celebrities of 
the day. Pope was his close friend, 
and every great writer of the period 
who lived in or visited London found 
the doctor's latchstring always out. 
He had a passion for books, statues, 
medals and paintings, and his collec­
tions were among the finest in Eng­
land. The humblest student was al­
ways welcomed to the doctor's mus-

The experiments conducted by Dr. 
Mead were many and varied. In his 
youth he believed that the venom of 
servants would prove useful in cer­
tain diseases, and he risked his life

AN UNBEATABLE PAIR

DISCOUNTThe military and naval departments 
of the administration of the British 
Empire could hardly be in more capa­
ble hands than they are at present. 
Winston Churchill, First Lord of the 
Admiralty, in charge of the British 
navy, is a fighter and has a fighter's 
love for fighting men. Mr. Churchill, 
long ago recognized the necessity of 
placing the British navy on the best 
possible footing and to that end has 
been willing to sacrifice other devel­
opments which must have appeared 
to him to be desirable. The British 
naval tax has been increasingly heavy 
and many there have been who have 
rushed to the press or the platform 
to denounce Mr. Churchill’s expendi­
tures as unnecessary and prodigal. 
The effect of his policy, however, has 
been that today, when it is needed, 
Great Britain is able to assemble the 
mighty fleet which is scouring the 
North Sea in search of the Emipre's 
foes. Mr. Churchill has lived to see 
the vindication of his ideas.

In the British war office, adminis­
tering that equally important arm of 
the Empire's defences, is a man who 
has won his spurs in the heat of act­
ual conflict, a man famed as a fighter 
but equally noted as an organizer, a 
man who gets results. Earl Kitchener 
of Khartoum, "K. of K.,” as he is af­
fectionately termed, will be found to 
be in entire sympathy with his de­
partment, possessing as he does a 
store of military knowledge not ex­
celled by the immortal “Bobs.” Kit­
chener it was who straightened out 
the British Government in Egypt. 
Kitchener who. In the gloomy hours 
of the Boer war, was regarded as the 
man to look to for British organiza­
tion which would lead to success. And 
Kitchener delivered.

•In his new position he has already 
displayed characteristic energy. An 
illuminating story of him is told in a 
recent British cable. Arriving at the 
war department he is reported to have 
called a clerk and enquired if a bed 
was to be had in the building. Upon 
receiving a negative reply he tersely 
instructed "get one." Since that time 
Kitchener has been day and night “on 
the job;" vigilant, alert, watchful, 
bringing to bear all his splendid ener­
gy and equipment of knowledge and 
ability. That he will again prove the 
right man in the right place is as­
sured. Churchill and Kitchener—an 
unbeatable pair.

The German-Atlantlc cable lines 
from New York to Emden, via the 
Azores, were cut about half-past one 
o'clock yesterday morning at 
point east of the Azores. The Commer­
cial Cable Company, which operates 
the American end of this line, made 
the announcement of the cutting. It 
v.as denied that the line had been 
cut bv British warships on this side of 
the Atlantic. The cable was working 
according to announcement, as far as 
the Azores.

Charles C. Adams,
-president of the Postal Telegraph Co., 
said there was no trouble with the reg­
ular Commercial Cable Company’s 
lines, which run from New York to 
Nova Scotia and thence to points on 
tbe English coast. Communication 
with England over these lines was still 
being maintained.

The cutting of the German cable be­
tween Emden and the Azores virtually 
completes the isolation of Germany 
from communication with the outside 
world, except insofar as messages may 
be exchanged by wireless.

Regarding the Cossacks, the 
fighters who comprise a conspicuous 
element of Russia's military strength, 
they are liable for service for life. 
They hold their lands by military ten­
ure and, like the Yeomanry of Great 
Britain,
Russia’s field army consists of three 
divisions—the army of European Rus 
sia, the army of Asia and the army of 
the Caucasus.

Th<y*eld army In European Russia 
consists of twenty-seven army corps, 
each 36,000 strong, and more than 
twenty cavalry divisions of 4,000 horse­
men each. With the field army of the 
Caucasus and the first and second re­
serve divisions of -the Cossacks the to­
tal aggregate is nearly 2,000,000 men. 
That figure would be passed should 
the Asiatic army he called upon, but 
it will not be practicable, say military 
experts, to assemble more than 1,600,000 
at the outset Russia's actual war 
strength In the event of calling out 
her entire force Is nearer 6,000,000 
than 4,000,000 men.

