Parls, Oct. 24.—In a powerful series of attacks on the Verdun front
the French have captured the village and fort of Douaumont, advanced
beyond the Thiaumont work and farm, and occupied also the Haudre-
mont quarry, north of Verdun, acccrding to the bulletin issued by the
war office tonight. The prisoners captured and counted thus far num-

ber 3,500. The text reads:

“On the Verdun front, after intense artillery preparation, an at-
tack on the right bank of the Meuse was launched at 1140 o'clock In
the morning. The enemy line attacked on a front of seven kilometres,
(4 1-3 miles), was broken through everywhere to a depth which at the
centre attained a distance of three kilometres, (nearly two miles.)

“The village and fort of Douaumont are in our hands,

“On October 9, Russian calendar,

troops fiercely attacked the Serblan
Vardar division without any success
the wholeé day.

British troops, on the night of Octo-
ber 22-23, raided German trenches
northeast of Machukovo, on the Ser-
blan Macedonian frontier, one mile
east of the River Vardar, killing forty
Germans and capturing eighteen, says
a British official statement issued to-
day. The text follows:

“Struma: There was no change. The
river is still two feet above normal.

“Doiran front: During the night of
October 22-23 after artillery bombard-
ment a successful rald was carried
out on enemy trenches northeast of
Machukovo. The enemy made Sstub-
born resistance and was beaten hackg
with losses. Eighteen German pris-|
oners were captured and forty killed
were found in the trenches. Our losses
were slight.”

Russians and Roumanians Obliged to Retire Towards Tzara

Bucharest, Oct. 24, via London.—
The left wing of the Roumanian and
Russian forces in Dobrudja thas been
obliged to retire towards Tzara Murat,
12 miles north of the Constanza-
Tchernavoda railroad line, says the
Roumanian official statement issued

The statement follows:

“At Vrancea there was a mionr ac-
tion in which we took ome machine
gun. In the valley of ®he Buzeu there
was artillery fighting. At Table Butzi
calm reigns. At Bratocea and Prede-
lus the artillery fighting has become
less violent.

Fighting Continues.

“The enemy launched three attacks
at Predeal. Fighting continues along

the border at this locality. In the re-
glon of Dragoslavle the enemy attack-
ed violently. Our troops are maintain-
ing the position.

“In the valley of the Alt we attacked
and repulsed the enemy on the left
bank of the river. In the Jiul Valley
there were violent enemy attacks,
which made slight progress,

“At Tulghes and Bicaz and in'the
Trotus Valley the situation is unchang-
ed. In the Uzul Valley the enemy was
driven westward.

‘“The fighting continues with vio-
lence.

“At Oituz we attacked on the whole
front. We have captured ten officers,
302 men and ten machine guns.

“In Dobrudja the enemy continues
his attacks. Our left wing has been
obliged to-retire toward Tzara Murat
Constanza has been occupied by the
enemy."”

St. Louis, Oct, 24—For the first
time in the history of the denomina-
tion, according 'to well informed lead-
ers, a stand on the liquor traffic was
taken here today in the general con-
vention of the Episcopal church. A
resolution adopted by the house of
deputies placed the church on record
as favoring “such action in our legls-
lative assemblies as will preserve the
interests of temperance and the re-
pression of the liquor traffic.”

The action was an outgrowth of a
memorial asking the convention to re-
cord itself as favoring nation-wide pro-
hibition, submitted by the church tem-
perance soclety, through Francis
Stetson, of New York.

The saloon was scored in the re-
port of the committee, headed by Rev,
Jas. E. Freeman, of Minneapolis,
Minn., which considered the memorial,
This sald: “Our age is witnessing the
vast and universal re-adjustment with
reference to the manufacture and sale
of liquor, and it is generally recogniz-
ed that the saloon has hecome more
and more menacing to the best inter-
ests of our corporate and individual
life.”

Dr. David declared that the “trench
race” will demand after the war, and
in spite of Dr. Heydebrand, universal
guffrage in Prussia. Dr. David be
longs to the larger section of the So-
clalist Party which is generally sup-
porting the gg;}ancallor and hig policy.

The Frankfurter Zeitung, Wports
that a meeting summoned by the Sec.

Wheat can be ex-
pected to return to normal next year
on an average crop, he said, and added
that consumption was not outstripping
production normally, “Broduction has
more than kept pace with the demand
for the past fifteen years, and in the
last three years we have had enor-
mous surpluses,” he said.

