Grand Headgquarters of the French
Army, Aug. 24—(By the A. P)—
Hill 304, the last remaining important
stronghold of the Germans fronting
Verdun, feil into French hands at
dawn today. The French infantry,
who had almost encircled the hill in
previous attacks, charged the German
positions in a brilliant dash and car-
ried them by storm, capturing the re-
mainder of the Germans entrenched
there.

Not content with this splendid
achievement, the French advanced a
further 2,000 vards and made posses-
sion of the hill doubly secure. Hill
304 together with Le Mort Homme,
commands all the ravines and ap-
proaches as far as Douaumont.. The
loss of these positions deprives the
Germans of all observatories, from
which they could watch the French
movements.

Some have
attributed it to folk lore and others
have dismissed it as pure fable, but,
as some thinker long ago suggested |
even myths have a foundation of fact.|
The myth of the Amazons was con-
spicuously illustrated in Greek Art, es-
pecially in the friezes of the temples.
According to a very ancient tradit-
jon, the Amazons were a nation of
women, or to be more specific, three
nations; the Asfatic Amazons from
whom the others were supposed to
have branched off, dwelt on the shores
of the Black Sea, and among the
mountaing of the Caucasus, especially
in the neighborhood of Trebizond, on
the river now called Termeh. They
were said to have at one time sub-
dued the whole of Asia, and to have
built the cities of Smyrna, Ephesus,
Cumae and others. Their queen, Hyp-
polyte, or, by other accounts, Antiope,
was killed by Hercules as the mninth
of the labors imposed on him by Eu-
rystheus consisting in taking from her
the shoulder belt bestowed by Mars.
On one of their expeditions the Amaz-
ons came to Attica in the time of The-
seus. They also marched under their
queen, Penthesilea, to the assistance
of Priam against the Greeks. They
even appear on the sceme in the time
of Alexander the Great, when their
queen, Thalestris, paid him a visit.

Separated from the exaggerated
and poetical embellishments of the
Greeks, the myth probably had its ori-
gin in the now well recognized fact
that among primitive peoples the
women frequently, if not wusuall},
fought it war alongside the men. This
fact was first brought to the attention
of Europe in the sixteenth century by
the experience of the Spanish advent-
urer, Orellana, who, ascending the
Amazon in 1541, was attacked by a
tribe of Tapuya Indians, whose wo-
men fought side by side with the men
From that fact Orellana called the
stream the “River of the Amazons.”

During the last century travellers
returning from Africa brought stories
of an anmy of Amazons in the King-
dom of Dahomey who were particular-
ly dreaded for their valor and feroc-
ity by the peoples of the neighboring
states, Those stories greatly exagger-
ated the number of the Dahomey Am-
azons, as well as their fighting qual-
ities, but scarcely.their ferocity. It
was not until the sixties, when the
English traveller and consular agent,
Sir Richard Francis Burton, visited
Dahomey that the actual facts were
ascertained. Burton found indeed a
corps of Amazons, but instead of an

army it was really a bodyguard
of the King. Instead of mumbering
tho d they isted of only

about 1300. True, he was told they
were formerly much more numerous,
but had been killed off in a recent
war. But the savage is always prone
to exaggerate what he has seen. Bur-
ton found they were subjected to strict
discipline in some respects, but did
not always live up to the mark. For
example, they were not allowed to
marry, and chastity was supposed to
be rigidly enforced, the penalty for a
lupse being death, Ypt an examina-
tion carried out during Burton’s so-
journ revealed the startling fact that
nearly one hundred of the female war-
riors were soon to become mothers.

Dahomey, which is on the Slave
Coast of West Africa, became a
French colony in 1894 and the corps of
Amazons has since gone out of exist-
ence.

Ottawa, Aug. 24—Two amendments
were made in the Senate this week
to the Government Bill to promote
the application of provincial prohi-
bition measures. By 22 to 13 the
Senate voteq to strike out the. provis-
lon forbidding the circulation in any
province that passed a law against it
of newspapers and other publications
containing advertisements of liquor.

By a vote of 20 to 12 the provision
was struck out enabling the prosecu-
tion at the place liquor was received
of a man who sent it from a wet to a
dry province contrary to law.

In the diseussion Senator Danijel
sald he thought there was conflict be-
tween the clause allowing liquor to
be sent to a dry province for other
than beverage purposes, and the pro-
vision that all liquor advertising
might be excluded from a dry pro-
vince.

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England, Arch-Enemy of Ger-
many, Must Be Put Down,
Exclaims Kaiser — Still
Trusts in Almighty.

