Administration  Ratification
Programme Tied in a Knot
by Mix-up.

Washington, March 26--The “Four
Power Pacific Treaty” and its two
supplements got into such & mix-up
in the Senate, yesterday, that the ad-
ministration ratification programme
was temporarily tled 'in & knot and
the leaders hurried into conference to
draw up & new plan of campalgn,

Challenging thoe walidity of yestex-
day's action, by which the Four Power |
Paot itselt was ratified, opponents of
the treaty suggested that the vote be
reconsidered so that the ratification
could inciude the supplementary in-
terprotative agreement signed by the
plenipotentiaries at the same time, At|
first, the Administretion leaders re-|
fused to recognize any merit in the
suggestion, but, after several oconfer
ences, they decided that some further
action was advisable, Most of tham
opposad the reconsidaration plan, pro-
posing, instead, a separate ratification
vote on the supplement. Such a separ
ate resolution of retification was in
progress of drafting when the Senale
adjourned over Sunday,

Throughout the day’s debate the
treaty opponeats sought to give point
to thelr arguments by emphasising
that the supplament deals with i{ssues
which long have beem sources of firic-
tion between the United States and
Japan, It declares it to be the under-
standing of the signatories that the
Treaty shall apply to mandated {sands
in the Pacific, and that purely domes-
tic questions shall not be brought be-
fore the Four Power Conference for
“consideration and adjustment.*

Hoppe Tells When
To Use Masse Shot

By Willlam F. Hoppe
(World's Balkline Billard Champion
for Sixteem Years.)

Because of the veéry nature of the
stroke, the majority of beginners con-
oceive the idea that it must, of necess
ity, vequire a powerful stroke to make
& masse shot. It is ome of the most
difficult things in billlard instruction
to convince the average player that
such is not the case. At times, of
course, the masse must be executed
with a powerful stroke, but in a great
many instances it requires the appli-
cation of no greater power thean In
attempting to make the most common-
place shot on the table,

For this reason, it s well for the
player to learn at the beginning when
power I8 required and when the best
remilts can be obtained by the appli-
cation of little force,

Helps to Overcome Line-Ups.

Under ordinary
conditions, the average player will en-
counter not less than twenty, and fre
quently more, line-ups in the course
0’ & 100-point game.

“History further repeats itself inde-
monstrating that cheap money is not a
panacea for economic troubles, that it
merely accentuates them. We use the
term, money, in a general sense, em-
bracing the currency of the  nation,
whether it is in metal or paper. When
a government excrcises its sovereign
authority by issuing irredeemable pa-
per money there arises immediately a
contest of that sovereign power with
the superior power of natural laws.
“The issue I8 never doubtful. The
paper not representi s$0 many dollars
must be redeémable in real money
gold in order to maintain an equilib-
riumn in the currency system and save
prices from the rise that always occurs
when the money is circulated.

Chaos Exists In
Russian Trade

Many Kinds of Money Re-
ceived in Payment for
Goods Sold.

Washington, March 26.—Striking evi-
demee of the chaotic and almost impos-
sfble conditions under which business
is being conducted in Russia appears
in a letter received by a diplomatic
officer from a representative in Com-
stantinople of one of the largest Eng-
lish wholesale companies doing bus!-
ness in the Levant. Among the state-
ments made are these:

“We are trying to do business with
the Boviets. Our last venture was to0

The early spring months, before the
first harvest is in and when the sleigh
traftio vandshes along with the smow
and the thaw makes the highways im-
passable, will be the test, both for
food and fuel. Hven now, with the
roads in good condition, Moscow, Pet-
rograd and other large cities are ghort
of food.
