, government provide for the repayment
of one-half of this amount on the grounds
of contributory negligence. This negh-
gence arose by fact that in 1891 the paid
| up capital was shown to be $500,000, and

in 1896, Deputy Minister Courtney re-
ported that of this amount$ 200,000 had re-
verted %o the bank, leaving a paid up cap-
1tal of less than the charter amount.

No action was taken on Courtney’s re-
port and the bank went from bad to
worse. Mr. Brodeur held that the bank
should have taken action at the tiwe.

GOVERNOR OF MASSACHTU-
SETTS WOULD SELL THE
FITCHBURG.

A Eailway Which t:e B8tate Has
Owned for Twenty-five Years If
the Legislature Consents it will
Become the Property of the Bos-
ton and Maine.

Boston, Jan. 24.—The leg:slature willing,
w thin the next six months the Fitchburg
1.ilroad, one of the great transpoitation
Lnes of New England, which for over 25
vears has been practically under the con-
wol of the commonweaith of Massa-
chusetts, will become a part of the ios-

the stock and take in payment $5,000,000
it 3 per cent. 50 year gold bonds of tne
Foston & Maine Railroaa. As a proviso,
Lowever, the governor stuiulated "hat the
| gislature must approve ot this sale and
the subsequent lease. ‘L'he vots of the
«aecutive council was as foilows:

*yvoted, that the proposition of the Bos-
ton & Maine Railroad Company this day
submitted to the council for the purchase
by the railroad corporation of 'the out-
standing common stock of the Fitcliburg
Railroad Company now held by the com-
monwealth, be, and the seme is, hereby
accepted, subject to the conditions set
forth therein, to wit: that the lease of
the property of the Itchburg Railroad
Company as proposed be ratified by the
legislature during its present session, and
that such sale of the common stock be al-
so ratified by the legislature during its
present session.”

In view of the proposed lease of the
Boston & Albany to the New York Uen-
tral, which is also before the legislature

for approval, the action of the governor |

and council today is generally regarded
as a shrewd business move, although
there is some doubt if the selling of the
stock is mot contrary to the act of the
legislature passed seven years ago, which
contemplated keeping the stock in the
possession of the commonwealth; and not
giving it up to a rival road.

Under the act-of 1892 the stock and
bonds of the road are put “under the di-
rection_and control of a committee con-
sisfing of the governor, lieutenant gov-
ernor, treasurer and receiver general, who
shsll in all cases wherein said securities
have a voting power st any meeting of said
corporation, determine by whom and what
way such voting power shall be exercised.

“Said committee shall manage and con-
trol the common stock herein referred to
for the best interests of the common-
wealth and city of Boston and particu-
larly with a view to preventing the merg-
ing or consolidation of said railroad with,
or its control by any parallel line and to
maintain the line of the said company
permanently as an independent line from
Boston to points in New York state.”

The evident intent of this legislation was
to prevent just such a disposition of the
securities as the governor sanctioned to-
day. How the legislature will view it re-
mains to be seen.

BRYAN DEFINES THRE ISSUES

OF THE PRESIDENTIAL
CAMPAIGN.

He Is Against Truste, Against Im-
perialism, and is Sull for the
Suver Dollar as the Standard ot
the Currency System of the
United Staus.

“and,” he said, “personally I do not care
to .epecify.” He believed that lo assert
that the money question as a political
issue is dead is folly for the reason that
it vitally concerns all men and because
they are thinking of it no matter what
their station in life.

Taking up the subject of trusts, Mr.
Bryan said “the Republican party is afraid
to kill trusts because they constitute the
hen that lays the golden egg in esmpaign
times. But trusts are bad, intolerable,
and indefensible. Bad things need not
be tolerated in America.”’

Mr. Bryan concluded his speech by deal-
ing with the question of imperialism. He
said: “There are three arguments usu-
ally advaneed in defense of imperialism.
The first is that there is money in it;
second, God is in it, a mere religions argu-
ment about the destiny of our nation;
and thirdly, the political argument that
we are in it and we can’t get out.”

