(music halls), to which the Committee at-
tribute much of the present debasement in
public taste, are also to be kept under
closer supervision.

—The London correspondent of the Man-
chester Guardian relates how on Monday
the covers which concealed the throne and
royal chairs of state in the House of Lords
were removed in honor of a visit from Miss
Nellie Grant, daughter of the President.
This'is a compliment, he says, which has
never been paid to a royal visitor. The
throne, &c., is always covered up during
the debates, except upon the occasions
when bills receive the royal assent by com-
mission. Miss Grant entered the House
shortly after five, in company with Gen.
Schenck and Miss Schenck. She was very

lainly dressed in black. The American
Minister is well acquainted with the prin-
cipal peers, and his explanations were lis-
tened to with great interest by his youth
ful guest. She was fortunate in hearing a
speech by Lord Cairns, who is very popa-
lar with the Americans just pow. Another
and much more brilliant party occupied
the opposite seats in the Peeresses’ Gal-
lery—the four Burmese Ambassadors, who.
clad in robes of white flowing muslin,
looked cool emough to move the envy of
those who were sweltering in black cloth
garments.

—A wonderlul escape is reported from
Bilston, in South Staffordshire. A miner
was shut up in a pit, when there was a
tremendous fall of coal, and soon after the
pit was quite flooded with water. It was
thought that even if the poor fellow had
escaped suffocation from the coal, his death
by drowning was imevitable. Yet, after
many hours imprisonment, the man was
taken out alive and unhurt. He was
strong enough too, to walk home to his
wife and children, which he insisted on
being allowed  to do. To those supposed
bereaved ones, his appearance seemed
literally that of one risen from the dead.
Their joy and amazement may be readily
conceived, sinee no case of deliverance
under like circumstances was ever before
known in Bilston.

—Recent intelligence from France states
that orders have been issued for the exe-
cution of more of the Communist prisoners®
and that the unfortunate men will be shot
in the field of Sartory. Howevar justifiable
and necessary was the severity displayed
in extinguishing the rebellion, it seews,
atter this lapse of time, a needless shedding
of blood to proceed with the executions.
It is now more than & year since the in-
surrection was quelled, and it is surely
time for a change of policy towards the
prisoners remainino in custody. President
Thiers might well look to the bright ex-
ample of the United States in dealing with
their vanquished brethren, and learn the
wisdom ot mercy and conciliation.

The Mammoth Vinegar Works
This factory i~ sicuated on the corner of
Pitt and Main streets, (east end.) 1t oc-

cupies three lots and is 100 feet long, 16!
feet wide and 4 stories high. The first flat |

is occupied by the generators and vinegar.
room. The second flat for the office and
the warehouse, the third is used for stor-
ing empty casks and the fourth for storage
and cooperage. It is owned by the proprie-
tors O. V. Troop & Co. Their sales dur-
ing the season amount to abont 200,000
gallons. The proprietor informed us that
the quality of their vinegars compares fa-
vorably with the best made in the Domin-
ion, and successfully competes in the
markets of the world with the malt vine-
gars of England and the white wine of
France. In the cruet it is highly prized by
the people of the Lower Provinces, and
chemical experts have pronounced it to be
a superior article for culinary, pickling,
and medicinal purposes. The works em-
ploy ten hands and make a market for
empty casks, and a barrel factory is car-
ried on in Nova Scotia by the proprietors
which supplies them with nearly all the
casks used. In the generating room there
are 80 generators 9 feet high and also 9
tabs capable ot holding from 300 to 600
gallons each. The generators are used for
manafacturing the vinegar, which is made
of Nova Secotia cider, pure spirit,and cheap
French wines, imported from France for
the purpose. They can easily manufac-
ture if sales could be effected 1,000 gallons
a day.. The proprietor says that their pro-
cess of manufacturing appears to be an im-
provement on the quick German process.
In keeping qualities the vinegar is, said to
be good and will increase its strength for
5to 7 years. Their consumption of pure
spirit last year was about 20,000 gallons,
besides large quantitiesef cider and wines.
In front of the establishment it has the
appearance of a lively business being car-
ried on. Teams loading and re-loading for
different parts of the city and for shipment
to foreign ports. They ship large quanti-
ties to Europe, West India, South Ameri-
ca,and one or two shipments have been
made direct to Montreal. Nova Scotia and
West Indies are steady markets. In the
factory will be seen tier upon tier of vinegar
all around. The factory is well worth
visiting as the proprietor is courteous and
will take visitors all over it and explain
everything to any one who visits his fac-
tory, and charge nothing for choice drinks
of the lively flaid.
