Union was not a horse trade. It was a
union of separate provinces under one
Government, machinery being establish-
ed for a fair division of the revenue
among the members of ‘the Confedera-
tion, It was a grand experiment, and,
so far as New Brunswick is concerned,
it failed. The financial arrangements
deemed equitable by Mr. Tilley, Mr.
Willis, Mr. Elder and other publicists
have proved unjust to ourselves, and we
fall back on the spirit of the Union for a
readjustment, taking it for granted that
no member of the Confederation wishes
to see one member suffer injustice, even
though it be in the bond.

What did we expect to get from the
revenues of Canada? . A sum sufficient
for the maintenance of the Provincial
Government and such public works as
were left to us. Did any one ever con-

getting less than this? Certainly not.
But after a short trial what situation do
we find ourselves in? We find that our
surplus has been exhausted at the rate
of about $50,000 a year, and that we
shall have to levy a direct Provincial
tax or materially reduce the customary
appropriations for education and road
service. But we don’t want to do either,
we should not be asked to do either, and
we cannot do either without greatly in-
juring the growth of the Province. We
.are sinking $50,000 annually, and our
liabilities are to be increased by the
Albert Railway subsidy, the Provincial
Penitentiary legislation of Parliament,
and the claims of Canada for interest on
a balance of debt, while our revenues

$63,000 per annnm in 1877. Our deficit
will then be fully $150,000 per annum,
should the present state of things re-
main in existence, and this must be
raised by a direct tax on the Province.
Does New Brunswick deserve to be
left in this condition? Let us see what
she contributes to the general revenue
in comparison with her sister Provinces.
While Ontario and Quebec pay $1.80,
and Nova Scotia $3.90, per capita, New
Brunswick pays $5.08, her whole con-
tribution amounting to $1.452,837.53,
fully 150,000 more than she receives.-
She ought, of course, to pay scmething
more than is returned to her, as there

Our contribution to the
revenues is not only greater than that
of any other Province, but it isincreas-
ing at the rate of twelve percent.a
year faster than that of the average
gontributions of the Provinge.

Now this is what we are doing for Ca-
nada, contribnting more to its revenues
than any other Province, while we
have been eating up our capital at the
rate of $50,000 a year and have the de-
lightful prospect of becoming called on
shortly to provide for an annual deficit
of $150,000 direct taxation.

Our manicipal - taxes arequite heavy,
providing as they do, in money or la-
bor, for the by-roads, for the support of
the poor, for the maintenance of and
{he execution of the laws, and in great
part for the public “edneation . of - the
youth of the land. Our entire direct
and indirect taxation is as heavy as-that
of any other Province, and, while others
have sufficient means for public purpos-
es, notwithstanding the exercise of the
greatest economy, we are bankrupt.
This is the situation exactly,

Which do we want? Money enough
for present and prospective public ser-
vices. We want the general Govern-
ment, directly or indirectly, to in-
crease our subsidy fully $50,000, by al-
lowing our debt to be a million greater
than it was fixed at, the interest aceru-
ing tous on the surplus, or some other
way; we want the ‘$63,000 subsidy to
be made perpetnal; and we want sqme
of the burdens we now: bear—publie
heplth and the expenses entailed by the
penitentiary legislation, for ‘instarice—
to be removed. Then we want an equiy-
alent for'our export duties,. a .subsidy
for the Albert Railway, and the placing
of our official salaries on a level with
those of equal rank in other Provinces.
Looking into the fature, we see the pos-
sibility of again needing more money
and claim that there should be no limi-
tation on which the eighty-cent-a-head
subsidy should be calculated.

We are satisfied that, if Mr. Tilley’s
Government would take up our cause
heartily, and appesl to Parliament’s
sense of fairness and justice, a bill for
placing us on a fair financial basis would
pass by a.two-thirdg' vote. Will the
members of Parliament who assemble
at Fredericton to-morrow pledge them-
selves to make the securing of the Bet-
ter Terms required by our Province the
first aim of their Parliamentary exist-
ence? They should do so.

