Dear Advocate :—
Since the date of my last written from 

this place I have visited Dalhousie, 
Campbeliton and Metapedia, and all over 
the country the cry of “ hard times” 
prevails. The crops have been good, 
and while there is not the least danger 
of the farmer suffering from hunger, 
all find it difficult to sell their produce 
at remunerative figures, even when tin 
pay is in trade. In the County of Resti- 
gouche very little lumbering is expected 
to be done the coming winter as Mr. 
Moffat, of Dalhousie has almost enough 
logs on hand to keep his steam mill cut­
ting all next season.

The Episcopalians in Dalhousie are 
erecting a very neat rectory in rear of 
the Church.

The Roads in some parts of this 
County are ima very bad state, and need 
the attention of Mr. Landry, the Com­
missioner of Board of Works for this 
Province, who was expected there to see 
into these matters for himself.

At Eel River the railway authorities 
have erected a siding, which is a great 
boon to the settlers in this vicinity, and 
many cars are here loaded with shingles 
for Halifax, as well as hay and other pro­
duce for various places. Mr. Robert 
Miller is the station master at this flag 
station.

Campbellton appears something more 
lively than other towns in this and the 
adjoining counties, which is owing, no 
doubt to the large amount of money paid 
to the employees of the L C. R., and the 
town is rapidly extending in the direc­
tion of the Railway Station.

On Thursday evening, 24th October, 
Messrs. Tilley and Tupper passed 
through Campbellton, and the employees 
had two bonfires lighted in honor of their 
arrival, and on the departure of the 
train gave them some rousing cheers.— 
On the night following Messrs. Brydges, 
Luttrell and Pope passed through on 
their way to Moncton, but no more at­
tention was paid to them than to ordi­
nary passengers. The new Masonic Hall 
is approaching completion, and it is ex­
pected that the Craft will soon be able 
to hold tbeir meetings in this fine lodge 
room, occupying the upper flat, the 
lower flat being fitted up as a store.— 
Travellers stopping at Campbellton will 
find a comfortable home-like stopping 
place at the “ Northern House” kept by 
Mr. Richard Dawson. Teams meet all 
trains to convey travellers to this house

At Metapedia Mr. D. Fraser has built 
a very large addition to his premises, 
and during the past season this beauti­
ful spot has been frequented by very 
many visitors from abroad. For salmon 
fishing the Metapedia is one of the finest 
streams on the Continent, and many 
gentlemen speak with enthusiasm of the 
splendid sport enjoyed by them, the fish 
being both large and numerous.

The Ferry from Campbellton to 
Cross Point has been leased by the De­
partment of Inland Revenue to Mr. Jas. 
Quinn, of Cross Point, for a term of 
five years. If Mr. Quinn gets some 
assistance from the Dominion Govern­
ment either in the shape of a grant or 
an annual subsidy for mail service, he 
will put on a steam ferry boat next sea­
son, which will be a great accommoda­
tion to the travelling public, and one 
that has been required for many years. 
We hope the Government will grant the 
necessary aid, and thus put an end to 
the present old fUshioded and slow 
method of crossing the river, which at 
times is too rough to cross by scow at 
all, and much time is thereby lost by

. travellers being unable to cross with 
their teams.

Sport.—The surface of the river 
Restigouche is fairly alive with wild 
fowl of all kinds, and frequent excur­
sions are made, in some instances some 
six or seven wild geese being bagged in 
a short time. Night is the time usually 
taken for this sport.

In Bathurst there is not much doing 
in smelts, the fish being scarce, in fact, 
business of all kinds is quite at a stand 
still.

Mr. Boss has the foundation laid in 
brick for a new house adjoining his 
store.

Mr. P. Elhatton has erected a build­
ing 30x40 feet, with 20 feet post, for 
Carriage Factory.

The Wbather so far has been extreme­
ly mild and pleasant, no snow bavin, 
fallen up to this date, which is almost 
unprecedented, andtoe fine open weath­
er is being taken advantage of by the 
farmers, who are pushing their fall 
ploughing ahead as fast as possible. The 
fact of ripe strawberries being picked at 
this season of the year is become so 
common, that it hardly seems necessary 
to refer to it, so many paragraphs being 
published in the papers ^n this connec­
tion, but this fact proves the almost un­
precedented mildness of the season, frost 
having been unknown until within the 
last few days.

