London, June 28.—That the Bolshe­
viki in Siberia are weak and could be 
overthrown easily but for the support 
of armed prisoners released by them 
is the contention of the Harbin corre­
spondent of the Daily Mail. In a long 
dispatch, dated June 23. he says that 
of 20,000 prisoners fighting on the side 
of the Bolsheviki in trans-Baikalla, 
4,000 are Magyars, who are the chief 
source of Bolshevik strength.

Two or three Allied divisions, says 
the correspondent, could put down all 
opposition in Siberia. He adds: "The 
weakness of the Bolsheviki may be 
imagined from the fact that a few 
scattered Czech-Slovak forces are able 
to hold the Siberian railway for a 
distance of 1,500 miles, and keep in 
touch with the counter revolutionary 
movement in Southeastern Russia, led 
by General Alexleff.

“Bolshevism is a living corpse. Allied 
intervention is vital, not only to save 
Russia from the Germans, but to save 
the Russians themselves.”

He says there are 40,000 Austrian 
prisoners at Omsk, where a German 
consul has just arrived. The consul 
has received 250,000 rubles from the 
local Bolshevik Government as in­
demnity for the liquidation of German 
business, while the representatives of 
British and American firms are being 
mulcted heavily under threat of im- 
prisonment.

Washington, June 28.—Award of a 
general wage increase of 10 cents an 
hour for workers in the wood pulp and 
newsprint paper industry, with equal 
pay tor men and women doing the same 
work, was ordered today by the war 
labor board, which at the same time 
made public a letter to the federal trade 
commission recommending that news­
print paper recently fixed be reconsid­
ered to determine whether there should 
be a further increase to cover the ad­
vanced cost of production. A minimum 
of 3.1 cents a pound for newsprint paper 
was fixed June 19 by the federal trade 
commission, the previous figure having 
been 3 cents.

The wages advances are binding upon 
nineteen companies and affect the 
membership of eight unions. Eight 
hours is made a day for mill workers 
and nine hours for employees outdoors, 
with time and one-half for overtime. 
An arrangement is made for revision of 
the scales on January 1 and July 1 of 
each year in accordance with the rise 
or decline of commodity prices.

In its wage award, the labor board 
declared the new scale is based entirely 
on increased cost of living. It orders 
recognition of rights of workers to or-

The special assessment committee of 
the city council meets this evening to 
consider assessment matters. If the 
criticisms of the assessments heard on 

I every hand these days are any criter­
ion, the committee has a tremendous 
task ahead of it.

The charge is freely heard that Lon­
don’s assessment is far from equitable. 
There is a general disposition to de­
mand a complete reassessment of the 
city. There are also rumors that there 
may be a move made to introduce the 

! single tax.
There were two striking instances at 

the city hall Thursday to show that all 
is not right with the assessment.

An aged woman who owns a small 
piece of property in the east end com­
plained to the city clerk that she could 
not pay her taxes. She said that her 
assessment was far too high. She was 
willing at any time to take $200 less for 
the property than what it was assessed 
for. At the same time another man 
pointed to a house in South London that 
cost $500 less to build than the house 
next door, and yet the cheaper house 
was assessed for $500 more than the 
dearer house. The lots on which the 
houses are built are exactly the same.

It was also pointed out that the 
properties of some of the richest men 
in the city are assessed for only 43 and 
45 per cent of their value. These men 
can well afford to pay a proper assess- 

ment.
|Questions on business tax are also 
to be considered. The committee will 
bump against some knotty problems 
here.

Income tax will also give the 
committee some hard problems.

Mayor C. R. Somerville has consist­
ently contended that the clothes of the

the Chemists Bakers of London have today receiv­
ed their official notices from the Can­
ada Food Board of the substitute^ 
which must be mixed with standard 
flour in the production of bread and 
pastry after July 1. This is the first 
official intimation they have had of the 
changed regulations, and some of the 
larger bakery firms are of the opinion 
that some difficulty may be experienc­
ed in securing the necessary substi­
tutes. This belief is held notwith­
standing the announcement made from 
Ottawa today that the substitutes, per­
mitted by the board, can be easily ob­
tained. The bakers also disagree with 
the food controller's declaration that 
the substitutes will be as cheap as 
standard flour. In spite of this con­
tention, however, they all express a 
willingness to do everything in their 
power to further the conservation plans 
of the Canada Food Board.

