lirve that one year's rent was due, 8o it was
by a legal technieality, but how waa the second
half-year made out ¥ Tt was not adebt ineurred
by the present generation of tenants at all, no
more than this audience participated in the
original sin of Adam, though we have all na.
fcrtunately come in for the inheritance. The
secend half-yoar is what is called in Treland a
hanging gale—an old arrear incurced or invent-
ed, nobody knows exactly wheo, in some old
former time in the hegining of the centnry—an
arrear which the landlords kecp hanciug over
the tenants’ hends, 8o that the first moment he
cannot scrape together a half year’s rent, the
landlord may be nble to rush this fearful
power of eviction at him, and deprive him of
his home and his improvements, and of the
means of subsistence, The second half-year’s
rent, therefore, is a mere lawyer’s myth, a legal
fictivn. The people whom ﬁord Lansdowne is
exterminating owed ounly one half-year’s rent ;
although for years paat they have been obliged
to pinch themeelves and to borrow and to
exhaust their little savings in order to keep
themselves out of

THR BLACK BOOKS OF THE LANDLOLD,
That is the fact I assert—that the Lugguacur-
ran tenants were ns hooest and punctual a body
of tenants as ever a landlord was blessed with.
They were aleo the least turbulent and the most
inoffensive. No murder has been committed

-in the district for more than fifty years, since

1835, (Applauge.) 8o far as crime is conceraed,
the place is abiolutely stainless. 1 was present
while the people were being flung by brutal
emergency men (hisses) out of the homes which
they and their fathers for many generations
befors them had inhabited, and even during
that maddening process of eviction there was
not a blow struck nor a stone flusg. Anrd, now,

what have these men done to deaerve that they

should be robbed of home and land and blotted
out forever from that peaceful valley? They
sought for abatements in their rents. After
years of loss and erinding struggle, they de-
inanded somne relief from the rackrents that
were crushing them to the earth; and I will
undertake to prove to the satisfaction of
aqy reascuable mind that the reductions which
they sought, which_they were refused, and for
which they are suflering, were reductions less
than Earl Cowper’s Royal Commission—a land-
lord commissior appointed by a Tory landiord
government— declared to bu equitable nnd essen-
tial, that they were reductions far less than the
Land Commission Courts are granting whole-
gale on all the surrounding cstates, and, finally,
that they are reductions to which Lord Lane-
downe’s own ambagsador and arbitrator, Mr,
Denning, gave his full consent_and amnrovul in
black and white. And now I would beseech
your attention whils I endeavor to make good
these propositions. Theso are dry matters, but
the happiness, ay, the very lives, of hundreds of
our, fellow creatures d%!)ends upon them and
yipon your judgment. 1he Lansdowne tenants
are of two classes—the lenseholders, who are not
at present entitled to have their rents fixed in

.the Land Cuurt, and the judicial tenants, whose

rents were fixed by the Land Commissioners iu

assert ag o fact that npon every estate sur-
ramding Lord Lapsdowne’s which has come
under the jurisdiction of the Laud Cuourts the
past twelve months the  reductions cn blue have
breen in all cases greater, and in some cases
vistly greater, than Lord Lansdowne's tenante
have sought under the Plan of Campaign.

OLD COUNTRY papers received to-day contain
harrowing reports of the Luggacurran evictions
during the third week of April. We read that
on the 23rd, under torrents of icy rain, tl{e
Giovernor-Geaeral of Canada concluded his
series of heartless evictions cn the Luggacurran
estate. Lord Lansdowne has worked his will
with a venpeance upon the aged and helples.
Hundreds of families are now homeless, and a
fair portion of the Queen’s County has been
made desolata, The Dublin Freeman corres-
pondent, writing on Saturday from the scene of
the atrocity, says :—"Crucl—intensely cruel—
weather was identificd with surpaseingly crue
work. Centenarians slmost—old and infirm
women, and aged and sickly old men, seme of
them bereft of their sight—were remoerselessly
cast adrife from their homes of fo many fond
recollections, and thrown out cn the world there
to ¢nd the span of thelr already almost termi-
nated existence. Side by side with these old
people, whose age, one would think, would
gecure them immunity, the bate in arms and the
little nursling in the cradle wi'led pitcouely as
the cold, biting blast blew reund their tender
forms, notwithstanding the effurts of the fond
mother to shield the little ene.  .And, perhaps,
equally to be pitied were the strong, stalwart
men who were forced to witness the eviction of
their parents and their children from their
Lomes. However, the sad scone has ended, The
passion of the exterminating Iindlord has been
satisfied, at least for the present, and over two
hundred human beings have been deprived of
the shelter of their homesteads.”

