An Act to incorporate ihe Town of Woodstock, and to
divide the saine into Wards, and to define the limits
thlereof.

W HEREAS the Municipal Council of th- Town of-Voodstock have, Preamble.
by letition, prayed the Legislature to incorporitte the same into a

Town hazving the same rights, powers, privileges and jurisdiction as Towns
ii general: And whereas it is expedient and necessary and would tend to

5 prom, te and be fo: the benefit and convenience of the inhabitants if the
prayer of the said Petition were granted; Therelore Her Majesty, &c.,
enacts, as follows:

1. The tract of Land now known as the Town of Woodstock, shall upon Town of
and from and after the first day of January, in the year one thousand eight Woodstnck in-

10 -hundred and fifty seven, be incorporated as a Town. with the rights, powers, corporated.

and privileges of incorporated Towns in general, and as if the said Town
had heen mentioned and included in the Schedule B annexed to the
Upper Canada Municipal Corporations Act of 1849, (12 Vie., cap. 81) and
with the rights, powers and privileges which shall by virtue of any Act

15 or parts of Actý now in force in Upper Canada, or which shall hereafter
be in force, belong to incorporated Towns in general ; and ail the ru les,
regulatiors, provisions apd enact ments therein contained, or which shall
in anywise relate or belong to the same, shall apply to the Town of Wood-
stock as fully as if the said Town had been dontained in the said Schedule

20 B., with the exception -bereinafter made as regards the firs:, election.

II. The said Town of Woodstock shall be divided into five wards in the Ward..
manner described in the Schediule to this Act.

III. The Clerk for the time being of the said Town of Woodstock shall Rtnrnivg
he ex oficio Returning Officer for the purpose of holding the first Municipal Officers for

next after the passing of this Act, by bis warrant, appoint a Deputy Return- t Warde

along the western limit of the town to the southerly bank of Cedar Creek;
thence following the limit of the town by Cedar Creek and the River
Thames to the north-west corner of the town; thence easterly along the
northern limit of the town to the place of beginning.

St. George's Ward shall be bounded as follows, that is to say: com-
mencing at the point on the northern limit of the town where the centre
line of Vansittart street intersects the said northern linit; thence extend-
ing in a southerly direction along the said centre line of Vansittart street
to the northern limit of Dundas street; thence following the same course
to the centre line of Dundas street; thence in an eas erly direction along
the centre line of Dundas street, to the centre line- of Victoria street;
thence in a northerly direction along the centre line cf Victoria street to
the centre line of Percival street; thence in a westerly direction along
the centre lino of Percival street, to the centre line of Wellington street4
thence in a northerly direction alonZ the centre line of Wellington street,
to the northern limit of lot numuber~twentç in the first concession of the
township of Blandford; thence continuing'the same course to the northera
lirnit of the town; thence along the northern limit of the town, in 'a
westerly direction, to the place of beginning.

St. David's Ward shall be bounded as follows, that is to say : com-
mencing at the point on the northern limit of the town where the centre
line of Wellimngton street produced would intersect the said northern
limit; thence in a southerly direction along the said centre line of Wel-
lingt n street to the centre line of Percival street; thence in an easterty
direction along the said centre line of Percival street, to the centre line
of Victoria street ; thence in a southerly direction, along the centre lino
of Victoria stieet, to the centre line of Dund-is street; thenice in an
easterly direction along the centre line of Dundas street to a point oppo-
site the routlh-west angle of lot numb2r eighteen, in th-- first concession of
the township of Blandford; thence in a northerly direction to the said
south-west angle ; thence in a northerly direction along the castern limit



of the town to the northeast angle of the town; thence in a westerly
direction along the northern limit of the town to the place of beginning.

St. Patrick's Ward shall be bounded as follows, that is to say: com-
mencing at= the point on the centre line of Dundas street, where the centre
line of Vansitimit street, produced in a southerly Oirection, would intersect
the centre line of Dundas street. thence in a south-easterly direc.tion to
the point where the noi thern limit of Dundas street intersects the centre
line of Bishop street; thence southerly and easterly along the centre lines
of Bishop street and Broadway sireet, to a point opposite the northern ter-
minatioi of the division line between lots numbers fifteen and six-
teen on the south side of Main street; thence in a southerly
direction to the said northern termination of the said division line;
thence in a southerly direction along the said division fine to the northern
termination thereof; thence in a southerly direction in a straight line to
the point where the southern boundary of street intersects the
centre line of Rbertson street; thence in a southerly direction along the
centre Une of Robertson street, to the southern boundary of lot number
twenty one, in the first concession of the Township'of East Oxford: thence
following the same course to the southern limit of the town; thence in an
easterly direction along the southern limit of the tovn to a point opposite
the southern termination of the division line, betwee-n lots numbers nine-
teen and twenty. in the first concession of the Township of East Oxford;
thence northerly to the said southern termination of the said division line;
thence nortberly along the said division fine to the.southern limit of the
Great Western Railway ; thence in a westerly direction along the said
southern limit of the said Railway to the point where the'centre line of

tern Railway ; thence following the same course to the southera boundary
of the said Railway; thence in an easterly direction along the said south-
ern boundary, to the division line between lots numbers nineteen and
twenty in the firsr concession of the Township of East Oxford: thence in
a sourherly direction along the said division line, to the northern limit of
the allowance for road between the first and second concessions e the
Township of East Oxford ; thence in the sane course to the southera
linits of the town ; thence in an easterly direction along the southern limit
of the town, to the south-east angle of the town; thence in a northerly
direction along the eastern, limit of the town to the northern limit of
Dundas street.; thence in a westerly direction along the northern limit of
Dutdas street to the south-west angle of lot nuinber eighteen in the first
concession of the township of Blandford; theisce in a southerly direction
on the same course as the westerly boundary of the said lot, to the centre
line of Dundas street; tience in a westerly direction along the centre lino
of Dundas street, to the place of beginnning.
