The 24th April 1749.

THE Committee appointed to inquire into the State |

and Condition of the Countrics adjoining.to
Hudfon's Bay, and of the Trade carried on there; and to

confider how thofe Countries may be fettled and improved, .

and the Trade and Fifheries there extended and increafed;
and alfo to inquire into the Right the Company of Ad-
venturers trading to Hudfon's Bay pretend to have, by
Charter, to the Property of Lands, and exclufive Trade
to thofe Countries;—Have, purfuant to the Order of the
Houfe, examined into the feveral Matters to them re-
ferred; and find the particular State thereof to be as
follows:

Your Committee thought proper,.in the firft place,
to inquire into the Nature and Extent of the Charter
granted by King Charles the Second to the Company of
Adventurers trading to Hudfow’s Bay; under which
Charter the prefent Company claim a Right to Lands,
and an exclufive Trade to thofe Countries: Which
Charter being laid before your Committee, they thought
it neceffary, for the Information of the Houfe, to annex
a Copy thereof to this Report, in the Appendix,
No. 1. ‘ '

Your Committee then proceeded to- examiine ithe
following Witnefles ; viz. ’

7o/céb Roé[b;z': Who faid, That he had been in the

Service of the Company, and refided at Hudn's Bay

Six Years; that he went over there in the Year 1733,
to the beft of his Remembrance, and ftayed there
Three Years; and went a Second tinie in 174§, and
ftayed Three Years more: That the Firft time he went
he was emplioyed as Stone Mafon, and refided at Prince
of Wales’s Fort; and the laft time as Mafon and Sur-
veyor, the Two firft Years of which Time he was at
York Forc or Hays’s River, and the laft Year-at Prince
of Wales’s Fort; but he never was up in the Country,
except once up at. Nelfon's River, to the Diftance of about:
Forty ‘or Fifty Miles. I
That he’does not know, nor ever heard of any Set-
tlement up the River; nor did he fee any Marks
of Cultivation there; that the  Company have Four
‘Forts in Hudjen's Bay, and a fmall Settlement. or Two §
biic that the Witnefs was never at any .of the faid Forts,
except I?Ie Two before-mentioned ;” and" that- he cannot
Vo 1l ‘ '

fay how far the Company’s Settlements extend North
and South. ' .

Being examined as to the Strength of 2ork Fort; he
faid, It was a fquare Timber Fort, with Four fmall
Baftions; that there were Thirty-fix Men in the faid
Fort, including Servants and Faors, and Nineteen
great Guns, Twelve, Nine, and Six Pounders, with
‘Lhree fmall Guns on each Curtain, carrying Shot from
one Found to one Pound and an half Weight ; thit Sixor
Seven Men are neceffary to manage a Twelve Pounder.

And being afked, If there were not Indians ready to
be called in to defend the Fort? he'faid he never un-
derftood it fo, nor had heard any fuch Thing, or of any
Indians in the Company’s Fay; that during the Time.
the Witnefs was there, the Indians came in and out on
account of Trade only, fometimes Two or Three at -
a time, fometimes Thirty; that there are Indians em-
ployed to get” Provifions, which they barter with the .
Company; and if the Indians bring no Game in; they
are in that cafe generally allowed half a Pint of Oat=
meal a Day, which is given them to keep them from-
flarving ; but. that the Iadians are, in the Apprehenfion
of the Witnefs, of a Difpofition too cowardly to be of _
any ufe in cafe of an Auttack. ' ‘

And being afked, If the Indians are allowed to lodge
in the Fort? he faid, Some particular Perfons are
fometimes. ‘ :

Being examined as to the Increafe of Strength or Num-
ber of the Forts, fince the Commencement of: the War ;
he faid, The Company were building a Fort at Efki-
maux Point, which he believes 'is not yet finithed; that
during the Time the faid Fort was building, the Wit-
nefs wrote a Letter to the Company, that it would be
of no ufe ; that the Forts he had feen were infufficient,
and that better might be erected there: In “confequence
whereof the Witnefs had a Letter; appointing him
Mafon and Surveyor; but. there was not a fufficient .
Number of Workmen in the Country to-keep thé Forts
inRepair. =~ N
= That Prince of Wales’s Fort, when finithed, will'

mount about* Thirty-feven Cannon, and is 300 Feet.

from Baftion Point to Baftion” Point, and is builc ‘of
Stone, .and coming down in many Places; that -the’
Compapy’s chief Factor built- the” Fort, under whofe.
Directions the Witnefs was ‘employed in' the Execution
of the Mafonry, and built a  Parc of the iaft and South™

And buing afked, if tie Coidnefs of the Ciimate

rzs not the Reaton of the Srone Work’s faling down 2

he faid, If thar had béen the Calfe, ghe Work executed
be kit (the Witnels) would have come down as well
as the roit; thar the Stone Wil el down both in
Winter and Summser; thar the NMortar fcales off n
Wirter; bu: that the Swene which is all rovgh and
hard, fiands the Winter 5 that the Orders fent by the
Company for repaiting the Forts were proper, but
the Witnefs was contradited by the chiet Faétor; nor
had he Fiands to exvcute them.

And being afked, 1€ he did not know, before he went
the Sccond time 10 Hadln's Bay, that there were not
a fufidient Number of Hands for 2 Work of this Na-
ture; and why in thaggCate be did not reprefent to
the Company the Neceflitv of fending more? he faid,
tic did not know the Natuie of his Work til: he was
got uver, that he esecured a Contraét as Mafon and
Surveyor; but it was not cxpreffed in the Contralt
what he was to do; and uade:focd he was to draw
Charts or Plans of Rivers ; and did not know of the
Orders he afierwards roceived in the Country, ror of
any Mafon’s Works to be executed: And in the firft
Letter the Witels wrote to the Company from York
Fort, Le reprelented that there were not Hands to do
the \Work; but that he found an Engincer tiere, who,
togethed with the Governor, took the Direétion out of
the Llands o0 the Witnels; that there were never more
thar Fight or Ten Men eonployed befides the Witnefs,
and fometimes only ‘Tv.o or Three; that the Founda.
ton of the Fort was laid before the Witnefs went over;
aad thac he buik therean Fight Yoct from the Ground;
that in the Abfence of the Witnefs the Works were raifed
on wkat he had already built; which Superitrufture he
was afterwards obliged to pulldown and repair.

And bring afked, If tl:e bad State of the Funs was
to be afcribed to the Want of proprr Diretion. from
the Company, or want of Hands? he faid, Tte taalt
was in the chief Fattor, who coentradiGted the Witnefs
in every Poing; but in cafe he had not, there were not
Hands fufficient to do the Bufinefs.

Being afked as to the Number of Britith Subiels in
the Conspany’s Settlements ; he faid, The firlt Year he
was at Zork Fort there were 36 Perfons there; and at
Chuickiil 44 or 45; that he never fuw any Britify Sub-
Je&s there, cxcept the Company’s Scrvants, nor any
other LFuropeans whetfoever; nor did he ever hear of
any People defirous to fix there, or that the Company
had ever offcred Encouragement to Britifb Subjects to
izile there:  That the Wimels underftands a lide of
the Inlian Larguage ; and by what he has been able
to coll=& from the Natives, they are about Three
Weeks in coming down fiom their Country to the
Yorts, whizh they explain by faying, they fleep {o often
in their Journey, which the Wirmefs apprehends to
mean, that they are {0 many Days in coming down;
but he has heard of the Indians coming down one con-
tinued Journey for Two Mornthis: That the Company
never fent up any People into the Country to trade with
the Natives, thosgh the Indians would gladly entertain
themy; and heve frequendy afked, Why the Englifh
would not go up as well as the Frouch ?

That the prefent Method of carrying on Trade is,
for the Indians to bring down their Goods to the Fort,
and deliver them through a Window or Hole; apd the

Goods brought down are Beaver Skins, Martens, Foxes,

Furs, Pelis, and Feathers : That he has heard of Picces
of Ore waken out of a Mine, and fent home to the,
Company as a Curiofity ; but no People were fent to
work thofe Mines: That the Country is well wooded
up Neljzw's River with Fir-trees; but the Witnefs faw
r.o Cedar nor Oak: That he doss not know of any Tar

or Fitch made there; 'but has fecn a fmall Quantiry of
\Whalebone, he “thinks abort Two or Three hundred
Weight, breught from Fudfen’s Streights, and fome Oil
frem Efkimaus.

That he is of Opinion, Oil and Copper might be
brought from thence, having feen Copper reund the
Indians Necks and Arms; that he bas feen about a
Pound and Half, or Two Pounds, of Copper Ore, which
he underftocd from the Natives they biought froma
great Diftance, but can’t fay how fr; and he has like-
wife feen Ore, which he imagined to Ge tron or Tin Ore:
That there are great Numbers of white Whales and Szels,
ard the Witnefs has allo ften biack Whales, but not
direCily in Hudfen's Bay, but in the Streights; and that
Oil might be made from the Whales, Secls, and White
Bears; that he can’t recclleét any other Commiodities,
except fome fhining Stones, of the Value of which he is
ro Judoe; that he has heard the Ore has been {ent cver
to be tried, but does not krow how it proved.

That the Fir-trees about Churchill River are about
Thirty Foot high; but there are very tall Trees upon
Nelfon’s River which may be floated cown; that he has
feen fmall Birch-trees up inthe Country 3 and the Canoes
coming down Nelow’s River, which runs South Welt,
are made of Birch-bark.

He further faid, He was acquainted with the Com-
pany’s Standard ef Trade; that the Method is, to ap-
point Two Traders, and no other of the Compary’s
Servants are admitted to 1rade: That he thinks the
Company take Fifteen Beavers for a Gun; and in his
Opinion, if the Standard of Trade was more advan-
tageous to the Indians, a greater Quantity of Furs and
Pcts would be brought: That he has never fegn
any of the Fremsn, but has feen Indians who have
faid, they raded with the Freach; and has feen Gocds'
carricd in Canoes to the French, as the Indians told
him: Tlat the Indians bring down Beavers, and that
he dJdoes not appredend any of the Produce cof the
Couniry 1s icld by Faftors to the Fremch; but he
thirks, that the Beavers which are breught down to the
Com; any, are refuled by the French, from their being a
heavy Coninedity 5 for the Natives who come to trade
with the Company, difpefe of their finall valuable Furs
to the Hieick, and bring dows, their heavy Goods to the
Company, in Summer when the Rivers are open, which
they {c!l, and fupply the French with European Goeds,
purchafcd from the Company.

And being afked, 1f there were not great Falls on
the Rivers ¢ he faid, He met with no Obftrudion in
going up 40 or 50 Miles, only the Swream and Tide s
and that the Jodians could row all the Wey he wenz;
that he failled up ajl the Fails very eafily, though they
were called great Falls: That the Indians come to
Churchbill River in July, and fiay T'hree Weceks, or a
Month ; that fome few come dfter Chrisas, when they
come down upon the Ice, and carry hume Powder and
Shos in Exchange for Furs; that he never knew any
Goods returned on the Indians [lands; and he has
heard the chief Fafor fay, That if the Indians bring
down a Quantity of Goods infufficient to purchafe Ne-
ceffaries for theéir Sublfiltence, the Company will {if
they know them). truft them with Goods, which the
Witnefs looks upon as an Encouragement: That there
are generally Six or Eight Indians fuy about the Fore
all the Year round, who, when they can’t get Provi-
fions, are allowed half 2 Pint of Oatmeal a Day.

And being ajked, If Le ever heard the Indians com-
plain of not having a fufficient Price for their Goads ?
he faid, He was not admisted totatk with them, ex-
cept in the Fort, the Company’s Servants being forbid
to converfe with the Indians privately ; but he has
heard fome Indians, who fpeak Engli/s, frequently com-
plain of their not having Viftuals or Wages enough;
but thofe Indians never converfe with the Fremeh, nor
go far from the Forts. ‘

i ‘ .~ Thse
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That during the Time the 'Witnefs-was at Zork Fort,
-the Company's ‘Servants were treated-well, bur while
‘he was at Prince of Wales's Fore,veryindiffcrently with
tegard to Provifions: That the -Company's Servants
«carry no Goods, being-forbid to trade, with the Indians,
even-for their own Provifions; and that he never knew
any of the Company’s ‘People fent on Difcoveries into
the inland Parts; that there are trading Indians who
come from the North, Thirty or Thirty-five in a
‘Gang, and generally in the Winter; they ‘bring ‘their
Provifions along with them, which confift of the Fleth
‘of Deer, Beaver, or what other Animals they can catch,
which is dried quite hard, and ‘reduced to a Powder
like Meal; that there is Grafs in Abundance in the
Northern Parts, a Yard high ; -but, -in the-Opinion of
the Witnefs, Corn would not grow there; but that he
‘had ‘cat Peas and Beans which grew at 2wk Fort, in
Latitude 57 Deg. but never knew any other Corn tried
there; that the ‘Quantity of Peas -and Beans he fpeaks
of, was as much as Six or Eight People could ear;
but there are a thoufand Acies of Ground in Latitude
57 Deg. which, if cultivated, would produce the fame,
and 2 much larger Tra& to the Southwara; that the
Peas and Beans grew by common Cultivaticn, without
any Force, but the Produce was not fo luge as in
England.

And being afked, If it would not be a great Ad-
vantage tothe Company to grow Corn at 2ort Fort, or
their other Settlements? he faid, It ‘would doubtlefs

" be {o, and it was reafonable to think they would do it;
but there were many Things not dune, which would be
of great Advantage befides that; and there muft be
Jome fecret Caufe for it, to which the Witnefs was a
Stranger.

Being atked, How long the Froft was out of the
Ground a: 2wrk Fort? he faid, It was ‘hardly ever
guite out of it; for he had duvg Three Foot and an
Half deep, and then found a Shell ot Ict, under which
the Ground was all foft; that the plice he dugin was
dow Ground about 13 Foot from Hizh-water Mark,
never having an Opportunity to dig up in the Country ;
buc the Surtace of the Ground was free, from the lat-
ter end of May; to the later End of Auguff; and
in the Summer they have Eighteen Hours Sun
at Chur.bill; that by the Accounts of the People
coming down, the Froft breaks fome Months fooner
up in the Country; that the Cold' in Wimter may be
endured without any Inconveniency, their  Cloathing
being adapted to the Climate; that the Witnefs has
foffered more from Cold in this Country, than ever
he did there; thar Fleth will freeze; -but he never
knew any Perfon lofe his Fingers; that the Soil will
bear Roots, fuch as Carrots, Radithes, and Turnips;
it alfo produces Coleworts, all 'which Roots and Greens
grow inas great Perfe@ion as t::{ do here;” but he don't
know whether the Seed produced there will grow again ;
and he don’t think ‘there are Two Acres cultivated at
both the FaQtoricy where he has refided; that the
Factories are in part {ubfifted by killing Geefe, Fowl, and
Deer; they have likewifc a cerrain Grain which they call
Rice, but no Pulfe; and if the Land at the Bottom of che
Bay was properly cultivated, the Produce would fupport
Numbers of People. : K

That he has feen Oxen and Horfes belonging to the
Company at Prince of Wales's Fort, which were brought
from England, and fed with Hay aod Cora, the Hay
being got there, ‘and made into Stacks; and they
catch Fith in the Summer Seafon, atd till near Chrift=
mas. ) T '

That he apprehends, thete are Indians higher in the
Country, befides thofe the Company tradé¢ with; for it
‘was commonly reported at 2urk For, that fomie Indiang
were coming down who had riever bech theré before ; but
were prevented by being overfet in 4 Streamt, dnd loft
their Goods. T
- Vou. Il
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That there was no Settlement ‘it Ne/#’s River when
‘the Witnefs was there; bt he apprehends it the pro-
perelt Place for a Setdement, though Hayes’. River ‘is
within Six Miles of it, upon which 20.% Fort ftands;
"but the Works might be carried on at Nelfon’s ina much
better manner. .

That he -apprehends ‘the Country might be fettled
and inhabited, if People would go up the Rivers i
they find a better Climadte, ‘and there erc@ ‘Scitle-
ments; that he does not doubt bu: %e himfelf could find
Three or 'Four hundred Britifth Subjefts, who would
willingly go there to live Winter and Summer, and
the Witnefs would go for one; that he would advife
them in that Cafe, to go up, Eight or Ten in Com-
pany, till they come to a warmer Climate; ‘and the
Ships that conre to fetch their Goeds, might’bring them
'Provifions; and in that cafe they might trade with the
Natives all the Year round, and live as the Indians do;
that he would venture to go up into the Country with
Six or Seven in Company, as far-as the Rivers run; and
that they could carry on Traffic without underftand-
ing the Language; that ‘he never was up among the
Indians, and belicves the Fator ‘wou'd not have allow-
ed it, having always underftood his Orders ‘were quite
the contrary, and that ‘the Company never fend People
up into the Country.

Beirg afked, If the Company would grant ‘Lands to
Pprivate Perfons, it would not be fufficient Encourage-
ment? he faid, That Lands fo far to ‘the Northward
would not do.

Being afked, If any Perfon could maintzih himfelf
and a Family at the Bottom of the Bay, by Culiiva-
tion of Lands, or any Trade whatever, except the
Fur Trade? he faid, Not at firft; that tie Company
buy up all- the Furs that are brought to the Fort, and
killed in Seafon; but ‘thiey Hon't take proper ‘Meafures
to get all the Furs they can; for in the Opinion of
the Witnels, if Perfons were fent among the Natives
to ‘encourage them, they would bring down many
more.

Mr. Ricbard Wbite_faid, He went to Aany Fort in
'the Year 1726, as Clerk vo'the Company, and flayed
there Seven Years; that he had been Ten Years at
Churchill, which is the Northermoft Fort; and had
alfo been "4t Moofe River, which is the Southermoft;
that his Bufinefs was to take Accourt of ‘Goods, and
to balance the Accoums; that all the Forts, except
‘Churchill and the Printe of Wales’s Fort, are puile of
‘Wood, and tht Number of People in each Forr is

“uncertain ; that thig Complement of Europeans at lbary

Fort, was 24 ; that he went over to ‘Charchill in thé
Capacity of Setond, which he explained to be the Per-
fon, who, in‘cafe of the Governor's Death or Removal,
Is to fucceed him ; thac this is no more than an empty
Title, and he can give no Account of the Method of
Trade, other than what is carried on dt Albawy, where
he atted as Clerk, as aforefiid; and he is not at prefent
in the Companj’s Service, having ferved out the Timé
of his Contra&, and not defiring to renew it, and that
his Refignation was voluntary: That the Trade con-
G0 of Beavérs, Furs, Pelts, and Feathers, which the
Indians bring down in Cinoes, the Company nevet
fending ‘out Perfons to_ trafick with them; thar the
Method of Trade with the Indiansis fixed by a Stan:
dard delivered to the Governors by the Company, and
they never trade lower than that Standard dirt&s; but
they geiferally double thi¢ Standard, thiat is, ‘whért the
Standard dirt@s Oiie Skin to be taken, they generally
tike Twd; thit he does ndt know whethér this is
done by dire&ion of the Cotnpany, nor how the Go*
vernof difpofes of the extraordinaty Profit arifing by this
Advance of the Standard. ' ’
At beliig sfked, I€ he thought the Govétnor would
do his Dity, If he did fot purchalk dit Godds ac the
3K © cheapeft .
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cheapeft Rate ? he faid, He thinks he ought to follow
his Dirc&ions, and not to lower the Srandard, fince it
would be for the Advantage of the Publick togive a
more advanced Price, as it would encourage the Na-
tives to bring more Skins down, who bring their Com-
modities from a great {:iftance, and will not bring them
at all, if \aey can fcll them nearer home for a betcer
Price.

That the French intercept the Indians coming down
with their Trade, as the Witnefs believes, he having
feen them with Guns, and Cloth of French Manufac-
ture; and that an [ndian told him, there was a French
Seutlement up Aoofe River fumething to the Southward
of the Weft, at the Dittance, as the Witnefs apprehends,
of about Fifty Miles.

And being afked, If he thought the Indians would
bring any Furs atall, if they could fell them dearer 2 he
faid, The French deal in light Furs, and rake all of that
Sort they can get, and the Indians bring the heavy to
us; that fometimes the Indians bring down Martens
Skins, but that is when they don’t meet with the French ;
but he never knew any Irdians, who had metthe French,
bring down any light Furs; that he thinks, if the Go-
vernors would advance the Price, even for laige Furs,
which the French won’t buy, it would encourage the
Indians to bring down the light Furs, who fay they often
throw their heavy Gonds overboard, rather than un-
dergo the Difficulties of bringing them down from the
‘Want of Provifions.

That the French deal ina different manner from us;
they reckon each Marten as a Beaver; whercas the Com-
pany fix Three Martens for a Beaver.

And being afked, Whether if the Governor was 1o
reduce the Standard fo low as only to give Twelve Flints
for a Beaver, thofe Skins would not be brought? he faid,
He believed not; for the Indians, in his Opinion, would
not come again.

That he has convirfed with Indians at Albany, who
told him, They were Two Moons in coming down,
and fome of them not fo long; and that fome of  their
Countryman carried Beavers to the French: And fome
of thofe Indians were cloathed in French Cloth,

That the French Settlement on Mogfe River is on
Abittilis Lake; that the Indians fonictimes come down
Mogfe River to Albany Fatory, but not often; in which
cafe they come near the French Settlement, but not clofe
by it, it beingon a Lake near the River.

T hat he has been up Adany River about Forty Miles,
and faw nc Sign of Habitation, only fome little Houfes;
that by all Reports the Indians trade to more Advantage
with the French than with the Company ; for the French
require Thirty Martens for a Gun; and fometi:ues, when
they are fcarce of Goods, Thirty-five; for fometimes,
they have not Goods to trade with the Natives; whereas
the Englifh, fora Gun, require Thirty-fix, and fometimes
Forty. ‘

That the Trade is chicfly carried on in Summer-time,

when the Tce'is out of the River, though fometimes the
Incians near the Forts come down in Winter, and the
Company never refufe to trade with them whenever
they come; and he never faw any Beavers or Furs re-
fufed, which were killed in Seafon, or any good Skins
rejected; that the Indians have no Warchoufes, every
Family bringing their own Skins; and if they would
bring more, the Company would undoubtedly buy
them; but he cannot account-for their not encouraging
them to bring more down. '
" Being afked, What thé Value of European Goodsin
the Company’s Rofleflion at Hudfon’s Bay might be ; he
faid, He conld not judge of that, the Value being never
{pecified, but only the Quantity. '

That the Fur Trace might, in the Opinion of the
Witnefs; be extended, by fending up People into the
Country with Goods, to winter -among the Natives;
that the Witnefs himfelf, if a young Man, and proper-

-
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lv encouraged, would be willing to go on fuch an Un-
certaking; that he was of that Opinion during the
Time he was in the Company’s Service; but never
difclofed foch his Opinion to the Company, becaufe
the Governors loved to have the fole Management of
Affairs; and if any inferior Perfon fhould offer to in-
terfere in Matters of that Nature, he is fure to be im-
mediately difcharged. '

That the Indians about the Fattory have brought
many Deer and Elks Skins to 2ork ‘Fort; which is the
principal Fort for thofe Skins.

