By Datrolt papers we learn thatthere

It ts impossible for us to predict
what will be the action of the Presby-
tery or the General Assembly in regard
to the Rav. Mr. Clark’s profession of
faith, but it is none the less certainly
opposed to the teaching of the West-
minster Confession, which plainly lays
down the doctrine of the personality of
the devil, and it may be presumed
that the pastor of Westminster Presby-
terian Church having laid himself open
to a progecution for heresy before the
Church courts, will be put under discip-
line. It may also be asked how he
can justify the virtual statement of the
Confegsion that the Catholic Church is
‘¢ a gynagogue of satan,” if satan has
no existence. Many complications,
therefore, rise cut of Rev, Mr. Clark’s
declaration.
Mr. Flick sald that ‘‘Christ does not
in any part of the Gospel teach belief
ia the devil.”
There i3 no justification for thus
giparating the teachings of Christ re-
corded in the Gospel from those of the !
Apostles and Evangelists as found in
the Gospels and Epistles of the New
Testament. The entire New Testa-
m-nt, and in fact the books of the
Bible as & whole, must stand or fall
together as the inspired volume, and if
we are free to rejact the Apostolic
teaching, or the teaching of any part
of the Bibla, a doubt 18 thrown equally
on Christ's words recorded therein.

This belng the Christian view of
marriage, it follows that we should be
best pleased with the system which
gecures the fewest possible,divorces,
and that a proposition which would in
crease the number ought not to become
law. Now whatever may be Mr. Brit
ton's opinion to the effect that his pro-
posal would not make the procuring of
divorces easy, it 13 evident that it
would greatly increass their number,
for the simple reason that it would re-
move the greatest obstacle which now
stands in the way of obtaining them.
Wae are, therefors, gratifiad that Mr.
Britton's proposition was withdrawn.
Sir Wilfred Laurier said in sub-
stance that frequent attempts had been
made to have the present divorce law
changed, but they had mnot been
pushed with any great vigor. From
this he inferred that the public opinion
of the people of Canadajis not in favor
of establishing divorce courts: per-
haps because the facility with wkich
divorces are granted had assisted in
making facility of divorce distasteful
to Canadians. At | all events, it is
better to belong to a country where
divorces are few, than to one where
they are mauny and easily obtained
by law.
Beside the religious espect of the
{vorce question, to which we have
already referred, divorces beget strifes
among families which were| already
bound in friendship by the ties of
affialty, and make it impossibls to
give proper attention to the rearing of
families of children who need the care
of both parents. It isthus seen that
divorce 13 contrary to the natural order
of things implanted in our being, and
destructive of social morality, and,
therefore, to the natural moral law.
We noiice that the Rav, Canon
Welsh of St James' (Church of Eng-
land) Cathedral, Toronto, discoursed
on divorce in his Lenten sermon on
Wednesday, March 13:h. taking pre-
cigely the Catholic view of the matter,
and maiataining broadly that
“On the grounds of & higher and more
divine compassion the liberty of remarriage
should bs absolutely and unconditionally re-
fused after separation (of a divorced couple),

because it would forever shut the door to a
possible reconciliation. Christ’s example,’

he continued,

“ Happily woe have no divorce court in
Canada, Unhappily, efforts may be made
to establish one, If so, it is possible that
our laws may be assumilated to the Eoglish
laws on the matter, which are eimply in-
famous. They cut at the root of all social
purity, bacause in viclation of the teaching
of Christ they sat up one standard for
women, and another for men, There is also
danger of the people of Canada being in-
flasnced by the laxity in this respect that
prevails in some of the States of the Ameri-
can Republic.”

The Orange declaration is, there
fore, & declaration in favor of return-
ing to the penal laws (of the seven-
teenth century in all thelr ferocity, as
then exlsting against Catholics and
Protestants aliks. It proves that the
Orange lodges to day are animated
by the same spirit which possessed
thom when Henry Grattan, himssif a
Protestant, but a foe to oppression,
announced in the Parliament of Ire
land that they were a lawless ban-
ditti who had sworn in the secrecy of
thelr lodges to exterminate their Cath
olic fellow-citizans.

himself responsible. This is prudent,
but it is more than that ; it is just and

Christianly charitable.

This last lecture, from a Catholic

point of view, contains the most to

praise, and the least to dispraise, of
the whole course. Catholics should
say of it : ** All's well that ends weil.”
It {8 true, it contains one portentous
blunder, but happily not a calumnicus
blunder.

