A despatch from Pembroke says:
Over half the business section of
Pembroke, including the best Lusi-
ness blocks and two banks, the
largelig manufacturing concerns,
two mills, and two hotels and sev-
eral dwellings, were wiped out by
fire which started at 4 o’clock on
Weginesday morning. The loss is
estimated at 500,000, and insor-
ance at $240,000 3
The fire started in the National
Manufacturing Company, a three-
storey brick factory situated adjac-
ent to the C. P. R. tracks. One
supposed cause of the fire is sparks
rom a passing engine. The top
storey was first noticed to be in
flames, but by the time_the firemen
arrived the - factory was doomed.
From there it spread to the Wright
tannery, a frame building adjac-
ent, then to the frame stables of
the Leland Hotel, and thence to
the hotel itself, and across the
sfreet to a number of frame build-
ings. A terrible wind was blowing,
and the burning embers and sparks
were carried a block to the main
street of the town, the fire break-
ing out in ‘two distinct places: Sev-
eral business blocks were complete-
Iy destroyed, and the fire passed
southwards, licking up several fine
dwellings. By one o’clock the fire
in the business section was under
control, and two hours later all
danger of the fire spreading in the
residential section was removed.

HOTEL AND TOWN HALL
SAVED.

The” Copeland House, the largest
hotel in the fown, is standing with
burned buildings on both sides and
its frame outbuildings all burned
in the rear. The Town Hall and
several other residences caught fire,
but were saved.

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FALL CATTLE MANAGEMENT.

Now that cattle must all be
brought into the barns, a few words
as to early stable treatment may
not be amiss. Well started is half
wintered. Such.a statement may
e considered too sweeping, but the
writer is of the opinion that cattle
properly prepared for winter, pro-
perly placed in the stable and pro-
perly fed during the first two or
three weeks, have an infinitely bet-
ter chance of cor ~g through in
good shape, than . ... e similar cat-
tle, under similar conditions where
badly started off, says a writer in
the Canadian Dairyman.

The proper housing is probably
the first consideration. It is not
proposed that every farmer with ra-
ther faulty stable aceommodation,
should at once proceed to build a
rew stable, or remodel the old one.
On the contrary the spending of
money on improvements before the
same are necessary is not an un-
common way of losing money on
the farm., Certain minor improve-
ments may, however, be made at
very small cost as to money and
time, and will repay the outlay in
economizing feed, and improving
condition of cattle in a very short
time. 2

Is the stable airy? Is there any
way of ventilating? If not the loss
on: this account will be very great
and indeed incaluclable should dis-
ease get into the herd. Some sim-
ple, temperary system of ventila-
tion could be installed by a handy
man in'a day or two; why not do
it right now, and save feed, im-
prove health and increase comfort
of stock all winter and for winters
to come.

LIGHT IN THE STABLE.

Have you light enough? Can you
set to work even during the dark
days in the fall, in all parts of your
stable? Do you like to work in
your cow barn and do you feel
cheerful when working therein? If
r.ot, then get some more light into
the stable.” Put a window in wher-
ever possible on the south, east and
west sides of the barn, and let them
be good big windows. The cost will
be small, the value.to your cattle,

‘te your family, to your men and to

yourself will be far beyond your
highest expectation. Put windows
wherever possible.

Is your stable clean? Is it
bright? Take a day and give it a
thorough cleaning. Leave not a
single cobweb or particle of dust
on ceiling, wall or floor. That done,
just look it over and see if a coat
of whitewash would not be worth
its cost and more, just for appear-
ances, to say nothing of healthful-‘

y white ones, nined

most annoying and expensiye pests.
They are usually found along the
back and about the base of the tail.
The most effective and certain
treatment is to wash thoroughly
with some good sheep dip. Failing
this it is fairly safe to depend upon
o rather free application of some
heavy mineral oil well rubbed in
along the back beginning at the
horns and going right back to the
tail in a strip six or eight inches
wide. Where a dip is used care
should be taken to choose a warm
spell in order to prevent colds or
chills. Where oil iz nsed, it is reu-
dered doubly. effective by first clip-
ping the hair off the strip above
mentioned. Where it is not intend-
ed to turn ‘the cattle out on cold
days it will be found advantageous
to clip them all over. They are
more easily kept clean, are more
comfortable and do better all win-
ter. Of course where it is the prac-
tice to leave.the stock exposed ta
the weather during a part of each
and every, even the coldest days,
then clipping all over would be
cruel and inadvisable. ;
Where winter dairying is prac-’
tised the clipping of the cows in
milk has much to recommend it. Na
other one thing that the dairyman
can do to his cows will count half
so much for “‘clean milk’’ as clip-
ping the- thighs and hind  flanks,’
also the udders and a short distance
up the belly of such cows as are
being milked. The time required
for all the clipping that should be
done is quite insignificant when
compared with the amount of work
necessary to keep similar animals
even passably clean, where clip-
ping has not been practised. Clip
your cows, and so improve their
kealth, lower cost of maintenance
M}iik make a reputation for clean
milk.

AFRICAN MARRIAGE CUSTOMS

Fixing the Social Status of the
Bride—Dewry and Divorce.

The marriage customs of West
and Bouth-west Africa are in many
cases peculiar. They differ, of
course, in different tribes, but have
broad lines in common.

A coastal tribe always considers
itself superior to an inland tribe,
and even its meanest member
claims to rank higher than the most
powerful man of an up country
tribe. A man may marry any wo-
man he likes of any tribe, it being
held that he gives her his own sta-
tus, whatever that may be, but it
is almost unheard of for a woman
to marry ‘‘beneath’’ her. As a re- '
sult some of the women of the most
superior coast tribes, like the
Mpongwe, look to marriage with
white men and frequently attain to
1t.

