. SUGAR FROM WOOD

Some remarkable results of the ex-
traction of sugar from sawdust were
given by Dr. W, R. Ormandy, at the
Congress of Chemists. It had long
been known, he said, thet sugar could
be obtained by the hydrolysis of wood
cellulose, but so long as it was nec-
essary to use diluted acids under
pressure there seemed little prospect
of any process being developed which
would be economically sourd, A new
material had now been found, and
the process of converting sugar from
sawdust, after an expenditure of
£250,000 in research, was now g
practical  commercial proposition,
there being at least five different
ways of carrying the process into ef-
feet. It was mentioned that 65 lIbs,
of sugar had been obtained from 100
pounds of dry sawdust. The value
of the discovery was shown by the
fact that 20 per cent. of the timber
cut in the world was at present wast.
ed as sawdust,
