FIRM GOES TO I WALLOUR GUARANTEE (By Special Wire to the Courier]
LONDON, June 6.—Six thousand 

sovereigns representing approxi­
mately $30,000, the largest stack of 
gold ever deposited to insure a glove 
tight, were placed in the office of 
The Sportsman this afternoon in 
connection with an approaching con­
test between Jack Johnson and Sam 
Langford, the two colored heavy­
weights. The cash was handed over 
by Gerrard Austin, representing a 
syndicate promoting the meeting. He 
Was accompanied by a bodyguard of 
commissionaires in uniform, who 
closely guarded six bags, each con­
taining iooo sovereigns.

The money represents Johnson’s 
share, whether he wins, loses or 
draws.

Austin, it was announced, had been 
assured that the fight would take 
place, as he had received Johnson's 
guarantee to sign articles as soon as 
the money was forthcoming.

September or October next was 
mentioned as the probable date of 
the fight, which it is thought will 
take place in London.

LONDON, June 6— Miss Mary 
Blomfield, daughter of Lady Sara 
Louisa Blomfield, widow of Sir Ar­
thur Blomfield, was the woman who 
created the sensational scene at Buck­
ie glia m Palace last night when she 
threw, herself on her knees before 
King George and Queen Mary “Your 
Majesties, for God’s sake djQ not use 
force.” _

Miss Mary Blomfield alone was 
concerned in the incident, although 
her sister, who also at'tuded the 
court', was requested to leave the pal­
ace after tke occurence, despite the 

fact that site took no part in the 
demonstration. She left without mak­
ing any protest.

Officials of the palace to-day were 
on the verge of nervous prostration 
as the result of last night’s scene and 
the lord chamberlain’s department has 
taken every precaution to circumvent 
any attempt to repeat the performance 
when the next function takes place at 
Buckingham Palace.

Eye witnesses who were in the im­
mediate vicinity at the time declare 
that the whole scene lasted less than 
ten seconds and that the woman had 
only time to ejaculate audibly; “Your 
Majesties. For God’s sake —” when 
she was seized and hustled out of the 
throne room finishing the sentence as 
she went.”

King George was the coolest man 
in the company and the presentations 
proceded after the incident with clock­
work regularity.

Its authorized capital is $1,750,000.

The ' firm is an old established one 
with high reputation and excellent 
family connections. It conducted gen­
eral and private banking and a com­
pany for promoting business, 
directors include Ernest Chaplin, G. 
Brinnell Milne and R. W. Skipwith.

.The unsecured liabilities, it is sup­
posed, amount to $5,000.000. The fail- 

is believed to be the result of 
large operations in Grand Trunk by 
Arthur Morton Grenfell, who was for 
merly a menjber of the firm and 
whose dealings have been the subject 
of much gossip. It is said several 
Canadian and other companies, where 
in he was interested, are involved. 
Earl Grey, whose daughter was Gren­
fell’s.first wife, is reported among the 
heavy losers.

Powerful banking and other inter­
ests have been working for some 
we^ks to re-establish BrenfelVs af­
fair» in the interest of the many 
sQbckholders of the companies he 
controlled. The firm recently issued 
a notice that Grenfell had not been 
connected therewith since February 
17. v •
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The bank’s losses through loans to 
Grenfell and withdrawals of business 
consequent on his operations caused 
the bank to suspend. It is believed, 
however, to be entirely solvent, but 
time will be required to liquidate the 
assets in order that depositors may be 
paid.

The total of the deposits is under­
stood to have been greatly diminished 
in the past month and the "amount 
outstanding is believed to be about 
$1,250,000. Further failures in con­
nection with this one are not antici­
pated.

VANCOUVER, June 5.—Led by

Whether the hunger 
strike ià\due to force of circumstan­
ces, or a desire to compel the immi­
gration officials to allow the Hindus 
to land, there is no doubt it has com­
menced. The blue peter is at the 
masthead of the steamer signifying 
she will sail inside 24 hours.

The Hindus claim the only thing 
that has passed their lips since early 
Wednesday is water, “we shall die 
here if we are not allowed to go 
ashore in a body and become citizens 
of Canada. We have taken a vow 
not to eat again aboard The Komaga­
ta Maru and we refuse to leave ex­

When the present Government came into office, the inmates of 
the Central Prison were employed in various industries operated by 
commercial concerns. The labor of the prisoners was sold under 
.contract, and the product was disposed of throughout the Province 
and elséwhere in the open market in competition with free labor.

