Captain “Mac” sends the Courier
the following cutting on the Cana-
dians. It is from the virile pen of
Horatio Bottomley, the editor of
“John Bull.” Talking of the fighting
spirit of the troops shown at Neuve
Chapelle, he turns to the stand of the
Canadians at the Yser:

But not so wonderful as that last
achievement, when the Yser having
been forced by the Germans, our left
wing—composed of Canada’s glorious
sons—was left exposed to peril of an-
nihilation. Reluctantly, sullenly, they
were forced to retreat, leaving their
cherished” guns behind them. How
the Huns howled with joy! The news
was flashed to the Kaiser’s dinner-
table that the Allies’ line was broken;
the Yser was crossed, and, above all,
the Canadian contingent were in full
retreat—except that portion of it
which had been asphyxiated with the
murderous chemical fumes concocted
in the laboratories of the land of “‘cul-
ture,” and now for the first time in
the history of the world reguisitioned
as munitions of war. Pocor Huns!
Poor Kaiser! How little they knew
the boys of the bull-dog breed. Those
guns are now back in our possession
—most of the lost ground regained,
and, inspired by the example of that
handful of Dominion devils, the Allies
have set their teeth and steps for the
great forward movement, which sure-
ly as the sun will dawn to-morrow
morning will ere long accomplish its
objective—of hurling the hellish hosts
of Prussia out of France, out of Flan-

She is be-
ginning to learn the difference be-
tween Men and Machinery, between
soul-less mechanism and human indi-
viduality, and perhaps, too, she is be-
ginning to understand better than she
has ever done before why it is that
the Anglo-Saxon race has built up a
mighty Empire, which sits sovereign
over all the world. Perhaps in the
winter waiting of the past few months
she had tried to forget that sudden
change of tactics which, almost at the
gate of Paris, turned, in a moment,
what she was regarding as a trium-
phant entry into a wild retreat. All
honor and glory to our brave French
comrades—and to our Allies in the
East! But what I want to do to-day
is to ask you to join with me in cele-
brating the Great Recovery, led by
the boys of British blood—sons of
Canada, it is true, but boys of Britain
all the same.

And if any man desires to provoke
me, after this, to a breach of the peace
—well, let him say a word against
Canada!

“England for the past few days, fol-

lowing the receipt of war news re-
garded as unfavorable, was checked
to-day by the definite announcement
of the decision of the government to
form a coalition cabinet, together with
better news from the eastern front.
It is believed here that the Russian
advance near Shavli in Courland,
where the line of the forces of Em-
peror Nicholas have been straighten-
ed out, will do much to counteract
the effect of the Austro-German ad-
vance in the vicinity of Przemysl,
across the River San.

The military writers in the morn-
ing newspapers claim that only one
out of 14 Russian armies has been in
deadly danger, and that Grand Duke
Nicholas, commander in chief of the
Russian forces in the field is playing
his usual strategic ~ame of drawing
the enemy away from his base.

Petrograd mantains that forty
Austrian and German army corps have
been used during the fighting of the
past fortnight against the center of
the Russian line along a front measur-
ing 100 miles.

Reports from Athens set forth that
the allies have occupied the Turkish
position of Kilid Bahr, on the Euro-
pean side of the straits and opposite
Chanak. Occupation took place after
the position had been reduced by a
bombardment of the fleet.

On the western front, the only in-
dications of activity is the continu-
ance of artillery duels.

Italy’s parliament meets to-day. It is
generally felt that the momentous
decision of war or peace can hardly
be postponed beyond this sitting, al-
though reports are current that Aus-
tria has increased the concessions she
is willing to make in order to insure
Italian neutrality. .

The German press, while admitting
that was with Italy can hardly be
prevented, views the prospect calmly,
the opinion even being expressed
that Austria, because of the Italian at-
tack, may be compelled to make a
separate peace with Russia, a course
which probably would result in the
release of more German troops for
service on the western frontier.

ANOTHER PEST
1S DISCOVERED

Serious Outbreak of American
Tent Caterpillar—Are at
Work.

This year there promises to be a
very serious outbreak of the American
tent caterpillar, whose nests, now fill-
ed with the tiny caterpillars, are seen
in large numbers on both the orchard
and wild fruit trees. Some forest tent
caterpillar nests are also in e_videpce.

