London, July 20.—Summarizing 

the military events of the past week 
Major General Frederick B. Maurice 
chief director of military operations 
at the war office, said yesterday to 
the Associated Press :

“The British front has beçn note­
worthy only for the fact that it has 
seen the liveliest air fighting in the 
history of the war-, with the losses 
severest on the German side and the 
fesults generally favorable to the 
British. On land there was only 
minor fighting without material 
change.

“On the French front the Ger­
mans still are carrying on their pol­
icy of using picked troops for local 
operations aimed at exhausting ana 
harassing the . French. The result 
has been nil and the policy is a con­
fession that the Germans are incap­
able of attempting any really great 
effort.

“On the Russian front bad weath­
er and floods have necessitated the 
drawing back of some advanced posts 
without important change.”

Supplementing big talk on the 
militaray operations, General Maur­
ice remarked:

“I am told that in the United 
States the ordinary man has got a 
general impression that when any 
really stiff fighting job is to be done 
the Englishman calls on Australian,
Canadian or Scotsman to take the sr, 
van. This idea is being carefully 
fostered by the Germans with the 
fqolish idea of spreading some dis- fK-* '-* *444411
sension or dissatisfaction between \ 
the branches of the Anglo-Saxon 
race and they soon will be trying 
the same propaganda to push a 
wedge between Great Britain and the 
United States.

“As ,a matter of fact the greatest 
part of the fighting since the war 
began has naturally fallen on Eng­
lish troops—they are the largest part 
of the army and have borne the 
brunt of the work. The casualty lists 
show that the English regiments 
have fought just as gallantly and 
bravely' and have lost as heavily as 
any regiments in the imperial army.”

■

Ottawa, July 20.-—The Military 
Service Bill was reported from the 
Committee of the Whole in the Com­
mons. last night, and will be read a 
third time o*n Tuesday next. It had 
been expected that the final stage of 
the passage of the measure through 
the Chamber would be reached to­
day. When the Chairman of the 
Committee of the Whole reported the 
bill, however. Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
pointed out that a number of the On­
tario members of the Opposition 
were leaving for Toronto almost "im­
mediately. and suggested that the 
third reading be deferred. Sir Ro­
bert Borden agreed to a postpone­
ment until Tuesday. He pointed out 
that the Senate had adjourned until 
Tuesdav, so that the progress of the 
legislation would not be delayed by 
deferring the third reading.

The exemption clauses of the bill 
were amended by the elimination of 
divinity students from the sub-sec­
tion exempting the clergy, ministers 
of religion and religious orders. The 
lengthy discussion upon the amend­
ment elicited the information that 
members of the Salvation Army, 
who occupied position analagous to 
those of ministers in other denom-" 
inations would be exempted. An­
other debate was provoked by a pro­
posal for the suppression of news­
papers which urge their readers to 
resist the execution of the law. The 
Edmonton member suggested that 
summary suppression should only 
be operative in so far as the issue 
containing the offending article was 
concerned, and that suspension for 
the period of the war should take 
place upon a decision of the courts 
and not upon the order of the cen­
tral appeal judge selected from the 
Supreme Court Bench. Mr. Oliver’s 
amendment was voted down.

Some discussion also took place 
with reference to the increased pre­
miums collected by insurance com­
panies when the insured enlisted for 
overseas service. It was contended 
that the Government should " take 
some steps to relieve the soldiers of 
this added financial burden.
Thomas White pointed out the dif­
ficulties of the situation, but prom­
ised to discuss tt with the Superin­
tendent of Insurance and give 
House a definite statement. The 
House then once more took up the 
bill to consolidate the Railway Act.

Time to Business Men
When the House went into Com­

mittee of the Military Service Bill, 
Hon. Chas. Marcil said he had re­
ceived letters from several business 
men in Montreal who expected to be 
called under the Act, and wanted to 
know if they would be allowed a 
month or two to wind up their busi­
ness affairs before going into the ser­
vice.

cellor Michaelis, who arrived short­
ly before three o'clock, looked very 
grave as he entered the building in 
a great hurry, cheered by the crowd. 
The chancellor was dressed in black 
frock coat. He held a consultation 
in an undertone with Dr. Karl Hell 
fferich, the vice-chancellor.

Dr. Pohannes Kaempf, president of 
the reichstag opened the session with 
a speech fn which he extolled the 
services of Dr. von Bethmann-Holl- 
weg, the former chancellor, - after 
which was read the orijer appoint­
ing the new chancellor. Dr. Michaelis 
then began his speech, which con­
sisted of concise phrases in keeping 
with his energetic personality. At 
the conclusion of his address, the 
deputies, many of whom had just ar­
rived from the trenches, and the 
other spectators in all parts of^ the 
house, jqinèd in loud cheering.

British Headquarters in France,

July 20.— (By the Associated Press)
—Not since the war began has such 
severe air fighting been witnessed on 
the British front as has taken place 
recently. It was a little more than 
a week ago that the Germans strong­
ly challenged the British claim to 
aerial supremacy and displayed un­
usual activity all along the line. The IS5 
British accepted the challenge.' and IS 
the result has been some of the most Iss 
furious battles and destructive raids |ss 
yet seen. Great squadrons of op­
posing aircraft have clashed in bitter 
and spectacular battles among the 
clouds and individual fights which 
were conducted to a finish, have been 
numerous.

