While
no amendment was proposed to the
clause the attention of the council will
be called to the claunse in the appeal of
civil actions which provides that no
appeal may be taken in any case where
the amount under dispute is less than
$500. This, it is said, will apply to
procedure in lien cases as well as other
civil actions.

A very disastrous fire occurred this
morning ubout 745 on Second street,
Between First and  Second avenue,
The fire started in -the Empire lodging
house and before it could be controlled
bad started the building owned by
Mrs. Russo on the corner of Second
street and §c§c?nd avenue dand from
there jumped fd the building occupied
by Reilly’s furnishing store on Second
avenue.
| The origin of the fire has not been
{as vyet fully determined, but it is
thought that it was caused by a spark
from the chimney. The only stove in
the house in which there wasa fire at
the time was in the back part of the
Olympic saloon which was underneath
the lodging house on the ground floor.
-The pipe from-that stove went  straighit
up through the ceilings of the first and
second stories to and through the roof
of the building.

It was -in a room occupied by Mr.
Davidson threngh which the pipe ex-
tended and from which the spark is
supposed to have issued that the fire
originated.

. The inmates ot the house, of whom
there were about 18, wereall asleep
when the fire started and it was some
time before it was discovered. Tt had
then gained censiderable headway and
_was breaking through the roof and the
‘sides of ‘the building. When the alarm
was sounded iuo the bmlding the place
was full of smoke and “there were sev-
eral of the inmates who had to get out
through the windows on the e

north sides and ciimb over thuaqﬁ
ings adjoining in.arder to make
escape. No opportanity was given
anyone to save any of their personal
effects or any of the furniture or fit-
tings of the house.

The fire department responded quick-
ly to the call and very soon had six
streams of water on the building, but
it was not gotten under control until
it had spread to the adjoining build-
ing. The Empire house is owned by
O. Finstad and was erected last year at
a cost of $13,000. The furniture and
fixtures were purchased on the outside
at a cost ot $4000, bringing his total
loss nearly up to $20,000.

The first floor of the building was
occupied by the Olympic saloon and
Swith’s  confectionery store. The
Olympic saloon removed all their fix
tures and goods out of the building so
{"that their luss will be very inconsider-
| able. Mr. Smith who owns the con-
fectionery and cigar store next to the
saloon lives on Seventh avenue and
did not get to the fire until it was un-
der full headway and it was then im-
: pussible for him to remove any of his
goods from the building. His stock
which is valued at about $i200, is
nearly a ‘complete Joss more from the
water than the fire,

effected, the Seattle-Vukon Transporta:
tion Co. will shortly discontinue busi-
ness, its interests uavin. beeu pamhued
by the combime: - =

This uunouacemt was - wthoﬂu-
tively made this morning by Local
Manager H. Te Roller—

‘“The 8.-¥.T. Co, i
of the tramporhﬂoh “and mercantile
business,’”’ said Mr. Te Roller, ‘‘but
whether we shall embark in mining
ventures or other pursuits I am unable
as yet to say.

“‘Our company has no stock in the

new corporation, the transaction so far
as we are concerned, being a straight
sale."’
In answer to a query as to the inten-
tions of the 8.-¥. T, Co. in the event
the combine had not been made Mr. Te
Roller said: ‘‘We had decided to dis-
continue the retail business and confine
ourselves to wholesaling exclusively.
We have fonnd operating expenses al-
together too heavy and these togetheér
with _shrivkage -in-.gold. dust .vajues
and cost of outside excbange, have re-
duced the wargin of profit to such an
extent that we would not be justified in
continuing aloug our past line cf
policy. The combine, however, has
settled the ewmtire matter, The S.-V.
T. Co. will-go out-of ~business.’’ Mr.
Te Roller does not believe that the
combinution of the big companies will
have a tendency ‘to increase prices of
goods,

‘It may,”’ he said, ‘‘effect an ad-
vance in some lines, but on the whole
I think the result will be the opposite.
Prices of certain classes of goods will
need to be increased as they are mnow
too low, but there are ot{un. which
will stand a reduction. When the new
mavagement is in full swing, 1 look to
sce a more equitable division of -mar-
gins, and on -the whole a decrease in
cost to the consumer. I am also of the
opinion that there need be no further
oversupply or shortage in any particu-
lar lines. Controlling the situation to
the extent it will the combine will be
able to obviate any further difficuities
in this respect,

“‘The reduction of operating ”ﬂpm
will be a great saving to theg, VIt is
unfortunate that  the invemnq_pg&,ﬁ
transportation and mercantile igguip-
ments are so far in excess of the require-
ments.

Vanconver, B. C., April 3 ——Ori:
ental advices today recount the burn-
ing of the celebrated temple Hommongi'
at Tkegami on the night of March o.
The fire started in the students’ dormi-
tories where seventy students were
reading late at night for a pending ex-
amination. No supply of wster was
available, the buildings being situated
ot a hill and although about a thousand
firemen from Shinagawa and the neigh-:
boring districts hastened to the scene,
their exertions were of little efficacy.

Few of the renowned places of Japan
are more familiar to foreigmers than
this fine and beautifully situated teny-
ple, standing ima grove of noble trees
and commanding an exquisite vista.
It stood on' the spot where the Buddhist
Saint Nichiren died 1n 1282 Origi-
pally erected in the year 1275, it was
re-erected after a conflagration in the
days-of the Third Tokugawa:Shoguon.
Nothing now remains of the imposing
pile of edifices except the Soshido

‘monde—she moves, changes her quarters {founders) hall, the  Shakade (hall of |
VS | 'hhonl pmat,épnd smiles all to her-

Shaka), the Hozo (treasure fiouse), the
Daidokoro (kitchen)and the Gojunoto
(drumtower), Sparks from the burning
building were . carried to the  teniple
Myokyo-nl, which lies at a distance ot
about 120 yairds on the southeast, and
it, too, wa‘sfdesttoyed.

A few days 'later, and the famons
temple, Seiken-i, was destroyed by a
fire at Okitsn,

Details of a terrible conflagration at
‘Pakur i¢ given as follows by the Japan
Daily Mail:

Dispatches from Baku say that'all
available hospitals are filled with
sufferers from the fire, while the sheds
on the fair grounds are crowded with
homeless people. The fire broke out
in the evening at'meal time,and spread
80 rapidly that many people were un-
able to escape from their homes. The
fire even cut off the retreat of the spec-
tators, 30 of whom perished. It is be-
lieved that the conflagration was start-
ed by a discharged employe, for the
purpose of revenge, and it is further
reported thdt” the naphtha reservoirs
had beem- previously filled with water
which in overflowing carried the flam-
ing fluid over the town, involving
scores of houses. The stream of fire
was several yards high. Numbers of
people were scen attemhipting to escape
while their bodies burned like torches.’

The total number of victims is not
ascertainable at present.

Tt is announced that ten factories
and five depots were burned containing
altogether 35,000,000 poods of naphtha
and nahthra refuse. It is estimated
thatWhe losses will exceed six million
rubles,

Nine charred corpses have been re-
covered. One hundred and .sixty per-
sons were injured by burning, 41 of
these severely, and six have succumbed
to their injuries. Many victims are
still under the and ruins the search is
proceeding. It is mot known how
many of the spectators perished, but a
bundred persous are still mlssmg
