“While examining a large number of 
manuscripts of an. old scribe, some 86 
rears ago," said a well known New York 
ibrariun.

quality of the ink, which had not faded 
ln the least, although many of the usante 
scripts were nearly 800 yearà old. It waS 
marked, too, that the writer must have 
been oelebratetTln his day for his oaligra- 
phy, for I met with a letter or two from 
hie correspondents ln which there was a 
request for the recipe of the Ink he used. 
I found this recipe, which I copied, and 
from one of them, dated in 1668, I have 
during the last 18 years made all the ink 
I have used.
