of the wealthy and ease-loving soWty 
of Bucharest. And every day gentle­
men very much like Ovid, and ladles 
whom Ovid would have liked very 
much, passed through the Flatza 
Ovidiu, where a statue of the poet 
commemorated the first incursion, if 
an unwilling one, of the leisure class. 
In due course of time, however, Coh- 
stantza fell into the hands of Scythi­
ans more ungracious than those 
among whom Ovid had lived. When 
the Bulgarian army overran the 
Dobrudja in 1918 it was followed by 
the expropriators whom all the Cen­
tral Powers sent into occupied terri­
tory. The Bulgars, like the Ger­
mans, were acquisitive; they would 
take anything from factory mach­
inery to first editions and Japanese 
prints. Among the plunder shipped 
back into Bulgaria from Constantsa 
was the statue of Ovid, once more an 
exile.

-Malicious Roumanians have said 
that the Bulgarians did not know who 
Ovid was, that they thought the sta­
tue was that of the Mayor of Con­
stantsa. Whether this be true or not, 
the Bulgars have been considerably 
more careless about the preservation 
of classical remains than the Rou­
manians. Some years ago a great 
heap of stones with Roman Inscrip­
tions lay in a museum yard in Sofia' 
with grass growing among them; no­
body had cared to take the trouble 
to carry them indoors. Perhaps Ovid 
was thrown in among thqm to await 
such time as the Bulgaf had leisure 
from his forays into other lands and 
could arrange culture to Salt himself; 
at any rate, Ovid escaped the ignominy 
of being melted and burned into shell 
cases, for after vigorous protests from 
Roumanie and the Allies the Bul­
garian Government finally shipped 
him back to Constantsa.

Some days ago a schoolboy, while 
playing on the street, picked up an 
electric light wire. It seemed quite 
harmless, but he was instantly killed. 
During the last few years many lads 
nave been killed by climbing poles and 
trees and, touching wires.

The wires that you see support the 
poles along the streets and roads all 
carry electricity, very often at great 
pressure (or, as it Is called, “voltage”) 
when it is very deadly- These wires 
are always dangerous, and should 
never be touched under any circum­
stances.

Be careful to remember the follow­
ing things:

1. Do not touch fallen or hanging 
wires.

2. Do not climb poles or towers.
3. Do not tclimb trees through 

which the wires pass.
4. Do not touch . or shake any 

wires.
5. Do not throw stones at the in­

sulators.
6. Do not fly kites across the 

wires.
7. Do not stand below men working 

overhead.

Whether this be true or not, 
the Bulgare have been considerably 
more careless about the preservation 
of classical remains than the Rou­
manians. Some years ago a great 
heap of stones with Roman Inscrip­
tions lay in a museum yard in Sofia 
with grass growing among them: no­
body had cared to take the trouble 
to carry them Indoors. Perhaps Ovid 
was thrown in among tht>m to await 
such time as the Bulgaf had leisure 
from his forays into other lands and 
could arrange culture to shit himself; 
at any rate, Ovid escaped the ignominy 
of being melted and burned into shell 
eases, for after vigorous protests from 
Roumania and the Allies the Bul­
garian Government finally shipped 
him back to Constantza.

PROPERTIES FOR SALE.This letter was recently sent to 
school teachers throughout the Pro­
vince with a request that it be read 
to the pupils. It Is part of the Hydro 
Commission's “Safety First” campaign.

Some days ago a schoolboy, while 
playing on the street, picked up an 
electric light wire. It seemed quite 
harmless, but he was instantly killed. 
During the last few years many lads 
nave been killed by climbing poles and 
trees andv touching wires.

The wires that you see support the 
poles along the streets and roads all 
carry electricity, very often at great 
pressure (or, as it Is called, “voltage”) 
when it is very deadly. These wires 
are always dangerous, and should 
never be touched under any circum­
stances.

Be careful to remember the follow­
ing things:

1. Do not touch fallen or hanging 
wires.

2. Do not climb poles or towers.
3. Do not telimb trees through 

which the wires pass.
4. Do not touch . or shake any 

wires.
6. Do not throw stones at the in­

sulators.
6. Do not fly kites across the 

wires.
7. Do not stand below men working 

overhead.
8. If you see a wire down, report

it. i
9. Keep away from switching tow­

ers, sub-stations and power houses.

Astronomers of different countries 

have more than once recorded a blue 
moon. This remarkable phenomenon 
has been twice observed, both in Italy 
and Austria, but only once in England.

A blue eun has appeared once only, 
and will probably never be seen again, 
even to the end of existence. This oc­
curred in August, 1883, at the Sunda 
States. The cause was the éruption of 
a large volcano. In the terrible shock 
that followed, a great range of moun­
tains was blown completely into the 
air. The cavity left on the Sunda 
States after this explosion was one 
thousand feet deep. Billions of tons of 
rock, dust and •mud were blown 
heavenwards for no less than seven­
teen miles.

