devotion worthy of hi* famous pre­
decessor, Father Damien. And now 
at last come* the inevitable menage 
that he himielf bai become infected 
with the diieaie and is to make the 
final sacrifice of his noble life and die 
a martyr to the service of unfortunate 
humanity.

The heroism of renunciation 
touches a responsive chord in the 
human heart, and the itory of Brother 
Dutton is, therefore, of especial in­
terest to all lovers of good men.

He was born in Vermont in 1843, 
and lived during hi* boyhood at 
Janeiville, Wii. He served through 
the Civil War, and for distinction in 
service was promoted to the rank of 
major.

Shortly after the War he suddenly 
turned from the world and entered a 
monastery. It is said that this “ re­
volt of soul ” wai caused by a deep 
personal grief and a fancied sin against 
society which suggested to hie ascetic 
spirit the need for atonement.

For nearly two years he was a 
member of the famous Trappist Mon­
astery at Gethiemaoe, Ky., a com­
munity which exacts a vow of silence 
and where one is shut in by walls and 
forests in almost absolute seclusion. 
About this time he heard of the work 
of Father Damien, and decided to 
devote his life to helping him. With 
this determination he started as an 
emigrant for San Francisco From 
there be shipped for Honolulu, re­
gistering as a “ servant ”—“ the only 
occupation I could state,’’ he ex­
plained.

From Honolulu be continued on, 
and on July s6, 1886, he landed at 
Molokai, and there he baa remained
ever aince. He assisted Father 
Damien until be died, helping him 
build hii church and school, and 
when the former’s swollen and lep- 
roui bands could no longer hold the 
crucifix, the leadership passed on to 
Brotbçr Dutton.

A hearty, wholesome, aeosible man 
with a fine gift of human companion 
ship, he has made life pleasanter for 
hundreds of these poor priiooers of 
disease. For they crave human 
companionship and human kindness, 
these souls who have been thrust 
beyond the pale of humanity, only 

butt-ends of human beings, almost 
unrecognizible, but still breathing, 
■till thinking, «till remembering

In 1908, hearing of the trip of the 
Atlantic fleet around the world, Bro 
ther Dutton requested that the ships 
pass near the leper settlement as 
grand spectacle for the starved eyti 
of the lepers. The order was given 
and executed, apd their delight wai 
unbounded as the sixteen battleships 
sailed slowly past the settlement, each 
vessel saluting

Regarding their different modes of 
recreation he writes :

“ Seeking to cheer the lepers as 
much as possible, we have a recreation 
room where, after playing different 
games and running races, in which 
the lepers are quite proficient, many 
of them eagerly go to listen to 1 
phonograph, which I call the ‘ gem of 
the ocean,’ aituated as we are here 00 
this Molokai crag io the midst of the 
Pacific. The machine, the finest in 
Hawaii, pours forth unitioted in per­
fection, the melodies of old gems 
from the operas in the voices of many 
of the greatest artists, music of every 
sort, even reproductions of the folk 
aongs of Hawaii sung by a native glee 
club. It is gratifying to see the 
enjoyment of the lepers as they ap­
plaud each selection, for they are a 
very musical people."

So Bro her Dutton has continued 
on, cheerful and uncomplaining He 
successfully resisted for twenty.five 
years all attacks from the disease, but 
at liât has become a vic lm and is 
now sharing the bodily suffeiiogi ol 
his people as patiently as be Las 
always shared their sorrow».

From the far off leper island of 
Molokai the spiritual light of thia 
noble man will abed ita radiance for 
the inspiration of mankind for many 
years to come.—The Human Factor,

the brother of Ceeiliui Calvert, the 
secoué Lord Baltimore, held the 
proprietorship. The charter under 
which tha Oolooy was governed was 
particularly liberal in it* provisions 

The power of enicting necessity 
laws was vested In Lord Baltimore, 
with “ the advice, consent and appro­
bation of the freemen of the Pro­
vince,” or their representatives con­
vened in general assembly The 
first statutes of the Legislative As­
sembly were enacted io 1639, that 
body bolding the right of initiative 
in legiilstion with the consent of 
Lord Baltimore 

