ILL-FATED NO. 97 
HIT A SNOWSLIDE

Two Engines and Four Cars Plunged 
Into Fraser River—Thirty- 

Three Injured.

Vancouver, B. C., Jan. 15.—A ser­
ious accident occurred today on the 
lirib of the C.P.R., eight miles east 
of Yale, when passenger train Num­
ber 97, westbound, with two locomo­
tives ahead, pulling through the 
heavy snow, struck a twelve-foot snow 
slide, left the tracks and four of the 
cars with the engines went into the 
Fraser river. The accident caused the 
telegraph wire to break, and it was 
some time before a message was sent 
to North Bend and from there trans­
mitted to Vancouver.

Colonist Car Went Over.
The train was made up at Medicine 

Hat on Wednesday night to take the 
place of the Pacific Express, which 
was delayed by storms in Manitoba. 
The wrecked train would therefore not 
contain any through passenger#. The 
last message from North Bend stated 
that the baggage, mail, express and 
Colonist cars all followed the engines 
into the river,and that the remainder 
of the coaches were held back by the 
dining car.

LIVE STOCK VALUES.

Government Bulletin Gives Range of 
Prices in Dominion.

Ottawa, Jan. 16.—The following ad­
ditional information in respect to 
farm values is given in a. bulletin is­
sued by the Census and Statistics- of­
fice. The average value of horses at 
end of the year is $46 for ones under 
one year, $100 for ones of One to un­
der three years, and $143 for ones of 
three years and over. Horses of the 
last class are below an average of 
$120. In Prince Edward Island, Nova 
Scotia and Alberta, in New Bruns­
wick, Quebec and Ontario they are 
about $140, and in Manitoba and Sas­
katchewan they are $170 to $176.

Milch cows have an average value 
in thè Dominion of $34, ranging from 
$29 in Prince Edward Island and New 
Brunswick to $36 in Ontario, and $37 
in Saskatchewan. Brit in British Co­
lumbia the average is $48. Other 
horned cattle have an average value 
over the Dominion of $9 for ones un­
der one year, $21 for ones’ of one to 
under three years, and $32 for ones 
of three years and over. These aver­
ages are generally close for all the 
provinces, but the highest values are 
given for Ontario and the western 
provinces.

The average value of swine is given 
as $5.83 per 100 pounds, live weight, 
being lowest in Manitoba, Saskatch­
ewan and Alberta and highest in Que­
bec. Ontario and British Columbia.

Sheep are given an average value of 
$5.23 per head for the Dominion and 
are below the average in the mari­
time provinces, Quebec and Saskatch­
ewan.

St. Louis Express Left Rails Near 
Boone, Colo., and the Train Was 
Plunged Into Arkansas River— 
Rivals in Loss of Property Wreck 
at Dotcnzie.

Pueblo, Colo,, Jan. 17—A wreck, 
which in its destructiveness, rivals 
the horrible Rio Grand accident at, 
Dotenzie last Thursday night, occur­
red on another branch of the Gould 
system at ten o’clock, today, when 
train No. 4. the St. Louis fast mail, 
which left Pueblo at six o’clock, was 
wrecked at Boone, forty -miles east.

The train was running 40 miles am 
hour and no cause is known for the 
wreck. The engine, Mowed by the 
entire train, left the rails, and is ribw 
lying on its side in the sandy bottom 
of the Arkansas river bed. The inail 
and express cars are known to have 
been demolished although the pas­
sengers escaped with minor injuries. °

No lives were lost although a Baby 
girl is reported to be dying. Those 
injured are as follows :— .

Engineer Werson, Pueblo, left leg 
broken and internal injuries; Frank 
E. Huston, travelling man, Topeka,’ 
Kps., head cut; Mrs. A. T. Arthur and 
baby, cut and bruised and it is feared 
that the little girl will die.

Most of the high officials of the 
Gould system were at Dotenzie when 
the latest accident was reported. A 
special train bearing doctors and nurs­
es left Pueblo at midnight for the 
wreck. There is no operator at 
Boone.

Lumber Steamer Driven Ashore.

Surf, Calif., Jan. 14—The steamer 
Sybil Marston, lumber laden, en route 
to San Pedro from Gray’s Harbor, 
was driven ashore late last night, on 
Sandy Beach, near here. Three sea­
men were drowned when the deck load 
of lumber was washed off. The rest 
of the crew of 24 men were brought 
ashore in the breeches buoy. Late re­
ports from the scene of the wreck 
state that the bodies of two of the 
drowned sailors had been recovered 
and that the wrecked vessel had 
caught lire and burned up. The Sybil 
Marston was owned by the Efoehen 
Lumber and Milling company, of San 
Francisco and was valued at $150,000.

Lethbridge Seed Fair.

Lethbridge, Jan. 17.—The exhibits 
at the seed fair on Saturday, while 
not large, were good. Alberta red, 
testing as high as 66 pounds to the 
bushel, scored 92% points out of 100. 
The spring wheat tested over CO 
pounds, the highest being 64%. All 
the oats on exhibition went over 40. 
One exhibit went 46 pounds to the 
bushel.

BEEF TRUST INVESTIGATION.

Important Witness on Stack Yard 
Corporation on the Stand.

Chicago, Ills., Jan. 16—Over the pro­
teste of Morris and company and ,the 
duly appointed attorneys and efnis- 
earies for that stock yard’s corpora­
tion. Walter Wall, manager of Morris 
and company’s 8t. Joseph plant, was 
put on the stand before the federal 
grand jury in the beef trust investiga­
tion and was subjected to two hours of 
assiduous questioning.

Morris and company evidenced more 
perturbation over the subpoena serv­
ed on Wall than was seen in connec­
tion with any one oi the other forty 
employees that were summoned. An 
attorney was sent to District Attorney 
Sims to beg off for Wall, arguments 
were set forth to show that he was 
very busy and that the company’s 
business would suffer seriously if he 
were taken away.

But the goveramént was obdurate 
and Wall was brought here. Hie tes­
timony is regarded as extremely im­
portant in the matter of the rebating 
and the shipping between St. Joseph 
and Chicago. One of the points which 
he is being questioned about is the 
system of distributing patronage to 
various railroads. He is the first wit­
ness who is to be quizzed on the sup­
posed favoritism or Morris and com­
pany toward the Chicago.

DEFICIT OF $130,855 
IN HAIL INSURANCE

Working Out of Saskatchewan’s Hail 
Insurance Ordinance is Not Im­
mediately Successful—Total Am­
ount of Insurance Paid Was $258,- 
818—The Premiums Amounted to 
$146,632.

Regina, Jan. 14—A report brought’ 
down to the legislature today of the 
working of the provincial hail in­
surance ordinance for 1908 reveals a 
deficit of $130,855. The revenue ob­
tained from premiums paid by appli­
cation amounted to $145,632, whereas 
the claims paid for losses totalled 
$258,816 and the expenses of admin­
istering the ordinance $17,671, a total 
expenditure of $276,487. The number 
of contracts t$dr insurance entered 
into was 6,049, insuring approximately 
6,400 persons, and covering approxi­
mately 850,000 acres. The number of 
personss to whom claims were paid 
was approximately 1,350.

The Election Figures.
A return brought down gave the of­

ficial figures of the voting in the pro­
vincial general election in August last 
and in the Saltcoats and Humbolt by- 
elections of December 7th. The total 
vote polled in the general election was 
58,700, of which 30,147 votes were pol­
led for the government and Independ­
ent-Liberal candidates, and 28.558 
votes for the Opposition and Inde­
pendent Conservative candidates. The 
total vote in Humbolt and Saltcoats 
ay-elections were 2,575, of which the 
government candidates polled 1,948, 
and the vposition candidates 627.

In committee on the rural municipal 
bill the question of a rebate on taxes 
for prompt payment was discussed, 
the systsrn being opposed by Hon. Mr. 
Calder. J. E. Bradshaw (Con., Prince 
Albeit) favored imposing a penalty for 
non-payment. J. F. Bole (Liberal, 
le gina), sail, people v. re hardly re ,dy 
b.r doing away with the rebate sys­
tem. A. B. Gillis (Con., Pipestone) 
contended it was an entirely wrong 
principle and should be discouraged 
at the outset.

