had given ua personal responsibility 
it was not hidden away in the dark 
folds and coils of the alimentary can­
al where we could not control it Thb 
fault or faults must be committed be­
fore the food wab swallowed. 1 fëlt 
instructively that here was the key to 
the whole situation. The point then 
was to study the cavity of the mouth; 
ar,d the first thought was: ‘What hap­
pens there?’

“The answer was: Taste, smell 
(closely akin to taste, and hardly to 
he distinguished from It), feeling, 
saliva, mastication, appetite, tongue, 
teeth, &c. I first took up the careful 
study of taste, necessitating keeping 
food in the mouth as long as possible 
to learn Its course and development, 
and as I tried it myself wonders of 
new and pleasant sensations were re­
vealed. New delights of taste were 
discovered. Appetite assumed new 
leanings.

“Then came the vital discovery 
which is this: I found that each of ui 
has what I call a food-filter —a dis­
criminating muscular gate located al 
the back of the mouth where The 
throat Is shut off from the mouth 
during the ' process of mastication 
Just where the tongue drops f ovei 
backward towards its so-called root!

The Act of Chewing.
"During the natural act of chewin; 

the lips are closed, and there is ale- 
a complete closure at the back part c 
the mouth by the pressing of the ton 
gue against the roof of the mouth 
During mastication, then, the mouti 
is an air-tight pouch.

“While the food is being masticated 
so that it may be mixed with the saliv; 
and chemically transformed from it 
crude condition into the chemicr 
form that makes its possible dlgestio 
and absorption, this gate will remai 
tightly shut, and the throat will be er 
tirely cut off from the mouth.

“But, the food becomes creamy, s 
to speak, through being mixed wit 
saliva, or emulsified, or alkalised, c 
neutralised, or dextrinised, oh mod 
fled in whatever form Nature rt 
quires, the creamy substance will b, 
drawn up the central conduit of th 
tongue until it reaches the food-gati

“It is found by the taste-buds then 
located around the 'circumvallat 
papillae' (the teat-like projections oi 
the tongue which I mentioned jut 
now) to be properly prepared for th 
acceptance and further digestion, th 
food-gate will open, and the food thp 
ready for acceptance into the bod 
will be sucked back and swallowe, 
unconsciously—that is, without cor, 
s< ious effort.

“I now started to experiment on my 
self. I chewed my food carefully un 
til I had got everything out of it the 
there was in it and until it slipped tr 
consciously down my throat. Whci 
the appetite ceased, and I was thereb; 
told I had had enough, I stopped, an- 
I had no desire to eat any more unt’ 
a real appetite commanded me again 
chewed carefully, eating always what 
ever the appetite craved.

“Fietcherism.”
“I had now found out five things— 

all that there is to my discovery, am" 
to the fundamental requisite of what 1 
is called ‘Fietcherism.:—

“First: Wait for a true, earned ap­
petite.

“Second: Select from the food- 
available that which appeals most to 
appetite, and in order called for by 
appetite.

“Third: Get all the good taste there 
is in the food dirt of it in the mouth, 
and swallow only when it practically 
‘swallows itself.’

“Fourth enjoy the good taste for all 
it is worth, and do not allow any de­
pression or diverting feeling to in­
trude upon the ceremony.

“Fifth: Walt, take and enjoy, as 
much as possible; Nature will do the ' 
rest. i

LONDON, Jan. 17.
Clear weather and a host of work­

ers on either aide using thousands 
ot motor cars and carriages to con­
vey delaying" voters "to the stations 
gave promise of a record poll at to­
day’s elections. In doubtful districts 
the party organizers Were rein­
forced ' by an army of canvassers 
and very few voters escaped. Th all 
104 seats werè contested to-day ; of 
these 31 were London constituencies 
and 73 provincial. Last year the 
Unionists held 36, the Liberals 52, 
and the Laborites 16. The propor­
tion for London alone was: Union­
ists, 17; Liberals, 12, and LabdrlteS, 
2. The City of London itself is quite 
safe for the Unionists, and A. J. Bal­
four and Sir F. G. Banbury doubtless 
will receive majorities even larger 
than they had at the last elections. 
There are a number of prominent 
members of the last house whose seats 
however are in danger. John Burns. 
President of the Local Government

