Mr. Burke complains that “it is
practically impossible for any man ‘o
do the work of an educational depart-

ment and at the same time inspect 220

schools, or in all 258 departments, in
200 school days. He points out that is
only the balance of the time left after
keeping up the administration work
to date that is devoted to school.” We
have always contended that the time

and energy of the .Superintendent

which should be devoted to control
and inspection of schools, counsel
with teachers and boards, and atten-
tion to ehildren and their school
courses is largely diverted to work
which could be done in a central of-
fice by ordinary clerks.

~ We notice that Mr. Burke has a tilt
against home lessons. He gives as his
invariable experience that “children of
the lowest standards are compéliled. .
to do overtime _work, after having
done a day’s work 1in school.” He
says: “I shall not urge the abolition
of home lessons in the higher classes,
yet 1 most strongly recommend all

tezchers within my superintendence

to set no home tasks to children in
the Primary, First and Second Stand-
ards.” We congratulate Supt. Burke
on the stand he has taken, and he

Mr. Burke commends the pionear
labours of Miss Wright, who has
charge of the school, and publishas
her report. In it Miss Wright puts
down the total cost of the training at
2 cents a week per pupil. . As to the
course, Miss Wright says: “five meth-
ods of cooking were taught, viz.: Boil-
ing, Simmering, Baking, Sauteing and
Frying, with dishes to illustrate each
method.” She hopes to make provis-
ion for teaching table setting and ser-
ving, laundry and dressmaking.

Mr. Burke declares roundly that the
C. H. E,, although so adversely criti-
cized, has done more to stimulate in-
terest in education and emulation in
schools than possibly any other
agency, and he submits that New-
foundland has not yet arrived at the
educational stage at which these puo-
lic can be dispensed with. He looks
upon recent changes as advantageous
to younger pupils by raising the age
for admission to the examinations and
by reducing competition.

As to Empire Day, Mr. Burke re-
ports thadt it is observed by nearly 21l
their schools, and that teachers and
pupils take a keen interest in the ob-
servance. As to the Consolidation of
the Education Act, he learns from an
authorative source, it is to be under-
taken during the coming year.

In order to meet the intention of the
Rhodes Trust to select scholars only
from institutions of University stand-
ing, Mr. Burke offers this suggestion:

“We should be able to give the two
years’ university training required at
home: and if a sufficent sum of monay
were provided so that the colleges
could each secure the services of a
specialist in certain subjeets, who, in
addition to some specified work in his
own college, could also give lectures

to a combined class of advanced stu-

dents from all the coleges, the re-
quirements would be met. Some of
our public school teachefs would also,
I feel assured, take advantage of
such an opportunity to do higher
work, and the benefit which the whole
Colony would eventually derive from
such an arrangement would more than
compensate for the required expendl-
ture.”

Obey the Law.

Dublin, May 17.=—=Counsiderable eem=
ment has been eaused by the sermen
preached by the Pretestant Bishep ef
Osgory at the gemeral syned eof  the
Irish church before the leading elergy
of the country, Although the Bishop's
congregation was largely composed of
those who openly advocate that home
rule be opposed with armed force this
church dignitary lectured his Ulster
brethren upon the necessity of obey-
ing the law.

“In the democratic constitution of
modern states like our own,” sald the
bishop, “the idea of the divine right
of kings is not likely to be revived.
For the law of the sovereign we have
substituted—whether wisely or un-
wigely I do not now inquire—the law
of the community. Law is no longer
conceived as imposed by a superior
upon his subjects; it is the expression
of the will of the people. In those al-
tered circumstances the precept, Ren-
der to Caesar the things that are
(aesar's’ resolves itself into the prin-
ciple that it is the duty of good citizens
to obey the law which they themselves
have made.

Great Problem.

“And exactly here is the great prob-
lem of modern democracy?—how to
preserve in the community a sense of
the majesty of law, of the supreme
value of its discipline, of the duty im-
posed upon each, of cheerful obedi-
ence for the sake of all. We cannot
say that the problem has yet been

A recent editorial of the Saturday

Andrew Toth, proven innocent of
murder twenty years after a life sen-
tence to the penitentiary.

The writer suggests the crying need
of legislation which will provide re-
dress and at least financial restitu-
tion to such unfortunates as Toth.
But while we are at it, why not go
a step farther and crysade for a still
broader justice?

A few weeks ago a New York attor-
ney, disbarred from practice for al-
leged misdemeanors, was shown guilt-
less of the charges up on which he
had been deprived of livelihood, hon-
or, friends and name.

