Russia Seizes Heavily Fortified Po-
sitions at Lemberg --- Austrians

Routed and. Deprived of One
Hundred and Fifty Guns.

Special to the Evening Telegram.
PETEROGRAD, To-day.
The following official communica-
tion was issued by the Russian War

Office last night: “After a battle last-
ing seven days, the Russian army
seized heavily fortified  positions
around Lemberg, about ten or twelve
miles from town. Russian troops
then advanced toward the principal
forts, After a battle yesterday which
was flercely contested, Austrians
were obliged to retreat in disorder,
abandoning heavy and light guns,
parts of artillery and field kitchens.
Our advance guard and cavalry pur-
sued the enemy who suffered enor-
mous losses in killed, wounded and
prisoners. The Austrian army opera-
ting in the neighborhood of Lemberg,

- 9.30 A. M. To-Day.

was composed of the third, eleventh
and twelfth corps and part of the
seventh and fourteenth corps. - This
army appears to have been defeated.
During the pursuit by Russian troops
the Austrians who beat the retreat
from Guila and Lipa, were forced to
abandon an additional 31 guns. Our
troops are moving over a road en-
cumbered with parts of artillery and
convoys loaded with provisions of all
kinds. The total number of guns
captured by the Russians around
Lemberg, amounts to 150.” The above
despatch was sent direct from Petero-
grad by the St, Petersburg Telegraph
Agency, a semi-official Russian news
agency, and is the first despatch re-
ceived at Halifax direct from the
Russian capital, since the declaration
of war,

Good Reasons for Hating It.

A correspondent writing to the New
York Sun, says:—

Having in mind the letter with tha
caption “What Germany Owes the
Kaiser,” in the “World” of Sunday,
Aug. 16, I venture to call your atten-
tion to the fact that there are two
monuments in this city ‘which are a
losting reproach to Germany’s auto-
cratic rulers. One is the monument
to Gen. Franz Sigel, on Riverside
Drive, the other the monument to
Carl Schurz, on Morningside Heights,
bearing on its pedestal the beautiful
motto, “A lover of freedom and a de-
fender of human rights.”

Both of these men, together with
hundreds of enlightened and patrio-
tic Germa'ns, had to leave their na-
tive land simply because they were
outspoken enemies of German ab-

solutism. When some of their com-

patriots called upon King Frederick
William 1V, the grand-uncle of the

present Kaiser, with a request for a
constitution, he declared that never
would he allow a blotted parchment
to come between him and Almighty

to«

God. (This reminds one of “Me und
Gott.”)
Again, when the liberal Frankfort

Diet, in 1849, offered him the crown of
Emperor of Germany, he refused it,
saying that he would never stoop to
pick up a crown out of the gutter.
This remark showed his utter con-
tempt for a gathering representative
of the people. Later, when uprisings
of the people occurred in Berlin and
in Baden, he had them shot down lik®
dcgs, and no one distinguished him-
self more in this bloody work than
the present Emperor’s grandfather,
® | who on this account was for a long
while known as the “Cartridge
Piince.”
The Kaiser’s father was a very sick
man' when he ascended the throne,
and reigned only a few weeks. Kaiser
William’s first act on ascending the
throne in 1888 was an address to his
army and navy extolling them as the
true pillars of his throne, while the
address to the people, which follow-
<d only some days after, was very
tame. Soon he made himself notori-
cus by his threat to utterly ecrush
whosoever would not bow to his will.
Throughout his reign he never failed
upon even slight pretext to rattle the
sword in the scabbard to declare
himself the divinely appointed ruler
whose will was supreme, and to show
himself the enemy of democracy by
birth, by training and by instinct.
Your splendid editorial, ‘A War
That Is Madness,’ stated the issue in
a nuishell: “Either German auto-
cracy must ‘be crushed or European
democracy will be obliterated, and

make ready to strike the final blow at
democracy in the New World.”

Sir Edward Grey and the British peo-
ple reJected this unworthy proposal,
but it was only’ at the last moment,
when every hope of peace had been
remaoved, that the Empire found itself
embroiled in his fight.

GERMANS ABANDON  MOVEMENT.

Special to Evening Telegram.
BASLE, Switzerland,
Sept. 2.
« The Germans have abandoned their
movement towards the French for-
tress of Belfort as a result of Russian
offensive movement in Eastern Prus-
sia. The great army of 150,000 Ger-
man and Austrian troops which cross-
ed the Rhine several days ago, ac-
companied by a large number of siege
guns, has been withdrawn from Al-
sace, and 'has started Né6rth to replace
the German troops .withdrawn from
the lines to North Lorraine and in
the Department of Muerthe and Mos-
elle. The French are now complete
masters of Alsace. There are about
60,000 German reservists left in the
upper part of the Province and it is
expected that a French
movement against them will

BRITISH TROOPS CAPTURE GUNS.
PARIS, Sept. 2.

A German cavalry corps marching
towards the Forest of Campiegne on
the left wing of the allied forces were
engaged by the English on September
1st. The English captured ten guns.
This statement is given out officially.

LINES UNBROKEN.
LONDON, Sept. 2.

