The original address should be
written on the FRONT of the par-
cel-where the postage stamps and
Customs declaration are affixed,
and the second or alternative ad-
dress should be written on the
BACK of the parcel.
If a second address is not fur-
nished at the time of posting, and
delivery cannot be effected, the
contents of the parcel, unless of
exceptional value or of a personal
nature, will be turned over to the
Military Authorities for distribu-
tion.
Parcels containing articles of a
personal nature or of special
value will be returned, if a re-
quest for their return in case of
non-delivery is made by the send-
er, such request to be written on
the cover of the parcel at the time
of posting.
This plan is being adopted at the
suggestion of the British Post Of-
fice, which states that the pres-
ent procedure of holding undeliv-
erable parcels at the Dead Letter
Office until instructions are re-
ceived as to their disposal is re-

THE U. §. DECLARES WAR UPON

AUSTRIA-HUNGARY.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 4.
President ‘Wilson to-day called up-

on Congress to declare a state of war’

against Austria-Hungary, .pledging
Amecerica to a war to victory, and de-
claring that nothing shall turn us
aside. - He asked that Austria-Hun-
gary he formally listed among Ameri-
ca’'s enemies to remove this “embar-
rassing obstacle that stands in our
way.” In ringing, definite terms the
President declared Germany must be
beaten. All falk .of peace, he .pro-
nounced out of the question. “Our
present and immediate task is to win
the war, and nothing shall turn us
aside from it until it is accomplish-
ed. Every power and every resource
we possess,” the President said,
“whether of men or money or of ma-
terials is being devoted and will eon-
tinue to be devoted to that purpose
until it is achieved, Those who de-
sire to bring peace about before that
purpose is achieved, I counsel to car-
ry their advice elsewhere. Any peace
that America will make must include

the delivery of the peoples of Austro-

Hungary, Turkey and the Balkans, as
well as Northern France and Belgium
from Prussian domination,” he said.

GERMANS® DESPERATE EFFORTS
FOILED.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMIES IN
FRANCE.—The Germans up to noon
to-day had not reng¢wed their attempts
oi yesterday to
front south of Marcoing, but it seems
improbable that the enemy will allow
matters to remain as they are now.
Therefore the situation is still one
that cannot be dismissed lightly in

:view of the heavy concentration of

guns and troops which Von Hinden-
burg has brought to bear on this line.

The checking of the Germans’
incessant massed attacks ' was due
only to the gallantry of the dogged
Jritish soldiers, who did not yield be-
fore the fierce assaults by greatly
superior numbers. In their stupend-
ous efforts against Lavacquerie the
Germans swept forward in dense
waves with absolutely no
ment and were slaughtered.
