Enlarging Its Sphere.
The purpose of the meeting 

held in the Seamen’s Institute 
a few evenings ago is well tim­
ed, and the object is one 
which all must subscribe. There 
is perhaps no seaport town 
the world where the interests of 
the visiting sailor is less looket 
after and cared for than to St. 
John’s. Other maritime cities 
have rooms of recreation and 
light refreshment for the sea' 
men who come and go, and 
bands of workers in their be­
half work night and day to aid 
in the moral and physical uplift 
of the mariner and to prevent 
him from stepping into the path 
ways of temptation, so many of 
which appear to him during his 
stay in port. His ship, after 
voyage, is to the sailor some­
thing of which to be free, and 
as he usually gets extended 
leave, particularly at night, 
when harpies of all sorts are 
lying in wait for him and his 
pay roll—and they usually get 
both—it is time then to take 
measures to protect the sailor 
from the multitudinous evils 
that beset him. He is worthy 
all the care, all the attention 
that can be given. It. matters 

‘not that he may be illiterate or 
uncouth in manners. All sea­
men are not, and when we use 
the word seamen, we mean the 
men who form the forecastle 
guard, the firemen’s squad and 

’ the roustabouts. The officers 
are in a class by themselves. 
They have their own friends 
and the entree to home where 
the A.B. or ordinary seaman are 
not received. Thus the latter 
are left to their own resources 
and invariably fall a prey to the 
vamps who wait at the dock- 
gates. A place to go, a place 
where innocent amusements and 
games can be indulged in; a 
place where letters home may 
be written, where literary mat­
ter of an interesting nature may 
be found, where light refresh­
ments are served, and where the 
general atmosphere is attract­
ive. Th^t is what the lone sea­
men need when they come to a 
strange port, and that we take 
it is the intention of the man­
ager and directors of King 
George V. Institute here in St. 
John’s. That their ideas will 
materialize and be productive of 
success is evidenced from the 
sincerity which characterised 
Tuesday’s meeting. It is good 
business, too, to include marine 
workers along the waterfront in 
the general, scheme outlined.

SOME STARTLING FIGURES.
Some twenty foreign going local 

Vessels are now lying up in port ow­
ing to competition by foreign freight­
ers. There has been taken out of 
this country and Labrador by Nor­
wegian steamers this season 283,000 
4tls. of fish, which at J1.25 freight, 
#er quintal, totals $363,760. This 
amount of freight would engage 77 
local vessels employing 442 men àt an 
average- wage of $60 per month, or a 
total wage of $26,520 per month. If 
those men were engaged tor four 
months $106,080 would he distributed 
amongst their families. If the 77 
vessels were to spend $1,000 each in 
foreign disbursements, $278,750 would 
be left to be spent in the country, of 
which $138,376 would go to the rev­
enue. Had the Government kept on 
the edtra 20 cents export tax we 
would have received $66,600 extra 
revenue. Foreign steamers pay 2# 
cents tax, or the same as local ves­
sels, whilst' foreign sailing vessels pay 
a tax of 40 cents. Local vessel own­
ers ip order to keep moving, are now 
offering freight at competitive prices 
and it is a pity that shippers are not 
employing them, as by sending away 
large cargoes by steamers the mar­
kets will be overstocked and the price 
decline as a consequence.

WEEKLY MEETING.

The weekly meeting of the Civic 
Commission was held last evening. | 
Mayor Morris presided and Councillors 
Vinicombe, Peet, Jackman, Collier and 
Hallett were present After the Min­
utes of the last meeting were read and 
confirmed, the following matters re­
ceived the attention of the Board: I

Communications were read from the 
Colonial Secretary as follows:—(1) 
Under Section 2 of the Consolidated 
Loan Act, 1921, an order has been is­
sued to liquidate the temporary loans 
due the Royal Bank by the Council, 
and that same would now be included 
in the funded debt of the City; (2) 
That the Proclamation has been is­
sued, fixing the dates for Nomination 
and Polling Days as December 6th and» 
15th respectively; also that His Ex­
cellency the Governor has been pleas­
ed to appoint Mr. F. J. Doyle as Re- ( 
turning Officer and Hon. F. J. Morris 
as Revisor of Voters’ Lists in the j 
Municipal Election.

The Inspector General, replying to 
the Council’s communication and that j 
of the Motor Association, in reference 
to unregistered out-of-town cars and 
drivers of same, stated that, if the As­
sociation was aware of such violations 
of the Motor Regulations, the matter 
should be reported more promptly, so ' 
that immediate action might be taken.

The Secretary of the G.W.V.A. for­
warded a communication from the 
txecutive of that Association, asking j 
il at sailors, soldiers and foresters 
3able for the Poll Tax, might be ex­
empt from same from the time of de­
mobilization, January 1st 1919 to Dec­
ember 31st, 1924. The Council has not 
the power, under the Act, to make such 
exemptions, but legal opinion will be 
obtained in the matter.

Following up his last communica­
tion, regarding the removal of snow 
from the City streets during the com­
ing winter season, Mr. Wm. White 
suggested that the manholes leading 
to the City Sewers be used for the 
disposal of snow.

