PERSONNEL OF EXPEDITION.

This expedition was carried thru’
during the summer of 1923 by the Bio-

logical Board of Canada under the
auspices and with the support of the
Canadian Department of Marine and
| Fisheries ,and of the Newfoundland
Government. We were assisted by
Dr. L. Gilchrist, physicist, of the Un-
iversity of Toronto, and by Mr. A. C.
Gardiner; biologist, of Cambridge Un-
iversity, England, the latter represent-
ing Newfoundland. Two vessels were
employed, the Canadian Government
Fisheries Patrol Steamer ‘‘Arleux”
under Capt. Milne, and the Biological
Motor Boat “Prince” under Captain
Calder. Cabot Strait, the eastern half
of the Gulf; Belle Isle Strait, the Lab-
rador current, and the east and south
coasts of Newfoundland were suc-
cessively explored. The facts obtain-
ed have cleared up many points in
regard to the movements and the
character of those waters.

It was thought that the Strait of
Belle Isle would furnish.the key to
the problem of these movements. The
Strait is about one hundred miles long
and for the most part from ten to fif-
teen miles wide. Curious tempera-
tures, that had been reported ‘for the
water on the two sides of the Strait,
made it probable that a double move-
ment takes place, of cold water into
the Gulf on the north side, and of
warm water out of the Gulf on the
south side. The two boats anchored,
one on each side of the Strait, and
kept their respective positions for
several days measuring the currentts
at various depths and making many
other observations. The results wers
quite definite. The water flowed in
through the Strait during the flooding
tide and out during the ebbing tide,
but the inward was stronger than the
outward movement on the mnorth side,
while the opposite was the case on
the south side. On calculation it
worked out that the water on the
Labrador side was gaining or making
inwards at the rate of .about d miles
per day, at the same time that the
water on the Newfoundland side was

or less peculiar to the Gulf, with the
atmosphere clear. :
In this way was established in a
practical fashion a very important
oceanographical principle, that has
not been hitherto appreciated. The
ebb and the flow of the tides act like
the up and down strokes of a pump
in causing the water to circulate. A
pump must have valves. The rotation
of ‘the earth makes moving water in
the northern hemisphere turn to the
right, and in the Strait this deflecting
force acts as an fmperfect valve or
series of valves holding more or less
closely to the Labrador coast the
water that makes inward, and to the
Newfoundland coast that makes out-
ward, This principle goes.  far to-
ward explaining the complex circu-
lation of the water over the continent-
al shelf across which the tides ebb
and flow. The water circulates
around islands and shoals in the dir-
ection that the hands of a clock move,
and around inlets and submarine
basins in the opposite direction.
This circulation was demonstrated
also in other ways. That the Labra-
dor current in part made in through
the Strait was made clear by the
many icebergs found inside the Strait
far along the north shore even to the
Anticosti Island at the centre of the
Gulf. Special bottles were set adrift
along definite lines in hundreds, and
the information gained from those,
that were found by various people
and reported, likewise proved an in-
ward movement through the Strait
far into the Gulf, and also an outward
movement. In brief it was made quite
far along the north shore even to
Gulf and of the continental shelf out-
side Nova Scotia is not due to any
one influence. The Strait of Belle
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Isle is definitely a cooling factor, cold

The mack-
erel migrates though in small num-
bers in the warm water all the way
to the Strait of Belle Isle until stop-
ped by the Labrador current. The
winkle or periwinkle that is not to be
found scattered over the moist rocks,
when the tide is out, is all around
Newfoundland, but on the north shore
of the Gulf is limited to the warmer
places, and does not occur on the
Labrador coast at all. The lobster,
whose fry perish in the cold waters,
even as far south at the Bay of Fundy,
develops successfully in the warm
waters of the west coast of Newfound-
land, but no farther to the north, =o
that the adults are to be found only
as far to the north as they are able
to attain in their slow migrations,
which is scarcely beyond Belle Isle
Strait. The caplin, which in New-

One-Tube Re-Generator

It is not expected that the fan who
builés the crystal set we have describ-
ed in the two previous issues is going
to have the set finished by this time—
much less will he have used it long
enough to tire of it and-desire a tube
receiver, However, we think it a
good idea to write these articles all
in one series, Cut them out now, and
then when you do want to convert the
crystal jnto a tube, you can dig out
the article’ and go about making the
changes.

In Fig. 1 is shown the crystal set
which, it is assumed, you will have
built. In Fig. 1, the instruments to
the left of the dotted line “X” will be
used in the tube set, that is, we will
use the variocoupler and the second-
ary tuning condenser, The ecrystal
detector, phones and the phone by-
pass condenser are disconnected,

In Fig. 2 is shown the circuit we
are going to use in the tube outfit.
Everything to the right of the dotted
line will' have to be added.

The additional instruments will
cost about $10, including the tube,
and may allow for the filamént and
plate batteries if a dry-cell tube  is

used,

Regeneration will be accomplished
by the plate variometer. This method
is* quite satisfactory. If .desired,
another rotor may be built into the
variocoupler, and tickler - regenéra-
tiop used, but the variometer method
is almost as satisfactory and will be
{ess trouble. If a tickler is used; it
i hooked in just where the vario-
meter is hooked in. 4

The parts are all standard. The
grid condenser and leak (GC) are
00026 mid, and %-6 megohms
pectively. The rheostat “R” is a 25
or 30-ohm instrument. The vario-
meter is any standard variometer, and
the phone by-pass “C” is .001 mfd.

The battery connections are brought
out to four binding posts, as indicat-
ed, If you want to, you can put in
a phone jack for the phone connec-
tions, but we suggest that binding
posts be used.

The instruments may be mounted
in any conve’nient arrangement on a
panel, or mounted “breadboard”
fashion, The exact arrangement is
not important, except that it is desir-
able to keep the coils and the vario-
nfeter a few inches away from the
other instruments. Separate these
two from each other, also.
