There flour is
worth seven dollars per hundred, here
twenty-five, and from what I cah learn,
other things are in the same proportion,
Is it not astonishing that the Domin-
ion Government are so indifferent about
this noble couptry. Our cousins across
\ the line express themselves.as quite sure
of the Nor-West. The gold fields of the
Saskatchewan will attract a population
independent of its adaptation for agri.
cultural purposes. Last summer in the
River digui the miners averaged
eight doll per day, and sometimes
made as high as twenty. Tliis fall two
of those hardy adventurers were prosper-
!ing near the head of Battle River, and
found gold in a quartz district ; they are
