Our .''Chools.
To the Editor of the Mercury 

DIïar Sir,—In a former communica­
tion I deprecated the appointment of a 
Principal over our High and Common 
Schools, and hinted that while such an 
appointment would in certain circum­
stances be appropriate as regards c-urCom- 
mon Schools, it would be not only unad- 
visable, but. absolutely illegal as regards 
our High School. The Principal has been 
appointed, but my opinion remains un­
changed, and I still regard the appoint­
ment as not only illegal, but absurd. I 
believe that according to our present 
school law, no person bat the Inspector 
appointed by the Government has any 
right to exercise any superintendence 
over the Teacher of a High School, and 
unless it is tho intention of the School 
B und to make the recently appointed 
Principal Teacher of that.School, any in­
terference of his in the High School, will 
be contrary to law. And again, if lie is 
mode Principal of the High School, he 
will certainly have no time to devote any 
attention to the common schools.

In thD connection I will briefly refer 
to a letter in your issue of Monday, of 

Another Ratepayer,” called forth, as 
he says, by my former làtter. I was pleas­
ed to see his communication,as I believe, 
sir, that nothing will conduce more to 
the improvemen : of our School System 
than a free interchange of opinion re­
garding it in the public jiress. The writer 
agrees with me in my ‘strictures on our 
school system as a whole, and takes ex­
ception only to my opinion kas to the 
legality of appointing an Inspector over 
the Teacher of the High School—or 
rather perhaps, as to tho necessity of 
such an appointment. Now, sir, if our 
High School is in such a state as your 
correspondent asserts, it is certainly time 
that a change for the better should he 
introduced, and if the fault lies with tho 
iresent Head Master, no time should be 
ost in putting another in his place. As 

respects Mr Lafferty, he is almost an en­
tire stranger to me, and anything I say 
as regards him is simply in the interests 
of fair play. As I said in my previous 
letter, Mr. Lafferty came to us with the 
very best certificates as to his scholastic 
ability, and unless it can be shown that 
the alleged inefficiency of bis school in 
caused by him, and not by the system 
or want of system, brought about by our 
School Board, I hold it is most unfair to 
visit him as “ Another Ratepayer ” does, 
in such sweeping terms of censure. My 
opinion is that under our present and 
past school management, no ability on 
the part either of our -High or Common 
school teachers could make our schools 
anything like what they ought to be.

I shall endeavour to maintain the 
truth of this proposition, and 'also indi­
cate what I believe to bo the proper re­
medy in a future letter, as I fear, sir, I 
have already trespassed too much on 
your valuable space.

I cannot, however, conclude without 
remarking that the comparison made by 
“ Another Ratepayer,” between the at­
tendance at our High School and the Pri­
vate School Of Mr. Fowler, does not af­
ford any proper criterion of the relative 
teaching ability exercised in the two 
schools. During the incumbency of a 
former teacher of the High School a pri­
vate academy was opened by a gentle­
man now teaching in one of oar public 
schools, in the same building now occu- 
>ied by Mr. Fowler, and was under both 
iim and hie successor, still more largely 
attended. Yet previous to that another 
gentleman not particularly noted for suc­
cessful teaching, kept a private school in 
the same place, which was attended by 
nearly as great a number of pupils. In 
making these remaks, I do hot for a mo­
ment wish to say anything disparaging 
of Mr. Fowler, who is, for anything I 
know to the contrary, an excellent 
teacher,but merely to ahowthat there has 
always been a class of people here who 
prefer a private to a public school for 
their children, even as “ Another Rate­
payer ” says, in the face of high-fees. In 
all this I do not wish to bolster up Mr, 
Lafferty. If he is incompetent, let him 
be dismissed as soon as possible. What 1 
mean to suggest is,that not only the pupils 
but the teachers of all our schools are 
the victims of a kind of school manage 
ment, under which the former are de­
frauded of any competent education, and 
the latter are placed in such a position 
that no matter what their ability, they 
can produce no adequate results.

THE AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE.
Mr. Rykert said that the speech of the 

bon. gentleman stood in strong contrast 
to hie speech the other night, and the 
Attorney-General, notwithstanding the 
fact that the Professor was such a man 
as he had been described, had stated the 
other night to this House that Professor 
McCandlesa was a most valuable man, 
and that he regretted to part with him. 
On August the 3rd, long after the Gov­
ernment had obtained a fall knowledge 
of the Professor's in competency and de­
reliction of duty, the Attorhey-General 
had written a letter to him, in which he 
said. M You havo my best wishes for your 
future prosperity.” Ho (Mr. Rykert) 
held that all the Commissioners of Agri­
culture had said to-night, showed the 
necessity of having a commission. If 
the Attorney-General had thought Pro 
fessor MoCandless such a person as he 
had been stated to be, why had he given 
him the order for the gratuity ? He 
read from the Guelph Herald an article 
making a number of insinuations against 
the hon. Provincial Secretary. If it was 
sc true that tlfre Professor was so totally 
unfit for his position, it was the bounden 
duty of the then Commissioner of Public 
Works to bring the matter before the 
Government. A proper investigation 
should be made so that the responsi­
bility for these irregularities might fall 
on those to whom it belonged.

