New York,' Nov. 9.—With the elec-
tion returns still incomplete, the plurality
of President Roosevelt in the nation,
according to all indications tonight, will
exceed 1,500,000, the greatest plurality
ever given an American candidate. To-
night interesi centres in Missouri and
Maryland. " late returns indicate that
the former state is in the Republican
column, so far as its presn?mga.lwmw
tors are concerned, but that'James Folk,
the Democratic candidate, has been
elected governor. 1n Maryland the presi-
dential vote will probably be east for
‘Roosevelt. In the other states it is
simply a question -of pluralities.

The ‘“golid south” was broken by the
political defection of Missouri, this see-
tion of the country always going Demo-
cratic. The figures tonight show but
twelve states with 133 votes for Judge
Parker. President Roosevelt carried all
the Northern states and tonight he had
343 electoral votes.

The banner state Is Pennsylvania.
Twenty-four hours after the polls closed
the returns from thjs state indicate that
Roosevelt’s plurality would receh 490,-
000. Next came New York state, where
the President polled approximately 174.-
000 more votes than did Judge Parker.
The New York city returns are still in-
complete, but the amazement over the
result has not subsided. Judge Parker
carried Greater New York by only 41.-
000 votes.

In general the situation is cluefly
interesting tonight because of the tickets
in many of the states being cut. Roose-
velt ran ahead of his ticket in many
places. In Massachusetts, where his
plurality was 86,000 votes, the Republi-
can candidate for governor was defeated
by 35,000. 1ln this state the legislature
is Republican and the entire Republican
tuicket with the exception of governor
was clected.

A RARE GIFT

Miss Violet E€Elliott Can Sing
Songs for Male Baritone
Voice.

London. Nov. 8.—Musicians say that
it is at least a quarter of a century since
a woman sang the lower D, a note
which the late Mme. Albani is credited
with reaching, but there is a young Aus-
tralian now in London who can accom-
plish this rare vocal feat.

Miss Violet Biliott is a tall and
charming brunette, who has been only a
few months in this country. Apart from
the wonderful low notes of her register,
her voice has a peculiar resonance
which is usually associated with a good
baritone, though this by no means de-
stroys its essential femininity.

Miss Elliott finds herself in a difficulty
because there are no songs written for
the female voice which give her an op-
portunity of using her lowest notes. She
is, therefore, obliged  to sing men’s
songs. *“In Cellar Cool,” which proves
such a stumbling block to many ama-
teurs, has no terrors for her. for it only
demands a low @, and she has nearly
half an octave in reserve when she has

I do not like
singing songs written for men, however,
for people are apt to look upon me as a

Dog salmon is king. On account of
the Japanese war (the market has
jumped from $15 f. o. b. Vancouver tc
$32 a ton, and the fish which was pre-
viously considered worthless and thrown
away by the fishermen are now being
eagerly caught for the market by ‘tlre
Indians all along the coast, right up to
the Squamish. The fish are dry salted
for the Jdpanese market. E. W. Me-
Lean, who is largely interested in the
fish export trade, states that there will
be a heavy business done in the dog
salmon salting this season, and although
the dog salmon with its ugly snout is
not a nice fish to look at, it is very
edible when salted and will make a fine
food for the Japanese army. At $32
a ton on the wharf at Vancouver the
market is a profitable one, and forta-
nately dog salmon are plentiful.

and more will be shipped this season.

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MR. BOGLE AND BETTER TERMS.

© We welcome a letter trom Mr. Bogle

®n the question of Better Terms, and
-are pleased to deal with the matters
“which he submits for consideration, be-
«ause now that the elections are over
vthe subject can be viewed from a stand-
‘point largely non-partisan. Mr. Bogle
sadmits that British Columbia is now
and has always been suffering from dis-
:advantages as compared with other
provinces. The.trouble from his point
tof view is how to apply the remedy.
Briefly, we think, that fairly defines his
position. He divides the subject as djs-
-cussed on the platform during the recent
elections into three parts. 3

(1) Tariff discrimination against
British Columbia, which he rightly re-
gards as ‘not an issue between the prov-
ince as a province and the Dominion,
but wholly within the sphere of Do-
minion politics for which the Dominion
“Government is responsible to the people
of British Columbia as electors of the
Dominion.

