The diameter
was about two inches, and the height
three and s balf inchés, From she top,
closed by.s thumb screw, protruded a home-
made fuse which smelled strongly of nitric
acid, It was of good workmanship and
more of the appearance of a commeroial
artiole, being highly polished like a pdoket
flask_and. m}nll: finished. The packs
age at the Chicsgo, Burlington & Quincy
general'offices showed no appearance of
cap or fuse, only a protruding insulated
wlga.

The Sectarian Line im British Politics.

Some attention to the subject will con-
vinoé any |intelligent observer $hat the
cable ocorrespondents—who are obliged to
hastily condense the facts and rumors of
the day—do mot accurately refleck many
phases of the all-gbeorbing political drama
of which Great’ Britain and Ireland con-
stitute the sheatre, with the oivilized world
for an sudience. Many of the cable dese |
patches are written for the ‘anti~British
New York markes, and flayored to bult,
Others of them are under that
subtle influence which the wealthy and the
aristecratio are generally able to exercise
without seeming to do so, Hence men and
measures are seldom presented to the ordi-
nary reader in Amerioa in their just propor-
tions and proper relationships. To ascertain
these we must occasionally go behind the
cable returns and revise .them with the
assistance of the fuller statementy of the
transsatlantio press—not merely the press
of London, or the organs of one particalar
fmﬂon, but the press of the chief cities of
England, Scotland and Ireland.

The first olass of 'correspondents ' to
whom we have referred above would lead
us to belleve that the present political
crisis $hreatens the integrity, if not the
existence, of the empire. It tickles the
New York Anglophobe to be led to believe
that Great Britain has already entered
upon that downward osreer historically
predicted of all great empires, and that
Macaulay’s Australian is about to embark
for England, to muse over the arohiteo-
tural ruins which the dynamiters are
supposed to have in "conrse of pre-
paration for “his . edification. Neither
the constitational history of England nor
the facts of the present situation afford any
warrant for such a hypothesis. Catholic
emancipation and the reform bill, to say
pothing of less enduring and less benefi-
eent reforms, were agitated for and car~
ried under circumstances much more ex-
citing and threatening than those which
surround the guestions of to-day. " There
is no nlgn to be found in the columns of
the British press to indicate that what Is
tritely Sermed ‘‘the . elasticity of the
British conssitution” is at present sustain-
ing any strain, exceeding that which it
has often sustained before, or which it is
not abundantly able to sustain again,
The second class of correspondents oper-~
ates ohiefly in the tory interest, To be-
lieve these writers every man-in the house
who is not either a tory or a whig aristo-
crat is » oad or a vyulgarian, a low
fellow who comes between the wind and
the nobility.
