A Great Strike Inaugurated In the Con- 
i nellsvIUe Coke Beglona 

Pittsburg, Feb. 9.—The great strike in 
the ConnelleviUe coke regions was inaugurat­
ed to-day, and by to-morrow every mine and 
coke works in the region will be closed. The 
miners, to the number of about 10,000, re­
fused to go to work to-day, the only 
men now working being the coke drawers. 
There are 6000 men employed at this work, 
and as soon as they have drawn the coke 
from the ovens they will quit. The strike Is 
for an advance in wages on 12% cents per 
ton and against a 10 per cent reduction.

Both sides are firm and along struggle 
appears to be inevitable. The workmen 
offered to continue at the present wages 
until March 1, provided the operators 
would arrange a satisfactory scale in the 
meantime, but this was refused. The inde­
pendent or small operators then offered to 
pay their men the old wages until a settle­
ment of the trouble, but this also was re­
jected. The operators claim it is necessary 
to mate a reduction owing to the depression 
in the coke and iron trades. There are over 
16,000 ovens and 70 coal and coke works in 
the region._______________________

Sir John Macdonald’s manifesto is such 

an utterance as might at this crisis 
be expected from ono who. stood by 
the cradle of Confederation and shared 
in W Brigt# hopes of that time. 4s 
leader of the leaders, as central figure in that 
group of statesmen whpee breadth of pur­
pose *nd «kill of execution have united scat­
tered colonies into a compact Dominion, he

• cannot view without emotion a movement
to undo the labors of a life. . L

But he is still the warrior armed for any 
issue. Although called upon to make 
“a last effort for unity of the em­
pire and the preservation of our commercial 
and political freedom,” he strips for the con 
tent determined to make the last effort a 
-final triumph. And he wilL Behind him 
the best forces of the land are massing. 
Proud of such a leader and glorying in so 
great & cause, the people of Canada will send 
up a chorus on March 5 to which the nations 
will pause and listen. It will proclaim 
Canadian independence. That chorus will 
be Tnada mighty with the voices of those 
citizens who have come here directly from 
the old land. But it will gain thunderous 
force from the voices of those young Cana­
dians who on the pages of the world’s 
history have searched in 
an instance where, subjection was hon orable 
—where the financial benefits outweighed the 
ehamft. History affords no precedent that 
Canada could follow in accepting a pos ition 
of commercial dependency to the United 
States, nor—with the men, the territory, 
and every essential of an independent state— 
peaceably accepting annexation.

punishes industrious 
provements they effect, and leaves the 
moneyed Interests and the speculative land- 
holding interest to go almost scot-free. It is 
a form of direct taxation that, like the indi­
rect taxation of a customs tariff, falls wholly, 
in the long run, upon .the hard-working 
masses of the people. Now, some years ago, 
The Globe again and again editorially com­
mended a form of direct taxation which so 
cautious a paper as The New York Times has 
declared to be the fairest method by which a 
public revenue can be raised. I refer, of 
course, to the single tax on rental values of 
land; a form of taxation which would relieve 
our farmers of a large part of the taxes they 

pay, which would relieve mechanics and 
laborers in a still greater degree, and which 
would throw upon the classes who take the 
lion’s share of what is going the right of 
doing the lion’s share In providing for the 
National Household. The assertion that 
this form
sarily involves confiscation is not true, 
in my opinion, though, as I have told Mr. 
Henry George (whom I reverence) In conver­
sation, I think his great book “Progress and. 
Poverty” is marred by passages that look 
like excuses for confiscation. But this is no 
place, nor time, to discuss so extensive a sub­
ject as the single tax. My reference to it is, 
in the first place, made to illustrate that I 
never meant to argue for the application to 
Canada of the sort of direct taxation which 
you describe, and to whicji this country 
would be submitted in a far greater degree 
than now, were we to put ourselves on a tobog­
gan slide into the Rich Man’s Republia In the 
second place I refer to the single tax by way 
of showing that I am faithful to the recom­
mendations of The Globe.

To Improve Mimlco Roads.
A deputation of Mimico property holders 

consisting of J. J. Kenny, John Kay, J. F. 
Rush, E. Stock, F. Daniels, J. Dandridge,

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Woman In That Classic Land.
The fourth of the series of lectures in 

Convocation Hall Trinity University was 
delivered Saturday afternoon by Prof. 
Hutton of Toronto University. There was a 
large audience composed principally of 
ladies. The subject was “The Position of 
Woman in Ancient Greece.” In primitive 
Greece,the lecturer said, there were traces of 
the subjection not of woman but of man and 
the rule of woman. That rule, according to 
legend, was terminated by pitched battles 
sending in the victory of man. In Homeric 
Greece the supremacy of woman no longer 
existed, although in the higner ranks of 
society they were nearly equal. Later on, 
in historic Greece, the treatment of woman 
became Oriental. Sparta alone was not 
open to censure in this respect. He quoted 
from a number of Greek authors to show-the 
condition of woman then. Tne Spartan 
woman of Aristotle was the American 
woman of the ancient world. If Sparta 
resembled the United States in this respect 
then Athens resembled England. Aristotle, 
however, claimed an ideal state in which he 
demanded for either sex the supremacy in 
its own sphere. This condition be likened to 
that in Canada.

Wall-street has shown distinct signs of improve­
ment The “bear” element has been more cau­
tious, and some prominent operators on that side 
Hâve narrowed their risks while other* openly 
acknowledge that the drift is against them. The 
forces on the “bull” side are gathering strength 
attri numbers, and some of the most noted lead­
ers of speculation are beginning to marshal them­
selves for an upward camtiaign.

This change of tone can hardly be said to have 
been the result of anything new of decided im­
portance in the actual situation. It has been 
some gain that, as the contest between the two 
sides on the silver question develops, the chances 
of the pro-silver party being defeated (at least 
for the present session) decidedly improve; and 
although some desperate expedients may still be 
adopted by the mining interests, yet *beir ulti­
mate defeat seems very probable. This has no 
dotibt helped the tone of the market quite rqate- 
riajly ; for the possibility of the enactment of free 
coinage has had a more seriously damaging 
upon confidence in high quarters than .s ge 
ally apprehended. Another contribution to­
wards recovery has come through a quite unex­
pected" improvement in the January earnings of 
the Western roads, and especially in those of 
the Granger lines, which was the last thing to 
have been expected.

The influences above noted as affecting the tone 
of the market favorably might-have had little 
influence under other circumstances. But, 
coming now, they find a market prepared to 
yield a full response. Both here ana in London, 
money is becoming so abundant and holders ot 
balances are becoming so anxious to employ 
them, that the slightest symptom of improved 
conditions in investments must encourage buy­
ing. Moreover, it is to be kept in mind that the 
recent crisis has left behind no widespread de­
pression or disorganization; its check to busi 
ness has been but momentary and superficial, 
and the creation of national wealth is going on 
at it* usual rate, whilst the launching of 
new corporate enterprises is at the lowest mini­
mum. There must be therefore the usual legiti­
mate demand for investment securities; and 
when bonds and stocks yielding 5 to 6 per cent, 
on their current market value can be had in large 
amounts, and money is exceptionally low and 
likely to remain so tor the year 1891, it hardly
