4 BIG DEFICIT WILL BRING OF
ELECTIONS IN MAKCH,

Third Party Meeting in Georgetown—The
Leader Anticipates a Deficit of $5,000,-
©00—1His Reply to Speeches of the Min-
fsters En Tour-The NF. Blamed for
The Agricultural Depression.

Georgetown, Dee. 10.—To-night D’Al-
ton McCarthy, M.P,, addressed acrowd-
ed meeting in the Town Hall. Mr. Me-
Carthy arrived from Toronto on the
evening train, and, despite the incle-
ment weather, he was met at the sta-
tion by a crowd of admirers, who were
accompanied by the town's brass band.

On the Dla; with Mr. MeCarthy
were: ex-Wardep Scott, who has receiv-
ed the nomination of the McCarthyite
electors of the County of Halton, as a
candidate for the House of Commons;
A. P. Hunter, George Hume (Milton)
and Richard Graham, the'latter of whom
occupied the chair., The proceedings were
barmoanious thromghout.

The Candidate for Halton.

Mr. .Grabam opened the meetinz by
fntroducinz Mr. Scott, ‘who therclapon
addressed the electors for the first time.

Ex-Warden Scott said the principal
guestion which was agitating the minds
of the people at the present time was
the trade policy. The protective policy
which had -been in force for a number
of years seemed not to bave met with
the approval of the farming community,
nor even with the laboring man. A pro-
tective pdlicy had been the cause of pro-
ducing combinations and trusts which
had raised the prices of thuse things which
we required. ln former years he was a
supporter of the National Policy, but on
reconsidering and examining carefully
into the workings of this policy he had
found that it had been detrimental! te
the best interests of the people all over
the country. This way of working was to
give the greatest good to the greatest
pumber, Instead of the National Policy
doing that it was making millionaires of
the manufacturers at the expense of the
people. ;

©Other Planks in His Piatform.

He advocated close donmection with
the British Empire, and was opposed to
the  Dominion Government interfering
with Provincial rights, He thought the
Romarn Catholic people were standing in
their own light when they advocated
Beparate schools, because he believed their
children would receive a more complete
education nnder the present gystem.

He was in favor of a 2-cent postage,
and he annotnced himself as having been
a temperance man all his life. In con-
tlusion he stated that while he had re-
ceived the nomination of an influential
party he was mno tool in the hands jof
any party, he was a thoroughly indepen-
dent man. (Applause.)

A. P. Hunter, who spoke next, said
they had come to deal in hard-time poli-
tics—the McCarthyites were hard-time
politicians.

No More Sessions, Says D'Alton.

Recent Speeches of the Ministers.

Mr. McCarthy then proceeded to criti-
eise the recent speeches of the ministers.
Referring to their assertion of the pros-
perity of the country, he compared the
railroad receipts oi the present year with
those of the corresponding period of last
year. The Canadian Pacilic receipts last
year amounted, he said, to $18,760,000,
this - year to $16,658,000, a decrease of
over 2,000,000, and the Grand Trunk's
Jast year were $18;281,000, and this
year $16,000,000, another decrease of
over two millions. The excise receipts
durinz the past five months amounted to
$13,603,000, as ' compared with $15,-
598,000 of the year before, again a re-
duoetion of nearly two million dollars.

And yet, said the speaker, sneeringly,
these men talk about the prosperity of
this country. If ithey take yau for
fgnoramuses, then I could understand
their line o} ,argument, Hut to address an
intelligent audience and td tell the peo-
ple of this country that ‘we are prosper-
ous, and we are not suifferinz from hard
times, it is to me the moset- astounding
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statement that I @ver read in print:

The Farmers' Condition Past and Present
Mr. McChrthy then took up the state-

er's position to-day is better than it
ever was in this country : that although
he is getting lass for his produce he i%
able to buy his necessaries for less also;
and that the fall in the price of farmers’
produce during the 15 years was only
20 per cent., whereas the price of articles
which farmers:buy is 88 “per cent. less.
“Is that So,” queried the speaker. “You
farmers ought to know ?” |

