Hon. W. J. Hanna, Provincial Sec­
retary for Ontario, and Mrs. Hanna, who 
have been on a tour of Great Britain and 
the Continent returned to Sarnia Satur­
day afternoon having arrived m New 
York the preceding day, by a British 
mercantile steamer, the Comanche.

Of the final outcome of the war, 
Mr. Hanna said he heard no doubts ex­
pressed, the conviction being that Ger­
many and Austria must be defeated at 
whatever cost. Mr. Hanna expressed 
his gratification on learning that the 27th 
regiment of Lambton county had exceed­
ed the quota of recruits asked for by the 
Canadian Militia Department.

x.—A postmaster is required to give 

notice by letter. Returning the news­
paper does not answer the law, when a. 
subscriber does not take his newspaper 
out of the office and state the reason for 
its not being taken. Any neglect to de 
so makes the postmaster responsible te 
the publisher for payment.

Z-—If any person orders his paper dis- 
continued he must pay all arrearages or 
the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made and collect the 
whole amount whether the paper is takers, 
from the office or not. There can be no 
legal discontinuance until payment is 
made.

3 —Any person who takes a paper out 
of the post office, whether directed to his 
name or not, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

; WIGS, HOODS AND CAPS.
Cv Shapes, Colors and Significance of Old 

’ Egyptian Headgear.
Thé reliefs and paintings on the walls 

of ttie tombs and temples of the Egyp­
tians show that that race of people 
wore thick and elegant headdresses. 
Hats with brims were apparently un­
known. Their headgear consisted of 
wigs, hoods and caps.

“The wigs were very likely made of 
hair or tow, for their great size could 
not have been made by dressing of a 
person’s own hair; the caps were also 
very large and high and made of mate­
rial which as to Its kind can only be 
guessed at,” says Charles E. Heater In 
a history and development of bats and 
headgear.

“The largest were cupola shaped, and 
their use was probably confiné*," he 
further says, “to those of royal wood. 
They were yellow, white and red. II Is 
supposed that the yellow ones were 
made of brass and were a kind of hel­
met, that the white was the crown of 
upper Egypt and the red the crown of 
lower Egypt The pschent, a combina­
tion of the white and red, was consid­
ered as the symbol of the rule over the 
land. Lower flat crowned caps were 
worn both alone and over a hood, and 
sometimes with a strap under the chin 
to bold the headpiece In place. The 
huge wigs were probably worn upon 
the shaven heads, as It Is supposed that 
the clean shaven head was as preva­
lent In Egypt as it Is now In tropical 
Asia."

Census Reports Take Time.
Each United States census report rep­

resents a compilation ot statistics for 
'the entire country, and much time Is 
required to make an actual canvass 
and to publish the results. For exam­
ple, In the census of manufacturers 
uniform reports must be secured from 
more than 270,000 establishments and 
in the census ot agriculture from more 
than 6,000,000 farms. In collecting sta­
tistics from manufacturers, farmers, 
electric light and power plants, electric 
railways and other Interests It Is neces­
sary to allow a sufficient time to fill 
out the schedule so as not to Interfere 
With the conduct of private business.

A PAIR OF SLIPPERS.

Story of an Eceentrle Man and a Curi­
ous Monument,

There stands In a church In Amster­
dam an ancient and curious monument 
of white marble which always attracts 
the attention of visitors, and their curi­
osity Is usually heightened by Its In­
scription. On the monument are en­
graved two slippers of a singular shape, 
with the Inscription “Effen Nyt," 
which In English would be "even noth­
ing," or, more colloquially put, “noth­
ing else."

The New Postoffice
In another column will be found an 

Bd. calling for tenders for the Jerection of 
the new postoffice at Watford. Plans, 
specifications and forms of contract can 
be seen at the Watford postoffice and 
tenders will be received up to Monday, 
Sept. 14th, the work to be completed 
within 36 months after the contract is 
accepted by the Department. The build­
ing will be 50 x 36 feet, with tower 12 x 
12, 50 feet high on north-west corner, in 
which will be a clock 4 ft. 6 in with dials 
on all sides. The main part of the build­
ing will stand 12 or 14 feet back from 
the sidewalk. The first floor will con­
tain vestibules, a spacious public lobby 
40 x 12 feet, large work space, toilet 
rooms, mail receiving rooms, etc. Up­
stairs will be laid off with large room for 
customs office, living and dining rooms, 
bedrooms, bathroom, etc., for use of 
caretaker. The basement will contain 
storeroom, boiler and motor for hot 
water heating, etc. It will take six 100 
watt, two 150 watt, fifty 60 watt lamps to 
light the three flats which will be con­
trolled by 34 switches. A flag pole 
ornaments the main building.

The specifications for the erection re­
quire all the material to be of the very 
best quality. The walls of basement will 
be concrete, above ground cut stone and 
brick. The woodwork will be kiln- 
dried pine or spruce with 2inch birch 
floors.

When completed the building will not 
only be an ornament to the town but a 
convenience needed for many years.

War News In Brief

The French Commander-in-chief has 
withdrawn his forces from territory 
recently occupied and is massing them, 
along with their British allies in a strong 
line between Maubeuge on the north, and 
Donon in the south, a distance of about 
200 miles. The allies, having abandoned 
the offensive, will, according to official 
announcement, assume a purely defensive 
attitude, in the hope of checking the ad­
vance of the vast masses of German troops 
endeavoring to break through the line.

A combined French and British force is 
holding the front near Givet along the 
the river Meuse about 30 miles below 
Namur, while French troops command 
the roads out of the great forest of Arden­
nes. . , , _

Upon the ability of the allies to hold 
the Germans, the French War Office 
admits, depends the fate of France. •

A British official statement announces 
that the position of the British troops is 
in every way satisfactory. Announcement 
is made, however, that the British casual­
ties iu the recent fighting numbered 2,000. 
Field Marshal Sir John French, command­
er of the British forces on the continent, 
reports that the withdrawal of bis troops 
to their new position was successfully 
effected.

