How, asked Dr. Nichols in the Food Re-
from Magazine, are we to get at the proper
quantity of foou? Animals living in s state
of naiure do not over eat themselves,
They stop eating when they bave enough.
‘There are no prige cattle oo the prairies.
Itis the stalled ox, and the pig in his pen
deprived of exercise, thatcan Le fattened
mtoa dweased obesity Horses escape
this process because men do not, to any
creat extent kuowingly devour them. The
buater and racer are not over fed, Al ani-
mals expecied to do their work arc care-
fully fed a= to quality and guantity. If
uvoman beings were led as wisely, they
would be as liealthy.

There are some good rules for teeding as
to quantity. Whet our food is siwple
and watuial in kind and quality and mode
of preparstion there i little danger of eat-
ing too much. There is little danger for
example, of eating too many grapes,
apples, pears, or bananas. Salt,
sugar, spices, and luxurious crockery
empt to excess. With men, as with avi-
mals, a natoral diet is self-limited and we
are disposed to stop when we have got
enough. The more artificial the food,the
more elaborate the feast, the more liability
io overload the stomach, over-rask the
digestive powers, and overweigh the lorces
of life. Simpl.city of food is a condition
of health snd prowotes longevity- - The
quantity of food which enablesaman to do
wis daily work without loss of weight is
precisely what he requires,  He supplies
the daily waste—no more aud no less. It
is my opinion that the average quantity of
watersfree ailment required, say of buei-
ness and literary men is twelye ounces,
Men of grest muscularactivity may require
from sixteen to tweuty ounces, not more
I bave found mysclf in & very good
condition for sedentary work on right
or ten ounces. When anvone is in xood
vonditwen for his work and keeps his nor-
mal weight, he has food evough. Dr Ni-
cuoll’s advice is, fiud this quantity by ex-
periment, snd then habitually keep to it,

Dr. J Mortimer Granville, writing to the
Londun Daily News, says :

These nre the two lessons to be learnt
and laidto heart by thote who would
treat a chill sncces<fully aad spare them-
selves the consequences of 8 cold.  Se-
care a full reaction quickly, bot avoid
over-stimalativa.  Nature’s remedies for a
chill are sneesing and shiverivg. By
these commotions, which are essentially
mechauical, she rouses panic stricken
centres. A good fit of snerzing keeps off
many & cold, and the man who carries a
snuff box and uses it at once may general-
ly feel safe—that is, if he sneezes violent.
ly immediately after the chill. Brisk ex-
ercise, short of fatigue which exhausts,
will also prevent a ¢ cold’ supervening up-
ou a chill. The recourse to stimulants
s bad. Attention should be directed to
the nervous system, ot 10 the circulation
of the blood. The heart will take care ot
itself if we will only see that the nerves
ate guickly roused to action When the
hunting wman feels cuilled he should
mount a fresh horse, and take a short but
brisk trot to rouse his nerves, When
the home stayer thinks he has ¢ sat in a
draught aod caught cold,” be should
quickly put oo his hatand take a rapid
walk or run.

The aim must be, not to warm, but to
revive energy. A very little considera. -
tivn will show that these two aims are
ifferent, and common sense will genera ly
suggest the best mode of treaiment within
reach au the moment. This eflort of self
cure by exertion will have the additional
advantage of setting the brain in action.
The brain is the great head centre of the
uervons system, and when the will acts
powerfully at the instaut of any impression
which has a tendency to depress the lower
nerve centres, the activity of the higher,
the supreme cercbral, the mteltectual
ecntres, generally ward off toe atiack.
The man whore brain or mind is power-
fully excited st the moment of exposure t0
acnill seldom takes cold. I make no
apoloxy for p'acing tbese technical details
before our readers, because they ought to
be known to every one. The prevention
of & cold is a matter of self help.

To Avoid Urowning.

It is & well known fact says the Scienti-
fic American, that any person of average
structuve and lung capacity will float se-
curely in water if care is taken to keep
the hunds.and arms submerged and the
jungs full of air Yet in most cases prople
who are not swimmers, immediately raise
their handeabove their hends and scream
the moment they find themselves in deep
water, The folly of such action can be
impressively illustrated Ly means of a
balf empty bottle and & couple of nails,
and the experiment should be ropeated in
every household until all the memberg—
particularly the women and children—

Any sbort-necked, squace-shouldered
bortle will answer, and the nailscan ea~ily
be kept in place by a rubber band or
string. First ballast the bottle with yand
w0 that it will just flost with the uails
pointing dowuward, then Ly turning the
pails upward he bottle will be either
forced under the water at ouce, or will be
tipped over sothat the water will pour into
the open mouth, and dowa it will go. . To
children the experimeut is a very impress
sive one, and the moral of it is eaxily un.
derstood. It may prove a life-saving les-
son.

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KHARTOUM.

Khartoum is the chief town of the
Egyptian Sudan, as the Encyclopsdia
Britannida has it; and is situated on' the
peninsula formed by the junction of the
Blue and White Nile. The level of the
stream just below the town is 1240 feet.
The landing place and dockyards are
on the Blue River. The surrounding
country is flat and open, the forest de-
scribed by the first European visitors
having disappeared for a considerable
distance up the river, but there are
many gardens within and around the
town planted with date palms, fig and
orange trees, ete. The town, though
consisting chiefly of mean mud buts,
has a considerable number of substany
tial stone buildings, the most impor
tant of which is the stone-faced palace
of the governor. As the centre of the
great caravan routes, Khartoum carries
on a good legitimate trade, but the in-
babitants have always shown a prefer-
ence for slave traffic when the governor
bas proved indulgent or inefficient.
Khbartoum is the seat of a Roman Catb~
olic mission, founded by Pope Gregory
in 1846, and long conducted by Dr. Inaz
Knoblecher, of Protestant missions, and
of several European consulates. The
British consulate, established in 1849,
was abolished under circumstances
which gave rise to much comment.

The population numbers 50,000, in
cluding in addition to the natives, the
usual elements of an Egyptian town.
It was founded by Mohsmmed Ali in
1823. In 1859 the population was es
timated at 40,000. In 186970 the

Si-
multaneously Mr. Armitage began slow.

tate circalation. We could nat have
been more apxious about the issue of
cour efforts if they had been made on
bebalf of a human being instead of a
dumb brute. When a pint of fresh
blood had been injected, 1 could see
some change about the eyes of the dog.
But no one spoke. One thought was
was common to all—would life come
back ? In a few moments more there
was certainly a convulsive tremor no-
ticeable in the body. Mr. Armitage
in undisguised excilement, said to the
surgeon, * Press the blood.” In a min-
ute or two more the dog gasps, and soon
attempts to Pjecl. the respiratory tube,
which was accordingly withdrawn.
This was followed by gasps and a catch
ing of the breath, while the eyes grew
brighter and more natural.
