PAKT I.
November, 18—, was a stormy month ; 

the ocean hail been lashed Into fury, by the 
hurricanes and so called cyclonic gales 
which had frequently been reported by 
vessels arriving on both side of the Atlan­
tic. Many ships were posted up at Lloyds’ 
Insurance Office in London, as missing, 
never having been seen or heard of since 
leaving their port.

I was then an officer on board a large 
|«aeeenger steamer commanded by a Scotch­
man. We left England with a small num­
ber of cabin passengers and about 70 or 80 
emigrants bound for the United States.

Nothing could be seen but tbe dull leaden 
sky above us, and now and then the equally 
dull and monotonous stone wall, which 
stretched along the line of huge docks for 
miles. The sun occasionally peered out 
from the massive hanks of clouds ; but it 
shone with a lurid glare, and appeared 
more like discs produced on a screen by a 
magic lantern, than the glorious orb of day.

Leaving the Irish channel, we at once 
experienced the first installment of what 
proved to be very early Winter weather. 
Our presence outside the wild headlands of 
Bloody Foreland, off the coast of Donegal, 
was ushered in by a gale of wind and a 
very heavy head sea, and we very soon be­
gan to breast the billows of a turbulent 
ocean. This, of course, brought a small 
muster of passengers at the tables on the 
following morning for breakfast, and also 
had the effect of inflicting upon those who 
were sea sick the additional misery of low 
spirits. The succeeding day another gale 
of wind came on in earnest from a different 
direction. We passed through a succession 
of gales, the wind generally commencing to 
blow from the aonth-Weet ; when the bar­
ometer would fall rapidly, the sky be over­
cast, and gloomy weather prevail ; the at- 
moephere then became colder, tbe ther­
mometer fell several degrees lower, and a 
heavy fall of rain followed. The wind 
would then suddenly fly into the North- 
West and equally uncertain weather 
tiuue for some time.

During one of these changes which came 
on in the middle of the night with a terrifie 
squall of rain, we lost the fore-top-sail. It 
was first of all split with the fury of the 
gale, and before the seamen had time to go 
up aloft, to stow and secure the sail, It had 
flapped itself into ribbons, with the noise 
of thunder. The darkness of night, and 
the pelting rain (driven by the furyj of the 
restless wind) which struck the eyeballs like 
bullets, prevented the officers upon the 
bridge, or the men on the lookout, from 
seeing far ahead of the ship. The captain 
consequently ordered the speed of the en­
gines to be reduced, and brought the ship’s 
head up to the wind and tea, both as a pre­
cautionary measure, and also to ease the 
ship in the seaway. Fortunately we were 
far away from the track of vessels, either 
outward or homeward bound, and were not 
in proximity to any land, and these facts 
eased the minds of all on board.

I was the officer in charge of the watch 
and paced the bridge with the captain, as 
well as we could under the circumstances. 
When I had tieen sometime there, he left 
for a short time, giving me some specific 
instructions. He had hardly gone down 
the ladder when a strange form ascended 
from the deck to the bridge and glided post 
me two or three times (the rolling of the 
ship giving impetus to hia moments) with­
out a word.

As first 1 thought it was tbo boatswain's 
mate, or the quartermaster, looking for 
something the captain had left, his gloves 
perhaps, or hia night glasses. But soon I 
discovered it to be a passenger. He put 
his hand upon my shoulder and spoke to 
me saying, * Are you the captain V to which 
I replied, * No ; why ? What do you want 
with the captain at this time of the night ?’ 
He then in a deep, mournful, but impres­
sive voice, said, 4 Sir, I must, see the captain 
I have something most important to ask 
him, and your life and mine, and the lives 
of all the company on board this ship, de­
pending upon his granting or refusing it.

On the desk of Edson B. Brace, chief 

clerk of the bureau of equipment and re­
cruiting, in the Navy Department, is a 
little rosewood case, bound and inlaid with 
brass and bronze. It is in the form of a 
cube, about 18 inches high, and contains a 
chronometer such as is used on all naval 
vessels. This little instrument has quite 
a tragic history and is held of considerable 
value. It was the ship's chr mometer of the 
unfortunate Polaris that was sent out on 
an Arctic exhibition hy the Navy Depart­
ment in 1871. When the Polaris 
nipped in the ice Capt. Hall saved this 
instrument and some other things from 
the vessel. As long as Capt. Hall sur­
vived he kept the chronometer with him. 
When he perished it was buried iu the 
Arctic snows and abandoned, 
sometime in 1872. For four winters it lay 
buried in the snow and ice.

A STATIONER EXPLAINS WHY THEY ARE SO
CALLED INSIDE.

' Why are these envelopes blue on the in­
side ?’ was the query but to a stationer the 
other day.

* For a ve.y simple reason,’ was the reply.
1 One of the great results to be attained in 
making envelopes is to prevent transpareu • 
cy. Many white papers are so transparent 
that by careful scrutiny the contents of 
such envelopes may be determined. For 
instance, let us put a sheet of paper with 
writing on it into this envelope. Let us 
also insert a bank check. We will 
seal it and hold it to the light thus. 
There you can not only see the bank cheek 
but you can also read many of the words on 
the sheet of paper. This can be prevented 
either by getting a very thick and high- 
priced envelope which is not transparent, 
nor translucent, or by taking a cheaper 
grade of paper which is blue on one side. 
Now, we sell quite a number of bine en­
velopes, that is, envelopes which is blue ou 
the outside ; but most people do not like 
them for their color. So, to get over the 
difficulty and still not make a high-priced 
article, we use paper which is blue oue side 
and white on the other.’