The Russian trooper Is armed with 
a magazine rifle which is somewhat 
inferior In ealire to that used In the 
United States army, but is neverthe­
less a highly effective weapon. It is 
sighted to 3.000 yards. Concerning the 
danger from Invasion of Russia by- 
Germany and Austria, Russia's fron 
tier is protected by formidable fortifi­
cation^, and in any cqpe Napqlaon 
proved to himself and the world that 
Russia Is by no means easy of access

Triple Entente Has More Vessels.
In the Germany army two regiments 

of infantry form a brigade, two bri­
gades a division, and two divisions an 
army corps. Ten of the German di­
visions, however, have three brigades 
each. In all probability all of the di­
visions will be augmented by reserve 
brigades so that each division of the 
entire army will comprise three bri­
gades when It takes the field.

Reduced to a mathematical scale all 
army corps will take the field with 
six brigade*. the artillery also being 

proportionally with the 
merging of reserve regiments. An ar­
tillery brigade of twelve batteries will 
be attached to each infantry division, 
according to the field regulations for 
actual warfare obtaining in the Ger­
man imperial forces. The strength of 
a German three brigade division) will 
be about 21.000 men. an army corps 
having about 42,000. There are twenty- 
five army corps in the German army.

France's field army has nineteen 
army corps, the Lyons brigade, of four­
teen battalions and ten cavalry divi­
sions, forming a total of about 800,000. 
In addition there are thirty-six com­
plete divisions of reserve troops and 
a strong force of reserve cavalry. The 
total stength of such a force would 
be about 1,300.000 men.

Opinion among military experts and 
army officers here yesterday was that 
the conflict In Europe will be one of 
the shortest wars on record. While 
directing attention to the fact that the 
strength of several armies concerned, 
their state of preparedness, their ar­
mament and mobility will have po­
tential bearing upon the outcome of 
an inter-alliance war, that which can­
not be gauged before the actual out­
break of hostilities is the psychology 
of the fight, say the experts.

In addition to the fact that numeri­
cally on land and sea the forces of the 
triple entente outmeasure those of the 
triple alliance, army officers who are 
conversant with European military 
conditions assert that the hosts of 
Russia and tha highly developed mil­
itary machine of France psychologi­
cally will tax to the very highest pitch 
the scientifically built military struc­
ture of the German empire.

"Not the armies of the countries 
alone, but almost the entire population 
of Russia and France are straining 
like dogs In leash to spring at the 
throat of Germany.

France Leads In Artillery Address W. A. Woodbury,
"In the first place." said an officer 

of the United States army, "France 
for many years has led the world in 
artillery Today 
the world, although one of her latest 
inventions is known to us and undou­
btedly is known to Germany, 
actual strength in field guns of the 
great nations is fairly equal. On an 
average I should 
Russia, Germany a

sand men in their armies.

"The calibre of these field pieces 
vary, but they are not superior in any 

to that which we have in the 
asmy here France may have some­
thing new, but I do not believe it is 
likely. 1 am of the opinion, and my 
opinion is shared by nearly all those 
l have met who have made a study of 
the subject, that France is ahead on 
the artillery arm of the service. In­
cidentally, her aero corps Is a won­
derful organization, although it is a 
question whether it can be utilized 
effectively for anything save scout 
duty.

made of France’s army an immense 
machine such as France dreamed of 
for years subsequent to that conflict. 
Her ally, Russia, also has utilized to 
advantage ihat w'hich she learned In 
Manchuria from the Japanese Her 
rehabilitation has been speedier than 
that of France, because of the pecu­
liar adaptability of the Muscovite, so 
that today she is almost on a par with 
France in military efficiency.

"Great Britain’s arm 
entirely new organizat 
on the ashes of the battalions who 
met such staggering reverses In the 
early stages of the South African 
campaign. Since that memorable con­
flict the military authorities of Great 
Britain have assembled a finely train­
ed fighting body, built up of solid ma­
terial. Great Britain's army is a good 
one for its size, probably a million 
men. when at full strength, but the 
supremacy of the sea is in England’s 
hands. The combined navies of the 
triple entente almost treble the com­
bined sea forces of Germany, Austria 
and Italy.

He was for a time sec­
retary to Sir Henry Bulwer, governor 
of Natal, and later on the staff of Sir 
T. Shepstone, special commissioner to 
the Transvaal in 1877. He was a lieu­
tenant and adjutant of the Pretoria 
Horse, 1879. After returning to England 
he journeyed through the country in­
vestigating the condition of agricul­
ture and the rural population, and 
served on commissions Investigating 
the Salvation Array, unemployed labor 
and coast erosion and afforestation.

J. Tatlow is a well known railway 

man, having been manager of railways 
In Ireland and Scotland. He was chair­
man of the General Managers’ Confer­
ence of the railways of the United 
Kingdom in 1910.