“This year, however, there is no
surplus in any wheat growing coun-
try. In the - United States not
enough was raised for domestic con-
sumption.

species of mothe during the fall have
not been so noticeable this year as in
times past. Various reasonshave been
given for this, but there has been no
suggestion that the war is responsible.
The recent cool weather, and frosts ot
mather earler advent than usual, may
have had something to do with the
comparative scarcity of these noctur-
nal visitors, but none is apparently any
the worse. During the past week or
so the Linden moth (Erannis TiMaria),
has been somewhat in evidence. The
caterpillar of this moth feeds on lim-
den, oak and a few other trees. All
the moths to be seen now are males;
they have left those of the other sex
at home.

Throughout the fall the citizens have
become accustomed to see large groups
of moths gyrating and zigzagging, some
of them bent on suicide it would seem,
around and in the vicinity of the elec-
tric lamps. It may be interesting to
state, therefore, that these moths come
in about five batches. The last batch
appearing in quantities is usually the
Linden, already referred to. The Tent
caterpillar moth is the first to appear
in great numbers. The eaterpiliar of
this yellowish moth is a great pest. It
feeds on the forest trees, being especi-
ally pantial to the poplar, and never
seems weary of eating. In the western
part of New Brunswick it is incorrect-
ly known as the Army worm. The true
Army worm, said Willlam McTn'tosh,
curator of the Natural History Muse-
um, yesterday, is quite a different cat-
enpillar, feding only on the ground.
The next species of moth coming in
flights of considerable proportions is
the Spruce Bud moth, a greyish-brown
insect whose larva usually does much
damage to trees but has not been so
troublesome this year as in times past.
The third in order of visitation is the
Tussock moth, @ rusty brown species
fond of company and especially glad
to be in the meighborhood of light. The
female of this species cannot fly at
all and never leaves the tree after
emerging from the cocoon. The Streak
moth, abounding in September, usually
follows the Tussock moth. The cater-
pillar is partial to the leaves of the
blueberry plant. This whitish insect,
with chain-like dots, is somewhat of a
nuisance and appears at times in im-
mense numbers.

New York, Oct. 24.—Negotiations
with American bankers for another
direct British loan of not less than
$200,000,000, and may be as much as

RETURNS TO U. S. BUT
EXc¢ECTED BACK

Immigration Officials Guard-
ing Against Spread of In-
tantile Paralysis.

The Canadian immigration inspect-
ors on railroads and steamers are do-
ing their utmost to prevent the spraad
of the dread disease, infantile para-
lysis, from the United States to this
province, and passengers are now re-
quired to have certificates 'of health
as a rule. A case which is of local
interest is that of Mrs. Gallagher,
wife of Lieut. (Dr.) Justin P. Gal-
lagher, of Moncton, who.is in the over-
seas service of the Empire. Mra,
Gallagher, . a woman of 20, and her
six months’ old daughter, left the
home of her father in Brooklyn last
week for Moncton to visit her father-
in-law, Patrick Gallagher, proprieior
of the Minto Hotel, but as she did uot
have a health certificate she was held
up at McAdam Junction by Inspector
O'Shaughnessy.

She and the baby returned to
Brooklyn. On Sunday Mrs. Gallagher
left New York on the steamer Massa-
chusetts for Boston, presumably with
the necessary health certificate. She
is expected in this city on the steam-
er North Star this morning. Friends
will be here when the steamer docks
and it is not expected she will have
any difficulty in landing.

Mrs. Gallagher was formerly Miss
Katherine Langdon, daughter of a
prominent Brooklyn lawyer. Her
husband is a graduate of Tufts dental
college, Boston, and was at one time
a resident of St. John. They were
married last ‘year. A brother of
Lieut. Gallagher was killed at the
front.

Mrs. Gallagher is well known in
Moncton and Shediac Cape. For sev-
eral years she spent her summers as
the guest of Mr. and Mrs. Charles
Sullivan, of Brooklyn, at Shediac
Cape, where Mrs. Sullivan has a sum-
mer residence.

Curiously Mrs. Sullivan, who came
to St. John last winter, when her
brother, R. H. Welling, died, was held
up at Vanceboro by the United States
immigration people and was obliged
to return to St. John for permission
to return to her own country.

e 104th Likely to Remain

Intact, But 115th Will Be
Broken Into Drafts.

.

Many conflicting” reports have been
eirculated throughout the city and
province within the last two days con-
cerning the 115th, 104th and 140th
battalions. According to the last
mail to reach the city the 116th Bat-
talion has already sent a draft to the
firing line, and the remainder of the
battalion is at present at Shorncliffe.
This camp is now practically used as
a draft depot.

A report current in the city yester-
day was to the effect that the 10ith
battalion was to be broken up and
used as reinforcements. This report
was corroborated by a letter received
by Mrs. Perley from her husband,
Major Perley, in which he stated that
he had learned from official sources
that Lieut.-Col. Fowler had feceived
word to prepare a draft of 300 men
for the fromt.