Copenhagen, Aug. 24—England, the
arch-enemy of Germany, must be beat-
en down at whatever cost, so Emperor
William told his troops while on a
visit to the Flanders front on Wednes-
day . An official statement issued in
Berlin says that the emperor address-
ed deputations from all detachments
which have had a share in meeting
the British attacks. He said he felt
impelled to express his thanks and
his full recognition of the heroic gal-
lantry shown by troops from all parts
of Germany in the hard fighting of
the last week. The emperor referred
to marked contrast between the Ger-
man and Anglo-French points of
view and continued:

In Hands of Almighty.

“It is in God's hands when in His
wisdom He will give us victory. He
has taught our army a hard lesson
and now we are going to pass the
examination. With the old German
confidence in God we shall show what
we can do. The greater and mightier
the problem, the more gladly we shall
grapple with it and solve it. We shall
fight and conquer until the enemy has
had enough of these struggles.

“All Germans have realized who is
the instigator of this war and who is
the chief enemy—England. Everyone
knows England is our most spiteful
adversary. She spreads the hatred of
Germany over the world, filling her
allies with hatred and eagerness to
fight. Thus everyone at home knows
what you know still better, that Eng-
land is particularly the enemy to be
struck down, however difficult it may
be.

“Your relatives at home who, too,
have made great sacrifices, thank you
through me.

“A difficult struggle lies ahead of
us. England, proud of her stubborn
resistance, believes in her invinci-
bility, but you will show that you can
achieve §tfl greater things, for the
prize of the war is the German peo-
ple‘s freedom to live—freedom at sea
and freedom at home. With God's
help we shal] see the struggle through
and be victorious.”

FIFTEEN WHITE MEN
KILLED BY NEGROES

Martial Law Proclaimed
Houston, Texas, and Vicini-

Houston, Texas, Aug. 24—At least
fifteen white men are dead and more

Martial law was proclalmed by Gov-
ernor Ferguson, effective in Houston
and vicinity and early today the mili-
tary authorities had the situation un-
der control although seventy of the
negro soldiers were still missing.

The trouble is sald to have started
after some of the soldiers had com-
plained of treatment accorded them
by members of the Houstor police
force.

DISAPPOINTS
-~ PRODUCERS

Rust and Rot Serious Up the
River and Maine — Live
Stock Scarce and Hay Plen-
tiful When Beef is At High-
est Mark.

P

Fredericton, Aug. 24—Hom. J. F.
Tweeddale minister of agriculture,
today gave a statement of crop con-
ditions' as far as the information re-
cefved by his department ang his
own personal knowledge would per-
mit. Hay is an abundant crop. On
the upper St. John much old hay is
pressed and ready for shipment and
the cut of new hay Is so great that
storage room is at & premium. Farm-
ers with hay contalning a large pro-
portion of clover, are letting it ripen
with the intention of grinding it for
clover seed.

Similar conditions prevail in other
parts of the province. There is little
live stock in the province to which to
feed hay, a regrettable state of affairs,
which is the result’largely of the de-
mand of the United States market
for young animals.

,In all sections including Maine the
potato crop promised well until with-
in the past week. In that time rust|
has hit Victoria and Carleton count-|
jes.hard. The largest potato acre-
age is in that section. Some fields
are entirely brown and rot also has
made its appearance. Farmers antici-
pate that the yield will be seriously
affected. Similar conditions are re-
ported from Aroostook county, Maine.
The minister stated that turnipg had
an acreage from fifty to seventy per
cent. greater than the average and
everywhere were in excellent condi-
tion. The yleld was expected to be
greater than the average.

Oats Poor, Wheat Good.

Wheat gives excellent promise.
The acreage s the largest in years,
farmers, who never sowed the grain
before, having put in large fields. The
wheat {8 well headed and is ripening
fast. The crop promises better than
oats which appears to have been in-
jured by the heavy rajng of the spring.

Buckwheat grain, 4t ome time pro-
verbially connected wi¥th New Bruns-
wick has grown better than' in years.
The short straw, which some years
past hasg prevented the successful
harvesting of buckwheat, is not ob-
servable this season. The yield will
be an ayverage one with extra good
straw. Barley, the safe grain to
raise in this province, and which has
been generally substituted for buck-
wheat, is in excellent condition.

Harvesting of grain already has
been begun in many sections, the
ripening having proceeded with great
rapidity. Beans are a larger crop

This crop is
very susceptible to frost and rust
ang for that reason has not been
planted extensively before.