As to the first argument I would not
take all the trade in the universe if it had
to be purchased by the loss of a single
American life. It ought to be remembered
that imperialism will impose upon us the
necessity of an army big enough to make
our flag feared, but not loved.

The eonclusion of Mr. Bryan’s. speech
was marked by another enthusiastic dem-
onstration. He was driven at once from
the' hall through a wildly cheering crowd
in the street to the depot where he took
the 4.17 train for New York.

The object in view is
the improvement of the character and qual-
itg of the grain, etc., grown in Canada, an
effort widely appreciated, and the choice of
varieties to be sent out will be confined tc
those which have been found to succeed well
at the Experimental Farms.

But, such is.the pat-
riotiem of the average Englishman and
such is the strength of the comservative
organization’ that it will be surprising if
Lord Salisbury’s majority is even appre-
ciably weakened. This mere tally of votes,
however, must not be construed as a real
index of national feeling, for many a man
will go to the government lobby who, out-
side, bas privately declared some one
ought to be hanged for maladministration,
and that if Lord Salisbury did not disas-
sociate himself from the system or cul-
prits responsible for the national humil-
iation, he must eventually take the con-
sequences. The inner circles of the gov-
ernment are perfectly well aware of such
an eventuality, but they have no fears for
the immediate future, implicitly believing
in a successful climax of the war and
trusting it will offget the initial blunders.

Opposition Has No Leader.

Another cogent reason for prophesying
that the session will be barren of changes
affecting the balance of power is that the
opposition, apparently, is hopelessly di-
wided. 'Nothing showed this better than
Mr. John Morley’s speech at Forfar, Jan.
8, when, for the first time, he publicly

nificent speech this week and the speeches
which he has recently delivered, have been
convineing men of, all parties of his excep-
tional breadth of mind, patriotism and
ability to face a national crisis sanely and
perhaps, it is not stretching the bow to
say he, today, commands British confi-
dence to a greater extent than Lord Sal-
isbury. Yet, it is impossible for the Lib-
erals to unite on him, and, as the Satur-
day Review says, “he is so admirable out
of office that no one would risk putting
him in.” ’ .

“We have learned many things; but
chiefly, we have learned that long range
guns and rifles minimize tremendously the
advantage which formerly accrued to the
aggressor.

“Yet, I thoroughly believe and I am
not speaking without experience, that had
any continental nation undertaken the
same task with the same force it would
by this time have been wiped out. There
are a lot of things which might have been
learned had we watched your land fight-
ing at Santiago. But, we did not. As a
result, we did not have nippers to cub
wire, and we knew nothing about Maus-
ers. But, the appreciation of our short-
comings only makes us the more deter-
mined. It may be six months and it may
be a year, but we shall achieve_our ob-
s ”»

Disputes Which Arise When Players are
_Tied for First.

Though the season is still young and
the progressive eucar> cltbs hardly in
full swing, several clubs are already deep-
ly agitated over a question that before
the winter is ended will cause discussion
in many similar organizations.

. second. This plan is not commonly fol-
i lowed.

“The usual method is for those tied for
first place to cut for the first prize, allow-;
ing the holder of second place to take:
the second prize without further compe- |
tition on his part. By cutting for first
prize those tied for that honmor tacitly
waive all claim to second prize, for it is
manifestly unfair that any one person
should ‘have a chance at two prizes in the
. same contest. o

“In events where the prizes are in
money, as in horse-racing stages, a simp-
ler solution is found. In such a case the
owners of horses tied for any place divide
the purse constituting the prize for the
winner of that place or else the race is
Tun over.”

PORTO RICV's GUVERNMENT.

SEFA 'E COMMITTEE ARRARG-
ING DETAILS 'FOR THE
ISLANDERS

Executive Style of Epslling Is Not
Adopted—Ythe Constizution of the
United States Not to Be Given
—American Money to be the Ex-
change Medium—Tariff.