Notwithstanding the fact that the
riots in East Quebec on nomination
day were of far lesy conseqiience thian
at first represented, it would appear
that further disturbdnces are looked for
during the exeitcmentdfithe election on;
Monday and Tuesday. The outbreak
has evidently excited much apprehen-
sion on the part of the citizens and au-
thorities, and the Lieut. Governor hus
accordingly taken precautionary mea-
sures by ordefing the attendance of the
military. It is to be hoped their inter-
ference will be unnecessary.

As seen by ourFredericton despatches
the business- of our Local Rarliament
has been entered upon in due form The
speech of the Lieut. Governor contains
the suggestion dlveady foreshadowed in
the TRIBUNE, in regard to Better Terms,
the Colonization Scheme, Mines, etc.,
and its tone indicapes nothing to pre-
vent the anxiously expected short ses-
sion.

Equitable Assessment Wanted
To the Editor of the Tribune.

Siz: A ‘writer in one of the morning
papers, in reference to taxations, sug-
gests a “standard” which to my mind is
one that will exactly meet our case; it is
as below :—

«1st. A fixed poll of $2.50.

«9nd. Real estate taxed at its market-
¢ able value.

¢ 3rd. Income, which shall mean the
“annual income or emolument derived
« from personal property orfromany office,
« profession, business, labor or employ-
<« ment as follows: Under $400 exempt;
¢ 400 to be rated at $100; $500 at $150;
« 8600 and upwards at its full value, less
« g living expense of four hundyed dol-
e ldrs.”

When we find that our taxes now an-
nually reach the astounding sum of one
quarter of a million of dollars, it certainly
{s a matter of no small importance to the
tax-payers that some reasonable basis
should te cdopted andthat as sp:edily ¢s
possible. Why do not our Aldermen,
Councillors and Magistrates meet and at
once take such action as will secure, this
winter, legislation that will properly ap-
portion the above large amounts equit-
bly over.

Rev. Dr Gutherie.

The death of the eminent Schottish di-
vine, the Rev. Dr. Gutherie, is annonnced
in the despatches.

Dr. Gutherie was bornin Arechin, For-
farshire, Scotland, in the year 1800, and
educated for the ministry in the Univer-
sity of Edinburgh. Before commencing
his pastoral duties he studied medicine in
Paris with the view of assisting the poor
medically. In 1830 he was ordained over
the parish of Arbilot, from whence he
was called to Edinburgh, co-operated
with Drs. Chalmers, Cunningham and
Candish in establishing, in 1843, the Free
Church of Scotland, of which he has since
been a prominent member. During the
famine of 1847 he rendered great assist-
ance to his destitute countrymen,and was
instrumental in instituting in Edinburgh
industrial schools for the benefit of the
destitute and homeless children.

Dr. Guthrie was the most eloquent and
eminent minister and the leading philan-
thropist in Scotland. He had promised
to visit the United States to attend the
General Conference of the Evangelical
Alliance in October next, providing his
health permitted. - He had retired from
the pulpit somne years ago on account of
the failure of his voice, and devoted his
time to philanthropic pursuits, and also
to the editorship of the Sunday Magazine.
Of late years he has been subject to heart
, disease, to which he has finally succumbed,
in the qn\'m\t)’«!hird year of his age,

A Danbury man who is considerdbly
annoyed by cats that occupy the roof to

There was a sharp and very unexpected
explosion, a shattering of about seven-
teen thousand panes of glass, as it were,
and a much frightened and subdued man,
but no cats. That can had once been the
rceptacle-of nitro-glycerine.

A man in a neighboring town, says the
Danbury News, having heard that the
ague could be cured by crawling head
first down stairs when the chill is coming
on, tried it Friday. He felt the dreaded

approach of the shake, and dropping on
his hands.and knees started down _the
front stairs. : Just as hé started’two old
ladies came up on the stoop to consult
his wife in regard to shipping seven hun-
dred neck ties to the poer of New York,
and it so happened that the moment they
opened the door he lost his balance and
came down upeon them like an avalanche
with spokes in it, and before they could
even think of saving themselves the ene-
my was among them, and the next in-
g ant a horrible mixture of humanity and
cloth went revolving across the side walk
and into the street, to the unmixed aston-
ishment of the neighbors, and to the un-
concealed disgust of the participants.
But it cured him.