Much sympathy is expressed in Glou­
cester and Restigouche for Mr. Mit­
chell in his late defeat in Northumber 
land, and hopes are frequently expressed 
that the protest may result in another 
election and the return of Mr. Mitchell, 
who is looked upon as a benefactor to 
the people of these Northern Counties, 
and they almost unanimously exclaim 
that Northumberland has disgraced itself 
in rejecting its old and tried member.

I must now bring these notes to a 
close, thanking our many friends in this 
and the adjoining Northern Counties 
for kindnesses received while on my 
travels through these Counties.

It is to be hoped that 
Mr. Jardine will accept it, so that the 
Pastorate of St. Andrew’s Church, ren­
dered vacant by the resignation of Rev. 
W. M. Wilson, in June last, after a suc­
cess fhl incumbency of ten years, will 
"again be filled. This large and influen­
tial Congregation is to be congratulated 
on their prospect of securing as pastor a 
man of Dr. Jardine’s talent and wide and 
varied experience. '

At the afternoon sederunt the Rev. 
E. M‘Curdy of New Glasgow, N. S-- a
^legate of the Church’s Foreign Mission 

y^q Bo§rd, addressed the Presbytery in a 
very able and lucid manner, on the sub­
ject of Foreign Missions. On motion 

e cordial thanks of the Presbytery were 
tendered to Mr. M'Curdy for his address, 
ana;the Ministers of the bounds were 
nstiucted to bring before their congre­

gations the financial position and claims 
of the Foreign Mission Scheme, and con­
gregations who had not yet contributed 
to the Debt Fund, were recommended to 
do so as soon as possible.

On the evening of the same day Mr. 
M'Curdy addressed a Missionary meeting 
in St. James’ Hall, Newcastle, when a 
collection amounting to 87.37 was taken 
up for the Debt Fund.

At the close of the Missionary meeting 
the Presbytery resumed its Session, and 
appointed the following Presbyterial visi­
tations :—

At Jacquet River Tuesday, Dec. 3, at 
10 a. m., Mr. M ‘Bain to preach. At River 
Charlo, on-the same day, at 4 p. m., Mr.

Anderson to preach. At Dalhousie. on 
the same day, at 7.30 p. m., Mr. Johnstone 
to preach. At Campbellton, Thursday 
Dec. 5th, at 7. p. m., Mr. Houston to 
preach. After disposing of other items 
of business, the Presbytery adjourned to 
hold its next ordinary meeting on the 
first Tuesday of February, 1879, at St. 
James' Hall, Newcastle, at 11. a. m.

Balmoral Settlement,
A correspondent writes :—
The crops in this settlement have been 

housed in very good condition. The hay 
crop was a little below the average, 
other crops about an average. The po­
tatoes in some instances are small ; this 
is owing to late planting and the early 
appearance of the disease, as those who 
planted early have a good crop. v

The new settlers are making good 
headway, in fact leaving some of the old­
er ones behind.

The day school is conducted in a very 
creditable manner by Mr. Peter Minis­
ter, who has been teacher in this settle­
ment for about two years.

The spiritual wants of the people are 
very regularly attended to once a.month 
by Rev. Mr. Sweet (Episcopal) of” Dal­
housie.

The Hon. M. Adams, Surveyor Gen­
eral, with the two Local Representa­
tives, paid a visit to the settlement a 
few weeks back and drove out to Camp­
bellton, over a very rough road, which 
is scarcely fit to drive a vehicle along. 
It is to be hoped the worthy gentlemen 
will see the necessity of having the road 
attended to, as good roads would have a 
great tendency to make this settlement 
prosperous.

Financial.
At a meeting in Torento, 30th nit., of the 

creditore of James Beaty, of the Leader, hie 
offer of 20 cents in the dollar was accepted. 
The amount to be paid will amount to about 
$66,000, approved notes being taken there 
for. The paper will resume publication in 
the course of a week.