To Housewives, Too.
“The orders apply to housewives as 

well as to bakers," explained a promi­
nent bread manufacturer to The Ad­
vertiser. “Every user of standard 
flour is affected by the new measure. 
The right way of handling it, however, 
would have been to have the mills 
blend up the cereals which must, after 
July 15, be used in the ratio of one 
pound to four pounds of standard flour. 
This would have been a guarantee that 
all would have been treated alike. As 
it is, grocers will be expected to sell 
six pounds of cereal substitute with

every 24-pound sack of standard flour 
disposed of after July 15, but as the 
two will not be mixed there will be 
nothing to prevent the housewife feed­
ing the cereal to the chickens, if she 
so desires, and using the flour alone. 
With the bakers it is different, as they 
can check up on our work much easier. 
However, we are all willing to do our 
share in the conservation.

Shortage Overseas.
"Undoubtedly there is a big shortage 

of flour overseas, so much having been 
sunk, and it is up to us here in Can­
ada to make up that difference, but it 
is entirely erroneous to believe that 
the substitutes will cheapen the bread 
any way. The contrary is true. For 
Instance, rice flour costs just $20.00 per 
barrel as against the $10.85 price for 
standard flour. Oat and barley flour 
are worth half a dollar a barrel more 
than wheat flour.

“I don't know where we will secure 
our supply of substitutes. We only 
got our official notices today, and on 
July 1 we are expected to start making 
use of substitutes in the ratio of one 
to nine, which will be continued until 
the 15th, when the one-to-four order is 
effective. The fact that the substitutes 
will have to be blended in our sifting 
machines adds to the expense of the 
bakers.”

The passing of the registers marks the 
departure of the day w Jen an official of 
the company can board a car and 
check up the fares registered with the 
number on the car. This has been known 
to happen in the good old days. Some­
times the conductor was caught carry­
ing his lady friends free, and he was 
asked to visit the office. There are nope 
of these men on the road now, it Is 
stated.

Transfers are causing the company 
no small anxiety at present. With the 
high cost of operation every loss has 
been carefully checked up, and it is 
found that the abuse of the transfer 
privilege is making a hole in the divi­
dends. The conductors have been 
warned to keep a close watch on the 
transfers and report any irregularity. 
This has always been a rule of the 
company, but it is being followed a little 
more closely now in line with con­
servation. Any irregular use of trans­
fers will be followed with prosecution

Toronto, June 28.—“Old Glory" is 
prominent everywhere and the city is 
generally en fete to welcome the long- 
heralded battalion of United States 
troops, who arrived here this morning 
on three trains, shortly after 5 o’clock. 
Despite the early hour of their arrival, 
the enthusiasm with which they have 
been greeted at all their Canadian 
stops was duplicated by the city today.

“The Americans are in this war to a 
finish. They are a united nation and 
are going to see this through," stated

: the battalion. “We realize we are trav- 
eling through Canada, a country that 
has seen four years’ service in the war, 
and we only hope to give as good ac­
count of ourselves as the Canucks have 
done."

Today is the first time in 106 years 
that an armed force of American sol- 
diers has passed through the streets 
of Toronto.

Now, more 
than a century later, .they come to To­
ronto,' comrades-in-arms, fighting for a 
common cause.

Record as a Traveler.
Coming to London about 20 years ago, 

Mr. Walters had been prominently 
identified with the wholesale drygoods 
business in this district ever since, and 
was well known as a traveler between 
Sarnia and Toronto. He was regarded 
as not only one of the most faithful 
travelers of the district, but one of the 
best. He had previously been in busi­
ness in his home town, Listowel, and 
also in the drygoods business in Sar­
nia. Before coming to London, he lived 
in Rochester, N. Y., for a short time.

The late Mr. Walters was a member 
of the I. O. O. F., being connected with 
Waverly Lodge, Guelph, and also a 
member of the Masonic order.

In addition to his widow, Mrs. Annie 
Walters, he Is survived by his father, 
John E. Walters of Listowel, and five 
sisters—Miss Anna Walters and Mrs. 
W. De Field, Rochester, N. Y.; Mrs. C.