_ **Just how fiendish the thing is may be
judged from the fact that hundreds and rome-
times thousands of pounds are squandered in
cages where the appareot purposa 18 to ccllect
a few paltry pounds of remt, but where
there 15 mno expectation of accomplishing
anything but the ousting of the tenant
and the destruction of his rude shelter.
‘Why, there was an illn:traton of that
recently at Donegal, where £600 were spent to
evict for a back rental of £18. Only six weeks
ago there was a case at Dingle, county Kerrv,
where twelve fsmilies owed an average of £6
each. T was one of a party of 100 men who was
sent there and kept there for a fortnight. The
people could not pay because the land
was 8o barren it wouldnt produce any-
thing. The peop’s of that who'e aection
were in & most derlirable state. I saw
about 2000 of the inhabitauts, and- out of the
whole lot there were'nt t~enty who had a pairc
of boctaon. Wehad to divide with them the
lunches we carried in our haversacks. When
we got a chance we would slin a bit to them
and they would devour it ravenously. Isaw a
widow whose child was very sick go to the land-
lord and beg for Ged’s enks to be al'owed to
remain a few days till the child improved, but
the snswer was, * No, not if you wers my own
mother,’

On these appalling pictures an American
editor comments ;—* A more fiendish set of
tyrants and assassins do not exist on the face of
the earth than the absentee londlords of Ireland.
That they are permitted to live at all 18 the best
proof that can be adduced of the patiexce and
self restraint of the people. In some parts of
the United States they would be utilized to
decarate lamp posts and stout trees Ly the
highway.”

THE TORONTO BIGOTS.

WHOQO GOVERNS IRELAND?

While the Tory Government are fighting the
Coercion Bill throngh Parliament, the great
work of educating public opinion in Eogland is
progrees'ng. At the same time a pew plan of
campaign is being quietly matured in Ireland
ana will go into operation oa the same day that
the Crimes Act roceives the Royal assent.
John Dillon has stated that he had atured
o plan of organization, which would be
perfectly sale and absolutely indestructible
even under the wildest and most drastic
coercion bill, His scheme, he declared,
involved mneither orime nor violent re-
sistance of the law, but comprehended a gigan-
tic system of combination among tha people, so
simple that its terms and previsions would be
understood at s glance by the commonest minds.
The land agitation of the past seven years has
trained tho Irieh people in the business of organ-
ization; it has taught them the potency of
united action ; it has welded them into a solid
mass. The demon of discsrd has been exor-
cised ; the ghostly forms of factionnl contention,
of petty provincial jealousy, of religious hate
and of treason to the sacred cause of nationality
have been laid,

The beauty of Mr. Dillen’s plan 1s contained
in the fact that, without a parlinment, and in-
different to Royal or governmental assent, 1t
will go into law in Ireland and be accepted and
carried out to the letter by the people for whom
it was made. What a striking illustration we
have here of the fact that in these days the
people really govern themselves. Let parlia-
ments, Kings, Lords and all the rest of the
mochinery, considered indispensible for the
enactment of laws, go as they please.

When the trusted counsellors and accredited
lenders of the great national movement issue a
programme or plan of action, its popular accept-
ance and appiication are instantaneous, as well
as effective. And eo Mr. Dillon’s new p'an of
campaign will soon bein operation in every
county and hamlet in Ireland ; it will precede
the Balfour coercion act by several weeks and
render the latter instrument as impotent as all
its predecessors have proved to be, It is impos.
gible to crush a nation animated with such lofty
idens of patriotiem and held together by such a

splendid  system of organization. Eighty-
six  coercion acts. failed to ‘ accom-
plish this much-desired- object.

If fruit is marketed, have Loxes, zratey, etc.,
ready, and loek out for a s fHcieat tirce of
pickere. A soun as the sionll webs are geen in
the trees remove then. Daily jarsing the plum
trecs and cantching the enrenlios on thezta is the
only way to treat this insect,

There s no advauntage in having early planis
unless they ba well manured and forced in
growth after being {ravsplanted, 'The object
of start.ng the plants in hotbeds is to } ave them
ready for the ground when frost shall bave
passed, and if they be nnt then well manzged
to maturity the Jabor Lestowed in the heginning
may be logt.

A saving of lator may Le made in the garden
by us.ng the rake frequently, Very young
weeds may be easily destroyed by wascing the
rake between the rows, whiie by’ allewing the
weed- tr become well rooted the hoe mav he
necesssry, Economy of laboris in keeping weeds
and grass down, as their seeds genmnionte, wlich
renders the rask easier.

Wh>n 1amts are well at night and are found
d'ad in the morning the reeult in some imes
due to forced and high feeding, inducing futty
degeneralion of the heart. Overpr. duction of
fat, wth a deficiency of bane and muscle, is
very iojwlicious treatment, apd may be avoide ¢
by feeding matirisl eboundicg in phosphates
and nitrogen rather than in fat and oturch.

ICarly weeding is important with rout crops ;
keep the epaces between two rows clean by the
use of a hand-cultivator in swall gardens, and a
horse implement in larpe ones. Cu: out the
plants with a sharp boe, Jeaving them i little
clusters six or eight inches apatt in the row.
These clusters may La thinned laer to leave
but a single plant in & place.

The easiest and surest way to destroy Canada
thisiles is to give au absvtute summer fallow by
which no grecn thing 13 allowed o ajpwarabave
the surface. Shallow ploughing unee in two
weeks during nne season's prowth will do thi-.
If thera be rocks, stnmps, &e., all these places
must be hosd thoroughly ot each ploughing. If
the 1emaiaing weak roots shauld send no tops
the next yeur a thorough cultivation in corn
will kill out those remaining. The prevention
of any green plan® from rmaking leaves for one
whole season will totslly erad cate it,