Being examined as to the Treatment of the Indians
by the Governors; he faid, That he had never knowa
any Indans to whom the Governors gave Credit, on
their bringing down 2 Number of Skins infufficient to
furnith them with Neceffaries for the following Year;
that when the Indians have been in want of Provifions,
he has known the Governors refule to give them any ; buc
does not know for what Reafon they refufed ir, it not
being proper for a Perfon of inferior Rank to afk a Rea-
fon for the Governor's Actions; that he has feen the
Governors beat and ftrike the Indians, the Reafon of
which he imagines to be, that they had affronted the
Governors, or ftole a Hatchet, or fome fuch thing; bur
he never knew any- Goods taken from them without
paying fomething for them; they deliver the Goods firft,
and then the Governors give them what they pleafe;
but fometimes, if the Indians make a Noife, they give
them their Goods again,

That the Company make no Difference in the In-
dians coming down to trade, but favour the Hunters;
and fome Governors ufe them better than others; and
it is certainly the Intereft of the Company to ufe the
Indians well, fince feveral, to the knowledge of the Wit-
nefs, are prevented from coming down to trade on Ac-
count of ill Ufage; and it is a common thing with the
Governors to make Prefents to the Captains or Chicfs
of the Indians, to encourage them to bring as many
Men as poffible ; but that the Trade might be further
extended by fending up Europeans to winter among
the Natives; which, though the Compaay have not
lately attempted, the French attually do, the Witnels
having feen and converfed with a French Canadian,
called Fofepb de Lufira, who wintered feveral Years
among the Indians. .

That 2 Boat of Thirty Ton would not be able to
fail far up Albany River; but large Canoes which carry
;{.chty or Thirty Men, with Luggage, will go up that

iver.

" That the Company fuffer their Servants to hunt, who
are_allowed one-half .of the Profits of what they catch;
but he never heard of any going above Sixty Miles up
Churchill River; that the Witnels was never above Forty
Miles up in the Country; and it would be neceffary to
make Settlements much higher than. that, to hinder the
French from intercepting the Indiafs as they come down;
and he thinks it would be for the Intereft of the Com-
pany to make fuch Seutlements ; but perhaps they may
be advifed to the contrary.

That he went about Forty Miles uvp Albany River
upon the Ice, in fearch of Timber, but found none to
anfwer his Purpofe; and the Reafon why he went no
further was, that he was limited in Time, as is ufual
in fuch Cafes; that in this Journecy they mer with
Ducks and Geefe, but no Corn or Huts; 'that 'tis pof-
fible to travel 500 Miles, as the Witnefs believes, and
not meet with any Inhabitants, who have no fixed Places
of ‘Abode, as Towns or Villages; but are continually
wandering up and down: But there are Places where
they lay up their Goods, and where People might trade
with them, if they would go up; that Houfes might be
built in the Woods near the Rivers, and the Goods
might be drawn up; and that thofe Places where the.
Indians lay up their Goods are fometimes near the Rivers,
and fometimes not. - o

Being
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Being afked, Whether lowering che Standard of the
Hudpon’s Bay Company Fifty per Cent. or fetting Fac-
tories, would tend motft to increafe the Traae? he faid,
He was not a competent Judge of that; but in his Opi-
nion the building of Fattoricz would be the better
Method.

That he makes no doubt but the Company would trade
higher up in the Country, if they thought ‘t advan-
tageous; but he cannot fay whether Sirangers could go
higher, or carry on a better Trade; but if the Trade
was laid open, he apprehends more Goods would
be brought, becaufe many People would carry fmall
Quantities of Goods up the Rivers, and get great Part
of the Trade from che French; and that he don’t ima-
gine the feparate Traders could carry on Trade at the
Fa&ories; but that they would go up into the Coun-
try, where there is no Danger from the Cold, which is
much more intenfe at the Fatories.

That the Governor at Albany had a Garden in which
Peas, Beans, Turnips, and Sallad, grew as good and
plentitul as in England; but he never knew Seed raifed
in that Country lown again; chac he faw a fmall Quan-
tity of Barley growing near Moofe River in Auguft which
1s about Two Months before the cold Weather, which
Barley was in the Ear, but not full; but as he has never
been ufed to Tillage, he is a very indifferene Judge in
thofc Matters.

That he faw Fir-trees on the Banks of A/bany River
35 or 40 ‘Foot long, and 14 or 16 Inches fyuare at
Bottom, and 10 at the Top, and here and there a fmal)
Stick of Birch; that there are a grear many other fmall
Pines; but. he does not know whether Pitch or Tar
could be made from them, having never feen a Trial,

That fome Settlement muft be made before any
‘Trade could be carried on, and he does not know any
Part of the Couniry near the Bay, where they could
be more advantageoufly placed, than where the Com-
pany’s Forts at prefeat are; but he is unacquainted
with any of the Rivers, except thofe where the prefent
Settlements are; thac he apprehends thac | rivate Per-
fons would not by making a Settlement gain an exclu-
five Right to trade there; but that the next Ships that
came would make ufe of it; nevertheleis he apprehends
fuch private Adventurers would undertake it even under
that Difadvantage. : -~

That the Country affirds Plenty of Fith, Whalcbone
and Qil; that there is alfo Timber; but the Witnefs is
not fure whether it is worth bringing Home ; nor docs
he know whether it would afford Pitch and Tar; that
he knows of no Mines there, nor ever faw any great
Quantitics of Whalcbone ; for the Vefiels don't go con-
flantly ; but if they went yearly, he thinks they would.
bring great Quantities of Oil and Bone; but he does
pot know whether this is fo good a Place as Davis’s
Streights for Whale-fithing, not being acquainted . with
the Whale Fithery ; nor can he tell what Quantity of
Bone might be had. :

That the Company have fome Sloops to fend up
Rivers, and trade Coaliwife with the Natives; one of
which was fent a Year or Two to trade wich the Eftimaux,
and then left off that Trade a Year or T'wo: There is
alfo a Sleop manned with Eight Men, which winters in
Slude River for the Coaft Trade. o

That the. Witnefs has heard from Indians thac there
are Nations higher in the Country with whom the Trad-;
ing Indians are always at War; and fome of the Slaves
taken fram thofe Nations bave traded with the Com-
pany; that the Witnefs thinks a Trade might be opened.
with the neighbouring Indians, by means of ‘Prefents;

that the People with whom the Trading Indians :are at- -

War, are, at the Diftance of Two or Three Months-

Journey uvp in the Country, where the Wedther is-

warmer; and the People going up to trade muft winter.

there; that the Natives are not a warlike People, being-

expert lInI nothing but Bufb fighting ; that poffibly
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they might lie in wais for a Man; but he muft be guard-
ed by the neighbouing Indians; and if the Witnefs
himfelf was 2 young Man, he would un leruke to go;
that the Difpofition of the Indians who traa: with the
Company is fociable and free: So.re of them, the Wic-
nels believes, will fteal, and others will not; burt in
general Theft is looked upon as a heinous Crime
amongft them; but when drunk they are apt to be
quarrelforne; that no one dares maltreat them buc the
Governor ; and he fometimes will beat therfi; bur cthe
Compans’s Inftrutions to the Governor are to ufe
them civily; that the Witnefs has feen Copper Orna-
ments abour the Indians.

That he apprehends the Countries adjoining to Hudfin's
Bay might be fertled and improved; and that in the
Southern Parts Qats, Barley, and Peas, would grow;
but if Perfons were allowed to fettle, he does not appre-
hend they could at firft fuofift by the Cultivation of
Lands only; thac he does not know why the Company
don’t grow their own Corn, nor whether any Propofal
has been made to them for that Purpofe; for he really
thinks Corn would grow there; which certainly would
tend much to the Advantage of the Company, as well as
to the Security of Perfons refiding there; that their
common Provifions are Fifh and Fowl ; and they have
no Bread but what comes from England; that all Corn
keeps there very well, except Peas; that in a general
Way they have Two Years Provifions beforchand in
their Forts, efpecially of Bread.

Being afked, If the Indians could not cultivate Corn
for One-third of the Price it cofts in Eurgpe? he faid,
The Indians are in general a flothful People, and culti-
vate no Indian Corn; but eat Flefh inftead of it; that
he never heard of any Attempts made by the Faftors
to civilize thefe People ; nor is it an eafy Matter to be
attained, fince it would be neceffary in that cafe to bring
them up to Labour from thetr Youth; that every
European in the Company’s Service is pofitively ordered
not to converfe, trade, or traffick with the Indians, di-
re@ly or indire&tly . on Pain of forfeiting all his Wages ;
and he is further fubjeét to be punithed at che Governor’s
Pleafure, who has ordered one of the Company’s Ser-
vants to be ‘put in Irons, and whipped, for that Offence;
and that when the Witnefs talked with the Indians, as
he mentioned before, he was authorized to do it by the
Governor. ' .

And being afked, Whether he had ever known a
Man whipped for no other Crime but talking with the
Indians ? he faid, He had known one Man, whofe
Name was Adam Farquar, whipped for being t2ken in
an Indian Tent in the trading Time of the Year, con-:
verfing with .an Indian contrary to the Governor’s Or<
ders ; which Orders are hung up in the feveral Forts,
an confift, for the moft Part, of Paragraphs out of the
Company's Letters, declaring. that you are not allowed
to act in fuch and fuch a manner; and among other’
Reftrittions, forbidding Trade or Converfe with the In-
dians, on.Pain of corporal Punifhment,
~ That the Witnefs believes, that the Company’s. Ser~
vants would trade, if they were not prohibited ;- that
they would. ofcen part with: their wearing Cloaths or
Vicuals for that purpofe. . . . .-

And being afked, Whether the faid Farguar was not
punithed for converfing with? an Indian. Woman; and
whether if the Europeans were allowed to converfe with
the Women, it would not drive away the Indians? hefaid, -
He. believednot; for the Indians were a fenfible People,
and agree their Women fhould be made ufe of. R

- That he believes the Indians would kill no more Bealts
than what: is -fufficient to purchafe Commodities for the
Year, as he has feen them a& in the fame manner, with
regard to.Venifon;  and he. does not know, whether, if
they could haveran advanced Price for their Goods, they
would snot: bring’ down. fewer Skins than-they-do st
prefent. . . oo Lo
That
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That the Commodities the Indians fer the greateft
Value upon, next to Neceflaries, are Bread, Vermilion
and Toys; and that he takes the Countries to be better
for Huadng, at go or 60 Miles Dilance, than at the
Facrories.

That he knows not of any Atempts made to aducate
Children, except thofe of Englithmen, who are generally
the Governors Sons; that fome of the Indians would
fuffer them to educate their Children, and fome would
not; and that he was told by Governor Myatt, who
died in the Year 1729, that fome had been inftruted
in the Chriftian Religion, particularly a Boy, who wrote
a Letter to the Company defiring to come over to be
baptized ; upon which the Company fent an Order to
Mr. Stanton, the then Governor, to take away his Books,
and not let him read any more; upon which the Bov
was fent out of the Faétory, and died, as the Witnefs
beard, in the Year 1725+ )

‘Being afked, Whether it has been the general Prac-
tice of the Governors to encourage or difcourage Trade ;
he faid. That fomme of their Governors have their Mea-
fure for Powder too fhort, and don’t fill even thye fhort
Mcafure above half full ; that the Profits gained by
this Mcthod are dillinguithed by the Name of the
Overplus-trade, which fignifies the Number of Skins
which are gained more than are gaid for, on the Foot-
ing of the Standard : That the Company know of this
Pra&ice, for that the Witnefs himfelf had kept Ac-
counts of it for Seven Years; and cither the Governor,
ar the Company, take all the Profits of the Overplus-
trade; and that he has known 11 Canocs Jeave the
Falory at Aawy Fort, at onc tine, for want of a
Prefent of a Bottlé of Brandy.

Mr. Matthew Serjeant faid, He had been employed
in the Company's Service; that he knows the Nature
of the Trad:, which confifts chiefly in Furs, which the
Indians barter for Brandy, Tobacco, Blankets, Beads,
&c. And the Indians fometimes trade in Oil and Fea-
thers ; that the Servants of the Company arc ablolutely
forbid to trade ; and he has feen one beat for only going
to an Indian Tent to light a Pipe; that thefe Punith-
ments are infliGted at the arbitrary Will of the Goveraor;
that he never faw any of the Skins, brought down- by the
Indians, refufed, except they were damaged; . but that a
greater Trade might be eftablifhed by concluding a
Peace between Two Indian Natiops that are at War,
which might be eafily performed by {ending fome Englifh
with a little Brandy. .

That he underftands the Indian Language -pretty
well; and heard frequeat Complaints made by the
Indians, of the Treaiment they receive from the Go-
wernors, who fometimes beat them;: bur he.canaot fay.
they do it without Provocation; that the Behaviour of
the Indians in general is very civil; ’tis but wery few
among them that will fteal; and they are very good
matured when they are fober.

That the Witnefs never faw any of the Govemors
beat a fober Indian; but the Indians complain they
have too.little allowed for their Goods, which is their
chief Complaint; but he never heard them fay, they
could have more elfewhere; and the Perfons complain-
ing came down'to trade agains That he newver heard
any of them fay, thac the French Trade was more ad-
vantageous, nor that they would bring down more
Goods ; but he has heard them fpeak French, and pray
in the ¥rench Language; but never heard them pray
in Englith: That he has Reafon to believe the Trade
might be increafed by encouraging the Indians; for
when: the Witnefs was in Hudw's Bgy, Governor
Myast,"by giving a Suit of Cloaths to every Indian
Chief, that brought down  Men, extended.the Trade
in.fuch a manner, that-dpuble. the. Number of Skins
were brought down;. -that - .the *Witnefs does not
know whether the fame Encouragement is now given:

- -
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That the Fators' take all -their Furs, -except- the
damaged Skins, which feems to be-a fufficient Encou-
ragement:to bring all they can; “but in the Qpinioh of
the Witnefs, if they would give to every Indian :Leader
a Gallon of Brandy, and-for every Indian of the Nation
of the Poets 2 Gallon and a Half, it would induce
that Nation to come down, and.confequently enlarge
the Trade.

That the Witnefs was never any higher in the Coun-
try at York Fadtory than Twelve Miles .up the River;
that he travelled by Land from Moo River to Albany
Fort, which is aco Miles along the Coaft: That he
was Thirty Miles up the River from Albany Fort; and
the Spil is very gaod for Four Months in the Year,
and produces good Turnips: That the good Soil s
not quite Two Feet deep, when you come to a Btra-
tim of Loam and Sand; that in fome Places the
Froft is never out of the Ground, but you may dig
through ir; that the Turnips he has cat -there are as
good as ever he cet in Englowd; but he does not know
whether Seed raifed there would produce the fame;
that ’tis the general Opinion of the Factory at 2ork
Fort, that the Soil is proper for Wheat, Barley, Rye,
or Oats; that he has jeen wery good Beans and Peas
grow there, but he never faw any Corn grow there,
except fome wild Oats; and that his Mefs-mate did
fow fome Corn there, which, though it grew a good
Height, never came to Perfe@ion; dut, in the Opi-
nion of the Witnefs, Oats would riper at Albawy, where
he has a Cherry-tree, bearing black Cherries ; . that-he

has feen the Indians bring down Currants, ahich, they -

f3id, grew in their Country; they alfo brought -down
Sugar, which was very black,and made from the Tree
of which their Paddle was made; that the Indisns in-
formed the Witnefs, that there arelarge Lakes behind
the Fa&ory; that the Witnefs had been in 2 Lake Yen
Miles long, without any Fall going to it; and thad
had Accounts fromn the Indians.of a. Lake 100 Miles
long : But he.never afked the {ndians. whether che River
was navigable to it, but-does mot apprchend there
is any Fall, but that the Canoes might come down ;
for they cither tow or carry their empty Canoees at the
Falls; thar the Witnefs has feon what.they call Falls;
whick are not caufed by the Streightrefs of the River,
but by Stones; that he drew a Map of the Country;
which he has loft; which Map had Six Lakes in‘ir;
that of 160 Miles long was the large®; and there is ‘a
Lake half-way up to Miffipi; that he has heard the
Indians fay, there is a Sea at the back Part of the Coun<
try, but never afked them at whac Diftance; that the
French trade with the- Indians, and itis faid they have

a fmall Fa&ory 50 Miles up Megfe River: that he does |

not know the Company’s Limits, but :has heard them
fay, the French are not to come within 500 Miles of
their Forts. : . .

Thae the Froft-is -fometimes Two, fometimes Three:
Feet thick ; that it begins to-thaw at A/bany about the
8th or.1oth of April, where there is ‘a good Seil -for
Six or - Eight Inches, which may be gained within about
a Formight after the Beginning of the Thaw ;- -that in
Two or Three Weeks more, as -the Weather happens;
it thaws to the Depch of Two Feet, commonly by the
Beginning of May: And the Froft fets-in again the
Beginning of Ofteber: and when the Witnéfs was there
the 4th of . OfFober, it came in very hard; that the- Wit

nefs believes there is time enough-to- gtow Whear;

for if Summer Grain was fown early in -the Souther-
moft Parts, he thinks there would ‘be time for it to
ripen, and gather it in: but the Frofts break fooner
up in the Country, and come: in later; that there are
vaft Tra&s of Land fit for Cultivation; and the Wiz-
nefs had feen very good Lettice, Spinage, Déwberries,
Strawberries, and black Cherries: -that the Jndians
very rarely. cat any Bread, nor do they live - long enough’
in one Place to raife Corn; nor have they any Yams
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or Potatoes, their Provifions being Fith and Flefh,
which they prelerve by drying it, not haviag the Art
of Saltng; that in cafe they were inflruted in the
Arts of Tillage, he does not know whether they would
ftay long cuough in a Place to raife Corn; for though
they love Bread dearly, they would rather go a Hunt-
ing than cultivate Land; and that the wild Oats he
mentioned before, never came to Seed, being little
bet o r than a Species of Grafs; that Grals grows there
fufficient for the Support of Cartle; and that they
have made Hay at Albany; that if the Company was
to growv Corn, they apprehend the French would come
and take it, as they did their Sheep in the lalt War;
but they might protect their Corn from the Indians;
but the Witnefs does not think it for the Bencfir of
the Company to grow Corn; becaufe they muft have a
Houfe built at a Diftance from the Faétories, and
Men o watch it, to prevent the Home Indians from
ftealing it; they muft alfo have Men to cultivate it,
which would be very expenfive: The Witnefs cannot
determine whether it would not be more fo than having
their Corn from Europe; and that hethinks the Company
would fow it. it it was for their Advanuage.

But the Cale would be different, if Strangers were

- allowed to fcrtle theie, who, it they buile Forts up in

the Country, might cukivate Lands round the Forts,
and by that mweans prote@ the Corn at a fmall Ex-

~ peace: He believes Corn would grow 20 Miles to the

North of .flkany; but if the Witnefs was to engage in
this Trade, he thould not think it worth his while to fow
Corn. - .

That the Company in moft Cales are governed by
the Advice of their Fators, who in fome Cafes have
not extended their Trade fo much as they might, par-
ticularly in not building a Fa&tory between Cape Diggs
and the Egf2 Main; that he does not know why they have
negle&ted to build fuch a Faftory; but believes the
Indians throw away their Goods rather than bring them
down to the prefent Faltories; which would be pre-
vented, if a Fadtory was erected there.

That Eaff Main Faltory lies upon Slude River, as the
Witnefs thinks; and there are Furs between the Eaf?
Main and Cape Diggs; that he has feen Fir-timber there
38 Inches Diameter, and 50 or 60 Feet high, a great
deal of which weuld be fit for Malts to Veflels of T'wo
or Three hundred Tons Burthen, but cannot fay whether

"it would be worth while for a Merchant to bring that

Timber home: He has likewife feen great Quantities
of Timber and Birch-trees; that they make great
Quantities of Turpentine there, and will give a Deer’s
Biadder full for a Botile of Brandy. :

hat there is no Intercourfe with the Indians be-
tween Slude River and Cape Diggs; and the Indians have
told the Witnefs, that there are many Deer and Beavers
there ; that he thinks the Trade might be extended to
many other Forts, by giving Encouragement to the
Indian Chiefs, and might be carried on without any Com-

pany at all ; that there muft be Forts and Settlements, -

or the Trade could not be carried on at all; but they
ought to be built higher up, and in fome Places théy
might go Twenty or Thirty Miles up the Rivers; that
they might go ftill higher in Canoes, which the Europeans

-manage very expertly witha Year’s Praétice ;. and which

draw about Six or Seven Inches Water. .

That the Witnefs was about Eight Days at Prisce of
¥ ales's Fort, but did not fee many Indiansthere; bur be-
licves a great many inhabit to t:e Northward of it; that
he converfed with an Indian, who told him that a Ship
was caft away there, a great many Years ago, which was
fuppofed to be a Danifh Ship. : :

‘That he has feen the Company’s Servants punithed,
onc whipped, and one put in Irons, for being drunk.

That if the Trade was laid open, he don’t think
any body would go' to fcttle there, nor .would-.it be
worth while for any Perfon of Property, except there
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was a Company; but he believes the Furriers would
raife a Company; bur, if full Liberty was allowed to
trade, to be fure it muft render. the Company unable
to keep up their Forts; 2n4d if the Company were to
throw up their Forts, other People would fet up the
Trade: But there muft be one or more Companies
eftablithed; for if Perfons do not refide all Winger in the
Settlements, the indians would report. they had left the
Country, and that weuld fpoil the Trade.

That if the prefent Company was broke, the Method
which the Witnefs would propofe to carry on the Trade,
is to cftablifh a new Company, who thould build Forts in
every River; but he cannot fay whether, if Two Com-
panies were eftablifhed, One to trade to the North, and
One to the South, there would be Trade enough to
fupport them; but a fmall Trade might be carried on
on the Eaff Main, another on the Severne, and another:
on the Frenchman’s River,

Being afked, Whether if the Company thought it
for their Intereft, they would not extend their Trade
to thofe Places; he fa'd, He could not tell; that to
be fure Wood was very fcarce and expenfive at New
Severne; that the Company formerly had a Fert there,
which the Witnefs heard they abandoned for want of
Wood ; that the Company underftand a great deal of
their Affairs; but are frequently advifed by their Go-
vernors and Factors, whofe Intereft is not always the
fame with that of the Company; for they have fettled
Salaries ; and if the Trade is ever fo much increafed,
he never knew any further Encouragement given to
them.

That there are no Places proper for Settlements
Northof Churchill, Wager River being too cold; but a
Ship might be fent to trade the Efimaux for Oil and
Fins;; that he believes the Company take all the Qil
and Fins they can get; but there are vaft Numbers of
white Whales, which afford as good Oil as the black
ones; and that the Witnefs himfelf got 13 Gallons of
Oil from a young white Whale.

Being afked, Whether, if the Company were to
lofe this Trade, the Freoch would not get it into their
Hands before a new Company could be cftablithed 2
he faid, He did nut know.

That the Indians are not fufpicious, but apt to credit
any-body; that they believe us whatever we fay; and
the Witnefs thinks, they would give the fame Credit to
Strangers.

Mr. Fobn Hayter faid, He had been Houfe Carpen-
ter to the Company Six Years at Moo River, Three
Years at Churchill, and Six Months at Albany; and
knows no other Trade carried on there, but that of
Furs. )

That he has feen good Barley grow at Mooz River,
and helped the Perfon to dig his Ground, and fow it;
that it produced the Quantity of about half a Bufhel,
which he faw rubbed our; that the Ear was large, and
yielded as well, in the Opinion of the Witnefs, as the
Barley fown on common Ground in England; that fome
of the Sced was fown the next Year, and it grew again;
but the Witnefs did not fee the Produce of it: And
the Perfon told him, the Reafon why he difcontinued
fowing Corn was,.that the Governor hindered him : And
the Witnefs fucther . faid, that he had made Hay at Moofe
River.