The blunder is this. Speaking of
the two definitions added in our own
time to the doctrinal canons of Treat,
Doctor Hodges eays: ‘‘ The dogma of
the Immaculate Conception, in 1854,
declared that our Lord's mother was
born as miraculously as He was Him
golf 7 ! ! ! Canitbebellieved ? Here
is a doctrine discussed aud defined, at-
tacked and defended, in our own days,
only forty-seven years ago, when the
present writer was verging towards
thirty. Yet this Dsan of Cambridge
Eplecopal Divinity School tells us, not
that it means that Mary, the child of &
human father and of & human mother,
neither miraculously originated nor
born, was, by the power of the Holy
Ghost, in view of the foreseen merite
of her Son, from the first moment of
existence, preserved from the least
tatnt of original sin, to which, in the
natural order of her conception, she
would have been exposed. Here ig no
miraculous origin. In the manner of
her origin Mary was like any other
child of men. The miracle is primar
ily of the spiritusl order, affeciing,
not the mode of her origin, but the
purity of her origin,  As to the men-
ner of her origin, the Catholic Church
holds her to be as far removed from
her D.vine Son a8 every other human
belng. He was born of a Virgin.
His mother was not born of a virgin,
and Catholics have never imagined
that she was. Y~t D)ctor Hodges telis
us that Pius the Niuth, in 1851 ‘‘de-
clared that our Lord’s mother was
born a8 miraculously as Ha was Him
selt " Well, weil well! This is most
discouraging. Here i1s a cultivated
gentleman, clothed with the morai
authority of a Divinity Daan, making
ready to give a coarse of lectures on
Roman Catholle doctrine, who yet does
not think 1t necessary to open the
Catholie Dictionary aud learn that the
Church of Rome holds that *'there
was nothing miraculonsin Mary's gen

eration. Sne was begotten like cther
children.”

UNCHARITALLE CONVERSATIONS

“* Do we not say well that Thon art a Samar
itan and hast a devil?' (John 5, 15,

It was certaivlv malice bayond
measare for the Pharicees to tell our
Saviour that Ha was & Simaritan and
had a devil. But are there oot per
haps many Coristians, even some
amongst ul, who ara frivolons talkers ;
who make It as litila a matter of con
gcience a3 the Pnarieees to tlauder
their neighhors and fvjare them in
their good name. Go where you wil
into any society and listen to the
genersl conversation. What will you
hear ? It is seldom good and charit
atla conversation, but generally the
faults of the neighbor ; not their own
faulte, these they very carefully
avold to mention. The secret and
pubiic faults of their neighbors are
winutely examined ; what one does
not know, the other does, and gener-
ally epeaking, they are uot lossened
by repetition. Should the conversa-
tion turn upon something gced or
charitable ; immediately there is a
lnil, as soon, however, as the next
slanderons tongue epeaks there is new
lifa in the conversation and even the
dullest who generally has nothing to
gay, becomes ¢loquent.

This, my dear Christians, is the
course of life ; the malicious and friv-
olous are always ready to attack the
character of their neighbor, even if
necessary, to discover something in
the innocent, to euspect even their
good actions ; to place their real
faults under a microscope ; in short,
to tread their honor and reputation,
those precious gifts, in the dust. lc
matters not what their position may
bs ; how prudently aud earefully they
may act, they will not be able to avold
the scandal-mongers. Superiors and
all that have anything to do with them
must run the gauntlet of thelr wicked
tongues.

What inconceivable malice is it to
rob one’s neighbor of this precious and
irredeemable boon, his good name and
reputation ? It is truly diabolical to
drive with polsonous tongue the dag-
ger into the heart of the innocent oue
who cannot defend himself. Wkata
judgment will not be passed on these
Poarisees in the garment of Christians !
Oar Lord eays in the gospel cf St.
Luke, ‘‘ Judge not, and you shall not
judged. Condemn not, and you shall
not be condemned . . . for the
same measure that you shall mete
withal, it shall be measured to you
again.” (Luke 6, 37 )

The most detestable thing which we
find in this habit ¢f condemning is,
that thoea persons who are always
most readv to defame others, are them-
sslves fuil of faults, As a rule they
are much deeper in the mire of wicked
ness than those whose faults they re-
late. They have, as our Lord says,
beams in their own eyes and yet they
constder the motes in the eyes of othera.
Thess Pharisees shouid first remove
the beams from their own eyes before
they trouble themselves about remov-
{og the motes from the eyes of their
peighbors At one time the Pharisees
brought a woman to our Lord who had
committed & grievous fauit, and asked
Him to pass judgment upon her, but
what did our ILord answer these
wicked accusers 7 He said : ‘' He
that 18 without sin among you, let him
first cast a stone at her.” (Jobhn 8 7))