The parents on both sides rule
absolutely in the matter of marri-
age between natives. First the
would-be bridegroom ' goes empty-
handed to obtain the consent of
the bride’s father. Then he goes
again with gifts, and the father
calls in other members of the fam-
ily to view the gifts. On the third
visit he carries trade gin, s suffi-
ciently poisonous compound, gen-
erally from Hamburg. In the old
days it was palm toddy or wine.

On this occasion he pays over an
instalment of the dowry. On the
fourth visit he takes his parents
with him and is permitted to sea
the girl herself. When next he
calls his prospective mother-in-law
provides a feast for himself and hig
relatives, the host and hostess eat-
ing nothing, but taking a hand in
the drinking. Finally the man goea
with gifts and the balance of the
dowry and takes the woman away.
On arrival at his village she is wel-
comed with singing and a strenu-
cus dance called ‘‘nkanja.”’

John Mero, proprictor of the Tilson-
burg hotel, which was destroyed by fire
last summer, and-in which three persons
lost their lives, had Chester Buck-
borough up for trial on suspicion of hav-
ing set the place on fire. The case went
to the jury last week, the Judge charg-
ing strongly in favor of the prisoner and
he was acquitted. A bar tender who
was drunk that evening and who perished
in the fire, the Judge thought, was more
likely to have caused the harm.

To pickle apples, take the ripe, hard,
sweet ones, peel, if the apples are per-
fect, leave them whole, otherwise cut
into quarters, To a peck of apples take
about two quarts of vinegar and four
pounds of sugar, half an ounce of cloves,
half an ounce of mace, half an ounce of
allspice, all unground, one teaspoon
mustard, a little salt. Heat vinegar and
sugar till it boils, skim well, put spices
into muslin bag, add to vinegar, then
put in your apples, boil slowly until soft.
Take out apples, let the vinegar boil
down, pour over the fruit.

The generous treatment meted out to
the Boers of South Africa after the re-
cent war is bearing fruit. The Dutch
people have not been slow to appreciate
it, and as a result racialism is dead. Ur-
gent representation has been made to
the British Government in favor of the
largest possible garrison of British sol-
diers in South Africa. This is a striking
tribute to Great Britains mode of govern-
ment, and indicates the secret of her
strength.

Among other things which the sellers
of kitchen cabinets brought to this town
is a hostler whose scrapping propensi-
ties are liable, sooner or later, to land
him on the inside of a jail wall. Locking
horns with Jack Lundy on Tuesday
morning last he caused the fur to fly in
the West Ward. Uppercuts, jabs, side-
hooks and other fashionable blows were
fired indiscriminately at Jack, and helped
materially to nisfigure and obliterate his
features.  Fortunately for Lundy the
hostler desisted while there was still
enough of him left to be worth the sav-
ing.

He would probably have
pulled through with flying colors, had
not some one shoved him onto a stone
step and broke or dislocated his hip.
This latter injury was of the serjous var-
iety, and required the immediate atten-
tion of a physician. The fracture being
set, the injured man was driven to his
home, where at present he is recuperat-
ing under the doctor’s care.—Bruce
Times.

According to despatches from Mani-
toba an inferior and highly explosive
grade of coal oil is being sold in that
country, which in the past two or three
weeks has been the cause of fourteen or
fifteen deaths. A thorough investiga-
tion should be instituted, and if it is
found that any. company, through the
greed of gain, has been marketing this
murderous brand of goods it should be
severely punished and deprived of its
charter or right to do business. Human
life is too precious to be sacrificed on
the altar of avarice.

A poultry firm in Toronto sends the
following letter to local merchants from
whom they buy stock:—*“The season is
on hand for dressed poultry, and as usual
prices are ruling lower than there is any
necessity for. Take for instance, chick-
ens. Nicely dressed plumb chickens,
properly starved, that remain bright, will
bring 11c., while we have to sell a large
percentage of what comes to us for 5¢
to 8c., according to quality. Why is
this? Because the chickens have been
driven into an enclosure, caught, killed
full of feed, scalded and picked, packed
warm and taken to the store. On arrival
here the paclkages open up green, slimy
and practically worthless. Why are the
farmers so carcless? Because the coun-
try merchant pays the samc price for
scalded birds full of feed as he does for
poultry that has been properly starved
and dry picked. How can you expect
good returns for wunsaleable goods?
Poultry for this market should be dry
picked, well starved before killing, and
not drawn. Kindly do what you can
among your customers to improve this
condition of things.”

The best loads of
butcher cattle sold all the way from $4.25
to $4.60, but there were very few brought
the latter figure, as will be seen by sales
given below. Medium butchers’ sold
from $3.75 to $4 per cwt; common, at
$3.25 to $3.50; cows, $2.25 to $3.60; can-
ners, $1 to $2 per cwt.

Milkers and Springers—Good to choice
milkers met a strong market, but com-
mon light cows and late springers were
not in demand. Buyers were here from
Montreal, as it seems to be hard tasatis-
fy their demands. Medium to good cows
sold from $45 to $65 each, aftl extra

 choice quality cows brought $70.

Veal Calves—Calues sold at $3 to $6.-
25 percwt. Those sold at $3 are a dis-
grace to any market, and especially to
the farmer that raised them. But they
all find a market.

Sheep and Lambs—Receipts of sheep
and lambs were large and prices easy.
Export ewes, $3.25 to $3.40; rams, $2 to
$2.50; lambs, $4 to $4.50 per cwt.

Hogs—Receipts were not large only
904 from all sources. Mr. Harris quotes
selects at $6.25, fed and watered, and
lights at $6 per cwt.