XThe Government determined, through Hon. Mr. Hanna, to put 
an end to this system so injurious to free labor, and to introduce 
thorough prison reform. The existing contracts were therefore 
terminated after provision had been made for the employment of the 
prisoners in another and better way.

BORDEN’S SAFEGUARD.
There is a great difference in the 

methods of the late Laurier ad­
ministration and the present Gov­
ernment with respect to the matter of 
railway aid. When Sir Wilfrid Lau­
rier was rushing through the Trans­
continental scheme Mr. Borden mov­
ed an amendment to the Act to the 
effect that the Grand Trunk be com­
pelled to allow the export business 
of this immensly costly project to go 
to Halifax and St. John, thus building 
up the railway business of the Mari­
time Provinces and their ports.

Feed StoreROAD BUILDING TO BE AIDED.
A stone crusher, having a daily capacity of four hundred tons, 

has been installed. The product is screened to two and a half inches, 
one and a half inches, three-quarters of an inch, one-quarter of an 
inch and dust, and is used for concrete road-making and the other 
industries on the farm.

It is possible, as a result of this enterprise, to furnish crushed 
stone in large quantities to the municipalities for road-making

Experiments conducted at various Agricultural Experimental 
Stations have «warranted arrangement being made to carry on a 
number of experiments at the farms of the Provincial Hospitals for 
the Insane, with a view to ascertaining the benefits to be derived 
from the use of ground limestone as a fertilizer. The results of these 
experiments will be at the disposal of the farmers of Ontario, and 
ground limestone will be furnished them at a minimum cost.

If there is one subject which the 

Brantford Expositor should more than 
another evade it is the above, hut 
it keeps coming back like a moth 
to the flame, or in this instance elec­
tric light.

During the course of a more or 
less inaccurate article on the subject 
last evening, it said 

“The facts are that there has been 
no organized opposition on the part 
of the Liberal party to Hydro, either 
within or without the Legislature 
and that in many municipalities its 
most active supporters have been Lib­
erals. Even in Brantford, the criti­
cisms which were offered were direct­
ed not against the scheme, but against 
the wisdom of incurring the expense 
of a municipal plant when we had an 
agreement with a p’rivate corporation 
guaranteeing us rates 10 per cent, 
less than the Hydro charged in any 
municipality similarly situated."

Our cotem. knew, or ought to have 
îentown, as it teas told often enough by 
the Courier, that the ten per cent, 
stipulation was a very indefinite sort 
of thing decidely difficult to enforce 
as results showed.
1 Yet, despite ,'this. the organ and 
its friends fought tooth and nail to 
keep citizens in the hands of a private 
monopoly at high prices.

They failed in their efforts and the 
result is that Brantfordites are pay­
ing, fifty per cent, less for lighting 
rates while we have one of the best 
illuminated small cities on this con­
tinent.

The hours of selling are reduced so 
that liquor cannot be sold until eight 
o’clock in the morning, instead of at 
six.

2.00 P.M. Hull and clean the strawberries and put 
them into jars which have been sterilized 
with boiling water. Fill each jar, but do not 
pack the fruit down.

Make a .thin syrup by boiling for ten 
minutes 3 parts of REDPATH Extra 
Granulated Sugar in 5 parts of water.

COMING EVENTS Detailed report on the honey pros­
pects in the various counties.

For the purpose of reporting on the 
condition of bees in Ontario and the 
hone crop prospects for 1914, blanks 
were sent to a large number of bee­
keepers the latter part of April by the 
Department of Agriculture, 
thousand on-e hundred ag*l fifty re­
plies were received from which this 
report has been summarized.

The total number of colonies re­
ported for the fall of 1913 was 41,318; 
for May, 1914, 38,222, being 
age of thirty-three colonies spring 
count, for each bee-keeper reported. 
The winter loss of seven and one- 
half per cent, is the lightest it has 
been for several years. In 1913 it 

eleven per cent., in 1912, fifteen 
per cent., and in 1911, fourteen per 
cent. What losses there were during 
the past winter were due principally 
to starvation caused by lack of suiSc- 
ient feed in the hives.