These two pests, whose life history
is much thc same, pass the winter as
egg-masscs on the twigs. In the
spring they hatch out and form a web
about the branches, from which they
emerge during the day and feed upon
the foliage. As many as 30 nests have
been found on a single tree. When
at all numerous they completely de-
foliate the trees. This not only tem-
porarily injures the tree and decreases
the yield of fiuit, but the tree usually
leafs out again, which causes the wood
to be unripened when winter sets in.
The result is winter injury, which is
often followed by canker.

All fruit growers should make a
special effort to combat these at once.
Many are not spraying this year be-
cause they are doubtful as to apnle
prices. This is a mistake and may
permit of much loss through the rav-
ages of the tent caterpillar.

TREATMENT.

Act immediately by destroying the
nests or by thoroughly spraying with
lead arsenate, 2 to 4 lbs. per 40 gal-
lons of water, depending on the size
of the caterpillars. When over half
grown they are much more difficult to
control.

Orchards sprayed for codling moth
are seldom affected. If only a few
nests are observed they may be de-
stroyed by holding under the nests in
the evening a burning torch made of
old rags or asbestos fibre and soaked
in kerosene.

SHORTAGE CAUSED CRISIS

It is claimed by The Times and by
The Daily Mail, that what actually
precipitated the sudden crisis was a
despatch from The Times’ military
correspondent in Northern France, re-
vealing that a shortage of high ex-
plosives was hampering operations in
a serious manner, and that when the
friction arose between Winston Spen-
cer Churchill, first lord of the ad-
miralty, and Lord Fisher,first sea lord
of the admiralty it became imperative
to take action. These papers and The
Morning Post express the conviction
that one of the first results of the
new departure will be some scheme
for national service not merely for
actual fighting, but for provisions,
munitions and employment.

ALL UP TO FORTY

A huge advertisement appears in all
the morning papers in behalf of the
war office, calling upon men to enlist
up to the age of forty.

According to The Times it has not
been decided who are the ministers
to retire. This paper says that the
whole administration, from top to
bottom, will be changed, re-appoint-
ments not being limited to the cabinet.
The new plan, says the Times, is that
there should be a fair division of of-
ficers, both small and great, between
the several political parties, according
to the ratio of their representation in
parliament; that instead of the for-
mer unwieldly cabinet, needing an in-
ner council to conduct its affairs, the
new cabinet will in effect bésa real
war council. -The nearest parallel to
the new coalition, adds the paper, can
be found in “the ministry of all the
latents” formed by Fox and Grenville
in 1806.

Anton Kuepferle
Committed Suicide

By Specinal Wire to the Courler.

London, May 20.—10.14 a.m—Anton
Kuepferle, who claimed to be an Am-
erican citizen and who has been on
trial charged with giving military in-
formation to the enemies of Great
Britain, committed suicide last night
in Brixton prison. He is reported to
have hanged himself.

The trial of Anton Kuepferle began
Tuesday at the Old Bailey police
court before Lord Chief Justice Read-
ing and Justices Avery and Lush, The
proceedings mere public and the
court room was crowded. The charge
against prisoner was that he attemp-
ted to communicate to Germany in-
formation respecting British warships
and military forces. The prosecution
was conducted by the attorney-gener-
al. Kuepferle pleaded not guilty. The
prosecution contended that while he
claimed to be a naturalized American
citizen, he was in reality a German.

Kuepferle was charged with writing
a letter to an address in a neutral
country in Europe, giving valuable
facts regarding British military dis-
positions. It was asserted that while
the letter appeared on its face to be
an innocent commercial communica-
tion, it was found interlined in in-
visible ink with miltary information
written in the German language.
Kuepferle left a message written on
February 14. He showed a passport
signed by Secretary of State William
J. Bryan, issued ten days prior to his
sailing from New York, In writing
the letter which resulted in his arrest,
he gave his home address as 1665 De-
kalb avenue, Brooklyn. He represent-
ed himself to be a woolen merchant.
From Liverpool he went to Dublin
and then to London, where he was ar-
rested on February 16.

Kuepfedle left a message written on
a slate bearing testimony to the fair-
ness of his trial. He confessed he was
a soldier, and deciared he could not
bear to mount the scaffold as a spy.

DEEP SENSE OF HORROR

London, May 20.—Sir Ernest

“As many other British sub-
jects of German extraction have
given public expression of their
feclings, my silence might be mis-
understood.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTA-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

FINHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, inay homestead a
quarter-section of available Dominiou land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—S8ix months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A
bhabitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in
gond standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. re-
emption patent may be obtained as soon as
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain distriets. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation 1s subject to re-
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted for
cultivation under certain conditions.