From the outset the British air 
men maintained the upper hand and 
to-day it may be said they still hold 
the ascendancy in this branch of the 
service, which as the eyes of the 
army, is so vital to the successful 
prosecution of the artillery and in- 
lantry work. Since July 12, the 
British have brought down at least 
forty one German machines. Have 
driven down thirty-seven others out 
of control and have carried out in­
numerable successful bombing raids 
on enemy airdromes, railway sta­
tions and other important points.

On the other hand, the British 
have only had twenty-eight machines 
listed as missing.

It is conceivable that- the safety of 
our land and sea forces may depend 
upon certain reticences. But Amer­
icans will never pardon expanded 
adorned, exaggerated and untruthful 
accounts of conflicts in which our 
forces may be engafeed. They do not 
want to be put in the humiliating 
and ridiculous position of rejoicing 
over great victories never achieved, 
of exulting over the enemy “in 
force” when the affair described la 
one of the ordinary Incidents of the 
trans-Atlantic navigation.

The political composition of Rus-1 
sia is comparatively easy to under-1 
stand, taken broadly, but there are 
so many cross-currents it becomes 
often very confusing. I shall try on­
ly here to show the main current 
events, going back to the days be­
fore the revolution, to show where 
the currents come from.

The duma gave a fairly good pic­
ture of political Russia before the 
revolution. All the right side was 
monarchists, all the left more or 
less revolutionary. The Centre was 
occupied by the Octobrists, men of j 
the type of Rodziansko and Shidlo- 
vsky, men now considered extremely I 
conservative-—the extreme right in 
the new line-up.

Whatever lay right of the centre 
can be neglected now. It was a con- I 
fused lot of organizations, every 
man his own party, a good many of 
whom joined with the Progressive 
Bloc during the war to get a work- I 
ing majority.

Popularizing of Power
The coalition has the support of 

every one except the Bulshiviki, the 
most demandful of the radicals, who 
insisted upon having the whole pow­
er in their hands at once. The min- 
shivik, the less demandful radicals, 
the bulk of the Socialist party, are 
with the coalition and hope it will 
work out. The Bulshiviki openly 
prays it will stub its toe. All depends 
upon how strong the Bulshiviki are 
and whether they can succeed in 
providing something for the govern­
ment to stumble over.

The history of these two months 
is one of the growth of the revolu­
tionary spirit as expressed by the 
council of soldiers and workmen's 
deputies. It was the popularizing of 
power. It showed that the revolution 
was not a mere coup d’etat, the up­
setting of a government but the 
steady growth of revolutionary spir­
it. The forming of the coalition gov­
ernment in no way arrests this. No 
thing can arrest it. Russia is follow­
ing the great normal course of all 
revolutions. It is bound to become 
more and more revolutionary until 
the power rests consciously in the 
hands of every one in the country.

Suffer From Mental “Bends."
The Bulshiviki in their fight on 

the present government, are being 
helped in their cry that the Min- 
shiviki have sold out to the “bour­
geoise” by the Russian exiles return­
ing from America, Switzerland, 
France and England, most of whom 
are very radical and pray their bro­
thers here not to let Russia slip into 
the rut of plutocratic republicanism 
represented by the countries in 
which they took their refuge. They 
a»e not content to let their country 
advance as far as we are before go­
ing any further. They say Russia 
must not get out of one kind of de­
spotism to stumble into another. 
They also insist now is the time to 
go the whole distance, upsetting cap­
italism and putting Socialism on a 
working basis.

The fact that there is a war going 
on concerns them in just one way— 
it is a nuisance and must be stop­
ped right away, advantageously, if 
possible, but that is not necessary. 
They also ignore the fact that they 
are working on one of the most back­
ward people, people who have been 
kept deliberately in the dark and 
brutalized by vodka. All this burst 
of freedom is coming on them so 
fast they cannot take it in. They are 
like men who come out of a com­
pressed air caisson too soon. They 
are getting the mental “bends.”

Have Fanatical Touch 
But though the Buljjhviki number 

some of the finest brains in Russia 
they all have that fanatical touch 
that sees only, a beautiful end, and 
is going to get there no matter what 
lies in between. They have no time 
for coalition governments and more 
practical results. So they can be 
counted upon to put spokes in the 
wheels of government. But though 
it is dangerous to do any prophesying 
in this country, especially as I in­
tend sending this by mail across Si­
beria and the Pacific, I believe it is 
safe to say that the coalition govern­
ment has united all the powerful 
elements in Russia which have been 
active during the two months since 
the revolution, and ought to succeed.

Still it is always the totally unex­
pected that l--n?ens in Russia. Who 
would have f-ought three weeks ago 
the original provisional government 
would be shaken almost to pieces 
over some secret treaties with Eng­
land and France. But those who did 
the shaking—those who did all the 
shaking—are in the government, so 
it does not look as if there were any 
one here strong enough to shake,