However, potatoes should be harvested 
as soon as they reach maturity, and 
If basement or outdoor cellar storage 
1b available, they should be stored Im­
mediately. They should not be stored 
in banks or pits until the weather gets 
cool. Onions should be put In storage 
as soon as they are matured and thor­
oughly cured or dried.
WINTER STORAGE OF SQUASH.

Squash to be carried successfully 
in storage must' be well matured and 
free from bruises, broken stems, cuts 
or frost injury. It one disposes of 
die well-colored, best matured squash 
and tries to keep those not well ripen­
ed, failure is likely to result under 
the most favorable storage conditions. 
A squash may be sufficiently matured 
for Immediate use, but not be suitable 
for storage. In selecting forstorage, 
therefore, pick ou* those which have 
had the longest period of growth, and 
just here It might be said that to get 
a large proportion of the crop for 
storage, due attention must be given 
to having the plants started early. It 
is well also to tdlti the squash occa­
sionally when growing in order to 
develop a hard shell on all sides. 
They should be handled carefully and 
placed Immediately "In a well-ventil­
ated, dry, warm room with a tem­
perature around 80 degrees until the 
shells and hard and dry, and then 
removed to a cool but dry, light and 
well-ventilated room. Under such 
conditions we have been able to keep 
squash until spring In perfect condi­
tion.—W. S. Blair. Superintendent, 
Experimental Station. Kentvllle, N.S.

The home was the 
first dlvlnely-ordalned Institution 
among men. It Involves the family 
which was the first relation estab­
lished In primeval conditions and In­
nocence. It antedates the church and 
nation and is .lie foundation of both. 
Domestic relations precede, and in our 
present existence are worth more 
than all other social ties. Both 
Jesus and the apostles placed special 
honor upon, and rigidly safeguarded, 
the sacred relation in which It origin­
ates. He graced with his presence and 
blessed with his benediction the mar­
riage In Cana, and solicitude for Its 
un marred sweetness called forth the 
first exercise of his miraculous power 
and "glory” (John 2: 1-11). Upon the 
integrity of the home depends the 
well-being of the race. The perpetua­
tion of the latter under the most fav­
orable conditions of heredity and 
environment Is Its first design, 
development of character. under equal 
advantages is second. It Is _the chief 
school of human virtue. Upon It de­
pends the perpetuity of any nation. 
Joseph Cook said, “Only the home can 
found a state. The moral tone of any 
people is shaped by the home life, 
and can never rise above Its average 
Its virtue or virus permeates the en­
tire body politic. It is the safeguard 
of private virtue and of public liberty. 
The best place" to make men of boys 
and women of girls is here. We 
should Jealously beware of any influ­
ence or agency which tends to lower 
Its sacredness or intrude upon its 
Inviolate domain, under whatever ln- 
sldous guise or disguise It may pre­
sent Itself.”

Bethany 
and Jerusalem he entered Into the 
domestic and innocent social life of 
those among whom be went, and he 
moved as a living benediction among 
them. Christianity is the bulwark of 
the home.

It is possible to keep «*Kh 
a cellar cool and quiekiv reduce the 
temperature of the eto.-ed products by 
opening the door during th * night and 
closing it in the mojr.ias before tho 
air becomes warm.

The most popular type of storage 
cellar is built largely underground 
only the top of the side walls appear­
ing above ground, constructed of wood 
concrete, stone or brick. The roof

dust hay or straw s i l then shingled 
or given some other kind of a water 
proof outside covering.

If the roof is to ho covered with 
earth, only one thickness of boards 
will be necessary, etr > ig enough to 
support the weight.

BOAR FOR SERVICE.IT PAYS - "AmReferendum Headquarters,
Brockville, Ont., Oct. 14, 1919. 

Editor Athens Reporter,—
According to reports coming into 

this office, there seems to be a misun­
derstanding with respect to Question 
4 on the Referendum ballot. A num­
ber of voters have signified their in­
tention of voting “Yes” to No. 4 in 
order to remedy what they consider a 
weakness in the present method of 
dispensing liquors for medicinal pur­
poses.

The point to notice, however, and 
to emphasize is this: The present bal­
lot has absolutely nothing to do with 
the sale of liquors for medicinal pur­
poses. It is a "clear-cut question as 
to whether the people want liquor sold 
in the shops for any purpose.

It may be true that the method in 
use at the present time is not the best 
that can be devised, but that can be 
improved on from time to time by 
amendments to the Act now in force 
as the growing experience of the Pro­
vince reveals its weakness, until ulti­
mately a method shall be found that 
will meet the needs of the situation.

It is necessary to vote X under “No” 
to No. 4 in order to prevent the re- 
introduction of the liquor shop with 
all its attendant evils. 'When that 
has been accomplished, we can turn 
our attention to the task of amend­
ing the present Act, in order to find, 
if possible, a better method than that 
now in use in dispensing liquors for 
medicinal purposes.

To vote “Yes” to No. 4 would mean 
that every woman and man citizen of 
Ontario would be a partner in the 
liquor dispensing business and would 
to a degree be responsible for the 
evil results that would very likely 
ensue.

The only way to mark a safe pro­
hibition ballot is to put “X” under 
NO to question 4 as well as to Nos. 
1, 2 and 3.