The advent of the Puritans, who 
had been expelled from Virginia for 
their religions views, soon brought 
trouble into the Colony in a way 
which shows in strong contrast the 
religious toleration of the Catholics as 
against the arbitrary Intolerance of 
the Puritans. The Puritans,expelled 
from Virginia In 1642, settled in 
Maryland, where they were welcomed 
and their religions opinions respected 

Not satisfied with the toleration 
extended to themselves, they soon 
began to antagonize Lord Baltimore 
and finally managed, by a combina­
tion with the formerly expelled ad­
venturer, Cliyboorne, to make them 
selves masters of the Colony, and 
they showed their gratitude to their 
Catholic benefactor by forcing him to 
fly from the Colony.

Two years later, io 1647, Lord 
Baltimore took possession at tbe bead 
of a military force, and again he cel<- 
dialed bit triumph by securing the 
eoactinent of a law by the Legislative 
Assembly guaranteering religious lib­
erty to all sects and allowing all to 
worship God according to the dictates 
of their own consciences.

It was not until 1739 that the As. 
embly of Maryland passed an act 

entitled “ An act for erecting a town 
the North side of the Patapsco

River io Baltimore Qounty,1’ A town 
of sixty acres was laid out and named 
after the famous and liberty-loving 
Catholic Governor.

as held thia month, in which forty 
educated Catholics participated.

Catholic enterprises Whenever 
snob oa«es occur it is well that the 
Catholic world know of it, in order 
that they any draw inspiration 
therefrom, according to given oir. 
oumslaooes and opportunities.

In Triobioopoiy, Mr. Zeganatha 
Pillay, a widower whose too is 
priest, ie a notable instance in point, 
A veteran lecturer in the Presidency 
Police Training School, he has con 
secreted himself to the service 
the Catholic associerions of Sooth 
India. By his lectures and personal 
visits he has roused the dormant 
Former Pupils’ Association, and 
galvanised it into foil activity. The 
establishment of a branch association 
io Madras and the inauguration of 
tbe retreat movement te the eaêae 
oity are all doe to his seal and 
energy. At tbe end of the first 
retreat tbe Archbishop of Madras 
publicly thanked him for hie disin­
terested service and devotedness to 
the Catholic C»u«e, Mür« laborers 
of the same stuff and spirit, and the 
twentieth century will go down into 
history as the Qentqry of Lay- 
Apostleabip.—J. P. in America.

The Founding of Baltimore

It wai nearly a hundred years after 
the first settlement io Maryland of 
Lord Baltimore’s famous Catholic 
colony that the town of Baltimore was 
formally «bartered by the Legislature 
of the Colony. We have already 
noted in these columns the story of 
tbe distinguished Catholic lord of the 
Irish Barony of Baltimore, famous in

Kandy, Ceylon, Aug. 10, 1912 
Three years ago the reigning 

(Jacobite) Patriarch of Antioch 
visited Malabar, to strengthen the 
loyalty of the native Jacobite* to bis 
See. Unfortunately, by bis impru­
dent and high-handed dealings with 
them, he only succeeded in creating a 
new faction, and he left Malabar 
supremely dissatisfied, The “ aeoiot’1 
Patriarch, Abad Misiha, deposed in 
1896 by the Turkish Government,. 
dow comes into the field- Tbe op­
ponents of the “Junior” Patriarch 
have already received him with open 
arms, but it ii laid tbe Secretary of 
State for India has instructed the 
Travaocore Government not to re­
ceive him as the lawful incumbent of 
the See of Antioch, since the Gov­
ernment of Turkey floes not acknow­
ledge him as such.