Geo. E. Langley (Lib., Redberry), 
moved that the clause allowing a re­
bate be struck out. This carried only 
some half dozen members favoring 
the retention of the rebate system.

The liquor bill, the bill respecting 
judges’ orders in matters not in court, 
and the land titles amendment bill, 
were given their first and second read­
ings as amended in committee and 
stand for a third reading tomorrow. 
The house adjourned at 11 o’clock.

Saskatchewan's Railway Policy.
Provincial Secretary Calder gave 

notice that he would move in the 
house on Monday resolutions author­
izing the guarantee of certain securi­
ties of C. N. and G. T. P. railways. 
This will reveal the provincial rail­
wav policy.

Premier Scott informed D. J. Wylie 
(Con., Maple Creek) that only thirty 
applications have been received for 
seed grain for the coming season. As 
this is a smaller number than for sev­
eral years the province ‘ would attend 
to the cases as in former years.

On motion of T. A. Anderson (Con., 
Lest Mountain) for a return of all doc­
uments relating to the taxation and 
asesssment of the Saskatoon and West­
ern Land company, Premier Scott, 
after dealing with the history of lands 
now for sale, said the government were 
tak ng steps to ascertain the liability 
oi the company to assessment and tax­
ation.

On motion of the attorney general 
a $250 annual fee to clubs was insert­
ed in the liquor license bill, D. J. 
Wviie alone dissenting on the ground 
that the amount was excessive. An­
other amendment was inserted plac­
ing the territory where there was 
neither local option nor licenses, un­
der the same provisions as a local 
option district. This prevents a drug­
gist from selling even six ounces of 
. qpor without a doctor’s prescription. 
This is permitted in the licensed area.

Hon. Mr. Turgeon moved the second 
rere ng of a bill to give threshing em- 
plo„ ses a first lien on the eàmings 
of the machine for wages. This is now 
held by machine companies under hens.

NIGHT RIDER CONFESSES.

Wealthy Man Under Arrest Will Im­
plicate Other Prominent Families.
Union City, Tenn., Jan. 14.—Ethel- 

bert Rogers, one .of the men under ar- 
rest awaiting trial for complicity in 
the murder of Captain Rankin, for 
which the tight men just tried were 
convicted, caused a revival of excite­
ment in the night rider situation by 
making a full and complete ' confes­
sion this afternoon to Attorney Gen­
eral Caldwell. Rogers is one of the 
wealthy men implicated who offered 
to make a joint confession during the 
trial, but which offer was refused be­
cause the evidence was not needed. 
The state lias announced thp trial for 
next Monday. Rogers' story in detail 
will concern some of the wealthiest 
and most prominent families in west­
ern Tennessee.

Chicago, Jan. 14.—A warning, that 
the advance of railroad rates would 
mean the total loss of the Japanese 
trade to the United States, was sound­
ed today by K. Matsubara, Imperial 
Japanese consul in Chicago, at a 
luncheon given by the Trade Exten­
sion Committee of the Chicago Adver­
tising Association. The representa­
tive of the Mikado declared that even 
now preparations were being made to 
withdraw Japanese steamers from the 
trade with America.

“The proposed advance, if carried 
out, means a loss of 7.12 per cent of 
your total exports,” said the consul, 
“if those of the Philippines are in­
cluded. The railroads will put them­
selves out of the Oriental business if 
they go ahead with their plans. There 
will be no more talk of Oriental trade 
in the United States. The amount of 
Oriental trade which you will lose 
will be more than your total export 
trade with France and a little less 
than that which you enjoy with Can­
ada. If you were going to lose either 
France or Canada, what would you 
say? The Japanese steamers floating 
on the Pacific, at least some of them, 
will be withdrawn from the present 
business routes if the rates are rais­
ed."

American Beer Nicer.
The qonsul gave the association 

some figures showing the trade be­
tween the United States and Japa­
nese. He enumerated the articles 
which Japan purchased from America 
and made suggestions as to articles 
that it would purchase if offered. The 
Japanese will find buggies and auto­
mobiles convenient if they are taught 
to use them, was one suggestion. 
There are some breweries in the sub­
urbs of Tokio,, Yokohama and Osaka, 
but our beer is not as nice as some 
here, was another.

Mr. Matsubara summed up the 
wants of the Japanese as follows: 
"You will find that the Japanese need 
almost everything you make. We like 
and appreciate everything American, 
just as we like and appreciate the 
American people. We were taught oy 
you to wear American clothes and to 
take our meals and to fight our homes 
in your way. You do not have to 
adapt things you make for the Jap­
anese to them; they will assimilate 
with you and with your goods by 
themselves.”

Denver, Colo., Jan. 16 —E. H. Harri­
dan has ordered the Union Pacific 
Railroad to parallel the lines of the 
Colorado and Southern in the north­
ern part of the state. A construction 
force of over 1,000 men will be thrown 
into the field and the renewal of the 
fight between Harriman and James J. 
Hill, which was predicted by Wall 
street as the result of the sale of the 
Colorado and Southern to the Bur­
lington, has begun.

Kaiser Honors Queen Elena.
Rome, Jan. 16.—The German Em­

peror, it has been announced here, 
has conferred on Queen Elena, of 
Italy, the Order of Louise for Her 
Majesty’s work in behalf of the 
sufferers from the earthquake in Cala­
bria. The press of this city express 
pleasure at the gracious act of the 
Kaiser.

Ottawa, Jan. 16—Hon. George P. 
Graham, minister of railways and 
canals, gave an official denial to the 
many rumors to the effect that the
Intercolonial railway was itt the
market.

The minister said: “Of course I
have been deeply interested in the 
newspaper discussion and the various 
policies outlined for the Intercolonial. 
These articles have contained consid­
erable information which has not
S(one unnoticed. It is a mistake to 
think that the idea of any changes -in 
the working oi the Intercolonial was 
inspired by the falling off of traffic 
this year. The government road is in 
this respect like all other roads, and 
certainly no worse. The best com­
pany-owned roads arc continually 
making changes for the better in their 
methods of management and why not 
the government line. I might say that 
if changes be decided on they will 
not include either a sale or lease of 
the road by the government.”

Newfoundland Fishery Rights.
Hon. Mr. Aylesworth, minister ol 

justice, leaves next week for Wash­
ington to discuss with Hon. James 
Bryce, and Secretary Root terms oi 
the proposed reference to the Hague' 
tribunal of the long-standing dispute 
between United States, Canada and 
Newfoundland, relative to the rights 
of American fishermen in the waters 
of British North America under the 
terms of the treaty of 1818.

An understanding was reached some 
moths ago between Bryce and Root 
m Washington, that this dispute 
should be referred to the Hague court 
but on account of delays incident to 
the discussion of a question in which 
so many interests are affected the 
terms of reference are not agreed upon. 
That is to sûy, the wording of the 
questions to be submitted and the 
terms in which the reference shall be 
clothed.

Aylesworth’s mission to Washington 
is made for the purpose of expediting 
the conclusion of this treaty.

Stensland’s family. They will demand 
the freedom of the man who lias serv­
ed twenty-eight months of his indeter­
minate sentence cf from one to four­
teen years in Joliet penitentiary, on 
the plea that he has been “punished 
sufficiently.”

A FOOLHARDY FEAT.

Clad in Necktie Man Runs Across 
Frozen River.

Spokane, Wash., Jan. 15.—Rather 
than back out of a proposition made 
to fellow workers, Ellsworth Hollen­
beck, of Wenatchee, an employee of 
the C. & O. S. S. Company, crossed 
the columbia river on the ice jams, 
clad in a pair of socks. The ther­
mometer registered ten degrees below 
zero. The river is 430 yards wide.

While discussing the weather with 
friends, Hollenbeck laughed saying 
he would cross the river clad in a 
necktie for $5, to prove himself ac­
customed to the "Manitoba” cimate. 
The money was put up.