Board, is having a hard fight against 
A. Shirley Benn, the Unionist candi­
date for Battersea and Clapham Bat­
tersea division; T. J. McNamara, Lib­
eral candidate for Camberwell North 
division. A. Bonar Law, Unionist for 
Camberwell Dulwich division, and W. 
H. Long,, Unionist of the Strand, are 
quite secure. The Liberals doubtless 
will lose Greenwich and other London 
districts. Among the provincial seats 
contested to-day are Blackburn, held 
at present by Philip Snowden. Labor- 
ite, one of the leaders of the Labor 
party. Bristol, where A. Birrell, 1-a- 
bor, and Hobhouse hold seats, and 
in which districts both sides profess 
confidence in making a clean sweep, 
and Portsmouth, where the Unionists 
are depending upon Admiral Beresford 
for their denunciation of the Liberal 
naval policy. Two Welsh and four 
Scottish boroughs are heretofore Lib­
eral strongholds and will, also vote 
to-day. John F. Redmond for Water­
ford City and six other Irish Nation­
alists were returned unopposed to­
day.

Yesterday’s Returns.
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, Jan. 17.
At the conclusion of to-day polling 

in the General Elections thé parties 
stood as follows: Unionists, 92; 
Liberals, 77; Laborites. 16; National­
ists. 13; net gains for the Unionists. 
23. The Government fared much bet­
ter to-day than their most ardent sup­
porters expected. The Unionists 
gained 19 seats, the Liberals 4, and 
the Laborites 1; making a net gain 
for the Unionists for the day of four­
teen. one less than they gained at 
fewer elections on Saturday. This 
practically assures the return of the 
Liberals with a fair majority, for 
among the places still to poll are 
those in Scotland and Wales, which 
are always solid Liberal. There can­
not be said to have been many sur­
prises to-day. Some expected that 
John Burns, President of the Local 
Government Board, would be defeat­
ed, but he was not. Other state of­
ficials who had to fight for their seats 
and were successful were Augustine 
Birrell and C. E. Hobhouse, and Dr. 
T. J. MacNamara. Their majorities 
were inconsiderably reduced. A Ca­
nadian, Joseph Martin, former Prem­
ier of British Columbia, was success­
ful in winning the seat for St. Pan- 
eras East. The Liberals also won 
back the adjoining constituency of 
Haggerston, which was represented 
by the Hon. R. Guinness, Unionist, 
he being defeated by P. G. Chancel­
lor. The Unionist leaders who ran to­
day, including A. J. Balfour, Were A. 
Bonar Law. Walter Pume Long and 
Sir Wm. Bull. Sir William is the man 
who caused a division by engaging in 
a fistic fight recently with a heckler. 
They hold their seats by increased 
majorities. The polling was remark­
ably close in many constituencies. H. 
E. Duke won Exeter from the Liberals 
by a narrow margin of 26; while in 
the Peckham division of Camberwell 
Henry Cubitt Gooch, who secured a 
majority of more than 2,000 in the 
recent bye-election, retains his seat 
by a bare hundred. The North is sol-

If you have, cheer up.
For It isn’t so at all.
As a matter of fact, when you look 

at yourself In a. mirror you see an 
entirely different personage from the 
one your friends see.

'In the second place you are looking 
when you are self consciously scru­
tinizing yourself In a mirror is quite 
different from what it is under ordi­
nary conditions.

An Archbishop
Puts a Question.

Archbishop Dngshawe in a letter on 
the General Election says:

“Is it right for Catholic voters to 
help to return to Parliament avowed 
supporters of an anti-Christian Social­
ist Government if only those whom 
they help to return give some hope of 
promoting that Government’s anti- 
Christian and Socialist measures?

He does not say 
how he will deal with us, but his 
Ideas of our just claims are made 
pretty evident by - Mr. Runciman’s 
present administrative persecutions.