1t was not only the blindness of
justice which wrecked this life, but
the open-eyed conspiracy of a power-
ful corporation revenging itself upon
an honest lawyer successfully prose-
cuting the damage suit of an injuréd
child. v
Time, the great solvent of lies, at
last exposed -the details of the vile
plot. Documents, as well as confes-
sions, established the: fact that a
great railway company was respon-
sible for this outrage and that its offi-
cials indorsed the acts of the directly
responsible subordinates.

Now, a broken, haggard, empty-
hearted old-young man is ‘“‘generous-
ly” permitted by the community to
take up his work where “Justice”
some twelve years ago, checked his
activities.

Aside from the restoration of re-
spectability, restitution comes to him
empty-handed.

His parents dead, poisoned with
humiliation at the disgrace of their

London Financiers Apprehensive of
Heavy Borrowings in Near Future.

London, May 15.—As a result of the
failure of recent loan: issues in Lon-
don, the question 1is Dbeing “asked:
Whence are all the ‘millions to come
to meet further borrowings -in - the
near future?

Financiers, according to the Daily
Mail, are regarding with considerable
trepidation the outlook of the mnext
few weeks, with probable heavy de-
mands on their rescurces; China
wants  £25,000,000, American rail-
roads require huge: sums to bring
them to a state of efficiency to cope
with ever-expanding traffic; Australia
is known to be anxious to raise a few
millions in London. Finally the Bal-
kan States borrowing, as an outcome

of the war, is another factor.

(“The situation, the  Dally

Mail, “might be less difficult if in-
vestors were willing to lend, -but the
trade activity causes money which
might otherwise be available te be
locked up. Everyone who can make
gaod use of his funds in-his own busi-
ness seems to have no desire to lend
them to China, to Anlerican railroad
magnates, or to- Bulgaria:”

Seeking a reason why the shares of
scme pushing speculative -—company
with doubtful ptrospects may readily
be subscribed, while® first- class  in-
vestments are ignored, the Daily Mail
says there is a possibility that the
public has not been made sufficiently
aware of the opportunities .afforded
by these good investments, adding:

On Wednesday.

Measure Introduced to Have Fixed

Day For Holidays.

London, May 15.—The text has just
been issued of the bill introduced inco
the House of Commons by Mr. Robert
Pearce to reform the calendar by fix-
ing the Easter and increasing the
number of Bank Holidays. The
memorandum attached to the measure,
which is backed by Sir W. Bull and
Sir Albert Spicer, states that the Bill
is intended to regularize the quarters
of the year, adjust the days of the
week and of the month and fix Easter
Day and other Bank Holidays and
dates depending upon Easter.

With this view the first day of fhe
yvear would be a Bank Holiday called
New Year's Day, but not be a day of
the week or of the month or quarter.
This leaves for-the rest ef the year

‘364 days, which divide into four equal

quarters.of 91.days each, and into 52
weeks of seven days each. . Bach
quarter will contain exactly 13 weeks
divided ‘into -two months of 30 days
each and, one of 31 days. -The ordin-
ary quarter days would not-be- inter-
fered with, and special provisippﬁ,'es
in the Calendar Act, ¥750, would pre-
serve -days of payment; delivery —of
goods, expira:tiou of leaaga. etc,, and
coming of age:

Starting in 1914, Easter Snnday and
all the movable feasts and dates de-
pendent upon it would be fixed ‘80 28
to.fall in every year on the:same day’
of the same month as well as on -the
same day of the week. April 12 would,
it is proposed, then -and - always  Dbe
Easter Sunday. Christmas Day, De-
cember 25, would always:be.on a

'Wednesday. Each day of the Smonth|

weuld always fall on ‘the same day of
the. week. .

It is understood the authorities
had learned of a suffragette plot to
attack the Home Secretary and Con-
ference by a method which would not
only jeopardize McKenna's 'life, but
the lives of the delegates as well
The Home Secretary, however, ad-
dressed a large meeting in the even-

ing, a Scotland Yard detective occupy-},

ing a seat near him on the platform.
Elaborate precautions were taken to
prevent the admission of suffragettes
and a big force of sturdy stalwarts
were on hand to deal with disturbers.
This did not prevent the male cham-
pions of the suffragettes from getting
in, several of whom interrupted and
were’ roughly ejected. McKenna con-
cluded his address by warning mili-
tants that their methods would never
succeed in frightening or worrying the
Government into giving franchise to
women. By their action, he said, they
can bring nothing but discredit to
their cause and punishment upon
themselves.