A Paris correspondent sends the
following: ‘“To-day I pushed up as
near the front as possible, but could
only get a general impression of the
events of recent days. It must be
borne in mind that although on the
left the allied armies have been forc-
ed to withdraw their lines so far they
remain .intact; at no point has the
enemy sugcceeded in driving a wedge
into the circle which is drawing clos-
er and closer around the capital and
gaining in strength as it retires. Amid
all the welter of war the British
troops have produced a great quality
of efficiency. The spirit of Kitchener
apparently pervades the whole Brit-
ish expeditionary forces.”

TRANSFERS TO BORDEATUX.

PARIS, Sept. 3.

At midnight it was officially an-
nounced that the President and the
Embassies of the Allied Nations had
left at 10.50 p.m. for Bordeaux, where
they will stay during hostilities.
United States Ambassadof Herrick,
who has taken charge of the Archives
of the embassies of all beligerent
Powers, remains in Paris with First
Secretary Bliss and the second Sec-
retary. The United States will be re-
presented at Bordeaux by John B.
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Garrett, United States Ambassador to
Argentine, who left with the Govern-
ment, accompanied by the third secre-
tary, Capt. Parker. Mr., Herrick will
rémain here to afford protection to
Amerjcans, as the Ambassadorial re-
sidence is in neutral territory, where
Americans can find refuge in case of
need. It a2lso makes possible for Am-

erican banking interests, to.continue.

here in view of the relief of possible
distress from the United States.

JAPANESE TROOPS LANDED IN
CHINA.

PEKING, Sept.. 3

Japan has landed between 10,000
and 15,000 troops from 18 transports
at Lung Kow, a newly opened port,
about 100 miles north of Tsing Tau.
This is declared to have been done in
violation of China's neutrality, The
German lLegation has protested to the
Foreign Office against an infringe-
ment of China's neutrality by Japan.

HORRIBLE INHUMANITY.

PARIS, Sept. 3.

A despatch from St. Petersburg
says that the Novoe Vremya charges
that during the bombardment of Bel-
grade, the Austrians destroyed a
Maternity Hospital over which the
Red Cross was flying, killing 100
children.

ON VYERGE OF HOSTILITIES.

Certain’ movement of
German troops in the direction of
Assthe, six miles northwest of Brus-
sels, gave rise to the belief that the
Germans were contemplating a move-
ment towards Termonde, 16 miles
east of Ghent. However, the Belgian
troops have been reinforced on ac-
count of the necessity of preserving
control of Waasland. The enemy ad-
vanced from Brussels to Assche yes-
terday but could not penetrate fur-
ther north. Ninve and Alosty, 16 and
15 miles respectively from Ghent in
different directions have been occu-
pied by Germans. In the Provinces
of Antwerp and Limbourg the situa-
tion is unchanged.

Russians Have
Many Big Forts
In Their Path.

THREE LINES OF LAKES AND BIG
RIVER  ARE FORTIFIED.
London, Aug. 25.—A despatch to
the Daily Mail from St. Petersburg,
sa\s “The German defence in East
Prussm is' based- on four parallel and

J} strongly fortified lines, running north

and south. KEash is supported ‘by nat-
uralobstacles. The foremost three
lines are distinct: ropes of numerous
lakes. The fourth and strongest de-
fence line is the Vistula River, ex-
tending from the Russian frontier to
the Baltic.

“Outside these defence lines, the
Germans have on the northeast the
very strong fortress of Koenigsberg,
with fortified advance positions at
Libau and Tapiau. This is situated
on the flank of the Russian line, and
must be invested, causing the detach-
ment of a considerable force.

“The foremost three defence lines
are extensively fortified. There are
important and permanent fortifica-
tions at Allenstein and Boyen, and
the whole s filled with lakes, leav-
ing only comparatively narrow defiles
for the advancing troops. The coun-
try is full of fortifications, partly pro-
visional and partly fieldworks, most

of which are armed with heavy guns.
A frontal attack would be a very difs

ferent task.

“The Vistula, from 500 to 1,000 yds.
wide, is guarded by six fortresses.
The largest are at Thorh in the south
and at Danzig in the north. Between
them are Fordon, Kulm, Fraudenz
and Mariensburg.

“A man entitled to rank among the
first as an organizer of victory is
compelled to remain far from the
battle field. He is General Soukhom-
linoff, the Russian Kitchcner, who is
now reorganizing the Russian armies.
The armies have been irreproachably
equipped, and the spirit of the men
is the same as the spirit of the na-
tion.

“The defeat of three German army
corps in northeastern Prussia was
converted into a rout by the timely
arrival of another army coming from
Warsaw in the rear of the enemy'’s
position. The Warsaw army, which
was very powerful, completely turned
the German position at Mazur lakes,
and while extending its
over a wide front westward,
toward Kallenstein. The

“In Galicia the best of Russian
startegy will be on a level with the
victorious plan adopted farther north.
The Austrians in Lemberg possibly
will be taken in a similar vice. This
may be inferred from the fact that
one army is advancing from the
scutheast, as is shown by the fact
that nine Russian cavalry squadrons
have routed the entire Austrian caval-
ry division at Plukhow.

“The Austrian force retreating from
Viadimir Volyhnskly, Russia, 17 miles
from the frontier, towards Sokel, in
(Galicia, Austria, probably 'has been
eut off. Grand Duke Michael, the
Bmperor’'s brother, has returned from
abroad and is going to the front.”

“The Russian Embassy in London
while pleased over the victory at
Gumbinnen, states that it feels bound
to warn the English press not to ex-
aggerate the consequences of the vic-
tory.”