Best Beat Wen.
"The best boat won In the weather 

of the day," said Capt Welch, cap­
tured by newspapermen In the male’s 
cabin. "We had a good fair breese. 
Loss of onr toretopmast cost ns a few 
minute». Tour people gare us a 
good welcome when we came home 
even If we were losing. But there’s 
another race, and maybe two, coming. 
She's a line veesel, the Elsie, a nice 
able Craft, and It would take a smart' 
boat of her else to beat her." Marty, 
who is a real sportsman and there­
fore a good loser, talked Interesting­
ly of the race. Congratulated on hie 
start, In which he was only ten sec­
onds behind the gun, he said that it 
waa a pretty close share, but that It 
was ^poeaible to tell within three or 
four seconds just when a schooner 
was crossing , the Hoe. "If you don’t 
get there, first,” he added, "the other 
fellow ■ wUl.”. Asked about the lively 
luffing match between the two schoon­
ers," he said It was all part of the 
game. The water was shoaling when 
Bluenose finally gave up the effort to 
get his weather. "We managed to 
keep with him almost to the seeond 
buoy,” said Marty, "but In the eleven 
mile reach that followed, his big, long 
vessel gained half a mile. On the 
wind we gained on the Bluenose In 
smooth water, while she opened up on 
us fa the sea. There was not much 
windward work,” said the Glouces­
ter skipper. "A few long and short 
tacks that’s all. If we had it right 
dead to windward the male might 
have done better, as she should he 
faster In stays than the Bluenose. I 
don’t care about the courses; If you 
can’t sail one course, you can’t sail 
another," said Capt. Marty, when 
someone suggested that the next race 
should be over a windward and lee­
ward course instead of from the start 
to a triangle and home.

Fart Time Hade.
' A feature of Saturday’s race was 
the "fast time made by the schooners. 
Bluenose’s time for the course of 39.3 
sea miles, 4 hours, 82 minutes and Id 
seconds, actual elapsed time, was 
really faster than her record In the 
elimination race of a week ago, when 
she covered the course of 39.88 sea 
miles hi actual elapsed time of 4 
hours, 29 minutes and 3 seconds. On 
Monday last there were only nine 
miles of windward work, while on 
Saturday the thresh was on a leg of 
11.3 miles, the schooners covering 
more water qn this stretch on the 
wind than they would for the shorter 
one. In addition to this the luffing 
match soon after Saturday’s start 
made the schooners cover about a 
mile of extra water, their whole 
course probably amounting to 60 
miles. Bluenose’s fastest time on 
Saturday perhaps was made on the 
reach from South East Automatic 
Buoy to Shut In Island Bell, a dis­
tance of exactly nine miles. The 
Lunenburg schooner covered this In- 
41 seconds and 49 seconds, or at the 
rate of 12.87 miles an hour.

Crews Evenly Batched.
They said when Elsie came here 

that her craw were highly trained 
and would handle sail faster than 
the Lunenburgera. It was the wrong 
dope. The two crews, for all that 
could be seen, were evenly matched. 
Roily Knickle was a tower of 
strength on the Bluenose and all the 
watchmasters were right. on their 
Job, while tiie men under their di­
rection worked skilfully and fast 
"Mickey” Hall,. Capt Marty's wizard 
aloft, had a busy day and he deserves 
credit for the smart way In which he 
and bis assistant stalwarts handled 
the situation when the foretopmast 
stay parted, followed by the stick It­
self.

Elsie, a distance, as it happened of 
About three miles. Marty Welch, as 
resourceful as ever, sailed a splen­
did race; and so did Walters. Each 
skipper worked his ship for the last 
Inch of speed that waa in her. The 
difference was in the schooners and, 
as Marty says himself, the best boat 
in the weather of the day won.

Marty Gave Elsie All Safl.
As usual, windward work was the 

deciding factor. The first three legs 
gave a reach, a run and another 
reach. The downhomer, with larger 
sail spread and longer water-line, had 
slightly the better of it off the wind, 
though Marty, a wise old bird of the 
sea, so manoeuvred his ship as to 
almost make up for this tiny disad­
vantage. On the wind for the fourth 

' leg of the course It was a different 
story. Here the Canadian vessel, 
though kicking up her customary high 

‘haycock of foam forward and heeling 
sharply to the puffs, was In her ele- 

. ment She lay over to her hart «kil­
ling angle, ate Into the wind In grand 
i Style and demonstrated a marked 
superiority over the defender on this 

‘ point of sailing in this kind of wea­
ther. Marty had the stiller boat. 
While Bluenose, under four lowers, 
had her lee scuppers decidedly awash, 
the Yankee fisherman, with more pro­
portionate ballast was stiff as a 
house. “She dipped her rail once or 
twice,” said Marty, after the race,

Nairobi, writes Charles Dawnbarn, 
who Is travelling in that country.

The latest British possession, in the 
terms, of a Crown Colony, is a most 
lively infant/ he says.