Mr. Mowat said that a number of ob­
servations had come up in the course of 
the debate for which there was no foun­
dation in fact. (Hear, hear.) The hon. 
gentleman who bad moved the resolu­
tion had read private letters, and in 
commenting upon them had made state­
ments which were not contained in the 
b.tters. He took no other, ground on the 
matter than that which he had taken in ^ 
tho past. The recommendations brought 
by Prof. McCandlesa were of a very high 
order, and he had relied upon tho state­
ments made in these testimonials. Com­
plaints had been coming in as to his in- 
competency, and it was quite true -that 
the Provincial Secretary had represented 
to him the unfavourable impression 
which ho had aroused among farmers 
and other persons who knew how the in­
stitution was being managed, and who 
had no reason for being prejudiced 
against nim. He had been still in­
clined to think the case was. not so bad 
as was represented. The Professor had 
made a number of charges against per­
sons in the institution, but he had 
placed no more reliance on these charges 
than on those against the Professor. Ono 
thing, however, had become quite clear, 
and that was that he was not succeeding 
in the management of the College. The 
students were in a state of mutiny, as ap­
peared from a memorial he had received 
signed by a very large number of them.
He had not intended to produce that 
memorial, as it was in reality a private 
one, but in justice to his hon. friend the 
Provincial Secretary he would be obliged 
to do so. He had all along acted on the 
most kindly feelings towards Professor 
McCandless—and he was one who could 
not easily get rid cf snob feelings onoe 
formed—-but he could not shut his eyes 
to the fact that the institution was not 
being . successfully managed. As was 
often the case, Professor McCandless, 
though he believed him to be a gentle­
man of high attainments, was lacking in 
administrative ability. The proper and 
only course open to the Government was 
to put an end to his connection with the 
institution. But how was ho to be 
treu.wd? It was quite true that he had 
thought it right to give him a gratuity 
am : ' ig to half a year's salary, though,
had -o chosen to follow the advice of the 
Provincial Secretary, a different course 
would have been pursued. The only 
reason which, according to the view of 
tho ease he (Mr. Mowat) 1 ad taken, why 
the money should have been refused 
would be that Mr. McCandless had been 
guilty of conduct that would legally bavé 
put an end to a contract between two 
private persons. He did not then seetli$t 
such conduct existed, and he felt that it 
would be worth something to the insti­
tution and t^e country that the difficul­
ties should be allowed to pass away. He 
considered that in settling with him 
there was no advantage to any one in 
going into these particulars, and had 
chosen to consider the engagement as 
ended with the Professor at a time when 
his conduct was such that the gratuity 
could have been paid him. His col­
leagues had agreed with him tnat it was 
better to pay him the money. Prof. Mc- 
Candless was in a great hurry to leave, 
saying that important business dematid- 
ed hie departure within a few hours. ^ So 
he had anticipated an Order in Conncil by 
getting the money paid. He thought 
that as the head of the Government and 
his colleagues taking the same view of 
the matter, he was perfectly justified in 
paying the money, the order in Council 
being a mere formality. He would regret 
that there should be any unnecessary 
examination in reference to persons who 
had now no connection with the institu­
tion, but as Professor McCandless was 
desirous, according to his letters, of hav­
ing an investigation, he was perfectly 
willing that it should go on in so far as 
he was concerned. The ho», gentleman 
who had moved for a Committee had read 
a letter written to him (Mr. Mowat) by 
Professor McCandless, which that gentle­
man had afterwards withdrawn. He had 
always considered the letter a most im­
proper one, and he had expressed him­
self in very strong terms regarding it. It 
was quite imposseble to effect a settle­
ment so long as the Prgfessor maintain­
ed the position assumed in that letter, 
but as he had withdrawn it, he (Mr. 
Mowat) had regarded the matter as if it 
had never been written. He moved the 
omission af all the words after "that,” 
and the substitution of the1 following 
“Possession of'the Agricultural College 
was obtained in the autumn of 1873 ; 
that the institution was ready for the re­
ception of pupils in the following spring; 
that the business of the; institution was 
interfered with, and its prospects and 
isefnlness were for a time impaired by 
want of harmohy and mutual confidence 
anKmg its oAiders, and by dissatisfaction 
on tne part of some of tne pupils; that 
this condition of things passed away some 
months ago, and that the institution has 
einee that period been copied on har­
moniously and efficiently; that there is 
no evidence or pretence of Riere being 
now any dissatisfaction amongst its of­
ficers, or irregularities in the conduct or 
control of the institution impairing its > 
usefulness; that, under those cireumstan- ' 
ces, ît is thé opinion of this House that 
it is not. in interests o' the institut! A