(2.) Excess of Dominion revenue over
Dominion expenditure, Under this
head the Colonist has been careful to
distinguish between it and the main is-
sue for our claims for Better Terms, As

pointed out on more than one occasion
this is not necessarily a permanent con-
dition. We might some day in Canada
adopt an absolute System of free trade,
and then British Columbia would not
be contributing a cent of revenue in the
"way of customs and would be receiving
:at the same time subsidies and expendi-
ture from the Dominion. For a tariff
would be substituted direct’ taxation,
which the Dominion has the power to
impese, if necessary. It is true, too, to
‘@ certain extent that this is also a mat-
ter of federal politics; but there is anoth-
«r phase of the question in which it is
dart of a €ase for Better Terms, or
rather for the readjustment of financial
-relations. So long as a tariff is in exist-
-eénce there should, in our opinion, be a
provision for a return to the provincial
itreasury of revenues paid by the people
©of the province in proportion to our con-
tributions, because the people of the
province are less able to bear the burden
of provincial taxation by reason of inor-
dinate contributions to the Federal
treasury. At the time of Confederation
the province surrendered to the Domin-
Zion wholly its indirect sources of rev-
renue, and as experience has shown has
*been inadequately recouped. At the
=same time the respousibility of local ad-
“ministration, by reason of the immense
~extent and the rugged character of the
iprovince, has been enormous and out of
‘proportion to the responsibilities of the
-other provinces.

It s a condition, which the remedy
suggested of greater expenditure by the
Dominion in the Province does not meet,
-because it leaves the Province in no bet-
ufer position to meet its own liabilities
dn the way of administering and develop-
iug the country. In fact, such expendi-
ftures by the Dominion, in many in-
-stances—take mailways as one—increase
‘the responsibilitles of the Province,
~without proportionately increasing its
revenues. That point is made very
«clear in the memoradum submitted to
the Dominion Government by the mem-
bers of the Quebec conference, and it
:applies with much greater force to Brit-
ish Columbia than to ©ntario and Que-
bee, by the Premiers of which the argu-
ment was made.

Our argument for a -commission is
based on the fact that while the rela-
tions of the provinces are being con-
sidered they should be considered com-
prehensively as the result of the most
ithorough investigation of conditions. For
Some years there has been a growing
feeling in the. provinces that the Act of
Confederation, while a very wise and
very statesmanlike measure, is not a
perfect one. It was constructed with-
out the necessary experience regarding
ithe developments of the future, which
«would not be foreseen. Nearly all our
legislation has proved defective in some
of its practical ‘workings, and legisla-
tors have found it incumbent upon them
ito remedy those defects as far as and as
00n as possible. Why should an Act of
“Confederation 'bé exempt from improve-
ment and amendment? Should we be
taught to regard it as invio-
lable at the hands of man, who, after
all, was the creature who framed and
gave it effect? A fetish in politics is
as grave a source of evil as the worship
of false gods, or of system, which
through the changing conditions of time
may have become effete and anomalous,

(3.) In regard to the third head of
Mr. Bogle's discussion of the sabject
it is reaily the most important one. The
©excessive expense of the provincial ad-
ministration on account of the physical
<haracter of the country is a eondition
which is a permgnent one, and must con-
tinue to weigh on any. government,
which has charge of the financial af-
Aairs of the country. It is true, as Mr.
Bogle says, that: no very clear distine-
rion has been drawn between this phase

assumes that they will ask us to take
the rough with the smooth, and to look
out for other opportunities to counter-
balance our physical drawbacks. In
view of what has been admitted on all
sides we do not think in justice to our-
selves that that aspeet of the case should
trouble us or deter us from making
claims. If through the investigations of
non-partisan tribunal
composed of members of high standing
it ecan be demonstrated that it is all
rough and no smooth with us; that we
are suffering in many ways from our ex-
¢eptional position and conditions, not of
our own making; that there are in-
Jjustices, inequalities and hardships in

the relations which at present exist as
compared with other provinces, does it

stand to reason that those conditions
should continue to exist because of the
; way other provinces may view it? On
the other hand, is it not fair to assume,
that under such circumstances, the peo-
ple of the other provinces are fair and
just enough to acquiesce in granting our
just demands? If not, when it shall
appear that our case is hopeless by ap-
peal to the fairmindedness of the rest
of Canada—it will be time for British
Columbia to seek other remedies.