He then proceeded to compare the
prices of farm produce in 1884 with the
present year. Wheat, he said, had drop-
ped from 80 to 656 cents a bushel, a fall
of 81 per cent.; barley irom 53 to BS
cepts, a fall of 24 per cent; oats from
838 to 28 cents, a fall of 15 ‘per cent.;
rye from 59 to 45 cents; peas from 64
to 50 cents, a fall of 22 per gecut.; poto-
toes from 40 to 85 cents; hay $9.60 to
$7.50. Comparing the statistics of 1584
with the prices of the present day the
annual farmers’ produce during tho last
10 years averaged $1165,000,000. The fall
in these articles ‘alone in Ontario an-
ounted to the enormous sum' of $22,000,-
000.

“ Do you wonder that times are hard?”
It was stated, said the speaker, that car-
pets, clothes and all other gpods that
the farmer required had gone down in
value also, but he pointed out that they
would have gone down further if free
trade had been in operation.

Cotton Lords, Woolen Kings, Sugar Princes

It js shown from our Blue books, con-
tinued the member for North Simcoe,
that comparing the quantity of farming
produce that eame into this country when
all farmm yproduce was free with the
quantity that comes .in mnow when
farming produce is subject to & dutyythe
whole value to the farmers of this coun-
try is not 70 cents per head. That is
what you get by keeping Americand out
of the market.

What have we got to show for this pro-
tection policy ? Cotton lords, ‘wvolen
kings and sugar princes—that is what we
have got to show. (Applause) Where
does this money come from? It comes
out of you. (Applauge.) You can bring
up manufactures by protection, no doubt
of it; but where is the money coming from
that is epabling these people to prosper
and grow rich? We are not exporting
manpufapthred goods; d&ll the goods ‘that
we manufacture are being used . up in
Canada, and if manufacturing industries
arc prospering they are prospering at
the expense of the people.

Continuing, the speaker said he believer
in greater equality in the distribution of
wealth. A country was prosperous, not
with millionaires, like Vanderfbilt and
Gould, but with wealth more equally
distributed, If frée trade were establish-
ed in Canada to-day, of every; 100 people
not more than eight would suifer, and
the other 92 would be better off. (Ap-
plause.) it

TH " CURRINCK QUESTION,
Discussion at the Young Liberal Club Last
Evening.

Mr. J. W. Willison, second vice-presi-
dent, occupied the chair at the meet-
ing of the Young Liberal Cilub last even-
ing, when the following motion, notice
aof which had been given at the last
meeting of the club by Mr. Stewart E.
Bruce, was discussed : “ Resolved, that
the Dominion Government in exercising
their prerogative in finance control the
circvlating medium in a manner detri-
mental .to the country.”

In offering his resolution Mr. Bruce
spoke for over an hour, and made a
capital address; The broad outline of
the speech was that to-day we had $50,-
000,000 as a circulating medium in the
country. ‘There wuas, a congested con-
dition of things to-day because the
money was in the hands of a few. What
was required was to put it in circula-
tion. In order to have a uniform con-
dition of good times this money must be
invested and kept invested, and it must
be redeemed in labor. To accomplish
this it must be made difficult for a man
to hoard money, and this could
only be dome by inflicting a tax,
say a 2 per cent. tax; on all
ready money, so that the man with most
money in hand would pay the greatest
amount of taxes. His plan would be as
follows: On the bank bills issued and
also on the Dominion issue there should
be a tax of two per cent. per annum,
payable on Jan. 1 and on July 1. !The
face of the bill would bq ‘the same as ai
gresent, bt the back part would: be per-
fectly plain, with the exception of iour
squargs. In each of these squares dates
would be ingerted, the life of a bill being
two year:. These dates would have to
be covered by government stamps as they
fell due, or th> bill could mot be put in
circulation. These government stamps to
cover the dates would each cost' one cent
on the dollar, and as two stamps fach
year would have to be placed on every
bill the tax would be easlly and safely
collected. " The stamps would be regulated
to suit all sizes of bhills. Baullion, too,
could be~kept out of cireunlation.