Earl Kitchener, secretary of state for 
war, ■ annbunces that the 100,000 men 
asked for in the first instance have joined 
the colors, and declares that the reinforce­
ments to the British • army will steadily 
and surely increase, until there will be a 
British army in the field which “in num­
bers will not be less than in quality and 
not be unworthy of the power and respon­
sibility of the British Empire.”

Reports from The Hague say that the 
Germans who have been massed in large 
numbers along the Dutch frontier have 
disappeared and that the mobilization of 
the Dutch army has ceased.

Muelhausen has again been evacuated
' by the French.

In the north the French and British 
lines have been moved back a short dis­
tance, as well as the French right m th e 
region of St. Die. The French troops 
on the offensive between Nancy and Vos­
ges, are said to be making headway.

Belgian troogs have compelled the 
fourth German division, advancing south­
ward, to retrace its steps.

The fourth Belgian division at Namur 
has fulfilled its task of arresting the 
German column and allowing the Belgians 
to retire on the French line.

London reports that Togoland, the 
German possession on the west coast of 
Africa, has surrendered unconditionally.

JEWELER ISSUER OF MARRIAGE LICENSES
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Death ot Lambton's Oldest 
.Resident

On Monday, August 24th Mrs. John 
Leacock, of Brooke, passed peacefully 
away at the home of her daughter, Mrs. 
Isaac Newell, at the remarkable age of 99 
years, 6 month and 15 days. The vener­
able lady who was known to nearly 
everyone in this neighborhood, had ex­
ceptionally good health throughout her 
long and useful life and was in possession 
of all her faculties until the time of her 
death. She was only confined to her bed 
for three days, death being due to senile 
decay. In her younger days she saw 
some stirring times and during the re­
bellion in 1837 witnessed the famous 
battle of Young Street and the burning 
of Montgomery’s tavern.

Mrs. Leacock was a native df Antrim, 
Ireland, being the daughter of Isaac 
Williamson and Nancy McNeil. She was 
born Feb. 9th 1815, and was living in 
Glasgow when she was married to John 
Leacock in 1834. After residing for a 
time in Scotland and Ireland they came 
to Quebec in 1837, the year of the re­
bellion, and in 1838 they moved to Pitt­
sburg, Pa., returning to Canada ten years 
later, and in 1852 came to Brooke and 
settled on the farm where their son 
David A., now lives.

The Navajos are the least gregarious 
of native American tribes, never con­
gregating In towns and vilages and 
never forming permanent communi­
ties. Their homes, called bogans, are 
mere hovels, built of stones or the 
trunks and limbs Of trees, with round­
ed roofs thickly covered with earth. 
A smoke vent in the roof and a door­
way in the side are the only means of 
ventilation. In cold weather these 
cavelike structures are kept tightly 
closed, so that no one but an Indian 
could live in them at alL

But when springtime comes the 
Navajo squaw constructs a summer 
cottage, sometimes consisting of no 
more than a windbreak of sagebrush 
around a circular clear space. Some­
times the summer hogan is a shady 
bower under a desert cedar tree, with 
leafy branches piled around as a meas­
ure of protection against winds and 
sandstorms. Sometimes it is a shelter 
formed by the utilization of old pieces 
of canvas, sheet iron and other cast 
away material picked up around the 
refuse dumps of the railroad towns.

NAILS IN STONE WALLS.

Easy Method of Placing Them So They 
Will Remain Firm.

Few women know how to drive a 
nail Into a brick wall, and yet it la 
what they often need to do for them­
selves if there is no man a boat

The following method is easy and has 
been found entirely satisfactory: Hav­
ing decided upon the exact spot into 
which the nail is desired to be driven, 
which must be in the plaster between 
the bricks, provide yourself with a 
hammer and screwdriver. With these 
tools commence working out the hard 
plaster by tapping the handle of the 
screwdriver. As the plaster turns to 
dust it must be blown or dusted out so 
that the size of the hole may be seen.

When a space about one inch long and 
nearly one inch deep has been worked 
out get a small piece of wood about 
the same size and with the hammer 
wedge it tightly into the space. When 
it seems firm take the nail and drive it 
into the wood. It .will go in nicely, 
without bending, and remain firm an 
indefinite length of time. This same 
method was used at one time when it 
was decided to hang a hammock be­
tween the fence and the wall, with the 
exception that the hole was dug out à 
little longer and deeper than for an or­
dinary naiL—Minneapolis Journal,

Homemade Barometer.
Those who love experimentation may 

try the following method of making a 
cheap barometer practiced in France: 
Take eight grams of pulverized cam­
phor, four grams of pulverized nitrate 
of potassium, two grams of pulverized 
nitrate of ammonia and dissolve in 
sixty grams of alcohol. Put the whole 
in a long, slender bottle closed at the 
top with a piece of bladder containing 
a pinhole to admit the air. When rain 
Is coming the’ solid particles will tend 
gradually to mount, little star crystals 
forming in the liquid, which otherwise 
remains clear. If high winds are ap­
proaching the liquid will become thick, 
as If fermenting, while a film of solid 
particles forms on the surface. During 
fair weather the liquid will remain 
clear and the solid particles will rest 
at the bottom.

Mrs. (Dr.) Quinlan Dead
Popular Young Physician Sorely Ber­

eaved on Wednesday Night

(Stratford Herald, Aug. 20-21.)
Death robbed Stratford of one of its 

most beloved young women when Mrs.