man asked a paper in that city for infor­
mation regarding the admiral’s flag and 
received the following reply :

The admiral’s ‘ flag’ is the distinguish­
ing mark of an officer in command of a 
squadron or fleet of her majesty’s ships, 
who holds the rank of rear admirals vice- 
admiral or admiral. It is the white flag 
of England, charged with the red cross 
of St. George. An admiral flies in at the , 
main masthead—that is, the centre of 
the conventional three—a vice-admiral 
at the fore top, i. e., the fore or front 
mast, and a rear admiral at the mizzen 
top or the mast or the mast nearest the 
stern of the ship. The vice-admiral's 
flag is distinguished by a red ball iu the 
dexter or right upper square of the flag, 
aud that of a rear admiral, by two. The 
distinugishing balls serve the purpose of 
denoting rank. It may be noted that an 
admiral-of-the-fleet, a- rank which, like 
that of field marfih’al in the army, is 
generally held by retired or non-active 
officers, hoists the Union Jack * at the 
main ’ as a mark of his rank.

JOHN LOCKETT’SChurch Services.
seres of lirst classThe pulpit of SL James church had no 

sermon pro|>er delivered from it after the 
morning service. It being Communion 
Sunday an address was made to those who 
were about to partake of the holy 
ment by the Rev. Canon Maynard 
rector of Windsor. In the evening the 
same reverend gentleman delivered an able 
and animated discourse to a well filled 
house and attentive congregation.

In the Gordon Memorial church (Presby­
terian) an afternoon service was held by 
pastor Frazer who preached from Acts 13, 
verse 21. His sermon was both historical 
and biographical, the subject being the life 
and history of Saul, the hrst king of Israel. 
Hie estimate of Saul's conduct as a man 
and as a ruler seemed to us to be s just 
one. In answer to the question, wat Saul 
a good man, he came to the general con­
clusion, that, during his youth and up to 
the beginning of the third year of his reign 
his conduct was that of a fairly good man ; 
but from that date to his suicide his con­
duct could scarcely merit praise. He 
neither denied nor affirmed the troth of 
the passage which records the results of 
the incantations of the woman of Kndor, 
but contented himself by saying that Saul 
saw, or thought he saw, Samuel, and that 
he hoard or thought he heard the doom 
pronounced upon him by the demi prophet. 
In relation to the passage which affirms 
that God withdrew hie epirit from Saul and 
sent an evil spirit into him, he wus Inclined 
to think that the withdrawal of the spirit 
of God from him was enough to account for 
his destruction, without any other cause. 
The discourse was marked by a clear and 
incisive rhetoric and with much earnestness 
and critical discrimination.

At Providence (Wesleyan) church in the 
evening the sermon was delivered by the 
pastor, Rev. Mr. Wright, who preached 
from Ezra 15, 16, from which he eloquently 
pointed out the analogies which are sup­
posed to exist between the building of the 
second Temple and the progress of the 
Christian church which is living carried on 
even to our times. It was delivered in his 
usual effective and agreeable style, and 
was an effort of no ordinary kind.

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The Dlgby and Annapolis Railway.

Mr. F. A. Jones, of the Dlgby and Anna 
polie Railway was in the oity yesterday, 
and in answer to the inquiries of a Omette 
reporter he said that since work was com-, 
menced on the road in May last, very good 
progress bad been made. The road is 
twenty-one miles in length, and the com 
tractors, Messrs. O’Neill A Connell, have 
had ISO teams and 400 men at work on tne 
different se )tions all summer. The grading 
is nearly all completed with the exception 
of a few short sections where large cuttings 
have to be made, as at Moose River and 
near Uigby. The cutting at Moose River 
is about 12000 yards and 37 feet deep. 
There have also been three pile drivers at 
work for some time and from this out they 
will probably be kept at work day and 
night. They are engaged in driving the 
piling for the bridges at Créât Juggins and 
Little Joggine rivers. The bridge at Croat 
Joggins river will have a draw $0 feet in 
length, approaches to which will lie on 
piling with pitch pine superstructure. The 
whole length of the bridge is about 1300 
leel. The bridge over Little Joggins river 
is to be 1100 feet long and will he con­
structed the same way ; it is also having 
an 80 foot draw. The Bear River and 
Moose river bridges will be constructed an 
solid masonry butmeuts, and will each have 
a draw 160 feet in length. The Bear River 
bridge will be the largest on the road. It 
will consist besides tne 160 foot draw, of 
four spans of 150 feet each, and with the 
approaches will measure about 1700 feet in 
length. The Moose River bridge will lie 
131» feet long and will also have four ISO 
foot spans, and the 160 foot draw.

It is expected that the bridges 
almost completed and work far enough 
advanced on the road to allow of the 
laying of rails to be oommenued iiefore 
spring.

The only stations that have been located 
yet are at Clementsport and Smith’* Cove 
and they will be completed in aliont a 
month.—St. John Omette.

To Renovate Old Clothes.—Take, 
for instance, a shiny old coat, vest or pair 
of pants, of broadcloth, cassimere or diag­
onal. The scourer makes a strong, warm 
soapsuds, and plunges the garment into it, 
souses it up and down, rubs the dirty 
places, if necessary, puts it through a 
second suds, then rinses it through several 
waters, and hangs it to dry on the line. 
When nearly dry he takes it in, rolls it up 
for an hour or two, and then presses it. An 
old- cotton cloth is laid on the outside of 
the coat and the iron passed over that until 
the wrinkles are out ; but the iron is re­
moved before the steam ceases to rise from 
the goods, else they would be shiny.