In a letter received in the city last
night by a well known city merchaat,
from a close relative now in England,
it was stated that Colonel Fowler had
been able to keep his unit together,
and that they would winter in huts
at Bramshott and go across asa unit.

In the same letter the news that
the 140th Battalion had been divided
between the Royal Canadian Rangers
and Princess Patricia’s Light Infantry,
was also disclosed. This report has
been strengthened by a letter recelved
by Mrs. Brown, wife of Lieut. W. J.
Brown, of the 140th Battalion. Lieut.
Brown in his letter dated October
9th, states that the battalion has heen
broken up and that he himself has
been drafted to the 26th Battalion.

According to the letter received by
the local merchant “A” and “B” com-
panies have been drafted to thd Royal
Canadian Rangers, and “C” and “D”
to the Princess Pats. Should the
battalion bé disbanded the staff offic-
ers will, as is the custom, remain in
England as reserve staff officers.

Friends and relatives of men in the
battalion still entertain hope that the
reports ,concerning the 140th are not
correct, as they are desirious that ‘t
should go to the front as a unit.

MAYOR HAYES
PLEASED WITH
OTTAWA TRIP

Members of Government
Heard Delegates on Cost

of Living and Promised to
Do Everything Possible o
Bring Relief.

Mayor Hayes returned yesterday
from Ottawa where he attended the
conference between a committee of
the government and representatives
of the various municipal bodies of On-
tario and the eastern provinces, and
labor leaders on the high cost of liv-

ng.

Most of the speakers dwelt onstwo
ways of meeting the difficulty and
remedying it. Some advocated the
regulation of prices of foodstuffs and
necessities of life by the government,
and some thought that the govern-
ment should investigate some of the
larger combines which it was claimed
were making big dividends out of the
war on watered stock, their conten-
tiom being that if the watered stock
was eliminated the goods they pro-
duced could sell cheaper.

One of the best addresses given at
the conference was by Mrs. Adam
Short, who represented the Women's
Council and the Mayor said that he
thought that her sugegestions ware
worth considering by the government.

The members of the government
gave them a very courteous hearing
rnd promised to do everythinz they
could to meet their wishes, but it was
pointed out that the delegation had
only couched their protest in general
terms and had not pointed out any in-
stance where any manufacturer was
asking exorbitant prices.

Hon. Mr. Doherty assured the dele-
gation that if they could bring to the
notice of the government any specific
case where any®person was obtaining
improper profits such person would
be prosecuted to the full extent of the
law.

On his way home the Mayor stop-
ped in Montreal and he said that busi-
ness seemed to be booming there, the
only drawback was a scarcity of labor
and this seemed to be general in all
lines. .

Battle Front, Says St. John
Officer

FIGHTING ON HARD
KNEE DEZP IN MUD

L !
Pcpular City Man Who H:s
Seen Two Years of War
Writes Home.

The following letter from a well
known St. John officer who left Can-
ada with the first contingent and has
been on the firing line for nearly two
years will be read with interest. He
speaks of some of the boys who have
paid the price, and his letter also
breathes something of the spirit that
animates the boys who are fighting
the battles of the Empire.

1st Artillery Brigade
October 2, T916.
Dear Mother:—

We are kept so busy these days that
one does not get much chance to
write, so don't be surprised if my let-
ters are very irregular. 1 do the best
I can but very oftem it is not very
good. We are glad to be able to work
as hard as we do because we see such
good results of it all.  In these parts
we certainly have the Huns where
we want them., Every day we see
their prisoners and they are getting
to be a pretty miserable looking lot.
Apparently the large majority are
quite willing to be taken.

Our weather these days is very
much against us but we seem to keep
pushing on. It has rained heavily for
two days now and wherever we go
there is nothing but knee-deep mud.
That of course is always hard on us.

St. John officers have suffered pret-
ty badly during the past few days.
Poor Stanley MacDonald was up ob-
serving on Saturday and got it. I
was on my way to the guns to look
after some of our men when I passed
George Gamblin taking the body down
for burial, so I could not get to his
funeral. Several days ago when his
battalion was resting mear our lines
on the way to the trenches Ernie
Welch came in to see me. Today 1
was told that both he and Fred Foley
had caught it. 1 am gupposed to be in
charge at the wagon lines but”we are
getting so short of officers that I have
to spend most of my time at the guns,
where I am now. When I took over
the lines I had hoped ‘to be fairly free
of work at the gins but there is not
much chance just now.

1 wish leave would come soon for I
feel tired, and besides I need mnew
clothes in the very worst way. This
country has put everything I own
right on the blink. You know we have
had a pretty rough summer and have
been fighting practically all the time.
However, we have gained enormously
and have probably paved the way for
greater things next summer. Very
likely peace will come then, but if
conditions are mot right for peace
those doing the fighting do not wan