Paris, Aug. 24.—An attack by the
French east of the road between
Esnes and Bethincourt enabled them
to enlarge their positions north of
Dead Man's Hill to the extent of a
kilometre. The announcement fol-
lows:

“In the Champagne our artillery
continued to bombard® Gerraan de-
fense works. Our patrols penetrated
the German lines in the sector be-
tween Sousin and St. Hilaire and
ascertained that apparatus for the dis-
charge of gas had been destroyed.
“On the left bank of the Meuse at
4.45 o'clock this morning troops with
their customary dash attacked the
German positions between Avocourt
Wood and Dead Man's Hill. All our

objectives were attained and in most
instances surpassed.

Carried Hill 304,

“A single charge the French car-
ried the formidably organized Hill
304 and also Cunard Wood, to the
west of it. They also ceptured, north
of Hill 304, a line of defense works
and fortified farms and reached the
river south of the Forges Brook.
Between Haucourt and Bethincourt
the average depth of the advance was
more than two kilometres. Prisoners
were taken this morning in the course
of the action.

“At the same time a vigorous offen-
sive east of the road between Esnes
and Bethincourt enabled us to en-
large our positions north of Dead
Man's Hill to a depth of about eight
kilometres.

“In Lorraine we repulsed easily an
enemy attack on small posts near
Moncel.”

FLORENCE BURNS
FREED BY JUDGE.

Florence Burns was only nineteen
years. old when she was arrested on
Feb. 16, 1902, charged with fatally
shooting Walter Thomas Brooks, a

room in the Glen Island Hotel at Cort-
landt and West Streets, late on the
| night of Feb. 14,

For just five weeks to a day after
the murder, the slim slip of a girl was
the centre of the murder mystery of
the hour—and of one of the still un-
solved erime mysteries of New York.
On March 22, 1902, Justice Mayer end-
ed the preliminary hearing in her cése
by discharging her on the ground that
there was no evidence to connect her
| with the murder.

But, although Miss Burns never was
indicted, and so never was tried, the
hearing brought out the same drama-
tic incidents that might have been ex-
pected at a trial.

Mrs. Thomas W. Brooks, mother of
the murdered boy (he was only twen-
ty years old,) was a witness, She
came into the court room in deep
mourning.

Excellent Salvage Work at
Newfoundland Last Sunday
Salvors Each Paid Twenty
Dollars an Hour—Arrived
at St. John's Under Own
Steam Monday.

A steamship worth about half a mil-
lon of dollars was successfully floated
from the south coast of Newfoundland
on Sunday last by some clever salvage
work, and managed to reach St. John's
last Monday morming under her own
steam.

The ship went ashore during a thick
fog early Saturday morning last, and
took the ground hard on a shelving
point. Three tides came but still she
held hard and fast. Sunday there was
an extra high tide and with the help
of the steamers Meigle and Petrel,
along with a large gang of men, who
got ropes out from different sections
of the ship to anchors and by the use
of the steam winches a united effort
was successful In hauling the ship in-
to deep water. The ship is quite bad-
ly damagai forward and was only
floated by her tanks in the first and
second compartments .

Residents of Sister City Pay
. Only $13.50 a Ton for Hard
Coal — Another Cargo to
Arrive at the Same Price.

Halifax Echo—At city hall today it
was stated that practically all the hard
coal on sale by the city to household-
ers has now been disposed of. The
shipment was a total of 312 long tons.
Of this coal some 115 short tons has
been set aside for sale, the remainder
being used for various city institutions
and departments.

“There is little or none of it left
now,” said Clerk of Works Messervey
to the Daily Echo today, “and arrange-
ments have been made for another
shipment of hard coal to the city. It
has not yet been decided whether this
shipment is to come by rail or by
water.”

The city’s price has been $13.50 &
ton to- the householders, sales being
only spot cash. This price will prob-
ably hold for the next lot.

It was said at city hall today that
the city was also planning the sale of
soft coal to householders. The retail
prices here are $8.50 and $8, the lat-
ter price being for Sydney Reserve.
The price at Cape Breton mines f. 0. b,
car is fixed at §4.75 to $5 for screen
coal and $4.50 to $4.75 for run-of-mine.
The city sells hard coal at one dollar
less a ton than do the regular retail-
ers but, among the trade at least, it is
doubted whether the city can make a
proportionate reduction in its soft coal
price.

Family on Stand LastiBventing Said’ Decoased's
Financial Condition Was Sound—All Available
Testimony Presented.and Death:of North End

Merchant. Remains as'

The inquest into the-death of the
late Harry L. Willlams was adjourn-
ed last evening following the evidence
of the wife and mother of the deceas-
ed until September 6th. “The ad-
journment has been made for the pur-
pose of awalting any further evideiice
bearing on the death of the deceased
that may be discovered in the mean-
time,” said Dr. F. L. Kenney, the
coroner to The Standard.at the close
of last evening's session.