Washington, Jan. 27.—The senate ocom-
mittee on Porto Rico has decided, so far
as it can decide, that the island whose

, affairs it has under its particular care,
shall be known as Porto Rico and not

Puerto Rico as fixed by a recent executive
order. The
toe meeting the committee in connec-
tion with the Foraker bill providing a
form of government for the island and
decision upon the spelling of the name was
unanimous. The committee went over the
bill in detail, deciding upon many changes
in phraseology and some alterations in the
general provisions of the measure.

ably

was to strike out the word “constitution”
wherever it appeared in the original print
of the bill, which extended the provisions
of the constitution as well as of the laws

of the United States to the island. The

change was made because of the opinion
generally expressed by the members of
the committee that our constitution is not
suited to the Porto Rico people. The
opinion was also quite general that the
extension of the constitution wss: not
necessary. Some of the senators express
the opinion that the natives of the island
were not yet prepared for jury trials.

United States Coins.

Another amendment provides for the
retirement of Porto Rican coins and sub-
stitute for them the coins of the United
States. The secretary of the treasury is
authorized to redeem the silver coiu known
as the peso and all other silver and copper
Porto Rican coins now'in circulation, at
the present rate of sixty cents ‘n the
money of the United ‘States for one peso.
This rate is to be applied in the exchange
of other coins. No coins ‘but those of
the United States are to be legal tender
in Pomip. Rico for more than threz months
after tHe passage of the act. Ano*her pro-
vision authorizes the president to appoint
an officer of the army to be governor of
the island notwithstanding any present
laws to the contrary, but the appo ntment
of such officer is made optional with the
president. All laws enacted by tte Porto
Rican legislature are to be reported to Con-
gress which reserves the right to annul
them if considered necessary.

Not Entirely Free Trade.

The provisions of the bill relating to the
tariff, the federal courts, internal revenue
and a delegate in the congress of the Uni-
ted States were passed over until a full
attendance of members of the committee
could be secured, one or two of the mem-
bers being absent during a greater part
of the day. There was, however, more
or less discussion of the provisions relat-
ing ‘to all these subjects and especially
to that giving free trade to the island
with the United States proper. The con-
census of opinion of the members present
seemed to be favorable to aslight duty,
amounting to 25 or 30 p. c. on articles
imported into the United States from
other countries.

It was decided to amend the provision
relating to a congressional delegate so as
to require that if the provision is left in
the bill the delegate shall read und write
the English language.

Appointment of an Executive Council.

The provision for the election of mem-
bers of the lower house of the Porto Rican
legislature was left unchanged, hut tkere
was considerable discassion of an amend-
ment suggested by Senator Fai.hanks
abolishing the legislature and putiing the
government entirely in the hands of a
council to be appointed by the president
of the United States, this council to con-
sist of 12 members and only five of them
to be residents of the island. The com-
mittee will probably meet again Wednes-
day to complete the bill.

THE CHURCHILLS, PAST AND
PRESENT.

It was not to be expected that any
thing like the Anglo-Boer war could pass
by without several of the Churchills
“coming to the front” after the tradition
the family have lived up to in almost any
age since the Great Duke and the Great
Duchess occluded the public eye nigh two
centurics ago. The Churchills never have
been backward. I'wo of them—Winston
Churchill and Lady Sarah Wilson—have
made the best figures of any of the Brit-
ish in South Africa since the war began.
Two others—the Duke of Marlborough
and the boy, John Churchill—are about
to embark for the battleground, with no
intention of obscuring themselves, be ‘t
understood. The Churchills are proud of
their race, although there are older and
better gentry in England who affect to
disregard the family’s pretensions. But
no ene can deny that the Churchill blood
is always active and ever achieving.

For some few years there has been
notable a great Churchill renascence. 'L'he
Late Lord Randolph Churchill made his
mark. He surpassed the duke himself.
His son and his widow are by no means
allowing the world to forget them. It is
no derogation of American women, by tle
way, to say that such of them as have
allied themselves to the family have caugit
the family spirit. The Duchess Consuelo
was late hostess to his imperial majesty of
Germany—in a way a greater triumph
than Lady Curzon’s vice-royalty. Lady
Randolph Churchill is discussed some-
what more than any other woman in sing-
land. And so it shall be per omnia secula
seculorum.