Chapped Hands.

In a healthy condition the skin is kept
supple by an oily secretion, which answers
the same purpose as oiling leather. Dur-
ing warm weather this secretion, in com-
mon with all other secretions of the skin,
is moré abundant than in cold. When it

is insufficient the skin becomes dry and
harsh; and in those parts of the body
where the skin is thick and subject to
much motion, as on the hands, it readily
cracks or fissures.

The amount of this secretion is so much
reduced in cold weather that the frequent
washing of the hands with seap - causes
them to chap readily, and this the more
certainly if the soap is not thoroughly
washed off. The alkali in soap is usually
in ‘excess and this combines with the oily
secretion, and so deprives the skin of its
natutal labricator. ;

To prevent the hands from chapping,
then; be careful to wash all soap from
them thoroughly in clean water. This
will ordinarily suffice; but if not, it will
be necessary to make good the removed
oil by the use of glycerine, honey, mut-
ton tallow, etc.

How Gas is Made.

About two bushels of bituminous coal
are put into a long, air-tight retoirt.
This retort is heated red hot, when the
gas rushes out of it and passes off thro’
pipes. A ton of coal will make 10,000
cubic feet of gas: The gas as it leaves
the ceal is-very impure... While hot, it
is run off into another building, and then
forced through long, perpendicular pipes,
surrounded with cold watef. This cools
the gas, when a good deal of tar con-
denses from it and runs down to the
bottbm of the perpendicular steam boiler,
half full of wood laid cross-wise.

Then ten thousand streams of cold
water are spurted through the boiler.
Through the mist and rain and between
the wet sticks of wood the gas passes
coming out washed and cleansed. The
ammonia condenses, joins the water, and
falls to -thie bettom, and this is called
purifying .the gfi . It is then passed
throngh vats of linie, which take out the
carbonic acid and ammonia, and the gas
is now pure. It passes through the big
station meter, then through the mains and
pipes, till it reaches thc jets, then burns.

A War of Sects over a Child’s Rehigi=
ous Training. s
St. Jouxs, N. F., Feb. 10.

A case closely resembling in some of its
features that of the celebrated  Ginx’s
Baby” has oceured here. The mother of
an illegitimate child deserted her off-
spring, and went off to Canada. The
child was taken in charge by the Poor
Law authorities, and the nurse employed
chanced to be a Roman Catholic. The
mother of the child belonged . to the
Church of England. AH went on smooth-
ly for a time, and no one appeared to be
concerned about the spiritual condition
of the unfortunate waif. At length, how-
ever, it was discovered that the zealous
foster-mother had got the child baptized
by a Roman Catholic priest, and was
training it in her own faith. By this
time the little girl was ten years of age,
and appears to have become much at-
tached to her nurse. The moment the
discovery was made, the tug of war com-
menced between the two churches as to
which should have possession of the
child. It was shown, on the one hand,
that the mother was a member of the
Church of England and that the law re-
quired the child to be trained in the faith
of its parent. The Government were in-
voked to remove the child to Protestant
keeping, but they declined to compromise
themselves, and referred the complain-
ant to the law for redress. The law de-
cided thht the child was a Protestant, and
should be reclaimed; but the little girl
had, by this time, become a sturdy
Catholic and kicked and screamed so
violently on an attempt being made to
remove her from her nurse, that the effort
was fruitless. In vain were threats and
coaxings tried; the young pervert was
proof against them all. When to her op-
position was added the the power of Mrs.
Walsh’s tongue, au edgetool of wonder-
ful energy, no constable or bailiff was
found equal to the task of capturing the
youthful renegade. The public got ex-
cited over the squabble; lengthened
editorials in the newspapers discussed
the matter in all its bearings. The un-