The Crown authorities have decided to 
charge the directors of the Glasgow Bank 
with embezzlement, in addition to falsehood, 
fraud, and imposition. Under this new 
indictment bail will not be admissible.

A Glasgow despatch says the Directors 
and other officers of the Glasgow Bank were 
this afternoon committed for trial on charges 
of fraud and theft. They must now be tried 
within a hundred and twenty days.

The relatives of John Stewart, one of the 
directors, offered £500,000 bail.

The liabilities of Jas. Duncan & Co„ ship 
owners, of Charlottetown, P. E. I. are placed 
at $330,000. The principal creditors are 
Sir Jas. Malcom, of Liverpool, $119,000, 
and the Merchants' Bank of P. E. I., $146- 
000.

The Rev. E. Jenkins (Methodist) who 
labored so faithfully in connection with 
the ^fethodist Churches here, took his 
departure for England, via Rimouski, on 
Friday, 25th ult., carrying with him the 
best wishes of many, very many friends. 
At the close of the Conferential year, 
the Rev. gentleman, on accpunt of fail­
ing health, was allowed by the Confer­
ence to take a rest of twelve months from 
active ministerial labor. At the close 
of the Conference he paid a brief visit to 
Fredericton, and on returning, to New­
castle, was unexpectedly prostrated by 
a severe attack of rheumatic fever, from 
which he suffered for several weeks, and 
had only partially recovered when he left 
Newcastle for his native country. Dur­
ing his illness he was very kindly nursed 
and cared for by friends, at the residence 
of C. F. Bourne, Esq., County Councillor. 
Previous to his departure, the Rev. 
gentleman was presented by his Masonic 
brethren with a purse containing ten 
and a half sovereigns.

Personal.—A correspondent of the

election in 1874."

AN ADROIT BURGLARY IN NEW YORK 
CITY.

The Manhattan Savings Bank Robbed 
of Securities to the Amount ol 
$2,757,700.

New York, Oct. 27.—Between six 
and nine o’clock this morning masked 
burglars entered the Manhattan Sav­
ings Bank building, on the corner of 
Broadway and Bleeker Street, and, 
alter handcuffing tha janitor, made 
him reveal, under threats of instant 
death, the combination of the safe and 
deliver up the keys of the bank. They 
rifled the vault ot a presumably large 
amount of money, as twenty tin boxes 
known to have contained bills were 
found on the floor quite empty. The 
building is a six story one, the bank 
occupying the ground floor, with en­
trance on both Broadway and Bleeker 
street. Wendell Kohlman kept a 
barber shop in the basement under 
the bank,, and the janitor lives on the 
second floor. The barber opened his 
shop, and, looked at the clock in the 
bank office, saw it was twenty-five 
minutes past six. He says there was 
nothing unusual in the bank at that 
time. At twenty minutes past nine 
he was startled by the appearance at 
the head of the basement stairs of 
Janitor Louis Wlrlal, while with 
fright and excitement, with bis hands 
locked tightly together and the keys 
of the bank clutched between them. 
He was only half-dressed, and gasped

Thieves ! Robbery ! Come and see.” 
The barber accompanied him into the 
batik and saw the doors of the great 
vault wide open and the floor littered 
with tin boxes, all emptied of their 
contents; burglars’ tools were scatter­
ed in every direction. The barber 
notified the police, and Superinten­
dent Walling, Inspector Doilk, Cap­
tain Byrnes and Captain Kealy were 
soon on the scene. The doors and 
windows and all means of access from 
without were found intact, and it was 
evident the thieves had entered by 
means of keys. The night watchman 
said he left his post at 6 a. m. and 
aroused the janitor, as was his cus­
tom, and left the building, locking 
the hall door after him, and then every­
thing was right and quiet> A litho­
grapher who docs business on the 
upper floor says that at 6 o’clock he 
arrived at the building and found the 
entrkgce open, and wondered at the 
carelessness of the watchman. He 
passed np stairs and met nobody, and 
heard no noise or disturbance.