After much discussion in both Lords 
and Commons an agreement was reached that, as 
an experiment, the principle of proportional 
representation should be applied to one hundred 
constituencies, and that commissioners be ap­
pointed to select the seats to which this arrange­
ment could most conveniently be applied. 1 
commissioners studied the subject careful y and 
made their report. In due course a member of the 
Government, Mr. Hayes Fisher, moved to confirm

The reader will observe that the motion re­

lated to a material part of a great Government 
measure, and that it was to give effect to details 
of a conclusion that Parliament had in principle 
already adopted. If the Government, in such Sir- 
cumstances, had claimed that it must have the 
support of the House on this motion, or retire 
from office, perhaps some defence for such a 
course could have been offered. But even under 
such circumstances, with an important Govern­
ment measure at stake, the idea of shackling 
House could not be entertained for a moment. Mr. 
Fisher the minister of education, who had charge 
of the matter, having made his motion, Mr. Penne- 
father a Government supporter, at once raised 
the question of freedom of action, claiming that 
Mr. Fisher’s motion should be regarded as ex- 
pressing his personal views, and that every mem- 
her of the House, even a member of the cabinet, 
should be perfectly free to act according to his 
judgment. This, according to the ideas ot sir 
Robert Borden, was an unthinkable 
The British Government, if Sir Robert was right, 
should have insisted on treating the motion as one 
of confidence or non-confidence. Mr Lloyd 
George should have promptly declared that it he 
could not have his own way in tins matter, he 
would refuse to play longer in the Union Govern­
ment yard. He should have intimated that unless 
his Government’s motion was accepted he would 
be obliged to hand his resignation to the King.

In this case it was not Sir Robert Borden who 
was called on to declare what should be done. It 
was Mr. Bonar Law, the chancellor of the ex­
chequer, representing Mr. Lloyd George, and Mr. 
Law at once said that the question should not be 
regarded as one of non-confidence, but that every 
member should feel free to vote as he pleased. 
Thereupon, the House divided, and the motion 
a motion made by Mr. Fisher, a minister of the .. 
crown—was defeated, 166 to 118. Mr. Lloyd 
George did not resign or threaten to resign. He 
carried on his business of whining the war.

That is how such matters are treated in the 
“Mother of Parliaments,” where freedom of dis­
cussion and action is valued—a Parliament which 
would never dream of submitting to the shackles 
that were imposed on the House of Commons ot

TNTHE Parliament of Canada and in the legis­
latures of the several provinces of Canada we 

1 are supposed to follow substantially the rules 
and customs of the Parliament of Great Britain. 
We claim that we draw our inspiration and our 
practice from the “Mother of Parliaments, as 
we fondly characterize the great bodies which 
legislate for the British Empire. If difference is 
to be expected at all between British and Can- 
adian practice it would be that, in the democratic 
atmosphere of the North American continent, we 
would have less rigidity of rule and greater free­
dom of speech and action than in the ancient 
Parliament of Great Britain. A little while ago 
our claim along these lines would have been eu 
founded. If a recent incident in our House ot 
Commons is to be approved Canada can no longer 
claim to be guided by the practice of the free 
British Parliament.

The action of Sir Robert Borden in making 
a want of confidence issue out of the question 
concerning titles in Canada—thus stifling the free 
voice of the House and calling on Government 
supporters to humiliate themselves by voting 
against their publicly declared convictions—is 
receiving widespread notice from the press. By

THE MURDERED EX CZAR.
A F THE DEAD speak no ill. Now that the 
() news of the murder of Nicholas Romanoff, 
Vex-Czar of Russia, is confirmed, there will 
appear some eagerness to point out his virtues and 
condone his faults. It is as well, and, truth to 
tell, when it is said that Nicholas was the victim 
of a system and of his own weakness there is 
little more with which to accuse him.

Russia, during Nicholas’ reign, presented a 
somewhat pitiful picture. There was towards the 
end of it a struggle by the people to establish re­
sponsible government and there was evident a 
desire of the czar to grant this, if not in fullest 
measure at least to a considerable extent. 
Nicholas, however, autocrat though he was sup­
posed to be, was not strong enough to cope with 
the forces which were arrayed against any 
democratic movement in Russia. He was over­
ruled and his timorous efforts on behalf of the 
people went for practically nothing.

In the early days of the war, the czar played 
a leading part. His public utterances showed no 
sign of weakening in the face of disasters, and his 
action in taking personal charge of the army in­
creased his popularity. Later, doubts as to his 
intentions crept in and enemies in his immediate 
circles did not hesitate to plot his removal. He 
was accused of pro-Germanism, of plotting treach­
ery to the Allies and of conspiracy with Wilhelm 
of Germany. After that things happened rapidly. 
He was dethroned (although this was supposed to 
be a voluntary action on his part), imprisoned, 
moved from pillar to post, made to suffer in­
dignities if not actual harm and want, and, at 
last, separated from his family he was murdered.