That the Witnefs had been Twelve Days Journey up

Albany River to a Fort or Faltory called Henly Houfe,
which. is 150 or 2co Miles up the River; that he faw

large Trees there, but no Corn. -
Being afked the Occafion of building Henly Houfe; he
faid, that the old leading Indian had been ufed il by the
Governor, and broughe Four French Indians from: the
Southerly to the Wefterly River ; upon which the:Go-
vernor ereted thac.Fort, to prevent the Freach Trade,
who never traded there before that Seafon. AR
3L That
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That the Climate is much warmer ar Hery Houfe
then at Ay but they broke no Ground there, and
conlequently he can aive ro Account of the Froft;
tat tiey caricd up roming but Utenfiis, and met
with but few Fails of Water, which they towed their
Boats up; that they were forced to tow alimoft all Day
leng, the Stream bring two rapid for Boaws to fal,
even in a frefh Gale; that "tis impoffible to tow the
Boats with Horles, on account of the Badnefs of the
Ground; but one Man tows a Canoe of 24 or 23 Feet
org, and 4 [eet wide, which draws about 8 Inches
Waier, and will carry a great Weight ; that the Falis
in A e River forced them to take ourt their Goods:
that the Country awut Henly Houfe is very high, but
warimer than tne Coalt, that the Trees there are all
white Fir, but do not produce Turpentine, nor are they
fit tor Mafls; that he never faw any Ore, but has feen
“Copyper on the Indians Wiilts,.which they told him they
brought frem the Northward 5 that there ™35 mo-Gaafs at
Charadill ey cept in Places up the River,

st he has feen large T'radts of Land, which in his
Opinion, weald bear Com, if . cultiveted, the Climate
buieg much warmer wichin Laand.

Being examined as to the 1reatment of the Com-
pany’s Servants; he faid, That the laft Year he was
there, they were ftarved, though there were Victuals
cncugh in the Stere-houfe; that there are Orders ftuck
up in the Fa@toiies, but he does not remember whe-
ther any Punithment, fuch as Lafhing or Blows, are
mentioned in thofe Orders; that the Governor beat
ca= Man with his Cane for going to light his Pipe in
an Indian Tent; and that Goverror Duffell whipp'd Two
Mcan, the on2 for trading for a Ieer Skin, and the other
fur threatening to beat a young Fellow; that the firft
oi ihiefe was tricd on the kvidence of the Dottor; but
he has heard the Governor fay, he would whip a Man
without 1'rial; and that the fevereft Punifhment i a
Dozen of Lafhes.

That one Man, whofc Name was Pilgrim, died for
wantof Vituals, though there were Provifions envugh
in"the katory, and he had the fame Allowance as tne
reft.
Ering afked, What Quantity of Provifions are gene-
rally in the Faftory? he faid, A Year or a Yearand a
Half's Provifions.

That the Servants never applied for Liberty to hunt,
when in wunt of Provifions; and when this Man was
fiarved, the Provifion was not fho:t.

And being afked, What the Allowance was? he
faid, They had Six Pourds of Flour a Week; that
one Day they had Three Quarters of a Goofe (which
Geele weigh a Pound, a Pound and a Half, and fome
Geef¢ Three or Four Pounds,) together with halfa
Pint of Peafe, and fmall Beer, when in the Fafory,
and Water when up in the Woods, with what Brandy
the Governor pleafes to give them ; that, another Day,
taey had Three Partridges, of the fame Size as ours,
with Peas, as aforefaid; the Cheefe and Bucter is a
Day's Allowance by itf:lf, and they have no Brandy up
in the Woods; that when a Goofe is boiled, it will not
weigh a Pound; and they make no Diffcrence as to
the Size. L

And being afked, How many Partridges he thinks
would be fufficient for 2 Man a Day? he faid, He
thought, Four. '

That he found no Fault with his Allowance at
Mocfe River, where the Geefe are better than at
Churchill; and the Firlt Year he was at Churcbill, they
ufed to have Two Pieces of Beef or Pork extraordinary
in 2 Week; but upon the Arrival of a new- Governor
that was taken off, their Allowance being fixed by the
Governor. c : -

Being afked, If he had" never petitioned the Com-
pany .to go back in their Service ? he faid, Thac the
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Compzny ftopped Five Paunds out of his Wages, for
coining back a Year too foon. '

That he was advifed by a Gentleman of the Ciry,
who did not belong o the Cumnpany, that the only Way
to get his Money was, to petition their Honours;
and the Gentlemen wrote a Petition accordingly, which
the Witnefs copied; that his Intention in that Petition
was to get his Money; and that he never defigned to go
again. "

gAncl the Petition being produced and read, the Wit-
nefs added, . _ . -

That he wrote a Letter to the Company about

Two Yecars ago, which he withed they would produce
aifo.

Mr. Matthew Geeynne, being examined, informed
your Commitree, That he had been twice at Hudfon's
bay; and that the Produét of the Country is chiefly

. Furs; that he brought fome Ore over to England,

which he got out of a Sloap which-the ¢ ent to
the Labrado- Couft; that the Perfon from whom he had
the Ore, told him he took it from the Surface of the
Earth; that Mr. Sedguwick, a Surgeon, tried it, and faid
it was Lead Ore, and had a great deal of Silver init;
and that the Lead, only, was worth Ten or Twelve
Pounds a Ton.

That the Perfon from whom he received the Ore is
yet alive, as the Wimefs believes, having received a
Leuer” froth him about Six Months ago; and Mr.
Sedgwick, and feveral Merchants, propofed to makea
Subfcription of Five hundred Pounds each, 1o fend a
Sloop to Davis’s Inlet, and, if they faled there, to go
through Hudfon’s Streights to the new-difcovered. Sea,
where they thought that Ore was found; and there to
fee what they could get by Trade, or this Metal; that
the Witnefs propoef.d to go through the Streights, and
thought every I'hing had been ready for the Under-
taking; butit was fuon after dropped.

That the Company fent Two Sloops to the Labradcr
Coalt ; the Name of the Mafter of the one was Mizchell,
and the other Longden.

That the Witnels was aboard a Ship in Hudfor's Bay
when thofe Two Sloops returned, and the Sloops came
to that Ship before they went to the Goveinor; that
one of the Mariners aboard one of the Sloops gave the
Witnefs the Ore, and he was informed there was a Cafk
of it aboard; and the Perfon who gave it him told him,
tiey brought it from Labrader, which he believes to be
trur; but can’t iwear ir, as he did not take ic’up there
himfelf. T

That he can’t fay he underftands Lead Ore; nor was he
prefent at the Affay made by Mr. Sedgwick.

Mr. Edward Thompfon, who had been Three Years-at
Mogfe River in the Company’s Service as Surgeon, being
required to give an Account of the Commodities, Soil,
and Climate, there, faid: That the chief Commoditiesare,
Furs of Beavers, Martens, Foxes, and Bears; that there
might be Whalebone and Oil brought from thence ; that
fome Lead Ore was brought from Labrador by one
Banifter, who carne home latt Year, of which the Witnefs
faw a Piece about the Bignefs of his Fift: Andthe Witnefs
faid, he had feen Copper in Hudfon's Bay: That there are
white Pine-trees 40 Inches Diamicter, and likewife Fith;
that he has been on the Weftern Continent about 50 or
60 Miles Inland, and thinks the Soil ahd Climate of
Masfe River as proper for producing Beans, Peas, and
Barley, as it is in feveral Partsin Yorkfbire; thatthey dig
and fow Peas in the Middle of May, when they candig 3
Foot and a Half, or Two Feet, deep ; but if you dig decp,
even in Auguf, the Froft is in the Ground:  And that he
apprehends the Ground about Mogfe River is proper
for Hemp and Flax, Lo .

That he has feen better Barley. and Oats.grow at

Moojs
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Moofe River, than ever he faw in the Orkreys; but the
Quan:ity fown was but very fmall, and the Seed would
bear fowing again, butdiminithed in Goodnefs.

That there was Ground enough proper for this Corn,
but never any Frcouragement given for fowing it, but
quite the reverfe, the Governor abfolutcly forbxddmg 1t,
for no other Reafon, as the Witnefs apprehends, but
that if Corn had been fown, a Colony would foon have
been ercfted there; and he can’t fay whether that wouid
be for the Advanrage of the Proprictors ; that the Wit-
nefs himfelf fowed about Half a Dozen Corns of Wheat,
for a Tnal, in Offcber, which lay in the Ground all Win-
ter, covered with Snow, and came to Perfeétion in
Augyfp. 1t was fown in a Picce of good Ground near
the ‘Root of a Tree, which wass in fome meafure a
Fence to it.  And the Witnefs thinks, that Beans, Peas,
Barlcy - and Oats, would grow there; that he never
tried it any where but at Mogfe River; but apprehends,
that Corn would grow in the Inland Countries at an
hundred Miles Diftance, even as far North a< Fors Neifon ;
for he hasfourd the Climate warmer, the further you go
Inland.

That he thinks the Trade capablc of Extenfion, for
the following Reafons:

Thas e has been told by the Natives, that there are
large Tralts of Ground, and a great Number of Skins,
wlnch they couid bring, if a Factory fhould be eftablilh-
ed near thule Countncs, thar fome of the Indians can’t
come above once in T'wo Years, being soo Miles dif-
tant from the prefent Faorsies 5 that he has been in-
formed, that lfeofy Houfe has been pulled down, though
the Company hait a rtolerable Trade there for the fuft
Ycar, which was .1t by the Governor abufing the chicf
Indiars, as the Witnels was informed 3 that he has {een
the Governors ule the Iundians 1.1, notonly in advancing
upon them above the Standard of Trade, but beating
and abufing them ;3 but Le does not know whether the
Company in Lmdon Lave been informed of it; that he
never had an Opportunity of acquainting che ‘Company
with it, nor did he write any Leiters to them.

'That the Indians, who have been fo abufed, have
ftayed away for two or three Years.

. And being afked, If he knew for what Reafon the
.Governors beat the Indians ? he faid, He remembered
an Inftance of two Indian-, almoft flarved, who came
down aboard them, to get fome Bread and Cheefe;
upen which, the Governor took an Oar, and beat them
inolt unmercifully ; iaymg, «“ I’ll teach you to go aboard
“ without my Leave.”

Thee the Governor could not imagine thcf'c Indians
had been trafficking, fince he knew they had not one
Skin; and the Wimefs thinks his Reafon for treating
thein in that Manner was, that the Governor apprehend-
ed they would give the Witnefs, and the relt, fome In-
telligence of ghe Country.

That the Witnefs never knew the Indians pilfer, ex-
ccpt when hard put to it.

That the Trade may be carried on without 2 Com-
pany, but that there muft be a Settlement, or Houfe,
ere€ted, which he thinks it would be worth while for
the Adventurers to do, though other Pcoplc thould
make ufe of it. The Witnefs himiclf, in his Opinion,
could turn fuch Houfe to great Advantage, both to him-

felf and Mafters ; the Forts there not being creéted for- .

Defence; but only to lodge the Goods in: And that
they would be in more Danger of being plundered by
the/ French, than by the Indians, who would love the
Europeans: That the Indians have told him of Lakes up
in the- Codntry, from whence Rivers come; that the

prefent Fores are conveniently fituated, but the Trade:

might be extended but he never gave that as his Opi-
nion, particularly, to the Governors, when he was in the
Country, only when at Moo River he mefled with

Governor Stanten, and was of the Councnl, and they.
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were all of Opinion, that new Settlements might be
made, and the T'rade extended.

‘That it would be expenfive to carry Goods up and
down from the l.akes, but that would be trebly res
paid, as the Natives could mzke Three Trips a Year;
that one Lake 1s diltant to the Wefltward, as the
Witnefs is informed, Two hundred Leagues, or there-
abouts ; that the Veflels employed to bring Goods
from the Lakes‘at prefent, are finall Birch Canoes,
from 18 to 25 Feer long, and from One 1o Two Feet
broad ; but flar-bottomed Boats might go up, as the
Wimcfs is informed, ;0 or 6o Lcagucs, and they
would carry a great Weight.

That there are Beds of Stones in the Rivers, but the
Boats might be hiled over them by Men; for when
the Inhabltants get large Quantities of Buffalo, or
Decr-1kins, they  Joad thcm on Floars of Timber,
which will carry 100 or 150 lons, and bring them
down; that fome of thefe Falls are but a few Yards
long; but he has feen one a Quarter of a Mil-, over
which there runs a Foot, or a Fuot and a half Water;
that no Stones can be feen above-water, and the Ob-
{truétion is only from the Rapdity of the Stream;
and a Veflel carrying 50 Tons may fail with a Foot
Water,

That he has bcard, the French Indians carry their
Canocs up the Falis ; and that Boats may go up thofe
Falls, and with the fame Loading, as they come
down.

That he has heard the Natives talk of a Sea to the
Weftward, which by their Accounts, is not far dif-
tant; and of a Copper. Mine, which lay on the Side
of a Streight which takes them five Days in croffing ;
that they defcribe the Water of this Streight to be very
deep, and that they cculd not reach the Bottom with
Two Deer-fkins cut into Thongs: And if a Sloop could
be brought along fide this Copper Mine, they fay they
could fill it in a litdde time. And, by their Account,
this Streight has a Communication both with the Bay
and the South Sea.

The Witnefs could not learn at what Diftance this
was from the Fattory, nor did he inquire which Way
the Tide fat; but the Indians faid, chat the Water was
deep and fale, and there were great Fith fpouting up
in it.’

The Witnefs further informed your Committee, that
he went with Caprain Middleton on the Difcovery of
the North-weft Paffage, and likewife with the laft Ad-
venturers. :

And bring rcquxrcd to give the Committee an Ac-
count of what Treatment Captam Middleton, and the
Perfons under his Command, met with from the
Company’s Governors there; he faid, that, on their
Entrance into Hudfon's Bay, Middleton callcd a Council,
and declared as his Opnmon, That it would be the moft
proper to winter there, in order to go on the Difcovery
carly in the Spring: Afier that he came to an Anchor
in Churchill River, and invited the Governor, and
others, to dine ; when he faid, * Gentlemen, You may
¢ look upon us as Interlopers, or Enemies; but ’tis no
* fuch Thing ; for I'll go the Voyage, and no ope but
« myfelf fhall know whether there is a Paffge or
€ not: And I'll be a’ betier Friend to thc Company
¢ than ever.” -

Thefe Words were repeated feveral Times, and the
Witnefs imagines that Midd/eton, by thofe Expreflions
meant, that he did not intend to find. a Paffage: And
it was the Opinion of the two Ships Crews, that in his
fubfequent Voyage, he ftecred North-caft, when he
fhould have fteered North-weft, in order to prevent a
Difcovery. :

T hat they took Two Northen Indians aboard Mid-
dieton, who, when he came to Lat. 63. ftecred Eaft:
ward, and the Indians faid he was going thc contrary

. Way.
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Way. Thefe Indians killed many Deer for lnm, dur-
ing the courfe of this Voyage; after which, Captain
Nitddieton toried them out of his Ship with his own
Hands, though they cried at his Treatment, and fet them
athore in an Ifland : But the Witnefs has fincg heard
that they did not perith.

After this, the Ships wintered there, and the Governors
were moderate encugh,

That the (,ompany eave them no affiftance to the
Difcovery; but he does not ki ow, that any was ap-
phed fr,

That upon the laft Undertaking they met wih great
Obfirv&ions; for, on coming t()\\“rda the bhure, the
Goverror fent 0 cut down the Buoys. Beacons, and
other M irks of Pilotage; though one of the Ships was
aground. and the other far from bunu fafe.

That on their complaining of this Treatment, the
Goveinor’s Anfwer was, That he had Orders from his

Mafters not to fuffer any Ships to come there, but

thofe of the Company, or his Majefiy; that they had
no private Signals, but had Enghfh Colours flying ; and
that they mult know them to be Friends: For while
they were cutting down the Beacons, they called to them
to let them ftand while the other Ship was fufe; but
they perfilted, {aying it was the Governor’s Orders:
And that the Governor himfelf failed with them trom
IthZnnd and parted from them abour 60 or 70 Leagues
1o tihie Weltward of the Orknsvs.  And the Wltnefs favs,
he never heard of any Spunifh or French Privateers in
the Bay during the late War ; nor did he ever hear of any
Eop India S'm)s there.

That the Cab e of their Sheet Anchor was rendered
almoft ulelefs by cutting it; which thev were told, was
done by cne of the Governor’s Ladres.

That the Governor, upon their Petition, furnithed

them with a L.ong-boat, which they could have done

very well without, at the Price, as the Wimefs believes,
of Ten or Twelve Guineas, though the was fcarce fit for
any thing but-Fire-wood : There was no other Boat to
be had there; nor was any Bargain made for her; but
they told the Governor he thould be fatisfied, and fhe
was to be paid for in England : That the furnifhing them
with this Boat was a Favour, but the Price demanded for
it was an Impofition.

But, bring afked the Queftion, he faid, He dnd not:

know whether ever the Money had been paid.

That if they had had Liberty to trade, they could
have fublifted without the Aflittance of the Company,
whofe Treatment of them was not civil but quite the
reverfc, in cutting down the Buoys and Beacons, and
preventing them From getting Shoes, Coats, and other
Materials to keep them warm, which they did by fend-
ing People to prevent their trading, and- fending their
lndxans away, which they were told by the Com-
pany’s Servants; was done, that they fhould not get
Provifions.

That the Governor fupplied them with Shocs and
Fogays, that is, Beawer Coats; but one Pair of Shoes is
not fufficient for the Winter, and the Witnefs him-
felf was allowed no more: That when they had great
Numbers of Men fick of the Scurvy, they were told by
the Natives that there were great Quantities of Deer
killed and laid on Stages, which the Governor would

not fuffer to be brought down, that they might not enjoy’

the, Benefit of them: Upon which the Witnefs faid he
wrote feveral Letters to the Governor, who, in a Month

or Six Weeks, agreed to-let them have Venifon in ex-

change for Bccf and Pork : That they carried fome
Small Beer from’ England, and dug Holes without the
Faltory to prcfcrve itr; but that the Governor had

permxtted fome of their dry Prov:ﬁons to be laid up in-

the Factory:
That tht' Govérnor allowed them Two Ind4ans in thc

Spring to killi Geefe and: Partridges; but they were the
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verv worft he had, and did not kill enough for the Cap.
tain's Mefs; and that they confumed more Provifion:
and Brandy than their Geefe and Partridges were
worth.

That he believes the Reafons why they were prohi-
bit:d from converfing with the Indians, was for fear o;
cartying on a clandeﬁmc trade, the fame Orders being
given to the Company's own Servants: That they hac
no Orders not to trade, but did not trade at all witk
thefe Indians; but had a lile Trade with the EZimaus
for Bone and Oil, who, if they were properlv encouraged,
would get enough of thefe two Commodities to load 2
Ship or two every Year.

Being examined as to the Probability of a North Wefl
Paﬁagc ; he faid, He had the greateft Reafon to believe
there is one, from the Winds, Tides, and black Whales;
and he thinks the Place to be at Cheferfields’ Inlet : That
the Reafon of their coming back was they met the other
Boat, which had been Five Leagues further, and the
Crew told them the Water was much frether and fhal-
lower there; but where the Witnefs was, the Water was
Fifty Fathom decp, and the Tide very ﬁron g; the Ebb
Six Hours, and the Flood Two, to the beft of' the Wit-
nefs's Remembrance s That it is not common for the
Tide to flow only Two Hours; but he imagines it to
be obftrutted by another Tide from the Weftward ;
that the Rapidity of.the Tide upwards was fo great,
that the Spray of the Water flew over the Bow of the
Schooner ; and was fo falt, thatic candied upon the Mens
Shoes, but that the Tide did not run in fo rapid a Manper
the other Way.

That he tafted the Water brought down by the other
Boar, as well as the Water where the Witnefs was ; that
the one was falt as the main Ocean, and the other not
near fo falt.

Being afked, If they did not fteer North-weft, the laft
time where Middleton fteered North-eaft ? he faid, They
did not go fo far as Middleton in Repulfe Bay ; but that
the Witnefs went up #ager River ull he could have
waded over it.

Bring afked, If the Indians fpeak Englith? he fand
Very few ; that he, the Witnes, undertook to teach an
Indian Boy, and Governor Stanton ordered him to defift;
adding, that he had a general Order from the Company,
to all the Factories, thqt none of the Natives thould be
inftru€ted at all ; that there are about 28 Europeans in
the Fatory; . but they have no Clergyman, nor Divine
Worthip of any kind; the Witnefs never heard Sermon
or Prayers there, nor ever heard of any fuch thing, either
before this time or fince.

Enech Alfsp, who had been Armourer to the Com-
pany at Magfe River, informed your Committee, That he
had fown Barley and Qats there, the fame Seed, Three
Years fucceffively, and that it grew very well ; that he
fowed a Handful or Two of Barley. and Oats at firft,
mixed with Duft and Afbes, which produced Two
or Three Quarts, or a Gallon of Barley ; and:he thinks
in. the Third Year, he had above half a Bufhel; and
then Governor Szanton forbade him to fow any more, but.
gave no Reafon for fuch Prohibition; that he never faw
any Indian Corn grow there, but has. feen degeons ki~
led wich it in their Crops; that he has lived in- the.
Company’s Service Ten Years, and was. always well
treated by all the Governors; that he has heard People.
cemplain of ill Ufage, but never faw any - fuch- .thing in-
regard cither to the Europeans or Indiags, being greatly:
confined wich his Work ; that the - Allowance of Vic-:
tuals was Six Pounds of Flour a Week, and fometimes:
Four Geefe; fometimes Six or: chcn, as the Geefe.were.
in Size, fome weighing but a- Pound, others Six,.Seven,
or Eight Pounds ; that they had fomevmcs half a:Goofe:
a Day ; and when allowed. Venifon, they were allowed:
about Three Pounds a Day.: . When. the :Provifion was:

K 1 P ar:ridges,
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Partridges, they were ailowed Two or Three a Day,
fome of which weigh above a Pound ; that the Indians fre-
quently bring their Arms to mend; and the Mufguets
furnifhed them by the Company, are worth above 20
Shillings apiece; that thev frequently burft, not from the
Fault of the Gun, but by overcharging, or from Snow
getting into the Muzzie,

Chrifiopber Bumnifier, who had been Armourer and

Gunfmith to the Hudfon’s Bay Company, and had refided
in the Bay about 22 Years, informed your Committee,
That he had feen Lead Ore at Moofe River, which came
from the Northward, but he can’t fay whence; that he
had feena good Quantity of it, and fome of it tried
by Mr, Longdon's Apprentice; and it feemed extraor-
dinary good Lead, and the Boy made a Pair of Buckles
of it.
" That the Witnefs can’t fay what Proportion the Lead
bears to the Ore; only the Boy put in a Piece of Ore
as big as a Man’s Filt, and gor Lead enough to makea
Pair of large Buckles; and thar the Witnefs is fure
nothing was put in but the Ore, none being prefent but
himfelf, and the Boy who brought it down; that this
was about Three Years ago; and that he never faw any
Lead Ore at any other time.

That he has feen Copper frequently brought down

by the Northern Indians, a Piece of which he produced
to your Committee ; and faid, He had feen great Quanti-
ties of it there; and was informed by a young Man, who
is now at Hudfon’s Bay, that the Indians told him, that it
was brought from a Mine, in fearch of which the young
Man would gladly have gone.
- That the Trade of the Country confifls chiefly in
Furs; but the Indians bring down Feathers and Deer-
fkins likewife ; and they get fome Whalebone from the
Eskimauzx, going from the Streights ; that he never knew
any Commodities brought by the Indians, that were
sefufed by the Company; but that if the Indians were
better ufcd, the Company might have more Trade ; for
the Fators don’t give them a ‘ufficient Price, and then
they growl and grumble.