So far as the condition of bees is 
concerned, the prospects for a good 
licney crop this year are very good, 
but c'ovvi is only in fair condition 
having been very much injured in 
many localities by unfavorable weath­
er conditions.

While a spring report is of value to 
determine the present prospects of the 
hone crop, there is no other farm 
crop so entirely dependent upon the 
wtather conditions from day to day 
during harvest time, 
changes will often check the secretion 
of nectar in the flowers and reduce 
the expected honey crop by hundreds 
of thousands of pounds.

The Pastor then showed th-t his 
text figuratively represents the as­
cension of bur Lord from the earthly 
plane to the Heavenly as the triumph 
of a great Conqueror. Sin had gain­
ed ascendency over Adam and his 
race,‘afid had brought them down 
to the dust, mentally, morally and 
physically. Moreover, this victory 

mankind had been gained in a 
legal manner, through the one man’s 
disobedience. The Logos divested 
Himself of His glory on the spirit

of the sun” at noonday. The sight 
caused injury to Saul’s eyes.

The Pastor then pointed out how 
inappropriate and unsatisfactory 
such a manifestation would havp 
been if the Redeemer had so appear­
ed to the Eleven during the forty 
days following His resurrection. 
They could not possibly have identi­
fied the glorious Personage who 
shone above the brightness of the 
noonday sun with the Lord Jesus, 
their Friend, their Teacher. But to 
Saul of Tarsus, the revealing in 
fiery light", above the noonday glare, 
was very appropriate. It convinced 
him in a manner that no human ap­
pearance could have equalled that 
Jesus was no longer a man and that 
He was no impostor. St. Paul's con­
version was instantaneous.

It should not cause us td marvel 
that Jesus ascended, as He declared, 
“up to where He was before,” said 
the Pastor. It should not surprise 
us that the Apostle declared that 
our t,ord ascended in dignity and 
station far above angels, principali­
ties and powers, and above eyery 
name that is named. On the con­
trary, it would be both equitable -id 
God-like that the great Jehovah 
should highly honor His faithful Son, 
the1 First and the Last, the Begin­
ning and the Ending of the creation 
of God. Could we, he asked, for one 
moment suppose that our great Crea­
tor Would permit this faithful Son, 
or any servant, to lay down life in 
the Divine service and to suffer loss 
as a consequence of his obedience? 
Is it not much more rational to be­
lieve, as the Scriptures declare, that 
“Him hath God highly exalted”?

Pastor Russell called attention to 
the Apostle’s phraseology in the con­
text—that the One who ascended 
had previously descended, and that 
the descending and the ascending 
were related as cause and effect. 
The One who has ascended on High 
completely fills the highest position 
in thé great Divine Government of 
the Universe—as Head of principali­
ties and powers, angels and men— 
next to the great Jehovah. Yet, as 
the Apostle warns us, we must not 
identify this glorified One with the 
One who in obedience to the Father's 
will came down from Heaven and as 
a man humbled Himself unto death, 
even the ignominious death of" the 
cross. The Apdstle calls attention to 
these two extremes of humiliation 
and exaltation—both accomplished 
in the Son of God, the Logos, the 
Messiah, the Christ.

The Pastor then showed that If 
some of us at one time had supposed 
that our Lord Jesus ascended to 
Heaven in a physical condition, as a 
man, we had entirely misunderstood 
the Scriptures. To suppose that 
Jesus went to Heaven a man, the 
Pastor maintained, is to mistake the 
significance of His title, the Son of 
Man, which He préserves as identi­
fying Him with His great redemptive 
work—as one of His many titles. To 
suppose that Jesus is in Heaven a 
human being, he declared, is to sup­
pose that He is still, as when on 
earth, “a little lower than the an­
gels,” whereas the Scriptures state 
that He has ascended far higher, so 
that not only men, but also all the 
angels of God, are commanded to 
worship Him. To suppose Jesus in 
Heaven a human being is to suppose 
Him out of all harmony with Heav­
enly surroundings and spiritual con­
ditions.