MAY CROP REPORT

The Provincial Agricultural Depart-
ment has issued a crop bulletin based
on information furnished by a large
staff of corrccpondents under date of
May 15th.

The importan grain
wheat, with its largely increased acre-
age, gives promise of an unui;ually:
good yield shoul favorable weather |
ensue. It wintered well, and evidently |
was not much injured by the “heav-
ing” during the very open weather of
March-April.  In fact, spring injury
may bg regarded as practically mnil.
Hardly any fall wheat land has been
plowed up, and very little has been
re-drilled to spring grains. Injury
from insects, also, has been slight,
only the barest mention being made
of the presence of the wire-worm, cut
While-a few

crop, fail

worm, or Hessian fly.
patchy fields in low lyir
reported, the opinion is very gener-
ally expressed that the crop never
looked better at this time of the year.
Some correspondents are inclined ‘o
fear thot growth has been rather too
rank,

Nearly all the injury to clover oc-
curred from drouth, zither last year
or the season before, as the crop win- 1
tered well. While some spring heaving
was reported, it was not so serious
as usual, and the remarkably early
growth has very fully compensated for
any losses in that way. The crop is
now looking unusually well, although
thin on the ground in places, owing
to the poor catch at sowing. Taken |
altogether the May reports regarding
clover are the most cheerful for years.

Alfalfa had a poor catch last year,
but otherwise it has come throngh the
winter and spring in fair condition.
It appears to be steadily growing in
favor as a fodder crop, although some |

unfavorable reports have been receiv- |

ders were well supplemented by the
good corn supply. The early grass has
been helping out the hay nicely.

Correspondents making returns re-
garding fruit conditions up to the 15th
of May, report prospects as generally
favorable. Peaches, cherries and plums
had been in generous blossom, and in
most instances had set safely, whilz
apples and pears were coming into
bloom, although not so profusely. Up
to that date practically no injury had
been done by cold spring weather,
and it is thought that the light frosts
since reported will do little damage
to tree fruits. More anxiety is felt
regarding strawberries, as in some
places between Toronto and Hamil-
ton the old fields which blossoms first,
were caught by late frosts, although
the newer fields planted last spring,
largely escaped. Up to the time of
writing, injury to strawberries in the
Niagara is said to be comparatively
light.

HYDRO-ELECTRIC,

The seventh annual report of the
Hydro-Electric Power Commission
for the year ending with October 31st,
1914, is to hand. It makes a blue book
of nearly four hundred and fifty pages
and is full of statistical material show-
ing the vast activities of the project in
all directions. The volume constitutes
a sufficient answer to those critics
who in the first place sneered at the
project as Utopian, said it would never
pay, couldn’t be done, and all the rest
of that nonsense.

Details are given of six big systems
—Niagara, Port Arthur, Severn, Was-
dell’s, Ottawa ard St. Lawrence.

It is reported that the general op-
eration of the Niagara system for the
past fiscal year has been very satisfac-
tory. . The power suppty furnished the
Commission by the Ontario Power
Company has been practically contin-
uous throughout the year. The com-
pany has set apart a section of their
equipment for the sole use of the
Commission to admit of correction
for voltage variation during periods
of light load and to insure continuous
service.

During the past
year all the insulators on the entire
system have been twice subjected to
this “test” and the defective units im-
mediately replaced. Itis believed that
trouble in the future from this source
will thus be entirely eliminated.

During the year thirty-three diffez-
ent electrical storms were reported
over the system; of these ten were
severe and the balance moderate. The
first storm occurred on March 25th
and the last on October 10th. Seven
of these storms traversed the entire
system, while the remainder were dis-
tributed mainly along the north side
of the Western Loop.

This year, as in preceding years,
Cooksville and St. Mary’s appear to}
be the vicinities in which the electrical
storms are more prevalent and severe
than on other parts of the Commis-
sion’s system. There were only two
total interruptions of the service dur-
ing the past year; these were due to
lightning and only momentary.

The amount of business that there
is in the rural districts, by reason of
the fact that the farms are large in a
good many sections, makes it neces-
sary for the Commission to proceed
with caution.