Thia ie a great blow to Hear Misiha. 
However, the object of hie visit would 
be realized, for when he leaves 
Malabar his hands would be streng­
thened with tbe “ ainewi ol war 
which is all that he expects from bis 
“ apostolic venture. Tbe people of 
Malabar are proverbially hospitable 
and Travancore glories in her motto,
“ Charity ie our household divinity.
A consequence of all these “ visita 
and tbe troubles following io their 
wake ia that a numerous party of 
the Malabar Jacohitea is convinced of 

“the rottenness of Antioch," and there 
are to be heard distant rumors of 
general movement towards the Ca­
tholic Fattfe, which their forefathers, 
in a moment of irritation against tbe 
Latinizing policy of the Portuguese, 
heedlessly abaodened. Till now tbe 
movement has resumed no definite 
shape, but a growing revulsion o4 
feeling among the Jacobites ia un­
doubted

The Catholic movement among 
tbe Tricbur Schismatics has recently 
produced phenomena! résulta. Tbe 
visit last year to Rime of Dr, 
Meoacbery, the Vicar 4pa,t°**c °f 
Tfiehur, strongly reminded them of 
their former allegiance to the See of 
Peter. The blessing, moreover, of 
Pius X on the Vicariate in general, 
gofl bis psayers for tbe conversjoo of 
the small schismatic body, were not 
to be without froi'. A speedy con­
version of three pariah es, with a 
population of nearly 1,500, followed 
as sc earnest of great things to

The by-election for the 
House of Commons, held in 
the constituency of McDonald, 
Manitoba, on Saturday last, 
resulted in the return of the 
Conservative candidate by a 
majority of nearly 8oo. In 
the general election of 
year, the Conservative, 
Staples, carried the 
ency by only 161 majority.

will thus be seen that the result 
in this election is a decisive 
victory for the Borden Gov 
ernment, and a stinging blow 
to reciprocity with the United 
States.

The vacancy was caused 
by the appointment of the 
sitting member, Staples, to 
the Dominion Grain Commis­
sion . The Liberal Opposition 
have for months been dealing 
out to the public, through 
their press, all manner of 
rodomontade about reciprocity 
They have striven with all 
their might to impress upon 
the public that the electors of 
the country had realized the 
mistake made by them in re 
jeering reciprocity in the gen­
eral election of 1911, and that 
at the very first opportunity 
this fact would be emphatically 
demonstrated. The prairie 
Provinces, we were told, were 
especially up in arms against 
the Government, and no can 
didate opposing reciprocity 
could be elected there. Im 
mediately prior to the election, 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier toured 
Ontario preaching the old po 
litical doctrine of reciprocity. 
We were tçld by the Liberal 
Press that the heather was on 
fire and that the whole coun 
try was anxiously waiting an 
Opportunity to strike a fatal 
blow at the Government.

In the midst of all this 
hullabaloo by the Opposition, 
the Government brought on 
the election fn McDonald and 
afforded the Liberals the op­
portunity they pretended to be 
anxious for. This constituency 
is in Manitoba, one of the 
Provinces claimed by the 
Opposition to be bubbling 
over with reciprocity senti 
ment, The riding is partly 
in the city of Winnipeg and 
partly in the adjoining ooun 
try. In order to afford the 
farmers every opportunity of 
being represented to their 
taste, the Government put 
farmer, Mr. Morrison, into 
the field as their candidate. 
One would be inclined to say 
that a fair chance was here 
offered for the expression of 
reciprocity sentiment. On 
the other hand the Opposition 
candidate was Mr. R. L. 
Richardson, an independent 
Liberal, and the Grain Grow 
ers' choice. This was the 
Jjne up, and nearly every 
reciprocity tooter in the House 
of Commons came into the 
district during the election 
campaign ; but in the face of 
all these circumstances, the 
Conservative was elected, as 
above stated, with a majority 
reaching nearly 800

This verdict may fairly be 
regarded as the death blow to 
the reciprocity shibboleth. As 
a matter of fact, the fad was 

, dead anyway, and the vain 
attempt of the Liberals to 
galvanize it into life has re­
sulted in their utter route, anc 
they must now retire from 
the field in humiliation and 
chagrin.

refrigerator cars, price $2,058, 
50 each ; 18,000 gallon tank 
car, price $2,659. In addition 
the Preston Oar 3fid Coach 
Co. of Preston, Ont. has been 
awarded the contract for three 
baggage cqrs for the I. C. R. 
at $7,500 each.

It will be recalled that 
several large orders for box 
cars and locomotives have 
preceded todays announce­
ment.

The Winnipeg representatives 
os the Case Company attempted 
to controvert this, and the Liberal 
press refused to accept this ex­
planation. Demunciations of the 
Bordon government were con­
tinuous and severe.