Hollenbeck jumped from a wharf 
boat to the thin ice, which broke and 
precipitated him into the icy waters. 
Recovering, he darted out, fell three 
times, hut reached the goal and re­
turned, soaked and bruised in nu­
merous places, but $5 ahead.

The news that the C. P. R. has cut 
wheàt rates to the coast to 22 cents in 
an .endeavor to' divert as much grain 
traffic as- possible to the Pacific, is 
important, both because it promises to 
leave a substantial sum in the pock­
ets of the iarmers and because it is 
the first practical move to open up 
the western route to Europe. So 
promptly has the opportunity been 
seized that shipments of Alberta grain 
and flour are now en route to Liver­
pool via Vancouver.

business will divide at a line as far 
east as Regina, all grain west of that 
line going via the Pacific ports.

Ii this view turns out correct the 
opening of the western route will have 
a tremendously beneficial bearing on 
another supremely important problem :

Just because it holds 
these views the Bulletin is more con­
cerned that any restrictive measure 
adopted be made final and irrevoe 
able, than that restrictions be secured 
on conditions and under circumstance, 
which would permit of them being 
easily abolished. Without, therefore, 
opposing the proposition of the 
League, it is worth pointing out that 
to make local option easy of attain­
ment is also to mske the repeal '«! 
local option easy. At present a three 
fiithe vote is necessary to establish 
local prohibition, but once it le es 
tablished a three-fifths vote is also 
necessary to destroy it. But if a bare 
majority be mad? sufficient to carry 
local option it must also be made suf­
ficient to annul local option anil 
throw the district open again. The 
three-fifths clause, while working a 
seeming hardship on the temperance 
cause is really a guarantee that once 
the'eause has made good in a locality 
it cannot -be easily robbed of its vie 
tory. With a straight majority de­
termining the verdict local option 
might, and undoubtedly would, carry 
in many communities by small mar­
gins. But where carried by a small 
majority there would be every possi­
bility "that this might be reversed on the 
next polling day. One really import­
ant point in the temperance movement 
is that a position once tukep be never 
lost; for nothing succeeds like unvary 
ing success. The three-fifths clause 
theugh admittedly a handicap in the 
taking of positions is also a substan­
tial assurance that once taken they 
cau be maintained.

In later "years 
Mr. Young was an extensive traveller 
in the still frontier country oi the 
north and on learning of his passing 
regret will be awakened in the mind 
of many a trader at -remote posts in 
the valley of "the Mackenzie. Among 
the newer residents of the city he en­
joyed an ever-widening circle of 
friends and among these too are many 
who will regret his departure and ex­
tend sympathy to the bereaved.

TO BUILD CONNECTING LINK.

C.N.R. Will Connect East With West- 
Will Acquire Canada Atlantic.

Montreal, Que., Jan. 14—President 
William Mackenzie of the Canadian Nor­
thern was in Montreal today, and made 
the definite announcement that the Mac­
kenzie and Mann interests had decided 
to connect their western and eastern 
lines by building a road from Port An 
thur to Parry Sound. He said that al­
ready the line has been located, the route 
running between the National Transcon­
tinental and the Canadian Pacific. The 
Canadian Northern, he said, would build 
this line as soon as possible, but wheth­
er it started this year or not depended 
upon circumstances. Mr. Mackenzie also 
stated that the C.N.E, line from Ottawa 
to Hawkesbury would be completed this 
year, and active work continued on the 
Ïinè from Hawkesbury to Montreal. It is 
understood that as soon as the Canadian 
Northern line between Port Arthur and 
Parry Sound is completed Mackenzie and 
Mann will take over the Canada Atlan­
tic branch from Parry Sound to Ottawa, 
now owned by the Grand Trunk. This 
will give the Canadian Northern a 
through line from tho Rockies to Mont­
real. Mr. Mackenzie further said that 
he favored the absorption of the Inter­
colonial by the C.N.R. as a final eastern 
line to the Atlantic ,and considered that 
this would prove beneficial to the Do­
minion as well as his company. Should 
this bo dene, he declared that rates 
would be put in force'which would not 
prove detrimental to the country through 
which the I.C.R. runs.

I IRFI (IN IRRIGATION LANDS.

C.P.R. Obtains Injunction Against Chi­
cago Land Firm.

Chicago,- Ills., Jan. 14—The Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company and the Cana­
dian Pacific Irrigation & Colonization 
Co., Ltd., obtained a temporary injunc­
tion today against Burton D. and George 
H. Niohols, of the Chicago land firm of 
Nichols Bros. The railway farm and its 
ally assert that Nichols Bros, in a fit of 
pique, distributed broadcast a circular 
which endeavors to persuade immigrants 
not to buy any of the Canadian Pacific’s 
3,000,000 acres tract, lying between Bow 
River, Calgary, Red Deer River, and 
Medicine Hat. This tract was bought 
under a special act of parliament, and 
is alleged to be very fertile. In the cir­
cular, the company’s rivals declare that 
it is poor farming land, and that the 
titles are not clear. It is said that the 
Nichols Bros, are now preparing to sue 
the railway and colonization companies 
for $18,000 unpaid commissions.

BROKEN TIE CAUSES 
WRECK AT GOUROCK

Scene of Many Grand Trunk Acci­
dents Adds Another to Long List 
— Car Overturned in Ditch — 
Hockey Players and Curlers Were 
on Board—No One Fatally In­
jured.

Guelph, Ont., Jan. 14.—A serious 
accident, fortunately not attended 
with loss of life so far, occurred this 
morning on the south line of the 
Grand Trunk Railway, two miles 
from Guelph Junction. When a 
heavy laden passenger train was fn 
the vicinity of Gourock the rear coach 
left the track due to a (broken tire 
and went into the ditch. The coach 
was overturned and a scene of ter­
rible confusion ensued amongst the 
passengers, amongst whom were sev­
eral Guelphites, besides members of 
the Brantford professional hockey 
team, and the Hamilton Thistles 
curling team.

A large number received more or 
less serious injuries, but it is not 
known if any are likely to prove 
fatal.

Dr. Peters, of Hamilton, was en 
board and assisted in caring for the 
injured, tile most serious of whom 
are Guelph people.

The train had left Guelph Junct'in 
and run about two miles towards 
Brantford, when a tire of a wheel on 
the rear truck broke. The car 
jumped the rails and rolled over on 
the left side, being dragged along. 
The engine and other coaches kept 
on the irons. There is a down grade 
there and the train was "running at. 
a fast rate.

Both coaches were crowded w"th 
people from Hamilton, Brantford. 
Acton and other places; Nearly all 
.in the overturned coach were "njur- 
od. R. H. Brydon, of Guelph, was 
pinned under the coach and efforts 
to liberate him at first were unsuc­
cessful. He was only released after 
a tunnel had been dug all around 
him. The rear end of the car was so 
badly smashed that none of those 
imprisoned within could leave by that 
exit. The front door had to lie 
smashed open to liberate those with­
in. The engine and combination 
coach ran. down to Hespeler and sum­
moned more medical ajd and the 
injured were brought to Guelph and 
the more seriously hurt removed to 
the hospital. Twenty persons were 
injured. ___________

FRUIT LANDS ARE VALUABLE.

B. C. Ranks First in Price of Farm 
Lands.

Ottawa, Jan. 14—The census and 
statistics office reports the average 
value of farm lands for all provinces 
as $45.70 per acre. In five of thé pro­
vinces it is under $30, being $27-30 in 
Manitoba, $25 in Nova Scotia. $21.40 
in New Brunswick, $20.40 in Saskatch­
ewan, and $18.20 in Prince Edward 
Island. The average in Quebec is 
$41.90, in Ontario $47.30, and in Brit­
ish Columbia $76.10. Values are high 
in the last named province owing to" 
the comparatively large extent of farm 
land there in orchards and fall fruits. 
The total value of iarm lands in June 
was $530,000,000.

The June price of wool for the Do­
minion was 18 cents per pound.