ouusione which have passed away should
uow be unnecessarily revived, or that the 
complaints mad by vr against officers or 
pupils during those former dissensions 
should now be unnecessarily reopened 
and made matter of permanent record 
through the inetfumenia ity of a Com- 
mittee of this House; that subject to 
these considerations the condition and 
management of the said institution are 
proper subjects of enquiry, and that there­
fore a Committee for that purposo is here­
by appointed, with power to send for 
persons and papers, and that said Com­
mittee be comprised of Messrs. Bethune, 
Scott (Peter boro’), Sinclair, Hodgins, and 
Boulter, and that at the desire of the late 
Principal oft,he Collect, rxnressed through 
un hou. member oi tin» Iluuou, mu cu»u 
< -'ommittee is further authorized to cn- 
quire into the conduct of the said Princi­
pal and his management ol the said Col­
lege, and the circumstances which led to 
liis resignation, and to report to this 
House."

Mr. Cameron said the object of the 
amendment was to prevent any enquiry 
into the conduct of the Government. By 
putting three Government supporters on 
the Committee, the Government took the 
power of excluding any evidence they 
j leased. This was not the enquiry which 
lie had asked for, as no one had desired 
to investigate the conduct of Professor 
McCandless, except in connection with 
the disgraceful conduct of the Provincial 
Secretary.

Mr. Mowat said the resolution to 
which this was an amendment had not 
mentioned the Government or any mem­
ber of it.

In answer to Mr. Lauder,
Mr. Mowat said it was an unheard of 

tliinjr for the Opposition to have a ma­
jority on a Committee aHeoting a mem­
ber of tÈe Government in so important a

Mr. Lauder said the Government were 
afraid of the enquiry. He did not know 
whether the statements made would be 
proved or not, but he thought everything 
connected with the institution ought to 
be enquired into. He considered that 

- there should be an equal number of 
members on the Committee froùi both 
sides of tbo House. The only way to 
make the institution a success now was 
to discharge the present officials and let 
the new principal select his own staff. 
He wished the House to leave politics 
out of the matter altogether and sustain 
the Government in making this institu­
tion asuccess.

Mr. Fraser ridiculed the tender of as­
sistance made to the Government by the 
member from South Grey. In the ap­
pointment of Professor McCandless and 
all the other officials the Government 
bad been actuated by a desire to appoint 
the fittest men. The charges 
made so far rested upon the unsup­
ported assertion of Professor Mc- 
Candlcss, but when an investiga­
tion took place they would find that the 
Professor was actuated by very consider­
able bias. Tho party opposite had long 
been kpown as the party of scandals, and 
now th<y had descended so low as to 
bring on the floor of ibis lieuse tho re­
putation of females. (Hear, hear j He 
c-'udemned iu indignant terms the scan­
dalous course taken in this matter, and re­
lue ached the member for Edst Toronto 
wi tii belying his reputation in order to 
gratify .the vindictive purposes of the 
man who penned tho letter which he had 
read. That man ho thought deserving, 
not of trust, but of contempt. (Cheers.) 
Hu showed the absurdity of tho proposal 
that tho Opposition should havo a ma­
jority cn the Committee, the insincerity 
of the suggestion that the numbers should 
be even, and the necessity of the scope 
of the enquiry being limited so far as to 
exclude investigation affecting officials 
who had left the institution. What the 
Opposition wanted was, not to boLCtit 
tho institution, but to injure the Govern­
ment. Professor McCandless had lately 
informed the public, through the columns 
of the Mail, ’.hat he still held these papers. 
Ho charged Mr. McCandless with having 
stated an untruth over his signature. 
The Government knew that tho Opposi­
tion had this tiorrcsponcenee in their 
hands mouths before. Ho contended 
that thu amendment should bo passed. 
He expressed liis regret .that the member 
fur East Toronto should have seen fit to 
give the letter of Professer .McCandless’ 
to the country, and stated that it was so 
regarded by the Attoruey-Gencial that 
lie did not even communicate it ail to his 
colleagues, and this was the first time he 
i Mr. Fraser i had heard some portions of 
it.

Mr. Itykert opposed the amendment.
Mr. Hodgins suggested to the member 

for Lincoln that neither his past career 
nor his present position entitled him to 
lecture the Huueo on public morality.