Nova Scotia got redress in 1868 on
grounds similar to eurs. The late Sir
John Rose, then Minister of Finance
in Canada, upon whose report finally
justice was done, stated that “the local
sources of revenue at present possessed
by Nowva Scotia are inadequate to carry
on the" services devolving on the prov-
ince.” And this was one of the grounds
upon which Better Terms were granted.
There were several other rspects in
which Nova Scotia’s claims were simi-
lar to ours.

contentious legislation, $uch as any con-
stitutional innovation would demand; it
must not involve any great initial ex-
pense; and it must not fetter the autono-
my of the.self-governing ¢vlonies by at-
tempting to subject them to any new
compulsory jurisdiction.” All these re-
quirements, in their opinion, are neces-
sary and inseparable.

With regard to,the means of satisfy-
ing these conditions, Sir Frederick Pol-
lock thinks they are to be found in
developing the functions of the Privy
Council and reinforcing the Cabinet for !
special purposes with the new element
thus obtained. “Let it be well obsery-
ed,” he continues, “that we do not pro-
pose to confer any kind of executive
or financial power on the Imperial com-
wittee. We do mnot believe that the self-
governing colonies would accept any
such compulsion, and, for my own part,
I do not think they ought.

Sageman says also that the season has
been much shorter than usual, making
the elean-up more remarkable.

Cement Factory.—Work on the plant
of the Vancouver Portland cement fac- |
tory at Tod creek is proceeding with all
possible expedition. The machinery,
which is of the very best quality known
to manufacturers of Portland cement is
being instdalled with the utmost care, so
that no hindrances may follow after. the
factory begins operations. The works
will he pufyin shape this winter so that
a start may be made in sufficient time
to have the Vancouver brand of Port-
land cement on the market ready for
next season’s work.

Slight Train Mishap.—During a4 dense
fog which prevailed yesterday mo,ruil{;
a slight mishap occurred on the B, & N.
railway near Ladysmith, which fortu-
nately did not result in serious damage.
The coal train was going by the “Y,”
and simultaneously .the southbound
freight came along. Owing to the dens-
ity of the fog the engineers did not see
the danger and a slight  eollision oc-
curred which damaged the fronts of the
locomotives somewhat, but the rest of
the rolling stock ecsaped injury. The
trainmen were not hurt,

Cable Is Broken.—Word was received
at Seattle yesterday morning that on
Sunday night the newly-laid government
cable between Sitka and Valdez had
snapped and communication between the
two points had been entirely shut off.
It is supposed that the wire has broken
not many miles north of Sitka, The
cableship Burnside is now engaged in
cable laying between the Sound artillery
stations, and as soon as she can' get
ready for the trip she will proceed to
Sitka and repair the break, bringing
that town again in communication with
the outside world.

Promising Mine.—The King Solomon
mine, sitnated seven miles from
Cowichan station, is considered one of
the most ‘promising properties on the
island. A syndicate, at the head of
which is J. 8, H. Matson, has been
‘formed to work it under an option. Al-
ready the syndicate has shipped 30 tons
to the smelter. The ore went 9.64 per
cent. in copper wet assay. Deducting
1,30 per cent. for drying, the net value
of the copper went at nearly $16.70 a
ton. The ore is carried a mile and a
quarter to the wagon road, which runs
to Cowichan station, and is then shipped
to the Ladysmith smelter. A new wagou
road is projected which will shorten this
route by about three miles.

A .Unique Find. — On Tuesday in
English bay near Vancouver, R. T
Burtwell, Dominion Government Fish-
eries Officer, picked up a queer looking
object which greatly resembles a Japa-
nese mine. Built of wood, 2 solid piece
of some hardwood not native to this
coast, bound with steel wire and sheet
steel and studded with iron or steel boits
to the number of no fewer tham a hun-
dred and fifty, the object is certainly a
suspicious-looking thing, says the News-
Advertiser. TInscribed on it are ehar-
acters thought to be Japanese. It is
shaped somewhat after the fashion of
a barrel; and weighs in the neighborhood
of fifty pounds, is a foot and a half
long, and a foot through.

JAPANESE LITERATURE.
Tacoma News.