CENTRAL PRISON GUARD KILLED.

Found Lving Unconscious Beside the Rajiil:
way Traek Witk a Fractured Skull—
No Hope of His Recovery Entertalued.

James Hume, 126 Lisgar-street, was
struck by .a locomotive about 150 yards
west of ‘the Strachai(-avénue railway
crossing about 6 o’'clock last evening,
and sustained injuries from which it is
thought he camnot receover.

Hume is & guard at the Central Pri-
son, and was to hpve reported for night
duty at 6 o’clock but when he did smot
appear at ‘the usual hour. nothing was
thought of it. About 6.80 he was found
by some train hands, lying beside the
railway in an unconscious gondition,
He had apparently been irossing the
tracks by way of a fodt path frequently
used by the employes at the prison in
going to amd from their homes.

When carried into the Central Prison,
Dre. Aiking and Riordam were called, and
they discovered that he had, in addition
to a severe scalp wound, sustained a
fracture at the bage of the: skull.

The ambulance was called and. the in-
jured man removed to the Genéral Hospi-
tal, where a second examination was
magde, but no hopes could be given for his
recovery. It is thought he will die with-
out recovering comsciousness.

CANADIAN AFFAIRS IN BRITAIN

MR, GARDNER'S POSITION ON THR
EMBAKGO UNTHENABLE,

Aunstralia’s Position om the Cable Ques=
tion—Antipodean Opposition to Cana~-
dian Cheese- British Authors and Canas
dian Copyright—How English Politi~
clans View the French Treaty.

London, Dec. #0.—The past week has
been one of considerable interest to those
who are goncerned with Canadian affairs,
as the Canadian cattle question has again
been to the front, the French treaty has
been ratified by one of the French Cham-
bers, and an endeavor has been made
to revive the agitapion respecting Canae
dian copyright.

During his regent visit to ScotlandSir
Charles Tupper, the High Commissioner,
was approached by those who are con
cerned in the cattle industry, with a view
to learn from him the present position
of the megotiations and the probability,
of an early removal of the restrictions
now impoped on the trade. Sir Charles,

‘| as may be expected, spoke as plainly as

he uvsually does om all subjects in which
the interests of Canada are concerned,

and his utterances atiracted a good deal)

of attention. "
Gardner’s Position Untenable.

In consequence, Sir John Leng, the
member for Duntlee, wrote to Mr. Gardner
upon the subject, recapitulating the ar-
guments used by Sir Charles Tupper, and
pressing the matter upon the rd of
Agriculture. This provoked a long re
ply irom ‘Mr. Gardner. The High Com-
missioner has written a long letter to
Sir John Leng, dealing with Mr. Gard-
mer’s communication, @nd it has been
published in The Times. The general im-
pression is that Mr. Gardner’s” position
in the matter is rendered untenable by
the arguments which hayve been advanced
both by the Goivernment of Canada and
their representative in London.

A Protest Agalnst Fishery Seizures Cut
Short Owing to the Dividing Lime

cutter * Petrel” about a month ago |
made a descent upon a fleet of American
fishermen between Kelly's Igland and
Point- Pelee and cut their nets from
the buoys, making this valuable part of
their equipment & total loss. A pro-
test was at once telegraphed to the
State Department, by which the matter
was referred to the revenue marine, with
the request for a prompt and thorough
inve~ ( gation. e

The United States revenue cutter Fes-
senden was despatched to the scene, and
has spent some time in investigating
the incident. It is the preliminary rve-
port from the Fessenden's commander
that puzzles the State Department ol-
ficials, and has brought the controversy
to a standstill. It is ascertained that
the commander of the Fessenden, al-
though able to ascertain acurately the
location of the nets when they were gut,
is not able to determine whether they
were at that time iu American or Ca-
nadian waters. :

An examination of the treaties and ae-
companying maps at the State De-
partment fails to shed any light upon
the question. By the treaty ol Ghent
a commission was authoriged to define
the exact location of the boundary lines
extending through the great lakes, and
its decision as cendered was accom-
panied by numerous maps defining the
points of departure, courses, ete., of
these lines.