With all the available testimony
presented to the coroner's court, the
circumstances surrounding the death
of the late Mr. Willlams remain as
mysterious and puzaling as ever.
Indeed the case ig the most baffling
that the police have been cailed upon
to solve for many years. The only
clue to which any real importance can
be attached is that a man accompa-
nied by a woman in black was seen
trying to effect’ an entrance to the
Williams store near the time that the
tragedy resulting in the death of the
North End merchant occurred. The
fdentity of neither the man nor the
woman has yet been established, but
if their names can be secured, their
story would doubtless throw consider
able bearing on the case. There are
many citizens who voice the opinion
that the man and.the woman were the
parties directly concerned in Mr.
Williams’ tragic death. Every other
person who was near the store on
the evening of the tragedy has satis-
factorily explained' 'his miovements,
and there is no other clue that might
possibly serve to throw light on the
tragedy. During the two weeks in-
tervening between the present time
and the date fixed for the resumpticn
of th€ hearing, every effort will be
made to ascertain particulars of the
attempt of the man and the woman in
black to enter the Williams store.

The testimony at last evening’s pri-
vate session of the coroner's court
divulged no new features in the case.

The widow of the deceased was the
first . witness, examined, and she gave
evidence at some length relative to
the financial standing of her husband.

Sardine herring, which have struck
in about the islands of Grand Manan,

Deer Island and Campobello, and in

the Passamaquoddy Bay, are, so plen-

tiful that the price per hdgshead has

~{dropped at the factories from $40 to

$10, which will no doubt be the pre-
vailing price from now until the end
of the season. Prices were up to the
unprecedented figure of $30 a hogs-
head several weeks ago, and a number
of St. John fishermen made thousands
of dollars.

The sardine factories of Chamcook,
Eastport, Lubec, North Lifbec and oth-
er places are running full time, and
many of the employes are earning
from $4 to $7 per day after weeks of
practical idleness.

Puzzling as Ever.

Bo far:as Mrs. Willlams was aware,
she stated that her‘husband’s financial
affairs were in a very satisfactory
condition. The witness also gave evi-
dence of the telephone conversation
with her husband on the evening of
the tragedy relative to his remaining
in the city to work at his books, Thi
conversation as related by Mr
llams is exactly the same as that al
ready published in The Standard.
“Our family conditions were most
harmonious ‘and we were very hap-
py,” sald Mrs. Willlams, referring to
the home life:of herself and husband
The witness saw her huysband alive
for the last time on the evening pre-
ceding the tragedy. She could not
assign any motive for either murder
or suicide. 8o far as she was aware
her husband had no enemies, while
he was likewise free from financial
or other worries which would be like-
ly to be a factor dn his death.

The mother of the late Mr. Willlams
also gave evidence last evening. Her
testimony was along the same lines as
that given by the widow. The witness
was talking with her son at supper
time on the evening of the tragedy.
He was in his usual good health and
spirits. The witness said she was
unaware of any motive for either
murder or suicide. She knew that
her son's affairs were on a sound
basis and that he had no (financial
worries.

Miss Lingley was the only other
witness at last evening’s session. Her
testimony was entirely irrelevant to
the subject matter of the inquiry and
her examination was consequently
very brief.

Coroner Kenney stated that this
concluded all the evidence available
at the present time. He thought it
desirable to adjourn the court until
September 6, when he will deliver his
address to the jury in the matter.
The coroner also stated that in the
meantime some test!mony that might
operate to throw additional light on
the case might be discovered. In
such an event the new evidence will
be presented at the next sitting.

INCREASED TRADE IN
SUGAR BETWEEN CANADA
AND THE WEST INDIES

Upwards of 30,000 Bags
Brought to St. John This
Week for Montreal Manu-
facturers—Halifax and St.

John Take Large Quantities

Thera has been a big development in
recent months in the importation of
sugar to Canada from the West Indies.
While shipments to St. John this
month were not above normal, there
was a materfal increase in the bags of
sugar arriving here for Montreal. Up-
wards of 30,000 bags reached this port
this week for that city. This ship-
ment will be forwarded at once.

The trade in sugar has assumed
such proportions that steamers have
been especially chartered to carry a
sugar cargo and they are arriving here
periodically. The Atlantic Sugar Re-
fineries in this city are the importers
of several large consignments of
sugar from the West Indies, while
Halifax manufacturers are also large

importers.