Once upon a time I had the honor of
meeting in a London drawing-room, a gen-
tleman of the old scheol, whe talked and
acted as if he had just stepped out of one
of Austin Dobson’s books. This eight-
eenth century knight said to me, casually:

MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP.

GOVERNOR PINGREE SAYS
STREET RAILWAYS
S8HOULD BELONG

To the Citizens, 88 the Streets, the
Water Works, the Parks snd
Lighting Plants Now Do—Cor-
porat:ons qnonm Be Excluded
from Frenchises.

Chicago, Jan. 27.—Governor P.ngree of

Michigan delivered an address on “Muni- ;

cipal Ownership of Street Railways and
Other Public Utilities,” before the Mar-
quette Club this evening. He said in part:

.“A misconception of what municipal
ownership is and means has gradually
taken possession of people because of the
day by day steady presentation by biased
newspapers and others of incorrect facts
and illogical arguments.

‘“Municipal ownership is not a ncw thing.
The principle involved in it is almost as
old as democratic government itself. There
are more than 200 varieties of undertak-
ings and business now engaged in by gov-
ernments. Among these are schools,parks; |

streets, 'bridxee,v_vaterworka, libraries,mus-

cums, . armies, niavies, postoffice, lighting
plants, etc. These all involve government
or municipal ownership. The principle is
the same in all of them. The government,
either national or state or city, owns or
ma or controls them. Jkey are
either for the benefit or convenience or
protection of all the people. Non= of them
is now regarded as the special province of
private corporations. One by one the
government has been assuming the owner-
ship and control of the public utilities.
Very little complaint has been heard be-
cause it has done so. The management
of some of them has always been regarded
as the peculiar function of government.
Others have first been controlled by in-
dividuals and private corporations and
afterwards assumed by the government.
The results of government ownership have
proved so satisfactory. to the people that
there has been absolutely no demand for
return to private ownership.

Public Necessities.

Water, light and transportation are the
three great public necessities. Public own-
ership of the first two being assuved, the
last, transpertation, is bound to follow.

‘“You will find that municipal owner-
ship of street railways will be opposed,
and vigorously too, only by those whose

selfish personal interests warp or control |

their reason. - And I am willing o pre- |
dict that the movement will pass through
the same stages as have municipal and
government ownership of water works,
postoffices, lighting plants, ete. But ITam
confident that, in the long run, and not
many years hence, municipal ownership
of street railways will be an accomplished
fact in the principal cities of the country.
The people will then (as they do now in
the ‘case of water works and lizghting
plants) wonder why any one opposed mun-
icipal ownership of street railways.”

Objections to Municipal Ownership.
The governor then stated and answered

“The principal objections which are offer-

ed to municipal ownership of" street rail-
ways.” i o

“Municipal ownership of publ'c utili
ties,” he said, “is simply the people re-
claiming what they have given away to a
favored few individuals and corperations.
I do not claim that government owuership
should extend beyond natural monepolies.
The streets, rivers and other water courses
belong to all the people.There is no reason’
why a favored few should make money
out of them at the expense of tBeir real
owners. The people should reclaim and
operate for their benefit such natural
monopolies as streets and street railways,
telephone plants, gas and electric lighting
works, eanals, ferries, bridges, harbors,
water fronts, docks, ete.

“Our city governments are suffering
from various ills, boss-plague, ringrule and
corruption in common councils being among
them. But tls:se evils exist becsuse of
the indifference of the people and especial-
ly of the neglect of the ordinary obligations
of citizenship by those who declaim the
bitterest against those evils.”

ASHANTI AT HALIFAX.

Captain Reports a Very Rough Pas-
sage.

Halifax, Jan. 28.—The -overdue steamer
Ashanti, from Moville, reached here this
afternoon after battling with head gales
and high seas for 21 days. The captain
stated that in all his sea-going experience
he never encountered such weather as he
met with this time.The steamer being in bal
last he found it almost impossible at times
to make headway against the storms. Some
times she would fall off into the trough
of the sea and roll in a frightful manner.
Her deck was swept of almost all mov-
ables, sails were all blown to shreds and
the engines and hull were badly strained.
On the 16th one fireman, Albert Mellard,
went insane, jumped overboard and was’
lost. After effecting some repairs to her
machinery the steamer will proeeed for
St. John.