fortune to have heen comfortably married
there, and her husband was a good-
natured fellow ; aud learning how the case
stood; authorized his wife to apply for her
child, and offered to adopt it. Power of
attorney from the mother arrived, and in
due time thecase came before the Supreme
Cougt; and Mrs. Walsh was ordered to
hand over the child in order to have it
sent to the mother. When the time for
the transference came, Ginx’s Baby could
nowhere be found — had vanished
mysteriously. Mrs. Walsh was taken
into’ custody, and declared in an
afidavit that the girl had ran away
from her house, and that she was
ignorant of her place of concealment.
Their Lordships did ‘not: credit her tale,
and informed her that she must either
give up the child or be committed to the
peniteniary for contempt of Court  She
protested stoutly that she did not know
where the child was, and went to gaol
avith all the firmness cf a martyr. Thus
the case stands at present. The issue
probably-will be that Mrs. Walsh will
triumph, g8 shé capsot be kept in prison
for am-indefinite ‘period. ’!E;mt Ginx’s
baby is in safe keeping, with a view to
make her a good Catholic, there can be
no doubt. It is, however, a very serious
matter when the highest court in the
colony is thus set at deflance; and the
right of a mother to the possession and
education of her own child is set at
nought. It must be noted that Mrs.
Walsh was paid out of the Poor Fund for
her care of the child, so that she had no
claim on the ground of having adopted
a forsaken unfortunate. Mistaken zeal in
securing a  convert appears to have
prompted the proceeding.

A Prisoner by Mistake.

During the progress of the fire last
evening, a young man of an inquisitive
turn of mind seeing a small hole in the
hose, stooped down to observe it more
attentively. As he did so the hose burst,
and ‘“Cut hose! cut hose!” came from ali
parts. He looked round and as he did so
a policeman quietly took his shoulder and
made him a prisoner. The young man
protested and on examination of the hose
proved that it was a genuine leak and
that no knife had been used, whereupon
the prisoner was released from duress. "

Competent Engineers Wanted.

The recommendation of the coroner’s
jury on the bodies of the men Kkilled in
the late boiler explosion, deserves serious
consideration by our law-makers, Itisa
matter which the Common Council, the
Insurance Companies, and those who
labor in our mills and factories should
agitate. We have heen informed that
there are very few engines in this city run
by men whose knowledge or education
fit them for such an important post. Ac-
cidents have been so very uncommon
with us that we are hardly alive to the
fact that thoroughly competent men do
not stand beside every engine. It is a
fact though, that the most of the men in
charge of engines know how to start and
stop them and that is about all. What,
then, is wanted? An inspector or ex-
aminer, himself a practical man, who will
examine every man having the carc
of an engine in his hands; and that
manufactureys shallbe obliged tohave only
such men as engineers. Such an exami-
nation should be made thoroughly practi-
cal, a complete theoretical knowledge of
steam not being required, but oﬁly suffici-
ent to enable one to run an engine with
out, through ignorance, endangering the
life of himself and co-laborers. There is
a wide difference between a practical en-
gineer and one perhaps just taken from
the carpenter’s bench to look after a
steam engine, and the sooner this is
recognized and acted an the better for all
concerned,

DISASTROUS FIRE.

A fire broke out last might abeut 9
o'clock on Waterloo street in the boot
and shoe manufactory of Messrs. Valpey
Bros., and soén communicated to Samuel
Crothers’ carriage and blacksmith shop
which adjoined the factory. It is
supposed that the fire canght in Valpey’s
from a heated chimney between the build-
ings. The engines were quickly on the
spot, cven before the alarm was sounded,
though complaints were again made of
the fire alarm not being in order, and seve-
ral streams were thrown on the building
in a short time. There seemed to be a
great deal.of delay in getting the hose
from No. 1 in position, as the water was
turned off and on two or three times.
The smoke was very dense in the build-
ings, so-that-it was almost impossible for
tne firemen to work in it, but they work-
ed with a will, and in about an hour
the flames were under control, and at 11
o’clock the engines left the scene.
Considerable stock from Mr. Crothers’s
shop was saved by his workmen and
others. From Mr. Valpey’s very little
was saved except afew packages of goods
ready for shipping. Mr. Valpey’s loss is
consequently very heavy. He had heen
absent in the States for some weeks, and
arrived in the train just in time to see his
premises blazing. The building occupied
by Mr. Valpey is owned by Samuel Myers.
Mr. Valpey had enlarged and repaired the
building and recently put in new machin-
ery. The sewing machines, of which
there were about sixty in the upper flat,
are rendered almost useless.