The janitor created an unfavorable 
impression on cross-examination. He 
said that at ten minutes past six, while 
he was dressing himself, seven mask 
ed men suddenly rushed into his room 
and hand-cuffed himself and hia wife 
and demanded the keys of the bank ; 
his mothor-iu-law screamed, when the 
burglars drew pistols and threatened 
instant death to any one that made a 
noise ; they then carried him into an 
adjoining room and forced him to de­
liver up the keys of the street doors ; 
with these four of the party went 
down stairs, leaving three on gnard 
in his room. Three hours passed, and 
Wertel heard a clock strike nine; just

then one of the men from down stairs 
returned, and, after a whispered con­
sultation, they all left, after he regain­
ed his courage, he wvtit down to the 
barber shop u- described. Wertel ad­
mitted that he had given the combina 
tiou tor unlocking the doors of the vault 
to the robbers; he gave it under threats 
of instant death, but tailed to State 
how lie got. possession of the combina­
tion. His wife corroborated the story 
of the attack, but said there were only 
five men in the party. Mr. Lent, a 
Broadway merchant, passed the bank 
soon after seven o’clock, and saw a 
young man dusting the shelves and 
desks inside. It is supposed this was 
one of the burglars, endeavoring to 
make things look as natural as possi­
ble. Two officers said they looked 
through the bank window between 
six and seven o’clock, and all was 
quiet. The vault can be seen from the 
street. Inside the main doors of the 
safe vault the burglars found an open 
space with shelves, upon which w/ere 
tin boxes filled with jewelry, silver­
ware, and valuable papers. These 
they emptied. They overlooked dne 
box on the hack shelf coiitaiiiiug$50,- 
000 in valuables, the property of 
Edward Schell, president of the bank 
and brother of Augustus Schell. The 
open space is six feet between the 
main door of the vault, and the doors 
of the inner safe, so that the burglars 
had ample space to work in. They 
pried open one compartment contain­
ing $11,000 in small bills. They next 
forced the bolts in the drawers but got 
nothing of value therefrom. Wedges 
were found in the uppercompartnients, 
which they were trying to force when 
they were evidently disturbed ; a 
dozen sectional jimmies and other 
tools were found scattered around. 
The officers of the bank admit that 
the janitor possessed the combination 
to the vault. It was given him months 
ago, so that he could take ont the boons 
and make ready for business. The 
officers of the bank are Edward Sr,hell, 
president and treasurer ; C. F. Alvord, 
secretary.

The following is the bank officers’ 
statement: The Manhattan Savings 
Institution was tin the morning of 
Sunday, October 27, robbed of securi­
ties to the amount of $2,757,700 were 
registered in the name of the institu­
tion, and are not negotiable; $168,000 
are made payable to it; $73,000 are in 
coupon bonds; $11,000 in cash. For 
the purpose of preventing loss to the 
depositors, no payments will be made 
without sixty days’ notice.

The Porcupine of the Advasice.

We have again aroused the ire ol the fret­
ful porcupine of the Chatham Advance, and 
again we cotSe in for a share of the choice 
billingsgate to which that delectable sheet 
treats those who happen to disagree with it. 
A few days since, we had a few remarks on 
the ** cheek” of the great little, man of the 
Advance, but we made them in a good 
natured way and supposed they would rather 
gratify than annoy our contemporary, as we 
always understood that the one great qualifi­
cation of which he boasted was hia unlimit­
ed “cheek.” It happens however, that for 
some reason he chooses to get offended— 
really angry, even particularly mad—so 
wrathful indeed that each particular quill of 
the fretting porcupine seems to stand on 
end. Hear him?

We presume it is uscless.to expect The Times to 
become decent, but we cannot understand why Mr. 
H. T. Stevens, its Editor and proprietor, permits 
his paper to make such attacks as the above on Mr. 
Smith. Mr. Stevens, at the time when Mr. Smith 
11 was a newspaper reporter" offered him a partner­
ship in the whole Times business if he would re­
move to Moncton and edit that paper. When The 
Times levelled one of its personal attacks at Mr. 
Smith on a previous occasion, we referred to this as 
showing that Mr. Stevens must have now some un­
worthy animus in allowing hie paper to indulge in its 
personal attacks upon the gentleman named, and we 
do so again for the same reason. We are justified 
in believing that The Times acts under instructions 
in thus attacking Mr. Smith personally and that tile 
remarks which this paper last week addressed to the 
11 Herald,11 purely in the interest of decent journal­
ism, were thechief cause of its unworthy outburst.