History will have much to say about Nicholas, 
and it is not impossible that proof will be found 
that, if the world had much to forgive him, he had 
much to forgive the world. It may be that he 
never faltered in his loyalty to the Allies, and 
that Russia would have been a more heroic figure 
today had he retained the reins of power.

For the manner of his death there was no 
excuse and the Bolshevik have added another 
crime to the already long list committed by them 
in the name of liberty. He was a harmless, wor­
ried and impotent man at the time of his death 
and it is certain he had no personal desire to

wife to tire her family with repetition. 
She may use the same vegetable nearly 
every day and by a frequent change in 
the manner of cooking or serving she 
may achieve constant variety.

How many families have boiled pota­
toes day in and day out? It is safe to 
guess that only about five per cent of 
the women in Canada cook potatoes 
habitually in more than two ways. One 
of the simplest and easiest of dishes 
to prepare is riced potatoes. If the 
housewife is boiling them, anyway, she 
might as well vary them by putting 
them through a potato ricer or coarse 
strainer. Then they will be flaky, light 
and delicious.

Here are some other recipes that 
might be used to advantage. There is 
nothing new or elaborate about them, 
but so few people think of trying them 
out.

Potato Border. —Place a greased mold 
on platter. Build around it a wall of 
hot mashed potatoes, using nine pota­
toes, and crease with case knife. Re­
move mold. Fill with creamed left­
over meat or fish and reheat in oven 
before serving.

Escalloped Potatoes.—Wash, pare, 
soak and cut four potatoes in one- 
fourth-inch slices. Put a layer in baking 
dish, sprinkle with salt and pepper, 
dredge with cornmeal or flour and dot 
over with one-half tablespoon of butter.

Substitute.—Repeat: add hot milk un­
til it may be seen through top layer. 
Bake one and one-fourth hours or until 
potato is soft.

Potatoes a la Hollandaise.—Wash, 
pare, soak and cut potatoes in one- 
fourth-inch slices. Cut in cubes. Cover 
three cups potato with white stock, 
cook until soft and drain. Cream four 
tablespoons butter substitute, add one 
tablespoon lemon juice, one-half tea- 
spoon salt and a few grains of cayenne. 
Add the potatoes, cook three minutes, 
and add one-half tablespoon finely 
chopped parsley.

Duchess Potatoes.—To two cups hot 
riced potatoes, add two tablespoons but­
ter substitute, one-half teaspoon salt 
and yolks of two eggs slightly beaten. 
Shape in form of cone or any desired 
shape. Brush over with- beaten egg 
diluted with one teaspoon water and 
brown in hot oven.

Wash and remove ends and strings 
and cut into small pieces if desired.

Put on 
rubber and top and adjust top bail or 
screw top on with thumb and little 
finger, sterilize 120 minutes in hot- 
water bath. Remove, complete seal and 
cool.

60 minutes at 5 to 10 pounds pressure.

Pumpkin, Winter Squash.
Remove seed. Cut the pumpkin or 

squash into strips. Peel and remove 
stringy centre. Slice into small 
pieces and boil until thick. Pack in 
jar and sterilize 120 minutes in hot- 
water bath.

With steam pressure outfit sterilize 
60 minutes at five to ten pounds 
pressure.

Did you note the casual reference to the fact that mackerel, which now sells 
|at 13% cents a pound, in the good old days retailed for 18 cents? After all. there 
are still things for which to be thankful In this world.

But, where this food is concerned, it is advisable to “make hay while the sun 
shines, otherwise to use it plentifully while the season lasts. This will be only 
a month or six weeks at most, and then not for another year again only

In addition to the other features which commend It to the housewife 
mackerel ranks high in food value. Its acceptability, of course, like that of other foods, depends largely on the manner in which it is prepared.

BOILED IN A SALT BAG.
» "Be sure and tell the people how to cook it,” she advised, adding, "I prefer 
it boiled. Anyway, I always like fish better boiled than either baked or fried in 
the hot weather. Do you keep your salt bags for boiling fish in them? They are 
just fine for that purpose. If I haven’t a salt bag on hand that is large enough. 
I tie it in cheesecloth, drop it in boiling water and boil for thirty minutes. I 
garnish it with sliced lemon and parsley, and a little paprika makes it still more 
witthIC s. "he eye, and I, for one, like the taste of it.

This is the first letter 
we have had from your county.