Ard being alked, Whether in that cafe they come
again ? he fiid, Not alwavs; but fome are forced to
come, becaufe there are no others to trade” with; that
he believes, if other People were tuffered to trade, they
would not come to the-Cumpany, becaufe they ufe them
i, ‘ - . :

And when they meet with the French, they difpofe of
the beft of their Goods to them, and bring their Refufe
to the Company ; that he can’t fay at what Diffance the
French lie ; but apprehends they fend People, and lay
wait for, and ftop the Indians, and take the beft of their
Goods. h .

And being afked, Whether the Company did not give
a better Price to the Indians than formerly -for their Furs?
he faid, He believed not; for that he himfelf had been
ordered, to thosten the Meature for Powder, which.ought
to be a Pound, and within thefe 10 Years hasbeen reduced
an Ounce ortwo, ~

That the .Company had more Trade formerly than
now; and though he never faw the French Furs, yet ’tis

plain, they have the fmall Furs, as he has been, informed -

by the Linguifts, who were told by the Natives, that the
French ufe them -better, and give them a beteer Price; fo
that we deal chiefly in Beaver. ,

The Martens-and Foxes are the moft valuable Furs,
and the Cat-fkins are very good ; thatthe Natives trade
but for very-little; Beaver with the French; -but he has
feen theIndians come down in fine French-Cloaths, with
as much Lace.upon themaas ever he-faw upon any Cloaths
whatfoever. ) . _ .

‘That he has feen a great- manyIndians:in laged Cloaths
without Shoes or Stockings. - e .

That he believes, That.if:the Campany. wonld give as
much for the Furs as the French, the Indians would
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bring them; - and if the Company were willing, they
have a fufficient Stock to purchafe fmall Furs; but 'ds
not the Intereft of the Company to p:y 10000 l. for 30
or 40.000 /. worth of Goods, when they can have Goods
to that Value for 5,0.0/.

Being examined as to the Ufage he received from the
Companv; heaid, It was very inifferent, being fome-
times treated with bad Vi&uals, and fometimes wi.h bad
Language; that he wrote feveral times to the Company
to come home, but was refufed.

Being afked, Why he defired to go back? he faid,
That was upon another Account; that the Mafter of
the Factory bad wrote an Account to the Company,
that the Witnefs had not behaved himfelf well, and he
defired to be examined face to face with him; thathe did
throw in a Line or two, but he did it to clear himfelf
from a falfe Accufation; that he cannot remember the
Words, but one of the Company’s Clerks wrote it for
him, and the Clerk wrote it as he thought proper; and
the only Reafon that he fent in that Paper was to gain
Admijttance into the Committee-room.

That the Complaint againft him was, refufing to do
his Duty; but that the Company fent for him the
Year before he threw in that Paper, to take him into
their Service, which he refufed; that he really does not
know what the Paper contained; but he thinks he did
not exprefs any defire to go .o Hudfon's Bay, but is

not certain; and that he would not gu now for 100/, 3
Y ear.

Rokert Griffin, a Silverfmith, who had been Five
Years in the Company’s Service, faid, That he melted
down Six 'Ounces of Ore, which was brought from
the Eaft Main, by Captain Mitchell, and which pro-
duced about Two Ounces of Lead; that he did this
by the Order of Jofepb Ifbefier the Faltor or Governor
of Albany, who is now at Churchill Fort; that the Go-
vernor itood by him while he made the Trial, and
that the Witnefs can {wear ’tis good Lead; that the
Witnefs told the Governor “twas pity that Caprains did
not take in this Lead Ore for Ballafl inftead of Stones :
To which the Governor replied, That they did not
want any fuch Difcovery; but he cannor tell whether
I/befler informed the Company of this Tranfa&tion s
that the Governor ordered the Witnefs to try if he
could extraét Silver from the Ore; who told him he
had not proper Inftruments to make fuch Fxperiment:
To which the Governor anfwered, ‘T'hat the Company
had no Occafion for it, for that they wanted Encou-
ragement for nothing but their Furs; that he ima-
gines there are great Quantities of Ore on the Egff
Main, having known feveral Quantitics brought from
thence from .One .to Fifteen Pounds Weight; and he
is further confirmed in that Opinion from the Report
of the Indians (whofe Language be underftands) who
have told him, that there were great Quantities of Ore
on the Egff Main; that he imagines the Trade in Ore
wauld be as advantageous as that ia Furs, there being
‘Wood enough in the Country to fmelt it; nor would ic
interfere .at all with the Fur Trade, only more Hands
muit be employed. T

That he thinks the Trade to Hudfon's Bay capable of
being extended, which muft caufe a greater Confump-
tion of European Goods; but for that Purpofe proper
Settlements muft be made: And if a Colony was once
fectled there, they might trade in Huts, as the French do,
and there would be no Danger of .the Indians attacking
them ; but if a Colony was fettled an hundred Miles up
the Couptry, he believes the Indians wopld not come to
the Bay at all. - '

That the Witnefs has heen infermed, that the Soil
Qne hupdred Miles up -the Country, would produce
Corn: That he has fcen Qats grow fo Perfection ac

That he has alfo

feen Peas, Beans, Turnips, Sallad-
3M ing
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ing and Cabbage. and fome few Carrots: That the
Beans are generally blighted; but the Turnips, Peas
and Cabbage, are in great Plenty ana Perfect.on, but
they have freh Sced fent over every Year: That the
Land is cu'tivated for about 2 Mile round Albany Fort, |
being dug with Spades upon the breaking of tac Froft,
which generaliy happens, about the 2cth or 2,th of
April. )
And being afked the Queftion, he faid, That if he
had a Grant of One hundred Acres of Land, and
Liberty to trade, he would feutle there with all his
Hearr.

That the French intercept the Trade; to prevent
which the Company forne ume ago built Henly Houle,
which did in fome meafure anfwer the Purpole; but if
y they would build further in the Country, it would havea
' beteer effet. .

That the French went there firlt, and are better be-
loved; but if we would go up into the Country, the
French Indians would trade with us.

Thores Barnett, Smith, fays, He went over to
Albany in the Year 1741, when he faw fome Ore there,
which, as he was informed, was brought from the
Eafp Main: That this Ore being in Quantity about
halt a Pound, was brought to him by .the Governor
Mr. Ifbefier, and the N:after of a Sloop, in order to
be tried : That it was once melted, and upon trying it
with a Hammer it was hard; but upon melting it
again, it appeared like common Lead: Upon which
the Governor addrefling himfelf to the Mafter of the
Sloop, faid, If there is enough of this, it will make
brave Balwaft for Ships ; but that the Witnefs did not hear
the Matier's Anlwer: That he fuppofes Crucibles were
fent from England, at the Governor’s Requeft, to make
the aforefaid Lxperiment.
 And bring afked, If he knew any Perfon who was
abnard the Veffel that brought over the faid Ore? he
faid, He knew one Archibald Slater, who he was informed
was aboard that Sloop, and whom he believed to be now
in England. ' '

Mr. lexander Browne, who has been Six Yearsin
the Company’s Service at Hudfon's Bay as Surgeon,
informed your Committee, that he has feen both Cop-
per and Copper Ore at Prince of /ales's Fort in
Churchill River, which the Northern Indians informed
the Witnefs they  brought from an Ifthmus of Land,
which lics by a Lake at the fartheft Extent of their
Country : That 'tis hard to afcertain the Diftance from
the Accounts of the Indians, but thas ’tis judged ro be
about Tiirce or Four hundred Miles: that he never
heard the Indians fay whether there was a Paffage to this
Place from the Bay by Water, but they informed him
their River ran by it.

. That they bring down the Copper for Ornaments;

and that they brought down the Ore at the Requeft of
Governor Norton : But that the Witne(s does not know
whether any of it was fent to England, or whether any
Trial was made of it there: That he has feen about Four
or Five Pounds of it, both before it was fmelted, and
after; and he takes it to be a rich Ore, but does not
underftand Metals. That he has heard of Lead Ore at
Hudfon's Bay, but never faw any. :

That he never faw the Indians fmelcit; but they
informed him, that the Earth was waihed from the
‘Ore by Showers, and that they fmele it on a Fire till
it runs, and then beat it, it being very malleable s
"That he never heard of a Copper Mine on the large
‘Arm of the Sea, butthe Ore is brought down by Canoes
to the open Sea; and that the Rivulet which wafhes
the faid Copper is not known to have any Communica-
tion with Hudfon's Bay, the Mine being about Fifteen
Miles” from" the open Sea, by the Accounts of the

lodians, .
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"That they might bring the Ore in their Canoes o
Churchid River; but the Witnefs can't fay whether the,
Company’s Sloops coud go within Fifteen or Sixteen.
Mies of the Mine, fince there are frequent Shoals in
thofe Seas: But Canoes muay come down to meet the
Veflels; for the Ice makes the Water fo finooth, that a
Canoe can Live Thiriy Leagues trom Shore.  “That he
apprehends the Indian: come alittle to the Northward of
Wbhale Cove, which bears a Point or two to the Weft of
the North from Churchid.

That if the Indians were encouraged, thev would
bring great Quanitics of Ore, as well as fmelted Cop-
per, 1o #¥baie Cove 5 and thata Pound and a Half of Ore
would, in the Opinion of the Witnefs, y.roduce a Pound
of pure Metal. That if Perfons were fent up to the
Mine, they might {melt the Ore there; but they would
libour under a Difficuity for Want of Fucl, the Country.
producing no Wuod ; and what the Indians fin:lt, they
do in fmal: Quantities with Mufs.

That the Country about the Mine is ofly inhabited
in the Fithing Sc.fon; and that he apprehends ic pro--
duces Furs: And that he never heard the Company
offer to trade with the Indians for Copper: That the
Rivulet which runs by the Mine runs into the Sea;
and that he apprehends there is a Communication be-
twixt this Sca and #oale Crve: That he has heard the
late Mr. Norton (who was the firft that brought the
Northern Indians to trade, being ient among them for
that Purpofc by the then Governor) fay, that he had
been at this Mine, and that a confiderable Quantity
of Copper might be biought down: That the Indians
will carry their Cunoes, as the Witnels believes, about
Four or Five Miles over Land, but they often leave
their Canoes and ‘go within Land : That on Mr. Mr-
tan’s being fent to the Northern Indians, a fmall Trade
was carried on, which has been improved of late Years,
but nothing to what it might be by giving the En-
couragement of a greater Price : But Mr. Nortan never
told the Witnefs why the Copper Trade was not carried
on. :

That the Company buy all the Goods that are broughr,
the Indians having no other Market; but that if t\ncy
allowed them a beuer Price, they would certainly bring
down more, :

That feveral of the Indians come down yearly, but
others will not till Neceffity drives them; but the Nor-
thern Indians are more induftrious than the others, and
would come down as often as the Seafon would per-
mit: That they live chicfly on Fith, and carry their
Goods gencrally upon their Shoulders: 't hat the Com-
pany trade to Whale Cove every Year with a Sloop, but
fometimes find no Indians there: And that the Witnefs
never heard of thofe Indians trading with any other than
Britith Subjeéts. '

Being afked, What other Minerals he had feen there,
he faid, he had feen large Quantitics of Red Earth,
which is got ahout Thirty-fix Miles to the South-
ward of Cburchill River: That he had tried fome of it
in a Crucible, and found it to contain a heavy me-
tallic Subftance, like Cinnabar, and a Fluid like
Quickfilver: That this Trial was only to fatisfy his
Curiofity, having received no Orders to make it ; but
the Governor was prefenc at the Experiment: And upon
the WitnefS reprefenting his Surprize to him, that the
Company did not endeavour to improve thefe Difcove-
ries, the Governor anfwered, that he was likewife fur-

-prized that they did not.

That he apprehends, that by opening the Trade
more Ore, as well as Furs, would be brought, the
French intercepting the Southern Indians, and by that
means obtaining the valuabie Furs: And that he has
been informed by the Indians; that the French Canadefe
Indians come within Sixfcore Miles of the Englith Fac-

tories: That he never heard any Indians fprak’ French,.
[4 : - .- but
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but feveral of our old Traders will get a few Words of
Englith: and that the French Indians come to 4/any to
trade for their heavy Goods.

That he heard the aforefaid Mr. Norton fay, that the
French run away with our Trade; and that the way
to prevent it would be to make Peace between the two
Indian Nations, which would bring down the Indians
to trade. That the Company make Prefents to the
Indians to encourage them to trade, which fomerimes
fucceeds, and fometimes only induces them to leave
one Fort, in order to trade at another: And that if
the Trade was vpened, the French would not intercepe
the Indians, fince in that cafe the feparate Traders
muft have Out-factories in the fame manner the French
have, which the Company have nor: And that he
never heard of Henly Houfe ; but that chere may be fuch
a Place.

That the Trade could not be enlarged without Forts
and Settlements; by which the Wimefs faid he meant
Houfes of Timber, guarded with Iron Palifadoes, to
prevent their being fet on Fire, which would be fuffi-
ciently defenfible with Small Arms only ; And that fuch
Settlements might be ereted up Churchill River.

And being afked, In cafe thofe Out-fetclements were
erelted, whether the fame Trade could be carried on
at the prefent Sectlements ? he faid, That was impofli-
ble: But the Trade would be extended; as by that
Means they would take ic from the French: That if
thefe Settlements were near the French, they muft
have Garrifons to fecure them againft the French, and
the Indians, who trade with, and are in Friendfhip with
them (whom he diftinguithed by the Name of French
Indians) ; but that would be no great Expence ; Twenty
or Thirty Men in a Sctidement being fufficient for thac
Purpofe.

That the French do not, nor can they give the fame
Encouragement to the Indians, that the Englith do;
but they force them to trade, by intercepting them;
when they take what they pleafe, giving them Toys
in Exchange; and fright them into Compliance by
Tricks of Slight of Hand; from whence the Indians
conclude them to be Conjurers: But that the Englith
give them a beteer Price.

And being examined, he faid, That he never faw
the French Standard; but is acquainted with that of
the Company. ~

That the French rate Two Martens, as heis informed,
at a Beaver; which, by the .Company’s Standard, is
rated ac Three. :

Being then afked, How the Company could be faid
to give a better Price than the French? he faid, He
knew nothing of the French Trade but by Reading,
and the Information he received from the Indians, who
told him, that the Englith give better Meafure, beth of
Gunpowder and Tobacco: And if the French did not
compel the Indians to trade, they would certainly bring
all their Goods down to the Englith.

Buc that if the Trade was laid open, the French
would be deprived of that Opportunity ; as in that
Cafc there would be a fuperior Number of Engiith to
guard the Trade. '

That he heard the Indians tell Governor Nerton, in
the Year 1739, that the French had a Setdement at
about the Diftancé of Onc hundred or Sixfcore Miles
from Churchill, which had then been built 2bout a
Yecar, and contained Sixty Men with Small Arms:
But he does not know whether the Governor made a
Report of this to the Company, nor did the Witnefs
ever acquaint them with it:  But that the Witnefs was
informed by an Indian, and his. whole Family, that this
Settement was upon See River, which was navigable
up to it for Canoes. :
~ That he thinks the Trade at Churchill has increafed
within thefe Ten Years; which he ateributes to the
Northern Indians coming to the Fort,
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Being afked, If he was acquainted wite the Climate
of the Semi Poets? he faid, That he had heard Gover-
nor Norton, who had been there, fay, that they were
Strangers to Snow Shoes,

And being afked, If he was fure that the French
Settlement, which he mentioned to be at about Six-
fcore Miles diftant, was not at the Diftance of Three
hundred, or even Twelve hundred Miles? he faid,
He was fure it was not, by the Indians walking from
thence; that they are about Three Weeks coming,
and may walk about | welve Miles a Day, or jutt as
they happen to be loaded.

And he informed your Committee, That he had
never beert examined in this Affair before; nor had
any Queltions been afked him about ic before his pre- -
fent Examination.

Caprain Thomas Mitchell, who had commanded a
Sloop of the Company’s, faid, He had brought fome-
thing from the Eaf Afain refembling Lead Ore; but
that he is not Judge of it; that he gathered this him-
felf from the Surface of the Earth, and picked fome
few Picces from off the Rocks; and that perhaps he.
might, with great 1rouble, have got a Boat Load of
it; but that he-made no Attempt to break into the
Rocks; and that the Veins of this Ore were about an
Inch broad: That he never heard any Account of it
but from the Indians, who carry it about them to black
their Faces, which induced the Governor to fend him
and others on the Difcovery; that they brought about
Half a hundred Weight of it, and fome of it was fent
to the Company in England ; and that, on fhewing it
to the Governor in the Bay, he made no Account of
it, but every Body thought it was Lead Ore; that he
went no further than g6 Degrees Lat. though he had In-
ftruttions for going further; but he thought it dan-
gerous, and the Country was barren; that the Cur-
rents are very rapid, and there are great Numbers of
Iflands and Rocks, between which the Tide fets very
firong.

That he faw feveral Veins of this Ore, but thinks it not
worth while to atemipt the getting it, from the Diffi-
culty that would atend the Undertaking; it lying
among the Rocks, where Carriages could not come:
But of that Affair he is no judge.

That he has tried to melt it, and it runs into a heavy
droffy Cinder; but he never converfed with any Perfon
who underftood it.

That he never heard of any Opening to the North<
ward of the Eqf Main.

That he has been at Whalé Cové, but does riot un-
derftand the Indian Language; that he wuas a Year ac
the Northernmoft Faltories, where he hecard mention
made of Copper.

And being afked, if the Company trade in Copper
unmanufaCtured ? he faid, They did not; but that he
had feen the Indians with Meml Ornaments about
their Arms, which they told him they made from old
Kettles. .

And being fhewn a Piece of Copper, which was
produced to_your Committee as an Indian Braceler;
he faid, He never faw one fo thick as that; nor wete
thofe he had feen of the fame Colour.

That when the Witnefs went upon this Difcovery,
he had no particular Inftruétions in regard to Mines,
but general Orders to make any Difcoveries that miglic
be of Advantage to the Company; and if he had fuc-
ceeded, he does not doudt but they would have re-
warded him: And that he believes the Compary en-
courage Difcoveries, and promote Trade, to the ut~
moft of their Power. And he thinks the Trade at
Albany and Moofe River (the only Places the Witnefs

'is acquainted with) is ‘carried on to the beft Advan-

tage, and incapable of further Improvement or: Exten- -
fion. Co
That



That they have twice atrempred to raife Corn, with-
out Succefs. And being afked, What time thar Corn
was fown ? he fuid, in Fume; but that the Ground is
thawed a koot deep in Alay, at which Time you may
fow Corn: but that the Ground is fo cold, it fpoils
the Seed : That the Froft returns in Auguft or September,
and he has known it fet in the latter End of O&ber ;
that Tornips and Peas are fown in May, and come o
Per cion in zuguft or September: And he does not know
whether the Froit bresks fooner within Land or not;
but at the Bottom of the Bay it breaks the chird or
fourth of May.

And being afked, If he was fettled there, whether
he tainks it would anfwer tn fow Co-n? he faid, That
every Chicf has Liberty to do i, and it would certainly
be very advantageous; that he can’t give an In-
flance of Encourugement given by the Company to
ary une Man tfor fu-h Improvement; nor does he
know of any Perfon being difcouraged from fuch an
Underaking.

That he never heard of a French Settlement up
Churchill River, ror up See/ River; but as the latter
Jies at the Bottom of the Bay, at a great Diftance from
where the Wittefs refided, there might be fuch a thing
anJ hie nor hear of it. .

‘I hat there was a French Settlement in Albany River,
which was foon deilroyed by erecting Hemly Houfe,
the Freach Scttlem:ine being no more than a Tent;
that T'rade has been carried on ever fince at Henly
Houfe, which lics ‘Two hundred Miles up the Country,

! dwing the Winter Seafon; and the War with France
* breuking out foon after, the Witnefs has heard no more
" of the French.

Arthur Dobbs, Efq; being examined as to the Infor-
mation he had received from a Fremch Canadefe Indian
(fince decealed), and who was mainwined at the Ex-
pence of the Admiralt., on 2 Profp-& of his being of
Service on’ the Difcovery of a Norch-welt Paflage, in-
formed your Committee, That the Whole of that
Diicourfe is contained in Part of a Book printed for
the Witnefs in the Year 1744, to which he defired
Leave to refer.

And being atked, If that Part of the Book contain-
ed nothing but the Difcourfe with the Indisn, without
any Remarks or Obfervations? he faid, It did not con-
tain any Thing elfe but bhis Queftions and the Anfwers
of the Indian. )

That the Mecthod he ufed in taking down the faid
Difcourle, was as follows

He afked the Indian the Queftions contained in that
Narrative ; to which he gave Anfwers in French, which
the Witnefs tranflated into Englith, and reduced each
Anfwer immediately into Writing.

That he did not read thefe Anfwers over to him;
but to make Trial of his Veracity, he frequently repeat-
ed the fame Queftions, at the Diftance of a Fortaighr,
and never .could find the leaft Variation in his Ac-
count; but that he thinks he has not taken Notice
of this Method in his Narrative: That the Witnefs
omitted nothing in the Narrative which he thought
material to the Knowledge of Trade, or-of the Country;
and that the Minutes which he took from the Mouth of
this Indian, are printed, Word for Word, in the afore-
faid Book, which the Witnefs himfelf carcfully com-
pared with his Minutes, :

And being afked, If he could produce thofe original
Minutes? he faid, That he had deftroyed them; not
thinking it material to keep them after the Book was
printed. :

Then the faid Book was produced to your Committee,
and Part thereof, from Fol. 29, to Fol.45, was read;
.o which (the faid Book being annexed to this Report
by way of Appendix No. Il.) your Committee beg
Leave to refer. : o
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And being afked, What was the Chara&er of this
Indian? he faid, He had a very good one in Town;
and that Captain Middleton told him his Chara&er in
general was good; that he never heard any thing to the
Prejudice of ir, except that he was obliged to quit his
own Country for carrying on a contraband Trade.

And being afked, How this Indian could make a
Calculation of the Profits arifing by the Fur Trade, or
how it was poflible he thould ule an Expreffion, which
was fet down in the Narrative, of gaining 2,000 per Cent. ?
he faid, That he, the Witnels, told him the Prices of
Goods here; and that the Indian himfelf knew the
Prices of Goods in his own Country, from the.-Com-
parifon of which the Witnefs formed the Calculation
which he explained to the Indian, who agreed that it
was right.  And being afked, If he defired the Indian
to confine himflf to his own Knowledge? he faid,
‘That all the Indian faid was from his own Knowledge,
except where it is mentioned otherwife in the Narrative ;
as in the Voyage to the Weftward in the latter End of
it, and in fome other Places.