Moreover, the speaker queried, are 
we not told that the Church of 
Christ will be changed from the hu­
man condition to the spiritual con­
dition in the resurrection; and that 
this change will make them like 
their Redeemer, so that they may 
see Him as He IS, not as He WAS— 
that they may see Him in glory, 
honor and immortality—exaltation 
—and not as the One who in humili­
ation was made flesh on behalf of 
the race of Adam? Answering his 
own question, he declared that when 
we so thought we forgot the Scrip­
tural assertion that “flesh and blood 
cannot inherit the Kingdojn of God.’’ 
This statement of Scripture implies 
that all who become partakers of the 
Divine nature and share in the 
Heavenly Kingdom with their Lord 
aqd Redeemer must be made ’ like 
Him by the power of the Firsl 
Resurrection.

Heavenly state, acclaimed by the 
Heavenly host; and far down the 
centuries the prophetic view sees 
following Him a great procession. 
First comes the Church, the Royal 
Priesthood, His brethren, delivered 
from the power of Sin and Death 
through the merit of Jesus" blood. 
These are only the vanguard of an 
advancing host; they are “a kind of 
first-fruits to God of His creatures,” 
rescued from Sin and Death. Later 
on, for a period of a thousand years 
beyond the deliverance of the 
Church, the prophetic pen foretells 
countless hosts of every nation, peo­
ple, kindred and tongue, to be deliv­
ered from the power of Sin and 
Death through the merit of Him 
who died on Calvary.

Then will come the glorious con­
summation, the Pastor said. When 
all who will have refused Divine 
grace shall have been destroyed in 
the Second Death, then shall be 
heard every creature in Heaven and 
on earth saying, “Blessing, and 
honor, and glory, and power, be unto 
Him that sitteth upon the Throne, 
and unto the Lamb, forever and 
ever.”

The Pastor then explained that at 
our Lord's First Advent began “the 
acceptable Year of the Lord”—the 
time when God. having accepted the 
sacrifice of Christ Jesus, became 
willing to accept the sacrifices of all 
Who desire to become His disciples— 
to take up their cross aid follow 

xHim through good report and evil, 
report, even unto death. The entire 
Gospel Age, he declared, antitypes 
Israel’s Atonement Day; and the 
sacrifices of our Lord and the Church 
are the "better sacrifices,” foresha­
dowed by the bullock and the goat 
offered ‘ typically by the Jews. This 
antitypical Atonement Day is “the 
acceptable Year of the Lord,” as 
Jesus pointed out. God's faithful 
people of this acceptable Day are 
glad to be invited to “present their 
bodies living sacrifices, holy and ac­
ceptable unto God.” In the end of 
this acceptable Day will come the 
end of all opportunity thus to sacri­
fice the human nature and become 
joint-heirs, with Jesus Christ our 
Lord.

After the Gospel Age has passed 
away, the Pastor declared, there will 
be a new period introduced, styled 
in the Scriptures, “The Times oi 
Restitution.” The acceptable Day 
for the sacrifice of the Church has 
lasted for nearly nineteen centuries, 
he said; and the Scriptures clearly 
indicate that the Times of Restitu­
tion will last a thousand years. St, 
peter tells us just when these Times 
of Restitution will begin. Theÿ will 
begin as a result of the Second Com­
ing of Jesus, the Messiah, and the 
establishment of His Kingdom. Then 
“Times of refreshing shall come from 
the presence of Lord; and He shall 
send Jesus Christ, which before was 
preached unto you; whom the Heav­
ens must retain until the Times of 
Restitution of all things, which God 
hath spoken by the mouth of all His 
holy Prophets since the world be­
gan.”—Acts 3:19-21.

The Pastor declared that he had 
found worldly-wise people very scep­
tical respecting the descent of the 
Logos, the Son of God, to earthly 
conditions, but that Christians seem 
to have more difficulty than do the 
world to comprehend the ascension 
of Jesus to the spirit plane and its 
excellent glory.

Every instance of healing or making 

the blind to see, the deaf to bear, the 
lame to walk, was a sample ot the 
kingdom which will be set up on earth 
when the Lord shall take vengeance 
upon. Hls enemies and recompense His 
people, when Israel shall obtain joy 
and gladness and sorrow and sighing 
shall flee away, when the inhabitant 
shall not say I am sick and the people 
shgll be forgiven tbeir iniquity (Isa. 
xxxv, 4-6, 10; xxxjii. 24).