The advantages of electric power
over that which is at present in use—

It was learned to-day that the
council of ministers at the prolonged
session last night unanimously reject-
ed eleventh-hour proposals made by
Austria for prolonging the negotia-
tions regarding the cession of terri-
tory. It is believed in official circles
here that these proposals were
prompted by ignorance in Vienna and
Berlin of the determination of the
King, Cabinet and P.arliament to ob-
tain all the territory demanded by
Italy.

GREEN BOOK ISSUED

Rome, May 19, by way of Paris,
May 20—Diplomatic documents which
disclose each successive step in the
negotiations which resulted in Italy’s
denunciation of her treaty of alliance
with Austria and Germany, are con-
tained in the green book issued by the
Italian Government.
This history of diplomatic inter-
changes begins with a telegram sent
by Foreign Minister Sonnino to tthe
Luke of Avarna, Italian ambassador
at Vienna, on December 19, 1914, in-
structing him to notify Count Von
Berchtold, then Austrian foreign min-
ister, that the Austrian advance In
Serbia, constituted a fact covered in
article 7 of the Triple Alliance, treaty,
entitling Italy to compensation. Count
Von Berchtold replied that his opin-
ion did not agree with this view, but
on December 2o, intimated that he
had begun to change his mind.

Baron Burian, who had succeeded
Count Von Berchtold, tried to evade
any definite expression of opinion,
The Duke of Avarna, on February 22,
telegraphed that Austria evidently was
trying to gain time, but that she un-
doubtedly was being pressed by Ger-
many.

On March g, Austria consented to
discuss compensation. Foreign Minis-
ter Sonnino laid down the cardinal
|points of the Italian demands. Baron

Burian answered Austria would not
accept. Prince Von Buelow, the Ger-
man ambassador in Rome, on March
20, in the name of Germany, guaran-
teed the execution, after the conclu-
<ion of peace. of any agreement made
| by Austria. Signor Sonnino agreed to
resume negotiations on the condition
that Vienna wou:d make concrete pro-
posals.

Balkans; third; the renunciation on
the part of Italy of any further com-
pensation and fourth, the mainten-
ance of the existing agreement, con-
cerning Albania. On April 2, Baron
Burian added that in exchange for
these pledges Austria would give to
Italy the districts of Roveredo, Riva
and Trentino as well as a few villages.
Signor Sonnino replied that he con-
sidered these demands contemptible;
nevertheless, they were permitted to
stand.

The rumors of a separate Austro-
Russia peace persisting, Rome asked
Vienna for a definite answer. In re-
ply Vienna added a small zone in the
province of Trent to the Italian com-
pensation.

On April 23, the Duke of Avarna
reported that the Austrian govern-
ment did not believe Italy ever would
make war, and that consequently Vi-
enna regarded a continuance of the
discussions as useless.

On the receipt of this report Signor
Sonnino considering any accord im-
possible, deounced the alliance with
Austria-Hungary. He said that last
summer Austro-Hungary, without
reaching any agreement with Italy,
and wihdut giving Italy any notice
whatever, even disdaining the advice
of Italy that moderation be observed,
had sent to Serbia on July 23 an ulti-
matum which was the cause of the
present conflagration. Thus Austro-
Hungary had disturbed the status
quo in the Balkans, creating a situa-
tion which was of advantage to her-
self alone. Such a course of violence
made benevolent neutrality impossible
fo* the reason that Austro-Hungary
was fighting to attain an object dia-
metrically opposed to the vital inter-
ests of Italy, her ally.

Nevertheless, for a period of sev-
eral months, Italy endeavored to bring
about a situation favorable to the
re-establishment of friendly relations
between the two countries, but these
negotiations brought no practical re-
sults. Consequently the alliance was
denounced by the Duke of Avarna on
May 4. The Duke on this occasion

GARDEN NOTES.

Some people have the idea that to-
matoes should be grown on poor sotl,
This is a mistake. My experience has
been “it cannot be too good”; but the
vines will need severe pruning. Uu-
\der adverse circumstances last year, I
took the plants that came up in the
garden, self planted some time in June
being very small at that time. As soon
as large enough I pruned them, leav-
ing only three branches, all the other
laterals being removed, preserving all
large leaves, and when three bunches
of blooms appeared, the end of the
branch was removed to prevent any
more bloom, The tomatoes will pro-
bably average four to each bunch,
which would be thirty-six good sized
tomatoes to each plant. It was the
best crop I ever grew, nearly every
one ripening.