The headquarters of the Case 
Company, however, have admitted 
that the explanation already given 
was accurate It is learnedbere that 
under date of October 7th F. 
Lee Norton, treasurer of the com­
pany, has written to the Grain 
Growers Guide in which, after 
quoting the letter of the sales 
manager, he says :—

“ We wish to inform you that 
neither Mr Coleman no any other 
person in the employ of our firm 
had any authority to issue said 
letter. In addition we desire to 
state that the statements contained 
therein are incorrect.

“ Representations have been 
made to ns that the letter has 
been used to coovey the impression 
that the present government has 
changed the tariff rate on agri­
cultural machinery, and for this 
reason, and only this, we had ad­
vanced our prices. On our part we 
wish to remove this impression, 
and ask yog to inform your read­
ers that no change has hem made 
in the traiff of agricultural imple­
ments by the present government 
The tariff now in force is exactly 
the same in so far as threshing 
machines or any other agricultural 
machinery is concerned as it was 
for several years past.

“ For some years we sold mach­
ines in the United States and al­
lowed a maximum discount of 20 
pep cent, and the Canadian customs 
based their duty on the price at 
which we were selling the goods 
in the United States, that is 2o 
per cent off the published list price, 
Some time ago we reduced these 
discounts to the trade from 80 per 
cent, to 10 per cent, and 6 per cent, 
for cash, or a maximum of 16 per 
cent, discount When we did this 
we, of course, recognized that in 
shipping goods to Canada the law 
might compel ns to pay duty on 
the new price madejby*rus, only 
deducting the new discount in­
stead of 30 per cent, which we 
formerly allowed.

“ The Canadian customs officials 
could not otherwise than collect 
duty on the'price at which we 
sold the goods in the United 
States.

“ We therefore ask youto inform 
the public to this effect, as we feel 
that an injustice has been done 

[to the Canadian government'by 
the letter purporting to come'from 
our firm, which was not snthoriz- 
ed in any way by any one in ant 
hority, and which we deny as con­
taining the facts, and which we 
repudiate as not only being un­
fair, but as coming from anyone 
who had any authority to write 
on behalf of oar company.”

This letter, of course, is a com­
plete withdrawel of the charge.

Ottawa, Oct 11.—It hae been 
learned that the government of 
the TJnited States at length hae 
paid the money which it agreed 
to hand over to Oanada in con­
nection with the pelagic sealing 
treaty of 1911. The payment, 
while welcome is somewhat belat­
ed, it having taken the great re­
public fifteen months to raise the 
sum of $200,000 which it agreed 
to pay.

This treaty, in the negotiation 
of which Hon. James Bryce and 
Sir Joseph Pope were plenipoten­
tiaries, is to the effect that pelagic 
sealing was to be abolished, and 
that Canada was to be compensat­
ed for the discontinuance of seal­
ing by her citizens in two ways' 
The United States is to give to 
Canada at the end of each seaeon 
15 per cent, of the catch on the 
Pribiloff Islands. Russia is to give 
Canada 15 per cent, of the catch 
on the Commander Islands, and 
Japan is to give Canada 10 per 
cent, of the yearly catch on Rob- 
ben Island. The United States 
and Russia are also to hand over 
15 per cent of their catches to 
Japan, and Japan is to hand 10 
per cent, of her catch over to Rus- 
and tbe United States.

Thus of the Pribiloff Islands 
catch 70 per cent, is to go to the 
United States, 15 per cent, to 
Canada and 15 per cent, to Japan ; 
off the Commander Islands catch 
70 per cent, ie to go to Russia, 15 
per cent to Canada and 15 per 
cent, to Japan ; and of the Robben 
Island catch 70 per cent, is to go 
to Japan 10 per cent to Canada, 
10 per cent to Russia and 10 per 
cent, to the United States.

There are roughly 100,000 seals 
on the Pribiloff, 18,000 on Com- 
manderand 6,000 or 7,000 on Rob 
ben Island, Provision is made for 
the suspension of killing altoget 
her, altough this is not regarded 
as a normal procedure.