The average wages of fàrm and do­
mestic help for the Dominion . per 
month was $24.60 for males and $13.50 
for females, end per year, $200 for 
males and $130 for females. The 
highest averages are reported for the 
western provinces, where they reach 
about $300 per year for males and $160 
for females. In Ontario and Quebec 
the average for males is about $240, 
and for females $120 per year.

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THE WESTERN OUTLET 
FOR GRAIN OF ALBERTA

United Farmers of Alberta Discuss 
This Most Important Subject— 
Thomas Woolford, of Cardston, 
Delivers Paper Outlining Great 
Possibilities of This Route for 
AJberta Farmers.

The reduction of the rate on grain 
shipped from points in Alberta to Liv­
erpool to 22% cents per bushel, which 
is six cents per bushe-1 less than the 
cost by way of Fort William and the 
Great Lakes, has attracted the at­
tention of every farmer in the prov­
ince and the question looms up large 
at the convention of the united Farm­
ers of Alberta. A mass of informa­
tion on this subject of a western out­
let, and on the whole question of the 
present system of handling Alberta 
grain was contained in a paper read 
before the convention by Thos. Wool- 
ford, of Cardston. In this convention 
it is interesting to note the telegraph­
ic dispatch in the Bulletin to the ef­
fect that a syndicate of Americans 
have purchased a site for $100,000, for 
a grain elevator at Vancouver, show­
ing that it is expected the effects of 
the reduced rate will be to turn the 
ceaseless tide of Alberta grain from 
east to west.

Mr. Woolford sees in the western 
outlet the solving of the grain block­
ade in Alberta, which means an addi­
tional five or six cents per bushel to 
all those farmers who are forced ‘n 
sell their wheat to the elevators be­
tween Oct. 15th and Dec. 10th of each 
year. He also believes that the new 
outlet will require an Alberta Grain 
Act to cover all western shipments ’o 
which the Manitoba Grain Act is held 
not to apply.

A glance at the map will show that 
the grain raising district of the Prov­
ince of Alberta is about 1,500 miles 
from Fort William and Port Arthur, 
the present water terminals. These 
ports are open only about seven 
months in the year. Therefore, in 
shipping Alberta grain east, for five 
months in the year St. John is the 
nearest port, and this port is located 
almost 3,000 miles by rail from Al­
berta shipping points. A glance at 
the map shows that west of us is loca­
ted one of the best harbors in the 
world, at a distance of approximately* 
650 miles from Alberta shipping 
points. It is obvious from these com­
parisons that the time must soon 
■come when all of- the Alberta wheat 
should move to the Pacific coast. The 
wonder is that more of the wheat has 
not gone in this direction up to the 
present time.

Comparing rates we find that in 
1905 the rate from Alberta points to 
Fort William amounted to 25 cents 
per hundred pounds., and the rate 
from Alberta points to Vancouver 
amounted to 35 cents per hundred 
pounds for export. The rate from Al­
berta points to Fort William has îe- 
mained the same ! during the past 
three years and will undoubtedly re­
main the same for many years to 
come, owing to the tact that this rate, 
taking into consideration the length 
of the haul, is tht!1 cheapest rate *o 
be found anywhere ;on the American 
continent as applied to grain. The 
rate on grain from Albert à points to 
Vancouver has gradually been de­
creased as the quantity offered for 
shipment as increased, until, at the 
present, time, the rate from Alberta 
points to Vancouver for export is 22% 
cents per hundred. I do not believe 
that this is- as cheap a rate ; as the 
railway company will eventually 
make for this haul. It is proabbly as 
cheap a rate as can bs expected under 
present conditions with the present 
amount of grain offered for western 
shipment, but this rate is not the 
Cheapest by any means, taking dis­
tance into consideration, and event­
ually must work down to the same 
basis as rates on other divisions cov­
ering a haul of 65Q miles. With these 
two rates, however, as they stand at 
the present time, we find that we can 
ship wheat from Alberta points to 
Liverpool, by way of Vancouver, at 
ten cents per hundred pounds less 
than we can ship to Liverpool by way 
of Fort William, which is equal to 
six cents per bushel. With naviga­
tion closed at Fort William at the 
present time, making it necessary to 
haul grain All rail to St. John, we 
find at the present moment that we 
can really, ship by way of Vancouver, 
at 15 cents per hundred less than we 
can ship to Liverpool by way of Fort 
William and St. John, but the differ- 
enc2 of ten cents per hundred is the 
average, difference the whole year 
round, including the seven months 
when lake navigation is open and the 
five months when lake navigation is 
closed. We can therefore assume with 
the present rates as they stand, that, 
on an average, the year round 10 
cents per hundred can be saved on all 
grain shipments from Alberta points 
to Liverpool via Vancouver.

Markets have been worked up dur­
ing --ast two or three years in Ja­
pan, Chino. Mexico, Australia and 
the Philippine Islands, and at times 
grain can be exported to all these 
markets at a better figure than possi­
ble to obtain in Liverpool, but, of 
course, these, markets' are not open 
every year and are not open every 
month in the year, and our basis of 
comparison must necessarily be Liver­
pool, the world’s market, that is open 
every day in the year. If can get 
into Liverpool and save money by 
shipping through Vancouver, then we 
shall be in a position to take advan­
tage of these other markets whenever 
they are available.

The saving above outlined is on a 
basis of shipment by way of the Suez 
canal, or around the Horn, to Liver­
pool, and, of course, just as soon as 
the Panama canal is completed, an­
other large saving will be consumma­
ted. ]

So much for the saving possible *n 
freights under present conditions, 
which would amount to six cents per 
bushel on every bushel of wheat rais­
ed in the province of Alberta if fa­
cilities for handling grain in bulk 
were in operation, and if other condi­
tions did not exist which makes it 
next to impossible to move grain by 
way of Vancouver under present cir­
cumstances. This saving of six cents 
per bushel is entirely eaten up in con­
nection with all shipments at the 
present time, owing to the fact that it 
is necessary at present to sack all

! grain for western shipment. It costs 
us exactly six cents per bushel to 
sack the wheat. A large terminal 
storage elevator, similar to those in 
operation at Fort William, must 
eventually be erected at Vancouver. 
Of course it will not require as much 
storage in Vancouver, owing to the 
fact that the Vancouver port is open 
the year round and it will never be 
necessary to -store as much grain at 
that point as is necessary in the case 
of Fort William, the Fort William 
port being closed about five months of 
each year.

West vs. East.
Because navigation closes at Fort 

William about December 10th of each 
year, there in effect two different rates 
to Liverpool via the eastern route, one 
rate during the time that lake naviga­
tion is closed. The difference in these 
rates- makes a difference approximate­
ly of five cents per bushel in wheat. 
Shippers that use Fort William mar­
kets understand that in September, 
October, November and in December, 
up to the close of navigation, they re­
ceive five cents per bushel more for 
wheat actually on hand and in store 
at Fort William, than they receive fer 
the same wheat, in December and 
later months, that arrives in Fort 
William after the close of navigation. 
This affects all farmers who are forced 
to sell their grain to the elevators, 
and is a hard blow to these particular 
farmers while it does not help the ele­
vators in any way, and in fact, is a 
great detriment to the elevators, and 
the one thing that the writer believes 
causes more dissatisfaction on the part 
of the farmers, with the elevators than 
any other^one thing bearing on this 
subject.