More than a thousand mewspapers and
magazines are published in Japan. The
imperial public Ubrary at Tokio has half
a million volumes, nearly one thousand of
which are printed in the languages of Eur-
ope, Since the advent of the modern era
the literatore of all mations has been
iranslated into Japanese. Even Shake-
speare, Carlyle and Emerson have been
done into the vernacular; and although the
result sends shudders through the sen-
sorium of Western scholars, the little
brown polyglots will tell you complacently
that they have improved upon the originai,
modifying the Anglo-Saxon context to suit
the more subtle understanding of the Ori-,
ental. Great freedom is frequently taken
in the translation of movels. The import-
ed plot is changed to conform to Sunrise
standards, and characters are re-chris-
tened with Japanese mames. The work be-
comes an adaptation. Nor is plagiarism con-
sidered a literary offence in Japan. On
the contrary, it is looked upon as an indi-
cotion of extensive reading and tenaclous
memory. ‘The more a writer can interlard
his story or essay with ideas, phrases, and
even paragraphs from the works of mas-
ters, foreign or domestic, the greater the
proof of his scholarship.

There Is one American writer of today
who hag succeeded M impressing his work
upon the mind of commercial Japan. Every
clerk in the stores, = banks,  commission
hovses, railwvay and steamship offices and
godowns of the Mikado’s empire is famil-
iarly acquainted with “Old Grogan Gra-
ham,” " oracle of the Chicago stockyards.
‘Heads of big houses all over the empire
bought the book wholesale and distributed
ccpies among their employees. Published
in paper covers and selling at 40 sen, the
book reached a circudation of over 200,000,
but with no profit to the author, as there
was no international copyright. In the
Japanese appraisement of the book Its
humor was entirely overlooked. The pro-
duction was accepted solely as a serious
gospel to over-confident young manhood.

Washington, Nov. 9.—Three hattle-
ships, five scout cruisers, six torpedo
boat destroyers,” six torpedo boats, and
two squadron colliers at an aggregate
maximum cost of $41,300,000 is the
building programme which the United
States has recommended to the secretary
of the navy to urge 'Congress to author-
ize at its next sitting. The board sug-
gests that the new battleships shall be
of the general type of the Connecticut
class. This would give the navy nine
first-class battleships of 16,000 tons dis-
placement each.

The board estimates that the com-
plete cost of each battleship when ready
for sea will not exceed $8,000,000, mak-
ing a total of $24,000,000 recommended
for this.

PRONUNCIATION OF ®NGLISH.

Toronto News.

Mr. Morley’s pronunciation of the Eng-
lish language may be regarded as a minor
pcint, yet it is of some importance. There
i3 a general impression that the English
brenunciation of the old world differs
from that of the mew, in that the Old
Ccuntryman says pawss and glawss,
while on this side of the Atlantic we give
the letter a narrower sound. On this
peint there is an agreement between those
who ridicule and those who admiringly
imitate the fashions of the old world.
Hence, we hear some strange combina-
tions of old-world precision with new-
world carelessness, such as bar’l and
or'nge. The main difference is between
care and carelessness. The chief charac-
teristic of an educated but unaffected
speaker Mke Mr. Morley is that he pro-
nounces all the syllables of his words,
and pronounces them accurately. In this
respect there Is room for improvement in
Canada, as there doubtless is in England,
Ireland, and Scotland. On this continent
the careless pronumciation is a little more
in evidence among educated people, be-
cause this is a democratic country, and
there is less class distinction. Our edu-
cated people talk a little more carelessly,
and our uneducated people talk better
than those of the old world. That is the
main difference.

Belgrade, Nov. 8.—A great sensation
has been caused by the statement of
the newspaper Narodillist that it has
proofs to the effect that the regicides
and couspirators are spreading among
the people.

Of course no oune could foresee the pro-
mulgation of such a complicated and fan-
tastical arrangement as has since been
evolved, nor was it possible for outsiders
to realize that the astute rallway promoters
ha3 the bovernment so completely in their
control as events have since shown was
the case. Where we think the Conserva-
tives made the mistake was in not at
once supporting the scheme if carried out
4s 4 government undertaking. There is no
doubt that the local and other conditions
were extremely favorable for an experi-
ment in that direction, since the territory
was unoccupied and with great potentlali-
ties in the way of traffic and develop-
ment. It is also equally certain that
with the confirmation of the proposed
agreement, the people have lost a magni-
ficent opportunity and' one that from the
circomstances can mever present itself
again. Had the Conservatives put that
before the country last year, we belleve
it would have .received such support as
woul@ either have led the government to
abandon its schemie or caused its defeat.
But the golden opportunity was allowed to
bass and the Interval that elapsed before
the oppositign unfolded its alternative pro-
pcsal was almost mecessarily fatal to its
approval bv the electorate. That the time
will come when the adoption of the present
scheme will be bitterly regretted—especial-
Iy by the peonle of Western Canada, who