But careful examination of the map
of the western end of Lake Erie dis-
closes the fact that it was not properly
triangulated and does not admit of its
being used as the basis for an accurate
survey. The courses given in the Com-
migsion’s report are incomplete and in-
definite, and do not agree with the data
of the charts. A map made in 1885
under the supervision of the War De-
partment has also been examined and
found to be no more accurate than the
treaty maps.

In the circumstances the State De-
partment is at a loss how to lay the
foundation for diplomatic representations
regarding the alleged injuries to the
American fishermen referred to, and
the affair promises to take the wider
scape of negotiations for the appoint-
ment of an International Commission to
make a survey and drait a new treaty.
The commander of the Fessenden is still
engaged in trying to find the basis for
a survey, and the Department probably
delays action until his final report shall
be received. :

ADVANCING ON PEKIN,

The Japanese Second Army to March on
the Capital.

James Stevenson of the Quebec Bank
Gone Home.

Quebee, Dec. 10.—Mr. James Stevenson,
the general manager of the Quebeia Bank,

died this morning in this city.

The sums they have
beer: obl}lged to pay aunually in connee-
tion with the guarantee would have gone
a long way towards providing the Paciflie
cable. -

They pparently did not see that if
they onceé got the new cable in operation
they would under the terms of the con-
templated hrrangements wsecure lower
rates at ouce. f'he existing company
would waturally have been obliged in
thei# own interests to give the same facil-
ities that were offered by the new route,
and the Australian colonies would thus
for a very little more money have ob-
tained lower rates than they are getting
even under the guarantee with the ad-
vantage of an alternative line of com-
munication as well.

The Cheese Question.

It is no wse blinking the fact that con-
siderable feeling has been arousetd . in
London among the cheese trade by the
action of somie of the Canadian exporters.
The discussion thatis taking place is not
confined ‘to one firm, but is shared in by
all the leading houses. They are urging
that Canadiap legislation should be pass-
ed ‘providing for the marking of cheese
with the month in which it is made, and
they claim' that this will bef no hardship
to those shippers who act fairly and
squajely. It will only affect those who
have begn sending over June and July
cheeses for those of Septembar and Octo-
ber; and in the interests of this large and
growing trade, it is most important that
confidenée which is now felt in Canadian
cheese, and the reputation it has: acquir-
ed in British'jmarkets, should be main-
tained. ', &

A Australian Opposition.

The guestion'is not a new, one, it has
been discussed over and over again dur-
ing ‘the last few lyears, and was brought
to the notice of Prof. Robertson, when he
last visited the United Kingdom.

The Australians are endeavoring to se-
cure o portion of the British cheese trade,
the Minister of Agriculture In New South
Wales i§ devoting much attention to the
mattep. It is announced in one of the
Sydoey- papers that an analysis made of
some local cheese which was sold in
the Sydney .market at 1d a pound
contipined 1.26..per cent. more fat and
4.78 per cent, less water than cheese sent
from Ontario, as a specimen of high-class
Canadian make, which sells freely in the
British market. In point of difference of
quality, a report of the Inspector of
Agricultuire, ' jstates that the Corunna
cheese was pronounced by many who
tasted both to be superior to the Cana-
dian, There is no fear, however, that
Canadian cheese will not continue to
hold its own in Great PBritain, and that
the market for it will be developed,.but
there must be entire confidence be-
tween the exporters and importers if
this result is to be attained.