A CHINESE GAME.

ABDICATION OF THE EMPEROR
WILL CAUSE DISTURB-
ANCES.

Extraordinary precautions
Lave been taken at the viece regal capi-
tuls to prevent uprisings. The troops have
been served with ball cartridges.

The interior of China is greatly excited
and progressive Chinese are begging the
American, British and Japanese ministers
to intervene and restore the emperor to
Power.

THE ANTISEPTIC BABY.

I think the latest Boston notion is the
antiseptic baby. - We have a sign, “Anti-

septic Barbers,” on Washington street, - -

and I think I have in a genmeral way
known babies before which were practi-
cally antiseptic; but I met one the other
afternoon which was completely so, as a
matter of intention and organization. This
baby belongs to some very highly culti-'
vated people. Its food is compounded for
it by prescription and served out to it by
weighed ounces;it sleeps by the $ick of
the clock, and, I am sure, takes a certain
measured number of breaths out of doors
each day. It goes barefooted, like all well
regulated babies. On the afternoon I
have mentioned a lady called on the baby’'s ™
mother, and the baby was exhibited. The
visitor admired it very much, and, reach-
ing out her kid-gloved hand with a quick
movement, touched the baby’s bare foot
caressingly. Upon this the mother
screamed, turned pale and snatched the
baby away. “Why, what have I done?”
asked the visitor. “Oh, you know,” said
the mother, ‘“we never allow any one to
touch our baby; they might bring it
germs.” The visitor protested that she
was sorry to have subjected the baby to
such a peril. “I shouldn’t have minded it
so much if your hands had been bare,”
said the mother, ‘“but you know kid
gloves may be a refuge for bacteria!”
“Indeed?” said the visitor, ‘“then I hope
in order that I may go away feeling easier
that you will wash the poor baby’s foot
in some antiseptic solution. I should
worry if you dide’t!” “Well, that is
just what we are going to do,” said the
mother. And a bottle was brought which
contained a carefully preseribed solution
of some germicide acid, and the baby’s
foot and leg were carefully bathed in it.—

The negroes forra a major-
ity of the population in some of the
Southern States, while in others they are
almost as numerous as the whites, and if
they are unable to-maintain their own poli-
tical rights, and to advanee in civilization
under such conditions, it must be from
some latent defect in their character which
prevents them from realizing what 'their
friends regard as their destiny. There is
no doubt that the megroes in times past
have labored ‘under great disadvantages,
gocial and otherwise, but in countries
where they are sufficisntly numerous to
form a community of their owa, there
does not, seem to be 4ny reason why they
should suffer from oppression. - They have
the same educational advantages that
white people possess; they have the same
civil rights, and if they have the same
thrift, intelligence and industry their on-
ward progress cannot be retarded. Inm
British South Afriea the negroes are far
more numerous than the whites, and they
ara the possessors of votes also to the
same degree as the white people, yet they
do not advance as much as it seems they
ought to ‘do, although it is to be hoped as
education becomes more diffused among
them their progress will be mose rapid.
The most promising experiments that
are being made in connection with the
advancement of the negroes, are the in-
dustrial colleges in the Southera States,
in. whieh they are taught various handi-
crafts, so that they may do their share of
the skilled labor of the country. As in-
dustry must be regarded as the founda-
tion of all success and presperily, either
in an individual or a pation, such institu-
tions will be found to be,more efficient for
the solution of the negro problem than
any amount of speech making.