Mr. Valpey’s stock and machinery is
insured for $4,000, and his direct loss will
probably amount to $15,000, and his. in-
direct loss will amount to almost if not
quite as much. It would have required all
Mr. Valpey’s energies to have filled the
orders in hand with his factory in full
working order, and now, as the opera-
tions have ceased for awhile, much of the
trade will be directed in other channels.
It is probable that many who have given
Mr. Valpey orders will endeavor to ex-
tend the time in which he is to fill them.
Mr. Crothers is insured for $1000, and
his loss is only partial, $600 is insured on
the building, and $400 on his stock in the
Imperial, R. Ma-shall, agent.

Inquest .on the Victiums of the Fatal
Boiler Explosion at Murphy’s Brush
Factory.

The Inquest on the bodies of the engi-
neer and fireman, killed by the late boiler
explosion, was resumed yesterday in the
Coroner’s room at the Dead House. The
first witness called was John Smith who
was employed in Mr. Murphy’s factory
and present at the time the accident took
place. His evidence was that on Monday
evening about 10 o’clock he was in the
engine room with three others when the
boiler exploded. About three minutes
before the explosion he went and looked
in the glass guage, there was at that time
between two and three inches of water
in it; he then stood beside the engine
with his foot on the wheel. Borden gave
her a little more speed and then she ex-
ploded. Did not remember making
any remark about the water being low in
the boiler. Witness was standing very
near the engine, and was found after the
explosion about sixteen feet from the
boiler. There was no more fire than
usual.

John Murphy,proprietor of brush factory,
was the next witness. The engineer,
Borden, was hired by him, and Murphy
was fireman_onthe night of the accident.
The engite was then run for Messrs.
Robinson & Ralston, they paying both
driver and firemen, and finding their own
coal. Borden was not a practical engi-
neer, but he (the witness).thought he had
sufficient skill to run the engine. Never
saw the watertoolow in the engine since
the man had charge. Had made an ar-
rangement whereby Robinson & Ralston
had use of the engine ; they were to repair
any damage and pay the men. Neitherthe
engineer of No. 2, Samuel Percy nor
Messrs. Robinson & Ralston told him that
they were not satisfied with Borden run-
ning the engine. Had never heard a com-
plaint. Murphy had driven an engine for
a number of years for Messrs. Fairbanks
& Co., and he considered him alone quite
capable.

After a short charge by the Coroner the
Coroner the jury returned the following
verdict :

That the deceased, Holder B. Borden,
of the United States, and Thos. Murphy,
of the City of St. John, came to their
death on the night of Monday, the 24th
inst., by the explosion of a steam boiler
in the factory on Union street, occupied
by John Murphy and Robinson & Ralston ;
that said explosion took place through
neglect of those in charge of the engine,
Borden and Murphy, in allowing the wa-
ter to run entirely out of the boiler.

The jury are strongly of the opinion
that a law for the thorough inspection of
boilers in mills and factories should be
made, said law to compel all persons run-
ning engines to pass a satisfactory ex-
amination before a properly appointed
Board of Examiners or Examining Officer.

OPENING OF THE LESISLATURE.

THE GOVERNOR’S SPEECH,
(Special to Tribune.)
THE CAPITAL TO-DAY.

FREDERICTON, Feb. 27.