It is true, but not to his credit, that Smith 
did refer to this matter before, and with as 
little provocation as now. Suppose it was 
the fact that Mr, Stevens had offered him 
partnership- Ac., Ac., as stated, what is to 
be thought of the man who re-calls and pub­
lishes such facts to make a point in a little 
newspaper controversy? Every man in 
public life has his business relations, enter­
prises and confidences with which the public 
have nothing to do, and we say, without 
hesitation, that the man who would retaliate 
on an opponent by uncovering facts that 
came to him in a confidential way, is less 
than a man,—is in fact devoid of the first 
manly instinct. Such a creature would 
listen at key-holes, rob a hen-roost, or do 
almost anything else mean and dirty, and 
should never be trusted with any one’s con­
fidence or within reach of anything valuable. 
Many of our political opponents have had 
reason to thank Heaven that we bad a high 
opinion of the sacred character ol private 
confidences that Mr. Smith has displayed.

And suppose again that Smith’s statement 
is true what does it prove alter all? Simply 
that we did not know him so well in ’72as 
we do now—only that and nothing more.

But the statement is not true ; It is gross­
ly false that Mr. Stevens “offered him (Smith) 
a partnership in the whole Times business 
if he would remove to Moncton and edit that 
paper.” The facts are that Mr. Smith press­
ed for a partnership which he did not get, 
and that though we had some inlormal but 
strictly confidential communication on the 
subjects under consideration, nothing ap­
proaching an arrangement of any kind was 
made. The only thing at all certain is that 
Mr. Stevens could have Jiad Mr. Smith tor a 
partner in the whole business or the news­
paper part of it by simply exprèésing a wish 
to that effect, and if there is a man in all 
Canada who is anxious to have this fact 
proven beyond a doubt let him call at this 
office and we will satisfy him in less than 
two minutes. We can do this without re­
vealing the contents of Smith’s letters—one 
of which now before the writer concludes as 
follows : “Please write me. Your letter 
will be kept in confidence by yours truly, I). 
G. Smith.”

We suppose the public care nothing for 
these matters, but being attacked we cannot 
avoid a brief reply. We have no taste for 
this class of controversy, and enter it with 
about the same feeling that one experiences 
when called to defend himself against the 
attacks of a snappish cur or that more cele­
brated and more odorous bird called the 
skunk.

We may add that D. G. overestimates his 
importance and underestimates ours if he 
sincerely believes that any one has given us 
“instructions ” about him. We do not re­
ceive “ instructions” about what we are to 
say, and no one has ever asked us to notice 
Mr. Smith in any Wav. As to its remarks 
addressed to the Herald, we have not yet 
read them and probably never shall do so.

The JYete Apostolic Delegate•

The following biographical sketch 
of Bishop Gilloly, who has been ap­
pointed Apostolic Delegate, is trans­
lated from the French of the “ Actes 
et Histoire du Concile Ecumenique de 
Rome, MDCCCLXIX.”: Gilloly 
(Lawrence), Bishop of Elphin (Ire­
land), born in Roscommon, diocese of 
Elphin, 14th May, 1819; this prelate, 
after excellent preparatory studies in 
Ireland, entered the Irish Seminary at 
Paris and began there his ecclesiastical 
studies, which were brought to a close 
in the same city, a\ the mother house 
of the Congregation of Priests of the 
Mission, Rue de livres. Entering 
the Lazarists, in y44, he pronounced 
his vows in 1846, and returned to Ire­
land, where His Grace Archbishop 
Murray, of Dublin, ordained him 
priest in that city, on the 17th Decem­
ber, 1847. His superiors appointed 
him successively Director of the 
Côllege, Superior of the Community 
of St. Vincent de Paul at Cork, and he 
discharged the duties of the latter 
office to 1856. At this period, Bishop 
Browne, of the diocese of Elphin, re­
quested that he should be named his 
coadjutor, and His Holiness Pius IX, 
preconized him in that quality at the 
consistory of the 18th February, 1856, 
under the title of Bishop of Belle in 
partibus. During nearly six months, 
Mgr. Gilloly used the greatest efforts 
with the Holy See to decline the 
honors and the burthen of the episco­

pate, but he finally had to submit him­
self to the supreme will ot the 
Sovereign Pontifl". His consecration 
took place on the 7th September of the 
same 5 car and the ceremony was per- 