To the Editor, Consumers’ League:
, Dear Editor, — For the benefit of “Worn Out Trying." I would say try a 
brush broom for a change. I came from England nearly fifteen years ago 
where I had always used one for sweeping plain floors as well as walls 
and ceiling. I married a Canadian farmer soon after, and when I took 
charge of his home I found all the floors were painted and one covered all 
over with carpet, and only a corn broom in the house. My first request, I 
believe, was for a brush broom, and I got one which cost 75 
cents in Toronto, and I never bought another broom of any kind for about 
seven years and a half. The men bought corn brooms to sweep their 
barn floors, also the wagon box, and when they didn’t forget It. left It in 
the porch to sweep their feet with. Incidentally I must relate how I took 
up the only carpet in the house to start with, and not before it needed it 
either, and separated it into strips to use as needed anywhere. Since 
then, When rag-carpet came Into vogue again, and other floor coverings 
mounted in price, I purchased a rag-carpet from a neighbor at about 
two dollars and a half to cover our parlor floor, not because I cared much r 
for it, but because it was the cheapest thing I could get at the time, and 
helped my neighbor by taking it off her hands just when she needed the 
price of It. Well, to make a long story short, I had to get a corn broom 
then for the rag-carpet, and the men were needing one, so I sent an order 
to a Toronto departmental store for two, and they had them at 25 cents 
each, then, on sale (this was over four years ago). They sent me one 
only and charged 50 cents, and not much of a one I thought, but I kept 
it, and sent in a complaint about the other, and I got a much better one. 
I kept the best for my carpet, and I'm using it yet; and the brush broom 
I bought seven years ago when the first gave out is still in good work-. 
ing order and used every day, and it only cost me 75 cents. I don’t stand 
it on its head either. I reckon, apart from the corn brooms mentioned, 
it has cost only on an average of ten cents a year for a sweeping broom 
for me so far.

Why restrict ourselves to the cool 

cucumber family in the making of 
pickles? Some of the most delicious 
pickles can be made of berries, and, 
tartly spiced and seasoned, a little 
goes a long way.

Pickled Blackberries.
I quart of blackberries
3 tablespoonfuls of fruit vinegar
1 cupful of sugar

% teaspoonful each of cassia 
buds, mace and cloves

Boil the sugar and vinegar together 
with the spices, which have been put 
into bags, for a few momenta Add the blackberries and cook all slowly for 25 
minutes. Seal while hot

Pickled Currants.
5 pounds of currants
8 pounds of sugar
1 pint of vinegar
1 tablespoonful each of cloves, 

cinnamon, ginger and all­
spice

1 teaspoonful of salt
.Put all ingredients into a Preserving 
kettle end allow them to simmer slowly 
for three houra Then bottle and store.

Gooseberry Pickle.
3 pints of nearly ripe gooseberries
% pound of raisins

8 onions
1 cupful of brown sugar
3 tablespoonfuls each of mustard 

salt and ginger
% teaspoonful of red pepper
Chop the gooseberries, raisins and 

onions. Mix well and heat slowly with 
the brown sugar, mustard, ginger, salt 
and red pepper. Simmer all for 40 min­
utes with one quart of vinegar. Strain 
and seal in small jars.

Raspberry Catsup.
1 gallon of raspberries
1 quart of vinegar
Sugar

Mace, cinnamon, white mus­
tard, pepper

Cover the berries with boiling water 
and let them simmer for 10 minutes. 
Press and strain the juice, adding one- 
half pound of sugar for each quart of 
juice, one-half teaspoonful each of mace, 
cinnamon, white mustard and pepper. 
Let all boll down to one-quarter the 
quantity, then add the vinegar until the 
mixture is tart enough to suit the taste. 
Bottle and seal while it is hot.

Uncooked Pickled Cherries.
Snip off the cherries, leaving one Inch 

of the stems. Place them in a jar in 
layers, alternating with -thick layers of 
powdered sugar. Fill the jar three 
quarters full. Fill the jar full with cold, 
spiced vinegar and seal. If plain vine­
gar is used, thin bags of spices may be 
placed among the cherries.

Cooked Pickled Cherries.
2 pounds of cherries
1 pound of sugar
1 cupful of vinegar

Heat the sugar and vinegar to the 
boiling point and pour while hot over, 
the cherries. Spice may be added or 
more vinegar used if more tartness is 
desired.