Captain William Moore acquainted vour Committee,
That he had been employed in Hudfor’s Bay from a
Boy; thac he weat with Caprain Middleton 1o dilcover
a North-weft Paflage, and likewife with the laft Adven-
turers on that Difcovery. '

And being required to inform your Committee what
Treatment the Jate Difcoverers received from the Comi-
pany’s Officers in Hudfun's Bay? he faid, That as foon as
Mr. james Ifeam, the Governor of 2ork Fort (who failed
from £ngland in Company with the ‘Witnefs and the
seft of the Difcoverers, and parted from them three or
four Days after they Icft the Orknegs), perceived -their
Ships coming from Heyes's River, he ‘mann'd a Boat
and tonk away the Buoys, and cut down the Beacon ;
by which Means the Dodbs Gally, which the ‘Witnefs
comman:led, run aground, and the Califurnia, the other
Ship in Company, was not then at Anchor. :

That the next Day the Witnefs received a Letter
from the Governor to advife him, out of regard for his
own, and the Safety of the relt of the People with him,
that they would not attempt that River with Ships,
Veflels, or Boats; for he would do his utmoft Endea
vours to prevent them. S

That at this Time the Witnefs, and the other Com-
mander had not fignified to the Governor that “they
were Englith Ships, no Letters or Meflages having pafs-
fed between them; and the Governor’s Letter, which
was brought on board by his Carpenter, and fome
others, was direCted to the two Commanders of the
Ships lying off the River’s Mouth.

Upon the Receipt of this Letter, the Difcoverers
held a Council, and came to a Refolution to return an
Anfwer that they made choice of that Place to winter
in, it being too late to go to any other. This occafion-
ed a f:cond Lewer from the Governor, advifing <he
Adventurers rather to make choice of Churchill to win-
ter at; and defiring and infiting that they fhould fend
him a proper Power, either from the Company, or the
Government ; or otherwife they fhould notbe admitted
to receive Shelter there, This Requeft the Adventurers
complied with, and fent the Governor their Letters of
Marque; after which they had no Moleftation from the
Governor:  That the Commander of the other Ship
and the Witnefs went up to fee the Governor, and were
employed feveral Days to look for a proper Harbour
for their Ships; that the Governor fupplied them with
Wood, Lime, and Bricks, to build an Houfe, where they
lived during the Winter. He likewife fumithed ‘them
with Beaver Coats for the Men, and what other Things
they wanted; that he gave them a Leather Tent to
make Shoes of, and in general treated them well, and
in a friendly Mann=r, . :

" Tha
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That the Witnefs lent the Governor Five or Six
Men moft of the Wincer; and Captain Smirh, Com-
mander of the other Ship, and his Wife, refided in the
Fa&ory, as Vifitors, about Two Months.

That fome of the Witnefs’s Men dug a Cellar in
the Fa&tory, in which they put fome of their Beer and
Cheefe.

And being atked, Whether, at their firlt Approach,
the Governor did not apprehend they had an Intent
to trade, or whether he knew them to be employed on
the Difcovery 2 he faid, That the Governor was aboard
the Dobbs about Two Days before they departed from
England, and knew what they were going upon; that
it was the commen Difcourfe, both of the Company’s
Officers, and the Adventurers, that the Governor knew
them very well.

That the Witnefs had afked Mr. Jfham the Reafon
of his Condu@; who anfwered, That he had done no-
thing but what he could anfwer to his Mufters, but
did not fay that he did not know who the Adventurers
were.

That the Witnefs believes, that the Reafon of that
Treatment was, an Apprehenfion that they defigned
to trade, Mr. Jham knowing that they had Goods
aboard tor that Purpofe; thu’ the Witne!s never heard it
f.1d, that that was the Reafon: But in his Second Letter
to the Goverior he gave it under his {and, That he had
no Intent to Trade; and wasthen received in the Manner
before deferibed.

That the Witnefs had Goods aboard proper for the
Trade, which were neceffary to make Prelents to the
Natives, as well as to fupply the Ships Companies with
Provifions.

That the Witnefs had folicited the Governor, feveral
times, for frefh Provifions, without Succefs; the Go-
vernor alleging, that they had none; when, at the
fame time, be was informed, that there were Deer lying
killed up in the Country: Upon which, he wrote a fmare
Lleter to the Governor, informing him, T hat if he refufed
to fupply him, he would fend Men out, and take them
by Force: Upon which the Governor fupplied him with
Venifon.

That he does not know whether the Adventurers
paid for thefe Provifions ; but they gave them Salt Pro-
vifions in Exchange for frefh.

That they had Three Indians allowed by the Governor
to hunt for them in the Spring, but none in Autumn;
and they had fome, likewife, allowed to hunt Partridges
for them after Cbrifimas. .

Ard being afked, If there was any Report fpread of
-a peftilential Dittemper among them? he faid, He had
Reafon to think fome Reports of that kind had been
fpread, from the Natives not coming near them; but
they weie without Foundation.

Being alfo afked, If it was not ufual to take away the
Beacons and Buoys every Year ? he faid, He believes it
is, when all the Ships are come in; but at the time the
Governor took them down there was a Sloop to come
from Chburckill.

Being required to give the Committee an Account
of what Difcoveries they made in the Yoyage; he faid,
They difcovered feveral large Rivers between 62 and
64 Degrees Lat. fome of which were Six or Seven
Leagues wide; but that they did not goup any great
Diftance, having tried and found the Tide of Flood fec
into the Rivers.

That'the further Northward they went, the fooner the
Flood, and the greater the Flow; and thata North-weft
Wind raifes the Water the moft.

Being examined as to the Climate, Soil, and Trade,
at the Bottom of the Bay; he informed your Com-
mittee, That he had cat Beans, Peas, and Turnips,

roduced at Mogfe River 3 that he is fatisfied the Trade
1s capable of being extended, by ereéting littte Huts

within Land, which would anfwer the Purpafe or Forts, -
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there being no Danger from the Natives; the People
at Henly Houfe not bring above Six or Seven, and they
live very quict.

That he has been informed; by People whom he
defired to afk that Queftion of the Natives, That the
Trade might be extended; and the Peirfon who was
fet to warch the late Adventurers, that they fhould not
trade, informed them, That ‘the French intercepted the
Indians in their coming down, but he never heard
that the Company refufed to take their Guods; that
there are not any Settlements on Labrador Coalt; and
hhc has been informed, Setdements might be ereted
there.

That the Company have no Settlements on New
Severne River, which has always been accounted a good
Piace, nor on Ruperts's River. '

And being afked, If the Company would not keep
more Mcen on Slude River, if it would turn to Ac-
count? he faid, He could not fay: He had heard it
as the Opinion of feveral People, that the Company
endeavoured to keep a quiet handfome Trade; and
think it their Intcreft to keep it to themfelves; that
he belicves they might carry on a much greater Trade,
but that would make. more Noife, and be an Encou-
ragement to Interlopers, by which, he faid, he meant
Englith feparate Truaders; that he is not.a competent
Judge of what Stack the Company could employ, but
1s certain the Trade is capable of further Extenfion,
particularly in the Fifhery, by which a confiderable
Trade in Bone and Oil might be carried on; that the
Witnefs has feen feveral Whales, and found One, killed
gy the Indians, in the Bay, out of which he tovk fome

one,

That he has likewife feen Copper brought from the
Northward to Churchill; but the Indians were never
encouraged to bring Quantities,

Being afked, How the Indians killed the Whales?
he fad, With a Harpoon of their own making; but if
our Harpooners were there, they would kill many
more.

And being afked, If he would choofe to go to Hud-
Jow's Bay to filh for Whales ? he faid, 1f he was to go
a Whale-fithing, he would go to Greemland; but that
he could earry on the Fur Trade in Hudfon’s Bay at the
fame time, and the Indians would kill the Whales; that
the Company allow their Captains an Encouragement of
25 L per Cent, for all the Whalebone they bring over, but
he does not know of any Encouragement given to any
other of the Company’s Servants,

That they fend a Sloop, fometimes for Two or
Three Years together, to Whale Cove, and fometimes
not above One in Three Years; which difappoints the
Indians ; whe, if the Sloop wenc annually, would fore-
caft to be there: And that he don’c believe they fend
this Sloop on receiving Intelligence, that the Indians
have Bonc and Oil for them, fince they cannot converfe
with them.

And being afked, Whether he believed there was
a North-weft Paffage to the South Seas? he faid, He
_believes there is a Communication; but whether navi-
gable, or not, he cannot fay; thatif there is any fuch
Communication, ’tis further Northward than he ex-
pected 3 that if it is but fhort, as ’tis probable to con-
clude fram the Height of the Tides, *tis poffible it
might be'navigable; and it was the Opinion of all the
Perfons fent on that Difcavery, thata North Weft Wind
made the higheft Tides,

M. Henry Spurling, Merchant, informed your Com-
miteee, That he had waded chiefly in Furs for Twenty-
cight Years paft, during which Time he had dealt with
the Hudfon's Bay Company, and was a Proprictor of the
faid Company, having 330/. Stock there, uccording o
the Rate the Stock is pow valued at. . -

Being afked, If the Company did not increafe their
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Stock in 1720, and for what Reafon? he faid, He had
no hand in the Affair, nor can affign any Reafon, ex-
cept that they had a Faltory burnt down fome Years
ago; but that he apprehends it could not be to make
a Bubble of it, fince none of their Stock ever care to
Market: That the Company dealtin Bear, Cat, fox,
Otter, and fome few Racoon Skins, and that the Furs
they import are the beft that are brought into Eurcpe
from America, being much preferable to the French
Canada Furs ; that this is o be imputed to the Situi-
tion of the Company’s Settlements, which are further
North than the french, and confequently the Furs more
valuable : That the French carry on their Trade by the
Ceurier de Beis, but the l'urs are not liable to be damag-
cé by that Mcethod, the Witnefs having feen feveral
Magazines of Irench Yurs in Holland, as well as great
Quantities of the fame Furs taken in the late War, none
ot which were at all damaged.

That the Witnefs has exported Furs during all the
sime he has been in Trade, as well Freneh Furs as thofe
of the Company, and that the Hudfon's Bay Furs always
fell bet ; but the Caiada Furs are well wordh importing,
cxcept their Squirrel Skins, which are good for nothing;;
and that the Ditference in Value between the Canada
wnd the fHudfen's Bay Beaver is about One Third ; to
which Point he was ¢xamined on Qath before the Coun-
cil about Twelve Months ago.

And that the Freuch Eaqff India Company then fold
fome Beavers in Helland tor Sixty Suvers each; and
the Witnefs fold tome Hudfu's Bay Beavers for One
hundred.

Thar the Witnefs has Accounts of the French Imports
every Year from Rochzlle, where the Canada Furs are
imported ; and which fpecify the feveral Sorts f Goods
imported ; by which it appears, that they import Three
or Four hundred Martens annually: That there are
fmall Quantities of Hudon’s Bay Furs imported among
the French Furs, but very few.

Being afked, If he ever knew any Want of Demand -

for Furs? he faid, The Demand was greater or lefs,
as Circumftances varied. That fometimes they have
Yain Twelve Months upon their Handys, but fince the
War the Demand has been great: That Three or Four
Years ago the Company had Furs remaining in their
hands, Sale after Sale: That the Demand depends
greatly upon Fathion, and that he apprchends the
Reafon of thofe Goods lying on hand was, that Martens
went out of Fafhion, and many of them were imporzed :
‘Thatas to the Trade in general, there is always a Vent;
but when a great Quantity of any particular Species is
imported, it lowers the Price.

That the Company export no Furs, but fell them
to the Merchants and Furriers at their public Sales,
and never fell any by private Contract, except thofe
which have been put up, and for which the Contrac-

tor afterwards gives an advanced Price, under which:

Circumftances the Witnels himfelf has bought Furs of
the Company. _

Being examined as to Skins or Pelts, he faid, That
there were but few broughe; that they could vend
ten times as many Eik Skins, but not Deer Skins:
That if a greater Quantity of Elk or Moofe Skins
was brought, it would reduce the Price; and that
Deer Skins fold 1alt Nevember for Two Shilkings and
Sixpence a-picce; and Elk or Moofe Ski‘ﬂ‘s for Ten
Shillings. o

And he produced a Deer Skin to your Committee,
which he faid was brought trom Hudfor’s Bay, which
appeared to be full of Holes, and informed your Com-
mictee, thac there 1s not one in ten of tnem bue are fo,
but when Kilied ar one time of the Year thole Defe@s
are not apparent till they corme to be drefled in Ol
And thac the Deer Skins from Virgivia are much more
valuable than thofe of a more Northerly Climate.

That Ermin and Squirrel Skins from Hugfor’s Bay
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are not worth paying Cuftom for; the.laft Squirrels
being fold for a Farthing a piece, afier paying a Half
penny Duty for them: That he has not bought any
Ermins from thence of a long time, the beft Lrmins
coming frcm Sieria.

To prove which Affeftion, he produced to your
Commitice Two Ermius from Hugfin’s [ay, the one
the beft, and the other the worft he could pick out of a
Parcel, and one from Siberia; and faid that the Price of
the Siberia Ermins are from Ore Shilling to One and Six-
pence each. 7 -

He likewife produced T wo Siberia Squirrel Skins, and
Two from Huafus's Bay.

That there have laiely been imported about Two
thoufand Beavers from New York and New Engiand ;
but there have not been Two hundied brought from
thence belides for feveral Years.

That he lays out between Four and Five thoufand
Pounds a Year with the Company, who have flocked
the Merchants and Furricrs with Beavers lor feveral
Years, great Quantities of which the Witnefs exports
annually to Ruffia: ‘That the Company underfland their
own Intereft, and, in general, deal in Commoditics thae
turn to the beft Advantage. ‘

That fomctimes the Beaver exported to Rullia lies
on hand, on account of the Advarce of the Price,
which has becen the Cafe fince the War, for had it
been cheaper, five times as much might have been dif-
pofed of: And that there is a great Advantage in
Importing and Exporting in Englyfb Bowoms: Thac it
the Trade was optied, he does no: apprehend Beaver
would be cheaper, for if once the Profic is reduced
to 20 per Cent. it would be impofiible to carry it on:
That he knows 26 per Cent. would not pay the Freight :
That he never imported any himielf, but knows the
Expence of importing Goods from other Places, and
that there mult be an Extraordinary Expence both as
to Hands and Vi€tuals in Hudfon's Bay: That though
he is a Proprictor of the Stuck, he does not know the
Charge they are at; only, in general, that it mult be
large: That the Company pay the Proprictors fome-
times Ten, and fometimes Eight per Cenz. which he
is very well fatisfied with, belicving them to be honett
Men. '

Being afked, If the Company could not employ
three times the Stock in Trade they do at prefent?
he {iid, He believed not: That he queltioned wiiether
they could employ double the Stock, becaute he appre-
hends no more Goods can be got ; for the Indians who
kill the Beafts are not indufirious, but only do it for
Subfiltence and abfulute Neceffaries ; and they won't
make a Toil of a Pleature for any Conlideration.

"Captain Caruthers, being examined, informed your
Committee, That he had formcrly been in the Service
of the Hudfon's Bay Company, which he quitted Thirty-
five Years ago, nor was he Proprictor of any of
their Stock: That the Navigation there is very dan-
gerous and ‘troublefome: Thac he believes no At-
teipts were made to find a North-weft Paflage while
he was in the Country, nor was any fuch thing talked
of : That he don’t apprehend there is any fuch Paf-
fage; but, if there is, he thinks it impra&icable to na-
vigate it on account of the Ice: Thac he would rather
choofe to go round Cape Horne; and that it will be im-
poflible to go and return through fuch Paflige in one
Yecar: And he thinks ’tis the general Opinion of Sea-
faring Men that there is no fuch Paffage : Thac he does

“not apprehend the Climate, Ten Leagues within Laod

in Hudfon's Bay, to be much warmer than at the Sea-
fbore ; but that-he never was above Five or Six
Leagues up the Country, and could perceive no ma-
terial Difference. But being further examined, he faid,
That, to be fure, the fce on the Sca made the Weather
colder on the Coaft, and that there is no Doubt, but
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that the Ice breaks fooner up in the Country than by
the Sea-fhore; for that the Witnefs himfelf has feen the
Ice drove down the Rivers before it broke at the Mouth
of the faid Rivers, where fuch Quantities of it have been
ftopped as to occafion the overflowing of the Factory.

That when the Ice was {o drove down, he has feen a
little Moifture on the Ice upon the Sea; but, to be fure,
ic is warmer up in the Cauntry than on the Shore.

That he does not know whether the Ice is thinner
up in the Country than down at Sea; but he be-
lieves the great Rivers are not frozen to the Bottom,
but has meafured Ice in MNelfon’s River Six Feet odd
Inches thick: That he has feen Ice, as he believes,
‘Twenty Fathom above Water; and he has meafured
it Sixty, Seventy, or Eighty Fathoms under Water,
but he can't fay, that it freczes all over the Bay other-
wife than a thin Skin of Ice in a Morning in a dead
Calm; bur a Ship will fail throughit well enough: . That
Hudfon's Streights are never clear of lce for Three
Months together, though fome Years there is lefs lce
than others. .

That in Fuly the Witnefs had like to have been de-
ftroyed by the Ize at Nelfon’s River in going to Churchill;
but that 1t is underftood the Bay may be failed in for Six
Months; and that hie has heard of a Ship that loft her
Paffage when in Sight of the Faftory, as the Witnefs
thinks, in the Month of Sepfember ; and he thinks he has
known Nejjon’s River frozen up in Offeber. :

Being examined as to the Trade of che Hudfon’s Bay
Company; he faid, He knows no more of it than that
they trade with the Natives for Furs and Beavers; and
that the Natives carry the Goods they receive in Ex-
change from the Fattories up into, the Country, for fear
of being froze up. -

That he thinks the Trade is at its utmoft Extent,
fince it would be for the Advantage of the Company to
extend it; and they had always Goods enough, when
the Witefs was there, to pay for all the Natives
brought; but that he knows nothing of the Trade for
Thirty-five Years paft: That while the Witnefs was
there, the Company ufed to employ Three Ships to
Port Nelfon, which_always went back loaded; and that
the Governor, whofe Name was Knight, treated the
Natives very well, and gave them Encouragement ; but
that the Witnefs can’t fpeak the Indian Language:
That he has heard a guod deal of a Copper Mine to the
Northward of Churcbill River, the Indians fpeaking of it
to the Interpreter while the Witnels was by ; but he un-
derftood no more than that it lay to the Northward of
Cburchill, and that the Governor was mighty fond of the
Difcovery, and made great Inquiries about it.

Thact the Interpreter reported the Anfwers of the In-
dians to the Governor and Council, of which the Wit-
nefs was one; and they defcribed the Mine fometimes as
a Gold Mine, fometimes as a Copper Mine; and that
the Witnefs has feen Copper which was faid to be
brought from thence, but he does not know whether it
was fo or not: That the Governor was very earneft in
this Dilcovery, which was always his Topic, and he took
all Opportunities of making Prefents to the Natiyes:
And the Witnefs himfelf carried . Mr. Norzon. who .was
-afterwards Governor, and Two Northen Indians,- to
Churckill, where he put them in a Canoe ; and the Pur-
pofe of their Voyage was-to make Difcoverices, and en-
courage the Indians to come down to trade, and bring
Copper Ore: That he can’t recolied, that he ever heard
how far it was to this Copper Mine ; nor dots he know
whether there is an eafy Paffage to iv by Land, having
nevee travelled by Land himietf, nor heard of any Ex-
pedition of that kind, except that undertaken by Nerton,
and the Two Indians aforefaid. .. - .. :

‘ drzb_x‘r"'SIatqr, being cjt_am,incd, fatd, That he had
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beén employed in the Service of the Hudfm’s Bay Com-
pany on the Eaf Afein: That he had ieen Lead Ore,
of which he-had brought a fmall Quantity to England,
but never knew it tried: And he produced a Piece of
the faid Ore to your Committee; which he faid he had
picked up there from off the Surfzce of the Ground :
That the Soil is rocky, and that he never knew of any
Attempt to bore'it; nor did he fhew this Ore t0 any
of the Fa&tors, which he apprehended theie was no Occa-
fion for, as every one had a little, and the Commanders
of the Veflcls, whofe Names were Mirchell and Long-
den, took fome of the fame; “nor did he report this to
the Company on his Return: That he believe. this Ore
runs in Veins, but is not fo good a Judge of that asa
Miner might: That the Picce ke produced to your
Committee was in the fame Condition as when he picked
it up, and it was the beft he could find: That the
Place lies about Three Miles from the Water, and ‘tis;
a very bad Road to it: That a Roxd for Wheel Car-
riages could not be made withour great Difficulty; and
as the Place lies in 56° North Lat. "twould be impoffible
to work there above Three Months in the Year. :
That he never heard they were fent, for any other
Purpole than to difcover the Coaft: That he can’t tell
whether the Company would trade in this Ore, if a fuf-
ficient Quantity of it could be found; nor does he kknow
whether it would be worth while for a private Trader
to doit; but if a2 Man had Money enough he might
try : That he believes the Company trade in Commodi-
tics, from whence moft Profics arife, and that no Per-
fons could carry on the Trade cheaper: That if the
Trade was opened, he believes no more Goods would
be imported, only on: Faétory might get the Trade
from another ; for, in the Apprehenfion of the Wicnefs,
all the Indians who don’t trade with the French, trade

with the Company ; and that he never knew the Indians
carry back any Furs.

- Your Committee, for their further Information, thought
proper to examine feveral Merchants, as to their Opinion
of the Expediency and Pradticability of carrying on an
open Trade to Hudfor's Bay, who declared themielves ia
regard to thofe Particulars'as follows;

Mr. Fobn Tomlinfon,” Merchant of London, informed
your Committee, That to the beft of his Remembrance
he figned a Petition fometime -fince to his Majefty, the
Purport of which he thinks was for a new Charter for
carrying on the Trade to Hudfon's Bey, and the Eountries,
adjoining:

That in cafe this Petition had fucceeded, the Witnefs
himfelf propofed to have engaged in the Trade; that in
his Opinion it would tend to the National Intereft to lay
open the faid Trade, for the following Reafons:

That in that cafe it might, and he apprehends it
would be greatly extended, as the Englifb Colonies con-
tiguous to thofe Countries are prodigioufly increafed of
late ; and the Continent fhut up by this exclufive Trade
is very extenfive, and abounds to the Northward, efpe-
cially with heavy Commodities, fuch as Deer and Elk
Skins, Whaleboné, Oil, and the like; which, from their
Diftance from the Company’s Factories, the lndians are
incapable of tranfporting in their fmall Craft.

That many more Ships would in that cafe be fent,
and would penetratednto the Continent; and confequently
bring more Pcople down to trade: And this is . con-
firmed by the Experience of the Guimea Trade, which,
when confined to a Company, employed not above Ten
Ships, and now employs One hundred and Fifty; that
-Forts or Truck:houfes are neceffary to be built; but
they,are crected and fupported at a:very eafy Expence,
being nothing more -than cuttirg down Trecs, hidwing
.them fquare, and dovetailing them -at-the Corners’;
which, being Mufquet’ Proof; are a-fufficient Defeiice
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againft the Indiass; and as the Witnefs apprehends,
one of them mighe be buile at the Expence of Twenty
Pounds; which Etimate he forms from what he has
feen many times in New England where there are feveral
Forts of that kind; that he does not know whether
there are Trees fufficient for this Purpofe in all the
Countries adjoining to Hudfon's Bay; nor docs he fpeak
as to any particular Place; for if the Trade was opened,
all Parts would be tried; that the People would build
for themfelves, and the Merchants would embark in the
Trade; that the Witnefs himfelf would for one; and in
that cafe a greater Quantity of cur Manufaftories would
be exported, which would probably produce a great
Return. .

That this would be 3 Means of regaining Part of
the Trade from the French, fiace by this means the
Englifo might fopply that Trade cheaper than the
French can, who are obliged to fend their Goods to
Canada ; and the Freight there, and there being ob-
liged to carry back their Goods to the Indians, en-
hances the Price, whereas our Goods might be carried
dire@ly into the Bay. That the Notions of the Witnefs
of this Trade are not founded on Experience, having
never been concerned in it, but fome Part of them
colle¢ted from Maps and Books, but much more
tounded on Converlation in the World, and the general
Notion of Things.