When the twelve and the seventy 
were sent forth they were to heal the 
sick and preach that the kingdom had 
come nigh. Our Lord Himself also as 
He preached the gospel of the king­
dom healed all manner of sickness and 
disease (Matt iv, 23; x, 7, 8; Luke x, 
9,11). When the Pharisees asked about 
the coming of the kingdom we must 
remember that they thought of the 
kingdom as described by the prophets, 
and in this they were not wrong, for 
such a kingdom was even then at baud 
and will surely come at our Lord's 
return, according to Luke xix, 11. 12; 
Acts 111, 21.

Perhaps there is no saying in the 
Scriptures more misquoted, misinter­
preted and misapplied than the words 
of our Golden Text as they stand. “Be­
hold the Kingdom of God is within 
you.” From these words it Is general­
ly taught that our Lord will never 
have a kingdom on this earth, when 
the nations will learn war no more 
and all kings and nations shall serve 
HlnT (Isa. ii. 4; Ps. lxxii, 11). but that 
Hls kingdom is wholly spiritual in the 
hearts of His people, that the church 
is His kingdom, that It began to come 
at Pentecost and has been coming ever 
since, tind that we are here to extend 
It and that some day the church will 
convert the whole world, 
will burn up the world and take all 
His people to heaven. Tho* who so 
teach have no use for a literal Israel, 
or for tfoe coming of Christ to reign, 
or for prophecy generally, or Daniel 
or Revelation In particular. The New 
Testament is quite sufficient, and much 
of that may be omitted.

In reading our Bibles we must al­
ways notice if God is speaking either 
directly or through. His servants or 
if the devil Is the speaker. Otherwise 
we might make the same mistake as 
the judge who said, “We have the 
highest authority for saying all that a 
man hath will he give for his life,” 
the judge not having noticed that these 
words were from the devil (Job il. 4). 
We must also notice to whom words 
are spoken, whether to sinners or 
saints, to Pharisees or disciples. The 
words of the Golden Text were spoken 
to Pharisees, whom He elsewhere 
called “whited sepulchers, full of hy­
pocrisy and iniquity, children of hell” 
(Matt xxiii, 15. 27, 28). Our Lord 
would no more say to such that the 
kingdom of God was within them 
than you or I would say it to a drunk­
en man who was full of cursing. What 
our Lord did say is more correctly ren­
dered in the margin “among you” or 
in the R. V. margin, “in the midst of 
you.” He himself as the King, greater 
than Solomon, represented the king­
dom, but although in their midst and 
ready to set up His kingdom they 
would not have Him, but said, “We 
have no king but Caesar,” “Not this 
man, but Barabbas.” Then He turned 
to His disciples (verse 22) ‘ and 
spoke to them of His future coming as 
Son of Man in His glory (verses 24, 
26, 30), telling them that He was about 
to be rejected by the Jews and suffer 
at their hands (verse 25), and that 
when He came again it would be as 
suddenly as the lightning shining from 
one part of heaven to the other, and 
that He would find at His coming 
again a condition of affairs on earth 
similar to that in the days of Noah 
and as it was in Sodom in thé days of 
Lot This does not look like a con­
verted world to welcome Him, but 
rather as it is described in Rev. i, 7; 
xi, 18, all kindreds of the earth wail­
ing because of Him, and the nations 
angry, because it will be the day of 
His wrath, when He will judge the 
nations and dash them to pieces like 
a potter’s vessel (Ps. ii, 9; Isa. xxxiv, 
1, 2; lxvl, 15, 16; Zeph. iii, 8^ Matt 
xxv, 31, 32).

This coming of the Son of Man to 
judge and reign is not His coming to 
the air for His church, but His com­
ing in glory with His saints, when 
they, too, shall share this honor with 
Him as it is written in Ps. cxlix, 
5-9; Rev. ii, 26, 27; Col. iii, 4. See how 
our Lord indorses the truth of the 
record of the deluge, the destruction 
of the cities of the plain by fire and 
brüüstone from heaven, the judgment 
upon Lot’s wife, and because of the 
judgments which will surely come 
urges His people to think more of the 
life that is life indeed than of this 
present life, except as it can be used 
for Him.

There must be no looking back to 
the things of this evil age nor con­
formity to it, but a life of separation 
from it. occupied with Him who is out 
life and the things which concern Him 
and a readiness always to be taken 
away from the earth. Things are bad 
enough on the earth even now, but 
iniquity will not be full until aftet 
the church Is taken away.