Ottawa,Oct. 11.—Ool, the Hon. 
Sam Hughes on returning has an­
nounced that Earl Roberts, ac­
companied by Lady Roberts, Lady 
Evelyn Roberts and Lady Mary 
Roberts will visit Canada next 
year. Lord Roberts visited eastern 
Canada at tbe time of tbe Quebec 
Tercentenary and the 1913 visit 
will take the venerable field mar­
shal across the Dominion to the 
Pacific coast.

All Canadian Route 
To Montreal.

The Dominion Government la mak­
ing every eflort to assist In tbe preven­
tion of a Weetern grain blockade. With 
hat object in view tbe carrying equip­

ment of the Intercolonial Railway ie 
being very largely Increased. Heavy 
additione are now being made to tbe 
rolling etoek of the railway, both in 
engines end care

In addition to the foregoing ar 
rangements it was agreed that the 
United States waa to pay an ad 
vance of $200,J00 each to Canada 
and Japan, the purpose being 
enable these countries to buy out 
their gitizens whose pelagic sealing 
operations were to be cut short.

This treaty was signed on July 
7 1811, rather more than 15
mocroe ago. The United States in 
the first place has taken the 
months to make the payment of 
$200,000 ; it now has been effected. 
In the second place the United 
States congress haa ordered the 
cessation of killing for ten of the 
fifteen years daring which the 
treaty is to run, thereby greatly 
reducing the sum which Oanada 
will receive. This action will not 
benefit the United States, as for 
technical reasons the cessation of 
all kiHing will not improve or 
greatly increase the numbers of 
the fierc).

No payments will be made by 
any of the three countries owning 
rookery on account of the annual 
killings. The payment jnst made 
by the United States is an advance 
and is to be deducted from the 
yearly payments.

Ottawa, Oot 11.—The Borden 
government is making an impor­
tant depature in policy with re­
gard to the St Lawrence route. 
For years one of the serious draw 
backs of tbe route has been the 
absence af a dry dock large 
enough, and of sufficiently modern 
design to accommodate a large 
steamer.

Several incidents have occurred 
in which the lack of such equip­
ment waa distressingly felt, a re? 
qent one being the return of the 
Empress of Britian across the At 
lantic to get docked.

For a number of years the 
Laurier government dallied with a 
scheme of financing a company to 
build and operate a dock by gua 
ranteeing its bonds. These negoti 
ations came to nothing. A few 
dqys ago a number of cabinet 
ministers visited Quebec and look 
ed over tbe situation, and there 
now ie excellent ground for the 
statement that the government 
will build the dock itself as an 
ordinary public wqrk. N^hen com­
pleted it is probable that an ar­
rangement will be made with ship­
ping interests whereby they will 
operate the dock.

The addition of the dock will 
be an immense imprpyement to 
the equipment of the St. Lawrence 
route,

Bat each was cot the cate in 
the cId Baling dt.y-, and in Older to 
aeqawe eveothe vaguest idea ol longr 
lade and time bad recoarsed to 
cai ions devices.

Crude ee these devices appear com­
pared with present-day in«tramcotfl, 
they eaved the mariner from ehaoe 
and deatrnotion, and even if be oonld 
not name the boar with any degree 
of oertanity be at least knew the 
diy,of the week. Which mast hav 
been no small comfort when on the 
high Beat.

.Eclipses of the moon and the pOsi 
lions of the stars iffirded a little 
guide to the skipper, who was never 
thelese greatly handicapped by his 
lack ol astronomical knowledge and 
tbe inferior quality of bis spyglass 
Moreover, eclipses could not b 
arranged lor every dirk night when 
the stars coold not be seen, so various 
devices bad to be pressed into service 

Tbe most p'paler form of old te» 
olv'Ok wsstbe sai dglese,which greatly 
resembled the presen'-day egg boiler 
Many of these glasses were timed to 
ran 24 hours, a: d prior tbe eh p leav­
ing land the glass was set exac ly at
noon. Ifit was oarelally watched and 
turned aa soon as the sand ran down 
the skipper coold reckon the days 
with fair acouraoy.