Here is the way the deal works out. 
During the summer, before tlie crop 
is harvested, a large number of empty 
cars are accumulated in the Province 
of Alberta. The elevators are also 
emptied during the summer and, 
when threshing starts in the fall, all 
the elevators are empty and a large 
number of cars available for the use 
of shipping grain east. When the sea­
son opens the elevators start buying 
grain on what they believe and know 
to be a reasonable margin, taking into 
consideration the long distance at

the elevators could send forward their 
grain immediately as purchased, .that 
they could afford to pay, from Octo­
ber 15th to December 10th, or to the 
time of the close of navigation, 6 or 
7c per bushel more for wheat than 
they are able to pay under present 
conditions. Of course this don’t 
affect the individual farmer, who is in 
a position to load his grain to any 
great extent, -but it does affect very 
materially -the small farmer, and the 
farmer living at a long distance from 
the market, who is unable to ship, and 
what affects one class of farmers 
affects the entire farming com­
munity. This loss is nobody’s gain. 
This is the very thing' that causes 
so much dissatisfaction-with the ele­
vators, the ordinary farmer not un­
derstanding this proposition. He 
only knows that he was offered a cer­
tain price for grain at the elevator 
and that he himself, or his neigh,bor, 
ships a car of wheat and receives 8 or 
9c per bushel more than the elevator 
would pay. He immediately figures 
that the elevator company is robbing 
him of 5c or 6c per bushel. He does 
not také into consideration the fact 
that his carload of grain, loaded on 
track, can be shipped immediately to 
market and reach destination before 
the close of navigation, while the 
wheat taken into the elevator after 
October 15th remains in*the elevator 
indefinitely and must (be sold to ar­
rive after the close of navigation.

These difficulties I thoroughly be­
lieve can be overcome entirely by be­
ing able to ship to Vancouver to a 
port open the year round, and it will 
not only be a saving of 6c per bushel 
on freight, under present freight 
rates, but an additional saving of 5 
or 6c per bushel to all of those far­
mers who are forced to sell their 
wheat to the elevators between Octo­
ber 15th and December 10th of each 
year. /

These cars are insufficient to 
go around and, because of the pecu­
liar law under which we are obligèd 
to operate, do not serve the purpose 
that they should serve. Generally, a 
few individual fanners obtain these 
cars, and the farmer with a small 
quantity of grain to ship, and the far­
mers living a long distance from the 
market, who are forced to depend up­
on the elevators, find themselves un­
able to sell their wheat, or, when they 
can find an opening at the elevator, 
find that they must sell at a direct 
loss of 5c per bushel over regular ele­
vator charges.

.The Elevator Proposition.
Here is the way this proposition 

operates with the elevators. About 
October 15th of each year, when the 
tie-up occurs, the elevators are filled 
with grain to the roof, grain which 
was purchased on a low margin. This 
grain must all be forced to Fort 
William before the close of naviga­
tion or the elevator companies will 
lose the 5c per bushel difference in 
price between the price quoted for 
grain delivered before the close of 
navigation and the price quoted for 
grain delivered after the close of 
navigation. Each elevator holds 30,- 
000 bushels of grain, and it is next to 
impossible to get this quantity of 
grain forward to Fort William mar­
kets before the close -of navigation, 
making it necessary for the elevator 
companies, just as soon as the tie-up 
occurs, to purchase on basis of 
tvheat values in December after the 
close of navigation, or, in other words, 
5c less than the price at which the

The question occurs immediately as to 
why our red winter wheat is worth 
less after the close of navigation than 
before the cl-osc of navigation, and 
the only answer possible is, that 
after the close of navigation our red 
winter wheat, instead of going into 
the hands of millers and exporters, 
finds its way directly into the hands 
of Winnipeg commission men, who do 
not hesitate to depreciate the value of 
Alberta red winter wheat. The Win­
nipeg commission men certainly have 
no interest in keeping up the values 
of our Alberta red winter wheat. We 
then find ourselves in a position 
wiieiu we are trying to build up the 
tin- st grain gicwing country in ex­
istence on ’basis of \yheat that we 
know is in great demand for mixing 
imtp res, ant then placing these 
products into and through markets 
controlled by men who have absolute­
ly no interest in our welfare, who, 
if not actually antagonistic to our in­
terests, certainly are giving bur in­
terests no special attention. This 
difference of two or three cents per 
bushel on Alberta red winter wheat 
during the five months that naviga­
tion is closed, means a vast amount 
of money to the farmers of Alberta,

the elevators if he desires at a satisfac­
tory price, or on the other hand be able 
to ship direct if-he thinks best to do so.- 

An Alberta Grain Act.
It happens with every shipment that 

grain shipped from the elevators expect­
ed to grade- a certain grade, sometimes 
fails to grade as expected here in Cal­
gary. For a time when these cars went 
off grade, we could stop them here in 
Calgary and dispose of it as we thought 
best, but, recently the warehouse com­
missioner has made a ruling that all ears 
billed to Vancouver must go straight 
through to Vancouver, and destination 
must not be changed in transit. Attempt­
ing to fill orders of any considerable size 
under these conditions is an impossibil­
ity, for there is no place in Vancouver 
to store cr sell grain that fails to grade 
in accordance with the original sale 
made. Whether this ruling is intended 
to discourage western shipments is a 
question, of course, that the writer can- 
nct say, but that it does discourage wes­
tern shipments and virtually puts a stop 
to them, under the present conditions, 
goes without proof. Before the Province 
of Alberta can take advantage of these 
western markets, and before thej^can be 
built up so that the farmers of Alberta 
can take advantage of these savings in 
connection with the value of theiif ciiips, 
certain changes must be made ii>-' the 
Manitoba Grain Act as to make itypossi- 
ble to make the movement to Vancouver 
free and unhampered.

Harrison and to draft market, rail­
way and other important committees,

The question of the official organ, 
one of the most important considera­
tions before the U.F.A. convention 
and ofte on which the most contro­
versy was expected was sprung on the 
delegates at the session on Friday 
afternoon. When the vote was put 
three propositions were to be voted 
on : (1) “The Grain Growers’ Guide”;
(2) “The Alberta Homestead,” and
(3) that the point he left to the direc­
tors to decide. The vote -was cast in 
favor of the Grain Growers’ Guide. 
Vice-president Sheppard, of Strath- 
cona, occupied the chgir.'

E. A. Partridge, of Santaluta, Sask­
atchewan", opened a plea for the Grain 
Growers’ Guide by speaking before 
the convention on the question of co­
operation as a solution for the econ­
omic problem before the farmer of the 
present day. He dwelt on the pre­
sent situation of grain prices and 
pointed out the advisability of far­
mers working together, so that they 
might be assured of an equitable price 
for their stock.

Touching on the question of fin­
ances, Mr. Partridge illustrated how 
the institution of farmers’ banks help­
ed the farmers in financing- their 
crops. He said that in order to start 
such a bank a sum of at lekst half a 
million dollars would be required, and 
he thought that it would he impractic­
able to handle that sum of money.

Continuing, the speaker opened the 
question of transportation. He re 
jsretied that farmers often had to part 
with as much grain in three months 
as should be distributed in any one 
year. He wished every success to the 
new western route.

An Official Organ.
On the‘question of-an official organ 

for the agriculturists of Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan and Alberta. Mr. Part­
ridge recommended “The Grain 
Growers’ Guide” as being the most 
suitable for the purpose of attaining 
thorough recognition of either pro­
vince. He promised that should the 
United Farmers adopt the Guide, 
there would be an office probablv in 
Calgary, while representative writers 
would be in charge of the different 
places, in order to discuss the particu­
lar country’s requirements.

_ T,._A. Crier, a representative to the 
convention from the Manitoba Grain 
Growers’ Association, also spoke in 
favor of the Grain Growers’ Guide.

D. W. Warner, of Clover Bar, sup­
ported the continuance of "The Al­
berta Homestead” as the official or­
gan. "The Farm and Ranch Review/’ 
of Calgary, and the “Great West” 
were also advocated.

J. H. Thamer, editor of the "Great 
West,” made a speech,, in which he 
hinted that the Great West would be­
come the property of the “Grain 

, Growers’ Guide” in pase the latter 
was made the official organ. M.-D. 
Geddes, of Calgary, explained the 
position of “The Farm and Ranch 
Review” and withdrew the name of 
that paper.

J. Watt, editor of "The Alberta 
Homestead,” left the matter entirely 
to the convention, stating that there 
was room for more tahn one agricul­
tural journal in Alberta. He said 
that The Homestead had always 
striven in the past to serve the far­
mers' interests, and it would continue- 
to do so in_the future.