- Willlam Suter, Bricklayer, Cuts His Throat

at Winnipeg—Used an 0Old Table
Knife for the Purpose.

William Suter, bricklayer, formerly of
this city, and well known tol those en-
gaged in the building trade, committed
suicide’ in Winnipeg- a few days ago.
Suter came to Toronto six years ago
and boarded in Bond-street. After the
strike of 1890, Suter went to Winnipeg,
where he has resided ever since. A few
months ago Suter was taken ill, and had
since been bedridden. His condition be-
coniing ‘more alarming, Dr. Inglis ad-
vised the poor fellow to allow his friends
to remove him to the General Hospital,
which they were anxious to do, but
Suter, for some reason, appeared to have
a horror of gZoing to the hospital. His
answer to the medical man’s advice was,
“No, doctor, I would rather cut my
throat than Zo to the hospital,” The
man evidently meant just what he said,
though at the time the remark was
treated lightly by those who heard it.

Monday morning about 9.80 o'clock a
friend of the sick man living in the same
block, entered his room as usual toen-
quire regarding his comdition. Opening
the door, a ghastly scene was present-
ed. Suter was lying across his bed, clad
only in his night dress, one hand grasp-
ing an old table knife, while his head
waa in a pool of blood that flowed from
a frightful gash across hisNthroat. Doc-
Eor Inglis whs hurriedly sent for, and
pon ‘arriving found that Suter had saw-
ed away at his throat with the knife
nutil he-had almost severed, the jugular.
The doctor ordered the ambulance and
bad the man conveyed to the hospital.
There the doctors worked over the poor
fellow for a couplé of haurs, but all
their efforts were unavailinz, the man
dying a few minutes after 1 o’clock.

GOLD BASIS FOR U.S. CURRENCY.

Secretary Carlisle Explains His New Bank-
ing Law to the Currency
Committee.

Washington, Dec. 10.—In the ways and
means committee room of the House fthis
morning, Secretary Carlisle explained in
detail to the Banking and Currency Com-
mittee the plan recommended by him for
& new banking law. “

To Mr. Johnson (Dem., Ohio) Mr, Car-
lisle said one great advantage of his plan
was that it would furnish an elastic cur-
rency. The entire national bank deposit
would not be filled up to, the limit of the
plan unless the business of the country
required it.

Under the present system, if a Nation-
al bank desired to retire its cixcc!ation,
it must send to <the Treasury: lawiul
money of the United States of the requi-
site amount; but it was not allowed to
withdraw this amount of girculation
under six months. Under the new plan a
bank might retire its circulation to-day
and increase it to-morrow.

To Mr. Sperry (Dem., Conn.) Mr. Car-
lisle said his plan‘contemplated the ulti-
mate retirement of greenbacks and ndtes
issued unjler the Sherman law, and there
would then be no other paper of the Gov-
ernment redeemable in gold.

*We should then be on a silver basis,”
said Mr. ‘Sperry.

“No,” e®aid Mr.
basis.”

Mr.Sperry also wanted to know if,should
the timé ever gome when there was no
paper of the Government redeemable in
gold, the debts of the Government would
not be paid in silver.

To this Mr. Carlisle said there would
not be enough silver to do this. Further-
more, the debts of the Government were'
paid in large bills, The silver was need-
ed for small coin. Mr. Carlisle, in an-
swer to several questions, said that he
held that the Government waa mnot, le-
gally speaking, under greater obliga-
tions to take care of the depositors than
it wag to stockholders of corporagions,
manufacturing orgaunizations, ete.

Mr. Carlisle said, theoretically, he
believed the Government had no right to
tax state banks, although the Supreme’
Court had held that it was periectly le-
gal. He thought it might be a good
.thiug, however, to retain the tax, but
it was the intention of the plan suggest-
ed by him to lessen Governmental inter-
fg;(leuce with those banks as fas as pos-
sible.