! duction, no longer in the future then next
| year Ggmﬂny is to go to war with Great
| Britain, defeat her in séveral naval en-
! gagements, and a gemeral breakup of the
' British empire is to follow. If Germany
| really desires to have a final reckoning
with England, we respectfully suggest that
the first atiention of the German reek-
oners be directed to the re-payment of the
money which Great Britain advanced dur-
ing the Napoleomic wars to enable their
. beggarly country to maintain and arm its
’ army, so that it might be of some use in
checking Napoleon’s power. The Germans,
who now brag so much of their military
prestige, although they have not had a
European war for thirty .years, are not '
more confident of their superiority to
other nations than were the Prussians at
the beginning of the century, who relied
upon the prestige their armies had won
in the time of Frederick the Great. Yet
they were smashed to pieces so sunfmar-
ily and suddenly by Napoleon that really
his' advance against Berlin was largely in
the nature of a procession, and we cannot
learn that from that ¢ime until their war
with feeble Denmark in 1863 thé Prussians
ever showed any military ability. Certain-
ly their share in checking the army of'
Napoleon during the Waterloo campaign
was very slight for they were soundly
thrashed at Ligny, and took but a small
part in the battle of Waterloo. However,
if they will pay back the many millions
of good British gold which England gave
them at that time and before no doubt
-their insolence will ba forgiven, for their,
friendship is of no value, and indeed it is
better for Great Hritain to understand
that Germany, a country on which she has

If the disasters which have befallen the
British army since the war in South Africa
began had occurred under a Liberal admin-

istration what an outery the Tories would
have raised in regard to the inability of the
Liberals to maintain the honor of the coun-
try. ‘If Mr. Gladstone had been in power
when such events ook place, he would have
been in some danger of being mobbed, as he
was at one time not many years ago'by
high-spirited gentlemen, who denounced
him as an enemy of his eountry, and whe
did everything in their power to discredit
the greatest statesman that has appeared
in England during the nineteenth century.
We heard much of the disgrace of retiring
from the Transvaal after Majuba Hill, but
Majuba Hill was a trifle eompared to the
disasters which have oecurred since the
present war commeneed. There a few
hundred men were driven from a position
by the Boers, here we have great armies
checked in every direction, and the whole
military machine brought to a standstill.
In this crisis in the affairs of a nation, the
British liberals are displaying a high degree
of patriotism. They are thinking first of
their ocountry, and only secondly of their
party interests, and they are cheerfully ce-
operating with the Governmen in every
offort o redeem #he sitmation. Yet it is
impossible for the most fervemt patriot,
either in Great Britain or the edlonies, te
eonceal from his eyes the faed that the dis-
asters which have befallen the British army
in South Africa are largely of a character
for which the Govermment are respon-
sible. It appears that she present British
administration went into the war with-
out any adequate eoneeption of wnat
it would involve.

We do not know whether this was the fault
of the commander-in-chief, Lord Wolseley,
or of the political side of the department,
but in any case, the government and the
war office, of which Lord Lansdowne was
the head, must be held responsible. This is
not the first time that Great Britain has
fallen behind in respect to guns. It is a
remarkable fact that the British war office
has been always slow to move in matters
affecting the improvement of its armament.
When the Duke of Wellington was com-
mander-in-chief, he opposed all improve-
ments in the infantry army, holding that
the old musket of Queen Anne’s time was
the queen of weapons, and that it could not
be improved upon. When the Crimean war
Broke out this antiquated weapon was the
arm of the British infantry, but fortunately
the government were able to secure a num-
®er_of. rifles on a pattern invented by a
Frenchman named Minie, and many
of the regiments were armed with
that weapon: & fact 'which was a
great assistance in the battles of the Cri-
mean war, . Lager the British war office au-
thorities declined to give any countenance
to breach- loading rifles, and it was not
until the war between Prussia and Austria,
in 1866, had demonstrated the greas superi-

ority of the needle gun. that the British |

government seemed willing to move. Then
the whole nation went into a wild panic,
and in great haste the weapon which the
army wag wsing, the old Entield rifle, was
eonverted intoa breach loader on the system
invented by Mr. Boider. The Snider-Enfields