Fredericton is in its glory. The mem-
bers have been coming in since yesterday
in the trains and stages, and most of
them are in attendance for the opening
of the House. The forenoon was spent,
as usual, loafing around the House and
Departmental offices, waiting for the
afternoon. The Provincial Buildings
are surrounded by a New Dominion flag.
The atmhosphere is charming, and the
Frederictonians are taking every ad-
vantage of the day. -

About 2.30 this afternoon the guard of®
honor, consisting of Nos. 2 and 5 com
panies of York Volunteers, the cadets of
the Military School, and band of 7ist
Battalion, marched down and took up a
position in front of the Assembly build-
ing, Capt. Staples, Lieut. Howe and En-
sign Johnston being the officers for the
guard of honor. Capt. Adolphus Beck-
with was in command of the Division to
fire the salute. The Council Chamber is
well filled with ladies and gentlemen
fashionably dressed.
The arrival of the Governor was an-
nounced by the roaring of the cannon,
Private Secretary, Aid-de-camp Lieut.
Col. Otty and others being in attend-
ance.
At three o’clock His Excellency the
Lt.-Governor came to the Council Cham-
ber, and being seated on the Throne,com
mended the attendance of the House of
Assembly, who bheing come, His Excel-
lency was pleased to open the Session
with the following

SPEECH.

Mpr. President and Hon. Genttemen of the
Legislative Council :

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen
of Assembly :

I have mucn pleasure in again meeting

you in General Assembly, and shall be

ready at all times to co-operate with you

in such legislative measures as may best

subserve the public interests.

Upwards of five years have elapsed
gince the Union of the Provinces and
while many of the benefits which it was
hoped would result from such union have
been abundantly realized, it is clear that
gome of the provisions of the British
North America Act which Wwere neces-
sarily of an experimental character have
been found to operate adversely to the
interests of this Province.

Shortly after the Union it was deemed
expedient by the Dominion Government.
to open the settlement under the Union
Act to satisfy the demands of an adjoin-
ng Province, and it 4s obviois that the
financial principles upon which the origi-
nal compact was based have proved in-
sufficient in their application to the
younger Provinces in order to securc
their admission to the Dominion.

It was in the interests of the Dominion
generally, to allay discontent, to insure
harmony, and to censolidate the power
of British North America, that the people
of this Province heretofore submitted to
the sacrifice which such a course im-
posed.

The experience of the past five years
has proved what no political sagacity
could have foreseen, that this Province
while occupying financially a position ef
inferiority has borne and is now bearing,
in proportion to its population, the greaty
est share of the public burdens of Canada
—its rate per capita of taxation for Demi-
nion purposes being greater than ‘in any
other Province of Canada, while on the
other hand the public property transfer-
red by this Province to the Dominion has
been found more directly remunerative
than that contributed by any other Pro-
vince, Under the working of the Union
it has become apparent that the Provinces
of United Canada which, prior to the -
Confederation, were by no means clear
of financial embarrassment, have in the
separate Provincial condition under tne
Act of Union come into possession of
resources producing &« large annual surs
plus—in one instance actually embarrass-
ing from its large amount—while this
Province, which, prior to Confederation,
was possessed of a revenue in every res-
pect equal to its local requirements, is
now in a condition of comparative finan-
cial depletion. I bhave again brought
this vitally important matter to the at-
tention of the Dominion Government to
whom further communication on the sub-
ject has been addressed, a copy whereof
will be laid before you. While I deeply
regret that it is not in my power to inform
you that the reasonable expectations
which I expressed at the opening of the
last session have been realized, I still
believe that the Dominion Government,
after due consideration, will be well dis-
posed to render us full justice, and we
may reasonably assure ourselves that ;‘}ﬁ:
representatives of this Province in the
Dominion Parliament must be so strongly
impressed with our praspective financial
embarrassments under existing arrange-
ments, that they will not fail to urge the
favorable consideration of this matter
upon the attention of the Government
and Parliament of Canada during the ap-
proaching session. ;

The length of time that has elapsed
since the revision of the Provincial
Statutes, the variety and importance of
our Legislation during that period, and
the effect of the British North American
Act, and of the Acts of Canada upon the
Statute Law of this Province, render it
advisable that I should invite your early
attention to the revision and consolida-
tion of our Statutes.

I have taken steps during the recess to
determine the question as to the exist-
ence of more profitable seams of coal
underlying the known deposits in varioif®
parts of the country, and I have reason
to believe that during the present year
sufficient progress will haye been made
to enable us to finally determine a ques-
tion so nearly related to the industrial
advancement of the Proyince.