* formed by Mgr. Delaney, Bishop of 
Cork. The death of Bishop Browne, 
in December, 1858, made titular 
Bishop ol Elphin. Since that time, 
his diocese owes many important 
foundations to him; through hie ex­
ertions, a diocesan seminary and 
college have been established near 
Aihlone; a large number of parish 
churches erected, restored or enlarged, 
and convents of the Sisters of Pietv 
founded in several localities. Educa­
tion has been one of the chief objects 
of bis episcopal vigilance. Besides 
many primary scbbols, lie invited to 
Sligo, his episcopal scat, the Minor 
Brothers of Mary and entrusted two 
schools to (heir management. This 
was the first establishment ot this 
Order founded in Ireland. The 
foundation of a normal school for fe­
male teachers and various industrial 
schools for young girls attest how 
ipuch the prelate has at heart the in­
terest of Christian instruction. His 
zeal has also extended to the poor 
for whom he has established several 
orphan asylums. In fine, he has be 
gun the erection in Sligo, upon a vast 
scale, of a Cathedral in the Byzantine 
st) le. Mgr. Gilloly was created, on 
the 22ud May, 1862, assistant prelate 
to the Pontifical Throne.

Gunpowder Accidents.—O11 Mon­

day two young lads, one a son of Mr. 
Allan M'Eachern, and the other a son 
of the late Wm. Barnard, obtained 
some gunpowder and threw it into a 
fire, which they had kindled under the 
bridge over the brook which crosses 
the station road. The M'Eachern boy 
was badly burned about the body, and 
the Barnard boy about the face by the 
explosion. It is feared the latter will 
lose his eyesight.

On Thursday as two little boys, one 
named Charles, son of A. W. Paterson, 
and Herbert, son of Dr. M'Curdy, 
were on the. road to the station, they 
came up to some young men who 
were setting off powder on the road 
near the place where the previous af­
fair happened. It appeared that there 
had been several trains laid and all of 
them ignited bat one, the boys went 
forward to see what was the matter 
when, just as they were examining 
the place, the powder exploded, burn­
ing Charlie Paterson severely in both 
hands and also his whole face, neck 
and ears, and burning through bis 
clothes in several places. The M'­
Curdy boy was only slightly injured 
about.lhe eyelids.

New Ship.—Mr. Henry Mnirhead 
intends building a new ship of about 
800 tons this season, and has already 
commenced operations. The master 
builder, Mr. Jas. Desmond, will no 
doubt, send ofl a vessel that will be 
alike creditable to himself anti the 
port. One or two more such euier- 
prises carried on this winter by some 
of our monied men would show tangi­
ble sympathy for onr working people.

Our townsman Mr. P. Carroll has 
the contract and is engaged at the 
erection of the new fog alarm build­
ings, which the Government is erect­
ing on Partridge Island, St.John Har­
bor. The buildings are to be of brick 
with cut-stouo trimmings, and will be 
finished this year.

The New Post Office —As a re­
sult of the change of Government, the 
Chatham Post Office is to be removed 
to the Government building as soon 
as some necessary alterations are made 
in the apartment.

hautboy, 8 feet; gemshorn, 4 feet; 
piccolo, 3 feet; bourdon, 16 feet; be­
sides couplers, making in all 20 stops. 
The front pipes form a semi circle, 
and are beautifully ornamented. All 
the pipes are on a large scale, and 
number about 900, and all are re­
markably well voiced and well bal­
anced.—Freeman.

Railway Accident. —What came 
very near fbeing a serious accident 
happened on the Intercolonial Rail­
way last evening. Mr. Brydges and 
Mr. Lntirell were in St. John and 
went out by the 5 o’clock train which 
goes to Sussex, but it was then run as 
a special to convey them to Moncton.

Keeping Boy» on the Farm.