Blueberry Catsup.
1 gallon of blueberries 
8 quarts of boiling water

Pepper, cloves, mace, white 
mustard, cinnamon 
Sugar

Pour the boiling water over the ber­
ries and allow them to stand for 12 
hours. Press through a sieve and meas­
ure the liquid. To each gallon of liquid 
allow one teaspoonful each of pepper, 
cloves, mace, white mustard and cinna­
mon. Simmer all for one hour, then 
strain, and to each quart of the liquid 
add one-half pound of sugar. Mix all 
well and boll until the sugar is dis­
solved. Then add strained lemon juice 
until it is as tart as desired.

what can be reaction. The Bolsheviki 
claim that the present state of Rus­
sia is a dictatorship of the proletariat, 
although ruthless repression is allied 
against the democratic and socialist 
parties and the toiling masses.

“Every Russian who refuses to recog- 
nize this method of government is de­
clared a counter-revolutionary. Bol­

shevism, the strength of which mainly 
lies in the disorganization of the worn- 
out masses of soldiers, was merely the 

•vanguard of triumphing German imper­
ialism. To reach its atm Germany muet 
paralyze Russia."

"That is the sure Inwardness of con­
nection between the interior affairs of 
Russia and the world war. The fate 
of Russia has special significance and 
value for the whole world. The Rus­
sian people alone may not be able to 
overcome the Germans. Perhaps, aban­
doned by all, Russia will perish from 
want of blood; but she will never of her 
own will submit to the humiliating 
treason of Brest-Litovsk.

"It is for you, the oldest and most 
mature of the democracies of the world, 
to settle the question whether it is 
possible to remain a calm spectator of 
this tragedy. I have crossed thousands 
of miles of Arctic Ocean to tell you 
and America this which I profoundly 
know to be the absolute truth." 

Developments Expected.
The Graphic sees tn Kerensky's ap­

pearance in London a welcome sign of 
possible fresh developments in Russia. 
It urges Allied action in Russia through 
Siberia, expressing the belief that this 
is a policy which President Wilson has 
recently come to accept.

An important gathering of Russian 
diplomats will meet M. Kerensky in 
Paris. A. P. Iswolsky, the former Rus­
sian foreign minister and now head of 
the league of Russians faithful to their 
country and her allies, which has been 
organized in Paris, and the ambassa­
dors of the Kerensky administration at 
Paris, Rome and Madrid, will attend 
the conference.

It is expected that a manifesto will 
be issued before Kerensky goes to 
America.

Auto LONDON, June 27.—"I bear witness 
that the Russian people never will 
recognize the Brest-Litovsk treaty, 
which hurled Russia into the abyss of 
annihilation," said Alexander Kerensky, 
former premier of Russia, in an address 
at the Labor conference today.

M. Kerensky said that Russia was 
bending under German insults and 
bleeding at every pore, but still opposed 
the enemy invasion.

"One can break the Russian people,” 
he said, "but cannot subdue it."

Credentials of foreign delegates to 
the conference of the Labor party, in­
cluding those of Kerensky, were ques­
tioned this afternoon when they were 
introduced by the chairman, W. F. 
Purdy, at the resumption of the session. 
There were exciting scenes for a time, 
but finally the delegates received a for­
mal welcome..

Capitulates Audience.
The Labor congress capitulated to 

M. Kerensky when he appeared on the 
platform at the close of a long afternoon 
session during which considerable anti­
Kerensky sentiment had been vocifer­
ously in evidence. With his appear­
ance the opposition to him vanished, 
and before he had finished his speech 
he received a great ovation.

Finally he had to leave the hall by a 
side door in order to escape the crowd 
of besiegers who were clamoring for 
his autograph or a handshake.

M. Kerensky in opening his speech 
said:

"Yesterday one of the members of 
the conference asked what right had 
Kerensky to be present. I shall answer 
the question. I am not here as a mat­
ter of right, but as a matter of duty. 
It is my duty as a man who knows all 
that is truth, which for a long time 
did not reach the ears of western 
Europe and America. In this terrible 
world war the Interests of the Allied 
nations are inextricably interwoven and 
the fate of the country which bore the 
burden of a front greater in length 
than the combined front of all the 
other allies cannot be a matter of in­
difference to all the Allies.

Not a Complainer.
"I have not come here to beg or com­

plain. The Russian people has in the 
past gone through trials like the pres­
ent, and has always emerged strength­
ened and renewed. Now bending under 
the merciless onset of Germany, bleed­
ing at every pore, she still opposes the 
enemy. I bear witness here that the 
Russian people will never recognize the 
treaty of Brest-Litovsk, which is hurl­
ing Russia into the abyss of annihila- 
tion. For three years Russia's soldiers 
had to fight an enemy perfectly equipped 
and cruelly merciless, under conditions 
which no one outside of Russia can 
imagine. It is not to be wondered that, 
having repeatedly suffered the blows of 
the enemy and having again hit him 
hard, thereby saving the western front, 
the Russian soldiers were the first 
among the belligerents to faint in the 
struggle.