And being defired 10 acquaint the Committee, What
Steps he would take, in cale the Trade fhould be laid
open, and he was to embark init? he faid, He fhould
endeavour to carry it on to the beft Advantage; that
in all Ptobability at the firft Outfet 2 Number of Per-
fons might be concerned in ons Ship, which ought to
be mann’d with a fufficient Number of Hands, and
likewife Tradefmen, who might lic on board till they
had built Log-houfes, where People might refide, and
trade with the Natives; that this mult be carried on
by a joint Stock ; that is, by feveral Owners being con-
cerned in one Ship, in the fame manner the greateft
Part of Trade is now carried on; that he does not
imagine Adventurers would fuffer others to make ufe
of their Block-houfe or Warchoufe, fince it would be
neceffary, that every one fhould have a Warehoufe to
themfelves ; but it might be worth while to pay for
the Ute of a Block-houfe to the refpe&ive Proprietors
thereof; but as the Country is fo extenfive, thofe
Warehoufes might be ereted at fuch a Diftance from
cach other, as not to interfere.

That ezch would endeavour to eret their Fatory in
the beft Place for Trade; but he does not believe,

that fo many Ships would go, as to caufe any great

Alteration in the Price of Furs; that he does not doubt
but it tnight raife the Price ; and that the Cafe of the
Guinea Trade is exaltly fimilar, whzre the Ships lie
near one another, and each endeavours to get the
Trade ; and the more Ships lie there, the higher the
Price of Negroes; that the Objection of railing the
Price was urged at the Time when the Guinea Trade
was laid open; and though it might advance the Price
for a t'me; that would ¢ncourage the Indians to bring
down more Goods, which muit naturally reduce the
Price,

~ Being afked, Whether the Smallnefs of this Trade is
to be atrributed to the Difficulty of getting Skins, or
.bringing them to Market ? he faid, He fuppofed there
was difficulty in both.

And being further afked, If the Difficulty was only
in bringing Goods to Market, whether in that Cafe the
Indians would bring down Twenty Skins when they
could have the fame Goods for Ten? he faid, He
thought they would be more diligent, and other Nations
would be difcovered; and that People would go much
higher up into the Country than at prefent.

‘Colonies: are like other People, fome -more induftrious
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That he does not know, whether ’tis the Interelt .of
the prefent Company to extend their Trade to the
utmoft, having been informed, that they get a Profit
of 1,000 or 2,000 per Cent. in which Cafe it may be
their Interclt to confine their T'rade within a fmall Com~
pafs; that he does not know whether their Trade has
been increafed for thefe Thirty Years laft paft; but by
Report 'tis much the fame; but he has been furprifed
at the fmall Quantity of their Exports; for he knows
fome fingle Traders who e:port Ten times as much as
the whole Company. , ‘

And being afked, Whether it would be for the
Advantage of the Company to fend 1,000/ wortlh of
Goods, when they might have the fame Number of
Skins for 500/, worth? he faid, The Queftion an{wers
itlelf; for with rzfpe® to the Balance of Trade ic
would be difadvantageous; but it would be an Advan-
tage to our ManufaGurers; but that if they were to
purchafe the Goods for half the Manufaturers, and
throw the other Half into the Sea, it wauld be the
fame thing,.

That he believes, that, if the Trade was opened, it
would increafe both the Exports and Imports; which
he thinks has always been the Cafe, when any Trade
has been laid open; that private Perfons can, and
always do, carry on Trade both ¢heaper and better than
Companies; but where large Foris and Garrifons are to
be maintained, in that Cafe perhups Companies are
neceflary ; but in the Trade in queftion there is Occa-
fion for no more than little Fattories, one of which a
Ship’s Company would raife in 2 Week.

And being afked the Queltion, he faid, That he
was a Subfcriber to the Undertaking for finding our a
North-weft Paffage; which Undertaking was dropp’d
for want of Money; that he fhould not chufe to fub-
fcribe again upon the fame Terms; that he cannot
pretend to fay whether there is fuch a Paffage or not,
or whether, if found, it could be ever rendered ufeful
tc Navigation. ‘ Co

That Opinions are different as to the Dzgrees of
Longitude yet undifcovered; and fome People mike
falfe Calculations as to the Extent of a Degree, in fo
high a Northern Latitude : Burt he apprehends, that the
opening the Trade is the moft probable Mcthod of finding
it, if there is any fuch Paffage, fince in that Cafe the
People by fettling and converfing among the Natives,
will be furnifhed with the moft probable Method of
doing it, at the fame time that they were carrying on
the T'rade.

Mr. Jobs Hanbury Merchant of London, being exa~
mined, faid, The Trade to Hudfer’s Bay might be ex-
tended and increafed; that he chinks it might, fince
Forts of Strength are not neceffary to reitrain the
Indians, an Houfe inclofed, in the Nature of a Fa&ory,
being fufficient’ for that Purpofe, which, in the Opinion
of the Witnefs, would not coft above Twenty Pounds ;
that Ten or Twenty People would be fufficient to winter
there in time of Peace, a8 Factors or Store-keepers ;'
but in time of War a greater Number would-be ngcef-
fary; and if the Trade was opened, in the Opinion of
the Witnefs, the Merchants of London would ‘engage in
its that he firft choughe of this merely in 2 public \?icw,
being furprifed at the great Difproportion between ‘the
Exports. of the Company and their Sales, the former
not amounting to more than Four or Five thoufand
Pounds a ¥ear, and the latter amounting to Thirty or
Forty thoufand Pounds annually; that he did-not ima-
gine this'to arife from the Smallnefs of the Capiral, but
trom the high Price fet upon the Company’s Goaods ;
which he looked upon as a Difcouragement to the
Indians to hunt; for that the lndians in the Southern

10 than
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than others; but, in general, if you'll buy their Deer, they

will bring them to Marker; by which means they furnifh.

themfelves in Southern Colonies with Neceffartes.

That she Merchants being willing to fend Ships is no
Proof that the Trade could be increafed; but ’tis 2an
undoubted one, that ‘tis their Opinion it may; but if
it was certain the Company’s Trade could not be in-
creafed, the Merchants would be glad to have a Share of
it, and would have no regard to the Company.

That if the Trade was opened for Two or Three
Years, and the Merchants fhould not fucceed, he does
not apprchend that would deftroy the Trade; for if
by hurting the Company the Trade fhould be totally
16, "twere much better for the Public that the Trade,
thould remain in the Company’s Hands, fince a {mall
Profit is becter than nune : But 'tis the Opinion of the
Witnefs, That in that cafe the Merchants would fuc-
ceed. fince the opening the Trade to fu great a Part of
the World mult be a great Advantage to a People who
want room for Trade; and a lile Matter won’t difcou-
rage Merchants in fuch an Undertaking, who have fre-
quently traded to Lofs; and that the Witnefs himfelf
would engage in this Atempt. o

That he apprehends, That if the Trade was open, the
Company could not fubfift: and ’fis better as it is'than
to open the Tradé, if by that means the Company
thould be deftroyed, and another Nation fet up a Com-
pany there: But if the feparate Traders were at Liberty
to try, and cid not fucceed in Two or Three Years,
undoubtedly the Profits of fo bencficial a Trade would
induce the Company again to engage in i3 that this
Intermiffion of "T'rade would unduubtsly hurt the Com-
pany, whom he fhou'd be {orry to prejudice ; but if he
had a Brother in the Company he fhould think and fpeak
in the fame manner that he then did; and “tis his Opinion
that feparate Traders would enlarge the Trade, becaufe
the French giving a greater Price than us, throws the
Trade to them. .

That he does not know the French ecver trade to
Hudlon's Bay s nor is he acequaintzd with the different
forts of Furs brought from thence, and fram Carada.
~ That he luaks upon the laying open the Trade to be
the moft probable Means of difcavering a North-weft
Paffage, which can be done by no other Means than
fettling Colonies there ; which he apprehends mizht be
done, fince he don't think the Climate wortfc than Scotland,
or at leaft than Sweden and Norway.

And being afked, If the Climates in the fame Latitudes
are not very different in Europe and America ? he faid,
That depends upon the Winds; ’tis hotter in Summer,
and colder in Winter, in the fame Latitude ; and he has
been told, that s as hat in Virgiuia as at Gisbraltar.

Mr. Fobn Hardman, Merchant of Liverpoole, (aid,
That he was of Opinion the Trade to Hudfor's Bay
might be extended and increafed to the Benefit of the
Nation, if it was laid open; fince no defenfible Forts
are neceflary, but fuch only as are Proof agdinft fmall
Arms, which at the fame tume would anfwer. the Pur-
pofe of Warchoufes.

‘That he is certain the Merchants of Liverpoole would
in that caf: engage in it, having Letters from them to
that Purpofe; and as the South Part of the Bay lies
near Quebec, great Part of the Trade to Conads ruight,
with proper Encouragement, be brought to this Side:
That from thg Company’s Standard the Witnefs appre-
hends they don’t give proper Encouragement, fince ‘ts
plain a greater Price would encourage the Indiaps to kill
more; and if the Trade was opened, other' Rivers and
* Lakes would be difcovered; and the Witnefs appre-
hends this is_the moft proper Mcthod of finding out 2
North-weft Paffage, fince the feparate Traders- mufl, ip
the courfe of their Trade, make new Difcaveries.

" That the. Difcoveries made” by Middleton, and the

Dobbs, and Callifernia, are much greater than ever the

CompanirI made ; but the ill Succels and great Expence
VQLa [ ’
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which attended thofe Attempts, will difcourage other
Adventurers ;- and the only Method which remains is by
fettling People in differ=nt Places.

That ghc feparate, Traders would, as the Witnefs
imagines, buiid Fatiories, and carry on the Trade at
lefs Expence than the Company ; that they muft leave
People ‘to fettle there, and would probably carry over in
their firft Ship Twenty Hands more than was neceflary
to navigate her, for that Purpafe. '

That perhaps they might not fucceed the firfl cr fecond
time, hut would certainly fucceed at laft.

That their. Bufinefs would be in the firft place to find
proper Places of Trade, which he believes would be
where the Company now trade; where they would
continue to trade as long as they found it bepeficial ;- but
they would foon find it neceflary to extend themfelves
farther, from the Number of People which wouli enter
on the “Frade ; and this they would cerzainly do: That
they would procure the Indians to trade with them,
by giving. a higher Price for their Goods than the
Company do. '

That the Indians want Goods of various Sorts. fuch as
Woollen and Iron Manufa&ures, Guns, and Puwder. :
And being aftked, Whether the Indians would be
prevailed upon to kill ‘more Beafts than' to purcinfe
Neceffaries for themnfelves for a Year? he faid, He did
not doubt but they would, in order to difpofe of them
to their Neighbours; ' that at prefent perhaps, if they.
were to kill Furs enough fo fupply them with Necefla-
ries for Two Years, they would not come down to
trade ; but if they were once made tenfible of the Con-
veniency of having fome Properiy, they would then
defire to carry on a Trade, and fupply their Neigh-
bours; for that the Wimefs did not apprechend, that
all the Indian Nations came down to trade; that this
Notion of Property would increafe; though it would
not increafe their real Neceflities, yet it would furnith
thern with imaginary Wants ;  that if One Man, for
Example, was to bring down the Furs caught by Ten,
he would doubtlefs have fome Reward for his Labour ;
that Reward would be a further Encouragement to un-
dertake ftill more; his Neceflities and Defires would
increafe in Proportion to his Property 5 and if he was
able, he would bring down Twenty Pcoples Goods the

next time, in order to increafe his Prodts.

That in cale the Trade was laid open, the Witnefs
apprehended every trading Town would build their
particular Faltories, or Houfes to trade to; that Block-
houfes, without Fortifications, are fufficient for that
Purpofe, as they are Proof againft fmall Shot, and
have Baftions at each Corner which flank them ; that if
the Company were not divefted of. the Property of their
prefent Settlements, the feparate Traders would go to
other Places. .

That he apprehends the Indians to be very numerous ;
for'they were fo at the Back of Virginia and Maryland
Twenty Years ago; and he does not apprehend their
Numbers are decreafed fince.

That the opening the Trade would bea means of fur-
ther extending the Fur Trade, which he believes is
increafed within thefe Twenty Years; that proper Perfons
muft be confulted, as to the moft convenient Places for
Trade; but if the Trade was exrended, it would doubt-
lefs engage the Indians, who at prefent trade with the
Frencb, 1o trade with the Euglifh. ,

That an increafe of Expores and Imports would be
a double Advantage to the Nation, fince fome of the
Imports are exported, and others manufaCtured in this
Kingdom; and the Cheapnefs of them would encou-
rage the ManufaGturers ; and that the Increafe of Ex-
ports, which arc -likewife the Manufaftures of this
Kingdom, would have the fame Effett that he appre-

_bernded it would ‘be worth the whiie of the Mercharts

to engage, though the Price of the Imports were re-

duced, which would encourage our own Manufa&ures,
and create a greater Exportation of thefe Goods ; for

they have complained in Ryffia, that if they could have
got them at any Rate, they could have difpofed of any
Quantity. - ’ ‘
That he believes the Company fell their Goods by
Aulion at public Sales.
" And being afked, Whether, though, ’tis an Advan-
tage to the Merchants to increafe the Imports, it might
not be to the Advantage of a particular Merchant, to
fond a fmall Cargo? he fuid, That if he, the Witnefs,
could get as much by fending Five thoufand Pounds, as
Eight or Ten, he fhould certainly chufe the fmaller
Sum, the Rifque being lefs, and he could fer his own
Price upon the Commodities. '

Mr. William Wanfey, Merchant of Briffel, being ex-
amined to the fame Particulars as the laft Witnefs ; faid,
that in his Opinion, in cafe the Trade was laid open, the
Merchants of Briftol would become Adventurers.

That he apprehended, from all the Accounts, that
defenfible Forts are not neceffary in thofe Countries, the
Natives being an inoffenfive People, and willing to trade.

That they carry on a Trade in Africa with People
much more favage, without any other Protection than
Houfes or Fattories, which ferve for Defence againft
the Natives: And in cafe the French thould attempt to
intercept their Trade, it would be eafy for the Mer-
chants, by eftablifhing Colonies, to engage the Indians
to trade with them, inftead of going to a greater Dif-
tance to trade with the French: That the Witefs has
been told, the French draw the Indians from Hudfon's
Boy; and, in his Opinion, the ere€ting Scttleménts
up in the Country, would be the moft proper Me-
thod to increafe the Trade; that this appedrs to be
the moft cligible Method of finding out the North- welt
Paffage; fince, if Colonies were fuitled there, the
Greatnefs of the Reward would be a fufficient Induce-
ment to excite their utmoft Endeavours; and the Con-
veniency of the Situation would furnifh them with moft
probable Means of Succefs; that the Witnefs himfelf
would be very willing to rifque Two or Three hundred
Pounds in an Underaking of this kind, as well with a
View to the Extenfion of the Trade, as to the furthering
the aforefaid Difcovery. '

That he does nct apprehend, that defenfible Forts,
with Cannon, are neceflary; but in cafe they were, he
does not think that the Expence of them would be a
Confideration fufficicnt to deter the Merchants of Brifle/
from engaging in fuch an Undertzking, who are an ad-
venturous Body of Men, and in great Want of fome
new Channels of Trade, efpecialiy for their Woollen
Manufatures ; - and the Witnefs ‘apprehends, that, even
in that Cufe, the Piofits would be more than fufficient to

.anfwer the Experce. ‘

And being afked, Whether he thinks the Company
would have been at the Expence of crecting defe..fible
Forts, if they had not judged them neceflury 2 be fad,
He apprehended thofe Forts were ercdted in the Infancy
of the Undertaking, before they were acquainted with
the Temper and Difpofition of the Natives.

That he don’t tunk it to be the Interct of the
Company to extend the Trade; buc thatif the Trade
was opened, 1t woukd doubtlels be carried on to the beft
‘Advantage ; thar he conceives, the Company carry on
‘the Trade to the beft Advantage for themfilves; but
the National Intereft, and that of the Company, is not
the fame; and if the Trade was opened, and a new
Set of Adventurers to undertake it, they would, in that
*Caf-, confuit their own Intereft preferable to chat of the
Public, but the Public would be benefited by the Increafe

“of Trade. .

Thar, in czfe of an open“Irade, there is not that
"Opportunity of confulting' private Intereft, as where
a Company is concerned :* That the Witnefs has been
told their Profits are exorbitant; and that the feparate
Traders would be centent with one Quarter of them:

—l A
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And ’tis a Maxim in Trade, that a large Quantity of
Goods brought to Market reduces the Price. '

That the Witnefs apprehends, that if the Trade was
laid open, the firft Step to be taken by the Adventurers
would be to ere& Places of fufficient Defence againft
the Natives, or wild Beafts, which would ferve for
Houfes of Trade, or Fatories; but they would chufe
to ere, at proper Diftances from the Company’s prefent
Faltories, there being Room enough for ‘that Purpofe,
the Witnefs being ioformed thofe Factories are Five
hundred Miles afunder. - ’ '

That if they had Liberty given for that - Purpofe,
they fhould chufe perhaps, at firft, to trade where the
Company at prefent do; that he has been told, the
Company’s Dominions. are unlimited; and that they
have Four Forts, One at Charchill, One at Albany; One
at Mugfe River, and Yurk Fort; and fome little trading
Places up the Rivers, particularly at Aibany; that the ’
Witnefs never heard of any Forts near Labaradore, nor of
any Trade carried on there; that he has likewife been
informed of certain Mises; but don’t know where they
are ; that thefe Particulars he orly has from Information:
But there is no Part of North America but is capable of
Improvement; and ’cis natural to conclude, that the
feparate Traders would improve thofe Parts which ‘are
diftant from the Company’s prefent Settlements; and
that the Witnefs fhould be willing to rifque Part of his
Fortune in fuch an Undertaking. o

‘That he has been told a Whale Fithery might be
carried on; and a great many People of Fortune would
engage in it: And the Wimnels don’t apprehend, that
a Trade carried on in Labaradsre, could interfere with
the Company’s Trade, which is carried on, at a very
great Diftance, on the Weftern Shore.

- Mr. Ceckran, Provolt of Glafgow, bring exa-’
mined, fuid, That in his Opinion, if the Trade to
Hudjew’s Bay was laid open, it might be extended, and
tncrealed, to the Benefit of the Nation. ‘

Thzt he does not apprehend, from the Information
he has had, that Furts would be neceflary, but only
Block houfes, and Magazines, ' the Indian, being a
praccable People; that the Merchants of Glafzow, and
feveral other Piaces of Scotland, particulasly the Frith
of Fortb., Aberdesn, and Dundee, would be ready to en-
gage mnat

That when he firlt heard of this Inquiry, he wrote
to the Merchants of Glgfgow, and particularly to the
Perfon at the Head of trat Body, who is called the
Dean of Guild; and had for Anfwer, That they ap-
proved of opening the Trade; and if-the Parliument
weuld pleafe to open ir, it would anfwer very well,
and they would certainly embark in it; that he can’t
pretend to fay, how it would operate upon the French
Trade at Canada; but is fatisfied the Glafow Mer-
chants wevld engage in the Undertaking, they having
often emburked i much more uncertain Enterprizes s
That he can’t fuy that he has formed any general Plan
or Scheme of this Undertaking; but apprehiends it
would be neceffary to have Sertlements on the Land,
and Servants there to trade with the Indians: and that
the Ships cught to be difpatcheq foon in‘the Sumier;
that he does not know the -Expence of ere€ting one of
thofe Block-houfes; but he believes it not ro be very
great, fince ’tis a woody Country; and the Building
might be finifhed by the Ship’s Crew, taking out only
an extraordinary Carpenter :  And that if the Merchants.
of Glafgew had Reafon to believe ‘they could have their
Ships loaded in Hudfor's Bap with Oil' and W halebone,
though they were not permitted to deal in Furs, he
thinks they would trade there; but is not acquainted,

‘whether Ships could obtain a Freight of thofe Commao-

dities in that Place, not knowing any Mariners of Glafgom
who' have been in the Company’s Service, "~~~

Law of this Nation
allow of: And for the better Difcovery of Ahufes and
Injuries to be done unto the fuid Governor and Com-
pany. or their Succeffors, by any Servunt by then to
be employed in the faid Voyages and Plantations, it
fhall and may be lawful to and for the faid Governor
and Company, and their refpetive Prefidents, Chief
Agent, or Governor in the Parts aforefaid, to examine
upon Oath all Factors, Mafters, Purfers, Supercargors,
Commanders of Caftles, Forts, Fortifications, Plania-
tions, or Colonies, or other I’erfons, touching or con-
cerning any Mauer or Thing, in which by Law or
Ufage an Oath may. be adminiftered, fo as the faid Oath,
and the Matter therein contained, be not repugnant, but
agreeable to the Laws of this Realm. :

And We do hereby ftreigthly charge and command
all and fingular our Admirals, Vice Admirals, Jutices,
Mayors, Sheriffs, Conftables, Bailiffs, and.- all and fin-
gular other Our Officers, Minifters, Liegemen, and
Subjeéts whatfoever, to be aiding, favouring, helping,
and affiting to the faid Governor and Company, and
to their_Succeflors, and.to their Deputies, Officers,
Fattors, Servants, Affignees and Miniflers, and every
of them, in executing and enjoying the Premifes, as
well on Land as at Sea, from time to time, when any
of you fhall thereunto be required; any Stature, A&,
Ordinance, Provifo, Proclamation, or Reftraint here-
tofore made, fet forth, ordained, or provided, or any
other Matter, Caufe or Thing, whatfoever to the con-
trary in anywife notwithftanding. IN WITNESS
whereof We have caufed thefe Our Letters to be made
Patents; Witnefs Ourfelf at Wefiminfier, the Second
Day of Mgy in the Two-and-twenticth Year of Our
Reign.

7OSEPH la France is now about 36 Years old: He
«/ wasborn at Mifflimakinac,and was § Years old when
his Mother died. His Father then took him with him
to Quebec to learn French, where he ftaid the Winter,
about 6 Months. He fays, as well as he can remem-
ber, Quebec was about a League long, and Half a
League broad, and had 4 or §e00 Men in Garrifon;
it being about the Time of the Peace of Utrecht. He
returned from thence with his Father, and lived with
him until his Death, which happened when he was 14
Years old. After his Death, when he was about 16,
. he went down to Mounredl, to fell what Furs and Pelery
his Father had left him; and then returned to- Miffi-
sakinac, where he traded and -hunted in the neigh-
bouring Countries until he was 27 Years old; in which
Time he went one Year to Mififipi. He went by the
Jlingfe Lake, which he calls Michigen. At the Bottom
of the Lake there was a Fremch Fort, in which there
were 1§ French in Garrifon, about 11 Years ago. The
River upcn which it is built, he calls Saint Fofeph; it
is very rapid. He paffed by Ouifeonfic to the Miffffips,
and went down it as far as the River Mifouris; and
returned by the fame Route. In his Return he paffed
by the Bay of L’ Our qui Dort, fo called from a Heap of
Sand upon a Point which refembles a Bear fleeping.
When he was 28 Years old, he went with a Parcel of
Furs, with 8 Iroquef, in 2 Canots, crofs the Lake of
Hurons, by the Bay of Sakinak, to the Streights of
- Errie, which they pafled in the Night for fear of being
ftopped by the French, who have a Village or little Fort
there, in which he believes there may be 100 Houfes.
He from thence pafled through Lake Errie tothe Fall of
Niagara, and the Jrogaefe carried his Canoes and Furs
down by the Fall to L ake Fromtenac, for which he gave
them 100 Beavers, and thence went to Ofwega; but
" was not within the Fort or Town, the Jroquefe felling
his Furs for him; and then returned by.the fame
‘Way to Miffilimakinac. He fays the French have a Fort
on the North Side of the Fall of Niaggara, betwixt the
LaKes Errie and Fromtemac, about 3 Leagues within
the Woods from the Fall, in which they keep 30.Sol-
diers, and have about as many more with them as
Servants and Affiftants; thefe have a fmall Trade with
the Indians for Meat, Ammunition, and Arms.