8 de by side with the large glass 
were placed half boar and minute 
glassei, Tbe man at tbe belem care' 
fully watched this old sea clock and 
announced the time at regular in­
tervals by striking a bell. It was 
customary to estimate the dnratior 
of any incident by so many glasses 
* To fog the glass' was an operation 
very congenial to laey seamen. It 
consisted in turning the glass be­
fore ell the sand bad run down, go 
that the watch was appreciably short­
ened.

When the 24 hour glass was em­
ployed a little juggling was indulged 
in for the purpose of finding the 
longitude. The difference between 
the 24-bour glass and tbe time by 
tbe sun was estimated, and this dif­
ference was held to represent the 
longtitude east or west, according a- 
tho son’s time might be before or 
after tbe time returned by the glass.

Clamsy qnad- 
rintrirere-u*ti:6ed and towards mid­
day the captain appears on deck to 
perform bis solemn duty. After 
much screwing of eyes and wangling 
of the quadrant the oaplain would 
bawl out to the mate In omniscient 
tone.

A demand for a more sati»factory 
device for estimating lime at sea was 
responsible for experiments being 
made with|pendalam clocks o very 
rade design, though with little sac- 
oeas.

The accuracy of ibe obronomete 
tbns enabled the longitude to be 
determined within 18 miles, a reeul 
which exceeded the admiralty's mist 
«anguine expectations. After lurtbo 
demonstrations an act of parliamen 
was passed iu 1765 awarding Ha 
eon $20,000 half of the money, to be 
paid as soon as he explained bow b 
timekeeper was constructed and tb 
remainder when tbe government w 
oqnviooed that these tlmekeepe 
conld be made by others. Despite tbe 
fulfilment of those conditions H»rri- 
eon bad to wait several yeere before 
the monry was paid over.

Luroum Kendal, who had keen 
Harrison’s apprentice, followed on 
the lines laid down by bis matter 
and produced a chronometer which 
wa« used by Captain Cook during his 
daring voyage io tbe Resolution.

In the current issue of 1 Engineer­
ing’ there is given a dtsoription of 
tbe Krupp Works at Essen, In tbe 
oommenoement.the historical portion 
of the description, we find it stated 
that in November, 1811, Friedrich 
Krupp, a merchant and a prominent 
oitieen of the township of Essen, 
decided to atarttbere tbe manufacture 
of crucible oast steel and oast-steel 
goods to compete with the English 
products of this ejass, With tbe aid 
ol two men, he started experiments 
in a small way, in a shed he rented. 
With a view to regnler manufacture 
he put down in the course of tbe 
following year, 1812, on a small 
property he owned in Altenessen, in 
tbe north of tbe township, a small 
actory, consisting of a crucible-steel 

foundry and a forge containing a 
jit hammer. To drive the latter he 

had at his dispo al a portion of tbe 
water-power derived from a email 
stream running down from two 
ponds close by—a tributary to the 
Bmsober. Friedrich Krupp’e eldest 
on, Allred was born a few weeks 

after the experiments referred to 
had started—on Aprile 26, 1812. 
The present year therefore marks 
he hundredth anniversary of the 
ast Krupp establishments, also the 
undredth anniversary of the birth 

of Alfred Krupp, under whose guid. 
ance they have developed to such an 
extent that baye now became one of 
Germany’s most important national 
assets,

A PHENOMENAL RISE.

hardly 4000 inhabitants t it waa a 
mall country town, having a long 

established but fast declining small 
ruts industry. At tbe present lime, 
wing to the genius of one man, 

Alfred Krupp, and his unremitting 
ard work, aided, it is true, by the 

foresight of bis father and the moral 
upport ho received from a brave

become one ol tbe most important 
cities ofiEurope.

It ip filling therefore that the 
anniversary sbop|d be duly kept, and 
on tbe 8th lost, a series of festiyi iea 
were commented at B-tseu Works 
and in tbe town to pay honors to the 
memory of tbe founder aod promo, 
tor of the vast establish meats, the 
oetemonies were to be graced by 
tbe presenoe of the German Emperor, 
surrounded by a large nqmber of 
ablets of States and other authorities 
by tbe various members of tbe Krupp 
family, and by the sUfl of tbe estab­
lishments who are now so nobly 
carrying out tbe work of their de­
parted chiefs.