Evening Session.
President. Bower occupied the chair 

in the lower, hall last evening. W. 
F. Stevens,. live stock commissioner, 
who was to have addressed the con­
vention but had been indisposed, was 
present and spoke a few words. Ad­
dresses on the chilled meat trade were 
expected from E. J. Palmer, and 
Frank Whiteside, of Stettler, but the 
former misunderstood the hour ap­
pointed and Mr. Whitesides was sud­
denly called to the coast.

Minor resolutions were put before 
the meeting and passed. Copies of 
memorials to the government were 
read, praying for the acquisition of 
terminal and internal elevators. Mr. 
Mauser led in the debate on the me­
morial. He pointed out that the far-, 
mers are at the mercy of the private 
companies, and that the situation 
cannot be relieved until the farmers 
get control of the elevators them­
selves. D. Warner, who has given 
considerable thought to the question, 
felt that the prospect for a western 
outlet for grain gave a somewhat new 
light to the internal elevator question 
In tins Mr. Warner was -backed by 
others, who telt that Vancouver could 
be counted on for co-operation. The 
following resolution was finally adopt­
ed: "That this convention places on 
record its approval with the move­
ment made by the inter-provincial 
council of Manitoba and Saskatche­
wan for the government ownership of 
elevators.’’ -

Further Resolutions.
In addition 1,0 the partial list of res­

olutions published on Friday the fol­
lowing were placed before the conven­
tion. Several were strongly opposed 
and dismissed #hile others were plac­
ed on the table for consideration at 
next convention. The resolutions are 
as follows : v

J. J. Gregory proposed, and G. W 
Smith seconded, “That, inasmuch as 
it has been found that in exploiting 
the American market by trial ship­
ments of beef cattle, that the chief 
obstacle in the way of successful and 
profitable shipment was the 27% per’ 
cent duty imposed-on Canadian cattle 
entering the United States, and as the 
United Stales government has shown 
a disposition to take the initiative m 
letting down the tariff bars between 
Canada and the United States, with a 
view to better trade relations; there­
fore be it resolved that the United 
Farmers of Alberta improve the "op­
portunity thus presented and hereby 
put itself on record in favor of reci- 
procity'or tree trade in beef stock • s 
between Canada and -the United 
States, and the secretary of this asso­
ciation be instructed herewith to 
make known to the respective gov­
ernments Hie expression of this con­
vention.” Carried. '

Jas. J» Stanton, Vegreville, pro­
posed, and John Campbell seconded

“That fhie convention express its 
pleasure at -the announcement made 
by fhe prime minister of Alberta that 

•the school ordinance shall be amend­
ed so as to provide for the creation oi 
school districts in prescribed areas 
where less than twelve children of 
school age reside. Further resolved, 
that provision be made for the crea­
tion into school districts of areas of 
five miles or less where six children 
or less reside.” Carried,'

D. W. Warner, of Clover Bar, pro­
posed,, /That whereas, it is the fre­
quent practice of the Canadian Paci­
fic Railway in disposing of its land to 
reserve the coal rights thereon; and 
whereas, by an improvident barga:n 
made by the government Of Canada, 
that corporation je enabled to escape 
taxation on the land that it retains in 
its possession, which involves a great 
injustice to the large body of taxpay­
ers; be it revolved that this conven­
tion draws to the attention of the pro­
vincial government the advisability f 
making a careful investigation with a 
view to determining whether it would 
not be possible to tax these coal rights 
on the principle that they are of suf­
ficient value to reserve they of public 
expenditure.*' Carried.

"Rice Sheppard, Strathcona, propos­
ed, and F. H. Herbert seconded, 
“That it is the opinion of, this con­
vention of *klberta farmers that it will 
be of great benefit to the province to 
have the Agricultural Societies’ ordi­
nance so amended the* it will apply- 
to such branches of the United Farm­
ers' Association in cities, towns and 
villages through the province that 
name 50 paid-up members or over, 
where agricultural societies do not ex­
ist; and also that the .association lie 
empowered to hold a fair in such cit­
ies, towns or villages that have agri­
cultural societies at the request of 
such societies in such cities, towns or 
villages.” Carried.

Proposed by C. G. Montgomery and 
seconded by J. Woodford: “Whereas, 
the -ground squirrel and pocket gopher 
cause great destruction to growing 
crops in portions oi our province; be 
it resolved, that the department of 
agriculture be requested to give care­
ful attention to the matter of investi­
gating these pests and use some con­
tagious disease as a means of exterm­
ination.”—Carried.

Steve Wilson proposed and Philip 
C. Hamilton seconded, that, "Where­
as. the government of the province of 
Alberta has been working for the past 
few years endeavoring to tax the lands 
of certain railway companies in the 
province, we wish to express our ap­
preciation of this work. We regret, 
however,, the slowness with which the 
work is being carried on, and we 
would request that the actions 
against the railway companies be 
spedily rushed to completion eo that 
the revenue to be derived by the taxa­
tion of this land can be provided for 
the needs of the province.-”—Carried.

PRESIDENT-ELECT TAFT 
GÜMPSES INTO FUTURE

He Says Methods of Civilization and 
Our Present Institutions Must 
Stand Severe Test—Private Prop­
erty Will Undergo Greatest As­
sault.

Augusta, Ga., Jan. 11—In a speech 
here tonight before the Augusta Bar 
association, President-Elect Taft gave 
it as his opinion-that within the next 
two or three decades this country 
“must decide whether our institutions 
8JC<i_ methods of civilization shall 
stand.” The institution of private 
property, he said, would have to meet 
a severe test and the lawyers, of the 
country must work out -the best plan 
to preserve it as far as possible, while 
at the seme time preventing the harm­
ful use oi private property as com- 
bi nations.

Speaking of the judges of the Un 
iti-d States bench he said he thought 
it would have been better if there had 
been several impeachments in the his­
tory of the country as the bench has 
had little of such discipline.

Mr. Taft said in part : “We are look­
ing forward, must look forward, dur­
ing the next decade, or two decades, 
or three decades ,to a test of our pre­
sent institutions and oi- our present 
method of civilization, of the question 
of whether the institutions of private 
property is one worthy qf being pre­
served, and to the test, as well, of 
whether the courts and the lawyers be­
hind the courts shall maintain them­
selves in the political struggle that 
we are likely to have with the forces 
opposed to our present institutions.

The institution of private property, 
I have had occasion to say a number 
of times and I don’t hesitate to re­
peat it, next to that of personal lib­
erty .has had more to do with the un- 
luting of the human race than any 
other institution that we have in our 
community; but we have reached a 
time when we must recognize certain 
limitations, which previous conditions 
did not require by the restrain of. in 
the form of statutory law, the use of 
private property wherever it is repre­
sented in combinations of capital.

“We must recognize todav that those 
combinations may be hurtful and it 
must fail to our profession, through 
arguments in court and by judges 
themselves and by the arguments of 
lawyers in legislatures, to lay down 
the line of limitation, which shall in- 
tereiere, as little as possible, with 
individualism and freedom of proporti­
on the one hand, and shall stay the 
progress toward injurious monopoly 
on the other We have got to work 
out the problem more or less by ex 
périment, but in that working out we

Bradstreet’s Says Upward Swing in 
Prices Since June Last Has Kept 
Pate With Growth of Confidence and 
Improvement in Trade and Industria 
Channels.

New York, Jan." 14.—Bradstreets to­
morrow will say. Things in the 
general business situation are largely 
favorable. Spring orders are being 
placed in fairly liberal quantities at 
the larger eastern centres, and travel­
ling salesmen are. sending in conser­
vatively optimistic .reports. The im­
provement is of a slow, substantial 
kind, rather than of a speculative 
character. In various lines the pros­
pect of tariff revision tends to develop 
a certain degree of hesitancy in mak­
ing large future commitments, and as 
a matter of fact some contracts non- 
being entered into contain clause 
which -provides for new prices', in the 
event of existing tariff schedules being 
arranged. Exceptions to tlie. quite 
general rule of slow but steady im­
provement are. furnished by cities in 
the southern cotton belt, where trade 
is still backward and where confi­
dence as regards the future is not as 
marked, but in the industrial centres 
things are certainly improving. Al­
though business in the iron and steel 
lines is not appearing "in the volume 
expected, belief in the forthcoming 
tariff revision being somewhat of a 
deterring influence, industries in gen­
eral are in better shape.