The Nestor of Fast Paesenger Service.

The New York Central system was the
Nestor of fast passenger eervice in the
United States. Away back in 1878 that
road was running “flyers,’- The “White
Mail” was put on in 1876, and ran pe-
tween New York and Chicago in nearly
as fast time as is now mal between
these cities. This train, however, did not
carry passengers, though there was
even at that time, a fast passenger ser-
vice in operation over these roads. The
train was called the ° “Lightning Ex-
press,” and made the trip from New
York to Chicago in about 26 hours. The
“White Mail,” as it was called, wae the
admiration of the whole country. Four
snow-white mail cars made up the train
and the farmers used to stop work when
it passed. Indeed, there wae A rumor to
the effect that this train only hit in
high places.  Soon after this the New
York and Chicago Limited was put on.
This wae the first all-sleeper train ever
run, and some doubt as. to patronage
was indulged in by the officials. But this
question settled itself. The train paid
from the beggining, and it was soon fol-
lowed by other fast all-sleeper trains
But the other roads have always waited
on the Central, and we owe the com-
fortable train eervice throughout the
country to the enterprise and pluck of
the New York Central ‘System.—Dixie.

To think of meeting the case of the
wage-earner who cannot afford to pay
interest or premiums is contrary to all
precedent, is subversive of all honest busi-
ness principles, and instead of being
based on the honest equitable principle
that the man who lends his money sﬁ%ll
get interest for it, and that the man .who
borrows it shall pay interést for the
cash, it is but one among many other
efforts to gull the publie and loudly calls
for public vengeance !

“So much for the principle” (?) of
our disinterested critic, which may do
very well for people who have an ax
to grind or like to;be dumbugged, but
o m.not to be commendéd ” ta truly in-
telligent readers who prefer facts, figures
and arguments to'a mere fabrication of
wants and eguivocation.

Until Barcister J. A. Donovan purges
his contempt. of court he will probably
‘have to remain in jdil. = His incarcera-
tion is the final act in the longrstand-
ing! suit which Mrs. Eliza Roberts
brought against him for the return to
her of a lot on the west side of Spa-
dina-avenue, above College. Prior to
1890 Mvs. Roberts alleged that Donovan
persistently visited her, and finally talk-
ed - her into the belief that she wais not
the absolute owner of the lot, that in
fact she only had a life interest in it.
Believi this, and knowing that being
uearlyugo years ol age she could not
hope to livé but & few years, she was
induced by Donovan to sell the property
to him for $800. The deed was forth-
with made out, but Mrs. Roberts was
described in that deed as the absolute
owner. Shortly after Donovan secured
a loan, giving a mortgage on the pro-
perty for mecurity, which mortgage now
amounts to mnearly $5000.

The trial of the agction whick the
aged colored widew filed resulted in a'
judgment whereby Mr. Donovan . was
ordered to.remove the mortgage  amd re-
convey the property, to its wronged
qwner.

Subsequently Mrs. Roberts died, willing
the property, when it would be reco-
Veyeg to Anne Berry of Chestnutptreet,
with whom she lived. Various appeals
delayed the case from time to time until
a few weeks ago, when Mr. Mosy moved
for and obtained an order committing
Mr. Donovan for contempt of court for
noncompliance with the court’s judg-
ment,

Nov. 21 the order was granted, but
the Clerk of Single Court was instruct-
ed not to ispue until after four days had
elapsed. On one of these Mr. Donovan
was injured by the elevator at 9 1-2
Ade‘la.ide-street west, the building in
which his office_ is located. The order
was then further stayed. Saturday it
issved, and Mr., Donovan may be com-
pelled to remain in jail until he purges his
contempt. Mrs. Berry is now. the owner
of the property, which is, however, still
encumbered by the $5000 mortgage.

The order also issued for the committal
of Mrs. Donovan, who virtually became
the owner of the property by the deed,
but she is not yet in custody, and,it
is said, cannot be found.