In
1862, at the time of the Trent affair, the
British army was provided with a breach
loading field gun, invented by Sir William
Armstrong: , These gans had proved of the
greatest value daring the Persian war,
which was just, then ended, and con-
tributed largely to the triumph. of the
British arms, yet ab the instamce of some
of the war office officials they were
thrown aside and the mussle loading field
gun remained the weapon of the British
army for more than a quarter of a century,
although every nation in Enrope had breach
loading gums. These high -officials who had
possession of the war office resisted every
attempt to give ‘Great Britain an improved
gun, and maintained, in spite of reason, that
the muzzde-loading field gun was the more
effective weapon. The same official blind-
ness appears to have been the cause of the
Britith guns now in wse in Sonth Africa
being inferior to ‘those of the Boers. One
would suppose that with the resources of a
mighty empire attheir command, and with
every .inducement to proyide themselves
with the latest and 'mest efficient weapons,
the British war office would see to it that no
nation is:allowed to surpass Great Brifain
in the 'matter of .artillery. Yet it is a
melancholy fact that shis has been done,
and that the disasters which have overtaken
the British arms in South Afriea, may be
largely traced to.this war office neglect.

In the matter of the proper kind of troops
to send out, the British war office _seems to
have Blandered sadly. As the Boer troops
are all mounted, they possess a degree of
mobility which no infantry soldier ean pos-
sibly bave, and therefore it was imperative
that Great Britain in making & war against
the Boers should send out large bodies of
mounted men. Butso blind were the men
that were at the head of affairs in Great
Britain:that hardly-any mounted men were
seat out at first, and even now the number
of mounted men in South Africa does
mot -exceed five or six thousand,
20 that the British armiee
were ‘heavily handicapped in the con-
tests from the veryfirst. ‘When the fiest
@anadian contingent vwas sent out it was
intimated by the British authorivies that
eavalry were not wanted, but only infantry,
although there must have been many mea
in touch with the war office, who have
served in South Africa against the Boers,
and who eould have informed the Marquis

Now
we see the fruits of this stupidity and neg-
lect in & suecession of disasters, such as has
mever been known in conmection with the
British army sinoe the era of the American
Revolution. Now we see & brave, proud,
wealthy, sad high-spirited nation disgraced
and humiliated hy the imbecility of its
rulers. It is » melancholy spectacle, but it
must be endared until better imen arise to
take the places of these who hawe so shame-
fully mismanaged this war. .

FEELING THE COMPETITION.

Governor Roosevelt presented to the state
legislature on Thursday last the repert of
the commitbee appointed to inquire into the
causes of the decline of commerce at the
port of New York, as well as the condition
and prospeots of the New York state canals.
With respect to the former matter, the
committee attributed the decline te the dis-
criminations by railroads in favor ef other
ports, and suggest the prompt imprevemen
of the canals and canal terminals as & res-
edy. The enlargement of the Erie canal is
strongly urged. - lm relation te this water-
way Govemnor Rooseévelt said:— :

“Neither New York nor New York state
can afford to rest supine while their eager
business rivals strive every nexve to
away the.commerce which has been so la:ge
s gu’t of their life-blood. New York is the
only state through which, beeause of its
topogn hy, it is possible to transpert
freight by water from the great basin ef the
Mississippi ¢o the Atlantic. ‘The Dominion
of Canada en the north has similar advan-
tages, and how well the Canadians have
availed themselves of them, the final opening
L of their great canal systemi last fall conelu-
Jdsively prowes. If we de mot impreve our
fown canals, we shall have nothing where-
with to meet the advantages conferred upen
Canadian corcmerce by her canals on the
north, while we deprive ourselves of a preat
Laid in the struggle with eur busiuess rivals
in our own -country, leaving ourselves at
{she mercy of a combination made by rail-
\roads for the benefit of other localities.”
The estimated cost of enlarging the canal
iis put down .at $60,000,000, and with the

London Takes the News Quietly, and Determined to

Keep on Until

Efforts.

SPION KOP ABANDONED.

London, Jan. 26, 11.10 a. m.—The war
eoffice has just posted the following de-
spatch from Gen. Buller, dated at Spear-
man’s Camp, Thursday, Jan. 25, noon:—

“Gen. Warren’s garrison, I am sorry to
say, I find this morning had in the mnight
abandoned Spion Kop.”