Additional regulations have been made
gince the last secsion caleulated to en-
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couragze and promote the prosecution of ’
the mining interests of the country. I
have caused fertile tracts of land in vari-
ous parts of the Province to be surveyed
and set apart for settlement under the
provisions of the Act of last session for
that purpose, and I am happy to inform
you that there is every prospect of most
beneficial results from your legislation on
this important subject. The propriety
of offering additional inducements to the
young men of the Provinges to settle upon
our vacant lands is worthy of your con-
sideration, and accordingly a measure re-
lating thereto will be laid before you.

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of

Assembly :

The sums placed at my d:sposil at the
last Session have been prudently expend-
ed and I shall direct detailed ac:ounts of
the income and expenditure of the past
year to be laid before you at an early day
together with the estimates and expendi-
ture for the current year.

Myr. President and Honorable Gentlemen of
the Legislative Council:
Mr, Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of

Assembly :

The Common Schools Act of 1871 hav-
ing been impeached as unconstitutional
I am happy to inform you that it has been
sustained by the unanimous adjudication
of the Suprems Court and in the event of
appeal to the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council I recommend that provi-
sion be made for its defence before that
tribunal. A special case on that Act
having been prepared by the Dominion
Government for the opinion of the law
officers of the Crown in England, and a
copy thereof having been forwarded to
during the recess for the remarks of my
Government thereon I at once brought
the case under their consideration and
transmitted to the Secretary of State full
remarks in vindication of the Act, at the
same time communicating a protest
against any such reference, and claiming
the absolute right of the Provincial Legis-
lature to deal ¥ith such matters.

The national rivalry and competition in
the emigration field of Europe at the pre-
sent time call for renewed and unremit-
tin effort on behalf of- this Province, and
so far as our means will enable us we
hope to secure such a portion of sober
and industrious emigrants year by year
as will rapidly augment our agricultural
products and contribute at the same time
to supply the increasing demand for la-
bor in every départment of industry.

A fall report of the proceedings of my

shall direct to be laid before you will
show that due attention has been paid to
this matter and that the prospects for the
present year are highly encouraging.

Your attention will be called to certain
amendments of the law in relation'to the
administration of justice and I feel as-
sured that in all your deliberations you
will be guided by that wisdot and pru-
dence which will best promote the public
welfare.

Anothier ‘Accidenton the Intercolonial.

The express train from Halifax which
left Amherst at 7.30 last evening, met
with a serious accident which might have
resulted fatally but was happily unattend-
ed with loss of life or limb. This morn-
ing when the train was about two hun-
dred yards this side of Hampton Bringe
a defective rail broke, it is supposed un-
der the weight of the engine; which, how-
ever passed over safely with the baggage
and second class cars. The broken rail
struck the wheel of the postal carand
threw it from the track breaking the con-
nection with the second class. The first
class car was also thrown from the track.
The train was going at a high rate of
speed at the time, and for some distance
the two "cars ran along on the sleepers
and then fell over the embankment. The
passengers, some of whom were sleeping,
were aroused quicker than they wanted
to be, and started for the doors. When
the cars turned over several of the pas-
sengers were thrown violently against
the sides. All were more less bruised
and cut. The conductor, Mr. Bartlett,
was in the postal car at the time and was
thrown against the side of the seat,break-
ing two of his ribs. D. L. Hanington,
Esq., M. P. P., was on board the train;
he was thrown across the car and his
head struck the oppotite side, stunning
him and cutting his head open about two
inches. His injuries are not very serious
and he will soon be out.  Mr. Hanington
and the conductor received the most
severe injuries. Some of: the passengers
fa'nted, and it required considerable time
to bring them too again. The passengers
were taken on board the second class car
and arrived in St. John about 5 o’clock
¢iis mopning. The cars thrown off the
track are out of the way of any passing
trains. The escape from death or very
severe injuries to the passengers is a
matter of great thankfulness, and the
passengers have great cause to be glad
that the mishap did not-occur at some of
the high bridges or embankments, where
the result would havebeen a truly horrible
tragedy.