Farming, when well conducted, is 
a good and pleasant business. If 
our sons and daughters do not like 
it, there is almost always some good 
reason for their dislike. I have often 
taken an interest in tracing out the 
reasons. They are likely to dislike 
farming because they are not pleased 
with the way in which their parents 
have managed it. Iu some cases the 
young persons have a very decided in­
clination to some other business. If 
you want to make your son like his 
business, place him in responsible 
places, trust him, consult him about 
the work he is to do. Let him do 
part of the thinking. Give him 
nearly the sole core or responsi­
bility of something on the farm, the 
fowls, the pigs, some of the stock, 
some of the crops, or the garden, or 
a part of it. Suppose he does not do 
everything just as you would, advise. 
It is much better that he should fail 
while he is yet young and has time 
to learn under your training than to 
not try or fail till he goes into busi- | 
ness for himself. By treating chil­
dren in this way they will take more 
interest in their work, and bp much 
more likely to succeed when they start 
for themselves. Do not make slaves 
of your children. Too many of our 
most prominent farmers—farmers 
who are called the most successful—' 
send their children to work essiy day 
as they would sendmn"Ignoramus,* 
without any ‘>ifir*'or “ ands,” or rea­
sons for so doing. For want of 
proper training in this respect, many 
a young man has grown up without 
mental discipline. He has been able 
without much help, in an incredibly 
short space of time, to run through 
all that his strong-minded father left 
him. In laying op comfortable for­
tunes for our children to waste, we 
are doing them a great injury. Bet­
ter by far to spend more of our lime 
itr giving them a proper discipline to 
manage well. Then, if they are 
healthy, in most cases they need only 
a little start to make them well off 
in the goods of this world.

What Salary Doe»
Receive!

a Farmer

He receives the equivalent of a 
larger salary than ninety-nine ont of 
a hundred of them are willing to ad­
mit. They under-estimate their own 
proflts and over-estimate the profits 
of men living on a salary. There is 
a great difference among those who 
live by farming. A great many work 
the soil because they do not know 
what else to do, or because they can­
not live by anything else. Many of 
this class hardly deserve to be clâss- 
ed as farmers. They lower the 
standard of farming as a business. I 
believe there is no business by which 
a man can live so well with so much 
neglect as in agriculture. Still 
nothing better repays good care and 
ability. It is rather slow to yield 
brilliant returns at the outset: so is 

"any business. The farmer’s profits 
are concealed in the rise of lands— 
in improvements by ditching, clear­
ing, and new buildings, more land, 
more tools, or better stock. Most 
farmers nave no idea how much it 
costs them to live. They forget to 
figure in the pork, poultry, mutton, 
butter, flour, vegetables, etc. The 
salary-man lives entirely by his in­
dividual efforts. In estimating a 
salary, we must do so by looking at 
the privileges enjoyed, the hard work 
of brain and muscles, and the gain 
in property and improvements.— 
Rural New Yorker.

Vte Lime Liberally.

Lime is one of the greatest cleansers 
and purifiers known to poultry men, 
and they could ill afford to do with­
out it even for a single season ; for 
there is nothing which could take its 
place and perform its work so sue. 
cessfully. It also possesses the fea­
tures of being cheap and readily ap­
plied, still further enhancing its de­
sirability. What a fine time the lice 
would have if it were not for the 
wholesome checks which whitewash 
imposes upon them. Just see how 
the bad and wholesome odors would 
affect the fowls, causing them to droop 
and become sickly, if it were not for 
the purifying and cleansing effects of 
the lime which is liberally spread, 
first being air-slaked, over the floors 
of hen-houses. Look bow rough and 
unfinished the poultry houses and 
fencing would appear if it was not 
for a coat or two of good whitewash 
applied every.spring and fall. Aside 
from it greatly improving the appear­
ance of surroundings, it has a great 
tendency to increase durability of 
wood-work, protecting it in a great 
measure from the action of tbe 
weather, thus paying in many ways 
for the expense and trouble of apply­
ing it. No poultry-man can afford 
to do without lime, in many ways ; 
and paint, for preserving and beauti­
fying the outside, as well as the in­
side, will never supersede the use of 
lime, (for it is far more expensive and 
does not have the same desirable 
sanitary results.—Bulletin.