"The great revolution instilled new 
courage into the tired spirit, but could 
not immediately revive the lacerated 
bodies of the soldiers. It is a thousand 
pities that the warning voices coming 
from Russia were not heeded by the 
western allies.

Germany Now Unmasked.
"The treacherous invitations to peace 

by Germany were not unmasked, and 
the mass of the Russian soldiers, In­
cited by fanatics and German agents, 
were deceived. Now they know what 
is a German peace. The Ukrainian

OTTAWA, June 27.—The Canada 

Food Board, in a statement tonight, 
called for further voluntary restrictions 
on the consumption of sugar in private 
houses. The statement emphasized the 
necessity for curtailing consumption in 
order to build an adequate reserve for 
the preserving season. Submarine ac- 
tivities, increased demands from Eur­
ope and other developments emphasize 
the necessity for handling our sugar 
supplies with the utmost care, and 
curtailing unnecessary uses. It is ap­
parent that conservation on a greater 
scale than was expected will be neces­
sary, in order to meet the sugar situ­
ation and to build up a sufficient re­
serve.

The statement points out that manu­

facturers and other dealers in food 
who are under license from the Canada 
Food Board have already had their 
consumption of sugar sharply curtailed. 
During May, June, July and August, 
Canadian merchants have had their 
monthly allowances reduced to 50 per 
cent of the average monthly quantity 
of cane sugar used during 1917. To 
enforce this regulation effectively the 
Canada food board has issued sugar 
certificates to all manufacturers of 
candy, and wholesale grocers have been 
instructed not to sell sugar to candy 
manufacturers, except on presentation 
of such certificate. All purchases of 
sugar are listed on the certificates and 
the latter become void after the sugar 
allowed by the food board has been pur­
chased.

General Curtailment.
The use of cane sugar for making 

candy for private consumption has been 
prohibited. The use of sugar in public 
eating places has been regulated and 
public eating place patrons have been 
put on sugar rations.

Manufacturers of sweets and cakes 
have been limited to the amount of 
sugar they may use to a barrel of flour. 
Some bakery products have been pro­
hibited, while it is now illegal for any 
person to make for private consumption 
iced cakes or biscuits, or cakes with 
icing of cane sugar between the layers 
or added to the exterior. The amount 
of sugar used in the manufacture of 
ice cream has been restricted, and now 
no more than six pounds of cane sugar 
may legally be used to eight gallons of 
ice cream.

WASHINGTON, June 27.—Speaking 

on the $12,000,000,000 army appropriation 
bill, Senator Reed declared in the Sen­
ate today that, although Germany 
eventually will be defeated, it will be 
accomplished only after the Allies have 
suffered tremendous losses. He said 
the central powers hold the advantage 
in heavy guns on every front.

Senator Reed asserted that America 
has no heavy guns except those that 
have been taken from the supply of the 
navy department, and that it will re­
quire nearly two years to get a suffi­
cient supplv.

The United States will have to ex­
tend the draft age limits, declared Sena­
tor Reed. The central powers, he said, 
have a greater population than the 
Entente countries, and were better pre­
pared for war. Italy, he said, was 
“totally unprepared in arms and 
material when she entered the war," 
and adds that the break in its lines 
last fall cannot be disregarded, for both 
French and British divisions are still 
kept on the Italian front.

“Ireland has failed to do its duty in 
this war," he asserted, in support of 
his claim that the complete man power 
of the Allies could not be mustered 
against the Germans.

CHATHAM, June 27.—That the cut­

ting off of the supply of natural gas 
from tile manufacturers on and after 
July 1 will seriously affect food pro­
duction in Ontario, was the consensus 
of opinion at a meeting of the execu­
tive of the Western Ontario Clay 
Workers, held at Chatham today. It 
was pointed out that the order of the 
Ontario and municipal railway board, 
conserving natural gas for domestic 
consumption after this date, is not in 
accord with a win-the-war policy.

Under-drained land, the members 
pointed out, will produce $21.65 worth 
more food to the acre than will the 
fields that have not been tiled, ac­
cording to Official Ontario Bulletin No. 
174, on farm under-drainage. These 
figures were based on 1909 prices of 
foodstuffs.