About 6 Years ago he went again to Monreal with
Two Indians, and a confiderable Cargo of Furs, where
_ he found the Governor of Canada, who wintered there.

He made him a Prefent of Martens Skins, and alfo
1000 Crown, for a Conge or Paflport to have a Licence
to trade next Year: But in Spring he would neither
give him his Conge nor his Money, under Pretence
that he had fold Brandy to the Indians, which is pro-
hibited, and threatened him with Imprifonment for
demanding his Money ; fo that he was obliged to fteal
away with his Two Indians, and what Goods he had got
in xchange for his Furs, with his 3 Canoes. Monreal,
_he fays, is about 60 Leagues above Quebec.  Itisalarge
Town, abour a League and a Hait in Circuit within
the Walls, which are 15 Feet high, of Lime and Stone.
They have 300 Men in Garrifon. This is the only con-
fiderable Town in Canada befides Quebec; for Trois
Rivieres is but a Village. He fays, they have a Fort
the Natives call Catarakui Fort, 8o Leagues above
Monreal, near Lake Fromtenac, in which they keep a
‘Garrifon of 40 Men, as the Indians informed him, and
‘about as many more Inhabitants. The River S¢. Lau-
You. l].

yence, from thence to Monreal, is fo full of Watér-falls,
and fo rapid, that there is the utmoft Danger and Dif-
ficulty in-going by Water, and no goiog fo far by Land
through the Woods; fo that no Trade can be carried
on that Way but at a great Expence. '

They have no other fortified Places in Canada, but
one Fort called Cbampli, near Chbamplain Lake, upon
the Englifb and Iroguefe Frontiers, in which they have
20 Men in Garrifon. '

He was above 40 Days in going up the River, from
Monreal to the Lake Nepifing, which is at the Source of
that River which he calls St. Laurence, and not the
River which paffes through the Lakes; but La Homtan
calls it the River Outsouas. He had 36 Land-Car-
riages before he got to Nepifing. He was but 18 Days
in going down it to Monreal. He fays, the River Nepi-
Jing runs from the fame Lake into the Lake of Hurons.
This is what La Fontan calls French River; it is 20
Leagues in its Courfe, and had Three Falls upon it,
which they defcended in Two Days; and with a fair
Wind they might go from thence to Mifilimazinac in
Two Days nore along the Iflands. Upon his Return
he exchanged his Goods for Furs, and refolved to try
his Fortune once more to-Monrealy and make his Peace
with the Governor. He fays, when he left Mifilimaki-
nac, there were but 2 Men with the Governor in
Garrifon, which was only to open and fhut the Gates.
He fays, that of late the Trade from thence to Monreal
is fo much leflened upon account of the Englifp fupply-
ing the Indians much cheaper and better, by an eafy
Navigation through the Lakes to Niagara, that there do
not go above 12 Canoes in a Year, and thofe Licences
are generally given to fuperannuated Officers; the
Avarice -and Injuftice of -the Governor of Camada has
likewife difgufted the Natives.

After having got a Parcel of Furs, he, with Two

Indian Slaves, and 3 Canoes, paffed the Lake Huron, S

and entered the River Nepifing, and went up it {everal
Leagues ; but at a Turn in the River he met g Canoes,
in which was the Governor’s Brother-in-law, with 3o
Soldiers, and as many more to- manage the Canoes,
who feized him and his Furs, and Slaves, as a Run-
away without a Paffport, and would have carried him
away to Mmreal; but he made his Efcape into the
Woods in the Night, with only his Gun, and Five
Charges of Powder and Ball, and pafifed by Land
alone through the Woods on the -North Side of Huron
Lake until he met with fome of the Mijads Indians,
who live there, having been Six Weeks in his Jour-
ney, travelling behind the Mountains, on the North

- Side of the Lake, in a Marfhy Country, abounding

with Beavers, and thus returned to Sauz St. Marie;
and having loft all, determined to go to the Englih in
Hudfor's Bay; by pafling through the Indian Nations Weft
of the Upper Lake, until he fhould arrive, by thefe

Lakes and Rivers which tun Northwards, at 2ork Fort,

on Nelon River. - : ' :

He fet out in the beginning of Winter 1739 upon
this Journey -and Voyage, and hunted and lived with
the Indians his Relations, the Sauteurs, on the North
Side of the Upper Lake, where he was well acquaint-
ed, having hunted and traded thercabouts for Fourteen
Years. He' fays, the Upper Lake has Three Iflands
near the North Shore, about 3 Leagues from the
Shore; they -are about 3 or 4 Leagues each -in Cir-
cumference. One of them he calls Jl du Lignen
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they are full of fine Woods, as is all the North Coaft,
which is very mountainous; but the Country is very
fine to the Northward of the High Land.

The Upper Lake falls into the Lake of Hurons by
the Falls of St. AMary, which is a rapid Current of
feveral Leagues. From that Fall to the River Michi-
_pikoton on the North Side of the Lake, is 60 L eagues ;
that River is navigable Nerthward for 20 leaoues,
being 3 Fathoms dccp, and without Cataraéls ; 1t runs
through a Valley betwixt the Mountains ; - which is about
Three Leagues wide, full of fine Woods; and then
there is a Fork where Two Branches meet ; and on
each Side, at a confiderable Diftance, are Two round
Hills detached from the ethers, which they call Le
Deux Mamelles, or Two Paps; thefe Two Branches
come from their feveral Sources, after running about
Emht Leagues, through a Country abounding in
Beavers. There are Two Indian Nations upon "this
North Coalt; the Epineze Nation are upon the Eaft

Side of that River, and the Ouaffi upon the Weft Side, |, '

both Tribes of the Sauteurs.
About 100 Leagues farther Welt is another River,

" which runs from the North-weft into this Lake, which

~ high;

he calls the River Du Pigue from a fharp Rock at the
Mouth of the River, formed like a Pike or Halbert ¢

It is only navigable for about Three Leagues to a’

Fall, above which isa Lake abour Six Leagues long,
whxch comes from a marfhy Country full of Bcavcrs,
on tae Weft Side of this River, and of the’ Upper
Lake, is 2 Range of Mountains full of Woods, and a
River full of Carara&s defcends from them, and enters
into the River Du Pigue a little before it pafles into
the Lake; among thefe Mountains are feveral rich
Mines; he faw fome very good Lead and Copper Ore,
which the Natives brought down trom thefe. Moun-
tains. On the South-welt Side of the Lake, under
thefe Mouniains, is a flat Country, full of Woods and
B:avers, but the South and South-calt Side is a fandy,
low, dry Country, without Wood. He ftaid Part of
the Winter with the Indians at Adichipitaton, and in the
Month of March got to the River Dx Pigue, which he
paficd on the Icc, it being not then thawed. He fays,
there are many Beavers slfo among the Mountains,
Southward of that River, they having great Flats
above, and among the Mountains, where they make
thetr Dams and Ponds.  The Ice was quite gone on
the South-welt Side of the Lake, by the 15th of April,
N. S. He fays, the Lake is never frozen at any Diftance
from the Share, only in little Bays, where it fometimes
is frozen, and breaks off, and is carried out and in with
the Wind.

On the fandy Coaft, on_ the South-ca& Stde of the
Lake, there is nothing but Shrubs not above Six Feet
but at forme Diftance from the Coaft there are
fine Meadows and Paftuse, full of Elks, Stags, Deer,

" Goats, wild Beeves, &c interfperfed with Woods;

-

and the Indian Nations in the neighbouring Countries
remove thither in the Summer Seafon, to hunt and feed
upon them.

" On the South-weft Side of the Lake, betwixt the
woody and Champaign fandy Country, there is a Land-
Carriage of 3 Lragues, and they .came to a Marfh or
Bog about 2 Lcacruc long, and Five FFurlongs over, and
from gience another Land Carriage of Nine L.eagues
-to the River Du Pluis, which, after a Courfe of Fifteen
Leagucs, fails into the Lake "Du Plis. X He was from

/thc Beginning to the 18th of April 1740, in getting to

this River; there he, and the Indians with him, got
fine Birch-trees of a great Size to make ‘their Canoes.
The River they embarked upon was about Three Fur-
Jongs broad, but was not deep, and had no Water-
falls; the Courfe was South-weft. The Indians, who
are on the Weft Side of. that River, are called Monfomi
or Mofosique, or Gens de Original: The Lake D Pluis

is 100 Leagues in Lcnoth and is fo called from a
.
]
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perpendicular Water-fall, by which the Water falls
into a2 River South-weft of ir, which raifes a Mift-like
Rain. He was 15 Days in pafling down this River
to the Lake Du Pluis, in his Canoe; ke coafted along
the ‘North-weft Side of the Lake, which was full of
fire Woods; but there was none on the South-eaft
Side, as the Natives informed him, except near the
Edge of the Lake, for about Half the Length of the
Lakc, at which Place a River enters-it ﬁ~om~ the
South Side, which comes from a ow- Country, full of
Beavers. The Frenb, upon Account;of thefe Land
Carriages, never paf: into thefe Countries adjoining to
this Lake.

He pafied the Lake Dz Pluis in the latter End of
Apnl and Bcvmnmg of May; and flaid 10 Days ax
the Fall with the Afonfoii, where they Filh with Nets
at the Bottom of the Fall. They. have Two great
Vn]]agcs, one on the North Side, and thc other on thc
South Side of the Fall. .

The River Du Pluis, which f'alls from the Lakc, is
a fine large River, which runs Weftward, and is aboue -
3 Fur]ongs in Brcadth, its Courfe is about 60 Lcagucs
before it -falls into - the Lake Du Bais, or Des Yles,.and
is frce from Cataralls, baving only Two tharp Streams.
He was 10 Days going down it in bis Canoe; the
whole Country along.its Banks is full of fine Woods,
in which are great Variety of Wild-fowl and. Beafls,
as wild Beavers, Stags, Eik, Deer, &c. and the Rivey
and adjoining Lakes full. of excellent Fifh.. . This
River falls into the Lake Du Buis, where he amvcd
about the End of May, This Lake is very large, and
filled- with fine. Iflands ; he was.30 Days in paffi ing ity
fihing and hunting as he went with the Natives, and
ftaid'a Month in one cf the Iflands with the. Aduyoné
and Sturgeon Indians, who live on the. North. Side-of
this Lake, and meet in that Ifland .to be merry,- and

confirm their Friendfhip and Alliance ; thefe laft are

called fo from the great Number of Sturgeons they
take in this Lake, which is the grcatcﬂ: Partof their
Provifions. - He ftayed there wntj the Month of du-
guft. Al thefe Iﬂands and Coaits are low, and-full of
fine Woods, where all kind of Fowl breed. A: the
Weft End of this Lake, which is .much longer thaa
the Iake D« Pluis, a great River enters it near .the
Place where the. great Ommp:que River pafles out of it,
and runs info the Lake of the fame Name. This River
has a long Courfe from the Southward. On the South-
weft of this Lake is the Nation of the Sieux Indians.

The River Quinipique is as large as the River Du Pluis, ‘{‘wmkh

but is much more rapid, having about 30 .Falls or
Sharps upon 15, where they mult carry their Canocs.
"Two or Thice of them are Carriages of a League or
A'wo, the others are very fhort., Upon that- Account
he was 15 Days in going down che River, which runs
North-weft about 100 Leagues. It alfo runs through
a fine woody Country, having many forts of Timber
Trees of great Bulk. Oa the Houth-weft Side, ate
fome Diftance, isa flat Couauy, full of Meadows; at
the Falls it is about a- Furlong in_Breadth, in other
Places Three or Four.; e arrived st tii€ great O
nipigee Luke in September; he was about 30 Daysin
paling it, fhooting and fifhing as he went. After
going half-way through i, he joined the Cris or

Chriftinaux Indians, who live on the North-eaft Side, -

and went on Shore, and hunted - Beavers all the Au-
wmn. He faw butc Two Ifles. in .it; one was full of
Wood, it was about 3 Leagues long, and 2 broad.
He called i ig the Hle Du Bicbe,or of Hinds, there being
feveral upon it; the other .was fandy, and. without
Wood, full of Geefe and otbcr Water-fowl, which
breed tbcrc, he called it Gazyé Jle, but the Natives called
it Sandy Ifle. .

 On the Welt Side of this Lake the Indians told hun
a River encered it, which .was na\noablc with Canocs 341L .
defcended from™ Lac Rauge, or the Red Lake, callcd fo
, 5 from
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from the Colour of the Sand; they feid there were
Two other Rivers run out of that Lal\c, ont into the
Mifigipi, and the other Weftward, into a marﬁy
Country, full of Beavers.

The Country Weft of the Ouinipiqgue Lake has dry
Ilands or Hills with marfhy Bottoms, full of Wood
and Meadows. On the Eaflt Side is a fine flat Country,
full of Wouds, until they come to the Botton of the
Muuntains, which are betwixt this and the Upper Lake.
On a Lake on that Side, betwixt this Luke and Lake
Du Bois, are the Migechichilinious, or Eagle-eyed Indians;
thefe, he fays, are not called fo from their having a 1harp
Sight, but upon account cf many Eagles which breed in
INands in that Lake.

Upon the Weft Side of Lake Ouinipigue are the
Nation of tie Affinsbouels of the Meadows, and farcher
North a gieat Way are the Afininibouels of the Woods.

<~ To the Southward of tiefe are the Nation of Beaux

Homuies, fituated betwixt them and the Sienx Indians.
“he Indians on the Laft Side are the Chriftinaux, whofe
Tribes -go fo far North on that Side as the Afinibouels
do on the other, Al tfefe Nacions go naked in Sum-

mer, and pamt or ftain their Bodies with different .

Figures, anvinting themielves with Greafe of Deer,
Bcavcrs, Bears, €. which prevents the Mutkitoes,
Serpents, or other Vermin from .biting them, they
having an Antipathy to all Qils.

The great Ouinipiqgue Lake was frozen over in Win-
ter; it i1s no where 10 Leagues wide,"and in fome
Places rot above a League and a Half wide, the Winter
there was not fevere, it lafted about 3 Months and a
Haif, wie Froft breaking up there in March.

This Lske is dilcharged inta the little Oudnipique by a
River he calls che Red River, or Little Ouinipique, after a
courfe Northwards of about 60 Leagues.

‘I'his River rups through the like woody Country as
the cthcrs, but the Weft Side is more temperate than
the Eall, upon account of the Mount:ins to Eaftward
of it; trom whence a River defcends into it through a
marfhy Country, tuii of Bravers.

He made his Canoe in the Spring, at the North
End of this Lake, and went down to the little Ouinipique

~/r " in the Beginning of Summer; this lat Lake is about

35 Lcagucs long, and 6 broad ; there is but one little
Iflacd in it, almoft upon a Water Level; the Indians
call it Mini Sabigue.

The Courfe of this Lake is from South to North,
through a woody, low Courntry. In all ¢hefe Countries
are many Kiods of wild Fruit, as Cherries, Plums,
Strawberries, Nuts, Walnuts, {c. - The Winters here
are from 3 to 4 Months, according as they happen
to be moie or lefs fevere.
the River which runs into the Lake Du Siens, in Sum-
mer and Auiumn; this is about 100 Leagues irom
the other. He favs there is a Fork in the River Du
Siens, by which one Branch difcharges itfelf mare

e Wefterly, and runs into the Country, where is the

Nation of Viexx Hommes; this Nation is not calied fo
from the Age of the Inhabitants, but from a Num-
ber of old Men who feparated from fome others, under

a Chief or Leader of their own; and from that time
thcy were called fo.  On the-Eaft Side there enters a
rapid River from the Mougtains, full of Falls, upon
which the Naction Du Cris Panis Blanc mhabu, who are
ihll a Tribe of the Chriftinaux.

The Lake Du Siens is but fmall, being not abovc 3
Leagues in Circuit; Jbut all around its Banks, in the
fhallow Water and Marfhes, grows a kind of wild Oat,
of the Nature of Rice ; the outward Hufk is black, but
the Grain within is white and clear like Rice; th:s thc
Indians beat off into their Canoes, and ufe it for Food. ~

All the Country adjoining this River is alfo full of
Beavcrs . Here the Winter. overtook him, and. he was
obliged to part with his Canoe; and travelled and
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hunted through that Country for Six Months, in
which Time he paficd Northwards near 1oo l.eagues;
but would have been much more, had he followed the
Courfe of the River in Summer in his Canoe. He got
to the Lake Caribour in the beginning of March 1742

This Lake is about 10 Leagues long, and § broad;

the Ice was beginning to thaw when he came there ;-a
Tribz of the Chriflingux live on the Eaft of this Lake,
and the Afiniboucls of the Woods on the Weft Side.
The River Cariboux vuns out of this I.ake Northwards
for about 15 Leagues, and then it fprcads, and is .
wafted in a marfhy Country, where there is no pafling
by Water, nor by  Land in Summer; the Icé being
then breaking upy; he was obliged to go aboutr 135
Leagues Eaftward, to avoid the Bogs, bcf'ore he could
reach the Lake Pacbegam, into which the River Cariboux
defeends throuoh the Marthes.

Pachegoia is the Lake where -all the Indians afftmble
in the Jatter End of March every Year to cut the Birch-
trees, and make their Cuanoes of the Bark, whick then
begins to run, in order to pafs down the River to 2urk
Fort on Nelfon River with their Furs 5 itis divided fo
as to make almoft Two Lakes ; the Weft Side by which
he paffed was about 100 Leagues in Circuit; the other
Side or Eaftern Lake was much larger, as the Indians
informed him. The River De Vieux [lummes runs from
the Welt for about 200 l.cagues, and fulls into this
Lake, near the Place the River Curiboux enters it; it
has a ftrong Current, and is always muddy, but there
are no Falls upon it: Thefl: go generally down the
River Manoutifibs or Churchill River, and trade tliere,
having cither a Paffage ur fhort Land-carriage to that
River. The Lake Packezosia was furrounded with fine
Woods of Oak, Cerdar, Pine, Poplar, Birch, &¢. He
arrived there the latter End of March, and he, with the
other Indians, cut the Bark for their Canoes, and then
hunted for fome time for Provifions; they began to
make their Canoes the firft of April, N. S. which’ they
finithed in 1 hree Days; on the 4th, he being appoint-
ed one of their Leaders, fet out with 100 Canoes.in
Company, for the FaQory at 2ork Fort: There are
generally Two Indians in a Canoe, but he was alone in
his; they were Three Weceks in pafling along the Weft
Side of the Lake before they came to the “Place it is
difcharged by the River Savamne or Epinette; for they
were obliged to coaft the Weft Side of - the Lake in
their little Canoes, and keep along the Bottoin of each
Bay; .for thefe fmall Canoes can bear no Surge or
Waves when the Wind blows ;- and when they came to
any Point on. the Lake, if there was any Wind, they
were obliged to carry their Furs and Canoes over the
Land to thc next Bay, which, vuth hunting for Pro-
vifions, dclaycd them greatly; at ‘that Txmc they had
neither Ice on- the Lake, nor Snow on the Land. In
the Beginning of May, N.S. he ¢éntered “the River
Savanne; but did not reach the great’ Fork where the
River divides. until the . Beginning. of June; for the
Indians, what with hunnng for Provnﬁons, and from
their Lazinefs, who would not ftir or exercife in the.
Heat of the Day, it bcmo then very warm, and the
Trees all fully blown, and from' fome: Land Carriages
upon the Sharps and Falls, did not go above Two or
Three Leagues in a-Day. ‘The River was fmall, where
it came out of the Lakc, for about Six Leagues, it
fpreading through. feveral little Paffages through the
Marfhes; but farther down, when colle@ed together,
formed .a largc chr. it was then quite free of Ice,
they had a brifk Current, and feveral Sharps; but had
but one Carriage of 100 Yards;. it is about 80 or go
Leagues from - “the Lake to the Fork. ‘The Land at
fome Diftance from the River was dry and hilly, and
full of fine Trees of great Bulk and Heighe, as Fir,
Pine, Spruce, Afh, Elm, Birch, Cedar, Alder, &
The Banks were low, unnI they got to thc great Fork,
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where the River is divided bv a Rock, upon which a
convenient Forc might bc built, which might "be cut
off by bringing the Water around it. It is about 60
Leagues from this Fork to the Faftory: They faid
here Eight Davs to hunt for Provifions; there not
being plenty of Game upon the Eaft Branch, which is
the Way he went down, it being the fhorteft Paffane;
‘at the fame t1ime another Fleet of 100 Canoes went
down the Weltern Branch; it was the 2gth of Juné,
N. S. when he got to the Fa&ory ; and the other Party
who went down the other Branch, were Three Wecks
later. From this Fork to within Four or Five Leagucs
of the Fort, the Banks are -high, drd of red Earth,
from which he calls the River from the Fork, the River
de Terre rouge ; and from that Place they defcend gra-
ddally to the Sea, until they are near 2 Warer Level;

the Current was very cafy from the Fork to the Fort,
the Ifland to Wetward of their Channel was full of

Wood, but the Country above and_ beyond the othes

Bank was not fo woody.” They were about Threé
. Weeks in going from the Fork ‘to the Fattory; for
the Indians told him, notwithftaridihg it was fo warm
and pleafant in paffing down the River, ard the Trees
fully blown, that when they would come near the
Sea, they would it find it very cold, with Snow and Ice
in the River, and the Trées but jdit beginning to bud;
and aceordingly they delayed going down fo foon as
they otherwife might, or they could have gone down
in Four or Five Days: This he could riot edfily be-
lieve, confidering how forward the Spring was there,
and the Weather fo -warm; but when he camne within
Four or Five Leaguts of the Fort, whert the Land
began to flope towards the Sca, he then found a dréat
deal of Icein the River,and the Trees but it bud-
ding; and when he got to the Yort, the Snow fell in
ore Night Three or Four Inches thick; but all
above, along the River, the Climate and Seafon was
warm, and the Trees all in high Bloom.