RELIGION TO AID SICK.

Church and Medical Union Formed 
to Wage War on Alcohol.

London, Jan. 14—The doctor and 
the clergyman in the near future are 
likely to act together in the treat­
ment of the sick.

If the objects of the Church and 
Meoical union, which has just sprung 
into existence, are realized, medical 
men will have the co-operation of the 
clergy in their efforts to benefit the 
community at large.

“Entirely disassociated from any in­
dividuals or organizations claiming 
gifts of healing, the Church and Med­
ical union,” Geoffrey Rhodes, its sec­
retary, affirms, ..“seeks first of all to 
impress upon all doctors and clergy­
men the necessity of realizing how 
much more good they might do if they 
acted in co-operation.

“The aim of the Church and Medi­
cal union’is to bring abont this co­
operation or rather to stimulate and 
encourage it, for it already exists to a 
certain extent. There are many cler­
gymen today, for instance, who are 
successfully battling with cases of al- 
coholisf. Where they are successful is 
in impressing the patient with a belief 
in the power of the mind over the 
body.

“The union believes in medicine just 
as much as it believes in good habits 
end well regulated lives. Its most 
eernest desire is to see that each pa­
tient is given the best opportunity of 
life and health. Our broad policy is 
to have headquarters in London, with 
a library where literature bearing on 
religion and medicine may be ob­
tained.

“A commmittee will then set to work 
under tha direction of persons com­
petent to advise them, both from the 
religious and medical standpoint. The 
union will endeavor to keep in touch 
with the clergy all over the country, 
end show them how they can help 
people who are seeking advice.

“Taking the case of people who may 
be addicted to the drug habit. A 
clergyman by rousing their belief in 
the possibility of becoming cured, may 
build up their character and re-edii- 
-ate them morally.

“Of course there is not the slight­
est intention on the part of the union 
o invade the natural province of the 

medical profession. For example, we 
should make it necessary for patients 
who sought the aid of the clergy to 
produce a doctor’s certificate, sliow- 
’ng that the complaint they suffer 
from was nof one calling for purely 
medical treatment.” * ,

FRUIT TRADE INJURED BY QUAKE

Th» Price of Italien Fruit Hae Increased 
Remarkably.

New York, Jen. 14—The importation 
of fruits and other products from the 
-arthquake stricken districts of Italy, 
has been badly disorganized by the catas­
trophe and as a result prices of the pro­
ducts of Sicily and Calabrit have jump­
ed all the way from 25 to 35 per cent. 
The situation is abnormal but return to 
a normal basis of trade is expected with- 
:n *bree months, importers expect a re- 
oetition of the conditions which followed 
the California earthquake in 1906 when 
nrices jumped sensationally for the first 
few days following the disaster, but set­
tled bark again after business had been 
re-established in temporary quarters at 
Oakland and elsewhere.

The situation in Italy is in many re­
spects much worse than that which fol­
lowed the California earthquake. Mes­
sina was the main shioping point for 
lemons to the United States and else­
where. The United States imports about 
two million boxes of lemons from Italy 
annually while California supplies about 
1.500,000 boxes, so that more than half of 
the normal supply has been temporarily 
cut off.

Cold Weather at the Coast.
Vancouver, B.C., Jan. 14—Passen­

gers arriving from the north this ev­
ening say that the Skeena river, in 
Northern British Columbia, is a solid 
mass of ice for forty miles from its 
mouth. Ice is piled high by the force 
of the tides, and the place has the 
appearance of an arctic coast. No 
steamers have been able to reach Port 
Essington for a week, and the place 
is completely isolated. Some railroad 
construction camps on the Grand 
Trunk Pacific are short of supplies. 
The camps may have to be closed 
down and the men discharged.

Red Men Have a Grievance.
Ottawa, Jan. 14—A delegation of Six 

Nation Indians from the reserve near 
Brantford, saw the minister of in­
terior and the superintendent of In­
dian affairs t.oday and presented a 
grievance. They claim that in 1832 
the Indians gave considerable money 
to a navigation company to improve 
the Grand River lor navigation. The 
work was not done, and now they 
want the money back. The claim, 
with interest, amounts to several 
hundred thousand dollars.

Colonel Denison’s Views.
London, Jan. 14—Lieut.-Col. G. T. 

Denison, of Toronto, writes t-he Stand,ml 
in reference to Britain's marked loss of 
Prestige in Canada dnrin gthe last sep- 
tennium. The feeling is general in Can­
ada, he says, that Canadian bloodshed in 
South Afrira was a vain sacrifice to aid 
the Empire which is too feebly governed 
to profit by such loyal devotion. If Brit­
ain does not soon reciprocate the Cana­
dian preference or at least take meas­
ures to protect herself from impending 
disaster, Canada may be induced to play 
her own business game.

Topeka Hotel Fire.
Topeka, Kan., Jan. 14.—Thirty peo­

ple were hurt, among them W. Smith, 
former Republican candidate for gov­
ernor, who may die from his injuries, 
in a fire which destroyed the Cope­
land hotel, the largest Kansas hotel, 
early today. The hotel has long been 
a battleground for politicians. It was 
crowded with legislators, their wives 
and visitors here for the opening of 
the legislature. Several are missing 
Many were injured jumping from the 
windows.

Journalist and Dramatist Dead.
London, Jan. 15.—Arthur William 

A. Beckett, journalist, novelist and 
dramatist, died here today at the 
age of 64.

THE BETTER PART OF VALOR.

Congress Will Call OH Its Fight With 
Roosevelt.

Washirtgton, DC., Jan. 14—The 
House has had enough of its fight with 
uie president over the secret service. 
By an unanimous vote today it re­
fused to rub salt into the sore by 
ordering two million copies of the 
House side of the dispute printed and 
distributed over the country to jus­
tify its course in rebuking the pre­
sident. 1

Incidentally the special committee 
appointed to investigate the secret 
service is showing a strange reluct­
ance in getting down to business. The 
committee was named Monday. It 
has not yet made an outline of its 
work. Chairman Olmstead says that 
the reason is that Young, of Michi­
gan. a member, is net in Washington, 
it is not desired to outline plans for 
the investigation until all- members 
can be heard.

There are 
now probably a thousand big and 
small houses standing, or restorcble.”

Mexican loyalty to the national 
sport could not stand the strain of the 
test and though Picket put up one 
of the gamest struggles ever seen in 
a bull ring, he got no recognition, but 
from the opening of the battle was 
greeted with hoots, jeers and various 
missies, being at one time severely 
wounded by a bottle thrown from the 
stand. For seven minutes he cling to 
the blood-spattered horns of one of 
the finest bulls the country could pro- 
duce and only let go when worn out 
by loss of blood and the injuries re­
ceived from the spectato**.

It will be remembered that Picket's 
pian oi operation was to ride up be­
side a steer and throwing himself from 
his saddle, grasp the animal by the 
horns. He attempted to do the same 
with thé bull, tout the animal refused 
to allow him to gain a favorabye posi- 
“on- Finally after several attempts 
ricket received permission to sacri- 
nce his mount, and riding directly at 
the bull, threw himself from the sad­
dle just as his horse was gored. But 
the hors were slippery from the blood 
O! the horse and he could not get a 
gr«p. He held to the neck, however, 
end from that on/was thrown about 
•as jf he were a piece of rag tied to 
the animal s back.

EXTENDING THE V. V. St E.

Jim Hill Concludes Commercial Pros­
perity Has Returned.

Vancouver, Jan. 12—It is understood 
that the Great Northern railway early 
n the coming spring will undertake 

the work of building a line from the 
V. V. & E. railway east of the Cas­
cade range south through the Ameri­
can Okanagan river valley to Wenat­
chee, Wash., on the main line, a dist­
ance of about 160 miles. The final sur­
veys have been approved, and already 
one-third of the right oi way has been 
acquired. The northern junction point 
will be at. Oroville, a station in the 
state of Washington, a few miles, 
south of the international boundary. 
Owing to engineering difficulties a 
oortion of the V. V. & E. railway ex­
pending from Laurier. B.C., in the 
Boundary district to Keremeos in the 
Similkamecn district makes three or 
four detours into United States ter­
ritory.