Gen. Buller reports that the British
casualties Jan. 24 were: Killed—Oflicers,
6; non-commissioned officers and men, 18;
wounded—Officers, 12; non-commissioned

and men, 142; missing, 31 men.
. Gen. Buller’s despach is dated Spear-
man’s Camp, Jan. 26, at 10.25 a. m., so
there.  has been no delay in the communi-
eation passing between Gen.- Buller and
the war office.

The killed include Colonel Buchanan
Riddell, of the Kings Royal Rifles. He
served in the Niger war of 1881. It is not
clear whether the casualties include those
at Spion Kop, or only those resulting
from the fighting prior to the Spion Kop
engagement. I

London, Jan. 27, 4 a. m.—Seven days
of fighting have left the main Boer posi-
tions intact and Gen. Buller’s army 706
men weaker, ' according to the official
easualty lists, which seemingly do not in-
clude the Spion Kop losses, as those for-
warded do not mention Gen. Woodgate’s
wounding.

Buller Blames Col. Long.

ANOTHER CANADIAN BOY KILLED.

Torente, Jan. 26.—Vice-President Os-
borne, of the Massey-Harris Company, Te-
ceived a cable from the war office today
announcing his son, Lieut. J. W. Os-
borne, of the Scottish Rifles, had been
killed in action January 24, while fighting
with Buller’s force in Natal. Lieut. Os-
borne was 27 years of age and graduated
from the Royal Military College, King-
ston, in 1895 and entered the army in
1897. Omly today Mr. Osborne received
two letters from his son, describing the
first attempt to cross the Tugela and en-
closing plans of Boer fortifications.

A BOER PRISONER’'S STORY.

Durban, Wednesday, Jan. 24.—One hun-
dred and sixty Boers captured during Gen.
Buller’s recent operations have arrived
here. A Free Stater, who is among the
recent arrivals, says that President Steyn
has been removing his furniture to Pre-
toria where several of his officials have
taken houses.

It is also reported that no big guns are
now left in the Pretoria forts and that
the Boers have exhausted their stock of
good Mauser cartridges and are now is-
suing cartridges formerly condemned by
Gen. Joubert. They are said to be manu-
facturing 12,000 cartridges and 200 shells
daily at the dynamite factory.

Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 24.—A sub-committee
of the cabinet has been appointe to consid-
er the question of putting an export duty
on nickel. The members of the committes
are Sir Richard Cartwright, Sir Louis
Davies, Hon. W. 8. Fielding, Hon. A. G.
Blair, and Hon. William Paterson. A
meeting of the committee was held in the
office of the minister of trade and com-
merce this afternoon. There has been
considerable pressure brought to bear on
the government for some time past to take
advantage of the power granted by par
liament to place an export duty on nickel
since the province of Ontario has taken
the lead in dealing with matters of this
kind, as has already been shown in its
enactments in regard to logs and its de-
clared policy in respect to certain ores.
The cry for Dominion legislation in the
way of an export duty on nickle has been
gradually dying away. However, a num-
ber of prominent men still strong in -the
beliefs that it would be a wise thing to
enact an export duty and strong repre-
sentations"have been made to the govern-
ment in that direction. It was to deal
with these that today’s meeting was held.

TOLEDO SWORDS.

Marvelous Art in Making Them Has
About Passed Away.

The peculiar excellence to which the
sleel of Toledo owed its extraordinary
fame throughout Europe is said to have
been due to some special virtue possessed
Ly the sand and water of the Tagus, just
as the glorious beer of Munich is attribut-
ed to some special property in the water
of the Isar. The original iron came from
the Basque mines of Mondragon, and was
also deemed essential to the general re-
=sult. Now, however, both iron and steel
~re imported from abroad and the manu-
facture has sunk if anything below the
average mediocrity of Europe. ‘ihis is as
striking an evidence as any of the univer-
sal decadence of Spain, for the famous
weapons of Toledo attracted attention in
rong as far back as tne days of the Ro-
mans.

The Moors, as usual, advanced the art

to its highest pinnicle and, though the | WRECK’S

armorers of ¥rance and Milan may have
produced more artistic designs, Shakes-
peare was certainly justified in pronounc-
ing “Toledo’s trusty” to be the ‘“‘soldier’s

dyeam.” Each of the greatest makers had