If the present prices be taken, the 
increased production will be $41.13 per 
acre, 901 per cent more than under 
1909 valuation. In 1909 wheat sold at 
$1, barley at 58 cents, oats at 47 cents, 
peas at 90 cents, and corn at 75 Cents 
per bushel, an average price of 74 cents 
per bushel. Today wheat is selling at 
$2.20, barley at $1.30, oats at 85 cents, 
peas at $1.35, and corn at $1.35, an av­
erage of $1.41 per bushel. This is an 
average increase in market price oyer, 
1909 of 90% per cent.

Drain 50,000 Acres.
The tile plants of Western Ontario 

have a capacity of 31,000,000 feet of 
4 inch tile per year. This output would 
properly drain 50,000 acres of land 
every year, according to the best prac­
tice, as recommended by the Ontario 
department of agriculture. There are 
4,816,000 acres in Ontario that need 
tiling, and in addition there are 5,000,000 
acres of marsh land that are now un- 
productive, according to the bulletin on 
farm drainage. In view of these condi­
tions the production of tile ought to be 
increased rather than diminished, in 
the opinion of the convention. The seri­
ousness of the situation will he realized 
when it is remembered that 7G per cent 
of the tile is manufactured in plants 
using natural gas as fuel.

Considering the figures above it will 
be seen that the total output of the 
tile yards of Western Ontario would 
cause an increased yearly production 
of foods to the value of $1.082.500. 
based on 1909 prices, or $2.056,500, if 
1918 values be taken. Supposing this 
under-drainage were kept up yearly 
the value of the increase in production 
in the year 1939 would be $21,650,000 at 
1909 prices, or $41,130,000, based on 1918 
values.

The total value of the increase in 
production, as a result of proper drain- 
age for the 20 years would be $182.- 
325,000 at 1909 figures, or $429,865,000 
of 1918 figures be taken.

Small Percentage.
These figures are based upon statis­

tics produced by the department of 
agriculture. From a reliable source it 
is learned that the amount of gas re­
quired to maintain the production of 
the tile yards at the maximum of 
capacity is only 8.11 per cent of the 
domestic consumption, 3.47 per cent 
of the commercial, or 2.43 per cent of 
the .total consumption. In other words. 
2.43 per cent of the present total con­
sumption of natural gas will, if used 
to manufacture tile, increase the 
amount of foodstuffs grown at present 
market prices by over $1,000.000. The 
clay workers ask: “Is not this worth 
considering?"

The amount of gas required to oper­
ate all tile plants would, it is esti­
mated. supply 3.000 families with fuel. 
It would be good busines on the part 
of the Government, the clay workers 
think, to reserve this amount of gas 
for the tile manufacturer, and replace 
it with coal for the domestic consumer. 
It is thought that 20.000 tons of coal 
would be sufficient, which, if bought in 
the United States at $10 per ton, would 
cost only $200,000. The farmer could 
sell his increase in the American mar­
ket for $2,056,000, and thus in the first 
year there would be a balance of trade

AUSTRIA IN BAD SHAPE.
Amsterdam, June 27.—The whole

For instance, up to a couple of days 
ago all the most important German 
newspapers were pointing out that the 
trouble with the Polish party was like­
ly to be settled by an agreement with 
the German political elements in the 
country.

Peter Miller of Hamilton, who was 
last week remanded on a charge of 
violating the military service act, ap­
peared in police court today, and was 
sentenced by Magistrate A. H. M. Gray­
don to serve two years in Kingston 
Penitentiary. Miller was accosted by 
the police in Thamesford recently, and 
produced at that time, a marriage cer­
tificate purported to be his own. He 
was arrested, however, and inquiries re­
vealed the fact that Miller is a single 
man, eligible for service, and an evader 
of the military service act.

Miller offered no defence in court, 
and pleaded guilty to the charge. Be­
fore sentencing the prisoner, Magistrate 
Graydon delivered a scathing lecture to 
him on the offence committed.

"Your case has been adjourned from 
time to time,” said the magistrate, "in 
order that we could communicate with 
the minister of justice at Ottawa. He 
has given me authority to mete out a 
stiff sentence to you. You failed to reg­
ister under the act, which is a punish­
able offence, and again you posed as a 
married man which is also a violation 
of the law. The military authorities do 
not want you, and the military service 
act is not a dead letter. It must be ob­
served. Men with wives and children 
have died doing the duty which you 
shirked. You spurned the cause, and I 
sentence you to serve two years in 
Kingston Penitentiary for your action.”

Miller asked that his sentence be al­
lowed to commence from the time he 
was arrested, but Magistrate Graydon 
declined to allow this, and ordered that 
the sentence be dated from the time the 
minister of justice’s letter was received.