‘Two Davs after he got to York Fort, one of the
Monfoni Indians arvived there with his Wik, hé had
Four Packs of Beavers of 40 each; he told Him he
came by the River and Lake Du Pigue; and wis Two
Years hunting from thence before ht got to the Potr;
that he had abour Sixty Land Carriages, pafling from
Lake to Lake, having no Rivers running the Courle
he came, except one which he paffed down for Two
Days; he came to one very eoveat _Lake, in which he
cou}l,d difcover no LandTriYTci{hcr Sidé; but paffed
along it, from Iffand to Iftand, which took Kim up a
confiderablé timé. :

" The Indians being obliged to go alliore every Day
to hunt for Provifions, delays them véry hich in tHeir
Voyages; for their Canots are fo' Imall, holdihg only
Two Men and a Pack of 193 Beavers Skifls, thar cheéy
can’t carry Provilions with "them for any" Tidre; if
they had latger "Caroés, thry could Tk theit
Vojages fhotter, dnd ¢arry miny indte Beavers 19
Market, 4t feaft” Fodr times as mdny, befides' other
Skins of Value; which ar® td6 heavy for théir prefénc’
Canoes: This; ‘and the high Price fer upod the
Eurbpeain Goods By the Coinpany ih Exchatge, difco-
rages the Nivives fo rluchs that if it Were dot that’
they are udder a Neceffity of hiding Guas, Powder
and Shot, Hatchets, and bttier- Iron Todls fof tlreir
Huhtiig, and Tob¥cco, Brandy, and formé Ifaint for
Luxury, they would ridt go-dowd to thd Fattdry with
what they now carrj: At prefent thej [éave gidac
Numbers o6f Furs ‘and Skins beffind tiedh. A _gdod
Hunter amodg thé Thdidds ¢ah kil 608 Beivériim a
Seafon, "and can carry down But 106 ; the réft fi'tfcs’
at howme, or hangs ditn) ‘offoR Btimtches of -Trds,
upon the Death of their ‘Childrén; as an Offtirihg Yo
thetti; “or ‘ule them for Bedding dhd Coverings: -They
fofictimes “butn off the Far, ind ‘tdaft thé Beiveis
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like Pigs, upon any Entertainments: and they often
Ikt them rot, having no forther Ufe of them. The
Beavers, lié fays, are of Three Colours ; the Brown
reddifh Colour, the Black, and the White: The firft
is the cheapeft: The Black is moft valued by the
Company, and in Englénd: The White, though moft
vilued in Cénada, giving 18 Shillings, when others
give Five or Six Shiliings, is blown upon by the
Cempany's Fa&ors at the Bay, they not allowing fo
much for thefe as for the others; and therefore the
Indians ufe them dt home, or burn off the Hair, when
they rodft che Beavers like Figs, at aa Entertainment
when they feaft together: He fays; thefe Skins are
extremely white, and have a fine Luftre, no Snow
being whiter, and have a fine fong Fur or Hair; he
has feen ig taken of that Colbur our of une Ladge,
or Pond. Thé Deavers have Three Enemie¢s, M,
Otters, and the Carcajon, or Queequehdchy; which

_prey updn thém, when they take them at an Advan-

tage ; the Jaft is as large dsa very great Dog; it has
a fhort Tail like a Deer or Hare, and has a good Fury
valued at a Beaver and half in Exchinge. 'The Bra- -
ver’s chicfeft Food is, the Poplar, of Tremble; but
they alfo eat Sallows, Alders, and mott other Trees
not having a refinous Juice; the middle Bark is their
Food: In May wheh the Wood is not plenty, they
live upon a large Root, which grows in the Marfhés, a
Fdthonv long, and as thick as a Man’s £.cg, the French
call it Polet ; but the Beavers are not fo good [Food as
when they fred upon Trees, They will cut down
Trees above Two Fathoms in Girth with their Teéth;
and one of thém obferves when it is rfeady to fall, and
gives a great Cry, ardd ruds the conrrary Way, to give
Notice to the reft to get out of the Way; they then
cut off all the Top Twigs, and finaller Branches; Tivo
or Three Fathoms in Length, and draw them tw their
Houles, which they have built in their Ponds, after
having raifed or repaired their Pond-nead, and made
it ftainch, and thruft ode End into the Clay-or Mad,
that they may lie under Water all the Wmter, to preférve
the Bark green and ténder, for their Winter Provifions;
after cuiting off the frhall Branches, they cut and
cdrry away the larger, until they come to the Bole of
the Tree, Thé Bravérs are dceliciois Food; but the.
Tongue afid Tail thé moft delicious Parts of the whole s
They are very fat from November, until the End of
March; théy have their Young in the Beginning of
Summer,; at which Time the Ferales aré lein By
fuckling their Young; and the Males afe lean the
whiole Summer, when they are making or repairhig
their Ponds and Houfts, and cutting down and provid-
ing Timber and Branchés for their Wintér Store. They:
breed dnce in a Year, and havt from Ten to Fifteenr
a: a Litcer, which grow tp in one Scafon; f{o thdt chey”
thuliiply very faft, and if they can empty a Pond; aid
tdke the whole Lodge they gencrally ledve a Pair o
breed, fo that they are fully ftucked zgain in Two ‘or
Three Years. :

Kind of Chace. The fmaller Game got by Traps or
Snares, are gederally the FEmployment of the W.omen.
and Children; fuch as the Martens, Squirrels, Cats;
Ermines, Je.  The Elks, Stags, Rein-deer; Bears;
"Tygers, wild Beeves, Wolvas, Foxes, Beavers, Otters,.
Corcajen, &2, are the Employment of the Men. The
Indians when they kill any Game for Foed, leave it
where they Kill ity and: fend' their Wives next Day tor
carry it home.  ‘Fliey go home in a'dire@ Line, never
miffing their Way, by Obfervations they malke- of ther
Courfe they take upon their going cur, and fo judge
upon what Point their Huts dre; and' can' thus direé
themfelves vpon any Point of the - Corapafs. The
Trees all bend towards the Seuth, and the Branches on
that Side ar¢ lavger and ftromger thar on the North
Side; as 2lfo the Mof% upon. the Trees.  To let their
Wives know how to come at the killed Game, they
from Piace t6 Place break off Branches, and lay thenr
v the Road, poiming therit the Way they fheuld go;
and fometimes Mofs; (o that they néver mifs finding
1. - SRR : -
In Winter, when they go akroad, which they muft do
in all Weathers, to hunt and fhoot for their daily Food,
before they drefs, they rub chemfelves all over with Bears
Greafe or Oil of Beavers, which does not freeze; and
alfo rub all the Fur of their Beaver Coats, and rhen put
them on: They have allo a kind of Booss, or Stock-
ings, of Beaver’s Skin, well oiled, wicth the Fur in-
wards ; and above them they have an oiled Skin laced
about their Feet, which keeps out the Cold and alfo
Water, when there is no Ice or Snow; and by this
means they never frecze, nor fuffer any thing by Cold:
In Summer alfo; when they go naked, they rub them-
felves with thefe Oils or Greafe; and expofe them-
felves to the Sun, without being [corthed; _their Skins
always being kept {oft and fupple by it: Nor do any
Flies, Bugs, or Mufketoes, or any noxious Infedt,
ever moleft them. . When they want to get rid of i
they go into the Water, and rub themfclves all over
with Mud or Clay, and let it dry upon them, and then
rub it off; but whenever they are free from the Oil,
the Flies and Mufkewes immedidtely attack them, and
oblige them again to anoint themflves,

The Indians make ro ufe of Honey ; he faw no Bees
there but rhe wild Humble Bee ; but they are fo much
afraid of being ftung with them, they going naked in
Summer, that they avoid them as much as they can:
Nor did he {ce any of the Maple they ufe in Canada to
make Sugar of, but only the Birch, whofe Juice they

ufe for the fame Purpofe, boiling it undl it is black

and dry, and then ufing it with their Meat. They ufe
no Milk from the 1ime they are weaned, and they all
hate to tafte Cheels, having taken up an Opinion, that
ir is made of dead Men’s Fat. They love Prunes and
Raifins, and will give a Beaverkin for Twelve of
them to carry to their Children ; and alio for a Trump,
or Jew's Harp. He fays the Women have all fine
Voices, but have never heard- any mufical Inftrumept.
They are very fond of all Kinds of Pictures, or Prints;
giving a Beaver for the Jeaft Print: And all Toys are
like Jewels to them.

When he got to the Natives Southward of Packe-
goia, he had about 3o Cowries left, and a few fiall
Bells, lefs than Hawks Bells: When he fhewed -one of
them, they ‘gave him a Beaver-fkin for One; and
they were {o fond, that fome gave him Two Skins, or
Three Marten-fkins for One, to. give their Wives, to
make them fine. The Martens they take in Traps;
for if they fhot them, their Skins would be fpoiled;
They have generally Five or Six at 4 Litter.
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He fays, the Natives are: fo difcouraged in their
Trade with the Company, that no Peluy is worth
the Carriage; and the fincft Furs are fold.for very
liwle. When they came to:the- Faftory in June 1742,.
the Prices they taok for. the Enropean Goods were much
higher than. the fetded Prices. fixed by the Company ;-
which the: Governors fix {o, to fhew the: Company,
how zealous: they are to. improve: their Trade, and:
fell' their Goods' to Advantage. He: fays, they gave.
but a Pound:of Gunpowder for 4 Bravers; a Fathem
of Tobacco for 7 Beavers, a Pound; of Shot for: I, an’
Eli'of coarfe Cloth: for 13, a_Blanket for 12, . 2; Kifh=
liooks; or 3 Flints, for 15a.Gom for 24, a Biftol for 10,
acommon Hat with.white lLace 7; an-Axc 4, a Bill-hook: 1,
@ Gallon of Brandy 4, -achequer'd Shirc 75 all; which-
are fold at a. monflrous: Brofir,.even to 2000 peri Centa
Notwithftanding this: 'Difcouragemenn, the two Fieets:
whicht went down. with him; and parted at the Gress Fork;
carried-down. 200 Packs; of 1co each, 20,000. Beavers ;.
and the other Indians. who.arrived: thao Year, he: com-.
puted carried down. 300 Packs,.of 1oa each, jo,e00, in
all 50,000 Beavers, and above: 9,000, Martens, _ .

The Furs there: are- much mere valuable : than: the:
Furs upen the Caradw Lakes, fold ac. New Xork; for
thefe will give: Flive or:Six Shillings per Pound, when
the others fell at Three Shillings and Sixpence. He
fays, that if -a. Fort was .buila at. the Great Fork, 6a
Leagues above Xork Fort, and a. IFaltory with Eunopsar
Goods were fixed there, and a reafonable Price was put
upon European Goods; that the Trade would be won-
derfully increafed: For the Natives from the Southward
of Pachegoia could make, at leaft, Twa Returns in a
Summer; and thofe at greater Diftances could make
One, who can’t now come at all; and above double
the Number would be employed in Hunting, and
many more Skins would be brought o Marker, that
they can’t now afford to bring for the Expence and low
Price given for them, The Stream is fo gentle from
the Fork to 2ork Fort, on either Branch, that large
Veflels and Shallops may be built there, and carry dowfi
bulky Goods, and alfo rcturn again againft the Stream:
And the Climate is good, and fit to produce Grain,
Pulfe, &¢c. and very good Grals and Hay for Horfes
and Cattle. And if afterwards any Settlements were
made upon’ Pachegoia, and Veflels built to navigate
that Lake, which is not more Northerly than Lat, g2
Degrees; the Trade would be ftill vaftly more enlarged
and improved, and fpread the Trade not only up the
Rivers and Lakes as far as the Lake- D« Bois, and De
Pluis, but alfo among the Affinibouels, and Nations
beyond them; and the Nation de Vieux Hommes, who are
200 Leagues Weftward of Pachegoia. He fays, the
Nations who go up that River with Prefents, to con-
firm the Peace with them, are Three Months in going
up; and fay, they live beyond 2 Range of Mountains
beyond the Afinibonels; and that beyond them are
Nations who have not the Ufe of Fire Arms; by which’
means, many of them are made Slaves by them, and
are fold to the Afnibouels, Panis Blanc, and Chbrifti-
naux. He faw' feveral of them, who all wanted a
Joint of their little Finger, which they faid, was cut
off foon after they were born; but gave no Reafon
for it.

Whilft he was at Zork Fort he got acquainted with
an old Indian, who lived at fome Diftance from Nelfor
River, to the Weftward, being one of thofe they call
the Home Indians, who had about 15 Years ago, gone
at the Head of Thirty Warriors, to make War. againft
the Attinofpiquois, Tete Plat; or Plafeotez de Chiens; a
Nation living Northward on the Weftern Ocean of
America: He was the only one who returned, all the
reft being either killed, or perithed through Fatigue,
or want of Food, upon their -Return. "When they
went, they carried their whole Familiés with them;
and hunted and fithed from Place to Plice for Two

' - Winters,
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Winters, and One Summer, having left their Country
in Autumn, and in April following came to the Sea Side
on the Weftern Coat, where they immediately made
their Canoes. At fome little Diftance they faw an
Ifland, which was about a l.cague and a half long.
When the Tide was out, or Water fell, they had no
‘Water betwixt them and the Ifland; but when it rofe
it covered all the Paffage betwixt them and the Ifland,
as high up as the Woods upon the Shore: There they
left their Wives and Children, and old Men to condu&t
them home, and provide them with Provifions, by
hunting and fhooting for them upor the Road: and
he, with 30 Warriors, went in Queft of their Enemies
the Tete Plat. After they parted with their Families,
they came to a Streight, which they pafled in their
Canoes, The Sea-coaft lay almoft Eaft and Weft; for
he faid the Sun rofe upon his Right Hand, and at
Noon it was almoft behind him, as he pafled the
Streight, and always fet in the Sea. After paffing the
Streight, they coafted along the Shore for Three
Months, going into the Country and Woods, as they
went along, to hunt for Provifions. He faid, they
faw a great many large Black Fifth fpouting up Water
in the Sea. After they had thus coafted for near Three
Months, they faw the Footfteps of fome Men on the
Sand, by which they judged they were not far from
their Enemies ; upon which they quitted their Canoes,
and went Five Days through the Woods and Buthes,
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which were but very low and fhrubby, and fo clofe,
they could with difficudty make Way through it; and
then came to the Banks of a River, where they found
a large Town of their Enemiies; and, after making
their ufual Cry, they difcharged tleir Arrows and
Guns againt thofe who appeared, upon which they
fied; but upon finding how few they were, they re-
turned, and killed 35 of them, and wounded 3 or 4
more ; upon which they fled to the Wouds, and from
thence made their Efcape to their Canoes before their
Enemies overtook them, and, after a great deal of
Fatigue, got to the Streight; and, after getting over,
they all died, one after another, except this old Man,
of Fatigue and Famine, leaving him alone to travel
to his own Country, which took him up abour a Year’s
time ; having left his Gun, when his Amnunition was
fpent, and loft all his Arrows, and, upon his Return,
had not even 2 Knife with him: So that he was re-
duced to live upon Herbs, and the Mefs growing
upon the Rocks; and was almoft famifhed when he
reached the River Sakie, where he met his Friends
again, who relieved him, when he defpaired of ever
again fecing his own Country. This is the Account,
fo far as Jofeph iz France could inform me, of thofe
Countries Southward of York Fert, which may be
brought to trade there.

come down the next ¥ear; but if not, the Beaver which
is in their Country are innumerable, and will certainly be
brought down every Year.

N humble Obedience to your Lordfhips Order in
Council of the 4th of February laft, reprefenting
that, by an Order in Council, bearing Date the 26th
Day of January laft, there was referred to your Lord-
fhips the humble Petition of Arthur Debbi, Elg; and
the relt of the Committee, appointed by the Subfcribers
for finding out a Paffage to the Weftern and Southern
Ocean of America, for themfclves and the other Adven-
tarers; and that your Lordfhips, having taken the
faid Petition into Confideration, were pleafed to refer
the fame to us, to confider thereof, and report our
Opinicn thereupon to your Lordfhips. ‘

Which Petition fets forth, That the Petitioners, in
the Year 1746, did at their own Cofts and Charges,
fit our Two Ships upon an Expedition in Search of the
North-welt Paffage o the Weltern and Southern Ocean
of America, in order to extend the Trade, and increafe
the Wealth and Power of Great Britain, by finding out

new Countries and Nations to trade with, a§ well in the
great North-weftern Continent of dmerica, beyond
Hudfoen's Bay, as in Countries ftill farther diftant, and
hitherto unknown to the Europeans; and alfo to many
large and populous Iflands in that great Weftern Océan.

That the Petitioners, by means of the faid Expe-
dicion, have made ‘feveral Difcoveries of Bays, Inlets,
and Coaflts, before unknown; and have a reafonable
Profpect of finding a Paffage to the Southern Ocean,
by Sea, although the Difcovery may not be perfeted
without repeated - Trials, upon Account of the Diffi-
culties and Danger of fearching different unknown Inlets
and Streights, and failing through new Seas, and of
procuring Men of Refolution, Capacity, and Inte.
grity, to purfue it effectually. .

That the Petitioners find, that the Reward of
20,000/, given by Parliament, is not adequate to the

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Expenee the Adventurers muft be ar to perfeét the
Difcovery, they having already expended above half
'that Sum in their late Expedition,

That the Petiticners find, that, upon a former
Atcmpt, his Majelty’s Predeceffor King Charles the
Second, as a {uitable Encouragement, granted a Royal
Charter to the Governor and Company of Adventurers
of England, wrading to Hudfow's Bay, making them a
Body Corporate for ever, upon their Petition, ferting
féith, That they had, at their own proper Cofts and
Charges, made an Expedition to difcover a new Paffage
into the South Sea, and for finding fome Trade of Furs,
Mines, and other Commodities; and gave them the
fole Properry of all the Lands they fhould difcover,
together with an exclufive Trade, to all the Countries
within Huafor’s Streights, not in Poffeffion of any of his
Subjedts, or of any other Chriftian Power, with the
Royalties of Mines, Mincrals, Gems, and Royal Fith,
to enable them to find out the Paffage, extend the
Trade, and to plint the Countries they fhould difcover,
paying Two Eiks and Two Black Beavers whenever,
and as often as, his Majefly, and h's Succeffors, fhould
enter their Territories ; granting to them the greateft
Privileges as Lords Proprictors, faving only their Faith
ard Allegiance to the Crown of Great Britain,

The Pesitioners beg Leave to obferve, that the faid.

Company have not fince effeCtually, or in earneft, fearch-
ed for the faid Palage; bur have rather endeavoured
to conceal the fame, and to obftru@t the Difcovery
thercof by others; nor have they made any new Dif-
covery, cither upon the Coatt, or in the Inland Coun-
tries adjoining to /fudfon’s Bay, fince the Grant of their
Charter; nor have they taken Poffeflion of, or occupied
any of the Lands granted to them, or extended their
Trade inio the Inland Parts of the adjoining Conti-
aent; nor made any Plantations or Settlements, except
Four Facttories, and One fmall Trading-houfe, in all
which they have maintained in time of Peace about One
hundred and Twenty Perfons, Servants to the Com-
pany ; nor have they allowed any other of his Majefty’s
Subjets to plant, fettle, or trade, in any of the Coun-
tries adjoining to the Bay, granted to them by their
Charter; yet have connived at, or allowed the French
to encroach, fettle, and trade, within their Limits, on the

South Side of the Bay, to the great Detriment and Lofs
of Great Britain.

That the Petitioners, being defirous to purfue the
Difcevery of the iPaffage to the Southern Ocean of
America by Land, or by Water, will engage not only to
profecute the fame until it be thoroughly difcovered as
far as practicable, but alfo to ferde and improve the
Land in all the Countries on that Northern Continent,
by making Alliances with, and civilizing the Natives,
and incorporating with them ; and by that means lay a
Foundation for their becoming Chriftians, and induf-
ftrious Subjeds of his Majefty; and alfo extend the

or perhaps for ever loft to his Majefty, and his Succeffors,
by the Encroachments of the French;

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The Petiticners moflt humbiy pray, That his Majefty
would be gracioufly pleafed to incorposate the Perition-
ers, and the other. Subfcribers for finding out the faid
Paffage, or fuch of them, and fuch other Perfons as
they fhall engage in the faid Undertaking, and their
Succeflors, for ever, and grant to them the Property of
all the Lands they fhall difcover, fettle, and plant, in
a limited Time, in the Northern Continent of America
adjoining to Hudfor’s Bay and Streights, not already
occupied and fettled by the prefent Company of Adven-
turers trading to Hudfon’s Bay, with the like Privileges
and Royalties as were granted to the faid Company:
And that his Majefty would be pleafed to grant uato
the Petitioners (during the Infancy of their Settle-
ments) an exclufive Trade, for fuch a Term of Ycars
as may be granted to Difcoverers of new Arts and
Trade, to all fuch Countries into which they fhall
extend thefr ‘Trade by Land or by Water, not already.
granted by A€t of Parliament to other Companies,
referving to the prefent Company of Adventurers
trading to Hudfor's Bay, all the Fotts, Falories, and
Settlements they at prefent occupy and' poffefs, with a
reafonable Diftrit round each of their Poffeffions and
FaCtories; or that his Majefty would be pleafed to
grant the. Petitioners fuch other Relief and Encourage-

ment as to his Majefty in his great Wifdom fhould feem
meet.

We have taken the fame into Confideration, and have
been attended by Counfel both in behalf of the Petitioners,
and the Hudjon’s Bay Company, who oppofe the Petition,
as it interferes with their Charter.

The Petitioners infifted on Two general Things: That
the Company’s Charter was either void in its original

Creation, or became forfcited by the Company’s Conduét
under it.

That the Petitioners have, by their late Attempts to
difcover the North-weft Paffage and Navigation in
thofe Parts, merited the Favour petitioned for.

As to the Firft, the Petitioners endeavoured to fhew,
That the Grant of the Country and Territories included
in the Company’s Charter was void, for the Uncer-
tainty of its Extent, being bounded by no Limits of
Mountains, Rivers, Seas, Latitude, or Longitude;
and that the Grant of the exclufive Trad= within fuch
Limis as there were, was a Monopoly, and void on that
account. ’

With refpect to both thefe, confidering how long the
Company have enjoyed and acted under this Charter,
without Interruption or Encroachment, we cannot
think it advifeable for his Majefty to make any exprefs
or implied Declaration againft the Validity of it, cill
there has been fome Judgment of a Court of Juftice to
warrant it; and the rather, becaufe, if the Charter is
void in eithgr refpe, there is nothing to hinder the
Petitioners from exercifing the fame Trade which the
Company now carries on;; and the Petitioners own Grant,
if obtained, will itfelf be liable, in a great Degree, to the
fame Obje&ion. '

As to the fuppofed Forfeiture of the Company’s
Charter, by Nonufer or Abufer, the Charge upon that
Head is of feveral Sorts; viz. That they have not dif-
covered, nor fufficiently attempted to difcover, the
North-welt Paffage into the South Seas, or Weltern
Ocean :

That they have not extended their Settlements through
the Limits of their Charter:

That they have defignedly confined their Trade to a
very narrow Comipafs; and have for that Purpofe
abufed the Indians, neglefted their own Forts, ill-treated
their own Servants, and encouraged the French.

But on Confideration of all the Evidence laid before
us, by many Affidavits on both Sides (herewith inclofed),
we think thefe Charges are either not fufficiently fup-
ported in pointof Fact, or in a great meafure accounted
for from the Nature or Circumitances of the Cafe.

As to the Petitioners Merit, it confifts in the late
Atempts made to difcover the fame Paffage; which,
however as yet unfuccefsful in the main Point, may pro-
bably be of Ufe hereafter in that Difcovery, if it fhould
ever be made, or in opening fome Trade or other, if any
fhould hereafter be found practicable; and have certainly
loft the Petitioners confiderable Sums of Money.

But as the Grant propofed is not neceffary in order to
profecute any future Attempt of the like Kind, and
the Charter of the Hudfon's Bay Company does not pro-_

hibit the Petitioners from the Ufe of any of the Ports,
Rivers, or Seas included in their Charter, or deprive
them of the Protection of the prefent Settlements there;
we humbly fubmit to your Lordfhips Confideration,
Whether it will be proper at prefent to grant a Charter
to the Petitioners, which muft neceffarily break in upon
that of the Hudfon's Bay Company, and may occafion’
great Confufion by the interfering Intereft of Two
Companies fetting up the fame Trade againft each.