Mr. Hill’s program would indicate 
dial the financial situation has im­
proved and that fie anticipates an 
oarlv return of commercial prosperity. 
The proposed line “hooking up” the 
Canadian and American portions of 
his railway system will cost upwards 

two million dollars. It will not 
only open up a rich «ranching and fruit 
country, but will provide an alterna­
tive route for through east and west­
bound freight, thus relieving the con­
gestion of traffic over the heavier 
«rades across the Cascade range. The 
Okanagan river valley is situated east 
of the Cascades. The river joins the 
Co.umbia at Wenatchee. The valley 
nas long 'been famed for fruit growing 
and for its vast horse and cattle rang­
es. Okanagan country constitutes the 
biggest grazing tract west of Mon­
tana. Owing to its remoteness and 
lack of railways -"t harbors many “bad 
men” who are wanted in other states.

•it IP® ? large irrisation ditch which 
will bring a large area of the fruit 
belt under cultivation.

The Great Northern is now build­
ing a 'branch line from a point 16 miles 
east of Wenatchee to Waterville, a 
distance oi 62 miles.

Mr. Henniker Heaton’s Eulogy of Hon.
Rudolphe Lemieux.

FIERCE ASSAULT ON PRESIDENT.

Senator Foraker From Ohio Goes 
After Roosevelt Without Gloves.

Washington, Jan. 12.—Senator For­
aker, of Ohio, delivered his greatly 
advertised speech oil the Brownsville 
affair to a crowded gallery this after­
noon. President Roosevelt was de­
nounced as no executive ever was be­
fore by a member of congress. Charg­
ing Mr. Roosevelt with infamy, 
nouncing his conduct in the matter of 
dismissing the troops as more atro­
cious than even murder itself," the 
Ohioan uttered a challenge, the mean­
ing ,of which as interpreted in Wash­
ington is that the president when re­
lieved of office would not dare at­
tempt, to say many things which he 
lias cruelly said while occupying the 
White House, By insinuation and by 
charge direct, Foraker accused the 
president of mendacity, of usurping 
thc power conferred upon him by the 
constitution, of violating laws statu­
tory and organic, of appropriating and 
paying out money for secret service 
men when such acts were contrary to 
law.

In a' fiery outburst, laying his man­
uscript to one side, his voice at its 
highest pitch, the senator exclaimed : 
“It does not lessen the gravity of the 
president’s offence that it appears to 
b» impercptiblo to him that he has 
become utterly oblivious to all law, 
restraints of destiny and propriety, in 
his mad pursuit of those helpless vic­
tims of his ill considered action. I 
shall show that all this has been done 
without authority of law and with the 
aid of public money filched from the 
public treasury, in flat defiance of the 
constitution. Nothing so shocking 
has been found in the whole history 
of the criminal jurisprudence. It is 
without parallel in thé affairs of con­
stitutional government. The govern­
ment’s use of private detectives has 
been and is now" horrible, atrocious 
arid shocking.”

EXPECT LAND GRANTS.

BARON AEHRENTHAL 
MUST LOSE HIS HEAD

Austria’s Foreign Minister Must Shoul­
der Responsibility for Austria’s Com­
mercial Loss During the Balkan 
Crisis Brought on By Him.

Imperial South African Veterans Endorse 
Reserve Force Proposal.

Toronto, Jan. 12—“I want to «ay/* de­
clared Mr. Shelford Grimwood at the 
meeting of the Imperial South African 
Veterans’ Association, '‘that when we get 
our grants of land, every possible precau­
tion will be taken to prevent their fall­
ing into the hands of land sharks. The 
government, according to a statement 
made to me at Ottawa by the Hon. 
Frank Oliver, Minister of the Interior, 
is displeased beausp of the sale of grants 
made recently, and do not want a re­
petition. To make it possible that everv 
member- of the association be allowed to 
take up their land, financial aid will be 
advanced by the association at large.”

The meeting was called to submit to 
the members a report on the work of the 
delegation which applied for land grants 
on their behalf at Ottawa on Saturday 
last. Mr. L. Wilshaw, the president, and 
Secretary Grimwood expressed confidence 
that the grants would be given at an 
early meeting of thc cabinet and mili­
tary council. The members of the associa­
tion, who now number 4,000, are prepar­
ed to form themelves into a reserve force 
for ten years service in Canada in return 
for a 320-acre freehold grant for each 
man. The meeting, which was attended 
by over two hundred men, unanimously 
adopted the report.

Vienna, Jan. 14—Baron Achrenthal’s 
retention of the office of foreign minister 
much longer is believed impossible. 
While general satisfaction, amounting to 
jubilation, is displayed over the agree­
ment with Turkey,- public disapproval of 
Baron Aelu'cnthal’s course in annexing 
Bosnia and Herzegovnia is increasing in­
stead of diminishing.

It is urged that Turkey’s surprisingly 
prompt acceptance of Austria’s offer is 
positive proof that pecuniary compensa­
tion would have been accepted gladly 
three months ago and Austria’s commer­
cial interests might then have been saved 
the $10,000,000 lost through the boycott 
and injury to the export trade.

Also the monarchy would not have 
needed to expend many millions in main­
taining 100,000 troops on a war footing ’n 
Bosnia. The government further might 
have induced Turkey to prohibit ship­
ments of guns and ammunition into Ser- 
via through Macedonian territory. Now. 
after it is all over. Foreign Minister 
Aelirenthal has been obliged to -abandon 
his arrogant attitude toward Turkey and 
pay down $10,800,000 after vowing that: 
he would not pay one penny.

Rev. W. T. Stackhouse Makes Change.

Winnipeg. Jan. 14—Rev. W: T. Stack- 
house, superintendent of Baptist Mis­
sions in Western Canada, comprising the 
territory between Superior and .the Pa­
cific Coast, has resigned to become gen­
eral secretary for Canada of the Baptist 
Laymen’s Missionary movement. The 
change will involve a change in head­
quarters from this city to1 Toronto.

TILLMAN DRIVEN TO WALL.

South Carolina Senator Has Whole Pack 
On His Heels.

Washington, D.C., Jan. 12-—Attorney- 
General Bonaparte today issued a state­
ment concerning* Senator Tillman and 
the charges preferred against lmn 
President Roosevelt, which is even more 
damaging than the original chai'ges. In 
his reply to the President, Senator Till­
man deat with particular force on the 
fact: that he called on the Attorney-Gen­
era with reference to the Oregon Lands 
and made no concealment of his acts. Mr 
Bonaparte save that Tillman did visit 
him but that he never told a word of any 
connections on his part with an arrange­
ment to acquire some part of these 
lands. He also declares that the senator 
not only deceived him by his manner* 
but in so many words informed him that 
he was seeking information about the 
lands solely in the discharge of his pub­
lic and senatorial duties. The strongest 
feature of Mr. Tillman’s defence was his 
assertions that he made no concealment 
of his plans to the Attorney-General.

Postmaster-General Myers has also is­
sued a statement in connection with the 
affair. Senator Tillman said that the 
president had all the facts in his posses­
sion in July, but did not make them pub­
lic until lie sought for something to de­
tract attention from the rebuke from 
the House. The postmaster general de­
clares that he did not put the president 
in possesion of the facts until Jan. 4, 
when the post office investigation was 
completed.

Jos. N. Meir, of .Cardiff, Alta., record­
ing secretary of Local Union, No. 2378, 
United Mine Workers of America writes 
to the Bulletin that at a meeting held 
on Jan. 13th. it was resolved that the ac­
tion of the Alberta government of legis­
lating and putting into force the Work­
man's Compensation Act, be unanimous­
ly endorsed.

In 1904 Frank decided to invest all 
his savings in an outfit and prospect 
for gold.
